In calling Congress to special session, President 
Wilson expressed his conviction that the American tariff 
should be increased to a point where it would afford 
ample protection to their industries. One report has 
it that he wishes the U. S. tariff to be furnished with 
teeth.

War has wrought many changes in tariff views. 
When it is recalled that Mr. Wilson was a low-tariff 
man and in 1913, had a revenue measure passed which 
placed a long list of manufacturer and foodstuffs 
on the free list, the change in his convictions is re­
markable.

The Underwood tariff, as it was called, gave free 
entry, among other things, to leather, boots and 
shoos, saddlery, cement, agricultural implements,-lum­
ber, wool and iron; to canned and fresh meats, bacon, 
hams, lard, biscuits and cakes; cornmeal, buckwheat, 
flour and rye flour, and provided for the free entry of 
wheat, wheat flour, bran and other products from 
Canada, providing Canada removed its duties; other­
wise the duty was to be reduced from 25 cents per 
barrel on flour to 10 per cent.

THE WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION ACT

LT. J. C. SCHMUCK WRITES 
FROM FRANCE WELCOME.This newspaper supported the proposal to introduce 

a Workmen’s Compensation Act in Ontario and has 
ihad a good opinion of its workings since it became 

the law of the land.
Prior to its introduction, it was customary for 

- employers to take liability insurance, covering them- 
selves against possible accidents and protecting them­
selves in case they were sued for damages.

Insurance companies, being business concerns, de­
fended every action brought against their policyholders, 

i with the result that the injured persons even when 
awarded a sum by a jury, had to bear his own legal 
expenses, which ate a considerable part of the award. 
When a man was in poor circumstances, he was unable 
to enter an action at law. He had to bear the injury 
and the losses it entailed.

In the larger cities, barristers would agree with 
one who had suffered injury and who had no means 
to sue the firm employing him, to take the case on a 
percentage basis. Perhaps fifty-fifty..

Railway companies, in particular, made it a prac­
tice when a man lost his life, to send a suave agent

:to settle the claim, for as small a sum as the widow
would accept. Perchance $300 or $400.

To their credit, be it said, it was the employers
• of the province who supported the idea of introducing

a Workmens Compensation Act. They were paying 
premiums to liability companies on the expectation 
that their workmen who suffered injuries, would be 

I fairly compensated.
They were probably paying as much then in acci- 

|dent premiums as they now do to the Workmen's 
a Compensation fund but it was not reaching their em- 
" ployes in full. A toll was taken by the liability com- 
K panies.

A schedule of compensation, covering the range 
‘of injuries from minor to major and loss of life was 

adopted. A Board was appointed to fairly and im­
partially carry .out the provisions of the Act. The 
injured workmen receives a fixed compensation for 
his injuries without requiring to sue and defend his 

I claim. The employers are obliged to pay the shot.
I The Workmen's Compensation Act has been in 
1 force for a number of years. Its benefits are accepted 
:as a matter of course. Few realise what a reformation 
- it. lias wrought and the extent of the benefits it confers.

Interesting letters with post cards 

and a newspaper have been received 
from Lt. J. Charles Schmuck, son of 
Mr. and Mrs. F. X. Schmuck, this 
city.

on May 2nd and in the letters he 
relates some of his interesting and 
educative travels through France and 
Switzerland. He is with the Ameri- 
can army and he forwarded one of 
the newspapers which the army pub­
lished at the front. It is the Stars 
and Stripes. The journal is a seven 
column four page weekly.

The make up is as good 
as the average paper. The news in 
it, of course, is all military and pat­
riotic.

The letters written by the lieuten­
ant are interesting reading and will 
bo enjoyed by his many local friends. 
They follow:

St. Nazaire, France, May 2, 1919.
“Just got back yesterday from a 

trip through southern France. Was 
away for eight days for a rest and 
change of scenery. I had a very good 
time and visited several of the sum­
mer resorts in the Alps Mountains. 
All the time I was down there it 
snowed and all of the mountains 
were snow-capped. The towns down 
there are very pretty though and ! 
enjoyed myself all the time. Also 
spent a few days in Paris and went 
sight seeing.

About my coming home. I don’t 
think it will be for a few months 
yet but undoubtedly will leave here 
sometime during the month of July 
and get back in August. I won’t 
mind staying over here until then 
because when I do get back I intend 
taking a rest and then get to work.

