Who Owns the Sawlog Policy?

That the present sawlog policy of the 
Province was filched by the Govern­
ment from the Opposition is one of the 
latter's stock charges.

The great revival of the lumber mill 
Industry, and the removal of many 
large concerns from Michigan to the 
shores of the Georgian Bay, ha.' been 
in a great measure due to the regula- 
tic n governing the sale of pine timber, 
which prohibits the export of sawlogs, 
and requires that these be manufactur­
ed into lumber in Canada.

The Opposition’s claim to the credit 
for this state of affairs is based on a 
resolution moved in the House by Mr. 
Miscampbell in 1893, to this effect: 
•’That the right to cut timber upon 
the present reserves should be sold un­
der such conditions as will insure the 
manufacture of the timber cut within 
the Province." The resolution was op­
posed by the Administration and voted 
down at the time for reasons which 
will be stated later.

How Mr. Borden can 
reconcile this with the protective end of 
his policy is one of the curiosities of 
politics.

It is a pleasure as real as at present it 
is rare, says a writer in the London, 
England Times, to meet with a Ger- man book, or at’ least a book in German, 
on a burning question of international 
politics, written with the single-minded 
devotion to truth which was once the 
proudest boast of German historians. 
Herr Friedrich Hertz's "Recht und Un- 
recht im Boerenkriege" (Berlin, Dr. John 
Edelheim), is an admirably clear and im­
partial essay on the chief issued involved 
in the South African strugg. The au- 
thor, we gather, is an Austrian subject, 
and possibly his experience of pan-Ger- 
man methods In his own country may 
have helped to save him from the easy 
credulity in untested Boer fabrications 
to which the ignorant masses of the Ger­
man people have fallen a ready prey. 
Chief among the blind guides of those 
masses are the "representatives of Ger­
man science, the Professors,” for whose 
political attainments, as exemplified m 
the opinions of the war he quotes. Herr 
Hertz entertains a very hearty contempt. 
He owns that his own sympathies were 
originally with the Boers, but a con­
scientious examination of the available 
evidence has led him to refute and to 
condemn the monstrous travesty of his­
tory invented by the anti-English press. 
Herr Hertz brings the war into its true 
perspective, bv a scientific investigation 
of the history of South Africa and 
traces it back to its political, social and 
economic causes. He shows that it was 
the colonial activity of Germany in 1884 
and the visit of Mr. Kruger to Berlin| 
that led Mr. Rhodes, in defense of Brit­
ish interests, to encompass the Trans-| 
vaal with the “hedge" of British posses­
sions which the ex-president resented.

There is 
a brick floor which was laid when the 
building was constructed half a cen­
tury ago. The floor is uneven. The 
bricks are rough and broken, with as 
many cracks and crevices as there are 
bricks; and for ages decaying animal 
and vegetable matter has been thrown 
and dropped on the floor. Even thougn 
frequently swept, particles of this foul 
material lodges in the crevices. Then 
when the floor is washed, the water 
dissolves portions of the refuse and 
carries it between and under the 
bricks, which are soaking in a bed of 
filth. This in a building where butter 
and meat are constantly exposed for

“My place is on fire. Give me fire- 
alarm headquarters."

Such messages are given the right of 
way, and when a second later you are 
given fire-alarm headquarters, say:

“My house, so and so Blank street, is 
on fire.”

You need not say more, for the op­
erator at fire-alarm headquarters will 
do the rest.

PROMPTNESS IS THE THING.
The moment you give him the num­

ber of your residence or place of busi­
ness, the fireman answering the ’phone 
presses a button, which gives what is 
call a "still" alarm in each of the sta­
tions, and almost before you have had 
time to hang up your telephone trans­
mitter the companies are on their way 
to your assistance.

When the alarm reaches the station, 
the doors of the stalls in which the 
horses stand fly open, men spring from 
every part of the house to their places, 
the impatient horses are hitched up 
with marvelous rapidity, and the next 
instant the company is on its way to 
the location given it.

This is what is known as a "still” 
or “local alarm,” and whether the fire 
fighters respond to such an alarm or 
on a “regular," their response is but 
the matter of a few seconds. It is the 
duty of citizens to be prompt in send­
ing in alarms of fire.

Each bears a dis­
tinctive number, by which it is known 
to the members of the fire department, 
and when one of these boxes is pulled 
the number of the box is made known 
at the three stations as quickly as 
electricity can flash it over the wires.

In order to turn in an alarm from 
one of the modern boxes in use in 
London, one has only to break a glass 
inserted in a small box placed over the 
key. This glass is easily broken with 
a penknife, small stone, . etal key or 
lead pencil. The breaking of this glass 
permits one to turn the key and open 
the door of the fire-alarm box. When 
this door is opened a small hook is 
observed, and upon the inner covering 
of the box is the following notice:

“Full the hook down once and let

The instant this hook is pulled down 
and let go the number of the box is 
transmitted to the fire station.

The inspector very strongly objected 
to another state of affairs, which per­
mitted persons who were supposed to 
be mentally infirm being kept in 
the jail. He said that he 
had prepared his views upon this 
matter, to be submitted to the legis­
lature.’

7=5-201.0 i• per cent of the people now in our 
asylums were not insane, but imbeciles, 
merely placed there because the county 
did not wish to have them on their 
hands in the poorhouse. This also was 
the indirect cause of the necessity of 
having insane people in the jails, the 
asylums being crowded with these im- 
beciles, while room for lunatics could 
not be found.

To have district jails, fitted with In­
dustrial workshops was another pro­
posal which Mr. Chamberlain intended 
to make to the government. He said 
that every ten counties should have 
one of these prisons, where only short- 
time prisoners would be kept.

The committee took no action, but 
the matter will likely meet their con- 
cideration at their next meeting.
