ROAR OF BURNING GAS IS 
HEARD FOR MANY MILES

: Toronto, Nov. 11.—Having merged 
its observance of Thanksgiving and 
Armistice into one public holiday 
yesterday and religious and patriotic 
ceremonies throughout the dominion 
having been celebrated on Sunday 
or Monday, Canada went about her 
work-a-day life on this sixth anni­
versary of the ending of the great 
war. From coast to coast the streets 
of every town and village are filled 
with sellers of poppies who are rais- 
ing money for the needy survivors of 
the war. - At 11 a.m. the two-minute 
silence was everywhere observed, in 
streets bedecked with flags and in 
factories and offices and homes.

In Ottawa, the national capital, 
there was no special celebration. In 
Montreal the governor-general, Baron 
Byng of Vimy, officiated at noon at 
the unveiling of a great cenotaph, 
just completed, to the memory of 
soldiers killed in the war. In several 
small towns up and down the domin­
ion similar unveilings took place, 
while monuments previously erected 
were decorated with floral offerings.

BRITAIN HUSHED.

Associated Press Despatch.
London, Nov. 11.—Tens of thous­

ands of the. people of London gather- 
ed today around the cenotaph in sor­
rowful vet proud remembrance of 
their one million kin who died in the 
war that came to an end six years 
ago. Whitehall was thronged its 
entire length by subjects of the far- 
flung British empire, most of whom 
wore red poppies bought with pennies 
and pounds to help the men who 
came away, halt, limp and blind from 
the fields of Flanders and from other 
battlegrounds of the great war.

At the core of the crowd stood the 
king. He and his two elder sons, 
the Prince of Wales and the Duke 
of York, placed wreaths at the foot 
of the cenotaph just before Big Ben 
in his tower rising above the houses 
of parliament tolled eleven, the hour 
which ended the greatest of wars.

On the echo of the tolling of the 
great bell there came a hushed sil­
ence. and for two minutes the crowds 
stood in reverent quietude. Through­
out the British Isles, the same two 
minutes were given over to silent 
remembrance of the empire s dead.

While the king and his civilian 
subjects gathered around the ceno­
taph the forces which defend the 
crown and country at sea. on land 
and in the air, held a memorial ser­
vice of their own within the storied 
walls of Westminster Abbey where 
the unknown soldier lies.

The day's solemn tribute to those 
who fell in the war was to be suc­
ceeded this evening, for many Lon- 
doners, by joyful remembrance of the 
day when the guns ceased to fire ovet 
the fields of France.

La Verne Parker is the writer of 
the best composition on “Armistice 
Day," written by the pupils of St. 
George’s school in connection with 
the school flag-day competition.

In his composition. La Verne dealt 
with a difficult subject in a most 
creditable manner. His composition 
was as follows:

“It had come at last. After four 
years of hard fighting, in which 
nearly every nation in the world had 
taken part, peace had been declared.

“In the spring and summer of 1918 
Germany made a stupendous effort 
to win victory in France, but, in spite 
of some startling successes, she fail­
ed. Her allies—Bulgaria, Austria, 
and Turkey—in turn collapsed. In 
the end, on Nev. 11. 1918, one of the 
momentous dates in human history. 
Germany signed an armistice, which 
involved the admission of complete 
defeat. The German representatives 
were: Captain Vaselow, Count Oben- 
dorf. General Winterfeldt, and Herr 
Erzberger. The French representa­
tives were: Merechal Foch. General 
Weygand. The British representa­
tives were: Captain Marriate, Rear- 
Admiral Sir George Hope, and Ad­
miral Sirr Rosslyn Wemyss. In 1919 
peace was signed at Versailles.

“Today civilization stands shaken 
and weakened. The war cost per­
haps 40 million lives, more than the 
total population of France, and the 
loss in property is beyond estimate. 
Every nation is staggering under a 
vast load of debt.

“Every year throughout the cities 
of Canada there are two minutes of 
perfect silence, in which everyone 
stops work, in honor of those who 
fought so bravely for their country, 
and of those who gave their lives to 
save it. In many homes there was 
great rejoicing for the home-coming 
of relatives and friends, while other 
homes were very sad, mourning for 
those whose lives were given to save 
their country.

“The strain of a dreadful war test­
ed the nation’s fibre in respect to 
religion and morals, and now. after 
costly victory, she faces a new dis­
cipline to fit herself for the tasks of 
peace."

The next day in the series is that 
of St. Andrew’s Day, which has been 
assigned to Victoria school boys and 
girls.

Lake Charles Refuses to En­
thuse When Lemoine Buys 

Land Tract.

Associated Press Despatch.
London, Nov. 11.—“The department 

has been overburdened with recent 
accretions like Ireland and the Middle 
East mandates," the Times says in a 
leading editorial, suggesting a re­
organization of the colonial depart­
ment of government instead of con­
tinuing the present relations between 
the dominions and the colonial office, 
“and the time is ripe for the recog­
nition of the fact that the colonial 
office is no longer an appropriate 
channel for the business between the 
self-governing dominions and the 
British government. At present the 
matter is developing along estab­
lished principles of not formulating 
agreements and declarations. What 
is needed may not be a reaffirmation 
of a position which is not disputed, 
but the adaptation of the old ma­
chinery to it."

Further, the Times says: “The re­
organization of the work of the do­
minions in London should correspond 
with the development of the imperial 
conference into a council of equal na­
tions represented by the premiers. 
That side of the present colonial of­
fice should be divorced altogether 
from the administration of the in­
dependent colonies. The secretary of 
state for the colonies should be fully 
employed attending to the vast ques­
tion of the development of the re­
sources of the empire."

