$8,826.00. To meet this, the sum of .f 1000.00 was borrowed. 
The total indebtedness, including mortgages on the buildings, was 
$33,983.00 Through the special effort made at the Convention in 
1882, and the work of the College agents during the year, supple­
mented by subscriptions at the recent Convention, about $31,500.00 
have been subscribed toward meeting these liabilities, to be paid in 
three yearly instalments. The Endowment, including value of 
buildings and contents, now amounts to about $181,500.00.

As the result of the action of the late Convention the Theolo­
gical Department has been closed, and Dr. Welton, its principal 
instructor, has become a professor in the Toronto Baptist College, 
which will henceforth be the Theological School for the Baptists of 
the whole Dominion.

Horton Academy and Acadia ^Ladies’) Seminary are in a flour­
ishing condition. The former numbered 70 pupils, and the latter 
90 during the, last year, which shows a total increase of 43 over 
the preceding year.

Though the new Baptist Sent inch y at St. John, N. B., is not under the 
control of the Convention, yet its name, its objects, and the success 
which has attended it, entitle it to bo mentioned here. The pub­
lished catalogue gives a total of 84 students in attendance, with a 
large staff of teachers and lecturers.

II. Foreign Missions.—(Board located at St. John). In the 
home work of the Board—the collection of funds, the dissemination 
of information concerning the mission, and the cultivation of the 
missionary spirit- no special agency was employed other than the 
press. But so generous were the responses to special appeals that 
the income from all sources was larger than in any year since 1874, 
and there was no debt when the accounts were closed. The receipts 
were inadequate, however, to meet the large and increasing expen­
ditures required.

One missionary was added to the band last year, namely Iiev. I. 
C. Archibald, who reached India in January. The principal 
stations continue as reported last year. The final work of 
completing buildings and laying out grounds has been accomplished. 
Good work was done in .'lie way of colportage, and more touring 
by the missionaries than in any former year. At the Canadian 
Telugu Conference held at Bimliputam in January last, composed 
of all the missionaries from both the Upper and the Maritime 
Provinces, strong resolutions were adopted in favor of the estab­
lishment of a Theological Seminary for native preachers by the two 
Boards conjointly. Several young men sent by our missionaries have 
been studying at the Seminary at Samulcotta.

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of the Christian ministry are more in accord with the plain teaching 
of the Word of God on this point.

Let it be a well-understood principle that ministers have the right
ministers, and until death claimsto a support as long as they are 

them for its own.
As a class they are excluded from engaging in a trade of any of 

those pursuits by which men usually acquire a competency. After 
supplying the ordinary expenses of life there is very little, if anything, 
left for “a rainy day,” or to smooth the rugged pathway of declining 
years. _ ....

Many a high-spirited man must feel his heart sink within him as 
he looks forward and sees no provision made, and little or no prospect 
of any being made, for those who may at any moment be made 
widows and orphans. The outlook for our infirm ministers is not 
very encouraging, to say the least. _ ...

Your Board cannot close their report without referring with 
pleasure to the formation in New Brunswick of an Annuity Associa­
tion, through the generous gift of $10,000.00 by Jacob Bradshaw', of 
Hampton, for the benefit of the ministers, and the widows and 
children of deceased ministers, in that Province.

If this example of opcn-hanued beneficence should st.-mulnte 
others who have the Lord’s money in their possession to give a like 
amount, we should then have a fund which would be available for 
all our ministers within the hounds of this Convention.

In presenting their Fifth Annual Report, your Home Mission 
Board desire to place before you, as clearly as they can, in a brief 
statement, the work attempted, results accomplished, and present 
condition of this important department of our denominational work.

At the beginning of the year we found that we were burdened 
with a debt of upwards of jS6oo. This made it necessary to move 
cautiously, yet we did not deem it wise to refuse assistance to fields, 
which we had been helping upward, where such refusal would result 
in their being left without pastoral labour, and consequently 
the former expenditure to be in great measure lost. Most of these 
were soon taken up therefore, but several of them with reduced 
grants.

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As shown by the foregoing table, pecuniary aid amounting to 
$4,401.29 has been granted to 49 fields, including in all 89 churches. 
This amount has been divided as follows :—$2,570.62 to 26 fields 
including French Mission in N. S. ; $1,097.83 to 15 fields in N. B. ; 
$482.84 to 6 fields in P. E. I. ; and $250.00 to 2 fields in Manitoba.

The 52 brethren who have laboured on these fields have occupied 
217 stations ; laboured 1,600 weeks ; preached 4,228sermons ; attended 
2,743 other meetings ; made 11,696 religious visits ; distributed 30,569 
pages of tracts ; baptized 161 ; received 40 by letter and experience ; 
organized 1 church and collected $ for Convention Fund.

GENERAL REMARKS.
Several of these fields have had additions by baptism ; but few of 

them however have been blessed with extensive revivals. For this 
reason the number of baptisms reported is less than on previous years. 
In the matter of repairing and building meeting houses and other­
wise preparing for aggressive work, considerable progress has been 
made. Some of the fields aided are growing steadily and will it is 
expected soon declare themselves self-sustaining. One, the Hampton 
field in N. B., assisted during the past year has already made such 
declaration. Others are making little progress in that direction 
because those who are gathered into the churches soon remove to 
other localities. They are important however and are doing a good 
work as feeders to other churches.

While many of the mission churches exert themselves nobly to 
raise the salaries promised their pastors, and heartily cooperate 
with them in seeking to extend tne Redeemer's kingdom, we are 
sorry to be obliged to say that there are some that make but little 
effort to raise the amount promised, and withhold almost entirely 
their sympathy and cooperation. The consequence is that in a very 
short time the pastor is discouraged and obliged to leave the field and 
the aid given by the Board seems in large measure wasted. If these 
pastors were forced upon the churches by the Board it would not be 
so surprising that their cooperation should be withheld ; but when 
the fields choose their own pastors and ask the Board to assist them 
in their support, it is certainly strange that they themselves should 
refuse to give them that support which is necessary to their success, 
and to the growth of the church. The Board are not a little puzzled 
as to what is the best course to adopt in reference to such, whether 
to cut them off from further support, or to follow the advice of the 
dresser of the vineyard, and try them a little longer.

OTHER AID.

Besides the pecuniary aid given considerable has been done in 
grouping weak churches so as to make self-sustaining fields and in 
assisting these and other churches to secure pastors or supplies—in 
seeking to bring back to the provinces those studying abroad—and 
in supplying work for students during their vacations. Although this 
kind of work makes but little show in a report, it takes considerable 
time, and occasions a large amount of correspondence.

