Tpe elevation of Mr, Edward Murphy
to the Senate of the Dominion, which it
is understood will be made within a day
or two, in succession to the late Hon,
Thomas Ryan, has been received on all
hands with marks of the strongest appro.
bation, No Irish Catholic in Caunada is
more deservedly popular with his own
countrymen and co.religionists than Mr,
Murphy, and no citizen enjovs in a higher
degree the esteem and confidencs of all
creeds and classes, His appointment is
the reward of good citizenship, and he
will do honor to the position to which he
has been elevated. A brief sketch of
Mr. Murphy’s career will be read with
leasure, and we cannot do better than
rrow the subjoined biography pub.
lished some years ago (1550) in the Harp,
from the “Gallery of Distinguished Irish
Canadians,” written by Mr. J. J. Cur:
ran, M. P, one of Mr, Murphy’s most
intimate personal and political friends :
Mr, Edward Murphy, whose name is a
household word in the city of Montreal,
is descended from the good old stock of
that name in the county Carlow, Ireland,
whose ancestogs were of the “Murroes’
of the county Wexford, the ancient
territory of the O'Marphys, He is the
eldest son of the late Mr. Daniel Murphy,
for many years a vesident of the city of
Montreal ; his mother was descended
from the Wicklow clen of the O'Byrnes.
Born in 1K1K, at the early age of eix
years he immigrated to Cavada with his
parents and brothers, and settled i this
city in 1824, Having received the com.
mercial education then accessible, at the
sge of fourteen he was engaged as a
clerk in the hardware trade. Well may
the youth of the present time, with their
superior advantages, for many of which
they are indebted to Mr, Marphy, look
up with unfeigned admiration to the
merchant prince of to day, who at so
tender an age commenced to carve out
for himselt the career he has so success-
fully achieved, In 1546 be becarae prin-
cipal salesman in the old established
firm of Frothingham & Workman, whole
sale hardware merchsuts, which position
he occupied until 1859, when he became
a partoer in that institution, now, in no
small measure through his activity and
energy, the most extensive in the
Dominion, As may readily be supposed,
Mr, Murphy, unaided ag he was by out.
side influence, did not accomplish such
magnificent results without the most
assiduocus labor. Yet businese, with all
its cares and anxieties, did not abeorb
his entire attention, His firat step in
the philaothropic eftorts that have

At thie time Rome wes penie-struck by
the approach of & French army under
Bonaparte, It had taken Bolcgna, and
was marching in three columna by different
routes, “agalnst the City of the Poper,
The Roman army wae quite unable to
make head rgeuec this formidable force,
being only 3000 in 1umber, and consist:
ing chicfly of the most undiscipiined
soldiers that could well be imeglned
Two-thirds of them were French em!
grante, Ltalian dererters and 1he refuse of
other vatcps  Diplomacy wes at work ;
but, meanwhile, the fear of the Frencn
scldiery prevatied, The Scotch agent,
writing to the biehop, says: *Such noise
and confusion there was in town, euch de
jection and despsir surpasses ali concep
tion ; not a house but resourded with the
cties of women and children ; not a coun-
tenance but expressed terror and dismay,
many entirely Jost thelr judgments, and
parents attempted to makeawsy with their
daughters by a violent death to preserve
them from lnsult. If the courler who came
‘to announce an armistice had delayed for

twenty four hours more scenes would
have heppened here that wculd have
equallcd anything that is barbarous in
historv, and it is too probable that this
day Rome would be a mass of rulns.
Giory to God tbe danger s over, and I
trust there is no fear it will recur, We
bave made an armistice ; and a pleni:
potentiary is despatched to Pais In order
to conelude a peace. The conditions are
dreadful and humiliating in the last degree.
We have ourselves to blame for them,”
Before the courler arrived the more re-
ligioue people betook themselves to prayer.
Their miserable army gave them no hope ;
and the terror ivepired by the enemy that
was 80 near their gates, was greater than
would Dbe caused by a horde of the worst
barbarisns, Every street was crowded
with penitentls] proceseions at all hours
of the day, and even of the night. Prince
Augustus had vot left Italy, Durleg the
panic he advised the Scotch agent to fly
with bis young cherge. As for himself,
he declared that as long as there was ary
chance of his beivg of service to the
Scotch mission, in Rome, he neither could
por would fly. Mr, McPherson, the
Scotch sgent, hed made arrangerents for
sending hisstusents to Naples or Tuscany.
The Irfsh agent bad dleappeared. Mr.
Smels, the Englich agent, was resolved to
seek tafety in Naples. Tbe Cardinale
also determined on taking refuge in the
kingdom of Naples, carryirg the Holy
Fatber alorg with them; for they were
convinced that if he fell into the hands of
the French they would certainly convey

bim to Parls, where every bad conse
uence, both as regarded his safety and
the welfare of religion, wasto be dresded,
In Januasry, 1797, Bishop Geddes became
suddenly worse. Blshop Hay set out, at
once, to close, 88 he belleved, the eyes of
his friend and cosdjutor. The invalld,
however, rallled, once more; and the
bhhor continued his jourvey to Fetter

