Ttere had been a revival in the village and a
number came forward to unite with the church.

Moral Prospects of the World.

The beginning of the new year naturally sug-
gests the enquiry, What are the moral prospects
of the times ? The inquiry becomes doubly re-
levant to us as a denomination, by the fact that
We now enter our centenary pericd—an epoch
for the future, as well as the memento of a past
epoch.

Looking at the bare statistics of the popula-
tion of the world, the prospect seems formidable
to our most sanguine Christian hopes ; but it has
been o in all the Christian ages, for at no peri-
od in those ages has the church been able to
look out on the wide field of moral desolation,
without being compelled to ssy that “‘ the whole
worid lieth in wickedness.” 8t. John said so
about the close of the first century. We must
still say so at the close of the first century of
our own Church, though with the importaat
qualification that the elements of truth—of
Christian civilization, if not of Christianity it-
self—are active on an immensely enlarged scale,
preparatory for unquestionable and immense
changes towards the redemption of the human
race. Indisputably, Christisnity never saw a
more propitious period than that in which we
pow stand. Methodism alone, and in this New
World alone, bas, at the end of its first hundred
years, a larger sway than primitive Christisnity
had in all the world at the close of its second
ceatury. The Church had barely tranecended
the Roman empire by the end of its second
hundred years, and had but a partial hold o2
that empire ; but the American Republic is as
large as the Roman empire, and Methodism per-
vades it thoroughly. Its banner waves to-day
in almost every community of the nation ; add
the other Churches of the land, add Christianity
in other lands, and the dominion of the truth is
indeed a mighty empire.

Yet, let us remind ourselves of the stern sta-
tistical facts of the question. The population of
the world is now about 1,225.000,000. Pro-
testantism enrols but about 80,000,000, accord-
ing to the most cautious authorities, though
others give it a larger sway ; Romanism and the
Greek Church report about 230,000,000. Not

Scuth America presents many open doors: the

great “ fifth division of the world ” the islands

of Oceanica—is not only open to us, but is al-

ready the theatre of some of our greatest tri-

umphs. With little qualification, it may be said

that a highway hLas been cleared around our

whole planet for the career of the Gospel ; and,

we repeat, the sun has never witnessed such a

fact on this planet before our age,

Bui secondly, all the old false religions of the

world are sinking to decay. Every form of
heatheniem , and also Mohammedanism, and
even Popery, @re smitten with radical declension.
This is a large and a very grand theme ; but we
have not not space to enter into its details. The
fact is too obvioue to be questioned by intelli-
gent readers. The religions of China and Indis,
with their cognate civilizations, are fast and ir-
recoverably failing. Mohammedanisa bas not
only ceased its conquests, but would fall to-mor-
row as a State power, were it not for the diplo-
matic or military support of Christian Europe.
Popery is losing—has, indeed, already nearly
lost—its importance as a political element of Eu-
rope, and must soon either reform by conform-
ing to modern ideas—that is to say Protestant
ideas—or go down into the abyss of the obsolete
ages from which it sprung.

Thirdly, all the importact constitutents of mo-
dern civilization are Christiaz. Unquestionably,
Christianity in its general, if not in its essential
attributes, sits to-day enthroned amid tbe civil-
zation, the liberty, the intelligence of the world.

E The commerce, the progressive government, the

science, even the military and naval power of the
earth, are in the hands of the Christian nations,
and Protestantism leads the march of Christen-
dom in all the great interests and powers of hu-
manity. Whatever apparently unfavorable bear-
ing some of theee great progressive interests may
have on certain claims of Christianity, it never-
theless can not be denied that, as powers, they,
belong to Cbristendom, and Christianity can and
will wield them for her own ultimate triumph.
Christianity is the true Aurora which, surround-
ed by the rejoicing Hours, and guiding the steeds
of Light, has not only ascended the horizon, but
is rapidly ascending the senith.

