FAMOUS BUXTON SPA SECURES GREAT
CANADIAN INSTITUTION.

With the dedication on Friday, August 11th,
of the Canadian Red Cross bpul.ll Hospital by
the Duchess of Devonshire, accompanied by
General Sir Sam Hughes, there was handed over
to the Red Cross Society ome of the most com-
plete institutions of its kind in England. On
that date the hospital was, for the Tfirst time,
filled to its capacity, two hundred and seventy-
five patients being vnm]lo(l

When, on March 20th of the present year, the
hospital was opened, a new feature in Canadian
R«f Cross work was begun. Situate in Buxton,
Derbyshire, the mountain &pa of England, its
site is ideal for the class of patients, those with
sheumatism and kindred diseases, for which
it was intended. To the natural thermal
mineral baths, for which Buxton has long been
famed, have been added every modern device,
mcludm extensive electrical equipment, with
a special department for X ray work and a
competent staff of masseurs.

Long before the day of the official opening
this institution had been thoroughly systema-
tized. Ilours for baths and various other treat-
ments had been regulated in such a manner that
confusion was ml.[xmblo despite the large num-
ber of patients constantly arriving, and, at the
conclusion of wvarious periods, (huchur"ed as
cured. Patienfis are equipped with ho»pn(al
clothing, assigned to their beds, and acquainted
whh the routine of their new home in the
shortest possible time. And during their stay
everything possible is done for their conveni
ence and comfort. Perhaps in no other simi-
larr institution in Evgland are more efforts made
to provide suitable amusement for the patients,
or 1ore pains taken for their comfort and
health. And in these efforts the ctnnmu.mlu
officer. the matron amd staff have been m(lﬁ
enerously assisted by the citizems of Buxtom.
nd these efforts have always been appreciated
bv the patients. The lgrge recreation room
and concert hall is pmnded with billiard and

seemingly inexhaustible supply of magazines
and Canadian newspapers. The hospital has
its own orchestra, all patients, a newly organ-
jized Glee Club, and a baseball team. All these
features are encouraged and really organized by
officers and members of the staff, to be later
solely eonducted by the patients themselves.
The patients are also, as they are able, given
light physical drill and are encouraged to do
h):hc duty in the hospital. The latter carries
the priviledge of weamng khaki.

The equipment is complete in every detail,
consisting of the most modern kind being used
in Hydro-the sopeutic, and Blectric treatment.

There is also a most complete X Ray outfit.
It is the desire of the Staff to render a good
account to the Camadian Red Cross of the work

they have entrusted us to do.

We will endeavour to render the best ser-
vices to relicve the sufferings of those placed
in our care, to westore them to health and
strength. p

In our beautiful Recreation Hall we hope to
be able to enliver and entertain those afflicted,
and in that way make their time of treatment
as enjoyable as it is possible.

When the Canadian Red Cross Special IHospi-
tal was first opened m March of the present
year it was commanded by Lieutenant-Colonel
1. D. Johnson, who for years had bheen con-
nected with military work in Charlottetown,
Prince Edward Island. He was succeeded on
June 12th by Major Frederick Guest, Lhe pre-
sent commanding officer.

Major Guest was born in Ontario, Canada,
and is a graduate of the Western University,
London. For more than fifteen years he has
heen connected with military work in his native
province and held his commission in the AM.C.,
attached to the 15th Ambulance unit long be-
fore the outbreak of the war. lHe was also for
two years Mayor of the city of St. Thomas,
where he practised his profession. Major
Guest came to England with the 2nd Canadian
Contingent and was sent to Gallipoli attached
to the Third Stationary Hospital. Later he
was placed in command of Monks Horton,
Shorneliffe, England, To Major Guest must be
aiven the credit of bringing the hospital to its
present high state of efficiency. He has womn
the respect of the patients by the thoroughness
with which he oversees every department of his
command and by his readiness at all times to
investigate amy grievance, real or fancied,
which 1s brought to his attention, and the ab-
solute fairmess with which he invariably deals
with such cases.

The building now used was formerly one of
the large and modern hotels for which Buxton
as one of the fashionable summer resorts of
England is noted, It wos formerly known as
the PPeak Hydro, and as the name implies is
situated on one of the highest points of the
town. It commands a view of the town itself
as well as the svrrounding hills. Buxton is
known as the highest town in England, being
more than one thoesand feet above sea level.
Some of the surrounding hills, which shelter the
town from storms, are from fifteen hundred to
two thousand feet above sea level. The eciti-
zens of Buxton generally, and the thousands of
visitors that throng the town at this season of
the year, have been most kind to the Canadians,
not only to those who are able to be about, but
also to those who are unable to leave their
beds. Daily these men have been visited in
their wards between the hours of 1 and 4 in
the afternoon, and in many ways have been
shown that they have mnot been forgotten.

When the war is over and the Canadian sol-
diers are permitted to return to their own coun-
try, those who have heen fortunate enouch to
spend a few weeks in Buxton will long remem-
ber the courtesies of its kind-hearted citizens.
