When the 
time at which these sentimets were uttered 
is remembeied, it will be conceded that the 
character of the Duke of Kent was marked 
by no or linary degree of boldness, and that 
he well deserves a niche in the gallery of 
British worthies.

There are few Englishmen ana (ewer 
Americans who know anything about him 
beyond the bald fact that he was the Duke 
of Kent and the Queen’s father. But the 
coming of his grandchild to Canada has re­
minded the Canadians of the fact that her 
father passed the greater part of his 
life in tnat country, and curiosity is 
alert to recover the smallest incidents on his 
sojourn. The houses in which he lived in 
Halifax and St. John find a place in all 
the illustrated newspapers.
