GERMANY IS
REGRETFUL
OF SINKING

Deplores Loss of Seven
Dutch Merchant Vessels
Sunk in Channel

Berlin, Feb. 26.—An official
statement with reference %o the
sinking of the Dutch steamérs
by & German submarine is given
out through the medium of the
semi-official Overseas News
Agency =s follows:

‘‘According to telegrams re-
ceived from Holland, on Febru-
ary 22 at five o’clock in the af-
ternoon several Dutch ships
were destroved, which, with the
agreement of Germany, wanted
to leave the barred zone in a
westward direction from Fal-
mouth and Dartmouth.

“In arswer fo this, it is stat-
ed, in authoritative quarters
that after the declaration of the
barred zone Dutch shin owners
asked the British authorities to
permit thirty-three steamers ly-
ing at Falmouth and Dart-
mouth, of which twenty were
loaded with grain for the Dutch
Government, to proceed out of
the barred zone, which were
still there after the expiration
of the time fixed (br Germany)
February 5.

® “The German authorities agreed

Safety First Methods

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SERRE AND PETIT MIRAUMONT FALL

TO ADVANCE OF GEN. HAIG'S TROOPS

British Forces Drive Forward on Wide Front; Latest Successes Deprive Foe of Two
Strong Positions Defending Bapaume; Great Drive

26.—The - British
have won the village of Serpe, which
failed to hold in theil' big of-
fensive of last July, an important
link in the German' defences west of
Bapaume, and several other positions
to the east. General Haig's account
of this new success north of the’
Apcre is pitched in the same minor
key as his report of the British vic-
tory Saturday night in the same
sector when he told of the occupa-
tion of Petit Mirauwont.

“During the past twenty-four
hours,” reads his statement, “the
enemy continued to yield ground
along the Ancre. Meeting with little
opposition, small bodies of our
troops pushed forward on a wide
front, occupying Serre village and
zeveral other important points farth-
er east.”

The announcement and the de-
velopments in the military situation
on the western {ront which it re-
counts are of the highest import-
ance. The native Scotch caution of
the British leader makes light of
these fresh victories, but a more

complete account put the operations
in a vastly different light.
Haig's (iuns Dominate.

The essential feature lies in the
fact that throughout these purely
artillery actions the British guns
have absolutely dominated those of
the Germans. ‘“Meeting with little
opposition,” states Haig. That can
mean nothing else than the over-
whelming superiority of the British
artillery at the present moment,

Saturday the British infantry took
up the attack along the Ancre after
an artillery duel lasting several days.
The British gunners had concentra-
ted their fire on the enemy’s pOsi-
tions south of Serre and south of
Miraumont, tie two bastions in the
(German line of defence.

Both Saturday and yesterday, when
it eame time for-the British troops {0
advance from the trenches, they oc-

cupied the new ground almost with- |

out opposition. The German guns
bad been put out of business. ~The
iroops of Prince Rupprecht found it
impossible to hold their lines, and
they evacuated them~ before the
British troops advanced. This fact
is attested by General Haig’s“state-
ment that in the last attack on Serre

May Now Commence

only “small bodies of our troops’
were required to carry out the op-
erations. ’ :

The two new succeses, in whick
the @ermans have lost two important
villages and nearly five miles of
trenches, constitute a triumph for
Haig’s new tactics. The dominating
artillery of the British is accomp-
lishing now what the costly frontal
attacks of the infantry accomplished
before, and the objects of the British
drive 4re being achieved with a
ninimum loss.

London, Feb. 26.—Reuter’s cor-
respondent at British Headquarters
in France sends a description of how
he Germans are shortening their
line in the Ancre Valley. He “says
the decision to de this evidently was
arrived at some time ago, and t'ha,t
the recent German activity during
the long spell of hard frost mea:ut
that the Germans Wwere stealthily
withdrawing their guns and break-
ing up their ammunition dumps
near the front line. The correspond-
ent adds that apparently the German
retreat was carried.on to a depth of
about three miles, and that they em-
ployed obstructive tactics without
resorting to rearguard actions.

THE SITUATION.

Gen. Haig reports notable advan-
ces in the Ancre valley and the
Germans have retreated before the
Brifigh forcés to a depth of three
miles. The Sérré and Petit Mirau-
mont villages have been taken, and
sfrong é&némy positions defending
Bapaume have thus fallen into their
hands. A shorténing of the Teuton
lines, is given as one reason for the
withdrawal in this region of the
Kaisgr's forces. British pluck and
persistency have, however, un-
doubtedly accounted for much of the
movement.

