Each Trade Com-
missioner has the assistance of . a
vumber of Imperial Trade Corre-
spondents situated in various dis-
tricts of the Dominion concerned. In
India and the Crown Colonies and
Protectorates the Board of Trade
have had the benefit of the assist
ance of trade correspondents, main-
ly officials of the local gevernment,
who have acted in an honorary ca-
pacity.

The work of the Trade Commis-
sioners has been under investigation
by the Dominionsg Royal Commission.

/{In their report-issued in Februdry,

1917, they made strong recommend-
ations in favor of an increase in the
number of Trade Commissioners in
the Dominion and of an extension of
the trade commission service to
other parts of the Empire. The Board
of Trade had simultaneously been
engaged on a. scheme Sor the

has now been decided to increase the
number of Trade Commissioners
from four to fifteen or sixteen. Un-

France. July 17.-—A striking feat-
ure f  the British soldier’s war
songs is their humor. Even the
French. find it difficult to under-
stand how it is that the Tommy ap-
parently looks upon as mere come-
dy: what is in veality' the greatest
tragedy in the history of the world.
The trith is that the British private
discovered a naw philosophy ap-
propriate to modern war, he has
discovered ‘hat it is too serious a
husiness to ke taken seriously.
Fumor and flippancy is the only an-
tidote to its unutternble ghastliness.

In all the British soldier’s songs,
the contrast to the songs of the Gor-
man army is most striking. Here is
one which ‘might well he called the
British soldier’s Hymn of Hate:
*““The besls of Hell go ting-aling-a-

ing,

For you, but nct for me.

For me the angels sing-a-ling-a-l1ing
They’ve got the gnods for me
O-death, where is thy sting-a-liug-a-

ling,

Where. grave thy victoriee?

The bells of Mell go  ting-a-ling-a-
licg.

For yen but not for me.”

That is the necarest he. has ever
approached to an expression in song
of hisreligious faith,

“I Want te go ‘ome.”

There is one song in particular
which might well be called the Song
of - the British zimy.

It is to b2
heard in every treneh dug-out and
billet in Fvanee, The words do net
sean and the music cannot be ~Oni-
mended for martial grandeur or
delicate harmepies, but it is Tommy
Atkin’s masterpiece. It is almost
a dirge or lLinientrseolored with just
that touch of elusive cockney huamer
which shows that it !s not:to be tak-
en Seriovsly. These are the words:
“I want to gc ’ome.

“I want to fo ’ome /

The' shells and the - whizzbangs
they rush and they roar,

I'want to gc over the sea,
Where the Allcmans cannot

me: :
Oh, My,

WHAT IS A CALORIE?

’ '
People Have Asked If It Is a New
Breakfast Food.

Since food conservation has be-
come a' vital factor in carrying ‘on'
the war against Germany, the lay-
man has encountered:in his reading
the new word: calorie. This word,
which formerly appeared only in
scientifie journals, now jumps at
once from the-daily papers, from the
magazin' .:, agricultural and trade
Ppress.

result has received letters from: all
parts of the country asking: “What
is a calorie??” Some people hai :
gone so far as to suggest that it is
the name of a new breakfast food,
while in one instance the enguirer
stated he had heard that.it: was a
new type of explosive discovered by
the War Department and wanted to
know what the Food Administration
had to do with it. :

When fuel is thrown on a fire un-
der a. boiler heat is produced. This
heat is required ip order that the
engine may perform its work. To do
work of any kind requires energy.
Food used or burned in the human
machine produces energy . to main-
tain the normal heat of the body and
to do its. work. Work done by the
body comprises not only that which

requires muscular or mental exer-

tion, but also involuntary exertion,
such as the beating of the heart; the
expansion of the Iungs, ete. The
chemical process within the body
which transforms our feod into en-
ergy is similar in nature to the pro-
cess whieh takes place when fuel is
burned over fire — though, in the

body, the burning takes.place very}
slowly and in every 'tissue, instead |
of'in one-central place.”

funetion.

disearded as unfit for food..
