00G LOVED MURDERER

FISK WAS THE WITNESS OF TWO
CRIMES,

Adopted by Mounted Police Follows
ing the Death of His First Master
—Canine still Survives and Is the
Property of a Red-conted Officer,
Corpl. Watts, Late of the Royal
Northwest Mounted PVolice,

ISK witnessed two murders
and one attempted murder,
but he could not testify. Not
that he was an unwilling wit-
ness, or because he evadea the auth-
orities and could not be produced on
the stand, but simply because Fisk
was not made to speak; he is a dog.

With the passing of "E' Division
of the Royal Northwest Mounted
Police from Calgary, Fisk, the faith-
ful canine, who was owned by John
Fisk, the murderer who slew Tucker
Peach n cold blood at his farm house
in southern Alberta several years ago,
is aged and worn now and he has
left Calgary and all its bewildering
surroundings for the dog. He was
at the Peach home with his first mas-
ter, John Fisk, on the early morning
of the crime and had he been pro-
duced as a witness on the stand
against his master, the evidence
would have been more convincing
than that on which the slayer was
sent to the gallows.

Long after the ecrime, when his
master was suspected and arrested
at a livery stable in Carbon, Fisk
came on to Calgary with the police
and while his master lay in the cells
with the charge of murder hanging
over his head, Fisk stayed with the
mounties, He was outside the court-
house while his master stood trial in
that famous hearing when the late
Paddy Nolan fought through the
volumes of law in a decperate attempt
to save his client from the grip of
evidence which gradually closed
about him and eventually strangled
the life from the prisoner on the
gallows in the R.N.W.M.P. grounds

Fisk found a new home, however,
and was happy with the mounties.
The redcod’s learned to love the
faithful caniue and he came to recog-
nize Constable Davis as his master.
This officer took a great fancy
to Fisk’and it was not_long before
a great friendship grew between the
dumb animal and his new guardian.
On their many hunts throughout the
land, Fisk accompanied different de-
tachments of the mounties whenever
Davis was along. He tracked along
behind the dashing steeds that bore
the redcoats over the plains for
miles and life again seemed to him
worth while, even though his for-
mer master died a dishonorable death
by hanging.

But that cloud of gloom was des-
tined to cast its shadow over poor old
Fisk again. Constable Davis, accom-
panied as usual by his faithful
canine, visited an Indian scttlement
to apprehend one Running Wolf, an
Indian wanted by (he police for an
infraction of the law. Running Wolf
ghot Davis dead and Fisk was alone
again. His second master fell victim
to the bullet and he died an honor-
able death in the performance of his
duty

The mounties were the old conso-
lation for the poor old dog. Two
owners had cherished him as a friend
and they had passed on, but still
Fisk sought the companionship of a
faithful master and he was next taken
by Corpl. A. F. C. Watts of the
mounties. Though it took Fisk a
long time to make up with his new
master, he eventually came to care
for him with that same faithful
spirit a8 had marked his friendship
for the other two who had since left
him behind. Strangely enough Fisk
seemed a hoodoo for his owners
Corpl. Watts while in the man hunt
after the murderers at Exshaw, nar-
rowly escaped death at the hands of
one of the desperadoes in the dense
woods at the foot of the Rockies
many years ago. Fisk followed his
master on this hunt, for he became
attached to Watts just the same as
the other two and here again he
might have been a witnes had he
the tongue, intelligent enough to
speak in court. The murderers were
afterwards caught and Watts was
avenged

In his last days in Calgary Fisk
limped around with a drooping head.
His coat had become thick and mat-
ted. He was old, but still beloved
by the mounties. The redcoats had
long since come to recognize Fisk as
a member of the force. Before the
redcoats took their final departure,
| Fisk held his silent inspection. As
the ounties trooped by, Fisk watch-
|ed with sadness in his dim, bleary
eyes the faithful officers of the law,
who have made a home for him for
many years. They passed, but In
their passing this dog had taken his
last long look. {asiening in bis un-

The two chauffeur murder mys-
teries are real mysteries, and both
occurred in the county on the out-
skirts of the city, and therefore come
nnder county police, But both vie-
tims were Toron'o men who drove
out to the outskirts, as it were, to be
murdered The Toronto police as-
cumed some of the burden In both
cases,

