proper sterilization of utensils, and
probably also contaminated wash wa
ter ut times. Butter made in the
0. A. C. Creamery, from pasteurized
sour cream, without the usy of a start-
er, usually shows a bacterial count of
from 5,000 to 25,000 per c.c.

In order to determine whether there
was any correlation bgtween the bac
terial content of this hutter and the
grade, both when fresh and afte
holding, it wus scored by Mr. Johe
Scott, Official Butter Grader, in June
and July-on arrival at the Gradine
Station, and again in November, hay
ing been held at a temiperature o
around 15 deg.
