VILLAGE COUNCIL

On the evening of Wednesday,
March' 8, a special meeting of the
Athens village council was beld in
Lamb’s  hall. All the members
preeent, the reeve in the chair.

This was a spedial meeting called to
further consider the petition that had
been presented asking that a local
option by-law be submitted to the rate-
payers.

As soon as the meeting opened the
reeve invited descussion of the petition
by any person. present. Mr. W. A.
Lewis of Brockville appeared as solici-
tor for the *‘other side,” and addressed
the council atsome length in opposi-
tion to the prayer of the petition being
granted at that meeting, asking that
action be delayed until his clients
could obtain signatures to a counter-
petition. Rev. L. M. ‘Weeks spoke
clearly and forcibly in behalf of tne
petitioners, Then the council took the
following action :—

Moved by W. H. Jacob, seconded
by C. L. Lawb, that this council re-
ceive this petition and that a by-law be
introduced and that a vote pe taken on
the same by the voters of the corpora-
tion. . i

Moved in amendment by A, Taylor,
seconded by A. J. Slack, that the
petition i not signed by a sufficient
majority to warrant this council in
adopting it, andJ that it sbould not be
accepted to-night but laid on the table
until the next regular meeting of the
council. ;

On the amendmeht being submitted
to the council, it was carried by the
casting vove of the reeve. Mr. Holmes,
in “deciding upon this action, said that
he did so in order that he might obtain
legal advice respecting the issues raised
in the discussion as to the proper mode
of procedure in the premises.

|

In pursuance of ndvictla obtained, the |
reeve called a special meeting of the |
council for Monday .evening latt “to |
further consider and dispose of the |
local option question.” :
As at the former meeting, there was |
a large nudionce, und in opening, the ;
reeve stated the ohject of the meeting |
and announced the willingness ot the |
council to hear such remarks as any |
person  wished to make. M. Wm. |
Karley responded by presenting to the |
council a petition bearing 125 signa- |
tures, praying that the by-law be not |
submitted. Rev, S. J. Hughes thep |
addressed the meeting in favor of the
adoption of local opiion by the people !
of Athens, and declared most positively
that atter careful consideration and !
erquiry he believed that there was|
absolutely no truth in the statement so
freely made that a desire for retahation |
for the defteat sustained by certain |
merchants in the recent early-closing |
litigation was one of the factors
in moving them to initiate and support |
the movement for local option. :
Councillor Lamb was unable to |
attend the meeting because of illness, '
and in view of possible contingencies
the reeye had taken legal advice as to'
his proper course in the matter. In
conformity with that advice, he said!
that all three councillors present must |
be agreed respecing any business |
brought before the board or no action |
could. be taken. He said that his
power to vote was limited to giving |
the casting vote in case of a tie. i
This attitude of the reeve completely |
nonplussed the councillors and pro |
duced a feeling ot consternation in the !
audience. Mr. Berney said he thought |
the position was not well taken, and
later produced the R.8.0. as evidence '
that the reeve bad a right to vote on !
all questions., The reeve, however, |
repeated that he was acting under legal |
advice in the matter, and declined to,
alter his ruling. i
A motion to rescind the resolution |
passed at the last meeting was made |
by Councillors Slack and Taylor, but
Councillor Jacob declined to vote, and |
it fell through. Then the business of
the session was wound up quickly by
passing the two tollowing resolutions :

John did not know Christ until the time
of his baptism, when the Holy Ghost in
the form of a dove came upon him, and
the Father said. “This is my beloved
Son, in whom I am weH pleased.”

IIf. Topic: Jesus wins his first disci-
ples. Place: Bethabara. John pointed
Jesus out to two disciples who followed
Jesus; Jesus turned and said, “What
seek ye?” They asked Christ where he
dwelt; Jesus said, “Come and see”; An-
drew found his brother Simon and
brought him to Jesus; it is supposed
also that John found his brother James;
Jesus found Philip; Philip found Na-
thaniel; when Philip told Nathaniel that
they had found the Messiah, Nathaniel
raised an objection; Nathaniel was soon
eonvinced that Jesus was the Messiah.

