Among the things comstructed in this
room are the various jointsin carpentry,
besidés boxes, ‘ehisel hendles, mallets
rulers, rolling pine, Indian elubs, napkin
rings, fancy vases, etc. A nicely finish-
ed toilet table is eonspicuous for good
workmanship.

The east room is devoted to freehand
perspective and instrnmental drawing, in
which the] students have made good
progress and developed strong interests
Here are 20 drawing tables, ‘The draw-
ing boards are kept in a desk made for
the purpose, and the drawing paper and
apparatus is kept in a series of 30 drawers.

AB BEEN BY A VISTTOR.

Drar Sir,—Thig is the season of the
year when the weary business man needs
» day or two off, after the hard work of
the winter, to recruit his strength ; and
what more beautiful or healthfnl epot
can be found for that purpose than some
section of our own beloved province.
Having spent a few days in the neigh-
borhood of this town, I have thought it
worth while to try and inform your
readers of the beauties and health giving
properties of this really charming sec-
tion, Having been advised that Wolf-
ville station would be the best place to
stop at for the convenience of travel to
the surrounding country, your corres
pondent;, following this advice, soon found
himself in the somewhat classic precincts
of a university town, Even were the
college buildings not 8o conspicuous on
the northern slope of the hill, the talk
of the anniversary week would show
that such an institution as a college was
close at hand. To get a good general
view of Wolfville and surrounding
country one must leave the station and
pass up by the Royal hotel to Main St.,
therce up the street leading past the Bap-
tist church until you get on the top of
thut high hill known as the “Ridge.”

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Good Roads.

The subjéct of good roadsis now ce-
cupying a gfeat desl of attention on the
part of the public. The Ameriean nation
appears to be graduslly awakening to the
fact that the bad roads of this country
are unworthy of its position among the
nations, We learn what bad roads bring
about when we read of mud blockades.
Large districts of country are rendered
impasible by mud, Almost an entire
State is broaght into & condition of siege
by the muddy roads, The farmers can-
not transport their produce, the railroads
lose freight, and the wpeculators seize the
opportunity to advance prices of produce.

This is what a mud blockade may
mean, The Btute or region directiy af-
fected, the railronds traversing iy, and
the country st large may all suffer for it
To avoid such occurences we need no
lessons from modern times. Ii is true
that the nations of Europe put us to the
blush, Jul we may go back two th us
and years for our instructors. The
Roman engineers won their fame largely
8¢ rond makers, The roads which they
bullt are to-day their monaments,

Thus we find onrselves very archaic
in the matter of roads. Itis stated that
in Ilinols alone the loss to the commu-
nity from bad toads last year wvas as
much as $106,000,000, I this . ratio were

taken for the whole country, it would
give n loss of $300,000000, At three
per cent such loss would represent a cap-
italizathon of tep thomsand million dol-
lars,  This Is ongssixth of the total wealth
of the gountry

The mibject of deserted farma has been

Htates, A farm whose outlota in  the fall
and spring months are but canals of mud
and cobblestones Is justly unattractive 1o
the young, They find the enforced incla-
