Filimore avenue, but before an alarm
ceuld be turned in the flames were
spreading to surronunding property.

The terrified neighing of horses im-
prisoned in the walis of flame prompted
Heury Luttman, of 248 Gibson street,
to rush into the burning building, and,
breaking the halter of the first horse,
rescued the animal. Luttman's hands
were severely burned.

Three howses and a pony perished in
the flames, These were the property of
Samuel Angert.

A. Powlowski dared the flames in
rushing to the loft to liberate a flock
of 124 pigeons. He was unsuccessful, the
heat and smoke forcing him back. The
rear of the two-storey frame building
at Nos. 701-705 Fillmore avenue was
next attacked by the flames. This build-
ing was occupied by Frank Winch
a branch factory and retail department
for the waist and skirt manufacturing
store conducted by him at No. 45 North
Divigion street.

The upper storey was occupied by
Samuel Angert and his family and was
divided into two flats, his aged father
oceupying the rear. This part was en
tirely destroyed and the aged man es
caped with difficulty.

twelve bodies buried for more than
twenty years in the little private ceme-
tery beside the Seminary of the Ladies
of the Sacred Heart have been touched
by tha mystic hand of nature and petri-
fied.

Recently the graves of the cloistered
nuns, most of whom had spent the
greater portion of their lives within the
walls of the brick building at West Tay-
lor and Lytle streets, were opened, and
all that remained of their bodies was re-
moved to a permanent resting place in
Calvary. But the undertakers met a
different state of affairs when the
graves of Mother Galway, the founder
of the Chicago Seminary, and Mother
Gauthreaux, her successor, were opened.

Both Mother Galway and Mother
Gauthreaux had been buried in metallic
caskets, An increased number of assist-
ants was obtained by the undertaker in
charge on this account, but when the
men sought to raise the coffins the task
was one which taxed their strength to
the utmost. Neither \gesket kad surviv-
ed the test of time perfectly, and that
in which Mother Gauthreaux was buried
was badly crushed. Because of the tre-
mendous weight the caskets were opened
and a startling state of affairs discov-
ered. 3
There was the body of each woman al-
most exactly as it had appeared the day
the casket had been closed and lowered
into the earth beside the seminary.
When a member of the Ladies of the
Sacred Heart is buried she is clothed in
the same black habit she wore during
life. Instead of the silver cross on her
breast a small wooden one is placed
there, and nothing metallic is allowed to
remain. Then the folds of the black veil
are carefully drawn across the face of
the dead nun.

When the wondering nuns looked up-
on the bodies of Mother Galway and
Mother Gauthreaux the little wooden
cross was gone with the passing of the
vears, and the features looked upon
for the last time when the veil was |
placed over the face were no longer visi- |
ble. But the outline of the figures was
there as perfect as ever. |

Every line. of the body that had been
visible twenty years ago was still there,

the sombre hue of the solid figure weigh-
ing more than 1,000 pounds, where asboth
of the women had been but slight in sta
ture during life, and weighing hardly
more than 100 pounds.

Bankers, busi-
ness men and capitalists were to have
shibseribed to the stoeck of the corpora-

Greenough, partner of the late muiti-
‘millionaire, Peter Larsen, in Northwest
mining and railroad operations. The pros- |
pects were excellent for floating a hnge
scheme easily. J. R. Neill, of Spokane, |
one of the best known mining men of the |
Northwest, was interested in the \'.'n-l
ture, and he headed a party of Washing- |
fon and Montana capitalists, who, after |
yisiting the ground, voted that it was
ghe greatest mining proposition in -the
placer line the world had ever seen.

apply with full force to crooked mining
promotion. Causes for suspicion develop-
ed. Two of those deeply - interested—F.
W. King, a former speaker of the Mon-
tana Legislature, and J. R. McNeill, of
Npokane, undertook a searching personal
investigation, and it is said that their
work resulted in the expose of the great-
est mining swindle the Northwest has
ever had. They found to a certainty
that the 150 prospect holes and shafts
had been salted with gold dust to an ex-
tent that, it is believed, must have cost
the swindlers more than $100,000.

