Hop Farm in Gloucester

A correspondent ef the St. John Sun
gives the fallowing particulars of a hop
tely started sear Batharst; by a
man pamed Harrison
who is alde s professor of mathematios in
an Oataric College : Work was ooly be
gan on this venture about a year ago
and about 60 acres planted. The vines
are thriving finely aod give promise of a
yield of about balf a toa to the acre,
about half the yield expeeted 10 coming
seasons. The very finest piants have
beea selected for this enterprise from a
bop farm in  Ontario and s practical
Ontario hop farmer is in charge. 'To a
stranger this hop farm with its 60 acres
of poles, rangiog from 16 to 20 feet in
height, covered with its mossy green vines
loaded with flowers svon to form the hop,
18 both interesting and pleasing,' Diy-
ing houses, presses aod all the necessary
appliances for raising and curing hops
bave be:lﬁhoed oo the premises and the
acreage will be doubled pext season, its
enterquaing owner bbing most sanguiov
shat his venture will be a sucoess, peeto
iary and otherwise. Ooe poiat in the
raising of hops is that after the vines
have been stripped they are cut off at
about three feet from the bo:tom, the
tops placed in ensilage and wake exoel
lent feed for youog cattle. Hop raising
is said to be profitable, and Sussex has
lazge quaatities of land adwirably adapt-
ed for hop raising.
Home for Indians
In Manitoba—The Civilizing Efforts of Rev.
E. P. Wilson.

The Washakada and Kasota Homes,
situated pear the U. P. R. track at Klk-
hors, Manitvba, have just been opeued.
The procecdings tovk the form of a pub-
lic meeting in the schoolroom, presided
over by the Lord Bishop of Rapert's
Lapd.  There were also present Rev. K
P. Wilson and Rev. Mesers, Sargent,
Quinney, Roy and Stevenson. The
children, varrying preity banoercttes, fill
ed the schoolroom. The Bi hop spoke
of the need of evaogelising, civilizing and
socially training the Iedian race now
that they had lost cheir old mode of sub-
sistiog by hunting. Llis Lordship was
followed by Rev. Mr. Wilson, the fonnd-
er, who gave some of Lis experiences in
the Shiagwauk and Wavenosh Homes at
Sault Ste. Marie He desired to see a
similar work ourried on in the North-
west, and in response to an appeal Mr.
Rowswell, of Kikborn, had asked him to
ouoope-that place for the new homes.
The Domision Goveroment had granted
88,000 for buildiogs and $4,000 for
ment, with & certain amount per
head for those inrtructed. The name
Washakada (good to Indians) was the
pame the ladians had given him, and ke
bad givea it w the home. Mr. Forgot,
Assistaot Comwissioner of ludian affairs ;
Superiutendent Mackeosie, Dr. Rolston,
Me. Cushiug sod Rev. Mr. Quinoey thea
made short addresses, and the children
sang “Old Huondred” iu the Dakota
language, one playing the organ. Lunch-
eon was afterwards partaken of, and the
children took a stroll on the farm.
The new school consists of three blocks
of buildings, the central oontaining the
superintendent’s quarters and offi 'es,
with large school room above. On each
side are the schools, one for girls and the
other for boys, a8 named above. The
buildings are handsome, and a central
belfry makes a break im the roof line.
A section of rolling prairie adjoining,
with poplar bluffs and hay on it, will be
coaverted 10to a farm. Accommodatiou
is provided lor forty boys and forty girls.
The pupils already number twenty-two.
The next sehool, which will be situated

at Medieine Hat, will be commenced next

Referring to this new territory a
Washington ocorrespindent says: The
barpain by which the Sioux cede eleven
million acres of their reservation to the
United States is of advantage both to
the Iodians and to the white settlers.

The
Indisus obtawn fair play for a stretch of
land which they do not nced, and there
is added to South Dakota and opened to
sctilement a tract 98 large as Massa-
chinsetts and New Hampshire ecombined
Is sddition to the gain of the new state
in area and population whish this ces
sion will bring, there is the advantage
of direet communication with the Black
Hills and the uoion of the (wo sections
of South Dakota, betweem which the
great Indian rerervation has hitherto
stood like an impsssable wall. Rail
roads, now stopped at its boundary, will
8000 pierce it and make of South Dako
ta a compact state. A rush of settlers
into the reservation like that to Okla
homa may be expected. The prizes te
be sorambled and fought for are more
numerous than in the ease of Oklahoma.
It is estimated that over seventy thous
and families oan be accommedated with
farms on the land to be opened to settle
ment. The overflow of disappointed
Oklahomites will tend in this direction,
and the east will doubtless furnish thous-
ands of new reeruits to the army of land
seekers.
