Death of ex-Judge Palmer.

Sr. JorN, Aug. 10.—Ex-Judge Palmer,
who was ibjured by an accident in the
Bostop subway a few months ago, died
this evening ut his - home in this city.
For a time there were strong hopes of
his recovery but a few weeks ago it was
decided to bring him home, His last
message to the world, spoken some time
before he passed away was: “‘Fanny,
tell the world I leave it, wishing every
soul in it well.” Judge Palmer was twice
married, first to Martha Ann Weldon,
eldest daughter of Andrew Weldon, Eaq.,
of Dorchester, and second to Miss Bert
of St. John, who with his daughter, Miss
Fanny Palmer survives him. A blow
from which Judge Palmer may be said .to
have never rallied was the death of his
son, Charles A. Palmer, Q. C., early this
year. The funeral takes place on Satur-
day.

Acalus Lockwood Palmer was one of
the best known men in Canada. He was
ason of Philip Palmer, of Sackville,
Westmorland, who for many years. re-
presented Westmorland county in the
local legislature of this province, and
grandson of the late Captain Gideon
Palmer, a loyalist, who left a large prop-
erty in Westchester, New York State, at
the time of the War of Independence,
and settled at Dorchester. Phili ) Palm-
er removed to Sackville, where Acalus L.
was born on the 28th August, 1828, Mr.
Palmer early in life showed an inclination .
for the legal profession, was callsd to the
bar in 1846, created a Q. C. in 1867, aund
a Judge in 1887. As a lawyer Mr. Palm-
er obtained much eminence, being leading
or associate council in many important
cases. He took the leading part in ¢he
defence of the Oshornes, tried for the
murder of Timothy McCarthy of Mone-
ton, in 1877 and 1878.  Mr. Palmer had
associated with him in this case the late
Charles A. Holstead of Moncton, and
they conducted it with singular ability.
Annie Parker, the principal witness in
this famous case is still living, but the
mystery surrounding McCarthy’s death
has never boen cleared ap. Mr. Palmer,
however, excelled as a commercial lawyer
devoting much attention to marine cases,

Brltloh Embassy Demands.

Port TownseNp, Wash., Aug. 8.—The
recent seizure ot seven JCanadian fishing
vessels by the revenue launch Guard in
the vicinity of Point Roberts and Blaine
for fishing in American waters has raised
some intricate points in international law.

It is claimed there is no law which pro-
hibits foreign vessels from fishing in
American waters, and under this claim
the British embassy at Washington made
@ demand on the United States govern-
ment for the immediate release of the ves-
sels. This was referred here for investi-
gation, and the revenue officers say the
vessels were seized for landing nets in
American waters without complying with
the customs laws by having their certifi-
cates.

Lawyer Steals $1,000,000.

Had Robert Louis Steveﬂﬂon lived he
would have seen last week one of hél
countrymen give a dramatie reality to his
“Jekyil and Hyde” creation. James Col-
quhoun, city treasurer of ' Glasgow, dea-
con of the Free Church and representa-
tive of the city corporation on the Uni-
'versity court, is now in gaol in his native
city, charged with defalcations which a
moderate estimate puts at # million dol-
lars of trust moneys confided to him for
investment.

Colquhoun is & workingm#n's son, born
59 years ago in Glasgow. He industri-
ously used Scotland’s educational system
until he qualified as a lawyer. Ho rapid-
ly became one of the most tfusted mem-
bers of his profession, and l\m prosperity
was due to his almost nppressively model
life. He was active on the pommittee of
the Free Church and on the platforms of
| temperance meetings. He: Was never
personally genial or popular, : but raised
himself to a pedestal of reputed integrity
until he was the favorite model of Glas-
gow Sunday school teachers in showing
pupils an instance of how to become a
_perfect citizen.

In outword appearance Colquhonn real-
ized the idea. He was always carefully
but extravagantly dreseed. He was cold
and serious in manner, and seemed the
type of severe integrity, rewarded by the
highest honors his fellow-citizens could
-give, until last week, when hei abruptly

resigned his pablic office and m sent to
ap insane asylum.

Farm and Rousehold.

Draft - Hoises.

For 19 years I have been connected
with the business of rearing, breeding
and sale of draft horses, says O. This-
ler of Kavsas, and from actual experience
I find that the greatest mistake made by’
the average farmer is careless laxity iv
selecting sires for breeding purposes.
For instance, 'if a farmer hasa rangy
mare, he is apt to select a high, rangy
horse with which to pair her. Thisisa
great mistake, for the aim should be to
select a sire which will tone down the de-
fects of the damin the colt and supply
those qualities in which the dam is lack-
in,

%Vhile the draft horse question is not

ness ofjdraft horse breeding held in the
highest esteem, I am assured that there
are no more luerative or encouraging re-
sults obtained than those which attend
the draft horses and the crossing of the
best imported blood with the native
mares of America. 2

Even in the present geverally existing
depression of prices of nearly all farm
products and the very low figures at
whichall classes of horses are selling I
see from our market reports that in east-
ern cities a good draft horse is a ready
beller and willl bring more money in pro-
portion to the expense of breeding than
any other stock in the markets.

My past experience teaches me thata
good draft horse can be reared to the age
of the 4years and put upon the mar-
ket forless money than a stesr of the
same age and of equal condition. At
present prices for the draft horse, if-
properly handled, he will sell very readi-
ly in the eastern markets for $100.to
8150, while a good, average price for the
steer would be $50 to $60.

tsed for breeding sufficient time should
‘be allowed for the quality and character
of the parents to develop before the pro-
geny, 'is reared. Eyery individual ani-
mal, male or female, Las a character of
some kind to transmit with some modifi-
cations, to its offspring. This character
may be positive, negative or neutral, but
whatever it is something should be
known about it before it is used for re-
production, for heredity has much to do
with traits and character in animais. For
this reason great care should be taken to
know that auimals have good characters
as well as good constitutions. A vicious
horse or colt is apt to breed vicious off-
spring, and a weakly constituted - animal
is sure to breed offspring of weak vital-
ity. Vitality or constitutivn cannot be
fed into an animal; it must be bred.

No infalible rules can be laid down
with reference to the age at which differ-
ent classes of stock may be bred. .

The short lived races, like swine and
sheep, arrive at maturity in much less
time than horses and cattle, but even in
the case of the shorter lived animals it is

.| best to await the period of reasonably

mature developement if the best results
are expected.

Generally a sow or ewe is as fully de-
veloped at 1 year as a heifer or filly at
2} years.

Of cource their are conditions when it
may be considered best to breed early.
The development of the dairy qualities
of the heifer is often made the excuse for
breeding her early, and to some extent
the end sought makes it justifiable under
certain conditions.

Maternity at a tender age is a severe
strain upon the animal, and it often in-
terferes seriously with the subsequent
growth and developement. An animal
stunted during growth by any cause sel-
dom fully overcomes the effect, no mat-
ter what the after treatment may be.

Especially when breeding to improve
the stock it is best to wait until the ani-
mals are reasonably well matured, as the
value of the offspring may be predicted
with less risk of disappointment.
