A FIASCO •
The Northumberland County Op­

position Convention held here, Fri­
day July 24th, was a complete and 
humiliating failure. Lack of organ 
izalion throughout the county was 
manifest, when the Secretary of the 
meeting had failed to receive the us­
ual list of accredited delegates from 
a number of the parishes. Hon. J. 
B. M. Baxter with his organizer A. 
D. Holyoke were on the platform and 
very much in evidence throughout 
the entire proceedings. (Lumbermen 
with their supporters and disgruntled 
Liberals were especially con­
spicuous by their presence. 
Many* of the Liberal — Con 
servatives,, who apparently had been 
misled to the convention, for the 
purpose of giving color to the gather­
ing, soon realized that the meeting 
was not a Conservative one. but a 
Baxter and Lumbermen’s Cdnvent- 
tion, and insofar as thefr politics were

Crop Conditions
Are Excellent

WINNIPEG, Aug. 3—Fairly 
eral showers over the major portiou 
of each Western Province during the 
past week, combined with cool weath 
er, has been especially favorable tv 
late grains and has been an Import 
dnt factor in helping grain to fill and 
to retard rust development, accord­
ing to the weekly crop report of the 
Canadian Pacific Railway agricult­
ural department.

Cutting has started at 
many* points, also that of barley, both 
crops promising a fair average 
Sawfly is reported working at some 
points In Manitoba anti Saskatchewan 
but are do more prevalent than in 
the average year and thp situation 
Is not at all alarming..

OF OAKS FOUND
Discovery Made on Bank» of 

Columbia and Spokane 
Rivera

Discovery of a petrified forest of 
giant oak trees, believed to be the 
only one of its kind on the North 
America continent» has been made 
near'the confluence of the Sponkane 
and Columbia Rivers In Washington 
State E. M. Tardy, United States 
school inspector for the Indian de­
partment now located on the Colville 
Indian reservation, announced lithe 
find, which was made by Dr. W. A. 
Johnston. |

Owing to its difficulties of access, 
the forest has not yet been fully ex­
plored but Is known to extend for 
half a mile along the south bank of 
the Columbia. The trees are two to 
five feet in diameter and some 60 
foet tall.

The forest. of what apparently 
was a growth similar to our oaks, 
grew on one of the first of the eight 
flows of basalt that partially covered 
that part of the state of Washington,” 
Mr. Tardy said. “The trees then 
were covered by subsequent flows.

‘The extent of the preserved for­
est is not yet determinable, as the 
location makes exploration extremely 
difficult. However, on the ledges 
where the formation are plainly vis 
ible, the fallen trunks of giant trees 
are in open sight and by carefully 
negotie/Jug the precipitous canyon, 
the standing trees may be seen to 
reach a height of 60 feet or more. 
The diameter of many of the larger 
specimens is as much as five feet 
and a tree two feet in diameter is I 
common.

"To view the work of time on the 
precipitous walls of the canyon it is 
necessary to scale the cliffo and pass 
over the ledges made by the break­
ing away of the solid rock. This 
weathering has none far enough to 
open a passage into the forest that 
In reality honeycombs the hillside. 
Where the tree trunks have been 
brought Into contact with the air, 
the wood has rapidly decomposed 
and left the hollow shafts In the sol­

id rock.
“By travelling along the ledges and 

breaking away the loose accumula­
tions of smaB scalings, the hollow 
fores ; :oay be entered, one tree at a 
time, ns the wall of the canyon is of 
solid basalt and the only openings 
are where the trunks of the trees 
offer perpendicular shafts, most of 
which are still filled wWi the decay 
lng wood of many centuries ago.”

Mr. Tardy expressed the opinion 
that further exploration of the site 
might reveal the presence of animal 
life of the period when the molten 
rock overflowed the forest.

London, July 28—Britain's 
biggest liquor combine- the 
Distillers Company which 
likewise is the world’s biggest 
has many of the drys on their 
hind legs today over its con­
fessed ambition, appearing 
in the first published reports 
since the great trust recently 
was formed, to encourage 
greater consumption among 
moderate drinkers in more 
salubrious surroundings.

The report laments the fact 
that, whereas in 1908 Britain 
consumed more than 32,000 
000 gallons a year, it is now 
imbibing only 13,000,900. It 
also asks why the formation 
of the combine should have 
been greeted with such hos­
tility, when it is only in keep 
ing with modern tendencies 
toward combination.
“ It is an act of "Self-pre­
servation,” the report adds. 
Where we have so many en­
emies without the gate it be­
hooved those within to close 
their ranks.”

