plantation courtship.
The Art as Practised According to Undo 

Gilbert1» Method.

Among the slaves there were regular 
forms of courtship, and almost every large 
plantation had an experienced old slave 
who instructed youngj$allants in the way 
in which they should go in the delicate 
matter of winning the girls of their choice. 
“ Uncle Gilbert ” was the shoemaker on a 
plantation where there were a hundred 
slaves. He was very learned in the art of 
courtship, and it was to his shop the slave 
lads went for instruction. I never had 
the honor of being one of the old man’s 
pupils, being too young when I knew him 
to make inquiry along the courtship line, 
but I tracked many young men to Uncle 
Gilbert’s shop in the interest of general 
gossip.

The American slave’s courtship words 
and forms are the result of his attempt at 
imitating the gushingly elegant manners 
and speech of his master. Uncle Gilbert’s 
rule of courtship was that a “ young man 
mus’ tes’ an’ prove a gal befo’ offerin’ her 
his ban’. Ef er gal gives a man as good 
anser as he gives her question’ den she is 
III . right in min’. Ef she can look him 
squar in de face when she talks to him, 
den she kin be trusted ; an’ ef her patches 
is on straight an’ her close clean, den she 
is gwine to keep the house straight an’ 
yer britches mended. Sich er ooman is 
wuth havin’.”

Here is a sample ot a courtship convers­
ation :

He—My dear kin’ Miss, has you any ob­
jections to me drawing my cher to yer 
side, and revolvin’ de wheel of my con­
versation around de axle of your under­
stand™’ ?

She—I has no objection to a gentleman 
addressing me in a proper manner, kin’* 
sir.

He— My dear miss, de worl’ is a howl- 
in wilderness full of devourin’ animals, 
and you has got to walk through it. Has 
you made up yer min’ to walk through it 
by yersef, or wid some bold wahyer ?

She — Yer ’terrigation, kin’ sir, shall be 
answered in a ladylike manner, ef you 
will prove to me dat it is not for er form 
and er fashion dat you puts de question.

He — Der Miss, I would not so impose 
on a lady like you as to as’ her a question 
for a form an’ a fashion. B’lieve me, 
kin’ miss, dat I has a pertickler objick in 
ingagin’ yer in conversation dis afternoon.

She —Dear kin’ sir I have known 
many a gentleman to talk with wise words 
and flatterin’ looks, and at the same time 
hfc may have a deceivin’ heart. May I as’ 
yer kin’ gentleman, ef you has de full 
right to address a lady in a pertickler 
manner?

He—I has kin’ miss. I has seen many 
sweet ladies, but I has never up to this 
day an ’ time lef ’ the highway of a single 
gentleman to follor dese deacon lights. 
But know kin ’ miss, as I looks in yer 
dark eyes, an see yer hones ’ fece, and 
hears yer kind voice, I mus’ confess, dear 
lady, dat I would be joyous to come to yer 
beck and call in any time of danger.

She — Den, kin’ sir, I will reply in anser 
to your ’terrigation in de fus place, sence 
I think you is an hones’ gentleman, dat I 
feels that a lady needs de perfection of a 
bol’ wahyer in dis worl’ where dere’s 
many wil ’ animals and plenty o ’ danger.

He — Den, kin’ honored miss, you will 
condescen’ to encourage me to hope that I 
might, some glorious day in de future, 
walk by yer side as a perteckter?

She — Kin’ sir, ef you thinks you is a 
bol’ warrior I will condescend to let you 
pass under my observation from this day 
on, an’ ef you proves wauthy of a confidin’ 
ladies trus’, some lady might be glad to ax- 
eept yer perfection — and dat lady might 
be me.

This brings us to the point where the 
two agree to become lovers, and as love’s 
language is not reducible to writting and 
repetition we will leave them.

TOO LITTLE GORDONS.

Interesting Stories of the Home of Lady 
Aberdeen.

Apart from the rest of its functions, 
Government house, Ottawa, is emphati­
cally a home, and the brightest and dear­
est things about it are the children. Lord 
and Lady Aberdeen have living three 
sons and one daughter. Their second 
daughter, Lady Doiothy, died in early 
childhood. Lord Haddo, the son and 
heir, and Hon. Dudley Gordon, his next 
younger brother, are at present at school 
in England and Scotland respectively. So 
the family at home is reduced to Lady 
Marjorie and Hon. Archie Gordon. They 
are two delightful children, says the 
Chicago Herald, being that in reality, and 
not little old man and woman. Lady 
Marjorie is thirteen years of age, rather 
tall and resembling greatly her father, 
both in her slender darkness and quick 
nervous manner, but she is very much a 
child, simple, unaffected and rather shy.

The average American girl of ten years 
would exceed her in wordly knowledge, 
but not in actual learning. Shie is per­
haps the youngest editor in the world, 
and attends to her little monthly paper, 
“ Wee Willie Winkle,” in the intervals of 
playtime. Lady Marjorie is always 
dressed very plainly, and without rings or 
broaches or pins of any kind, her utmost 
ornament being a string of jet beads.

In the morning she wears a large white 
pinafore, neatly covering her plain black 
frock. Hon. Archie is the “ beauty boy ” 
of the family, though his parents strenu­
ously object to any such comment being 
made in his hearing. He is slender and 
brimming with spirits, his fair hair curl­
ing naturally around a face as delicate in 
coloring as a wild rose leaf.

His big blue eyes, long-lashed, dance 
and grow merry with his words, and his 
childish brain is as bright as his face. He 
is invariably dressed in Scottish kilts, 
and is a picture in himself. Both chil­
dren are under the care of a German 
governess, who is companion as well as 
teacher.

Almost any fine day one may meet 
them butterfly hunting or geologizing 
about Rideau, having a good time as well 
as absorbing knowledge, and looking like 
the sturdy, well-kept, healthy youngsters 
they are.

Deep in a nook in the woods about 
Government house is “ Holiday hut,” the 
children’s own special property. It is a 
little log cottage which the Princess 
Louise had erected during her stay, and 
partly because it would be handy to one 
of the Government house skating rinks.

The greatest out-of-door pleasure the 
children have is riding, and this they in­
herit from both father and mother. Both 
children are absolutely fearless and per­
fectly happy on their ponies.