Am enclosing some postal cards of 
Aix les Bains and also of Lyon.

Wilson to-day recommends that there should be a 
tariff revision upward and that the United States 
should have a law on its blue books which will provide 
the means of not only properly protecting itself against 
foreign competition, but, where deemed necessary, of 
retaliating when the States consider they are being 
discriminated against by other nations. This is that 
which is meant by providing their tariff with teeth.

Although the Underwood tariff had only been in 
effect about a year before hostilities opened, Canada 
benefitted to some extent, both in natural and partially 
manufactured products.

How far the. special session of the American con­
gress will go in implementing Mr. Wilson’s recommen­
dations cannot be stated. The rival parties are nearly 
equally represented. The Republicans regard the tariff 
as their child and may rather see it go partly clad 
than have it wear a Democratic suit. Again they may 
go farther than Mr. Wilson desires and frame a tariff, 
the prototype of the Dingley measure, having claws 
as well as teeth.

It seems to be a foregone conclusion that Canadian 
graingrowers will not be permitted to sell their next 
wheat crop at the guaranteed American price of $2.26 
per bushel, nor to benefit by selling flour, on paying 
10 per cent. duty.

Practically every nation is preparing to give in­
creased protection to its people and its factory and farm 
industries. How unwise it would, at this stage, be 
for Canada to remove or even lower its tariff wall!

Clearly the Workmens Compensation law is a 
humane measure, since it assures compensation to all 
who are injured. The majority of injuries are fortun- 
ately not such as to permanently incapacitate those 

|suffering them. In the days before the Act was pass­
ed, few attempts were made to collect damages for 
minor accidents, it being felt that the court costs 
would absorb the award when the case was won and 
was accompanied" by the risk of losing the action 

- and having to bear the expense, as well as the injury.
It has been said that an injured workman is as- 

sured of receiving compensation. There is a condi- 
! tion attached. He is obliged to report the accident. 

In addition his employer and physician must do so. 
It will be seen that the most important claim is that 
made by the one who is injured. Otherwise it might 
be concluded that he does not expect compensation.

It is not expected that everyone understands the 
, provisions, of the Act. Few think of it until they 

meet with an accident. That which an injure d work­
man should then do is to ask his physician or the office 
where he is employed, to notify the Workmen’s Com- 
pensation Board of the accident. It will send papers, 
containing questions as to the nature of the accident, 
its severity and the wage received. After these have 
been returned, weekly compensation checks will begin 
to arrive and continue until the injured man has been 

Scompensated in accordance with the extent of his
, injury.

I A correspondent addressed a letter to the Work­
men’s Compensation Board, through our columns on 

‘Tuesday, in which ho reports having sustained the loss 
of several fingers, having returned to work before 
these were wholly healed and then having sustained a 
further loss of a finger or fingers, leaving him only 
four remaining fingers of ' the original ten.

With respect to the first accident he says he re- 
ceived a check marked "paid in full,” but through his 

B not having reported at once the second accident, he 
fears that he may not receive any further compensation.

Even though he has not reported the second acci- 
dent and loss, his firm and physician will probably 
have done so. While technically remiss in not having 
reported the second misfortune, there should not be 
any great difficulty in securing compensation for it. 
The Workmen’s Compensation Board plays fairly 
and is anxious to see that every one receives compensa- 
tion for injuries.

• con nities that would decline to help an injured work­

man get the compensation to . which ho is entitled. 
1 None would decline to fill in sets of claim papers for 

an employe unable to do it for himself. Were there 
. one declining, the physician in attendance would “make 

out the paper for him.

DEMOCRACY VS. PROHIBITION.
To the Editor,

In your issue of May 13th. you pub- 
lished my letter, giving my principles 
on Democracy as applied to Prohibition. 
The following day appeared what 
Dr. Heist styled a reply to my letter. 
But it not contain a single answer 
to any of my points.

Had he been seeking to remove the 
cause of intemperance, he would have 
been able to have found it in my letter, 
where I pointed to the man as the cause, 
through abusing his affections. I also 
clearly stated whose duty it was 
to guide and protect those who cannot 
protect themselves. He asks me to 
explain principles that he ought to be 
familiar with, and without which Pro- 
hibitionists cannot solve this serious 
problem.