The special fitness of Lieut.-Col. L. 
C. Amery for the office of colonial 
secretary is dwelt upon by the Times, 
which also commends the prospective 
under-secretary in the colonial office. 
W. G. A. Ormsby-Gore, who held this 
post in the former Baldwin govern- 
ment.

"The problems immediately con- 
fronting the foreign office are excep 
tional." the Times continues, “and 
the best colonial secretary at the 
present time is the man who has the 
strength and ability to part with the 
larger share of the responsibilities of 
the colonial office."

Lake Charles, La., Nov. 9.—Tradi­

tion having it that a burro once 
kicked up a gold mine in the Rocky 
mountains and that the copper de­
posits in the southwest were found 
in a similar manner, folks in this 
section were not so greatly surprised 
when it developed that Louisiana’s 
newest oil field was discovered by a 
quail hunter.

W. W. Lemoine, a local business­
man. who during the open season 
spends as much time in the fields as 
he does in his office, for years has 
been an inveterate prospector for oil. 
and about half his time on hunting 
trips was “wasted” exploring woods 
and marshes for traces of the "black 
gold."

Lemoine went hunting along Bag­
dad Bayou near here one fine day 
three years ago and came upon one 
Tillman, a negro recluse. The usual 
topic of conversation with Lemoine 
was oil, and he soon reached the 
subject. Tillman knew of no oil, but 
he did know where there was gas. 
The upshot was that Lemoine agreed 
to give Tillman an annuity of $1,800 
a year if he would show him where 
it was and if anything came of it.

Negro Shows Find.
Tillman led Lemoine straight 

across the country to Indian Bayou, 
only a few miles from here, and 
there, in the edge of the marsh, was 
the negro’s “gas.” Lemoine touched 
a match to it and it burned. Back 
to Lake Charles he hurried and his 
first step was to take in his partner. 
H. M. Henshaw. Then the two set 
out to get leases. They tied up 4,0U0 
acres of land without expending a 
penny, agreeing only to pay the 
owners from $2 to $3 an acre pro­
vided they interested some concern 
that would attempt exploration and 
development. Fellow citizens of the 
pair here knew what they w ere about, 
but they did not set Lake Charles 
afire with their enthusiasm, else the 
leases would have been more difficult 
to obtain.

There followed a struggle to find 
some oil concern to tackle the propo­
sition. After geologists and other 
experts had gone over the ground a 
company became interested and 
agreed to test the field throughout. 
The money to bind the leases was in 
hand, and Lemoine and Henshaw 
were to get a forty-eighth royalty as 
their share of what was produced.

HAS IMAGINATION
PERSONALSBy JULIA HOYT.

There are two questions a woman 
must consider when contemplating 
what kind of work she will do. Iam 
now speaking of the woman who 
can give her entire time to her work. 
The first thing to be considered is: 
has she any capital at all? In other 
words, can she organize a busmess 
in which she will employ other peo­
ple or must she herself be employed?

In considering this question she 
should also consider her own capa­
bilities. There are some people, who 
irrespective of the amount of capital 
they might have, should never at­
tempt to run or organize a business. 
They may do splendid work when 
directed, and be capable of earning a 
great deal of money in this way, but 
not have the initiative nor organizing 
ability nor the power to direct and 
control other people.

However, some women who did not 
have this power when first starting' 
work have developed it after a few: 
years. We often see women who be­
gin by being employed and who 
eventually become high executives. 
The lines of work I am going to 
speak of are practically all lines in 
which one could either start for 
one's self or be employed by people 
who have already started them.

The Iowa state college is now investigating 
a product from cobe of furfural, oxalic and acetic 
acids, wood alcohol, charcoal, pitch, tar oils, cob 
flour, incense, punk and fermentation products.

Montevideo. Uruguay. Nov. 11.— 

The fate of the mutineers who seized 
command of the Brazilian battleship. 
Sao Paulo at Rio Janeiro a week ago 
and steamed her out of the harbor 
while exchanging shots with the 
shore batteries, has not. yet been de­
cided by the Uruguayan authorities

The Sao Paulo ended her sensa­
tional voyage when she entered the 
roadstead under a Uruguayan pilot, 
who had been sent in response to 
wireless messages from the battle­
ship. The mutineers decided to end 
their adventure when they found both 
fuel and provisions nearly exhausted 
with the pursuing Brazilian squadron 
only about 200 miles astern. The 
pilot found a 25-year-old lieutenant, 
Herculino Cascardo. in command of 
the big fighting craft.

The Uruguayan cabinet, after dis­
cussing the questions of international 
law raised by the arrival of the Sae 
Paulo, decided that the mutineers 
should disembark for internment 
pending ultimate disposition of their 
cases, and the Brazilian legation was 
requested to take charge of the bat­
tleship. Those members of the crew 
professing loyalty to their govern­
ment were allowed to remain on board 
awaiting instructions.

The mutineers were lustily cheered 
by a crowd on the dock as they left 
the vessel, the officers to go to hotels 
and the men to the military barracks.

U. S. OBSERVES DAY.
Associated Press Despatch.

New York, Nov. 11.—Observance of 
Armistice day was general through­
out the United States today, the day 
being a legal holiday in some states, 
while in others special ceremonies 
were carried out under the auspices 
of patriotic organizations.

In Washington the day was marked 
by special ceremonies at the tomb of 
the unknown soldier in Arlington 
national cemetery. Thousands of 
persons joined the annual pilgrimage 
to the national shrine led by Presi­
dent Coolidge and other high gov­
ernment officials. Services in mem­
ory of Woodrow Wilson were held in 
the national cathedral. The day was 
not a holiday in the capitol.

New York’s program included two 
minutes of silence at 11 o’clock 
ushered in by radio broadcasting of 
taps and a bugle call. Patriotic 
bodies paraded.