The following facts have been taken from the President’s Report 
presented at the close of the College year. 58 students have been 
enrolled within the past year, 49 of whom have been regular members 
of the classes pursuing the full College course. 5 of the 58 were 
connected with the Theological Department, but attended lectures 
also in the College. I have reason to believe that the work of the 
various classes has been per formed in a thorough and efficient manner 
Within the last two years the Faculty have given considerable 
attention to the College curriculum. It is their purpose to make it 
as complete a method of education as circumstances will admit 
The prospect now is that the attendance at the College will be larger 
in the year to come than in the past year.

THE SENATE.
The report of this body being only made to the Board of Governors 

at the Anniversary Meeting of the College, your Board have nothing 
official to communica.d to the Convention. But they may say for 
the information of the body that the Senate has organized and is 
carrying out the work entrusted to them with assiduity. Your 
Board, however, regret that so few of the Fellows and Scholars have 
yet attended the meetings of the Senate, as to give full effect to the 
object ot your Board in organizing the Senate in its present shape. It 
is essential that the Alumni who have been created Fellows and 
Scholars should evince their interest in the College by a punctual 
attendance to the duties assigned to them, and your Board trust that 
in the future greater interest will be manifested by the Alumni in 
their Alma Mater.

THEOLOGICAL DEPARTMENT.
Dr. Welton has been diligently engaged in the work of this 

department. Prof. Keirstead has rendered valuable aid to Dr. 
Welton in the work of the past year. The whole number of students 
who have been carrying on some studies in the Theological Course 
was seventeen. There were two small classes in Hebrew, one ele­
mentary and one further advanced. Four have been engaged in the 
study of New Testament Greek.

Dr. \V elton says in his report : “ Those engaged in the more regular 
work of the course were seven, namely, one Senior, three Middle 
Year men, and three Juniors. These seven, with ten others, 
constituted a class of seventeen in Homiletics.”

GENERAL CONDITION.
Judging from the character and well known ability of the men 

charge of the work at Horton, also from such exhibits bf the work 
may be seen on Examination and Exhibition days, and also from the 
honorable positions taken by many of the graduates of the College 
in both secular, and religious pursuits, this Board is not ashamed to 
say that Acadia College is worthy of the patronage and warmest 
support of the entire denomination. Theoretically, great swelling 
words may be employed as to the advantages of having large, state- 
endowed, central Universities, where students in vast numbers, and 
of all classes and creeds, mingle in pursuit of knowledge. But, we 
believe, that all their advantages are more than over-balanced by the 
personal knowledge and daily contact of teacher and pupil in the
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each
Boar

by words weighty, in human scales, hut not always as pure as the law 
of the Lord If our own denomination fail to furnish instruction to 
our own young people, we virtually hand those young people over to 
the tender mercies of the cruel, and invite infidelity to strengthen 
her own ranks by the material with which we supply them The 
Board of Governors feeling the full force of these considerations, and 
the tremendous responsibility resting upon themselves, can do no 
other than appeal again and again to the denomination for both 
money and men, money with which to furnish all appliances of 
thorough Christian training, and men to teach, and to be taught, 
that there may he a continued succession of consecrated mind and 
heart to go on with the work of the Lord in our own land.

LIQUIDATION OF THE DEBT.

In compliance with the recommendation of the Convention at its 
last session the Board have taken means to add to the subscription 
made at that time in order to pay off the debt resting on the institu­
tions During the early part of the year the efforts were directed 
by the Executive Committee. /1 the June meeting of the Board a 
special Committee was appointeu, their Report to this Board is here 
subjoined.

Your Committee appointed in June last had the duty assigned 
them of collecting funds to wipe out the College indebtedness on 
Construction and Current Expense accounts, and immediately entered 
upon their work. This indebtedness, a year ago, amounted to the 
sum of 533,000.00, and the attempt has been made to raise $35,000.00, 
in order to cover the accumulating debt for current expenses of the 
present year. Rev. Dr. Wclton and Mr. A. J. Denton in Nova 
Scotia, and Rev Dr. Day in New Brunswick, were already in the 
field, as agents, when your Committee was appointed, but their work 
has been done chiefly since June last under the direction of your 
Committee, and is all embraced in this report. Rev. Dr. Wclton and 
Rev. Dr. Day have been able to place a portion only of their time at 
the disposal of your Committee. The former has secured cash and 
pledges, chiefly in the eastern part of Nova Scotia, amounting to 
54,663.00. The latter has obtained pledges in New Brunswick 
amounting to about 53,160.00. Mr. Denton has devoted his whole 
time and strength to the work since the 1st of May last, chiefly in 
the western part of Nova Scotia, including the Counties of Shelburne, 
Yarmouth, Annapolis and Kings, and he has also obtained a few 
subscriptions in Digby County. He has, in addition, obtained 
subscriptions from graduates of the College residing in different parts 
of the Maritime Provinces. The gross amount secured in cash and 

ledges by him to date is 511,202.00. Besides this sum Mr. Denton 
as secured conditional pledges to the amount of 5i75-oo.
In addition to the principal work entrusted to him, Mr. Denton 

has devoted some little attention to the collection of old notes and 
old subscriptions to the Endowment Fund, and has succeeded in 
collecting a small amount.

Your Committee in connexion with their work caused a circular to 
be published in the denominational press and for distribution among 
our churches, presenting the claims of Acadia College to the sympathy 
and support of the denomination. Distribution of this circular has 
been made at the Associations, and a copy of it has been forwarded to

hand, when your Board will be compelled to seek means to give 
greater accommodations to this department. Even now the space is 
all occupied, and inconvenience is experienced for the want of room 
In this connection it is satisfactory to know that the school has been 
paying all its running expenses for the last few years, and can now for 
the year report a considerable surplus when all debts are discharged.

While the' Lord is giving his blessing, let the people give their 
sympathy and support. Let the pupils of the right stamp continue 
to crowd in.
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Miss Graves the Principal says at the close of her Report • “ The 
excellent sentiment which has animated the students has shown 
itself in a ready compliance with existing regulations, and a cheerful 
spirit of work, all of which has been a great source of encouragement 
to the respective teachers. ”

Into the details of finance we need not enter here, as the Reports 
of the Treasurers will be submitted for your inspection. But we 
would congratulate the Convention and the denomination on the 
tokens of progress in this great work, and ask all who believe that 
Christian men and women are the only safe guides of the young in 
their period of preparation for life’s duties, to unite in prayer, to him 
who only knows what each human soul is worth, to help the Board 
and all concerned to recognize their obligations in this matter, and 
discharge their duties as unto the Lord.