near in order to confer with Mr, Leslie,
the propiietor, on the lease of a farm for
the semivary, Au smicable arrangement
was epeedily made. The bishop obtalned
a leace of the farm of Aquorties on the
banks of the Rlver Don, two miles from
the House of Fatteruear and three from
the town of laverness, for 107 years.
The farm consisted of 200 acres of arable
land and 400 of hill and moor. The reat
was £120, or £00 yearly, £500 being
p3ld on taking poesession. It was re.
solved to commence immediately the
buildirg of a house for the seminary,
and at the same time the requieite farm
officer, It was an arduous and costly
enterprire, Hence It was necessary to
soliclt subscriptions, The Congregation
of Propagands wae first applied to;
bat, owing to the distracted state of Italy,
could give no seeistance, The Govern-
ment was lpgenled to in favor of the work
through Sir Jobn Hipplsley. The Catho.
llee of the Lowlands subscribed more
largely than could have been expected.
Me. Bagnal, the young priest of Kirkcon.
nell, obtained from his coogregation alone
more than £80. Edinburgh subecribed
£120  Aberdeen and the peighborirg
country the same amount, Oiher mis

slons contributed in proportion. The
bou:e, mot including out buildings, cost
£1,000 ; not & Jarge sum, considerivg that
it was calculated to accommodate thirty
students, together with the requisite num-
ber of masters and servants,

. It was etill cccupied by the miesion
when the writer visited the place, the year
of his ordination, 1835, The late Rev

James Sharp was at that time in charge of
both the farm and the coogregation. A
later visitor found it, when in the kaads
of a stranger, quite und!vested of ita col-

lege-like appesrance. The bulldiug 1s
of solid granite, three storles high, with
an attic, elghty feet in length by twenty:
two in width. It faces the South, and the
river Don in all ite beauty fs seen from
the front windows. Ite pleasure garden,
althovgh not large, is finely ornamented
with sbrubberies and a small pond, It is
surrounded by a formal belt of trees and
presents a falr specimen of the landecape
gadening of the period. At the western
end of the bullding is the chapel, about
twenty feet by fcurteen and rising to the
height of the cecond story, An outside
door sdmitted the congregation, There
are galierles at the eldes and each end of
the chapel, In that which faces the ultar
there were seats for th: Fetternear famlly
and a few people besides  In another
gallery on the eplstle eide of the altar,
commuvnicating with the school-room, the
students had thelr seats, The altar and
altar raile were etill preserved as
they had been originally, the
worthy tensnt acting cn the impression
that a place once dedicated to divine
worthip ehould mnot be subjected to
meaner uses, The Corintblan pillars
above the altar still supported a canopy.
I'be epace on the floor of the chapel had
been for the service of the congregation.

At the back of the house there is & large
and frultful kitchen garden., It was first
set spart by the bishop snd culilvated
according to hisdirectlons, Itisetillkept
in the highest order. The bishop had a
room in the house to which he resorted in
bis declining years ; axd in this room he
departed to the butter world, The place,
haliowed by so many interesting assocla-
ations, Is now comparatively & solltude ;
and in thinking of what it was and what
it is, one is reminded of the lines of
Rogers:

“Mute is the bell that rung at peep of dawn,
Quickening my truant feet across the lawn ;
Unheard the shout that rent the noontide

alr,

When u;e slow dial gave a pause to care.
Up springs at every step to clalm a .ear,
some little friendsuip tormed and cherished

here ;
And not the lightest leaf but trembling
eems
With golden visions and romantic dreams.”

8ir John Hipplsley, who was now rexid
irg at Warfield Grove, Berks, took a
warm interest in the new seminary. As
much aid was required in establishing it,
and the blshops contemplated applylag to
the Government, Sir John advised that
they should address Me Dandas and,
through him, the Duke of Portland. The
worthy Baronet himself also undertook to
recommend the matter to Government,
and for thls purpose desired to have a
statement of the least possible expense
that would be required to commence the
seminary. The assistance of the English
Cathollcs might also be requested.

It was now admitted that a long lease,
such as the bishop had obtalned, was pre
ferable to & purchase of property, so little
could the Catholics, as ye:, rely on the
better feellng towards them that had come
to prevail In the country. It was, in
deed, a disadvantage that there were but
few Catholics in the neighborhood of
Aquorties. But such dlsadvantage was
counterbalanced by the fortunate circum
stance that the Protestant population of
Aberdeen shire were more friendly to
Catholics than that of any other part of
the country. The agent at Rome did all
in his power to interest in the caunse of
the new seminary the Cardinale Gerdil
Albani and Autonelll, They favored it
with thelr approbation ; but, in the un
certaln state of affairs in Italy, they did
nothing more.

In Febrnary, 1797, the French were
once more at the gates of Rome. There
was the greatest consternstion in the city.
It behoved the Scotch agent to provide
for the safety of the students. Acting
under the dizections of the Cardinal Pro
tector, he secured the ready money and
church plate of the college and made
arrangements for the departure of the
few students there and of fifteen Eoglish
students whom their agent had left to do
a8 they best could. He wasmuch assisted
by Mr. Graves, an Eoglish merchant at
Rome, Passports and everything else
that was required, belng procured, the
party left Rome for Civita Vecchia on
12th February. Mr. Sloane, s Scotch
merchant there, was all attention to them,
The day before thelr departure eleven
Cardinals fled from Rome, The Pope’s
horses were in his casch, aad he was him
pelf dressed for flight, when a British

officer, Colonel Duncan, arrived at the

mation to the effect that the dsnzer was
not 00 imminent. The Holy Father shed
tears when he found that it wes not
neceseary to leave his capital 8o suddenly.
In the course of a fortnight the Brlitish
students came back to thelr collegee, The
sgent was not, as yet, however, without
apprebension ; but he gave way to im-
portunity.