The prospect, looked at comprehensively, is,
then, sublimely encouraging. Evidertly, too,
sudden and great changes, great advances may
be expected. A grand transition period has
been setting in, in the history of the world.
Christian faith should now grow prephetic. For
many agee humanity crept along ; it is now rush-
ing forward. God speed it mightily this year!

We boast of our country’s glery. ~ Ofits ex-
tent, that the sun never sets on the British terri-
tories. Of its commerce, that it extends into
alf lands. Of its liberty, that noslave touches its
soil but his shackles fall off. But at this mo-
ment oar country is groaning under a desolat-
ing bondage. Our families are bereaved, our
churches are despoiled, and our children are
dragged away into a loathsome captivity, to die
by inches under its burdens, or to be broken on
the wheel of its tortures.

Consult the criminal calendars. It appeared
in evidence before a Committee of tlic House of
Commons in England, in 1834, on the testimony
of Judges on the bench, the medical profession,

all the crime in England——mﬁrder, robbery,
arson apd domestip uiisér)_', are to be attributed
¢o the use of intoxicating drinks. * There is
scarcely a crime that comes before me,” says a
British Judge, « that is not, directly or indirect-
dy, caused by drink.” Ninc-tenths of the
erime that is committed, and nearly all the
poverty and wretchedness, of the poor man's
dwelling,” says a late Lord Mayor of London,
“may be attributed to drink.”

Look at the records of the Jnsane Asyium.and
the Workhouse. * The result of my experience
is,” says Lord Shaftesbury,who was twenty years
commissioner of lunacy, * that full six-4enths of
all cases of insanity to be found in these realms,
arise. from no other cause than from the habits
of Intemperance.” The Rev. G. Hall, Chaplain
of the Birmingbam Workhouse, states that * of
every hundred persons adwitted in the Birming-
ham Workhouse, ninety-nine were reduced to
this state of humiliation tbrough the drinking
usages-of -the country.”

The sum would support a minister of the (Gospel
among every two thousand of the warld’s papu-
lation. It wonld give the Bible to every eighth
inhabitant of the globe. The Cornhill Maga-
zine speaking of the money annually spent in
London alone, in intoxicating drinks, says, the
amount “ would pay the maintenance of our
metropolitan police courts, including magistrates
salaries; it would pay the maintenance of the
metropolitan police force; it would maintain the
metropolitan hospitals. - Beyond that it would
pay for the whole mainténance of the metropoli-
tan poor, and would then leave a surplus suffi-
cient for national education.” £75,000,000 !
Is this no loss to the country! And when there
are poor to be cared for, and neglected children
to be taught, and when churches are embarrass-
ed for want of means to support the gospel at
home and send missionaries abroad, how shall
our country, that spends more for drink than its
whole revenue, face the judgment and give an
account of its stewardship ?

Look at the mortality. 60,000 annually slain
by intemperance in Great Britain alone! Death
is bitter, umder any circumstances, to the be-
reaved. But over how many of these graves is
the mourning that has no hope, “ Nodrunkard
shall iaherit the kingdom of heaven.” Talk of
war. Bonaparte’s biographer speaking of the
loss sustained by England on the field of Water-
loo, says, “ Fifteen thousand men killed and
wounded, threw half Britain into mourning. It
required all the glory and all the stolid advan-

A
venerable minister, of great experience, gives
it as the result of his observation that * nine-
tenths of all the cases calling for discipline in the
Churches of the United States, have been oe-
casioned by the use of strong drink.” Habitual
indulgence in intoxicating drink—

Hinders growth in Woliness. 1t tendsto undér-
mine every moral principle—to palsy cvery
moral faculty-—to make & man “dead while he
liveth.” Watchfulness and prayer, vigour aod
zeal, are essential to the Christian character.
This indulgence, by producing apathy and, in-
difference, by unfitting for prayer and serious
reflection, paves the way to ultimate and fatal
apostacy.