There is also satisfactory mnews
from Mesopotamia. TFour powerful
lines of trenches have been taken
before Sunnyat, and, despite severe
counter-attacks, the positions gain-
ed ’cofblidated.' In addition a
crossing of the river has been effect-
ed near Kut and,the entire envelop-
ing movement is being .splendidly
carried out.

During ‘}'he Mek—eml eleven ships
were sunk by submarines, five Brit-
ish, three Norwegian and three
Duteh.: The total tonnage thus lost
was 28,538, the largest bag for
some days, The Dutch losses were
the result of an attack upon a fleet
of seven vessels. One of the victims
was over seven thousand tons and
another over five thousand tons.
Berlin says that it was a ‘regret-
able” incident but beyond a protest
the Hol‘landers.are not likely to do
anything. The Prince Consort is a
German and the people are not in a
position to take drastic measures.

Over the Courier’s leased wire to-
day comes the anmouncement -that
President Wilson will ask for au-
thority to establish a state of ‘“‘arm-
ed neutrality.” For some reason he

~still- lresitates in # most eoy -manner
with regard to an actual declaration
of war.

A GOOD MOVE

There has been, a general expres-
sion of approval over the announcze-
ment of Hon. Mr. McPherson that a
Deputy Minister and Bureau of Mun-
icipal affairs is to 'be created for the
Province of Ontario. It is under-
stood that the new department will
look into the standardizing of mun-
icipal accounting, and that the ad-
vice of experts will also be avail-
able in the matter of debenture is-
sues, road building and so on.

Brantford has been particularly
fortunate fh connection with the
manner in Which its financial and
routine affairs have been handled,
but in other places the standard has
not been nearly so high in those re-
spects and gt any rate uniformity
will be a most desirable thing.

Hon. Mr. MgPherson, who is the
successor of Hon.* Mr. Hanna as
I_}rovincial Sécretary is on all hands
regarded ‘ag a most capable and bus-
iness-like man and he is showinsg
early evidence of the fact.

VEGETABLE GARDENS IN TOWNS
AND CITIES
a The, cost of living continues o
poal, and in this connection the On-
tario Agricultural Department is
urging the people of towns and cities
to plant their gardens with veget-
ables. In Hamilton, the question of
using one of the Parks to help out
is under consideration, and in De-
troit a public meeting has been call-
ed to take action. It will be remem-
bered that in 1894 Mayor Pingree of
that city successfully had hundreds
of acres planted with potatoes and
other vegetables, and it is proposed
to follow a_like plan now. In Kitch-
euner, the members of the civic mar-
ket committee have already made a
recommendation that vacant lots,
gardens and back yards be tilled and
the aid on behalf of a-local produc-
tion campaign has been asked of the
Horticultural Society, the Parks
board, the School Board, the
churches, and the Sunday schools.
Under the slogan, ‘A v_egetable
garden for every home in 1917,” the
Ontario Government supply plans
showing an arrangement of crops
and the most desirable varieties. In
cases where churches, school boards,
business organizations, manufactur-
ers or any group' of people guarantee
an audience, the government is will-
ing to send-experts to address these
meetings.

Further Details of Sinking
of Seven of Holland’s
* Merchant Vessels

London, Feb. 25.—A fleet of seven

Dutch vessels which left Falmouth/

(at the western end of the English
Channel) on Thursday was attacked
by German submarines shortly after
it had left port, and three of the ves-
sels were sunk and four damaged
severely. |

Three of the ships were outward-
bound from Holland and four home-
ward bound. The stéeamers had ar-
rived at Falmouth on vairous dates,
and had beén released at the special
réquest of thé Dutch Government.

o enquiry was made of the British
authorities as to what was the best
wiay of sailing or as to the proper
précaistions to take, as it was believed
the ships were sailing under a safe
conduct from Germany, and the cap-
tains received special private instruc-
tions from the Dutch Government.
An official of the Dutch Legation at
London went to Falmouth and inter-
viewed privately the captains of the
seven ships so as to be sure that they
understood the instructions. The ves-
sels bore the customary marks and
lights.

The Ships Attacked

The crews
of the Dutch vessels rowed to the
Scilly Isles, believing that all their
ships had been sunk.

“The Dutch ship owners accepted
this offer, but were for unguestion-
akle reasons unable to get their ships
out of the English ports within the
allotted time. They renewed their
request for permission to sail later,
and were informed that the vessels
could leave Dar{mouth and ‘Fal-
mouth either in full safety on March
17, or with only frelative safety on
TFebruary 22, by an indicated route.