On November 5 last, John G. Row-
land, a chauffeur, was found mur-
dered in his car out at Leaside. On
July 26, 1917, two years before, Car-
men Lapello or Ross. another chauf-
feur, was found murdered and wrap-
ped in blanket beside his car out
at Swansea

These both oceurred out In lonely
suburbs. The police, either of county
or city, could not be expected to do
more than search every available
80n for motives, which they did
These are the tyvpe of cases where
the police have to deal with unknown
or unknowable quantities. The re-
cent addition of several fast motor
cars to the city police equipment
gives the police a greater show In
dealing with these undefined, detach-
ed crimes

Among other old unsolved myster
fes in and around Toronto are those
concerning Hugh Hassan, found
murdered on the Humber in August,
1913; Frank Malatto, murdered, No-
vember, 1917; John W. Dick, who
was punched by an unknown man
on King street in October, 1911, after
the Argonaui-Tiger rughy match,
who died; and away back, Frank
Westwood, shot, 1894; Rachel Fer-
guson, murdered at the entrance to
the Don Juil in 1894; Joseph Priest-
man, murdered at the Exhibition
ounds In 1887, and Jane Speers,
e old charwowman, found murdered
apparently from motives of robbery,
in 1887

Ten Commandments That Should Be
Remembered.

The Canadian Reconstruction As-
soclation urges observance of the
following “Ten Commandments for
Canadian Trade' as a means towards
a safer trade situation and the de-
velopment of Canadian resources:

1. Buy Canadlan products, In do-
ing so, you develop the home market,
encourage factory expansion, provide
employment for new populations, and
create bigeer and better markets for

!'all kinds of farm produce.

2. Import only necessities, and
then only if similar Canadian arti-
cles or substitutes are not avusilable.

3. Produce to the limit in field and
factory. Increased production means
new wealth, and is essential to the
success of any effort to reduce im-
ports and promote export trade.

4. Co-operate, conserve, specialize,
standardize. These are the means to
maximum production of high gquality
goods at minimum cost,

5. Develop export markets For-
cign business gives stability to trade.
It reduces unit costs, benefits domes-
tic consumers, affords employment to
factorles and workers in times of de-
pression, and corrects adverse ex-
change by improving the trade
balance

6. Utilize Canadian services. Ship
by Canadian carriers through Cana-
dian ports. Patronize Canadian rail-
ways, Canadian steamships, and
Canadian banks. Place insurance in
Canadian companies. Employ Cana-
dian architects, engineers, scientists,
and other experts. Spend vacations
in Canada.

7. Manufatcure raw materials to
final stages in Canada. Hundreds of

illions of dollars are lost annually
to the Dominion, and especially to
Canadian wage-earners, by the expor-
tation of raw materials and semi-
manufactured products.

8. Use science for the determina~
tion and development of natural re-
sources. Industrial research will re-
veal new wealth, improve industrial
processes, and help to relleve our
economic dependence upon outside
sources for fuel, iron and other es-
sentials.

9. Make quality the hall-mark of
Canadian products. In return for
public support of the home market,
Canadian manufacturers should pro-
vide products that compare favorably
with imported goods, and Canadian
workers should recognize good work-
manship and maximum production as
their standards.

10. Be fair to capital. Canadian
money should be encouraged to in-
vest at home, and foreign capital at-
tracted to promote Canadian indus-
trial expansion.

EXPERT.

The success of poultry keeping as a
business depends largely upon the
owner’s abllity to keep his birds vigor-
ous| and free from disease, €o that (t
is of paramount importance thorough-
Iy to understand what conditions are
necessary to ensure good health and
productivity.

PREVENTION AND CU RL
The signs of good health in birds are
generally a lively manner, clean eye,
bright red comb, and good appetite. Be-
fore one cau intelligently work for the
prevention of disease, which is very
much more desirable than its cure
when it has appeered, something of
the causes which produce disease must
be known. ‘The poultry keeper must
learn to some degree the art of diag-
nosls, and must then determine what
conditions have possibly produced the
symptons which are underisable,
Thus, where the digestive machinery
seems to be out of order, the quantity
and kinds of food taken should be con-
sidered, as also should the amouat of
exercise the hirde get, the accessibility
of gravel or other forms of grit, the
queation of undue exposure to cold
draughts of air, and the presence of
parasites of one form or another.
Again, where the respiratory organs
are apparently affected, the owner
should see: out for himeelf whether
the bitds have been chilled or are in-
fested with parasitic organisms more
particularly multiplying in the organs
or respiration.