Golden Text—“But these are written,
that ye might believe that Jesus is the
Christ, the Son of God; and that be-
lieving ye might have life through his
name” (John xx., 31).

Lesson I. Believe that Jesus is the in-
carnate Word. “The Word was made
flesh and dwelt among us” (John i, 14).
Christ was divine. He became human.
The Son of God took our whole nature,
body and soul. He was erucified through
weakness (IL Cor. xii., 4), put to death
in the flesh” (I. Pet. iii., 18), made “in
the likeness of sinful flesh (Rom. viii., 3),
made sin for us (IL Cor. v., 21). But he
knew no sin. He was holy, harmless,
undefield (Heb. vii.. 26).

Imprisonment and

Ended it This Morning by Hanging.

Brantford, Ont., Mareh 9.— (Speeial.)
— Determined to avert the punishment
named by Mr. Justice Teetzel, Joseph
Kennedy, found guilty of having had
carnal knowledge of little Irene Cole,
and sentenced to life imprisonment and
seventy-five stripes, committed suicide
in his cell at the jail shortly before 8
o’clock this morning. A guard was placed
over the prisoner last night, and to him
Kennedy talked freely of the trial. He
protested his innocenve, but urged bit-
terly that he had not had a fair trial.
This morning he had Dbreakfast with
Felix Doyle, who is charged with mur-
dering his mother, and for half an hour
after this was left alone by the jail
officials.

Kennedy had his plans well formed,
evidently, for he immcdiately went to
Lis cell, tore a bianket in two and, mak-
ing a noose, fastened the sheet to an
iron bar across the cell door, and hanged
himself. The bedy was discovered by
Doyle, who gave the alarm..

The body was cut down; but the pris-
oner was beyond the aid of man. Death
was caused by sirangulation. At the
norning meal Kennedy would not dis-

euss ihe trial with Doyle, his conversa-
tion heng confined to a complaint that
the food was not of good quality. nor
of =uffident quantity. But he was cheer-
ful, assuming that indifference to his
fate which has characterized him ever
since he first appeared in the courts on
the tharge of murder. This coolness put
the authorivies off their guard, and Ken-
nedy e+i iled himself of the first oppor-
tunity o’ fered.

cwt.; spring lambs sold at $4 to $8
each.

Hogs—Selects, $5.75; fats, $5.50; and
lights, of which there was a large num-
ber, at $5.25 per cwt.

Bradstreet’s on Trade.

Montreal reports to Bradstreet’s say:
Wholesale trade here continues to 1e-
flect the air of quietness that is more
or less usual at this time of the year.
Collections and remitances have suf-
fered somewhat. Orders for spring de-
livery in all lines are heavier and the
outlook is generally bright. Heavy
hardware goods and leads and paintsa re
particularly active, and from Western
Canada there is a very active demand
for goods for immediate shipment. ‘Lhere
has been some talk of pending Inbor
trouble in the building trades, but noth-
ing definite is yet known.  Money is
plentiful and the banks announce they
have ample funds for building purposes
while the stock brokers are also taking
large amounts. 2

Toronto.—The condition of wholcsal2
trade here is fairly good. Fairly heavy
shipments of drygoods are being mad2
and buying in all lines of spring goods
is active. The continued bad state ot
the country roads is having considerable
effect upon some lines of trade. Gro-
ceries are quiet, with the exception of
a light sorting trade. The hardware
trade is showing more activity, and or-
ders are coming in well.  Prices have
a firm tendency. Heavy goods are-in
active demand and paints and oils are
moving briskly. - There is.continued ac-
tivity among the manufacturers, and the
prospects for trade generally continue
bright.

At Qucbee wholesale trade is slowly
improving and is likely to continue as
‘the season advances. Collections are
still slow. Several shoe jobbers have
been in the city during the past week
and some good orders are said to have
been placed. City trade is fairly active.

Winnipeg.—Trade is a little quiet. The
mild weather has also checked the de-
mand for some lines of goods. Colles-
tions are still slow. The outlook for
trade. however, is bright. Great num-
bers of immigrants are pouring into tiie
country, and trade promises to increase
in volume. Prices have shown a declin-
ing tendency during the past week.