The first lot of investigators had
scraped the walls of the shafts. and the
scrapings showed $9 gold to the pan.
That looked bonanea-like. But when the

Already the
Greenoughs  had bought up farm lands
necessary to control the water supply
at a cost of $125,000, and in a few days
more the sharpers would have been in
possession of a payment of $1,500,000.
There is a hint in this for the un-
sophisticated chap who so cheerfully
parts with his coin for paper represent-
ing shares in all sorts of mythical and
other prospects. Even the sharpest men,
thoroughly familiar with such deals,
sometimes get bitten. The ordinary man
at the desk or bench or counter or plough
has need to exercise all the intelligence
and discretion he can command, if he

IS THE TRADE WANTED?

Commissioner. Ross, who is making
great efforts to build up trade with
Australia, has a grievance against our
home manufacturers which calls for im-
mediate attention and reform. In one of
his recent letters to his department he
makes this complaint:

The very slow delivery of orders
placed with Canadian manufacturers
is operating seriously against the de-
velopment of trade with Australia.
I am aware of orders having been
senit from Melbourne to Canada in June,
1906, and no advices have yet been re-
ceived that the goods are shipped: There
are numbers of instances of orders ac-

cepted by manufacturers nine to ten |

months ago that were not at latest ad-
vices executed,

Several instances have been brought
under my notice of Canadian manufac-
turers repudiating business contracts, ob

| viously on account of an increase in de-
mand and higher rates ruling elsewhere. |

Upon the basis of their own quotations
some manufacturers netified Australian
importers of their acceptance of orders,
and the huyers, after anticipating. the
arrival of the goods from month to

the first instance accepted. Such treat-

ment is most reprehensible, as it reflects |
upon the good name of all Canadian ex- |

porters who are endeavoring to secure
a larger share of the Australian trade.
That is a state of things that should
not exist. If Australian trade is worth
having, orders should receive prompt at-
tention; if it is not desired, we may as
well stop paying public money to drum
it up. It does not tend to increase Aus
tralian respect for Canadian enterprise
or husiness methods that a year or more
should be allowed to elapse hefore a
purchaser should hear of the shipment of
his order. Can it be possible that the
Canadian factories are too busy to fill
the orders? And, if so, would it not
hiave been courtesy {as well as good for
the future of our trade) for the recipi

KIPLING’S SPEECH.

THERE IS REAL NATIONAL LIFE IN
THE DOMINION.

A Call for Patriotism—Exclusion Policy
Based Merely on Selfishness, and
That Selfishness He Holds to be
Short-Sighted and Incompatible,

Ottawa, Oct. 21.—Apt, apd
luminous in diction, pertinent and rich
in matter and thought, and frank in
the treatment of some of the basic prob-
lems of the Canadian people, Rudyard
Kipling's address before the members of
the Canadian Club at the luncheon to-
day was probably the most noteworthy
of any of the notable addresses he had
given during his visit to Canada. He
touched on the splendid development of
an assured national spirit in Canada,
with which he had been impressed. He
noted the foremost place which Canada
held in the interest of the whole em-
pire, dwelt on the fact that her pro-
gress and national progress were being
eagerly followed in every part jof the
Britieh dominions, and pointed out what
was involved in the development of the
nation to a position of high eminence
among the world powers. The national
spirit, he said, was already assured;
the great need now was millions of men
to develop the vast potential wealth of
the country. No selfish policy of ex-
clusion was permissible to a country
so situated, and he frankly criticized
the ' effort of certain gections of the
organized ldboring classes to shut out
competition, when the palpable fact was
that the ery everywhere was for more
men to do the work of development. “I
| do not understand,” he said, “how the
Dominion proposes to control the enor-
mous Oriental trade and at the same
time hold herself aloof from the Asiatic
influx, which is the natural concomitant
of that trade.” Canada, he declared,
was too great to stand in any fear of
the inrush of peoples to exploit her unde-
veloped resources.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Hon, Speaker
Sutherland also spoke; the Premier apt-
Iy jistifying Mr. Kipling's allusion to
Canada as “Our Lady of the Snows,” and
noting that the poet had splendidly sum-
med up the imperial idea in the lines,
“Daughter am I in my mother’s house,
but mistress in my own.” The Juncheon
was held in the Railway Committee
room of the House of Commons, which
was packed to its fullest capacity. Be-
sides the Premier, other members of the
Cabinet present were Hon, Messrs. Field-
ing, Fisher, Brodeur and Lemieux.