Many of the drys regard 
the formation of this big 
combine, which is shortly to 
take in another large distill 
ery, as a step to beat any loc 
al option move toward event­
ual prohibition. The combine 
insists there is an over pro­
duction of booze and calls 
upon agriculturists to join the 
agitation for the‘reduction of 
duties on iiquor so that con­
sumption will be increased 
and more barely can be 
bought from the farmers.

The report further admits 
some statements contained in 
it will have the whole weight 
of the teetotal party against 
them, “as they desire nothing 
better than the destruction of 
the whole trade.”

Wiillam Ross, chairman of 
the company, declares that 
secret drinking and other al 
coholic abuses would be ob­
viated “if the surroundings 
for expensing this pleasurë 
were made more attractive.

Ross insists there is nothing 
incompatible with true tem­
perance in seeking to increase 
the sale of alcoholic beverag­
es to fhose who will use them 
in moderation.

C00LIDGËÂÏMS

ident Coolidge has instructed

Here and There
According to the official records 

one hundred and thirty whiles have 
been caught by the Victoria, B.C. 
whaling fleet so far this season.

It has been estimated thzft over 
one hundred and fifty thousand peo­
ple attended the Calgary Stampede 
this year. A historical pageant more 
than five miles long was the open­
ing feature of the jubilee.

With an estimated attendance of 
five thousand each, twenty conven­
tions have been booked to take place 
in Montreal for August, September 
and October, according to figures 
from the Tourist and Convention 
Bureau of that city.

It is expected that when Hon. 
Honore Mercier, Minister of Lands 
and Forests, returns to Canada, a 
thorough organization of the avia­
tion branch of the Quebec Lands 
and Forests Department will take 
place. It is reported that the Prov­
ince is to purchase several more 
hydroplanes, to be used for forestry 
research work, as well as for com­
batting forest fires and other work.

Church dignitaries, statesmen and 
thousands of laymen congregated in 
ancient Quebec to be present at the 
wonderfully impressive ceremonies 
attendant upon the burial of the 
late Cardinal Begin. The Basilica, 
which has only recently been re­
constructed and opened to the pub­
lic, presented a scene of colorful 
beauty and majestic dignity while 
the profoundly sorrowful services 
were being recited.

At this year's Cross-country Ride 
and Pow-wow of the Trail Riders 
of the Canadian Rockies it is ex­

;oined the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way ia 1882 and was head of the 
steamship service for nearly seven 
years. When informed of Mr. Boa- 
worth’s death, E. W. Beatty, K.C., 
chairman and president of the com­
pany, stated that in his opinion Mr. 
Bosworth had had no equal in the 
country as a manager of railway 
traffic and added that “the company 
deeply regrets the passing of another 
of the old guard, whose ability and 
effort so largely contributed to the 
company’s success.’* •

Here and There
That a new market has been found 

for Canadian lobsters, is shown by 
the report' that twenty-six hundred 
cases of lobsters, valued at about 
$78,000, were shipped to Sweden 
from Halifax, N.S., during the first 
week in July.

The gold mines of Northern On­
tario are now realizing aggregate 
profits of a million dollars a month, 

! according to estimates compiled at 
Timmins, Ont. There was a gross 
income of $2,650,000 during the 
month of June.

Six hundred and twenty-four 
families fvom Great Britain and oth­
er European countries settled in the 
West on 187,000 acres of land, sold 
in the fiscal year endirtfc May 31st, 
according to the records of the Can­
ada Colonization Association.

Quebec is this year enjoying the 
greatest influx of tourists it has 
known for a considerable time. Hun­
dreds of motorists, the majority from 
the States, are camped in and around 
the city, and the Chateau Frontenac 
reports capacity bookings.

During his tour of Western Can­
ada Field Marshal Earl Haig passed 
through the town on the Canadian 
Pacific Railway which was named 
for him several years ago, for the 
first time. The Field Marshal, on 
learning his connection with the 
town, looked as pleased as though 
he had just won another famous 
victory.

According to the report of the De­
partment of Agriculture, livestock 
marketings in Canada during the 
past year were the best experienced 
for many years. There were 976,- 
020 cattle, 365,179 calves, 3,094,291 
hogs and 486,606 sheep marketed is 
1924, aa compared with 882,921, 
315,622, 2,363,402 and 612,390 re­
spectively in the previous year.

According to J. M. Gibbon, secre­
tary of the Trail Riders of the Cana­
dian Rockies, who recently left Mont­
real for the West, the annual cross­
country ride and pow-wow under­
taken by that organization, ia be­
coming so popular that lovers of the 
outdoors from England and Aus­
tralia are attending this year, in ad­
dition to the members from the 
United States and Canada.

The “Beatty Boys," four British 
youngsters, brought out here by &