Lady Aberdeen is a splendid horse wo 
man, and never looks better than on her 
favorite horse Filbert, a strong bay. It 
is one of the drawbacks of her Canadian 
residence that there are so few opportun­
ities for riding and driving, the roads

being wretched about Rideau. I met her 
once, however, riding with the children 
and groom, among the rugged and ropafin- 
tic scenery of what might be called “ the 
back door of Rideau.”

She was most unconventionally dressed 
in a Scotcn tartan skirt and a soft hat, 
and she flushed as prettily as a girl of 
sixteen when she caught strange eyes 
upon her in that lonely place.

“ I shouldn’t like people to suppose that 
I usually took horseback exercise in a tar 
tan kilt,” she said afterwards, in her 
n -e, womanly way. And I understood 
thv horse she was riding that day was 
Atlas, and I wondered a little if Lord 
Aberdeen had named it so because it car­
ried what to him represented the world.

Often the children are joined by two 
young companions, Cosmo Gordon, their 
little cousin, and a beautiful boy very 
nearly the age and size of the Honorable 
Archie, and by little Miss Herbert, the 
daughter of Gen. and Mrs. Herbert.

THE KENTUCKY STYLE.

Mr. Underwood’s Story of » Campaign in 
the Bine Gnu» State.

John C. Underwood, who was elected 
lieutenant-governor of Kentucky on the 
same ticket with Luke Blackburn, is an 
amusing story teller, particularly when he 
is started on the subject of political stump­
ing in Kentucky. “ Our people,” said he 
to a New York Evening Post man not 
long ago, “ don’t like snobbishness I re 
member one time when I was stumping 
one of the mountain counties, I bought 
$25 worth of nickels and carried them in 
my saddle-bags. At every log cabin I 
would ride up and ask for a drink of wat­
er. Out would come a little boy or girl 
with a gourd dipper of warm water. I 
would take a swallow, then drop a nickel 
in the dipper. The little one would run 
in the house and I would go on. The 
child’s mother would come out and have 
the generous gentleman pointed out. The 
consequence was that I got the vote of 
that house. Well, one morning I rode up 
to a house and a little girl brought me 
out a dipper of water. I felt in my pock­
et and discovered that I hadn’t a copper.

“ Little girl,” said 1,11 generally have a 
nickel somewhere about me, but I haven’t 
one today, so I’ll give you what’s the next 
best thing for a girl, and that’s a kiss,’ 
and I got down off my horse and kissed 
her for my own little blue-eyed girl at 
home. Another little black-eyed girl here 
showed up, and I had to kiss her for a 
niece of mine she looked like. By this 
time another little girl showed up, half a 
head taller than the rest, and, not to be 
impartial, I kissed her; when I found 
that four or five other girls had gathered 
and I was in for it. So, beginning with 
the smallest, I kissed each one. The 
change in stature was so gradual- that I 
didn’t notice that the last one was a full 
grown young Woman—and right hand­
some at that—until I had kissed her. 
Looking up I saw that there were two or 
three old ladies laughing at me, and, 
thinking that I had made a bad break, I 
lifted my hat to the young lady and beg­
ged her pardon and explained how it was.

A LIVELY OLD PAIR.

“Ann Small v. John Smith, breach of 
promise,” was the laconic tittle of a case 
just decided in Judge Fraser’s court at 
Detroit. The complainant is a widow 70, 
and the defendant is a lively old gentle­
man of 60. She has been married twice, 
and he was a widower. The complain­
ant related that on February 15, 2892, less 
than a month after the death of the third 
Mrs. Smith, defendant came to her house 
and conducted himself very much like a 
modern Romeo. The first time he asked 
her she refused. But she said that on 
the 20th of the following May, Smith 
drove over to her home at Trenton, and 
again sought her hand in marriage. This 
time, according to her testimony, she con­
sented on the spot, and the cermony was 
arranged to take place in November fol­
lowing. The witness then related, with 
some manifestations of emotion, how dis­
regarding his solemn promise and her 
own feeling, Smith six months later, mar­
ried another widow. John Smith, dressed 
in home-spun clothes, with form bent, 
but having a firm, brisk step, took the 
stand,and denied of ever having promised 
to marry the complainant. The jury 
went out and "deliberated for an hour. 
Then they returned a verdict in favor of 
the defendant.

TUMBLED OVER A PRECIPICE.

Three children belonging to Owen Jen­
nings of Sheen, Ontario, a boy and two 
girls, aged respectively eight, six and four 
years, went berry picking.

they made directly for, by attempting to 
descend the cliff, or as some conjecture, 
they ventured too near the precipice, 
which is here fully one hundred feet 
deep, and fell over. Mrs. Jennings heard 
shreiks, and Mr. Jennings went out to 
search. He discovered the three children 
at the foot of the cliff. The boy was dead, 
the two girls mangled and bleeding, but 
merely alive. The four-year-old tot was 
carefully carried home, and soon after, 
with the help of neighbors, the dead body 
and the elder girl were conveyed to the 
home of affliction. All that medical skill 
and affection can do, are being done for 
the two sufferers. Their condition is 
critical. Crowds have visited the scene 
of the accident and turn away with awe 
and horror as they view the perpendicu­
lar cliff over which the little ones fell.

AN INTERESTING STORY.

A Reminiscence of the Fenian Raid.

BY THE REV. d. V. LUCAS.

The Fenians had been for some months 
preparing for a raid on Canada. Colonel 
Bagot had been ordered out from England 
to aid in giving the scoundrels as warm a 
reception as possible. When lie learned 
that they had reached the inter-national 
line and were about to enter our country, 
he started with his regiment of English 
regulars to drive them back. They were 
entering at a point about seventy-five 
miles south of Montreal The colonel with 
his regiment arrived at Ormstown, and he 
sent for Colonel McEachren, of the volun­
teer force of the neighborhood, and said :
* Colonel McEachren, I think that your 
volunteer force can rout these rascals ; if 
you think they will like the honor, I will 
hold my regulars in reserve.’ The colonel 
asked to be allowed to consult his under 
officers and as many of his men as possible. 
At daybreak, he rode up to Colonel Bagot’s 
camp and announced that the Canadian 
boys were ready for the fray.

About nine o’clock, the Fenians about 
3,000 strong, were seen approaching, 
though yet two miles away. The volun­
teer force marched in column until the 
two forces were a half a mile or so apart ; 
they were then deployed into an open 
field, and drawn up in rank and file, still 
marching onward. The Fenians began 
the attack too soon, thus revealing their 
fear.