When a man displays such gross 
ignorance of a subject, and manifests 
such contempt for those who dare to 
express an opinion contrary to his 
fantastic falsities, I cannot attempt to 
enlighten such a man, because he is not 
capable of discerning those principles. 
Until he is actuated by a sincere desire 
to know the truth, he cannot he 
instructed. The best I could do would 
be to direct him where he can learn 
the final result of following his blind 
fanaticism.

If he is anxious to study, he will find 
a lesson in Exodus, in the conflict 
between Moses and Pharaoh, and the 
result which followed.•

I am not a booze fighter, but I will 
not stand by and see such falacious 
principles, as those used by Prohibition- 
ists go unchallenged

They shy at the ubstance, yet bow 
and worship the shadow.. Not until 
we remove the cause of intemperance 
by teaching humanity to be temperate 
in the use of things and have a will 
strong enough to say No will this de­
plorable matter be settled.

As I do not at the present time wish 
to discuss nor prolong this controversy. 
I will close by referring to a solemn 
event, in the life of the Christ, when 
He ate the Passover with His disciples. 
He administered the Sacrament of the 
Holy Supper and gave then bread and 
wine as a symbol of Good and Truth. 
The Bread and Wine were material 
and were a correspondent of Spiritual 
Principles. Wine is fermented grape 
juice, and has always been recognised 
as such. If the Christ used it at the 
last Passover, He surely knew its 
significance. Will the Prohibitionists 
tell us by what authority they substitut­
ed unfermented grape juice when 
He told them it was His Blood?

Humanity must- realise the symbol 
contained in the use of Bread and Wine, 
before they can understand its signifi­
cance. Just as the Egyptians had to 
learn by experience, so must all of us. 
“Eyes they have and see not; ears they 
have and hear not."

We must all realise this is Judgment 
Day, or Passover and we must learn 
how to function under the New Con- 
ditions or meet the fate of Egypt and 
the ending of each Cycle of Evolution 
through which the Earth has passed.

OTTAWA,May 20.—The Wnni- 
pg situation still overshadows 
everything else at Ottawa. It is 
realized th t there are ominous 
dangers in the Winnipeg ' general 
strike of a most serious character. 
Hon. Gideon Robertson and Hon. 
Arthur Meighen will arrive in 
Winnipeg to-morrow morning, and 
the Government has hopes that 
they will be able to bring about a 
settlement. They will be ready to 
co-oerate in any move for a settle­
ment and will assist ; in: the main­
tenance of law and order, which 
the Government is determined to 
ma ntain

The attitude of the Government 
and of Parliament is that, while 
every known resource must be ex­
hausted to effect a settlement by 
compromise and peace, all attempts 
at lawlessness or of any revolut­
ionary character must be sternly 
put down.
Must be protected.

There is no disposition to use un­
necessary force, but the feeling is 
strong that Public life and property 
must be protected, and that “Reds,” 
as distinguished from genuine 
trade unionists, must be taught a 
lesson in the danger of defying the 
law. It is doubted here that any 
Soviet Government has been formed.

“Our advices are,” said Sir Thomas

Anglican Synod Meets

The Synod of the Anglican Diocese 7 of Niagara opened yesterday morn- 
ing at Hamilton when Bishop Clark 
delivered his address. He expressed 
pleasure at the fact that the mini­
mum stipend for the clergy was 
now $1,200 and a free house. Social 
service, he said, must henceforth 
take its place in the Church along 
with mission work and religious 
training. The Church must welcome 
the returned soldiers and win them 
for Christ. The Church and the 
clergy were more or less infected 
with the pleasure-seeking and worldli- 
ness, of which there was too much 
in the world. There was to much 
sectionalism in the national life, which 
had resulted in feuds between the 
manufacturers, Labor, farmers and 
other factions. These should be brought 
together by a peace conference ap- 
pointed by the Government. Unity 
of command had won the war, and 
the world could be won for Christ 
only by unity of Christians,

&In the opinion of the Council, it 
would, before taking definite action 
in the housing matter, be expedient 
to ascertain how many of our citizens 
would apply for house loans, were such 
loans limited to the following classes:

13. Those desiring loans to pur­
chase houses and lots, whose individual 
costs would exceed $2500, and who 
would be prepared to pay 20 per cent, 
of the amount, in cash on making 
application to the Housing Commission.

C. Those owning lots whose values 
are respectively less than the sum 
represented by the 15 and 20 per cent- 
ages named above, and who would 
agree to pay the differences in cash, 
so as to make their initial payment 
equal those of either Class "A" or 
Class "B".