PROPOSED UNION IN THEOLOGICAL EDUCATION.
The Board having carefully considered the following communica­

tion from the President of the Toronto Baptist College and Professor 
McVicar in reference to Ministerial Education, believe that the 
hearty and earnest co-operation in the plan proposed will not only 
enable the Baptists of the Maritime Provinces to develop, for the 
present, more rapidly than would otherwise be possible, all the 
literary and theological work committed to their charge, but will also 
do much to enable us to discharge the obligations which we owe to 
our brethren in other. sections of the Dominion, and thus to unify 
the work of the Baptists of Canada. Your Board would therefore 
commend the proposed plan of co-operation in Ministerial Education 
for your favorable consideration and action.
To the Governors of Acadia College :

Dear Brethren,—You kindly invited us yesterday to present our views 
upon Ministerial Education. In compliance with your invitation 
we outlined what we are at present doing in this work in Toronto.
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literary institutions in which our sons and daughters from the 
beginning of their educational course would be trained under the 
guidance and instruction of Christian men and women. The good 
effect of such a union of action in Christian education would, we 
believe, be almost without limit.

2. The influence of the Theological College in Toronto would 
extend to every class of denominational school, whether College or 
Academy, throughout the entire Dominion. The professors engaged 
in Theological training would he equally interested in every Province 
of the Dominion, and from the plan proposed it will be seen that they 
would have ample opportunity of coming into contact both with the 
institutions and their constituents, and in such a way as to enable 
them to instil into the minds and hearts of the young men who are 
to occupy our churches, correct views of the importance of the work 
which these institutions are doing for the denomination, and inspire 
the young men with strong sympathy for the work, and earnest 
resolutions to use their power and influence in promoting the material 
and spiritual interests of all educational institutions of the Baptists 
of Canada.

3. By the plan proposed not less than from 30 to 50 earnest Mis" 
eionaries will be sent out from the Theological College to destitute 
places in the Dominion, in addition to all that may he done directly 
by the Home Mission Boards of the various Provinces. And here it 
should be noted that from the information that will be in the posses­
sion of the Faculty, these young men can be distributed so that the 
peculiar wants of the various localities may be wisely met. It 
should also be noted that every dollar contributed by the churches 
to assist these young men in pursuing their studies will be returned 
to the denomination in missionary labour. We cannot better 
conclude this letter than by adopting the language (
McMaster, the Founder of our Tneo ogical College. “ 
sincerely that the cause of Christ and the interests of our denom­
ination would be promoted by a union of the East and West in 
Theological Education ; and may we not cherish the hope that our 
being brought together for this purpose may lead to other combina­
tions for worthy objects that would tend to raise our denomination 
to the position it ought to occupy in the Dominion.”

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NEED OF SPECIAL PUBLICATIONS.
Much good, it is believed, could he effected hy the publication of 

missionary tracts, embodying the worthiest conceptions of the ablest 
men upon subjects connected with this facile prince)»i of relink 
effort. Information needs to he continually spread abroad and in 
constantly increasing degree, in. respect to the condition of the 
heathen world, the nature of their idolatrous customs and super 
stitions, the location of the fields of special effort, the means adopted 
for the introduction and promulgation among the people of the 
knowledge of the true God and our Saviour, and the alternating 
successes and reverses attendant upon the gradual but ever advancin'5 
march of the gospel in its enlightening and life-giving circuit 
the globe. In addition to these there is an even greater necessity of 
appeals of love and power, to arouse the conscience of the churches 
and stir their affections to a zeal and activity commensurate with the 
work they have undertaken. The worth of the human soul the 
work of Christ to redeem it, the example He set, and the commands 
He left for observance by His followers, the unnumbered blessings 
which Christianity brings m the present life, and its priceless herit 
m the life to come, these, and many other themes which can never 
lose their interest, touching upon the missionary enterprise, require 
to be at all times presented to the heart in ever varied aspects.

LIVING AGENTS NEEDED.
But the silent appeals ot the press, powerful as they are, require to 

to be supplemented and sustained by the living voice, or the fullest 
efficiency will not be attained. In every enterprise of modern times 
it has been clearly demonstrated that the greatest success is only 
secured by the union of the activities of the press with living 
agencies. For some years past the Foreign Mission Board has been 
without these last auxiliaries, the hope being entertained that the 
apportionment of funds under the financial arrangements of Conven­
tion, in addition to special donations and bequests, would be ample 
to carry forward the operations in hand. Experience of a somewhat 
trying character, however, has clear’y disclosed the fact that hence- 
forth recourse must be had to the services of an agent for the home 
field, or the Board will have to encounter still more serious difficulties 
than those hitherto endured.
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CO-OVER ATI ON OF PASTORS ALL IMPORTANT.
The appointment and sending forth of such an agent, however, 

never lift from the pastors of our churches the obligation resting 
upon them to prevent the missionary zeal of their people waning. 
An agent's visits and appeals will necessarily be few and far between, 
but the importance of the work and the duty of the churches in 
regard to it are constant and unchanging, except as the increased 
demands upon the Board call for increased liberality. To enable 
people to come up to the full measure of “ the riches of their 
liberality,” requires judicious training. Their minds must not be 
permitted to lose sight of the great commission of Christ to His 
Church,11 Preach my gospel to every creature they must be led to 
note with intelligent interest the progress of its fulfilment, they must 
be habituated to labor, to give, and to pray. Prayer, above all things, 
should not be intermittent, prayer for the outpouring of the Holy 
Spirit upon all the earth ; without whose agency all other agencies 
are unavailing, and which can be had only through fervent, united, 
and unceasing prayer.

This splendid 
illustration of disinterested beneficence gives us an important addition 
to our invested funds, and calls for devout gratitude, not only to the

The particular sources of revenue will more fully appear in the 
report of the Treasurer, where it also will appear tliat the disburse­
ments amounting to $8,331.66, have been regularly made for the 
legitimate undertakings of the Mission.

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“I trust that my health and strength will be sufficiently restored to 
permit several more years of work in India. If the Master accepts the 
offering I can ask no greater blessing. ... I have not much in India 
besides my work ; it is my happiness ; I came for it ; I remain here for it 
beyond it there is nothing here for me ; and when it calls for help it is hard 
to say I cannot go.”

After a stay of a few weeks this earnest longing for the welfare of 
the people led her to return to Chicacole, and take up the work which 

had been compelled, so reluctantly, to lay aside. Her spirit and 
determination are well set forth in the following brief paraeranh 
from a letter dated Chicacole, Nov. 15th :—

“ The work about us is doing fairly well, we think. I was out in the 
town last evening and saw a place among the Mala people where I would 
like to see a regular Sabbath service held. We must take the gospel to the 
masses, —carry the battle right into the camp of the enemy.”