The annual meeting was held thia year
at Gibston near Huntly, Bl:hops Hay
sud Obisholm met there in the month of
Augaet, the administrators of the mission
fands, It was an important meetivg,
Bishop Hay thereat sdopted measures
that cffactually put s etop to the reports
ipjurfous to bhis charecter as sn honest
manager of miselon affairs, which were
sfloat ever rioce the last meetivg of ad-
minfstrators which wae held three years
previously. Regarding the partia! appro-
pristion of a legacy to a special purpose,
nis opponents had accused him of acting
without the advice or concurrenco of the
administrators, and of endeavoring to force
them, in an overbearing manner, to do as
seemed to him fi: in the matter. The
tesond question concerned an extraordin
ary supply voted for divielon among the
clergy. The bishop had been accused of
atbitrarily excludiog s me of them from
the benefit of this supply, contrary to the
known intentions of the administrators.
In order to meet there accueations the
blshop lald before the meeting & detal'ed
statement of all that occurred at the former
meeting ard extracted therefrom a num.
ber of queries to which he requested
categoricsl replies, This request was
complied with ; and the replies, comple ely
clearing the bishop of ali that had been
alleged agatnet him, were written down by
Mr, Jobhn Reld, clerk to the mesting, and
signed by all the administrators present.
Thus were the lll-judg:d snd unfounded
mlisrepresentations ot Mr. Farquareon and
a few others who thought themselves
sggrieved by the bleshop, completely,
publicly, and fically refuted. At the
same meeting Bishop Hay resigned the
office of procurator, Mr. Charles Maxwell
succeeding. Mr, Maxwell, in coneequence,
removed trom bis mission at Hnutly to
Edinburgh, The income of the misslon
was much reduced by the complete fatlure
of its funds in France and a great falllng
off in the remittances that usually came
from Rome. Four hundred and nineteen
pourds yearly, was all that could b2 relled
on while the expenditure for quotas, that
is the allowances to the priests alone,
smouuted to mobre than £500. The
guarcians of the fund therefore, were under
the painful necessity of issulvg a circular
leter informing their brethren why they
were compelled to reduce the quotas to
£15 for the large towns and £1C for coun-
try missions.

Hitherto the Catholle laity had not
consldered it a duty to contiibute towards
the support of thelr pastors. Taey were
now addressed on the subject in a docu.
ment sigued by the bishops and appended
to the letter which conveyed to the clergy
the unwelcome tldings that their miser.
able ealaries must bereduced. The people
were shown that there is high authority
for requiring that they should contribute
towaras the maintenance of tbeir clergy.
They were told, moreover, that unles
they made an ¢ffort in tbis direction, all
psstoral minietrations must necessarily
cease,

The usual lettars to Rome were signed
later by B'shop Geddes at Aberdeen. In
th.se letters the bizhops remewed their
request for a coadjutor iun the Lowland
Disirict (a request which, as bas already
been shown, was complicd with), and iu.
formed the Cardinals that it was the In.
teation of the bishop of the Highland
District to ertablish ere long, at home, &
seminery, similar to that which had been
already o auepiclously begun by his
brother Bishop ¢f the Lowlands. it was
aleo intimated that Bishop Geddes had
nearly lost his speech, that hia appetite
was gone, and thar, from time to time, he
was attached with such viclent internal
paln a3 to make it difficult to_believe that
he could llve an hour. Hls patience,
meanwhile, was most exemplary,

The meeting oncs over, a new matter,
on which the reader will be glad to bave
the opinfon of the bishops, came up for
consideration. It was quite natural that
Bishop Chisholm should be applied to for
tnformation on the subject of second sight
which was more prevaleat in the High-
lands than in any other part of Scotland.
Toe sgent at Rome, Mr. McPherson,
requested of him answers to certain
queries, and with such  answers
the bishop readlly supplied blm, In a
ietter of 19.h Aagust, 1707, Bishop Chis
holm wrote :

We maintain that such cannot be the
result of the teaching of Chrisfian
morality, which is based upon the two
great precepts to which our Lord and
Master reduces the whole law : Love for
God sbove all things, and love for our
neighbor as ourselves, for the love of
God, And in Catholic teaching the
neighbor whom we must love comprises
a)l mankind, without distinction of
pationality or creed. Such teaching
nust tend to produce good citizens who
will do their duty to their fellow-men—
but above all, their duty to God, which
is of still more importance, Even with
religicus teaching in the tchools our
youth will not acquire too much virtue ;
but if it be excluded, they will have too
little,