It impedes the progress of religion. It blots
out the Sabbath—spurns the Bible—turns mén
from the Sanctuary—steels them against the
Word, the Providence, and the grace of God—
stupefies the conscience—inflames every vile
passion—and fills hell with despairing souls.

It obstructs the Missionary operations of the
Church. “I dread to see the American flag
come into the Pacific,” says the Martyr Willi-
ams. “1 know what she brings to make the
poor heathen tenfold more the children of hell
than before.”

When will the church shake off her apathy and
wipe out the reproach of leaving to secular or-
ganizations the work that properly belongs to
her ? She is God's army, embodied to do battle
against every form of sin. If the battle against
intemperance be God’s, he lays his claims on
every christian man, and every christian press.
We may not say, then, “in the name of our
God, we will set up our banners,” and then
stand neutral. We may not excuse oursclves
from the conflict on the ground that temperance
is not religion, but a mere sanetary or dietetic
measure—a secular and political conflict. “If
Satan can cause it to be believed,” said Dr. Jus-
tin Edwards, “ that this (temperance) is a mere

Curing Hams.

To those preferring sugar-cared bams s cor-
respondent of the Rural New Yorker offers the
following recipe :

To cure a ham of fifteen pounds’ weight re-
quires one of good brown suger, wo
ounces refined ground saltpeter, and one
half pound of ground sea salt. ~ Frst application,
saltpeter, and cover the face of the bam with
sugar a quarter of ‘an inch thick; ou the fifth
day rub the skin sids with sugar. ' Sscond ap-
plication, saltpeter and & mixture of three parts
of sugsr and one part of sait; on the seventh
day rub asbefore. Third application, half sugar
and balf salt; in seven days rub as before.
Pm."hﬁn.u-.uhn;'pnmdqo
rub with balf sugsr and halfsalt ; clean the flesh
side of the ham. Fifth application, very good
molasses (not sorgo) as long as the meat will ab-
sorb it. Saturate the bam with sugar as you
would 1n preserving fruit; the salt is only to
flavor it; for hams istended for boiling and
which require more salt, you may use salt ac-
cording to your judgment, and gsin more time.
‘The ham is now cured, and for purposes of boil-
ing it will be found delicious,

One word more about the special advantage
of curing with suger; fat cured with salt is re-
pulsive to weak stomachs, consequently s large
portion is trimmed off hams intended for the
American market than in England is always re-
tained, for two reasons—economy and preserv-
ing the juices. Stomachs that reject fat whea
salted, find it palatable when cured with sugar.

Ventilate the Cattle Stables.

Basement stables are too often deficient in
ventilstion. When the weather is cold the far-
mer is induced to shut tight all the doors and
windows, with the ides that thereby he makes
the cattle most comfortable. If the stable is
ﬁ.htwdﬂhd-ithuoeh,bom.m.h.
take in thus shatting off the supply of fresh air
Cattle spoil s great desl of air. Open the doors
of such tight, crowded stables in the morning,
sod you can scarcely besr to enter them. A
dense cloud of warm vapor rushes out iato the
frosty sir. If the weather is extremely cold
there is half an inch of frozen vapor oo the in-
side of the window panes. The smell of the
often-breathed air is intolerable.

But it is warm in the stable. The cattle have
pot suffered from cold. True, but they will suf-
for. Turn them out into the yard and see how
they shiver, and shrink in the cold air. Itis
like taking a mdn from a vapor bath, with the
pores of his skin open with the beat, and his
garments wet with perspiration, and putting him
into the cold. The cattle are dull in action,
their eyes are heavy aud the hair staring. They
have rested badly. They will never do well
until you ventilate their stables. Give them
pleaty of fresh air. It costs nothing. Then
with good bed and feed, you will not come to the
conciusion that basement stables are unbealthy
or that your cattle do just as well, perbaps bet-
ter, when wictered out of doors.