‘“Eighteen of the ships decided to
sail on February '22, travelling to-
gether. Word reached Berlin on Feb.
16 of this intention, and thereupon
the ship owners were expressly in-
formed that uneonditional safety
could not be granted for February
22, as there was no certainty that all
the submarines engaged in the wat-
ets to be traversed would receive the
wireless orders. At the same time it
was insisted that outside the indi-
cated course no guarantee whatever
would be given with respect to the
danger of mines.

Germany Waives Blame

“Apparently eight ships finally
took upon themselves the risk of the
trip. If the Dutch news is correct,
that these eight ships were destroy-
ed—one is said to have struck a
mine near the English coast, while
the other seven on the afternoon of
February 22 were destroyed on the
course indicated—it is to be deeply
regretted, but the responsibility fails
upon the shipowners, who preferred
to send their ships under only com-
parative security on February 22,
instead of waiting until March 17, at
which time full safety had been
promised.

PRISONERS ARE TAKEN

Turkish Trenches on 2,000
Yard Front Occupied

London, Feb. 26.—A British offi-
cial communication dealing with the
fighting along the Tigris river shows’
that in-addition to having oeccupied
Turkish trenches over a front of
nearly 2,000 yards in the Sanndiyat

been able to cross to the left bank-of
the Tigris in the Shumran bend, west
of Kut-el-Amara, and to .consolidate
a position there. More than 500 pris-
oners were taken.

The following official communica-
tion issued by the War Office yester-
day gives details of the sueccessful
operations;

““The southern portion of the San-

naiyat position captured in the first
assault Thursday consisted of two
lines of trenches on a frontage of 450
yards and to a4 depth of 100 yards.
The Turks delivered six counter-at-
tacks, but although one of/them was
temporarily successful, we secured
and econsolidated all our gains.

“‘On the afternoon of Thursday a
further assault was launched against
the Turkish first and second lines to
the north and in prolongation of
those secured in the morning, and
our whol¢ objective was gained.
Heavy Turkish counter attacks tem-
porarily retarded our progress, but
we finally consolidated our gains,
and at the end of the day the first
two lines of trenches on a front of
900 yards were firmly in our hands.

The River Bridged

“These operations having %rawn
the enemy’s attention in the diree-
tion of Sannaiyat, it ap red pos-
sible that a erossing of /the Tigris
might be effected at the Shumran
bend. Therefore just before daybreak
Friday, the first covering patties
were ferried across, followed at in-
tervals throughout the day by other
parties. These coverers firmly estab-
lished themselves on the left bank,
securing the landing, and taking
many prisoners. Immediately land-
ings were secured 4 and suf-
ficient clearance was obtained, the
construction of a bridge was com-
menced and completed. in nine hours,
and by nightfall the position on the
left bank was secured and consolid-
ated.

The Turks offered stubborn resist-

jance to our progress in the Shumran

Peninsula, but thapks to the efficient
disposition and handling of our cov-
ering artillery and machine guns on
the right bank, this resistance failed
to stop our advance.
,  Took 533 Prisoners

“Simultaneously with the crossing
of the river, the assault on the San-
naiyat position was resumed. The
third and fourth Turkish lines of
trenches were captured on a front
of 1,050 yards.
o “It is impossible yet to give a full
account of the operations, but the
prisoners -taken on Friday in the
Shumran area numbered 11 officers
and 532 men. Five machine guns
were also captured.
“Two enemy aeroplanes were shot
down recently.”

But Gregory Rasputin was
not a decent man, and, though he
be dead, the naked truth -of him
must be told. He was an illiterate
Siberian peasant. True, he was
none the worse for that. But in
himself the man was a moral leper
a religio-sensuous mamae, wirk
hypnotic contagion, and a power
of communicating his leprosy to
others.

His like could not be found ou--
side the Tsar’'s dominions. Holy
Russia is mysticism that has made
of Rasputin a thing of evil wonder
to all the outer world. F¥For who
was this figure as a man? In the
language beloved of correspondents,
“it is no exaggeration to say that
the whole of Russia breathes mora
freely for the removal of a most
baleful influence, recognized as one
of the pivots of the Germanophil»
forces. This mediaeval nightmare
is now dissipated and no purpose
would be served by recapitulating
its immoral horrors. One may leave
history to marvel at the power
wielded by the uneducated Siberian
peasant with his notorious depra-
ity, whose fame is execrated
throughout the length and breadth
of the empire.