HYGIENIC CONDITIONS.
The general conditions required to
maintain a flock'of fowls 1n good
health are, hygienically speaking,
much the eame as are required for
other improved farm animals, excep:-
ing, perhaps, that these conditions are
more preseing in the case of pouitry
than in most other stock, as, propor-
tionatety to weight, birds digest food
more guickly, while their blood also
eireulates faster and thelr temperature
fs higher. A laying fowl bas been
compared to “a very perfect and dell-
cate machine, running under high pres-
sure”; and the comparison !s a just
and reasonable one. Where euch a
maching gets really good attentlion, it
rune easily and produces the most re-
ive results, h, If negiect-
ed, it s sure to be more costly and
dissppointing v.hn nore oMlnlry ma-
chines would be.

It is a great’ advantage to have an
open shed, facing the south, =0 that the
birds can scratch in the dry during the
winter and in rainy spelle at other eea-
sons. This helps very much to main-
tain health and vigor.

VENTILATION

In ventilating the houses fcr poul-
try, care must be taken so to arrange
that cold dra ghts of air do not blow
upon the birds. Fresh ir {s most es-
sential, but the houses can easily be

ventilated without endangering the
health of the fowls. Given a satisfac-
tory met*od of vc nnaliun it is wise
Lo cover the inside walls of board
houses with bullding paper or some

other air-tight erial

Cleanliness | .aitary condition
of the greatest \alne ince accumu-
lations o’ dirt and excremant provide

breeding grounds for parasites of one
sort and another. Hence, when con-
structing the poultry house, every-
thing should be so dev:ied that the
house can be conver ¢ntly and easily
cleaned. AJl nest-boxes, roosts, ete.,
should be readily remo.able, so that
they can be t.“en cut of the house
for cleaning, and the floor must be
quite smooth to allow of geraping and
sweesing. Cracks and lnot-holes in
the woodwork are best filled with
something suitable, to prevent thedr
becoming harbourage for pests.
CLIANLINESS

The longer fowls are kept on the
same ground, the ‘eate: becomes the
risk from ) arasite diseases, and the
nmore must be the though and care de-
voted to keeping such - :ts in check.
In this connection, disinfection is in-
valuable. The simplest means of dis-
infecting the inside of the poultry
house, including all perches and other
woodwork, is to apply Lt lime-wosh
two or thrce times year'y. Where lib-
erally and propertly used this will des-
troy animal parasites and bacteria.

Where {owls are infested with ver-
min they should be treated external-
ly with insect _owder of some pelia-
ble sort at the time when the houses
are disinfected, and insect ' powder

be stre ‘m in the du:t boxes and
with advantage. The actual
ground of the run should be disin-
fected occasionclly. A simple plan is
to plough well and dig it, so as to
bury all the accumulated excrement
and parasite ; and it is an advantage
if a crop of grass or some other suit-

able and quickly growing plant can
be cultivated on the ground from
time to time tLus ensuring its gat-
ting a complete change.

At this season of the year the fer-
tility of eggs for hatching is a most
vital question, so that it seems advis-
able to consider what conditions tends
to increase fertility. Where eggs have
to be kept a long time before being
se1, it is advisable to stabe them in
tightly closed ecases and not where
they will be exposed to the air. An
ideal temperature for the eggs which
have to be hept for a time is about
70 degrees Fht. Temperatures below
50 degrees are risky.

FERTILE EGGS

Stated as a general principle the fer-
tility of eggs can be increased by
giving the hens freedom, exercise,
fresh afr and su'table feod. Where
fowls that have bcen kept rather
closely shut up are afforded abundant
space with the object of producing
more fertile egzgs, about o
of the new management should b. giv-
en before the eggs are k:pt ‘or sit-
ting.

It is ofter. stated that eggs. for sit-
ting sent by train or post should be
rested for a few days before baing put
under hens; b t the resuits of such
experiments as have been made to ce-
termine the value of .his gystem go to
show that better effects are secured
by starting the incubation of th- eggs
directly they are received and without
resting them. — Willlam. Toogpod,
Southampton.

lows: Rub the painting with rough
pumistone, wet by means of (felt,
then add to the paint of the first

coat ane part alcohol and nine parts
paint. This paint will dry well and
give very good results, even in the
most difficult cases The remaining
coatings are put on with the regular
paint.