Victoria and Vancouver.—The mild
sunny weather along the coast has had
an enlivening effect_upon trade gemer-
ally. Wholesalé business is brisk and
collections are good. Logging and min-
ing camps are calling for large supplies
of groceries and provisions and trade in
fash is astive. Trade prospects are
bright for all lines of business,

Bulkhecads in Modenr Fighters Are Per-
fectly Useless.

London, March 13.—The Expres pub-
lishes the foliowing: The startling dis-
covery that the bulkheads of some of
our. modern warships are perfectly use-
Jess to resist sea-water pressure was
made during a recent inspection of the
Channel fleet.

By order of the Admiral, the steel
walls of all the spirit-rooms were shor-
el up with battens and uprights, and
water was then pumped in. . Long be-
fore the compartments'in several of the
ships were full the water-tight doors
and walls began to give, and buckled
several inches.

Tiad the rooms been filled with water,
as they might be in the event of col-
lision, and had there been no shores, the
walls would inevitably have burgt, and
the other bulkheads gone in turm, with
disastrous results.. '

Pumping was not continued  far
enough to cause an actual burst, but
the movement of the walls was accur-
ately measured from the shores which
had been erected.

MONSTER BOAT.

TS

A Craft to Take the Place of a $3,000,000
Bridge Soon to be Built.

What is beyond doubt the largest

ferryboat in the world, says J. B. Moore
in The American Inventor, is owned by
the Southern Pacific Railroad Company,
and is used in transferring trains across
Carquinoz Straits in Centra Costa
County, Cal, between Benicia and Port
Costa.

This colossal craft is christened the
Qolano. The boat is mnot only large in
dimensions, but also in power. The So-
Jano has a net tonnage of 3,057 tons; is
430 feet long, 116 feet wide, and has a
mean draught of 15 fcet. Her two en-
gines have a combined strength of 2,000
I. H. P. This ferryboat is larger than
mosb of the great battleships of the
United States or other mnavies.

The Solano transfers, on an average
10,000 trains a year—that is, all sorts of
trains. Often the boat carries fdrty
large, heavily loaded freight cars at one
trip. Not less than fourteen trains are
handled each day. The boat has made
as high as forty-two trips during the
twenty-four hours. Owing to the .great
length of this boat, it is unnecessary to
ever cut a train, as she frequently car-
ries a full train of cars, including two
tracks extending the entire length, so
that four trains may be acommodated at
one time.

The Solano has four smokestacks and
steel boilers. The two engines work en-
tirly independent—one to each baddle-
wheel. This monster craft is constantly
on duty—day and night. At the crossing
point Carquinoz Strait is about a mile
wide, and it requires from eleven to thir-
ten minutes to make a trip each way—
from slip to slip. On an average, about
thirty trips per day are made. So sys-
tematically, and swiftly are the trips
scheduled that there is very little, if any,
delay to the many trains. Thousands of
passengers travelling each way are trans-
ferred every day. .

The maintenance of this trangfer boat
involves a very heavy cxpeuse to the
railroad company. A bridge is the only
solution of the problem; a suspension
bridge of a mile in dength would be too
costly to be feasible for a private cor-

THE OUTLOOK FOR SEED CORN.

The difficulty of getting reliable seed
corn of desirable types and varicties |
during the last two years and the ex-
pensive lessons ‘learned by many corn’
growers who used seed of unknown vital-
ity make the question of reliable seed
for 1905 of more than ordinary interest.
A survey of the available supply . of
northern grown seed of this important
fodder crop jindicates that the. difficul-
ties of getting good seed will be even
greater this year ‘than during the two
previous years. The best varieties for
fodd ilige purposes, along the
northern limit of the corn belt in Can-
ada, are undoubtedly of the “Flint” type.
In the latitude of Ottawa only a few
special strains of the “Dent” varieties
give good results for emsilage in the av-
erage year.