Merchant of Venice,” as  Shakespeare
wrote it and presented it in the Eliza-
bethan manner, did not attract a large
audience to the Grand Opera House
last evening. The faithful students of
the great dramatist were there. but the
peciliarity of the stage presentation did
not evidently appeal to others outside of
the Shakespearian circle. The stage ap-
pears as a close set, with plain walls of
a fawn color, two small doors at the
rear, and in the centre of the stage an
archway, with large green curtains. On
each side of the stage was placed a large
chair. At right and left, near the fn‘ot-
lights were two attendants, carrying
weapons, whose sole purpose it was to
mark the end of each act by croseing
the stage and reversing positions. The
curtain remained up during the whole
course of the play, and any changes in
stage appointments were made by .the
two pages. The only pauses in action
were after Jessica’s flight, and also be-
fore and after the trial scenes.

The whole effect was quite strange to
the audience, accustomed as it was to
the usual modern stageé scenery and ac-
cessories, Another peculiarity was that
the programme did not contain the name
of the players, the characters only be-
ing given, and it is not possible to refer
individually to the players. The part of
Shylock, presumably played by Ben
Greet, was cleverly done, the strong
points of {he character being" well
brought out. Portia’s part was finely
played, especially in the casket scene and
trial scene. The parts of Jessica, Neus-

A very interesting and insiuétive ad-
dress on “Shakespeare and the Theatre
of His Time” was given in the Assembly
room of the Collegiate Institute yester-
day afternoon by Mr. Ben. Greet, ahose
players held the boards at the Grand
Jast night. * There was a ldrge audience
present—about 1,000—composed largely
of students and teachers. At the outset
Mr. Greet explained how it was that
there are so many versions of Shake-
speare’s plays. He said that the Globe
Theatre, in which Shakespeare was inter-
ested, was burned down, and no doubt
the plays were burned with it. In those
days, however, it was customary for
students to write down the declamations
of actors and, there being practically no
“stage business,” or scenery to shift, the
actors would speak faster thar “the re-
porters of 1600” could write down the
notes. Consequently some of the au-
thor's words would be left out, and the
reports would differ. But for these in-
accuracies, however, what would seores
of commentaries do for copy? Many able
writers have at great length and with
profit to themselves written on what
Bhakespeare meant to say, but did not

land these places are now known as
music halls—not theatres.

Mr. Greet contended that when Shake-
speare presented his plays he used no
scenic cffects—no moving scenery. In
support of his theory he pointed out
that a cash box used by the manager of
the theatre had been preserved and it
contained no items for scenic painting
or for scenery, There were minute items
in the books, items for nails, ale, beer,
ete,, and if money had been expended for
scenery it would surely have appeared
in this book.

GREATEST OBSTACLE IN THE WAY
OF MISSION WORK.

.o
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Report on Foreign Missions Presented to
the Baptist Convention at Wood-
stock by Rev. Mr, Brown—Call for
Forward Movement.

Woodstoek, Oct, 21.—The sessions of
the Baptist convention to-day were de-
voted to missionary reports and discus-
sion.  This morning the report of the |
home mission board was presented by |
_Rev. J. McNeill. It showed that in the
prairie Provinces there were twenty new
churches, making a total of 148, and 54
new missionaries, making a total of 137,
and 879 of an addition to the churches
in membership. “The year has witnessed
a radical forward movement,” he said.
He referred to advances along the line
in all directions. The report was re-
ceived with enthusiasm.

This afternoon Rev. Dr. Brown pre-
sented the foreign report. The total
income for the year was $49.234.27, he |
said, and was a substautial inerease over
last year. “Last year the appeal to
the convention was for prayer; this |
year it is for a forward movemgnt. |
Supplication must give place to action,” |
he said. The report referred in scath- |
ing terms to the “deadly, damning and
damnable opium traffic, which Great
Britain is carrying on  between India
and China. This traffic,” it said., “has
not only blighted the lives of millions,
| but constitute one of the greatest ob-
stacles to the work of millions, both
in India and in China. While it is grati-
fying to note that at last, goaded by
an awakened public conscience, the In-
dian Government have  inaugurated
measures looking to the cessation of the
opium traffic with China within the past
ten years, yet it is a shame that so
great a blot as has for five decades
already soiled the name of Britain's
foreign policy in the eyes of the whole
civilized world, might not be blotted out
at one stroke. The greatest blow on
behalf of foreign missions that could be
struck: to-day would be for the Church
to bring sufficient pressure to bear upon
the Foreign Office in London to com-
pel the immediate abolition of the opium
traffic between India and China.”

The report also referred to the “mal-
treatment of Asiatic immigrants by the
people . of Christian countries” as an-
| other stumbling block in the way of mis-

sionary work that must be removed.