Colonel McEachren, with quieting and 
encouraging words, to boys all unused to 
war, marched steadily on at the head of 
Ilia regiment (the Fenians firing all the 
time) until he was certain that he was 
within range ; then with quick actions, 
following quick words of command, a vol­
ley of Canadian bullets brought the invad­
ers to a halt, and some of them to some 
thing worse—to an everlasting lie-down.

A very few well-directed volleys brought 
them to the ‘bout face.’ They threw 
away their guns, knapsacks, coats, caps 
and vests. The ground was covered for 
miles with cast-off clothing and guns’ and 
the whilom brave Anglophobists never 
stopped till they had run seven miles to 
the south of the international line.

When our farmer-soldiers reached the 
line, the colonel called a halt and said, 
‘ boys, you must not cross this ; at least,

i
1 with your guns. We must not have any 

international difficulty, if we can avoid it. 
You must remain on your own territory. 
I will go to the Fenian camp (about a 
mile), and see what I can find there.’

The boys said, ‘we fear colonel, you 
may receive harm.’ He assured them 
that he would be quite safe. They re­
plied, ‘ Well, we will leave our guns be­
hind ; but we will form a line, with dist­
ances apart of a few hundred paces, reach­
ing from our guns to the Fenian can;p, 
and if any harm at all comes to you, or 
any danger, tell the nearest man and let 
him telegraph it along the line ; and we 
will come and shoot every scoundrel we 
can, international difficulty or no.’

Arrived at the camp, Colonel McEach­
ren found there 500 saddles to be put on 
Canadian horses, perfect maps of the terri­
tory invaded, namesjof the farmers occu­
pying the territory, etc., etc.

The Fenian Colonel met him there. 
‘You could hardly expect, Colonel Mc­
Eachren,’ he said, ‘ that my raw recruits 
could stand long before your old regulars.’

‘ Regulars ! ’ I have none,’ said Mc­
Eachren.

‘ What ! ’ said the Fenian. ‘ Do you 
mean to say that your men, whom we 
saw coming down the road in column, and 
deploy into the field with such precision, 
and then march forward with such regu­
larity and steadiness to meet us, were not 
regular and professional soldiers ? ’

' I mean to say ’ said McEachren, * that 
these boys were yesterday ploughing those 
fields you see in the valley, but today have 
come out to defend their homes against 
your invasion.’

The Fenian, with an oath replied, ‘ If 
farmers’ sons in Canada can play the sol­
dier like that, I have no more fighting to 
do against Canada.’

HIS TEMPERATURE OVER 110. 
A Sunstruck Man Packed on Ice.

There is unusual interest among the 
doctors at Bellevue hospital, New York, 
over the case of a patient supposed to be 
Joseph Kenny, who was admitted to the 
hospital Saturday afternoon. He was suf­
fering from a severe sunstroke, and at 
7 o’clock Sunday night had been uncon­
scious for thirty-four hours. Shortly be­
fore 1 o’clock on Saturday afternoon the 
man was seen staggering on the sidewalk. 
He fell and an ambulance was called. At 
the hospital he was put under the care of. 
Dr. Sproull. The doctor found that the 
patient was suffering from the congestion 
of the lungs that is noticed immediately 
before death. The chemical thermome­
ters used at the hospital register to 110 
4-10 degrees above zero. When Dr, 
Sproul took the temperature of the new 
comer the mercury jumped to the limit 
in a few seconds and there is little doubt 
that the man’s temperature was between 
113 and 114 degrees. Although it was ex­
pected that he could only live a few 
minutes Dr. Sproull had him packed in 
ice in a tub. For twenty-five minutes 
there was no perceptible change in his 
temperature. • After remaining for nearly 
an hour on the ice, however, his temper­
ature fell to 104 degrees. Cupping of the 
chest was then resorted to and oxygen 
was administered. To the surprise of the 
doctors the man lived through Saturday 
night, breathing heavily. Early Sunday 
morning the ice treatment was repeated 
and his temperature fell to 101 degrees.

The patient is a man of splendid pysique, 
about forty years old, and weighs in the 
neighborhood 190 pounds. He lay Sun­
day night partially on his left side breath­
ing in convulsive gasps through the oxy­
gen cone which an attendant held over 
his nose. He had regained consciousness 
sufficiently to open his eyes when his 
chest was slightly slapped, but he could 
not speak.

A NEW SORT OF FLY-TRAP.
Mice are Generally Nuisances, but These 

Are of Some Value.

For something new in the way of a fly­
trap look in the window of the drug store 
at the corner of Tremont and Eliot srteets, 
Boston. There, at almost any hour of the 
day and night, from one to four quadrup­
eds can be seen prancing over bottles of 
tooth powder and syrup of squills and 
tincture of turpentine and sweet spirits 
of rhubarb and the other useful articles 
usually displayed in such places, in a wild 
attempt to capture the musca domestica. 
The mice are simply out fly-fishing. A 
care has been placed in the window in 
self-defence which reads : “ Fly trap, Not 
for sale.” This had been done after the 
doorstep had been worn half way through 
by a line of people coming in to inform 
the clerks that the window was full of 
mice. The mice have been in the window 
for three years, says one of the clerks who 
had been that length of service for the 
druggist ; and he does’nt know how much 
longer. In the winter they get a living 
by gnawing of all the labels in the store 
that are glued on with starchy paste.

The mice by this time have become 
quiet tame, but they never leave the win­
dow except when the store is closed. They 
have proved themselves to be real conven­
iences. When the store gets unpleasantly 
full of flies, the clerks drive them into the 
window, and then the mice have lunch­
eon. People gather at these times just as 
they do at a circus when the animals are 
fed. The best fun comes when the mice 
make after a horse-fly : there is a great race; 
once caught the mice tears the flies wings 
off and bolt every thing else. In this way a 
pile of wings has accumulated. The mice 
can eat glass, considering blue bottles flies 
luxury. The recreation of these mice con­
sist of running up and down the curtain 
cord at a lighting pace, causing the resid­
ents of the neighboring saloons to rub 
their eyes and finally to avoid that side of 
the street altogether. The druggist long a- 
go threw away his cat, and speaks of the 
manufacture of fly paper a lost art.

CESARIO’S TRIAL.
Remarkable precautions are being 

taken during the trial of Santo Cesario, 
the murderer of President Carnot. The 
trial commenced in Lyons, yesterday. On 
his way to the court and back the prisoner 
has a strong police and military escort. 
The court house is guarded by infantry, 
and a battalion of police and an unbroken 
line of policemen surround it. Detectives 
at every entrance scrutinize all persons 
attending the trial. Only those having 
permits and cards of identification are al­
lowed to enter.