At the opening of the present year Miss Hammond removed to 
Bimhpatam her first field of labor after her arrival in India. Refer­
ring to this change in a letter dated March 13th, 1883, she says:—

“ What seemed best has been done. Thus far we have reason to believe 
that we were guided aright. All the boarding girls came with me, so in a 
measure, I brought my work. The care of boarding and day school 
devolves upon me. Besides, I do as much visiting as possible in the town. 
There having been no lady here the majority of the pupils in the day school 
are boys. We can only hope that girls will come in gradually. The girls 
who used to come when I was here before have married. They are still 
children, but the door is shut and they are inside. I have seen and talked 
with some of them, and it made my heart ache. Oh, yes, they remem­
bered very well some things they were taught, but their husbands and 
mothers-in-law worship idols and conform to the all that follows—what can 
the poor little wives do ? A heathen mother-in-law is a wonderful piece of 
human nature, and a new girl wife had better be careful that she shows 
mind of her own. "

Since her return to Bimlipatam Miss Hammond has done consid­
erable work among the people ot the Shepherd caste who live near 
j.er.,,.^n Sundays she has a sort of Sunday School among them, 
dividing the children up into classes for the larger boarding girls, 
while she sings, reads and talks to and prays with and for the women. 
The visitations are kept up during the week, and some of the men, 
as well as the women anil children have shown more than a passing 
interest in the truths which have been imparted. Miss Hammond 
asks that special prayer should be offered by the Christians at home 
lor these Shepherd people by name, and for the workers who are 
trying to teach them the way of life and salvation. Referring to this 
part ot her work in a letter dated May 15th, Miss Hammond says :

“ My work among the Shepherd people is moving on, and many inte­
resting things occur in connection with it. One woman, rather a leader 
among them, is considerably interested. I have long, earnest talks with 
her, and she comes to our services quite frequently. Some talk is going on 
among them, and they told me last week that they did not know whether 
to let me continue to visit them or not. I hope that God will put His fear 
in their hearts and cause the truths they heav to disturb their awful indif­
ference and ultimately lead them to the Saviour. I see in this hamlet the 
valley of dry bones upon which the Spirit of the Living God must breathe 
before they live. We feel our helplessness, but if the Lord God is in the 
work it will be blessed.”

Miss Hammond’s school at last accounts numbered 51 pupils. The

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forward in fitting up suitable buildings for the school, it appeared desirable 
to one, at least, of the missionaries on the northern section of the field 
that the question should be reconsidered. Accordingly communications 
having passed back and forth among the missionaries, the subject of a Union 
Seminary was freely discussed at the Conference last January. The discus­
sion resulted in the passage of the above resolution, without a dissenting 
voice, neither has there been any dissent manifested since. ®

Having now given an outline of the course taken by the missionaries as 
bearing upon the project of establishing a Union Theological Seminary, we 
beg you clear brethren to consider our request patiently and prayci fully 
We believe that such a school would be far more conducive to the object 
which you and we have in view in our efforts among the Telugus, than 
separate schools of a similar nature could be, and therefor submit our plea.

The expenditures upon the property at Samulcotta amount to over 

two thousand dollars, and the working expenses, that is, the salary 
of the Principal and two assistants, to about one thousand two hun­
dred dollars a year, and will be more as the work enlarges. The 
property is not held by an absolute title, it being a portion of the 
Military Cantonment, put the lease is for fifty years, renewable every 
ten years, at the option of the Government. If the premises 
required at any time for military purposes they must be vacated .... 
thirty days notice, the Government paying fifteen per cent, of the 
value of the buildings, as estimated by their engineer, while in use 
by the military authorities ; or, if required permanently, upon the 
payment of a fair value for the buildings, upon the estimate of the 
same officer. It is not, however, considered at all probable that the 
property will ever be required, the more likelihood being that the 
town will be vacated as a military station.

The Principal of the school, Rev. J. McLaurin, proposes as a fair 
basis of union in this Seminary work, that our Board pay half the 
outlay to the present time and bear half the expenses of himself and 
his assistants. This means a present advance in the expenditures of 
the Board of seven hundred and sixty dollars a year. Should it 
appear in the progress of correspondence that it is the duty of the 
Board to proceed on this basis it holds itself free to enter into 
arrangements, either with the principal or directly with the Ontario 
Board for such a Union as that contemplated in Brother Sanford’s 
letter. Meanwhile, the Board desires to express its hearty thanks to 
Mr. McLaurin for the kind permission accorded to our missionaries 
of sending students to the Seminary upon such exceèdingly advan­
tageous terms as they at present enjoy.

TOURING.
During the year the great work of preaching the gospel to the 

people has been carried fot ward with increased vigor. Nor have the 
labors of our missionaries been confined to the narrow limit of the 
respective towns in which they are located. Whilst the needs of the 
people at their doors have not been overlooked, our brethren have 
gone out to the destitute and benighted towns and villages, which 
thickly stud the whole country. In every direction from our com­
pounds as centres the word has been preached by the native helpers 
and by missionaries themselves. Never before in the history of our 
mission lias so much touring been done as since the opening of the 
present year, and on every hand the most encouraging prospects 
appear These itineracies have occupied from a few days to many
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weeks at a time, by all our missionaries. Here and there the mis­
sionaries have met w.th open opposition ; at many places the stolid 
indifference begotten oj a long course of bigotry and superstitious 
prejudices has been painfully apparent ; now and then they have 
witnessed the curiosity which is not satisfied with once hearing the 
strange stoiy of redeeming love; and occasionally they have tound 
earnest seekers alter a new and better life than that which heathenism 
affords As these visits are repeated and the truths of the gospel ire 
pressed home upon the hearts and minds of the people, the1 result 
cannot but be glorious in the ingathering of souls enlightened by the

W v:.nI.—Property. V.Tlie Mission Compound is advantageously situated near the centre 
of Bimlipatam, a town containing nine thousand inhabitants. This 
is the duel town in the Bimlipatam Tàlug, which embraces an area 
of. 57,1 >4 acres, 118 villages, population 106,267, of whom 104,953 are 
Hindus, 962 Mohammedans, and 343 are set down as Christians, 
according to the census for 1881. Of these people 102,995 are 
illiterate.

The Bimlipatam Tiling is one of the 14 Tilings in the Vizagapatam 
District. There are also besides these 12 portions, called “ Agency 
Tracts, of which Jeypore is one. Entire population of the District 
of Vizagapatam 2,505,127, or say two and a-half millions.