It is but a flimsy pretence to sy that
the existence of separate schools is &
relic of union between Church and
State, We have no desire for such a
union, but if the State would impose
penalties on us because we desire to give
our children religious instruction, we
81y this would ba narrow ecclesiasticism,
We do not want the State to give relig.
ious instruction to our childres; but
neitaer do we wish it to interfere
officiously by putting obstacles in the
way of our doing this ourselves,

It is well that we are protected by the
Act of Confederation against the attacks
which are po frequently made against
separate echools, otherwize our schools
would be made a shuttlecock between
political parties in the Province, and
their efficiency, and even their existence
would be precarious, But they who are
80 fond of demanding from time to time
their extinction should remember that
the Province is powerless to deprive us
of them, They cannot be extinguished
without upsetting the Confederation
treaty, and if this were done, the
Protestant minority in (Juebec would be
left as much at the mercy of the Catho-
lic majority, as would the Catholic min.
ority of Ontario be at the mercy of the
Ontario Protestants. We think this
ought to make the Banner and other
Ontario journals somewhat coneciderate
towards their Catholic fellow-citizens,
We would therefore say to the Banner,
and to the othersas well : “Oh! if you
are great, be merciful, good woman of
three cows,”

THE ORANGE GRAND LODGE.

The Grand Orange Lodge of British
North America met lact week in Goderich,
Grand Mester Wallace complsined that
though “'for sixty years this mest worehip:
ful Grand Lodge, epeaking for the
Orargemen of Britlsh North America has
been a sentlnel on the watch-tower by
day and by night, warnivg the people
of Caneda sgainet the ever increesing en-
croachments of the Church of Rome,
nevertheless that most dangerous enemy
of clvil and religious liberty, the Jusuit
Order, has been incorporated and endowed
by the Proviucial Legiclature of Quebec
and formally recognized in the great
Protestant Provinee of Outario by the
Government, ete,” My, Wallace need
not be 8o much moved to icdignation,
The Jesults do not march around the
streets of our citles and towns breaking
the windows of peaczable restdents, firing
shots at churches and graveyards, to the
tune of “Cropples lle dowa,” or "We'll
klck the Pope before us,” as we have
kvown the boastful and loyel advocates of
civii and religlous liberty to do ; so liberty
fe quite eale even though the Jesults be
locorporated, and that a debt long due to
them by Government be partly repald to
them now.

The meetlng of the Grand Ldge con-
tinued ¢l Thursday afternoon, 20:h May.
After a most stormy debate it was
resolved to approve the couduct of the
thirteen who voted sgaiust the allow-

ance of the Jesult Estates Act, and strovg
disapproval Is expressed sgainst the Pro-
testant members ¢f Parliament who
voted sgainst Col. O'Brien’s resolutions,
The debate was espcclally warm over the
proposed addition of the words ‘‘especlally
of those who are Oravgemen,” after the
word Parlisment, Supporters of the Dom-
inlon Government were aware that the
condemnation wou'd be carrled in some
form, so they were content with moderat.
fog it as fer as possible, snd by way of
compromise the proposed addition was
left out of the report of the proceedings
as handed to the press, though it is posi-
tively aseerted that the addition was made
to the resolution as carried in the Lodge.
This couree of passing one resolution, axd
publishicg s different one, is & queer
{llustration of the Orange shibboleth of
“No BSurrender” It reminds us of
Paceh’s cartoon representing Lord John
Ruwmsell as chalking up “No Popery” on a
public thoroughfare, and then runnirg
away, at the time when he obtalned the
passage of the antl-Catholic ‘Ezclestatical
Titles Blll,” which was never put into
operation. The Toronto Empire, how-
ever, asserts that the report was adopted
without any amendment, Its repres-
entative, being a member of the Lodge,
was present during the whole of the pro-
ceedings.

T™HE TRIAL OF

Tke trlsl of the Bithop of Lincolo,
(Church of Eogland,) is still undecided,
The charges sgalost him are that be sanc.
tions the use of lighted candles at the
Communion eervice, the mixing of water
with the wine, and the positfon of the
officlating micfster with his back to the
corgregation, and the use of special
sacerdotal vestments, These practices
are held to imply that the Communion
service of the Church of Eagland s of the
character of a secrifice, and thus to favor
the teaching of the Catholie Church,
The Lishop has denled the competency of
the court to try bim, the Archblehop of
Canterbury constituting in reality the
Court, The other blshops who sit with
him bave merely a consultatine voice, o
that room is given for the statement
that the Archbishop occuplies the position
of a local Pope, a Pope with a very
limited jurlsdiction, Surely if the exlet.
ence of a National Pope 18 to be recog-
nized a8 lawful in the Church of Eogland,
in order to preserve unlty of doctrine ard
discipline, the Church of Chrlst, which is
not confined to any nationality, ought to
have & vlsible Head whose authority
should extend over the whole world. If
it be necessary to preserve umity of doc
trine and dicclpline In one country, itis
necessary that unity ehould be preserved
throughout the world, The Evangellcals,
at whose instance this prosecution is beicg
caniid or, have unwittingly furni:ked sn
ungnswerable argument in favor of the
eathority of St, Peter’s successor over the
whole Caurch,