That was Rasputin. His ‘“‘notor-
ious depravity” did not stop short
of the highest flights. His power
over women was the key to it all.
With the women behind him, he
could do anything. So well could

Luck Came His Way

Well, that elusive, freakish thing,
Luck, which plays capricious tricks
with all of us, chanced to come up-
on him when Russia and Japan
were at deadly grips. Suddenly a
telegram was received in this city,
addressed to high government quar-
ters. It was signed “Novykh”—
Rasputin’s true name. It prophes-
ied great things for Russia in the
war. As a prophecy it was only
equalled by its grammar. Yet, in
the language of the street, *It got
home.”

Luck, by this chance stroke, sent
encouragement Rasputin’s way, and
he sent more messages—all as
cracked in grammar and as sorry
in prophecy as the first.

“To live is to love. Every evil
deed is immediately punished in
this world,. so that unless a man
sins he has nothing for which to te
forgiven. Therefore, to sin is the
path to grace.”

That was his teaching. That was
Rasputinism. And any self-respect-
ing husband and father, if he had
any care for his own peace as a
man of the world, would take prec-
ious good care that his wite and
idaughters were not innoculated
with the mischief of his virus.

These outgrowths of his deprav-
ity were events about the year 1912,
[and Rasputin thrivea upon them.

In the Tobolsk government he had
already had good practice, winning
for himself a reputation for sanct-
ity, especially among the peasant
women, who crowded to him for
advice.

Now, in Petrograd, he was about
tnirty. Gradually he was becoming
a Richelieu, growing in power at
court and with his mythical relig-
ion, high politics® became steadily
and subtly intermingled. What that
meant in a world that had become
accustomed to ministerial intrigues,
agents, provocateurs, such as Azeff
wasg, and bribery, scandals, the vec-
iest tyro in statecraft can under-
stand.

Soon there were anti-Rasputins.
Responsible men saw the danger of

his growing influence, all unintorm-
ed and irresponsible as it was. There
could have been no worse state ad-
viser.

In the empire’'s press men dis-
cussed ‘‘Rasputin.”, Questions came
at last to be pQt about him in the
duma. What meant his interference
in affairs of state? But fines up-
on offenders multiplied until he was
a bold man who dared, in the press,
to make an open attack. ¥or weeks
the new Richelieu was about the
court, conceived by all the outer
world as a baleful shadow in the
background. No minister dared to
treat him lightly. s

As the days wore on scandals
grew hot and furious around the
‘“Rake’s’” name. They must be
nameless scandals, being politically
and morally unprintable. Aristo-
cratic women flocked to his salon.

But to continue, for the moment,
his state career, the day came when
he joined hands with two other
monks of mediaevial vent—the mad
monk Illidor and the Bishop Her-
mogen of Saratob. 'Together they
became a fortress of recaction. Her-
mogen and Illidor often defied both
the holy synod and the government,
like the wild, but sincere fanatics
that they were. It was not until
they discovered the true character
of their protector at court that they
struck the spark that kindled a
‘blaze. To-day, Illidor the unfrock-
ed, is a refugee.in America, with ap
unpublished book of extraordinary
scandals. Hermogen, bishop no lon-
ger, is a prisoner confined in a mon-
astery.

So, with inereasing Raputin scan-
dals, political, religious, and moral
we come to 1914. Suddenly, all the
world wags startled by a telegram
from this cily, saying that the Dic-
tator-Monk was dead—stabbed in
the street of his native Siberian vil-
lage, whether he had gone to visit
his wife and family. Being a man
of craft, and full of wiles, he had
never had them with him in this
city. When taken by the police,
this is what the avenging woman
said: ‘I wish to remeve from this
world that false and infamous pro-
phet who has led so many people
astray.”

No doubt she was a follower of
the mad I1llidor, but although, the
wound she gave was deep, Rasputin

lived thru it, and again went hia
strange, amazing way.

Not until last August was the sec-
ond attempt made to break Ras-
putin’s charmed life. Some officers
of the Guard invited him to keep
them company. Being fond of drink
he accepted. Soon he was drunk,
and was so unmercifully attacked
that his life was endangered. But
once more his constitution won_and
he survived—only to surrender to a
bullet at last at the third attempt.

SYNOPSIS “OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old,” may homestead a quar-
ter-section of a\mluble Dominion land in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the district. Entry by proxy may be
made at any Domimon Lands Agency (but
not Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions.
A habitable house is required except where
residence 1s performed in the vicinity.

Live stock may be substituted for culti
vation under certain conditions.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good- standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre

Duties—Six months residence im each
of three years after earning homestead
patent also 50 acres extra cultivation.
Pre-emption patent may be obtained as
soon as homestead tewds-on certain con-
ditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead-right may take a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre,

Duties—Must reside sfx months in each
of three years, cultivate 50 acres and erect
a house worth $300.