To prevent the crawiing of the
paint, carefully rub a flannel rag over
thr work previous to varnirhing,
stripping or painting
operation will prevent the crawling
In some cases crawling may be tracedy
to defectlve varnish. The only
remedy in this case is to obtain good
varnish.

To prevent liquid paint, kept in
flat rerptacles in small quantities,
from exaporating and drying place
the dishes of paint one on top «7 the
other with the underside lined with
feit or,very porous clay. The felt or
clay should be moistened. In this
manner a moist atmosphere will be
producted that will prevent the paint
from becoming dry and keep it from
evaporating —I[llustrated World.

A Peculiar Tribe Lives in .the Far
North.

Peculiar in their way were thir-

teen mummies fou: a while ago In
a cave on Ragamil Island, which is
one of the . leuti hain. They were
wrapped in skins and nets; but the
remarkable point about them was that
the cavern which served them as &
burial vault, was steam-heated. In
coldest winter weather it was k 't
warm by volcanic fires

Eleven of these thirteen mummies
are now in the National Museum at
Washington. They ar: completely
desiceated.,

It is suposed that ancestors of the
present-day Aleuts mummified their
dead, not for any religious reason, as
did the Egyptians of old, but because
they did not want to part with them.

Many of these mummies thzl have
been found are undoubtedly very am-
cient; but of the origin and early his-
tury of the Aleuts nothing whatever
s kacwn. Some authoritles are of
opinion that they came from Japam.
A' the present tin.c they are much
mixed, racially speaking.

They spok e the Russian language
at the time when, in 767, the Alen-
tian Islands passed with Alaska, nto
the possession of the United States.
Then, until 1884, they were left to
themselves and governed themselves.
They have now forgotten the
slan tongue, and are becoming Amee-
fcanized. Most of them live In cleam
wooden houces and wear continental
clothes, The women weave wonder
ful fabrics of grass, so finely plaited
as to resemble silk.

Mueller Gov't. is Approach-
ing a Collapse.

Due to the French Occu-
vation.

Berlin cable says: The Mueller Gov-
ernment, only a week old, is ap-

proaching collapse as a result of the

French occupation of Frankfort,
Darmstadt, Hanau, and intermediate
towns Some of the Cabinet mem-

bers frankly admitted late to-day that
only a miracle can save the Ministry.
In the eyes of the radicals it has lost
the last shreds of prestige, while the
militarists and Conservatives are add-
ing to their*mation-wide agitaton the
battle cry:

“The Fatherland is’ invaded; we
have our weak Government to thank
for this!"

It the present Ministry fails, oniy
one of the two —militarists
or radicals-—seems capable of succeed-
ing it.

Chancellor Hermann Mueller, talk-
ing to foreign correspondents, frankly
admitted that the Government had
“technically” violated a treaty provis-
ion He urged, however, that the
provision in question was created
purely in order to protect France from
a possible German attack, adding no
such danger could be construed out of
the despatch of Reichswehr troops to
the Ruhr district, for the suppression
of the Red rebellion there He ex-
plained that France's attitude and ac-
tion had greatly stiffened the back-
bone of the radicals at a moment
when their movement was yielding to
the Reichswehr.

An officlal communication say
“The German Government will most
energetically protest against this mea-
sure which renders all possibility of
catablishing a modus vivendi between
France and Germany hopeless, and can
only strengthen those elements in
Germany which are entirely opposed
to the execution of the peace treaty.

“We hope, however, that the rapid
and smooth progress of the measures
taken in the Ruhr region will shorten
the martyrdom of the occupled towns.
But there can be no room for doubt
that the French action, which is jus-
titled by no real interest, and which is
contrary even to French interests,
again endangers the republic and sets
us months back in the establishment
ot orderly conditions.”

1919, th heaviest war
expenditure year, when the army was
demobllized, and all those demobilized
given varying sums for demobilization
bonuses. It i3 the second heaviest
“war expenditure” _ or since the war
began, the others being as follows:

1915, $60,750,476; 1916, $166,000,0C0;
1917, $306,000,000; 1918, $343,000,000,

and 1919, $446,000,000. For 1920 it ig
proposed to expend $270,000,000 char-
geable to consolidated fund, and $55,-
000,000 to capital, the Jargest yet.