Unfortunately for progress in corn
raising in Canada our supplies of seed
have been drawn largely from the coun-
try to the south and have been of types
and varieties that required a longer sea-
son to mature than is afforded in some
of. our best dairy districts, where tne
corn crop is most needed and most valu-
able. We have a number of very good
men who are making a specialty of grow-
ing corn for the purpose of seed along
Lake Erie, and who have a limited quan-
tity 6f good seed for sale this year. The
Canadian Seed Growers’ Association has
taken up in a business-like way the
matter of creating a supply of reliable
seed corn, and it may be said that the
future promises for a permanent basis
of supply of a high-class article and of
varieties that are exceptionally well
suited for ensilage and fodder purposes
in all parts of Canada where corn can
be grown, with success,

The severe frost during the carly part
of last autumn rendered the bulk of
the corn crop in Ontario absolutely ase-
less for the purpose of seed. A belt
about a mile in width along the North-
ern shore of Lake Erie was affected cnly
slightly, and from some sections in this
district there is a supply of very good
seed.

The cost of the small quantity of seed
corn that is required to plant an acre,
in comparison with the cost for labor
in cultivating and handling and the ul-
timate value per acre of a good crop,
would seem tomake it clear that the best
available seed of the most satisfactory
type and variety should be obtained at
any reasonable cost. It would be much
better for Canadian farmers if they were
able to obtain their supplies of seed *orn
in-the ear; they would then have a fair
idea of what they were getting. While
in the ear, the danger of injury to the
vitality of the seed from damp and its
after effects is reduced to a minumum.
Corn that is shelled by a machine and
left in sacks for six weeks or more will
seldom germinate more than 75 per cent.,

unless the conditions for storage have
been exceptionally good. ‘The average

. vitality of seed corn, tested in the Seed

Laboratory last year were, for corn re-
ceived in the ear, 95 per cent., and tor
shelled corn, 68 per cent.

It is much to be recommended them
that, wherever possible, farmers obtain
their supplies of .seed corn in the ear
only. To meet the demand for seed
corn in this condition growers would do
well to adopt the style of shipping crate
that is used for this purpose in the
States of Iowa and Illinois. ‘This crate
is two feet nine inches long, ome foot
wide, and one foot deep, and is made
of half inch lumber three inches in width.
Its capacity is one bushel, or between
one hundrer and one hundred and twen-
ty. ears. If the corn can be planted m
hills, this crate will hold sufficient seed
for five years. While it is true that
there may be some additional cost for
freight, on account of the weight of the
cob and of the crate, and that extra
work is required in shelling the corm,
these become insignificant when the dit-
ference in yalue between an acre of good
matured corn and an acre of unsatisfac-
tory crop is considered.

Seed Testing on the Farm.

To find out whether seeds are eapable
of producing plants requires neither ex-
pert knowledge mor special apparatus.
Satisfactory material is to be found in
every farm home, for making germina-
tion tests of practically any kind of seed
used on the farm. The simplest and
most convenient way to test seed corm
and other cereal grains and most of the
root crop and larger vegetable seeds is
to place a number of them—say one
hundred—between pieces bf moistened
blotting paper, canton clannel or cloth;
set .them in an ordinatry dinner plave
and invert another plate to cover them.
The seed should be kept moist but not
wet. The temperature of the average
farm house living room would be quite
suitable, but some care should be taken
1o guard against excessive heat or cold.
All good strong seed of corn, cereal
grains, clovers or timothy, thus treated,
will have germinated at the end of five
days. Very small seeds of the finer
grasses, of some of the garden vegeta-
bles and of beets or mangels, may be
germinated to better advantage by scat-
tering them.in a saucer (belonging te
a flower pot) that has been soaked in
water, and set on a cloth that should
be kept damp, or in a pan containing not
more than one-eighth of an inch of wat-
ér, the object being to keep the saucer
moist, but not wet. If such a saucer be
not available, a brick till answer the
purpose as well. In germinating seeds
in an earthen saucer they may be ex-
posed to the light, but not to the direet
rays of the sun.

of the pivot pier. The average depth
of water along the line of the proposed
bridge is about twenty-seven feet. The
plans provide for a single track, with the
floor of the bridge twenty feet above
low tide. It is estimated that such a
structure will cost at least $3,000,000.
It would be the most expensive bridge
west of the Missouri River.