THE WOODSTOCK BRIDGE.

It is scarcely worth while to take notice 
of the opposition slanders regarding this 
work, but when a newspaper makes the 
temporary stoppage in the construction of 
the bridge the excuse for an unwarranted 
attack on EngineerWetmore.it is time that 
somebody should be heard in his defence. 
A local publication in this city has pro- 
claimed to the public that it is now found 
that by the Engineer’s mistake the super­
structure for the bridge is a span short, 
and much more such rubbish is put forth 
to mislead the public and manufacture 
political capital. Of course there is no 
truth in the statement, but there may be 
a few gullible people ready to believe it. 
There is no doubt that wcrk for the pres­
ent on the superstructure is at a standstill, 
but that is the fault of the contracting 
company, not of the government or its 
engineer. But stop, it is to a certain ex­
tent the result of the Engineer’s action 
early in the construction. So careful has 
Mr. Wetmore been that the company 
shall meet all the requirements of his 
plans and specifications, that he has 
placed in the bridge company’s shops at 
Montreal, a most competent engineer, 
and all work for the bridge must pass his 
inspection before it is shipped to Wood- 
stock. No doubt this has delayed some­
what the progress of the work, for the 
Government, through Mr. Wetmore, are 
insisting on the materials and workman­
ship being right up to specification. This 
course was addopted without prejudice to 
the bridge company, whom it may be 
said so far have carried on their work to 
the satisfaction of the supetintending 
engineer, except, perhaps they have not 
made as rapid progress as the Government 
and Mr. Wetmore would like to observe. 
However, the work is a heavy one, and it 
is better to have it thoroughly done even 
if the Carleton people have to wait a few 
weeks longer for the completion of their 
bridge.

We suppose the enemies of the work 
here and elsewhere, however, will keep 
up their lying until it is no longer feasible 
to continue that course.

J. FRED. HUME M. P. P.

The Herald is pleased to note the suc­
cess of a Fredericton boy in British Col 
umbia in his first attempt to enter public 
life. On the 17th inst. J. Fred. Hume, son 
of the late George Hume and brother of 
Mrs.Wesley Van Wart, was elected as the 
opposition candidate to the British Col 
umbia legislature from West Kootenay 
polling nearly a two to one vote over his 
opponent, G. O. Buchanan, formerly of 
Truro, N. S. The final returns were not 
in when the Victoria Colonist from which 
we derive our information was published 
but sufficient was known to make Mr. 
Hume’s election a certainty. At that time 
he had 403 to his opponent’s 245, with 
only two small polling places to hear from 
and from this the Colonist concluded that 
“ the election of Mr. Hume may be accep­
ted as a certainty.” The returns from all 
over the province give the government 20 
seats and the opposition 11, with two seats 
yet to be heard from. It may be stated 
that in the last days of the campaign Hon 
Mr. Davie the premier took a hand on the 
stump against Mr. Hume, but the latter’i 
personal popularity and strength carried 
him to victory. Mr. Hume M. P. P., has 
only been in British columbia a few years, 
but he has met with great business success 
at Nelson where he is engaged in mercan­
tile pursuits. He is yet a young man and 
his political course will be watched with 
interest by his many, friends in Frederic­
ton.

Guards. Col. Marsh will therefore see to 
it that every mother’s son of the volun­
teers are hearty and sincere in the sup­
port they extend to-Major Cropley, and if 
it even becomes necessary to summon the 
hardy militiamen from St. Marys, Stanley, 
Keswick and Fredericton Junction to en­
sure Major Cropley a respectable and suc­
cessful command, the thing has got to be 
done. The Herald thus gives Col. 
Marsh and all others whom it may con­
cern, an early and positive warning of 
what the country expects.

The programme of the entire vice-regal 
reception will be officially published next 
week, and it will be substantially as 
given in The Herald last week.

MILITARY CHANGES.

The Royal Regiment of Infantry En­
larged and Major Cropley'» Forces 

Under Arms.

General Herbert’s rapid and kaleidos­
copic changes in military matters make it 
rather difficult to follow him and keep up 
an understanding of the position of the 
permanent and volunteer force under his 
command. The latest innovations are in 
connexion with the Royal Regiment of 
Canadian Infantry. Contrary to expec­
tations the D.A.G.’s, such as Col. Maunsell, 
who have had added to their regular 
duties the oversight and command of the 
schools in their respective districts, for the 
future will not be relieved of the latter 
duties, and the commanding officers of the 
companies, as in the case of Major Gordon 
here, will remain in their former positions, 
Col. Maunsell and the other D. A. G. 
will, as usual, be largely shouldered from 
day to day with the interior economy and 
management of the schools.

INCREASE IN THE PERMANENT FORCE.

The R. R. C. I., which is composed of 
four companies, stationed respectively at 
Fredericton, St. John’s, Quebec, Toronto 
and London, is to be increased to five 
companies, and it is presumed that the 
new company will be stationed at Mon 
treal, where the citizens offer a free site 
for the barracks and a bonus of $25,000. 
The permanent force will then consist of 
five colonels,five majors,fifteen lieutenants, 
five surgeons—the usual complement of N, 
C. officers—one band of forty-eight pieces 
in command of Sgt. Hayes, formerly of 
of this city, now of Toronto, a total of all 
ranks of 592. It is presumed that the 
band will serve a portion of each year at 
the several garrisons, and it is said also 
that the companies may exchange 
locations at the conclusion of the regi­
mental camp to be held at Levis, Quebec 
next month. All the companies of the 
R. R. C. I. have been ordered to concen­
trate at Levis on Aug. 15th, and it is 
probable th^Fredericton corps will leave 
here on the 13th for the camp, which 
will probably continue for six weeks. 
General Herbert is to be in command

Nothing further has been heard from 
Ottawa regarding the city’s proposition 
to purchase the military property here, 
but the military authorities seem to be 
strongly of the opinion that the offer will 
be accepted.

THE HOME CONTINGENT AROUSED.