Compound.—The compound lies on the eastern slope of the hill, on 
the north, east, and south sides of which the town is built. It con­
tains about an acre and a-half. It is somewhat irregular in its boundary 
lines, except those formed by the public roads. “Circular Road,” 
running from north to south, divides the compound into two unequal 
portions. The smaller portion being on the east side of Circular 
Road, is bounded on its north side by “ Chapel Street,” which runs 
nearly due east down through the town toward the sea. This smaller 
lot contains but one building at present, though there is a fine open 
space reserved for the construction of a chapel-schoolhouse, which 
will he needed soon. The building already erected is 56 ft. long, 
containing four rooms 12 x 14 ft. each. There has also been an 
addition made along the whole length of one side, giving to each 
room an ante-room tor cooking purposes. Thus we have here apart­
ments for four native Christian families, or for a number of Christian 
boarding boys whenever required to be so used.

to suc<VII.—Young Men in Course oe Training.

We have three young men, viz. ; Subriadu, Apulsawmy, and 
Peter, who attended the Seminary at Samulcotta last year. They 
will return when the term opens in July. This vacation they are 
spending in the town and outlying villages, accompanying the older 
men and assisting them in the work of preaching and colportage. 
Subtiadu is more advanced in knowledge and experience than the 
other two. He has been with Miss Hammond nearly all the time 
since her arrival in the country.

At present she is supporting him at 
the Seminary. Apulsawmy is supported by the general funds. 
Peter is supported hy Dr. and Mrs. Parker, who, besides this help, 
also give us Ils. 6o yearly in aid of the Boarding Girls’ Department. 
These earnest, Christian friends are now' living at Palaveram, 12 
miles distant from the city of Madras. There is another young man 
named M. Ventakasawmy, whom I would have sent to the Seminary 
last year if he had manifested a state of mind and heart suited to 
the office of Christian preacher or colporteur. As it is, he is engaged 
in various kinds of helpful work under my daily care.

Whenever there is opportunity I make it a point to see that all the 
helpers have some work in the way of study before them. During 
the last few weeks the weather has been very hot. They have been 
going out morning and evening ; but at 2 o’clock, p. m , meet me in 
class for an hour six days in the week. We have just finished the 
Book of Joshua. We also have studied pretty carefully the first three 
chapters of ist Peter.
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VIII.—Sunday School and Preaching Service.
Our Sunday School has been steadily though slowly increasing in 

interest and numbers. The highest number in attendance has been 
70, divided into six classes. They are studying the gospel by Matthew 
five verses for a lesson, committed to memory by all who can read. 
The regular w'eekly collections amount to about R. annas 4 each 
Sabbath. The preaching service follows the Sunday chool exercises 
after a few minutes intermission, making the whole two hours in 
length. Instead of having an afternoon or evening service we go out 
into certain parts of the town, and we also visit a few villages about 
a mile distant. In this way we have a sort of Sunday School and 
preaching service combined in four different places regularly on 
Sabbath evenings from four to six o’clock. There are other places 
visited more or less regularly, as we have Christian help at hand. 
Quite frequently, too, I have visited the “ Hindu Debating Union,” 
and set forth the truths of Christianity before the educated Hindus 
who gather there. By this method we are reaching a great many

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we started on a tour among the villages to the southeast of Bobbili, 
During the seventeen days we were away we visited and preached in 
more than forty villages, in some of them twice. We had, for the 
most part, an attentive hearing, and a large number of people heard 
our message. Some seemed much interested. In one large village 
a number of the people urged us to establish a school and teach them 

religion, among them a pensioned sepoy, who had heard, in 
various places, a little of Christian teaching. In most of these 
villages no white face had been seen, and no Christian preaching had 
ever been heard. Some of the villages are large, and would form 
good centres for our work, as soon as we have suitable men to station 
there. A few days after returning from this town, in company with 
Bro. Archibald, a short tour was made among some villages southwest 
of Bobbili. We were away five days, during which thirteen villages 
were visited. A few days after returning from this tour another was 
made among villages to the northeast of Bobbili, of which more than 
forty were visited during the seventeen days we w;ere out. With hut 
a few exceptions these villages had never been visited by Christian 
teachers, and the people were, for the most part, utterly ignorant of 
even the name of Christ. Our experience was much the same as on 
other trips. We had, for the most part, a good hearing, and in some 
places considerable interest was manifested, but none seemed suffi­
ciently impressed with our message to accept it.

In two or three villages we met with some Roman Catholic converts, 
Christians they can hardly be called. We do not want any such 
converts. They are almost entiiely ignorant of Christian teaching. 
None that I met could read, and no effort had been made to teach 
them. They all belonged to the Pariah class, and some admitted 
they had given up their old religion and had accepted the new in 
hopes of getting more rice. Still there was much that was interesting 
and hopeful in the interest that some of them showed in listening 
to our preaching, and in the earnestness with which they begged ns 
to come and start a school, and give them books so that they might 
learn about our re igion. They seemed to know much more about 
Mary than about Christ, and their prayers are addressed to her. I 
could but pity them.

I had planned to spend more than three weeks on this tour, but was 
so disabled by an abscess that I was compelled to return to Bobbili 
on the eleventh of March instead of the seventeenth. I had also 
hoped to spend the last part of March and first of April on another 
tour among the villages east of Bobbili, which we visited last year.
In this, too, I was disappointed by being laid up for nearly a month, 
and by the time I was well enough to travel again the weather was 
too hot for touring. Besides these tours, in which the native 
helpers accompanied me, they have made several short trips among I 
the villages. They seem to be pretty well received as they go about I 
by themselves, and there are some advantages in working thus. The I 
people see that they are not afraid to go by themselves. Then, too, I 
as they lodge in the villages they come more closely in contact with 1 

people than when going with the missionary and lodging ma 1 
tent. I should like to have much more of this kind of work done I 
the coming year, and should be glad to see more readiness on the | 
part of our native helpers to engage in it. They should go forth as ■ 
the Lord sent His disciples, two and two. Nursiah and Kotiah would ■ 
he out on the field now, only that Kotiah is needed in the girls school ■ 
at present.
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to their interests, and many of them are 
work than ever. The other caste people, I 

think, do not have much ill feeling towards us. They listen to what 
we say, admit that it is right and good, and turn round and practice 
the same foolish ceremonies as before.