The Archbishop has decided that he
has jurisdiction to try the present cise,
but a month has been granted to the
bishop to consider whether or not he
will appeal to the Privy Conncil, or to
tha Court of Queen’s Bench. In any
case a long time will necessarily elapse
before a decisicn will be arrived at, and
in the meantime the Rituelizts will follow
the determination they have already
reached, to make use of such vestments
and ceremonies as will render the celce
bration of the communion service decor-
ous in their estimation,

So great is the antagonism which ex.
ists between the two parties in the
Church which are concerned in the pree-
sent struggle, that a very likely result of
the trial will be a large and serious
secession from the Church by the party
which will be unsuccessfui in the pree-
ent trial. It is not probable that either
perty will acquiesce in an adverse decis.
ion, for by doing so they will plainly
recognize the right of a local civil court
to decide without appeal what is re:
vesled truth, and how the Church of
Christ is to be governed, Many will
undoubtedly acquiesce in the decision,
for the Church of Eogland being the
mstitution of the State, the State
must have that supreme power over
it which it has alwaye exercised, But
there will also bo many who will see the
absurdity of recognizing eupreme author-
ity in any State over a Church whose
miseion it is to “teach sll nations ;" (St,
Matt, xxviii, 19) and to ‘“presch the
goepel to every creature,” (St, Mark xvi,
15) There could scarcely happen an
event which would more decisively
justify the supreme authority of the Pope
over the whole Church of Carist on earth,
than this trial of Ritualism. The Caurch
of Christ is one throughout ths world,
and if Patriarch or Primate] has any
claim, such ae this which the Archbishop
of Canterbury makes, to be the
highest judge of faith in 7 Euagland,
it is suflicently clear that England
herself should be equaliy subject to the
judgment of the Universal Church, and
should respect the authority of the
visible head of tha Church which spreads
her branches throughout the world. The
Pope, as successor of St, Peter, is the
only Bishop, Primate or Patriarch, who
has ever claimed such uuiversal jurisd'e.

A most appalling disaster occurred at
Jobnetown, Pa,, on Fridey of last week,
A freshet occurred In North Fork river in
the Alleghany mountains and an immense
reservoir mnear Johnetown city burst,
sweeplng away houses with their oeeun
psuts. The depth of the water was one
hundred feet and it rushed half a mile
wide through the city, completely sub
merging it, as well as great part of the
villages of Coketown, Blairsvills, Colvllle,
Sang Hollow, Conemaugh and Cambra
City. Over e'ght thousand pereons per-
ished and the loss of property will be
about $11,000 000,

For more than a year there have been
fears of an accldent of just euch a charac-
ter., The foundations of the dam were
consldered uusafe early last spricg and
many increased leakages were reported
from time to time, Accordlrg to people
who live 1a Johnstown and other towne

on the line of the river, ample
time was given to the Johns-
town  residents by the  raflroad

officials and by other gentlemen of stand-
ing and repatation in dczens, yes in hun
dreds of cacen, Thie warnivy was utterly
digregarded, and those who haeded 1t
early In the day were looked upon as
cowards and many jeers were uttered by
liga that are now cold among the rank
gyess beside the river

A'm 8t the entire city of Johnatown
wae ewlmmivg about in 1he rushing,
spgry tde. Dend bodiea are floating
about in every directlon and almost cvery
piece of moveabls Mmber fs carrytuy
from the doomed city a corpse. The
borrors of fice were added to
those of fluod, An overturned stove set
fire to a pilo of debris of butldlogs thrown
miscellnneously togethoz, and 700 or 800
perishel in the flimes  Some place the
loes of life at 10,000, aud when the detalls
are known it may reach even 15 000,

HIS LORDSHIP'S REPLY,

His Lerdship did not make a formal
reply, but epoke et length in a conversa.
tional tone on many topies connected with
the parisb, and the weifare of the people
Attimes he was vislbly aflvcted, and ex.
pressed himself with great earnestnees
and a peculiar gentleness, Hls eyes were
bright with tears when he thanked the
commlttee for thelr earneet congratulations
on his recovery He sald it was with
deep regret indeed that he was forced to
leave them for a while. His thoughts
were with hia people while be was away,
aud it was with joy he retnrued to them
when bis bealth permitted bim to do so,
He passed delieately over the appreciation
expressed in the addre:s of his long, zeal-
ous !abors in the parish, and said he was
happy to observe the featernity that ex
isted in his flock outdide the religlous
soclcties as weli as withio them, They
had labored together, and God had blessed
them in their uideortakings, which were
not yet fiiished. As long as God spared
him he would continue to prosccute the
gooed work they had on hands, He
referred to the opening of the besutiful
vew church at any early day., He had
taken a deep Interest in that work, and
he did not need to tell them what joy it
affarded him to see it approsching a happy
termiuation, They had been eincere and
enthuslastic in the work,

“Eocthusiasm,” he said, “is the very
genius of gincerity, and I wish to inocu.
late you with the idea that you will
never win a victory without enthusiasm,
We yet require for the victory to give a
long pull, a strong pull, and a pull
together, We cannot halloa till we are
out of the wood, It is when we are
approaching the end of the journey that
we should put on steam. 1 have noticed
the trains which pass over the megnifi
cent plaius and rivers of our continent
and up among the mountains, It is
there that they move slowly, but when
approaching the end of the long journey
they finish at top-gallop, putting on all
the steam they can,”