It is generally concede that as the
very heavy traific is constantly inereas-
ing, in a few years at farthest a costly
bridge will span Carquinoz Strait.

Probalbly the next largest railroad
ferryboat in the world is the giant steel
transfer North Pacific. This boat is
employed in thansferring the Northern
Pacific Railrond Company’s trains across
the great Columbia River on their trans-
continental line to Portland, Or.—be-
tween Kalama and Globe Point.

Very recently a large transfer boat
was launched at Detroit, Mich., concern-
ing the size of which there was much
press comment. However, it may be
stated that the great ferryboat Solano
is at least one hundred feet longer than
the new Detroit boat.

TREES BUT LITTLE KNOWN.

Tropical Forests so Dense it is Difficult
to Explore Them,

According to an expert in the bureau

of forestry of the Department of Agri-

culture there is, comparatively speaking,

little known concerning tropical trees, -

and this despite the fact that natural-
ists and botanists are constantly explor-
ing the regions mear the equator. In-
déed, there must be many hundreds of
varieties that have ben little known and
that are unidentified by name.

This curious fact is due to the excep-
tional conditions of the tropical forests.
In temperate zones forests are fairly
open, and, generally speaking, include
trees of only a few varieties. Thus there
are oak forests, hickory forests, etc., but
rarely any forests where more than three
or four kinds of trees exist in any num-
ber.

In the tropics, on the other hand, the
case is exactly the opposite. Forests
composed of one variety of tree or even
of only three or four kinds are prac%i-
caly unknown. So many different sorts
of trees grow close together that fre-
quently more than 100 varieties may be
counted within @ short radius. More-
over all these grow together in great
confusion. They tower to extraord»ury
heights, each tree, it would seem, striv-
ing its best to reach the sunlight. Con-
sequently the trunks are extremely long
and thin, because each tree is reaching
to get higher than its neighbors, in order
to escape the twilight of the primeval,
tropic forest. Leaves and branches are
so confused that in many forests one can
see neither sky nor sunlight for miles,
the crowns of the trees interlacing and
forming a thick, impenetrable roof.

To add to the confusion great vines
and creepers and hundreds of varieties
of vegetable parasites overgrow the
trunks.

It is said that it is well-nigh impos-
sible to cut down any one tree for pur-
poses of examination, for the reason
that the forest is so dense that there is
insufficient room for the tree to fal},
oven after its trunk has been euf
through. It would be necessary to clear
a great space, and that is impracticalfle
from the standpoint of the naturalist
or botanist. Hence the world is still in
comparative ignorance of the wonders of
the tropic forest.

ANIMAL WONDERS.

The Way Some Wild Creatures Hide
From Their Enemies.

Nature has strange and wonderful
ways of helping her wild creatures to
protect themselves from their enemies.
She teaches them how to hide so that
hardly the sharpest eye can discover
their whereabouts, even though they
are not covered up at all. There is a
bird—its name is ptarmigan—which in
the winter time wears pure white plum-
age, so that when the snow is on the
ground the bird can hardly be distin-
guished from it. In summer time the
ptarmigan grows a new set of feath-
ers which exactly match the dull
mosses and weeds where it is usually
to be found. There are birds’ nests
which are so like the tree limbs that
hold them as to deceive the keenest
eye, and other nests closely resemble

the mosses or the ground upon which .

they rest. Insects there are, too, no

end of them, which are to be found,if |

one has the skill to see them, upon
foliage or branches having exactly the
same coloring as themselves. One of
the most curious of these creatures
which are so well protected by their
coloring from discovery is a butterfly
discovered by a naturalist in the jun-
gles of Borneo. When flying it shows
the most brilliant hues upon its wings,
but when it settles upon a bush it can
scarcely be distinguished from the
leaves about it.