The absence of the R. R. C. I. from 
Fredericton during the Governor Gen 
eral’s approaching visit, will necessitate 
the calling out of the local companies of 
the 7let Batt. to form a guard of honor to 
His Excellency. Already Major Cropley 
has anticipated this and has commenced 
to drill his company. Capt. Finder will 
probably move in the same direction 
and there is some talk of inviting the 
Boys’ Brigades of this city and Marys­
ville to unite with the militia in furnish 
ing the guard. Such a combination under 
the command of a zealous and enthus 
iastic officer like Major Cropley, would 
form an attractive feature of the vice­
regal celebration. While the drill might 
not be perfect, there is no doubt that 
otherwise the aggregation would present 
a gjod appearance, and it would show the 
Governor General that on parade days, at 
least, this country can meet the require­
ments without the aid of the permanent 
force. No doubt Col. Marsh and the 
other officers of the 71st Batt. will assist 
Major Cropley in turning out a guard 
that will reflect credit not only on the 
military genius and traditions of that 
distinguished officer, but also on the 
battalion itself. It is to be hoped that 
between this and the 15th of August the 
boys will attend promptly to drill, and 
thus encourage their commanding officer 
in the task which the public and the de­
mands of the service has imposed upon 
him.

The Bankers and Lawyers played again 
at base ball on Scully’s field.'Wednesday 
afternoon, and the former suffered another 
rout, score, 22 to 16. There was some 
lively coaching during the match. Second 
baseman Neill, of the bankers, accused 
pitcher McCullough, of the legal team, of 
having a glass arm, and when Bunker 
Jones, the catcher of the bankers, was chal­
lenged for qualification, it was alleged that 
he was cashier of the River bank.

He Reviews the Parliamentary Session.

AROUND THE WORLD.
The News of the World In Brief - 

Cream of our Exchanges.
The

Dalton McCarthy, M. P., delivered a 
political address to his constituents at 
Creed more, Ontario, Monday. Mr. Mc­
Carthy said be could not admit that the 
recent session had resulted in much legis­
lation being placed on the statute books 
which was beneficial to the people of this 
country. He would say that acts had 
been passed, and transactions tolerated, 
which would, in the future, compel us to 
hang our heads in shame. Taking up 
first the Northwest school question, he ac­
cused the Government of postponing the 
consideration of their bill dealing with 
the Territories until Hon. Mr. Clarke 
Wallace got out of the country. As a 
representative Orangeman Mr. Wallace 
would have been compelled to vote for the 
bill, but as a Cabinet Minister he would 
have to vote against it. He gave an ex­
planation of his statement about what the 
Conservative press has been making a 
clamor, that he would rather have separ­
ate schools than secular schools. A 
secular school system was one from which 
the word of God was excluded. This was 
a Christian country, and it would be a 
scandal, he said, if there was no oppor­
tunity given to have the religion common 
to the whole people taught in the schools. 
Speaking of the Curran bridge scandal, he 
characterized it as the worst piece of 
robbery he had ever known

Since he Entered Public Life.
“You remember the pious ejaculation of 
Sir John Thompson,” Mr. McCarthy said,
“ when he thanked God that I was no 
longer a member of bis party. Today I 
can return that pious ejaculation ! And I 
do thank God that I am no longer 
member of that party, in which such 
gigantic frauds are carried on ! ”

Mr. McCarthy went on to speak of the 
public debt. Then he turned to the 
Premier and recalled his professions in 
1891, that be would punish all who would 
be guilty of malfeasance of office, be they 
high or low. “ I have no great admira­
tion for Sir John Thompson, and he has 
no great admiration for me, so that there 
is not much admiration lost between us. 
But I did think he was an honest man. 
knew he was once a judge, and I heard 
his declaration in 1891. I will not say 
that I have changed my opinion,” said 
McCarthy “ but I will say that I am 
alarmed at some things that have hap­
pened in Ottawa during the last session. 
No man is fit to sit on the bench unless 
he is above partizanship and unless he is 
willing in every case to do justice between 
the parties in a case, no matter what their 
station.”

With this introduction, McCarthy 
briefly stated the principal points in the 
Turcotte case. There was no dispute as 
to the facts ; the charges were proved in 

The Clearest Possible Manner, 
and yet the Minister of Justice, who 
should be the guardian of the honor of 
Parliament, and his obedient majority 
voted out the charges and confirmed Mr. 
Turcotte in the seat he had forfeited 
With regard to the French treaty, he had 
voted against it, because it had given 
Canada too little"and France too much 
Then there was the fast line. Parliament 
had voted $750,000 a year to that line 
he had voted against it. He said that 
there were already more steamers sailing 
out of Canada than could find freight or 
passengers. In all these matters be had 
opposed the government. In fact, he had 
voted so often against the Govern 
ment, he had no shred of reputation 
left as an old-time Conservative. He. 
however, regarded himself as a free lance 
party ; ” he was not a member of the op­
position. He was free to vote according 
to his convictions and the interests of his 
constituents. Taking up the tariff ques­
tion, he opened this branch of his speech 
with the declaration : “ I was, as you all 
know, a National Policy man, and now I 
tell you that I am for as much Free Trade 
as we can get. We would be all the bet­
ter if we could have it

As It Is In England,
But that is impossible, and so I say that 
what this country needs now is to get 
down to a tariff for revenue.”

The future of Canada, McCarthy said, is 
in agriculture. He would like to 
manufactures, but he did not believe that 
90 per cent, of the people should be taxed 
for the support of 10 per cent. In con­
clusion, he said it looked as though Par­
liament was about to be dissolved in the 
expiring hours of the session. He cited 
that the “frugal government,” with a de 
ficit in the treasury of a million and the 
public employes not paid their salaries, 
after giving $750,000 a year to a fast line 
of steamers and throwing off $80,000 a 
year of taxes on wines, gave $4,000,000 of 
the people’s money in bonuses to railways 
to go into wild cat speculation. Such 
lavish expenditure generally heralded an 
election.

He would say to his constituents that 
he would sooner go down in the next 
election, crushed by their ballots, than to 
gain their good will as a thick-and-thin 
party man, voting for what he could not 
approve of in his conscience and for what 
was not in the interests of the country.

The reception accorded 
to the hon. gentlemen shows that the peo 
pie of Alnwick at least are very appreciative 
of good government and abundantly satis 
fied with the.efficiency of their present 
representatives in the Assembly.

From Tabusintac the party proceeded to 
Tracadie and Pokemouche, being joined at 
the latter place by John Sivewright, Esq 
M. P. P. The principal object of the Chief’s 
visit to Gloucester County was to make an 
official investigation of charges preferred 
against Hugh Cowan, supervisor, Isaiah 
Landry, Docile Goodin and three other bye- 
road commissioners, for misappropriation 
of moneys in 1893. A full enquiry was 
made and the testimony taken is to be fully 
considered by the Chief Commissioner on 
his return to Fredericton.