The Sunday morning service has been continued on the compound 
till lately, but, as few outside the compound have attended, we 
decided to make a change and hold our meeting at the schoolhouse 
in the town. We hope by this means to reach more people. The 
change has but lately been made, and it is too soon to judge what it 
will amount to. We have worship in Teloogoo every morning, when 
a passage of Scripture is read, some remarks made, and prayer 
offered.
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SCHOOL WORK.
Mrs. Churchill’s girls’ school in town has been carried on during the 

year with varying success. Mrs. C. has been able to attend to it 
personally only a few months during the year, but in her absence 
Siamma has had charge of it. 31 pupils have been enrolled, and they 
haw made an average attendance of 22.6. Many plans have been 
tried to secure regular attendance, hut the carelessness of both 
parents and children is hard to overcome. The school was entirely 
supported till the close of 1882 by government and private funds. 
Since then Siamma and Kotiah, who spend part of their time in the 
school, have been supported by the Sunday School and the young 
ladies’ circle at Hebron.

In May a few Gadaba boys were collected, and another school for 
them was started on the compound. The Gadaba is one of the 
aboriginal tribes of the country, having no written language. We 
have been much interested in them, and have long been considering 
how they might be reached. The people, as a general thing, under­
stand only enough Teloogoo to do a little buying and selling, so that 
we cannot convey to them much religious knowledge through this 
language. The most hopeful way that seems to be open at present 
is to get some of these boys into school and teach them, hoping and 
expecting that the Lord will convert them, and make usr of them in 
spreading the truth among their people. A cup of rice is given daily 
to eacli to induce them to come, and as an equivalent of what they 
might earn in the fields. We are much pleased with the earnestness 
they show in trying to master the Teloogoo alphabet, and the good 
attention they give to religious instruction.

Only nine nave yet come, but we are trying to induce others to 
come and join the school. On Sunday morning Mrs. Churchill has 
the two schools united as a Sunday School, and in the afternoon her 
class of Brahmin boys, the attendance of which is variable. Soon 
after his arrival Bro. Archibald again collected a number of the 
English-speaking Brahmin boys into a Sunday afternoon Bible 
Class. For about a couple of months the attendance was pretty 
good.
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VISITING AMONG THE WOMEN.
A few months of the year two zenanas were regularly visited, but 

one woman having gone to her father’s village, and not having yet 
returned, only one is now being visited. Among other women also 
much visiting has been done, principally by Siamma, as Mrs. C. has 
been able to attend to this and other outside work only occasional )' 
this year. Some visiting and attending to the sick, which she could
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is a special cause of thankfulness to God. Miss Hammond was not 
so favoured. Worn out by her trying position it seemed necessary 
that she spend some time on the hills. She returned in September 
much invigorated. At the close of 1882 Miss Hammond removed to 
Bimlipatam with the boarding girls at this station.

TOURING.
In May, 1881, accompanied by Bro. Churchill, I made a tour to 

Akalatampara. Our object was to adjust what threatened to be a 
serious difficulty among the native Christians. With Brother C.’s 
assistance the matter was in a measure set right. Two were baptised.

In February of the present year, alter returning from a very 
delightful and profitable conference at Bubbili, I again took the field 
for a more prolonged tour. Paulus and Bagavan Sahara accompanied 
me. We proceeded first to Akalatampara, visiting nearly all the 
villages on one side of the river. There we found things not in the 
best condition. The Comminipilli Naidu was excluded from the 
church for immoral conduct. One was restored to fellowship. A 
piece of ground finely situated in the centre of the village was 
secured for the proposed chapel-school house. A number of interest­
ing services were held. Narayanadass, a young man baptized in 
May was encouraged to open a school in Comminipilli. While 
camped near the village a bullock was stolen and killed by thieves ; 
but with the prompt assistance of the police from the nearest station 
they were secured and lodged in Kemèdy jail, to which place we had 
to hasten on Monday morning for the trial. They are now serving 
out a sentence of six months’ imprisonment. In Kemèdy we spent 
two busy days preaching to large and attentive crowds. From 
Kemèdy we proceeded by easy stages around to Cassiboogi (a town 
about midway between Chicacole and Berhampore, and the limit of 
our field in that direction) visiting all the villages along and near the 
road. In these villages we met with many interesting experiences. 
Some had heard the gospel before, toothers it was entirely new. Our 
books sold rapidly, and when we reached Tekkali were all gone. 
Here two Pariah men who had been waiting since October were 
baptized. Afterwards ten sat down to the Lord’s Supper. It was a 
very joyful time. But two short years ago and there was in this 
place only one poor persecuted Christian, and he a leper. Now there 

six converts and many inquirers I did not have time to visit 
the Savara villages as I hoped. During this tour we spent 17 days 
upon the field, visited 50 villages and addressed the people 150 times. 
(For an extended account of this tour, see the Christian Visitor of 
April 17, 1883.)

With the coming cool season I hope to begin touring in earnest. 
Thus far my knowledge of Telugu has been insufficient to make this 
work profitable either to myself or others. This is certainly the 
work of the missionary and that from which we may hope for the 
best returns.

NATIVE PREACHERS.

But if inexperience has prevented touring on my part, I have 
endeavoured to keep the native preachers at it. For a part of the 
year my success in this was not enviable. These brethren are 
expected to spend 15 to 20 days per month (according to the season) 
in work outside of their own villages. The two older men are allowed 
a coolie to carry necessary articles. For May, June and July B. 
Bahara sent in no reports. With August he began on a better
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been done by B. Bahara. The aggregate number of days spent 
the field during this time by preachers alone is 212 ; the number of 
villages visited 418. No accurate estimate of the number of persons 
who have heard the gospel can he formed ; but the number undoubt­
edly amounts to tens of thousands. Large numbers of Telugu and 
English tracts have been distributed gratuitously by the preachers.

In audition to this field-work it must not be forgotten that the 
brethren work almost every day, when at home, in the town or village 
where they live. In this way an amount of work is accomplished 
equal, at least, to that done on the field. When at the station each 
worker is expected to visit the town or adjoining villages at least 
a day and report himself at the mission house in the evening.

Both the written and verbal reports of the preachers are very 
encouraging. They rarely meet with opposition. Even where it is 
manifested judicious a tion on their part usually melts it down, hi 
many instances the Hindus show them no little kindness. The 
greatest hindrance met with is indifference. These millions have no 
desire to hear the truth. But even this is in some places disappearing, 
and a hopeful spirit of enquiry is springing up. This is by no means 
general,as yet, but the leaven is working. Individual consciences are 
being awakened, as is evident from the numerous instances of men 
coming to the preachers when apart from the village, cooking food, 
or even by night for fear of the people, to have doubts allayed. In 
several villages there are those who are almost persuaded. For these, 
for the most hopeful agency in the conversion of these benighted 
souls, the native preachers, we crave your earnest prayers.