Proceeding, he referred to the finish-
ing of the church, dealing with the
plastering, lighting, heating and ventila
tion, He made purlicular reference to
the neceseity of fine church music,
which, he said, raises and elevates the
sou'. They ehould have the best music
in the church, Again he thanked them
for the aflection and devotion expressed
in the address,

You say to me “You have succeeded in
uniting tn the bond of Catholic charity
all claeses in your parish,” 1 will appeal
to yourselves if in the exercise of my
dutles, if in my teaching I have ever
dropped & word from my lips calculated
to wound the feelings of any one outelde
the Church. (Never.) It 18 not fa my
nature nor shonld it be in the nature of a
mivister of religion to glve expression to a
rentiment that would wound the religlons
feolings of others, I belleve in dolng the
work of God in the spirit of lowly plety
end charlty, characteristic of onr blessed
Lord, whlch was the example thown to
Hia dieelples. We shounld teach e hroad
feellng among all,
hatred a

Peide, igavrance and
1ot the children of charity.

Heo continned to say that be felt many
things which he would like to dwell upon,
but he hed buen werned not to talk over
much.  He eould not cloze, however,
withont agaio epeakicg of the eolld and
lastir g character of thete beauttful build
fog weartog its completlon, When he
wert away he had an especlal regret to
leave the new church, but he fouud that
ho had not left them alone or unprovided
for Father Morris was with them
(Applanee.) Father Mortis had prose-
cunted the work in his absence with eflicl.

the bullcivg he felt that b+ could nov
have done as muoch as Father Morzls had,

DIk, CRONIN'S MUR'DER,

Bosion Pilot,

Dr. Cronin, of Caleago, diappeared
on the night of Saturday, May 4 About
a month before thet tlme he had agreed
to attend all cases of ivjary cor illness
among the workmon, employed by a
man nsmed P. O'Sallivan, an iceman
living at Lake View, aud to come at
onca on recelving Salllvan’s card. On
that Saturday evening, a man called for
the doctor with Iceman O'Sulllvan’s card,
sald that one of O'Sallivan’s men had heen
killed, and that he (the doctor), “must
come’” in a hurry. Crouln went atonce,
taking bls case of instruments with him,
the man driving bim off in & buggy with
& white horse.

On the morning of May 22, the body
of Dr, P. H, Cronto, naked and marked
with numerous murderous wounds, was
found in the catch basin of a sewer at
Lake View, where it had been hidden by
the murderera. The biydy was identified
by hundreds of people, Oa Sunday last,
the remains were barled from the Oathed-
ral and were followed to the grave by a
procession of sncieties and cit!zns num-
bering at least 7000, while the whole clty
participated by interest and sympathetic
horror at the enormity of the crime that
had been committed

The murder of Dr. Cronin {s one of
those cold blooded crimes which have
rarely been committed by Irishmen, It
ls wholly excoptional and extraordinary
in {ts deliberateness, its bold atroclty, Iits
patlent and exact pre arrangement, and
the extenslve ramifications of its avenues
prepared to mislead and mlsreport,

It 1s hardly possible that all this could
ba the result of separated astlon or mul.
tifarlous counssl. It seoms to point to
oue concentrated and abnormal intelll.
gence which devised and directed the
whela nefacions scheme from the centre
of the web

It is absurd to lay the blame on the
Irish vational movement, or to draw any
Inference reflacting on the Irich paople,
This shocklng deed was cleatly the result
of personal and loeal hatreds engendered
in ths counclls of & recrot soclety of
Hmited membership ; and the Lrlsh people
regard 1t with even additional surprise
and horror beeause of 1ts almoet inered(ble
relation to themsslves,

So far as the politleal aspeet of the
crimo is coveerned, it {s utterly insignifi-
cont. It ds a loeal horrar, the ouly publie
lesson 1t contalns being the danger it
Minairates of socret socioties, no matter
what may ba thelr orfgin or object,
National affalrs, above all, are publle
affalrs ; aud no secret body has the right
to azenme the name and guidance of any
patriotlc purpose.

THE FALLACIES OF BIBLE

CRITICISM.,

AN AGNOSTIC PROFE3ROR'S ABSURDI-
TIES-FATHER BERNARD VAUGH-
AN, 8. J.,, AT FARM BTREET,

called biblical critics seemed to have over
looked. It was this, that as the founda-
tion hed lasted for nearly two thousand
years without as yet baving glven any pre
mobitory sigas of weakness or rottenness,
it might posibly be premsture to con-
demn both basis aud ballding as utterly
unreliable, Let them lock at what these
stupendously learned men had to tell
them, poor benighted Catbolics. Their
contention wea that Carist never really
rose from the dead, or else He never really
dled on the croes.