No Tax Wanted on Fencing Wire
_Disguieting rumors have reached the
! Advocate” that when  the
Domiuion ,Government starts jta Tariff
Coimmission upon a mission of enquiry
it will somewhere encounter & _proposal
to. hothouse into existence a vew
jodustry, viz., the manutacture of wire.
For fencing ‘purposes, the furmers of
Canada now practically depend wholy
upon this muterial. Putting  wire
upon the free lis* a few years ago was
. sane and sagacions step, and because
one or two coOncerns, without either
the facilities or the experience requisite
to sapply the demand, would like to
make a “proserva" of this trade, we
fail to see that the time has come for a
reversal of the present policy. To clap
on  tariff of twenty-five or thirty per
cent would simply mean a tax of ab-ut
$150 extr a on the fencing required:
on & medium sized farm, for
a vVery inoderate tariff  would
advance the cost of fencing from ten
cents to fifteen cents per rod. If any-
body were now making the wire re
quired, und had the plimtand process
that would enable them to supplv the
farmers and - the laiye number of
establishents now successfullv en
gaged in the manuficture of wire leie
ing, there might be sowe cxcuse for a
policy that would coneérve a home
industry and compel United States
concerns, to set up theif plants in this

! as his trunk marked wjth some
sort of a distinguishing mark—a red
line around it, or a blue stripe, or a yel-
low diagonal stripe, or a star—so that it

n ‘easily be discovered; but as a mat-
ter of fact there is no such custom gen-
erally prevailing there, and never was,
'and if such a ecustom were general it
{wouldn’t work at all. Letme illustrate:

“There was an Englishman once who

i conceived the happy notion of so mark-
ling his own trunk that he could identify
|4t anywhere in any pile of baggage with
icertainty and despatch, and he -had
:gninted all around his trunk a broad
iblack stripe. That was good and gréat
‘as long as he had the exclusive use of
‘the broad black stripe as an identifying
.;nark of his own; but he didn’t have it
.long.
. “It struck other people favorably, as
\it had the original inventor, and other
people had their trunks marked that
way, and finally a London trunk maker
put it on trunks in stock. _Thereford
that stripe was only a confusing instead
of an identfiying mark.

“No, the custom of putting distinguish-
ing marks of such character on trunks
‘has never generally prevailed in Europe.
The common custom there is to letter
trunks, as we do here.

“We have lately made for a customer
a steamer trunk which he has had us
,paint in English vermilion on either end
of the lid, his imtials being lettered on
that red base. Bear in mind that the Iid
of a oteamer trunk is shallow, that its
ends are narrow from top to bottom, and
I will tell you the rest.

“In Europe it is a common custom for
hotels to paste their labels, like steamer
‘labels, on their guests’ trunks. If you
'keep going long enough in Europe, and
stopping at hotels, you will get your
trunk covered with those hotel labels of
‘all sorts, this being a custom that is
inow followed in this country also, to a
1greater or lcsser extent.

“It is easy to paste those labels on the
emooth, flat end of a trunk, and with
them any dittinctive markings that you
might have there might soon be com-
ipletaly covcred over; ‘but there isn’t
iroom ror them, or it would not be so
convenient to paste them, on the narrow
jends of the lid of a steamer trunk; and
ithere, as long as it remained uncovered,
such a marking as I have described
might be useful.

“But the trouble about distinguishing
_marks in general lies in the likelihood of
their duplication. It would be difficult
if not impossible to devise a mark that
could not be duplicated and multiplied.

“A while ago we had in this country a
little fad for a distinguishing trunk mark
in the shape of a letter enclosed in some
sort of device, say an S in a diamond.
But you arc not the only man in the
world whose name begins with an 8, nor
igre you the only man who might think
jof having that initial letter put in a
|diamond on his trunk; and thele is
Itherefore still danger of confusion.

“If you were to walk along the bag-
;gage piles in any big baggage room in
{America it might surprise you to see
ihow few pieces you would find with odd
imarks on them. You would find plenty
‘with labels on them, but mighty few
inith bands or stripes or other odd
‘marks. You would see some pcculiarly
solid looking trunks marked, some with
a single letter and some perhaps with
a nmuber, these the trunks of commer-
‘¢cial travellers, and the mark being put
jon for strictly business purposes by the
{house owning them, which keeps an ac-
icount with cach one of its trunks; and
‘you might see some oddly shaped, solid
Hooki trunks with unusual markings
jand lal ¢n them, these belonging to a
{theatrical ecmpany on the road, and you
iwould #30 various other pieces odd as
ito constznation or shape; but, after all,
ithe grect majority would be plain.