The Chief Commissioner examined the 
new iron bridge at Douglastown and has 
also visited the parishes of Derby and Nel 
son. He paid a visit on Monday to Bay du 
Vin, leaving Chatham in Mr. Miller’: 
steamer, Laura, and was accompanied by 
about twenty ladies and gentlemen, includ­
ing Hon. Mr. Tweedie and Messrs. O'Brien 
and Robinson, M. P. P.

Tuberculosis has broken out on the 
Brandon N. W. T. experimental farm and 
twenty bead of cattle had to be slaughter­
ed Thursday.

John Hannah of West Branch, Kent 
County, underwent an operation for can­
cer recently, which neccessitated the com­
plete removal of his tongue.

A fire on Arcade and Emilie streets, 
Montreal. Tuesday morning, destroyed 
$100,000 worth of property and turned 
twenty-eight families out of doors.

Ex-premier Whiteway, and ex-Colonial 
Secretary Bond of Newfoundland, have 
been unseated and disqualified, and the 
new Government expect to have a major­
ity when the legislature meets next w6ek.

Alexander Verdon, fourteen years old 
of Ottawa, has been committed to stand 
his trial on the charge of having caused 
the death of Medas Bellevue, ten years 
old, by holding Bellevue under water. 
The boys bathing together.

A double accident occured at Burke’s 
mill pond near Moncton, Wednesday eve­
ning. The fifteen year old son of one Le­
blanc was in bathing, got beyond his depth 
and sank;another lad, aged seventeen, son 
of Mark Leblanc, jumped in and succeeded 
in reaebing-the drowning boy when both 
went down together.

More than eight weeks ago, Robert 
Horn of St. John, went fishing to En­
chanted lake, taking his dog along with 
him, and since then, no tidings have been 
heard from the man, who is believed to 
be dead. Thuisday, however, the dog re­
turned home in an emaciated condition, 
and it is thought he has been watching 
beside his master’s dead body.

John E Stewart, who was the original 
president of the Tobique Valley Railway 
Company, and retained that position for 
several years, has brought suit against 
the company to recover the sum of $15,- 
000, which he claims is due him, partly 
salary as president and partly for work 
and services performed in connexion with 
the survey and construction of the road.

James J. Corbett, the pugilist, visited 
Ballinrobe, Ireland, his father’s home, 
Tuesday, and he received an enthusiastic 
welcome by the people, who carried him 
on their shoulders to the hotel. His trip 
to England was a success and his manager 
is on the way home with bills of exchange 
for over $20,000 as the net results of the 
venture.

The Canadian Masonic Mutual Benefit 
Association, after twenty years’ existence, 
found that owing to the increased heavy 
assessments consequent upon the extreme 
old age ,of its members, it could not con­
tinue doing business on the old system of 
assessment, and the inspector of insurance 
has ordered that the Association go into 
liquidation at once, as its affairs will be 
wound up.

James F. Foyle, was killed at Paterson 
N. J. Tuesday, in a remarkable manner 
by a runaway team. He had just turned 
a street corner where he was confronted 
by the maddened horses. At the same 
moment they dashed away to an opposite 
direction, throwing the pole of the wag 
gon forward. It shot out towards Foyle, 
and before he could dodge, it struck him 
in the breast, going clear through his 
body and piercing the wall of a house on 
the corner. Death was instantaneous.

THE EDITOR OF THE ÛLEANER
Must Stand Trial at Woodstock far Crim­

inal Libel on Registrar Leighton.

James H. Crocket, editor of the Frederic­
ton Gleaner, was arrested in this city Wed­
nesday evening by Deputy Sheriff Foster, of 
Carleton County, on a warrant issued by 
Police Magistrate Dibblee, of Woodstock, 
charging him with publishing a defamatory 
libel against John S. Leighton, Registrar of 
Carleton. Crocket was taken to Woodstock 
Thursday morning, and in the afternoon 
had his preliminary examination before the 
Police Magistrate.

The libel complained of is contained in 
the Daily Gleaner of July 14th. The article 
says that Joseph Vandine, of Centreville, 
Carleton County, borrowed $600 from Lev­
eret t Estabrooks of York County, on mort­
gage ; that Vandine subsequently paid Mr. 
Leighton the full amount of the mortgage 
taking his receipt; that Vandine recently 
discovered that the mortgage was not dis­
charged. Estabrooks in reply to the de­
mand of Vandine why he had not discharged 
the mortgage, wrote he would be very glad 
to do so when he got his money. The 
article further says that Estabrooks had ap­
pointed Leighton his agent, and it was only 
fair to assume that Leighton kept the inter­
est paid as it came due, otherwise Vandine 
must have learned of the true state of affairs 
earlier. Mr. Leighton in his evidence in 
court stated he never was Estabrooks’ 
agent, nor ever received money from Van­
dine, and that the statements in the Gleaner 
were utterly untrue as far as he was con­
cerned. He was subjected to a rigid cross- 
examination but nothing was brought out 
implicating him in any way with malfeas­
ance.

John 8. Leighton, jr., Deputy Registrar, 
was called by the defence. He completely 
corrorborated his father’s statements, saying 
his father had nothing to do with the 
money transaction between Vandine and 
Estabrooks. He (the son) was agent for 
Estabrooks and as such had accounted to 
him for all moneys received from Vandine. 
The statement in the libel as to retaining 
the principal paid on the mortgage and 
paying Estabrooks interest thereon was 
untrue if applied to him. He had in July 
1890 fhrnished Estabrooks with detailed 
statements showing all the money he had 
received from Estabrooks, and the Vandine 
mortgage had been paid in full principal 
and interest. It would seem, if any one 
was at fault in the transaction, it would be 
that Estabrooks neglected to discharge the 
mortgage as soon as he should have done.

Crocket was committed for trial in the 
Supreme court which will be held at Wood- 
stock in October. Bail was fixed at $500, 
and two securities for $250 each, and Croc­
ket was released. 8. B. Appleby appeared 
for the prosecution and A. B. Connell for 
the defence.

THE CITY COUNCIL

Voted Two Hundred Dollars for Aber­
deen’s Reception.

Hil Worship the Mayor presided at the 
special meeting of the City Council on 
Thursday evening, called to take steps to­
wards the reception of Lord and Lady Aber­
deen, and the Aldermen present were, 
Gilman, Farrell, Rossborough, Macnutt, 
Estabrooks and Anderson.