COLPORTAGE.

This department of our work has been largely successful. Every 
month, with the exception of the hottest, has found one or both col­
porteurs seeking a market for their books in the thousand villages of 
the district.

But there have been discouragements. Tummaya was incapaci­
tated for work by frequently recurring attacks of bern-bern, a disease 
of the limbs common to some parts of this country. Although still 
unable to walk any distance, he finds employment in the school in 
teaching the lower classes. Juggaya, an Akalatampara Christian of 
the merchant caste, has been doing the sick man’s wrork for several 
months in a very satisfactory manner. In May, for a grave and 
repeated offence, I dismissed Paulus; but in October he returned 
p mitent and resumed work. When, in January, the Bible Society 
placed the services of another colporteur at my disposal, it seemed 
best to let Paulus devote himself to preaching. To this he gladly 
consented ; but when I proposed that, since he had now no books to 
carry, he tour without a cooly, he refused to do so, and left us again. 
As I had already two colporteurs, did not want a third, but needed a 
preacher, there was no alternative but to let him go.

There is much more involved in this matter of cooly than may appear 
to you at such a distance. Neither our brethren of the other Canadian 
mission, nor ol the American Baptist Union, (in the Telugu country), 
give their men a cooly when on tour. The men on this field have 
always received this assistance. I11 the case of colporteurs who take 
out with them a large number of books the assistance is a necessity ; 
but it is not so in the case of the preachers. True, here where the 
native Christians are but few the conditions for travelling without a 
cooly are not so favourable as in the south, where the preachers find

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SCHOOLS.
Three schools were in operation until February ; from that date 

there have been four. The total number of pupils now registered is 
about 80. Chiifian teachers are in all these schools. Religious 
instruction is given to all pupils.

Owing to Miss Hammond’s absence, and the lack of a good native 
teacher the station school was not in a good condition in the early 
part o! the year. The attendance has again much decreased by the 
removal of the boarding girls to Bimli in January. Under Mrs. 
Hutchinson’s care the attendance has steadily risen until now more 
than 30 pupils are enrolled. Still the school is without a good 
teacher; but this deficiency we hope to supply at an early date. On 
the examination ot the school in April by the Government Inspector 
lour pupils passed in various standards, and a grant of Its. 20 a 6 
was obtained. ' ’
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amIt is impossible to place plainly before you the difficulties of 

maintaining a mission school in this town with its efficient schools 
and 1,100 pupils. The only class left for us is the Pariahs, and to 
them we are turning our attention.

The school in Tekkali has been fairly successful. Although exam- 
med under very unfavourable circumstances it received a grant of 
^8',2S’ a; ail(l entered upon the new year with a third class of five.

Ihe Akalatampara school under the care of James has met with 
varied success, borne of the children were taken away by their 
parents owing to the pronounced Christian tone of the school. 
Ihe Christians themselves are not very enthusiastic as regards 
education. They promised to assist in its support, but the promise 
lias not been worth much. Owing to the sickness oi James one school 
was closed tor over a month early in the new year. It is now in oper­
ation again. There is no other school in the village.

The river between Akalatampara and Commisipilli is impassable 
tor small children tor several months in the year. At the request of 
the Christians and some others, Narayanadass, a recent convert, 
opened a school in this village in February. The mission supplies 
books, while the teacher is supported by the parents of the school 
children. Contrary to my expectation this school has grown.

My policy in regard to schoo.s is to establish them in any village 
where the people are willing to have their children instructed by a 
Christian teacher and to assist in his support.
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OUT STATIONS.
Akalatampara has had no accessions since May, 1882, and this I 

attribute largely to the attitude anti action of some of the church 
members. The people, however, are friendly to the gospel and its 
prolessors, and there are a number of hopeful cases in the village. 
Inching is listened to attentively. Sabbath and week-day services, 
a Bible class, and a monthly conference meeting and communion 
service are maintained by B. Bahara when at home. The ordinary 
services are kept up by the brethren in his absence. Services are 
held m Akalatampara and Commisipilli alternately at the request of the 
brethren. The need of a place of worship is much felt. The open 
shed where they formerly assembled has been melted down by rain. 
Land has been secured from the petty Rajah for the proposed 
chapel-school house. A subscription was also set on foot in 
May, headed by B. Bahara with one month’s salary. Others 
have promised small sums and we are only waiting for the

THE STATION.

Here the regular Sunday School, preaching services and prayer 
meetings have been maintained. Mrs. Hutchinson has also a weekly 
womans’ prayer meeting. A weekly Bible Class for Brahmin and 
other young men from the town was started again in February. On 
Saturday afternoon a meeting is held with the teachers of the 
Sunday School for the study of the next morning’s lesson.

Notwithstanding the continued effort of the year but little im­
pression seems to have been made upon the town. There have been 
a few desultory inquirers during the year. One family has, we 
believe, been for some time in possession of faith in Christ, but they 

poor mat-makers, and fear to risk their daily bread by an open 
profession. Some Christians who had come into the town to live 
and some who had been long enjoying church privileges without 
assuming its responsibilities have united with the church. Several 
are now asking for baptism—chietly the children of church members. 
Two have been baptized, Chinna David of the Boarding Department 
and one of our servants.

The Sunday School has been well attended. Many of the Hindu 
children of the day school also come on the Sabbath. There are now 
five classes, and as many teachers. Since February we have used the 
International Lessons in the school. All have been much interested 
and profited by the study of the Acts of the Apostles. Attendance 
has been encouraged by illuminated reward cards in Telugu, which 
the children prize very .lighly. My Telugu Bible Class has averaged 
about twelve.

In the early part of the year I addressed the Sunday gatherings as 
opportunity offered through an interpreter. To Miss Hammond’s 
knowledge of Telugu, experience, and constant and cheerful willing­
ness to assist we owe much. I have, since October, usually 
attempted one address in Telugu each Sabbath. The congregations 
have averaged about 30. A number of Hindus are frequently 
present, but few as compared with the number that would undoubt­
edly be drawn in had we a house in town Steps should be taken 
soon either to purchase or build a suitable chapel. The church has 
raised by weekly offerings (including all subscriptions) Rs.42, a. 5, p. 3.

A large number of New and Old Testaments, hymn books, &c., 
have been given to the Christians and their children as rewards for 
committing certain portions to memory. The Old and New Testa­
ments have also been placed in the station of the town for the use of 
the policemen.

The year has upon the whole been one of encouragement. Many 
important incidents there are which cannot be recorded here.