NO REASON AT ALL
For though it was true that there were ¢x
ceptional cases in which the crucified re
covered, they never occurred except when
the persons in question were well nursed
and thelr wounds carefully treated.
What the prophet of egnosticlsm had got
to prove, and not merely to enuaclate,
then, was this—that our Lord was so
nursed and that Hls wounds were so
treated. As he could not and dld not do
this, he had no plausible reison for build
fog up ench a theory. Again, it was per
tectly true that Pilate wondered when the
news was brought Him that Christ was
dead, but the Apcstle wascareful to go on
to say that the Roman Governor refused
to glve up tho body to Joseph of Armi-
thea until he had sati:fied himseif about
the reality of our Lord’s death. So that
the two reasone put forward in support of
THE NON DEATH THEORY
were in reality no reasons atall. The pro
phet of agnosticlsm csuveciently ignored
or rejected the testimony of the crowd of
witnesses who gave positive evidence of

he eo recovered, could he disengage bhim.
self from the bandages in which he was
swathed, and how, if he did succeed in
disengagiong himself, conld be have found
strength enough to roll away the stone
from his sepulchre ? These were absurd
propositions, but they were not too
absurd for

have ever ruled mankind, It treats new
ideas as the Romans treated foreigners
—they sre barbarians until they are
slowly assimilated and can be claimed as
“Epglish” or *British.” Even the virtues
common to0 all mankind—the love of fair
play, for example,—have to be branded
as “British” before they are regarded
with entire good will,

English precedent favors the granting
of Home Rule to Ireland. Indeed the
Tory opposition to Home Rule will socn
be denounced as *“‘opposed to Knglish
traditions”—not to the dreaded “Ameri.
canization,” but to well.established
British policy ; for Ireland to-day is the
only distinct section of the British
Empire inhabited by English-speaking
people to which Home Kule has been
pesistently refused, Ireland’s Parlia
ment existed for centuries, and was only
aboliched at the beginning of the present
century.

Meanwhile, alchough it s 1 500 years
slnce St, Patrick landed in lrelaud, the
population has barely doubted in all that
long period—for there are only a llttle
over four mililons In Ireland to day—ard,
withia the memory of men not yet old,
the population of Ireland has d:creased
ons-kalf ; and, again, 50,000 young men
and women, the fl wer of the Irish race,
are leaviog her shores every year., South
Amerlca, the United States, the Canadas
and the Auvstrallan colonies are all com-
peting, either actively or passively, for
ber young and robust workers, Home
Rale wlil check this movement for a time,
but, If 1t fails to do so, or unless some
other mears be found to stop the move-
ment, the future of the Irlsh race will be
found in America or Australia aud not in
the old home of the raca.

And therefore the future of the Irlth
race will be izflaenced for ages by the re.
sults of the next Eoglish parliemsntary
clectlon. No wonder that it is eegerly
looked forward to by every friend of the
ILiish people,

The Pope, in his allocution at the Con-
sistory, on May 2ith, protested agaiust
Italian legielation hostile 1o the charit-
able institutions of the Catholic Church,
The proposal to erect a monument in
memory of (iiordiano Bruno, who was
burned as a heretic at the end of the
sixleenth century, was denounced by
the Pope as an cutrage upon religion,
His Holiness also referred to the recent
Catholic congresses, holding that these
gstherings proved that the Roman ques.
tion is an international one,

IRELAND'S STRUGGLE,

IMPUDENT MISREPRESENTATIONS.

Becretary Balfour, addresing & bady of
Nonconformist Unionists recently, stated
that the Home Rule movement in Jreland
{s entirely a Roman Catholic movement
with which Protestants have no sympathy.

I'he public, however, are very well aware
that there is no truth fu the statement.
The address of nearly four thonsand Non-
Conformist mioisters to Mr, Gladstone,
denounciog the tyranny of the Govern-
ment towards the Irish fs a sufficlent
answer to this falsebood ; bat that the
proofs of the falsehood may be more
sbundant it fs well to record the fact that
s couple of days after the statement was
made, the Protestant Home Rule Assocls-
tlon held a large and influential meeting
in Dablin, It s quite vatural that
in a country where the Catholles
are a great majority of the population, &
populsr movement should number a large
majority of Catholicsamong ite adherents,
but Protestant tenants are as much
{oterested in the question of Home Rule
as are Catholics, aud the Home Rule
movement orlgnlud with Protestants,
The leader of the party is himself a Pro
testant, and be s sustalned by many Irish
Protestants of wealth and inflaence, sbil-
ity and integrity, to say mothing of the
strong support which Eaglish, Scotch, and
Welsh Protestants accord to the move-
ment,

Protestants will reap the benefit of new
land laws equally with Catholics, and this
the tenants of the North know perfectly
well, though they leave the Catholics of
the South and centre of the country to
bear the brunt of the battle. In Scot-
lsnd, too, the Crofters, who for the most
part are Protestants, have already derived
much relief from the agitation in Ireland.
In Skye, out of £4,750 arrears due on
Lord Macdonald’s estate the Land Com-
missioners bave wiped out £3100,
besides reducing the rents thirty per ceut.
all round. Over four hundred Crofters
bave benefittel by this single reductium.
The Irish agitation has taught the suffer
ing Crofters thelr rights, and they have
risen to assert them, aud the G )vernment
was compelled to receive thelr complaints
and grant redress, But it has always been
the case that Scotch grlevances were re.
dressed st the earliest moment poseible
when they were polcted out to the Gov-
ernment, whereas the grievances of Ire-
land would not be looked into at all.
Redrees for Scotchmen is readily obtained,
but for suffering Irlshmen there are only
batons, battericg rams and bayooets
offered by a paternal government,