“Of course, the only really convenient
gystem of handling and identifying bag-
igage is the American baggage check sys-
dem. This is already in uge on various
trunk lines in the British Isles, and they
‘are trying it on shorter lines in the con-
tinent. No doubt the time will come
iwhen in all the countries of Europe bag-
gage will be checked just as it is here,
and then there will be no further need
there for painting trunks with bands
and stripes, a practice even now not
common.”—New York Sun.

ELECTRIC BULB IN HIS BED.

Princeton Student Improvises
Warmer out of Light.

The introduction of electric lights into the
dormitories at Princeton University during
the last year has brought many new caras
to the office of curator of grounds and
buildings and the faculty as well The un-
dergraduates seem to regard the lighting sys-
tem as an opportunity to study electricity
by experimenting, and it is the fear of those
in charge of the university that a serious
fire or accident will be the result.

During the first month after the installa-
tion of the electricity the lights were nightly
put out in some building or other by the
purning out of a fuse. The cause was al-
ways the same—some student playfhpg with
the lights had made a short circuif, which
left that part of the campus in darkness.

This condition brought ‘a series of raids
from the curator and insurance agents, who
last summer gathered in many electric fans
connected with the power system in the
crudest and most dangerous fashion. This
winter a different set of problems has ap-
peared: Instead of fans water heaters were
introduced. - Shortly after Christmas one
young man, mindful of Santa Claus’ beauri-
ful mechanical toys, laid out a miniature
trollew system in his room.

The undergraduate daily peper has come
to the assistance of the college with the iol-
lowing announcement:

«“‘Whether Princeton undergraduates are
unaccustomed to electric lights, or whether
the realization of danger does not enter into
their mental make-up, is a question we will
leave to others to dccide. It is certain, how-
ever, that the electric lights have been put
to some strange uses, thereby involving no
small danger to the university buildings.

“In silence and patience the curator sought
out and destroyed the beautiful red tissue
paper shades which the aesthetic but

thoughtless student had carefully placel
around the electric light buibs, unmindful
of the fact that it was merely a question of
time before a fire would occur.

Finally, however, the limit of the. cura-
tor’s patience was reached whea a student
was discovered who had a long wire from
the electric light to his bed, and was actuc-
tomed on cold nights to put the light in bed
with him in order to keep his feet warm.
Just how many nights would have elapsecd
:bnroro a fire would have occurred which
would have warmed the entire person of the
inzenious inventor we are not able to com-

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A BUILDING OF GLASS.

To be Built in Classic Design for a Na-
tional Bank of Des Moines.

. C. E. Eastmen has submitted plans to
the officials of the Des Moines National
Bank for a bank building of classic design,
to be built of glass, after his new plan of
glass construction, ~The building, it con-
structed, would be most unique and would
be especially attractive, with its heavy col-
mmul of wire glass. The general plan fol-
ows: .

It comsists of a &teel framework,
ported by brackets, attached to.the beams
of the floors, in duplicate, making two walls
of opal t wire glass, the glass being set
in the steel framework.

The glass walls are appropriately a foot
apart, making an insulating dead air spacd
to prevent a loss of heat in winter and to
prevent undue heat in summer.

The system of construction allows of any '

amrangement of floor plan, because win-
dows are unnecessary; and for the same rea-
son the exterlor will admit of any style of
treatment éntirely free o t
fenestration.

A DMukden cable: The chief objecls
of the bloody combat west of Mukden
vesterday were the Villages of Ushun-
tun, seven miles west of Mukden sta-
tion, and Tatchekino, where the results
practically were a draw, but a further
turning movement has developed. The
Japancse are extending their forces still
further toward Tie Pass.