After His Worship had stated the object 
of the meeting. Aid. Macnutt moved that 
the City Corporation present an address to 
the Governor General and that a committee 
to prepare the same be appointed. Carried.

On motion of Aid. Farrell, the committee 
was selected as follows : The Mayor, Aid 
Macnutt and the City Clerk.

It was suggested that a reception com­
mittee should be appointed, but this was 
left over till the regular monthly meeting in 
August.

Aid. Rossborough brought up the question 
of finances, and moved that $200 be granted 
for the reception.

Aid. Macnutt moved in amendment that 
the firemen be granted $125 for their pro­
posed fire works display and torchlight pro­
cession. This was seconded by Aid. Ander­
son and carried without division.

Aid. Rossborough nmved that $75 be 
granted the citizens’ committee who have 
in hand the farmers’ picnic to be held dur­
ing the Governor General’..visit.

Aid. Farrell moved in aihendment, sec­
onded by Aid. Macnutt, that the amount be 
$100, but this was voted down and Aid. 
Rossborough’s resolution carried, 4 to 2. 
Adjourned.

A FAMILY QUARREL
Henry Cronklte Committed for Trial on 

a Serious Charge.

For some time there has been bad feeling 
between Geoige and Henry Cronkite, broth­
ers, living at Queensbury, which originated 
over some property dispute. Last fall 
George laid an information against Henry 
for petjury alleged to have been committed 
at the hearing of a civil suit in a justice’s 
court in Queensbury. Henry was arrested, 
but his preliminary examination before 
Police Magistrate Marsh in this city resulted 
in his discharge. Word has come from 
Queensbury that George has had Henry ar­
rested again, this time for attempting to 
shoot him with intent to kill. It is al­
leged that on July 1st while George was on 
his farm driving some of Henry’s cattle off 
his premises the latter went over and com­
manded him to cease, that when George de­
clined to cease Henry threatened to k’ll 
him, and that in pursuance of this threat 
the latter went to George’s farm the follow­
ing day and discharged a shotgun at him. 
None of the shot, it appears, took effect. 
George laid information charging his 
brother with the offence above mentioned. 
The preliminary examination took place 
before Squire Whitehead at Queensbury 
Tuesday, Clerk of Peace Henry B. Rains- 
ford appearing for prosecution. The Mag­
istrate has committed Henry for trial at the 
next County Court.

Henry came to town and swore out two 
informations before the Police Magistrate, 
one against his brother George for wilfully, 
maliciously, etc., cutting down and destroy­
ing a number of maple trees in his sugary, 
and a second against Charles Woodman for 
a like offence. Henry says he was trying 
to shoot a dog that was chasing his sheep 
when George came up within reach of his 
gun, and George alleges that he and Wood 
man cut the trees to build up a line fence.

Sudden Death at Sheffield.

The many friends of Whitehead Barker, 
of Sheffield. Sunbury, will be pained to 
hear of his somewhat sudden death which 
occurred at his home Tuesday evening. The 
deceased had been in his usual good health 
up to the iatter part of last week, when he 
drank a large quantity of ice water while 
overheated from work in the hay field. He 
caught cold, pneumonia developed and his 
death followed. Mr. Barker was one of 
the best known and most popular residents 
of Sheffield, and his acquaintance was gen­
eral throughout Sunbury. He was a 
brother of Judge Barker of St. John, and 
Mrs. Cnrrier of this city. One of his daugh­
ters is the wife of Dr. Kierstead of Wood- 
stock. The funeral took place Thursday 
forenoon and was very largely attended.

Will Fight It Out.
The Globe says that J. Fraser Gregory is 

preparing to fight the suit which Mr. Bea­
man, of Boston, has taken against him for 
alienating the affections of Mrs. Beaman. 
Wednesday special bail was furnished on 
Mr. Gregory’s part through his solicitor, A. 
P. Barnhill. The bail are W. H. Murray, 
millowner, for $20,000, and J. R. Warner, 
millowner, for $5,000. An affidavit of justi­
fication was furnished with the bail. The 
bail need not have been entered into until 
August 5, but it enables the prosecution to 
go on with the case by at once fyling their 
declaration. The Globe has been given to 
understand there is no likelihood of a set­
tlement in this case. It will be fought out 
in the courts and Mr. Gregory expects to 
show that the intention is blackmail.

CHANGED FAITH.

Rev- Dr. Alexander and Prof. 
Stockley Have Renounced 

the Church of England,

And Gone Over to Rome.

The news from Montreal this week re­
garding the two Fredericton gentlemen 
whose names are at the head of this article, 
surprised nobody. Ever since Dr. Alexan­
der was formally discharged from the 
Cathedral by the Bishop, tl.e public have 
been looking for the announcement con­
tained below, and when it was known lhat 
with Prof. Stockley he bad gone to Montreal 
seeking spiritual light, all hope that the two 
would remain in the Anglican communion, 
was abandoned by their friends. All the 
available information on the subject is 
given as follows :

A Montreal despatch of Monday says: 
A very important and interesting ceremony 
took place this morning in the private 
chapel of the Archbishop’s palace. Rev. 
Mr. Alexander, late Dean of Fredericton, 
and Professor Stockley of the same place, 
were formally received into the Roman 
Catholic church, His Grace Mgr. Fabre offi­
ciating. After the learned New Brunswick* 
ers had thus made a public profession of 
their new laith they breakfasted with the 
Archbishop and quite a number of persons 
high up in the church and state.

The two converts had been here for some 
time receiving instruction from Rev. Father 
Jones, of the society of Jesus. The sponsor 
for Rev. Mr. Alexander was John Meagher, 
merchant of this city, while Rev. Canon 
Bruchési acted in the same capacity for 
Professor Stockley. The ceremony was ear­
ned out in the following order : Abjura­
tion, conditional baptism, the sacrement of 
penance, concluding with low mass and 
communion.

A later despatch says : Rev. Dr. Alexan- 
der and Prof. Stockley, who embraced Ro- 
mamism yesterday, could not be found to­
day. Mr. Alexander has been the guest of 
Dr. Kingston, a leading physician, and Prof. 
Stockley of John Meagher, wine merchant, 
but it is understood that they have left for 
the Jesuits’ college at Sault au Recollet.