The Thirteenth Annual Report of the Central Board of the W. M. 
A. Societies of New Brunswick to the Convention assembled 

at Halifax, August 25th, 1883.

HOME DEPARTMENT.
In presenting our report we desire to bless the Lord for his pr 

ving care over us as a Board. The lives of all have been spared, and 
we have been enabled to hold our meetings regularly, with 
exception.

Early in the year our Treasurer, Mrs. W. Allwood, after serving 
the Board for the period of twelve years, resigned her positioi 
account of failing health, and Mrs. George U. Hay was appointed 
her successor.

A review of the Societies for the year may not show any increase 
by the organization of new Societies, yet is gratifying to find there 
the names of some which formerly were actively interested in 
missionary work again showing signs of life and vigor. The total 
number of Societies is upwards of sixty, ot which only about one- 
half contribute in any one year, and the majority of these arc the 
faithful ones which have stood through all discouragements and 
difficulties ready to aid and sustain our Central Society in every 
possible wav. This year the following Societies have not only con­
tributed to the funds but haw reported with more or less fullness on 
their condition and prospecta :—Fredericton, Moncton, Brussels 
Street, Carleton, Germain Street, Leinster Street, ist Hillsboro’, 
Hammond, Kingsclear, Lower Cambridge, Lower Wickham, Cam­
bridge Narrows, Saint George, Sackville, 2nd Sackville, Jemseg, 
Hopewell Hill, Poriland.

In addition to these the following have also contributed to the 
funds—Centreville, Collina, Cumberland Bay, Chipman, Florence- 
ville, Riverside, Smithtown, Jacksontown, Newcastle Creek, Rockland.

A circular was printed and sent to each of the Societies P: 
distribution, urg;ng upon the sisters of the churches the necessity of 
taking into fuller consideration the demands of the Lord upon them 
to help for ward His work. From some quarters we were cheered to 
hear that these appeals had produced the desired effect, and had 
brought new members into the Societies. These sisters probably 
never before realized that the small contribution of two cents a week
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her for her Master under that bummg sun, work of which we hope 
to hear her speak more fully, but concerning which our hearts have 
already been made to rejoice. We are glad to know that lier health 
is somewhat improved, and our prayers are that she may be fully 
restored and be permitted to spend many more years on her chosen 
field.

Mrs. Churchill, at Bobbili, is still pursuing her work among the 
women, and finds pleasant access to their houses. She says they 
liste:', to her words with great attention, and nc doubt precious seed 
is constantly falling into their hearts, which, in the Lord’s time, will 
bring forth a. harvest to His glory. Her school w k is in a prospe­
rous condition. She has 31 pupils in attendance, who are daily 
receiving gospel truths as well as secular training. Siamma, her 
Bible Reader, is spoken of very highly, and is a very excellent help 
to her. But Mrs Churchill has long felt the need of a young lady 
from home to assis4 her in her arduous labors, and years ago appealed 
to her sisters to send some one. As yet no one has offered to go. 0, 
how long must she and Miss Hammond be left thus alone while so 
many of our young sisters might go to them and cheer them in their 
work. Will not some one or two in whose heart there has been a 
longing to go come nobly to the front at once and say, “ Here am I, 
send me f” If so, there can be no doubt but the great blessing of the 
Lord will rest upon them.

When Miss Hammond left Chicacole the school went down for a 
time, but under Mrs, Hutchinson’s care it has come up again, and 
now numbers 30. A woman’s prayer meeting is regularly kept up, 
and everything seems in a hopefu' condition. The Lord is working; 
the people arc coming to the light. Thirteen have been baptized 

the Chicacole field this year. Let us lake courage, and see to it 
that nothing is done or left undone by which the glorious work may 
be hindered.

PONSTITUTION.

(ADOPTED 1879).

I. This Convention shall be known as the Baptist Convention op 
the Maritime Provinces.

II —The objects of the Convention shall be to maintain the educa­
tional and missionary operations of the body, and to advance the 
general interests of the denomination.

III.—The membership of the Convention shall be composed 
follows :— r as

i. Each of the Baptist Associations in Nova Scotia, New Brunswick 
and Prince Edward Island shall be entitled to send to any meeting of 
the Convention five of its own members as delegates to represent it

2. Each Church connected with any of the above-named Associa- 
tions, and contributing annually towards the objects of the Convention 
shall be entitled to send one of its members to represent it at any 
meeting ol the Convention, and an additional delegate for every 
twentv dollars contributed to those objects during the year : but no 
Church shall be entitled to send more thar five delegates.

3- Every ordained Baptist Minister connected with one of the 
Churches above mentioned, either in the relation of pastor or member 
shall be a member of the Convention.

4- Any member of any of these Churches who shall have 
tnbuted towards the objects of the Convention fifty dollars at one 
time, previous to the 27th of August, 1879—or one hundred dollars 
at one time, after that date, shall be a life-member of the Conventi

5. The President and Faculty of Acadia College, being members of 
any of the Churches above mentioned, shall be ex-officio members of 
the Convention.

IV. —The Officers of the Convention shall consist of a President, 
two \ ice-Presidents, a Treasurer, a Secretary, and an Assistant 
secretary ; all of whom shall be elected annually from among the 
members, except the Secretary, who shall be elected triennially.

V. —The Convention shall meet annually, at such place as shall be 
agreed on by the body, and shall commence its session on the first 
Saturday alter the 18th of August, at 10 o’clock, A. M.

A special meeting of the Convention may be called at any time by 
the I resident, on a requisition signed by the Officers of the Conven­
tion and the Secretaries of the three Boards, viz. : of Governors of 
Acadia College, of Foreign Missions, and of Home Missions, in the 
Convention.

VI; 'Iliçre shall be a Board of Home Missions and a Board of 
foreign Missions, appointed by the Convention, each consisting of 
fifteen.members of the body, five of whom shall retire each year in 
the order of their appointment, but shall be eligible for re-appoint­
ment. Five members shall form a quorum of each Board.

^ II- Ihp Convention shall, once in three years, appoint six new 
members of the Board of Governors of Acadia College in place of six 
Who will then go out of office, in rotation, in accordance with the 
resolution passed by the Convention in September, 1850, and with 
the Act of the Legislature of Nova Scotia, 14 Vic.,

VIII —The Convention shall also appoint a Ministerial Education 
Board, and a Board for the management of a Ministerial Belief and 
Aid Fund, each of which Boards shall consist of nine members of 
the Convention, three of whom shall retire annually, in the order of 
their appointment, but shall be eligible for re-appointment. The 
members shall form a quorum for each Board.