In the House of Commons on Monday,
Mr. Timotby Healy called the Speaker’s
attention to a dianer given in the dining
roum of the House of Commons by Home
Secretery Matthews, to which he invited
the Judges composing tke Parnell Com-
mwission to meet Sir Rowland Blennar-
hamet. Mr, Healy ezid Sir Rowland was
fmplicatcd in the Pigott forgertes, having
supplied money to be used ia defaming
the Parpeliltes, and acked if the members
of the Houee were not to be protected
sgainst the use of thelr rooms for enter-
talpicg such persons, (Parncllite cheers
and cries of oh ! from the Coneervatives. )
The ¢p:aker said he had no suthority to
atk who the guests of mermbers were,

There was another conflict at Falcarragh
on the 27th of Mey between evictors and
tenants, Twenty-five policemen were in-
jured, severalserloucly. The houses were
barricaded. Scalipg ladders were pro-
cared and the attackiog party endeavored
to enter by windows and roofs, The In
mates of the houees raloed every manner
of miselles upon the police, and in rome
cases the lediers, crowded with officers,
were thrown violently to the ground.
The superior forces of the besiegers pre.
vailed, and the evictlons were finally
accompli hed,

Tna Icish Times (Conservative) says that
a Governmeaut Commission of experts,
which will bave no connectlon with
politles, will be appointed to inquire into
the existiog system of local and Imperial
Government, with a view of draftleg an
Irich Tiocal Government Bill, A muni
cipal Lotal Government Bill will not,
however, ba acceptable to the Irlsh paopla
a¢ & eubstitute for Home Rale, which is
now elmost within reach,

The movement which orlginated in
Belfest for the defence and rellef fand for
Donegal is proving very successful. Not
ouly in Belfast, but throughout the North
and in Scotland large contributions have
already been given towards the fund,

Mr. Patrick O'Brien, M, P,, has three
1ibel sults entered, viz,, against the Times
and the Liverpool Courler, also againet T.
W. Rassell, M, P., for asserting that he
refuced rellef to a Falearragh tenant,
Andrew Wilson, beeause he s a Protestant.
The Reverend Canon Keller has also a sait
entercd against Mr, Balfour for accneations
made against him in bis receut speech
before the Nounconformist Unfonists,
These prosecutions, together with Mr,
O'Brlen’s sult agalnst Lord Sslisbury for
£50,000, show that Irish Nationalists are
pot dleposed to let themselves be elandered
with fmpunity, Mr. Balfour’s statement
that Canon Keller had been the cause of
the boycottiog of a number of Protestants
wae made aleo in the Houee of Commone,
but he would e.cape liability for this by
pleading the privilege of Parliament, as he
did when prosecated by Mrs, Pepgy Dillon.
Mr. Healy asked him if he dared repeat
the statement out of doors, but he kept a
discreet sllence, and the House marked ita
appreciation of the position by a barst of
derlsive laughter, It ia belleved, however,
that thespeech before the Nonconformists
was sufficiently explicit to form a basie for
the Canon’s prosecution,

Australian eympathy with Ireland is not
parcimoniously doled out. Forty thou.
eand people turned out In Sydney to wel-
come John D lion, Sir Thos, G. Esmonde
and Mr. Deasy. Among those who were
preeent in the hall to listen to the speeches
of the Natlonal envoys and thefr Austra
llan co.patriots were thirty New South
Wales Legislators, and £2,000 were sub.
ecrlbed on the spot to aid the cause of
Ireland and Home Rule, All creede and
all parties united in the magnificent
demonetration.

O'Brien
and T. P. Harrlogton before the Special
Committee in London was quite an event,
Mr. O'Brien was thin and pale, but was,
nevertheless, much improved since bis last
sppearauce in public at Tralee, Mr,
Harrington travelled in his prison garb of
gu{. His face, formerly ruddy and

ealthful, was of ajsickly hue, and his hair
was closely clipped. His moustache had
dissppeared, it having been taken ¢ ff by

Balfour's barbers. Along the roate to
London Mr. O'Brien was in soveral placea
greeted by crowde of friends who cheered
enthaelasticaliy for the champion of Ire-
latd, Both gentlemen were treated with
the greatest courtesy by the officiale at the
court in London.

Mr. Wiison, M, P., who was one of the
Eoglish visltors to Donegal to witness the
evictions In that oppressed district, has
written aletter to the Eighty Club Circular
glving a deecription of what he saw., He
snys that Mr. Balfour’s statements in the
Houee of Commons are “absolutely in-
accurate,” and he thus describes what he
saw in Glasserhoo :

ard now When seed time wes approaching
the evictiona appeared all too certaln, the
labor of the wintcr tesmed thrown away,
and, feellnug that further work was
now nseless, they were standing in groups
discuseing their hard lot. Even cniliren
in Gweedore bave to go away to scivice
for several monthsin the year, They are
employed by more prosperous farmers in
the valloy of the Lagan aud ctber districts,
tendiog cattle, bringlng home thirty or
forty ehillings, which sum goes t» pywy for
food already eaten A more sad con
dition than this dewcelbed by an eye wit
ness, cannot be coneeived.