At dawn yesterday, after a night bro-
ken by irregular musketry fire and can-
nonading, the fight began at Ushuntun
and Tatehekiao, both of which are large
villages surrounded by high clay ram-
parts converting them into fortifications
impervious to rifle bullets. Each house
had to be taken singly by hand-to-hand
combats. The Russians heid Ushuntun
for a night, but were forced to. withdraw
av dawn the next day by a fearful fire
of shrapicel and Shimose shells. Rein-
forced by riflemen and reserves, the Rus-
sians again advafced to the attack, and
recaptured the vilT

Opposite Tatchekiao the fighting was
of an equally desperate nature. The
Russians established themselves in the
Villages of Tsunhuanche and Liudyao-
fan, but night fell with Tatchekiao still
in the hands of the Japanese.

WHAT OF KOUROPATKIN ?

St .Petersburg Admits He is Defeag;od,
but Disaster May Be Averted.

A veil is drawn over the progress of
General Kouropatkin’s heroic eifort to
extricate his beaten army but the gen-
eral stafi insists that while he has been
defeated there has been no disaster. The
peril of the whole army, especially of
the rear guard, is admitted, and Muk-
den may have been evacuated during
last night, although nothing definite
i has been reccived on this point.

New Chwang cable despateh, via Tien
Tsein—With the Japanese flags flying,
a band of Chinesec bandits to-day be-
headed two young Russians who were
alleged to be spies at Sinmintin. '!‘l_lo
first one executed was evidently an ofii-
cer, but he was wearing a Chinese over-
coat. He knelt without a murmur
while his companion watched the death
stroke. The sccond captive was cloth-
ed in Chinese clothing throughout. He
whimpered for a moment but regained
his nerve and struggled fiercely.  He
was thrown and killed, while long trum-
pets fanfared. The chief bandit was a
mild mannered old man, wearing a Jap-
ancseswod. He watched the executions
unmoved. “They are spics,” he said,

and killed 22, besides capturing thé two
men beheaded.  The bandits suffered a

New Evidence Giv;;—in the Burford
Murder Case.

A Brantford report: Felix Doyle, the
Burford township farmer, who is charged
with the murder of his mother, Mrs.
Margaret Monahan, received his prelim-
inar hearifig at Burford to-day, ard was
committed for trial. Detective Greer
took the stand and told of the inquiry
into the circumstances surrounding the
case, but the rest of the evidence was
largely the same as a part of that heard
at the inquest. Doyle stated there that
he went to the home of a neighbor at 5
o’clock on the morning of the tragedy
and failed in an attempt to get anyone
out of bed.

Mrs. Elvidge, the neighbor referred to,
stated to-day that snow had fallen dur-
ing the night and that when she swept
the snow off the steps in the morning
she saw no footprints.

Woman Tells of Massacre in Streets of
St. Petersbnrg.

The crowds at first, seemed dumb
with fear, then as they awoke to the
realization of the soldiers’ purpose they
tried to escape. But there was no es-
cape from those releniless demons.

“They fled, treading on each others’
heels, while thte mounted soldiers struck
at them time and time again.

I did mot
dare go to the window again, and the
scene of that awful tragedy will never)
leave my mind.”

FOUR MINERS KILLED

NEWYRKS

Service on the Various Roads
Crippled.

A Collision Injures Tweniy-
nine Persons.

Hur;dreds of Strike Breakers
at Work.

New York, March 13.—With one col-
lision, in which twenty-nine persons were
injured, but. none killed, New York has
passed through the first day of the gen-
eral strike on its rapid transit system.
Beyond this accident and some minor
casualties due to the abnormal condi-
tions, the sum total of the day was an-
noyance and vexation to a million or
more people usually dependent upon the
Interborough Company’s lines for trans-
portation to and from their business. So
far there has been little disorder. Spor-
adic encounters between individuals,
some bad language, and the action of a
few hoodlums’ in throwing missiles at
passing - elevated trains, tell this phase
of the strike.

The annoyance to the multitude was
increased by a wet snow which began
falling this afternoon. Service on the
elevated roads and subway, while not
tied up, was badly crippled. Trains
were run on irregular schedules in the
underground, beginning with the early
morning, but the elevated lines did noti
fare so well. On the east side practi-
cally no attempt was made to institute a
service, while the Sixth and Ninth ave-
nue lines, which serve the west side, were
run in a fashion woefully inadequate;'
in fact, the elevated system of the In-
terborough’s lines was pretty well par-.