(Montreal Gazette, Tuesday.)
Some weeks ago a special despatch to the 

Gazette from St. John, N. B., announced 
that Rev. Finlow Alexander, M. R., C.8. 
(Eng.), Episcopal dean of Fredericton, and 
Professor Stockley, of the University of 
New Brunswick, had abjured the Protestant 
faith and embraced Catholicism. Protest­
ant circles were considerably worked up 
over this announcement, but in many 
quarters it was discredited.

There is now no room for doubt on the 
matter. Yesterday morning these two 
gentlemen formally abjured their former 
faith and took their first vows in the Cath­
olic church before His Grace Archbishop 
Fabre.

The two gentlemen mentioned have been 
in Montreal for about two weeks receiving 
religious instruction at the hands of Rev. A. 
Jones, of the Society of Jesus, a professor in 
St. Mary’s College. When the news of 
their formal abjuration was received the 
college was closed, and on no pretext could 
the rev. fathers be seen. The whereabouts 
of the two gentlemen has been kept secret, 
and it is understood that they wished to 
avoid having the matter made public in the 
press. Consequently neither of the gentle­
men could be found.

At the Archbishop’s palace no one was 
desirous of going against the wishes of the 
two new converts. However, the Gazette 
obtained a confirmation from a gentleman 
whose authority cannot be doubted. Seeing 
that the matter was known he did not de­
sire longer to conceal it.

Everything being in readiness for the 
formal embracing of their new faith, this 
ceremony took place in the palace early 
yesterday morning, Mgr. Fabre officiating 
in person. The sponsor for Rev. Mr. 
Alexander was John Meagher, of Meagher 
Bros., wine merchants, 14 de Bresoles 
street, while Rev. Canon Bruchési acted in 
a similar capacity for Professor Stockley.

The ceremony took place in the follow­
ing order : A public abjuration of the faith 
formerly professed, the sacrament of bap­
tism in the form “ If you have not been 
baptized, I baptize you ; ” the sacrament of 
penance, followed by low mass and com­
munion.

The Rev. Mr. Alexander has a wife, now 
living in New Brunswick, while Professor 
Stockley is a widower.

A very interesting ceremony took place 
here today, and as it is not often that two 
gentlemen high up in the Anglican com­
munion embrace another faith, the event is 
of importance to members of the church 
that has lost, as well as the one that has 
gained a couple of eminent recruits. Some 
weeks ago the Church of England in Canada, 
and especially the Anglicans of New Bruns­
wick, were more or less disturbed by rumors 
to the effect that a well known divine and a 
prominent layman were about to go out 
from the church of their fathers, and cast in 
their lives with the followers of the Roman 
pontiff. These reports were soon accepted 
as true, and the names given by the New 
Brunswick press were Rev. Mr. Alexander, 
Episcopal Dean of the Diocese of Freder­
icton, and Prof. Stockley, who was at one 
time, if not now, connected with the Uni­
versity of New Brunswick. The Empire 
correspondent learned the other day that 
the two gentlemen, whose names will be on 
every one’s lips for a short season, had ar­
rived in this city, but as they naturally did 
not care to make their movements any more 
conspicuous than their spiritual wants 
demanded, it was with a great deal of dif­
ficulty that the place of their retreat was 
ascertained. This morning, however, news 
reached the ears of the correspondent that 
the ex-Dean of Fredericton and his fellow- 
convert, Professor Stockley, had been re 
ceiving instructions in the tenets of the 
faith they were about to personally em­
brace, at the hands of an able and well 
known member of the Jesuit order, and, in 
fact, the two distinguished New Bruns- 
wickers had been stopping at an establish­
ment not very far from St. Mary’s college 
since their first arrival in the commercial 
metropolis. It was also learned, after full 
enquiry on the part of the Empire, that 
Rev. Father Jones, of the Society of Jesus, 
and alleged to be the ablest of the many 
able theologians of the order in this province, 
had been selected to prepare Rev. Messrs. 
Alexander and Stockley for their formal 
entry into the Church of Rome. Few people 
in the great city knew that this morning 
had been set apart for the final step by the 
abjuration of the Anglican creed by the two 
gentlemen, who declare to all their friends 
that they have found new light and perfect 
peace, consequently few will make the dis­
covery until tomorrow that the Church of 
England in Canada has lost two of her 
leading adherents, and that the Roman 
Catholic church communion has made a 
corresponding gain.

To believer or unbeliever, Protestant or 
Catholic, the scene in Archbishop Fabre’s 
private chapel this morning was an im­
pressive and imposing one. Lifelong friends 
of the two converts were, of course, con­
spicuous by their absence, and strangers 
alone were present to encourage and fortify 
them in the serious act they were about to 
perform. It was, of course, right that Mgr. 
Charles Edouard Fabre should officiate at 
the ceremony and extend the hand of 
Catholic welcome into the new fold. Apart 
from the resident clergy, there were few 
persons present at the ceremony, which, 
however, did not lose any of its solemnity 
on this account. John Meagher, of the firm 
of Meagher Bros., acted as sponser for the 
ex-Dean, while the Rev. Canon Bruchési, an 
able member of the Archbishop’s household, 
acted in the same capacity for Prof. Stockley.
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The ceremony took place in the follow­
ing order : First came the abjuration of aH 
errors in faith and doctrine, followed by 
what is called in such cases as conditional 
baptism, which, of course, implies a doubt 
as to whether the convert has already re­
ceived that sacred rite. “ If you had not 
been baptized I now baptize you in the 
name of the Father and Holy Ghost,” was 
the form used to-day over the bowed heads 
of the converts, although, it must not be 
forgotten, that the church of Rome recog­
nizes baptism as administered by most of 
the Protestant denominations ; yet, at the 
same time it does not seem quite clear to 
the correspondent why there should have 
been any doubt'about an Anglican divine 
having been previously baptized. This 
ceremony was succeeded by the sacrament 
of penance, after which low mass was said, 
followed by communion. Dean Alexander’s 
wife was not present, and it is understood 
that Professor Stockley is a widower.

The Montreal Witness says that what 
position they will hold in the church is yet 
doubtful. The Rev. Mr. Alexander is mar­
ried. There is talk of an arrangement being 
made whereby his wife may enter one of 
the religious communities and he join the 
priesthood. Prof. Stockley will probably 
enter the priesthood at once. .[ The informa­
tion concerning Mrs. Alexander is, of course, 
only guess work, as the public have no 
evidence that she will follow her husband 
in his changed faith.—Herald.] .
