Cardinal Vaughan will probably 
visit Rome again this winter in 
oonneotion with the great question 
of the re-nnion of the Churches, 
This news is welcomed by his nu­
merous friends with hope and pleas 
ure, for he is recognized as ore 
whose calm, unprejudiced view of 
difficult questions may be accepted 
and relied upon with faith in hia- 
judgment A farther development 
of Father Berry’s systematic plan 
of dealing with waifs was inaugur­
ated on the 1st inet, when St. 

irnard’s Training Home, Everton- 
ent, , Liverpool—so called in 

memory of the late Bight Bov. Dr 
Bernard O’Beilly, Bishop of Liver­
pool, and blessed by the present 
Bishop, Bight Bev. Dr. Whiteside, 
on the occasion of the recent an­
nual conference of the St. Vinoout 
de Paul Society—was formally 
opened by the Bight Hon. H. W. 
Watts, Lord Mayor of Liverpool, 
The object of this new heme which 
is situated to the rear of the new St. 
Philip’s Home, is to give a number 
of the lads a certain amount of in­
dustrial training to enable them to 
earn a living. It has been started 
by Father Berry with that courage­
ous and trustful dependence upon 
Providence and public sympathy 
which has been a marked feature of 
his rescue work fro^. the begin­
ning ; and the interest evinced by 
all classes and creeds therein has 
been manifested in a very practical 
manner. The “ Bristol-Meroury,” 
in a temperate and well-written ar­
ticle urges that the Holy See in 
dealing with Freemasonry should 
draw a distinction between British 
and ‘oreign Masonry.

Catholics of their ways in a reli­
gious sense is being pursued with 
considérante success in many parts 
of Scotland. In no parish perhaps, 
is the harvest of souls more plenti­
ful than in that of St. Francis’, 
Glasgow, where a number of Protes­
tants are under instruction. Indeed, 
the significant phrase “ stream of 
conversions ” has lately been used 
in reference to this populous mis­
sion. This announcement will yield 
genuine pleasure to every pious 
Cathclio in the land of the Scot. A 
religious function of great interest 
has taken place with considerable 
pomp in the Pro-Cathodral of St. 
Andrew, Dundee. Solemn High 
Mass was sung in presence of a 
number of clergy and a considerable 
gathering of the laity, and an ap­
propriate sermon wrs preached by 
the Very R-v. Canon Donlevy, of 
St. Mary’s Cathedral, Edinburgh,the 
occasion being the unveiling of a 
new altar to the Sacred Heart of 
Jesus, devotion to which has spread 
with such rapidity in Scotland. 
Bev. Father Splaine, S. J., speak­
ing at Edinburgh on “The Union of 
the Churches, ’ directed attention 
to the fact that His Holiness has ad­
dressed his Encyclical Letter to the 
people of England and not to the 
Churches. This, the rev. leoturei 
pointed out, arises from the fact that 
his Holiness recognizes the utter 
impossibility of the Catholic Church 
attaching to itself denominations, 
such as the Anglican, that hold the 
Bible to be the only guide in faith 
and morals, and that pet mit inde­
pendent interpretation of the Bibli­
cal teachings. The lecturer pre ■ 

eded in a most lurid manner to 
Sow the folly of regarding the 

Bible, which was not compilei for 
two hundred years after Christ’s 
death, and which was for one thou­
sand years later beyond the reach of 
the vast majority of Christians, on 
account of its price, as the guide of

in English and as practised in Lat­
in countries. A more tel want at­
titude towards this country would 
make his position stronger and 
more logical than it is at present. 
The Catholic Times commenting 
upon the article says : We quite 
sgree with our contemporary that 
English, as distinguished from for­
eign freemasonry, is nowise sub­
versive of law and order, and does 
not partake in the remotest degree 
of a political character. But apart 
from its rites, which partake of a 
non-Oatholio religious character, 
there is an insuperable bar to its 
toleration which, we are sure, the 
editor of the “ Mercury ” will, on 
reflection, admit to be reasonable. 
The Catholic Church cannot sanc­
tion a secret oath-bound society. 
No man should be committed to 
principles and acts of which before 
.be is bound he knows little or noth­
ing.

IRELAND.

A correspondent of the Cork Her­
ald announces the death at Youghsl 
of Mrs. Mary Frances Regis Lynch, 
a member of the Presentation Com­
munity. Sister Regis was but 36 
years of age, and a little over ten 
years a religieuse. She was of deli­
cate health for years past, suffering 
from weak lungs and ptbisis super­
vening, that disease ultimately caus­
ed her death. She was much 
beloved, which, was owing to her 
docility and gentleness of manner, 
particularly by those to whom she 
imparted instruction, and those who 
shared her friendship deeply deplore 
her death. She was sister to the 
Rev. Father Lynch, C. C., Charle- 
ville, formerly curate at Queens 
town, and to Mr. Lynch, J. P , Lis- 
quinlan. The Community* have 
sustained a great loss on the. death 
of Sister Regis. It is not generally 
known that the magnificent pieces 
of lace made recently at the con­
vent, and which have still further 
enhanced the fame of Youghsl lace, 
were designed by her. In addition 
to the gifts of being an excellent 
portrait and landscape painter, Sis­
ter Regis bad a rare talent for in­
venting and drawing to the very 
finest detail, designs, some of them 
most wonderfully intricate, of 
Ybughal needlepoint laoe, and even 
on her deathbed, when her strength 
permitted her to work, she was 
busy drawing designs. On the let, 
lust., a young girl, residing with 
her parents near Ballyhob, left her 
home, saying she was going to pay 
a visit to an aunt of hers who lived 
a few m iss away. On the follow­
ing evening the parents ascertained 
that she had not gone to the aunt’s 
house at all, and she was traced to 
Bandon and Innishannon. She was 
greatly exhausted, having, accord­
ing to her own . statement, subsisted 
entirely on bliokberries and water 
from the time she left home. Cheap 
novels prompted her escapade. 
The annual celebration of the Feast 
of St. Finnbarr took place as usual 
in the *f Green Island of lone Gou- 
gane Barra,” immortalized by the

poet Calnan. The day was beauti­
fully fine. High Mass was cele­
brated by the Rev. Father Murphj, 
P. P. Inohigeela, in the mined her­
mitage of the saint, and both inside 
ard outside the crumbling walls 
vast crowds of people were congre­
gated. After the Mass the Rev. 
Father O'Shea ( Finn Barrs ) as­
cended the elevation in the centre 
of the enclosure and from it preach­
ed a very impressive, able, and for­
cible sermon on the life of the saint. 
He described the lineage of St. 
Finn Barr, hie labours in various 
parte of the country, and finally his 
death at Cloy ne. He then went 
on to describe the-intense faith, love 
of country, and love of religion 
which pervaded the Irish in those 
days.

There is a 
general conviction and belief that 
you have united w'th this order, as 
it is impossible to otherwise account 
for your recent course, utterances, 
etc. I am an A. P. A. leader and 
strong in this patriotic ord< r, as the 
one hope of our country. May God 
have mercy on you in your sad and 
fatal mistake, as I feel it to be.

If it means that 
upon England once more becoming 
united to the Catholic Church, it 
might be necessary or expedient for 
the good Of religion that we, thi 
aotusl Archbishop and Bishops, 
should efface ourselves, I have no 
hesitation in saying at once, gladly 
would we do so. Most certainly 
there is no one of us who would al­
low vague fears about possible re­
sults to our own position in conse­
quence of Reunion, to dictate a 
policy of opposition to any bones' 
and straightforward overtures made 
to the Holy See. This is the very 
object which we have most at heart. 
for which we have always labored 
and prayed, and to secure which no 
sacrifice we could possibly be called 
upon to make would be too great.
To sacrifice life itself in such a 
cause would be an unspeakable pri­
vilege—so intensely do we desire 
the welfare of our fellow country­
men, our brethren according to the 
flesh, in the Reunion of Christen­
dom.” If the accomplishment of 
the prayer of the Lord that His fol­
lowers might all be one, depended 
upon us Catholics, it would not 
long be deferred.

At the conference of the Catholic 
Truth Spoiety of England, recently 
held at Bristol, Rev. Sydney 
Smith, S. J. read a paper on the 
Apostolate of Public Halls, in the 
course of which he said : “ It has
been found within the last few 
years, in London and to a limited 
extent elsewhere, that Protestants 
will readily attend lectures on 
Catholic subjects if given in some 
public hall, or place not otherwise 
devoted to Catholic worship. In 
the diocese of Westminster, Father 
John Vaughan, supported by Mon­
signor Croke Robinson, Canon 
Moyee, Father Luke Rivington, Mr. 
Lister Drummond, and others, has 
started a movement of this kird. 
Town Halls in the different divi­
sions of the Metropolis, north of the 
Thames—at Islington, Hamatead, 
Lime House, Shoreditch, Holloway, 
Fulhdam, and Holborn—have been 
successively engaged for courses of 
seven and eight lectures each, one 
leotute being given in the week. 
On the south side of the river simi­
lar lectures have been given under 
the auspices of the Saint Geprge’s 
Branch of the Catholic Truth «Soci­
ety, the origin and mlhMensnoe of 
which are chiefly due to the zeal of 
Mr. Britten, the Honorary Secre­
tary of the Catholic Truth Society, 
and Mr. Thomas King, Honorary 
Secretary of the St George’s 
Branch. The attendance through­
out has in both oases been most edi­
fying. Without any very extensive 
advertisement, large and interested 
audiences have been attracted, in 
which the number of non-Catholios 
has been always considerable, and 
at times, perhaps, predominant 
while the number of men has com­
pared favorably with that of women. 
I have often counted bench after 
bench and found the men in the 
majority, and the walls towards the 
end are usually lined with men.” 
At the Westminster lectures, ques­
tions may be put by the persons in 
the audience either in writing or 
orally, and this feature adds to the 
interest and helps to spread the 
very information that is needed. 
Similar lectures have also been 
given at Cardiff and Lewisham, 
with satisfactory results.

Echoes of Italy’s sacreljgious cele­
bration of its seizure of the city of 
'bo Pope, aie still reverberating. 
Tbe Rome correspondent of the 
Baltimore Sun writes : “ A source
of soreness left by toe fetes to the 
monarchy and all belonging to it is 
that furnished by the absence of the 
Princes of Savoy from these patriot­
ic displays. Before thev came off 
it was announced that all the princes 
and dukes and duchesses would 
gather h ire. King Humbert, Queen 
Margaret and their son, the Prince 
of Naples, only came and hurried 
away as soon as they could. The 
anti-clerical journal of M-lan, Italia 
del Popol">, commenting on their 
absence, says : ‘ They are curious, 
theso Princes of Savoy, who would 
not go to Rome on the very days of 
the greatest festivity and who has­
tened away to Monzi, ... To us, 
in parenthesis, whether the Aostas 
go or do not go to Romo does not 
matter a red cent, but it appears to 
us that in acting in this fashion they 
show that they do not in any way 
feel the stimulus of that famous 
national sentiment of which the 
court journals and Crispi have so 
loudly declaimed during these days, 
They must assuredly think that 
Italy can do very well without 
Rome for its capitil !1 ” And not 
only the whole of the House of 
Savoy but all foreign sovereigns and 
princes staid away. They know 
that the ship is about to sink— 
Catholic Review-

The Albany, N. Y., Times-Union, 
recently contained a wll-wiit.cn 
and thoughtful review of the situa 
t’on in Italy.

To-day there are sixty- 
five Catholic districts in the Island, 
206 churches, chapels, or public 
oratories, a seminary at Nagasaki 
containing forty-four students, two 
colleges at Tokio and Nagasaki, 
with 154 students, three young 
ladies’ schools with 130 inmates, 
seventeen orphanages, with 1,892 
children, eighteen workshops, with 
303 artisans, thirteen pharmacies, 
three hospitals and a home for lepers 
The number of Catholics in Japan is 
about 60,000. There are eighty-four 
European missionaries, twenty na­
tive priests, seventeen clerics, 207 
catechists, twenty-one European 
religieuse, nine Japanese religieuse, 
and nineteen Japanese novices.— 
Exchange.

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Mr. Laurier’» various attitudes 
on the trade question are describ­
ed by the Belleville Intelligencer 
as follows “ Mr. Laurier was a 
protectionist in 1876, a 17£ per 
cent, tarif! man in 1877, a com­
mercial unionist in 1890-3,. an ad 
vocate of free trade as it is in 
England in 1894, and at present
he is a revenue-tariff-free-trade-is- 
impossible-reciprocityist. What
next ?”

The Toronto Mail and Empire 
neatly sums up Mr. Lauriers re 
cent teaching in Ontario as fol 
lows : “ The chief features of the 
programme are free trade, the in 
stallation of the Mercier party at 
Ottawa, and the giving to the 
provincial cabinets of the right to 
manipulate the federal franchise. 
These features are not reforms. 
They threaten aUke the prosper- 
ity of the people and the morality 
of public life."

SayS the Kingston News 
“ Those who talk so long, so loud 
ly and so incessantly about the 
tariff being a “ tox " granted to 
monopolists, entirely forget that 
every industry prosecuted by a 
tariff schedule is as free to them 
to embark in as for those actually 
engaged in it." Upon which the 
Halifax Mail remarks : The grits 
have often had this important 
fact pointed out to them, and been 
invited to partake in the riches of 
the monopolies they talk about ; 
but they have steadily refused to 
invest their money and grow rich, 
and this has led many people to 
the shrewd suspicion that the aw­
ful monopolies are only grit bal­
loons, and that the grits know it.

It appears, says the Mail and 
Empire, there is a promising mar­
ket for Canadian cider in Great 
Britain. If not at present, at all 
events in the near future, our 
farmers must make much more 
out of their orchards than they 
ever did in the past. The tremen­
dous waste of windfalls is now 
pretty well saved by the evapora­
tor, which turns to account even 
the peeling and cores of the poor­
er apples. The choicer fall apples 
it will soon be possible to ship to 
England without loss, through the 
application of cold storage. All 
other apples not suitable for dry­
ing or shipping can be made into 
cider. There remain only the 
fine hard fruit, for which there is 
always a good market in England. 
The economies introduced or now 
coming into the apple industry 
should make it a very profitable 
one.

The Irish Conference.

Mr. Justin McCarthy, M. P., the Irish 
leader, has written a letter to the news­
papers declining to join in the confer­
ence which the Rt- Hon. D. R. Planket, 
Conservative member of Parliament for 
Dublin University, has been trying to 
bring about between représentatives of 
the varions sections ef the Irish parties 
to discuss measures for the general good 
of Ireland, which might ba joiotly sub­
mitted to Parliament, Mr. McCarthy 
eays that he does not believe anything 
jn the way of material improvement in 
the condition of Ireland will be confer­
red by the Parliament at Westminster 
or Dublin castle which will extingnish 
the national deeire for Home Rale. 
Still, he could not take part in any 
organization having for Ite object to 
seek a substitute for that wlfiph he 
believee is Ireland’s greatest need. In 
reply, the Right Hon P, R. Planket 
has written to Mr. Justin McCarthy 
to deny that his proposal :S mimical to 
the Home Rale cause. He says he 
regrets Mr. McCarthy’s decision, but 
that he intends to preserve in his 
Ideas, and hopes for the aid of the 
other leaders, and for rfwt of Mr. Mc- 
Cnthy later.

As the present Dominion Par­
liament shall, if not previously 
dissolved, terminate by lapse of 
time within six months it is time 
the different leaders of the Grit 
party should make known their 
respective policies on the various 
important public questions of the 
day. On the trade question one 
of the leaders, Sir Richard Cart­
wright, has placed himself on re­
cord as an out and out “ free 
trader." Other leaders ; to wit, 
Mr. Laurier and Mr. Tarte, have, 
of late, been enunciating policies, 
differing according to time and 
place. Nor is it probable that 
they have yet completed their var 
iations. It would be rash to con­
jecture what further changes may 
come over the spirit of their dream 
before the elections take place. 
The effect of environment on Mr. 
Laurier's trade theories may best 
be illustrated by his remarks in 
different sections of the Country. 
For instance, during his visit, last 
year to the Northwest where 
there is very little manufacturing, 
his speeches promised free trade. 
The following, from an address at 
Winnipeg, is 4 fair example : “ We 
shall give you free: tirade, “ and 
although it will be a hard fight 
we shall not give in one inch, or 
retrace one step, until we have 
reached the goat, and that goal is 
the same policy of free trade as 
exists in England to day. ”

This language cannot be doubt­
ed. It is an express declaration 
of “ free trade as it is in England." 
The same positive declarations of 
a determination to wipe out every 
vestige of protection were made 
in the rural portions of Quebec. 
But when Mr. Laurier addressed 
audiences, ip Toronto and Mon­
treal, he was careful not to make 
any such sweeping statements re 
garding free trade ; so he had re­
course to a considerable amount 
of trimming. In his recent cam­
paigning tour in those sections of 
Ontario, where some of the larger 
and more prosperous industries 
are found, Mr. Jjanrier regaled 
his hearers with a bran new order 
of speeches. He not only did not 
manifest any disposition to oppose 
protection, himself ; but endorsed 
strongly protectionist speeches 
made by some of his followers. 
At Elmira, for instance, a Mr. 
Snider, the Liberal candidate for 
North Waterloo, is reported in 
the Liberal organ to have said: 
So far as protection is concerned 
my views on the tariff question 
are these : I should not venture to 
support any government, if I 
should happen to be the choice of 
the electors of jSorth Waterloo, 
and I should not want to go down 
and represent you with the idea 
in your minds that I would en­
deavor to help free trade, that is 
entire free trade, for I don’t think 
we could possibly have it. 
don’t think our party, as a party; 
would think of introducing it at 
the present time, Some people 
have *n idea that free 'trade 
would be a good thing. I believe 
myself, that free trade is a good 
thing. I believe that as firmly 
as anybody could believe it, but 
it is a question whether it is 
adapted to oar conditions at the 
present time. I think it would 
be impossible so long as we re­
quire such an immense sum of 
money to meet our current ex 
papfliture. So long as we have 
to pay ten million dollars annu­
ally simply to meet opr interest 
account, besides the immense 
amount of money that is required 
outside of that, we simply cannot 
have free trade unless we have 
direct taxation. Everybody knows 
that is not what is panted. I be­
lieve that so far as the tariff is 
concerned, we can make changes 
that will be beneficial to all con­
cerned, that will relieve a great 
many manufacturers on their raw 
material.” It will be freely ad­
mitted that this is by no means, a 
free trade (Jeglaration. Yet, Mr. 
Laurier spoke after tlr. Snider 
and commended bis doctrine on 
the trade question.

Berlin, Ont., is another manu­
facturing centre. At a meeting 
held there, Mr. Snider was, again, 
one of the chief speakers. He i§ 
thus reported in his own party or­
gans : In regard to protection, I 
could hardly ever see the differ­
ence on these two points—-pro­
tection and free trade. I ofould 
hardly gver see that the differ­
ence ought to be eo enlarged up­
on ae it frequently is. We 
know that we have not had pure 
and simple free trade for years. I 
do not remember the time when 
we have had it We have always 
bad 4 duty against certain classes 
of goods.. In I87§ and afterwards 
changes were mad6? and, for p»y 
part, I believe it would haye beep 
in the interest of the liberal party 
had Mr. Mackenzie seen fit to have 
changed his tariff at that time, in­
stead of leaving it as it was then, 
for I thipjk fp was necessary at 
that time that a higfief tariff 
should have been levied. It was 
necessary to insreasa the tariff so 
as to secure a large revenue, and 
a larger revenue was necessary, I 
think. . . They claim “ that the 
manufacturers are growing rich. ” 
I believe a few are growing rich, 
but, as a rqle, if yon asp the 
manufacturers throughout the 
country, they have not been mak­
ing very much money of late. In 
fact, it is quite plain all over the 
world that for some years back

depression existed, and if depres­
sion exists no country can ^expect 
to make headway rapidly, either 
with respect to the manfacturing 
or the agricultural classes. Some­
times they say the manufacturers 
are rolling in wealth. I am sure 
the majority of manufacturers 
have not been making more than 
they should have made. Some, 
of course, have made more money 
than is necessary. I believe there 
are those who are protected so 
unnecessarily high that they have 
been able to make more raone than 
properly belongs to them. I think 
the Liberal party, if they get into 
power, will adjust matters some­
what differently from what they 
are now, but Idonotthink for one 
moment any specific change will 
be made to revolutionize trade, 
know some manufacturers are 
afraid if the liberal party should 
go into power that everything 
would be thrown aside as far as 
their interests are concerned. 
Now, I am sure the liberal party, 
as a party, have got amongst them 
business men. They know they 
cannot wipe out of existence in­
dustries that have arisen through 
the influence of the present system 
that has been adopted. If it is a 
wrong system it has been intro­
duced through the influence of 
the represeritatiyes of the people, 
chosen to represent them, True, 
the system has brought changes in 
our manufacturing lines. It would 
be simply ruin if any party, either 
liberal or Conservative, should go 
to work and wipe out of existence 
what has been brought about un 
der the present state of things. 
Nothing, nowpvar, vpuld be done 
to jeopardize the interests of the 
manufacturers or anybody else. 
(Applause). I will go further and 
say this, if I should happen to be 
your representative after the next 
election, and the Liberals should 
get ipÿo power, if anything should 
be done that I believe would be 
against the interests of the manu­
facturers and the people at large, 
I could not support it" Surely 
this is the language of a rank pro­
tectionist ; yet Mr. Laurier takes 
this mein to his bosom, as a good 
Liberal, as the following remarks 
from him, on the occasion will 
show : “I understand that some of 
my fellow countrymen in this 
town of old protectionist views 
say that my friend Mr. Snider 
made a proteptionist speech at El­
mira yesterday. So far so good. 
If the protectionists of the towns 
of Berlin and Waterloo are satis 
fled with the declaration of Mr. 
Sqjder, if they claim he is a pro­
tectionist, let them send to Qttawa 
such a protectionist as Mr. Snider. 
“ What’s in a name ? A rose by 
any other other name would smell 
as sweet " ^1 do not care what 
yqq toll him. For my part I am 
ready to admit bitp to the ranks 
of the liberal party just as he is 
and will be, and he will be a good 
supporter, I am sure of the liberal 
cause.” From the evidence here 
quoted it must appear quite clear 
to every unbiased reader that Mr. 
Laurier’s trad0 doctrines are suffi­
ciently elastic to please the most 
fastidious.

Now, while Sir Richard Cartwright, 
Mr. Laurier and the other leaders of 
the Liberal party in Ontario and 
Quebec |fp thus delivering them 
selves, it would seem mast opportune 
that our own Mr. L. H. Davies, the 
leader of the Maritime Grits, should 
declare himself on the great living 
public issues. Why is he silent ; 
why does hp keep bis followers in 
suspense ; why does be not give 
them a “ Sign ” by which to conquer ? 
What is to be his shibboleth, when 
next he rallies his forces for the on­
slaught ? Has “ free trade, as it is in 
England,” so far as he is concerned, 
lost its magic ? During the last ses 
sion of Parliament, while discussing 
the question of “ free trade as it is in 
England,” Mr. Davies said he would 
not be in favor of his party acting in 
this matter, after the fashion of “ a 
bull iu a china shop.” From this 
we infer that, at that particular time, 
he would favor coming to a iree 
trade basis, by degrees. But that is 
six months or so ago, afid as Grit 
trade policies undergo frequent 
changes ip fhat length of time, it 
would be interesting to know how far 
he has receded from his then dec’ar- 
ed position towards lf free trade as it 
is in England.’’ Nor is the trade 
question the only important issue 
agitating the public mind in Canada, 
just at present There is, for instance, 
the Manitoba sehooi question, con­
cerning which Mr. Laurier has made 
as many, as various and as contradic­
tory statements as he has regarding 
the tariff. Mr. Davies, as leader of 
all the Grits in the Maritime Prov­
inces, should give the public the 
benefit of his matured convictions pn 
this all important matter. During 
an election campaign in Westmor­
land, N. B., in August last, he is 
reported to have *• denounced the 
Governipepl fojr Interfering at all, in 
the affairs of Manitoba.?' That is 
some time ago, and in consequence 
of the fickleness of Grit notions on 
public questions, it would be inter­
esting to know whether or not he is 
still of that frame of mind on that 
particular sqbjeç|b. In view of all 
the facts, it Is quite evident that tfr. 
Davies, as a political leader, will be 
guilty of a dereliction of duty, and of

inflicting a serious injury on his nu­
merous followers if he does not, at 
once, declare himself on the great 
questions agitating the minds ol the 
body politic in this Dominion.

A monument to Sir John McDonald 
was unveiled at Kingston on Wednes­
day last. The ceremony waa meet im­
posing and the day waa a memorable 
one for the late chietain’s old home. 
Sir Mackenzie Rowell unveiled the 
monument amid loud cheering from the 
multitude, and immediately the old flag 
was ran up on the grand staff in Mac­
donald Park, one hundred yards die 
tant, on the like shore, and the battery 
gone began to boom. They kept boom 
ing until eighteen cartridges had been 
disposed of. The band of the 14th 
batallion then played Rule Brittania, 
which waa followed by a chorus, Canada, 
Fair Canada, by the children. The ef­
fect waa very marked, and created 
great enthusiasm among the spectators, 
The first address wae made by Sir Mac 
kenzie Rowell, whose ' remarks were 
most appropriate and praiseworthy of 
hie old colleague- Another chorus, 
The Maple Leaf Forever, waa sung by 
the childreo, and then Hon. Dr. 
Montague, the orator of the day, was 
introduced. It was his first,appearance 
in Kingston. Hie effort folly realized 
the expectations of hie hearers. He 
wae followed by the Hon. 0. A, Kirk 
Patrick, Lieutenant Governor of Ontario; 
Hon. G, E. Foster, Hon. G. W. Roes, 
Minister of Edooation in Ontario ; and 
Hon Dr. Sullivan, of Kingston. Every 
address was well received, and the 
finance ministers effort wae magnificent. 
Itehonld be mentioned that politics 
were entirely obscured, many premia 
ent reformers taking active part in the 
work. For instance, the chairman of 
the printing committee wae E. J. B 
Pense, president of the reform associa- 
tion. He leaned a beautiful souvenir 
of the occasion. Sir Adolphe Csron, 
Sir Hibbert Tapper and Hon. Clarke 
Wallace telegraphed their regrets at not 
being able to be present.

The Western Chronicle aaye : One of 
the saddest events that has ever come 
under the notice of the citizens of Kent- 
ville occurred Friday, when yonng 
Edward Martin, of Glace Bay, Nfld., 
died of hemomghage of the lunge at 
the railway station. When the train 
stopped at Kentville that afternoon, 
this yonng man got off and going to the 
basin in the hall began to bleed at the 
month gnd noose. He stood there for 
some few minutes unotioed, when he 
wae approached by a gemleman who 
noticed his condition and inquired of 
him: “What ie the matter I” He 
replied : “Oh, my God 11 am bleeding; 
get me a doctor, quick. I asked that 
man there to get me one, but he won’t, ” 
This gentleman then turned to the man 
standing near and said : Why didn’t 
yon get him a doctor?” Receiving 
no reply, he ran ont on the platform to 
find Dr. Woodworth whom he had seen 
there a few moments previously. About 
this time the deceased was found stand, 
ing at the basin by Policeman Davie, 
who supposing him to have beeq in a 
fight or drank, took him by the arm and 
led him oat to the edge of the platform. 
Here he wae met by Dr. Woodworth, 
who immediately recognized the serions- 
ness of the ease' and at the same time 
the fact that nothing could be done for 
him. His heart blood wae flowing from 
hie month and nooee in ench a stream 
that in a very few minutes he waa 
dead. The suddenness of this ssd event 
will be realized when it is understood 
that ten minnte# from the time fie was 
taken with bleeding he was a corpse.

In Honor et n Cemdlen Hero.
The monument erected in honor of 

the hero of Chateaugnay wae unveiled 
at firyson, Que., on Saturday last, by 
the little grand daughter of Col. De 
Salabery, who with 300 Canadian volun­
teers repulsed 7,000 American soldiers 
under Hamptoh. Amongst those com­
posing the party were Sir Adolphe Caron 
and Hon. A. R. Dickey, representing 
the Dominion government ; Henry De 
Salabery, Çhateapgnay De Salabery, 
Ren De' Salabery, Misa Hermine De 
Salabery, Misa Alice Da Salabery and 
Mise Therse De Salabery, grand chil­
dren of the hero of Chateaugnay. One 
hundred and fifty men of the Montreal 
garrison artillery, under command of 
Lieut.-Colonel Cole, and accompanied 
by the garrison band, accompanied the 
party. Sir A. P, Caron delivered an 
eloquent address in French, in which 
he eulogised the services of De Salabery 
and hie companions, who by their 
victory had saved lower Canada to the 
British crown ; for had they not won 
the batt|e, Montreal qould have surely 
fallen and Lower Canada have been 
taken by the Americans Hon. Mr. 
Dickey, minister of militia, followed in 
a brief address in English, in which he 
justified the erection of such monuments 
by the Canadian Parliament as a patri­
otic work. These monuments were not 
eregteg in *07 spirit of enmity to the 
Americans, or of braggadocio, bnt 
simply to perpetuate the memory of 
Canadian heroes and their glorious 
deeds.

Murderer Holmee.

Professor Robertson arrived at 
Summerside yesterday evening, and ie ex 
pected here this evening.

Ripe strawberries were picked in Mr. 
Henry Holl’s garden, Upper Prince Street, 
on Sunday last. So says the Examiner.

It is stated says the Halifax Herald that 
the rate of civic taxation in that city the 
coming year will jump from $1.38 to $1.65 
per $100.

General Manager Clouston, of the 
Bank of Montreal, says; “Times have 
changed for the better, all over, while 
things are on the boom in British Colum­
bia. ”

H. H. Holmes, or Herman Mudget, 
whose name or alias has rung throughout 
the length and breadth of the continent as 
the most unscrupulous and skillful mor 
derer of modern times, was placed on trial 
for his life on Monday morning in the 
court of Oyer and Terminer of Philadel 
phia. The specific charge to which he 
was called upon to answer is the murder 
of Benj. F. Pietsel, and has already offi 
oially declared himself not guilty. The 
revolting details of the many crimes with 
which Holmes’ name has been directly or 
indirectly connected have been given such 
publicity, and the cold, implacable de 
meanor which has ^characterized the man 
throughout, has been so frequently com­
mented upon, that the trial will probably 
pass into history as the most celebrated 
case known to the criminal annals of the 
western hemisphere. The Commonwealth 
has rlready spent thousands of dollars to 
bring the prisoner to justice, and there is 
an indication that should a conviction for 
murder in the first degree be obtained he 
will be railroaded to the gallows.

Sir McKenzie Bowell and Sir Charles 
H. Tupper arrived at Washington, in 
connection with the Behring Sea affair, 
on Monday, and are guests at the British 
Embassy.

It is announced that Princess Maud, the 
youngest daughter of the Prince of Wales, 
is betrothed to Prince Kail, the second son 
of Prince Frederick, heir apparent to the 
throne of Denmark.

The store of T. J/Bom$*,vaÜ A^ntigonish, 
Was entered by burglers a few nights ago 
and $250 worth of jewelry was taken there­
from. The constebles are after two 
suspicious characters.

At the forthcoming session of the 
Dominion Parliament it is the Govern­
ment’s intention to introduce a bill di- 
viding Alberta into two electoral districts, 
with one additional representative in Par 
liament.

Paris advices dated yesterday, announce 
that the French ministry wafiv>4efeated in 
the Chamber of Duputies, on a Railway 
question. Tne ministers immediately 
tendered their resignation to the President 
of the>Republio.

Inspector O’Riblly, commanding the 
cruiser Fiona, has returned to St. John's, 
Nfld., with information respecting a whole 
series of smuggling cases at Burin iand its 
neighborhood. He arrested a dozen lead­
ing traders thereabouts and seized a large 
quantity of smuggled liquor, tobacco, tea 
and sugar.

Thomas L. Brownell, of Lockport, N 
S., while feeding live stock a few nights 
ago, knocked his lantern down, setting 
fire to the hay in the barn. He had ju»t 
time to save the horses and cattle. The 
contents, consisting of hay, grain, farming 
utensils, etc., were all destroyed, Small 
insurance.

There is a big sensation in Montreal 
over the repudiation by Mr. Laurier of La 
Patrie, the Liberal organ. Ex-Mayor 
Beaugrand had announced that the paper 
would be run on the old Liberal lines as in 
the days of Doutre and Dorion, and Mr. 
Laurier wrote a letter of protest, saying 
that he belonged to the English svhool of 
Liberalism. La Patrie will reply and 
maintain its positif*-,

Polar Expedi ion

The documents from the explorer Jack 
son which were brought back by the 
Windward, after leaving the explorer on 
Franz Joseph Land, and which were kept 
sealed up in one of the cabins of tho Wind 
ward during her return trip, were opened 
at London, the other day. Upon being 
opened the papers were found to record 
that the expedition landed at Cape Flora 
on September 7, where they erected log 
houses. All the members were given cer­
tain duties to insure regular exercise. 
Bears soon appeared to the number of 30, 
and, together with eight walrssee, were 
killed and added to the winter’s provi­
sions. The only man who died of scurvy 
refused to eat bear’s meat. The winter 
was very tempestuous, and the Arctic 
bears prowled around tbe log cabins, and 
even looked in at the windows. The win 
ter darkness ended on February 23. 
Jackson and two others started north on 
Marcn 10, with two ponies and two 
sledges. The temperature was sometimes 
45 degrees below zero. The ponies 
proved- to be invaluable for clambering 
over hummocks in tbe ice. The country 
generally was at a height of 2,500 feet, 
and was covered with ice sheets, which 
were interrupted along the coast by high 
basaltic cliffs, on which were found mosses 
and Arctic flowers. The journey revealed 
many inaccuracies in the charts. The 
iand was found on the Austria sound coast 
line to be different than is shown by the 
maps of the Austrian expedition. Sea Is­
lands were found where the mainland was 
supposed to exist. The furthest point 
which was reached was latitude,81 degrees 
20 minutes north, where two boats were 
left for use later in the summer. Three 
depots were also established en route. 
Many geological specimens were taken 
which show that the formation of the land 
is mainly basaltic, A second journey be­
gan in April and ended in the middle of 
day. It was attended with stormy 

weather, and frequently the temperature 
was 50 degrees below zero. Progress was 
difficult on account of the deep crevasses 
and the morasses of mud, Jackson opines 
that horses are the best means of reaching 

high latitude up to the end of April. 
Out of 32 dogs only two died. He fore­
sees nothing to prevent the advance, as 
intended, along the coast, and a voyage to 
the west coast of Franz Joseph Land 
during the summer.

A conference to arrange the details of 
the proposed arbitration to assess Behring 
sea seizure damages meets at Washington 
this week. Premier Bowell and Sir C. H. 
Tupper constitute the Canadian re­
presentatives at the conference. As stated 
some time ago, the proposal is that there 
should be only two arbitrators, one for 
Great Britain and the other for the United 
States. It is expected that a British Col­
umbia judge will be recommended to the 
home government as the British represen­
tative.

Monsignor O’Brien, member of the 
papal household, died suddenly at St. Pat­
rick’s Presbytery, Montreal, on Thursday 
•»st. He was overcome by a fainting fit 
on Sunday morning when saying Mass in 
St. Patrick’s Church. He’was very low 
and at his own request the last sac! aments 
of the church were admfnistered to him by 
Father Quinlivan. On Monday, however, 
it was thougdt that he had recovered, al­
though he was still weak and rest was con­
sidered imperative by his medical advisers. 
Thursday afternoon he took dinner as 
nenal and afterwards remarked that he 
would go out for a walk. He did not do 

however, as while he was speaking to a 
priest he dropped dead.

There were eleven degrees of frost 
in London, England, Thursday morn 
ing, and tbe cold was very severe in 
the north of Britain. Snow fell in 
Lancashire and other points through- 
out the night.

A cable was received by the mar­
ine department, Ottawa, on Saturday 
stating that tbe government steamer 
Quadra had run on Portland reef, 
about eight miles east of Victoria. 
A tug and scows have been sent to 
the assistance of the vessel.

The correspondent at Constanti­
nople of the London Times tele­
graphs : “ A threatening letter was
found at the palace addressed to the 
Sultan recently. An inquiry incrim­
inated 14 members of the household. 
All of them were executed on the 
same day.”

News has reached Quebec that the 
steamship Brazilian, Capt. Whyte, 
from Montreal for London, of the 
Allan line, has gone ashore two miles 
below Cape Laigle. Particulars of 
the accident are lacking. The 
wrecking steamers Relief and Lord 
Stanley have gone to her assistance.

Over 100 negro students live in 
the Paris Quartier Latin. They 
come chiefly *6m Hayti, and the 
French colonies of Guadeloupe and 
Guyane. The Haytians are well toff 
and dress well, as their government 
pays them $90 a month while abroad. 
They have a newspaper of their own, 
La Fraternité.

The total salmon pack of British 
Columbia was 512,197 cases of 48 
one-pound tins, an increase of 17,826 
over 1894—a splendid result, as this 
was thought to be an off year. It is 
generally conceded in the Province 
that the government hatchery is large­
ly responsible for this improvement 
in the fishery.

Anthony and Blernie Koch, the 
two children of Anthony Koch, pro­
prietor of the Queen’s hotel, Hamil­
ton, Ont., who lost his own life in 
rescuing his family from the burning 
hotel Tuesday night of last week, 
died Wednesday of injuries sustained 
in the fire. Another child and Mrs. 
Andrews, who was a guest at the ho­
tel, are in a critical condition.

Tbe schooner Susan P. Thurlow, 
from Boston for Louisburg, C. B, 
went ashore on Spectacle island on 
Friday. She floated on the incom­
ing tide uninjured. Schooner Mary 

Olys, stranded Saturday week in 
Kennebunk river, was floated Friday 
by a tug and towed to Kennebunk- 
port. She afterwards sank in the 
channel, but was pumped out by a 
tug and taken to a place of safety.

A terrible accident took place on 
Monday in a manufacturing establish­
ment on St. Catherine street, Mon­
treal. A workman named Albert 
Vautier was engaged polishing a piece 
of iron, when a large emery wheel, 
making two thousand revolutions a 
minute, burst into a thousand pieces, 
striking the unfortunate man to the 
floor. Vautier’s head was terribly 
crushed, but he gained consciousness 
and said, “ I am finished ; go and 
tell my poor wife,” The poor fellow 
was taken to the Notre Dame bospi- 
tab where he died during the even­
ing. He leaves a widow and three 
children.

Bern!, Indiana, at 1 o’clock on Satur­
day afternoon was wrecked at a cul­
vert on Kankakee marsh, seven miles 
west of that place, shortly after noon 
time. Nine were- injured, but none 
killed. Tbe marsh was on fire and 
the train rushed full speed into the 
culvert, which the engineer did not 
see on account of the smoke. The 
engine left the track. The train con­
sisting of mail, baggage, express car 
and four coaches, was telescoped and 
the burning culvert soon set fire to 
the wreck. The wind swept the 
flames through the train and in a 
short time every car was reduced to 
ashes.

One man was killed, one was fatal­
ly, and lour seriously, hurt by an ex­
plosion in the dry and mixing-room 
of the fibreloid works at Newbury- 
port, Mass., on the 23rd. inst. The 
cause of the explosion will probably 
never be known, as McManus, the 
man killed, was the only person in 
the room at the time of the accident. 
It is thought to have happened 
through the overheating of a quantity 
of celluloid in process of preparation 
for the manufacture of collars and 
cuffs. The explosion was like the 
report of a cannon, and the concus­
sion was felt like an earthquake 
shock throughout the city. The side 
of the building was blown completely 
out, and the roof was carried nearly 
two hundred feet into tbe air. The 
firm employs about 100 men, several 
of whom, besides those mentioned 
were badly cut by flying glass. The 
building was the scene of a similar 
explosion in 1891.

Where a Martyr Died.

BLOOD

A notable pilgrimage in England 
last month was that on September 12, 
of 12,000 people to the scene of the 
martyrdom of Blessed Richard Whit­
ing, last Abbot of Glastonbury, before 
the defection of England from the 
unity of the faith. The long pro­
cession closed by representatives of 
the Society of Jçsus and the Domini, 
can, Benedictine, Carmelite, and 
Franciscan orders in their habits, and 

large body of secular clergy. 
Dom Gilbert Dolan, O. S. B , vested 

a cope, and attended by deacon 
and sub-deacon, in red dalmatics, 
bore a relic of the true;Cross; and 
the Bishops of the diocese, the Right 
Rev. Dr. Brownlow, as also the Right 
Rev. Dr. Graham, Bishop of Cizamus 
and Coadjutor of Plymouth, took part 
in the pilgrimage. The streets were 
lined by crowds of people whose 
attitude was most sympathetic and 
espectful as the long procession 

passed through tbeir midst, reciting 
the Rosary, and singing the bvmns 

Faith of Our Fathers, ” the “ Hymn 
of the Sacred Heart, ” and “ Hail ! 
Queen of Heaven. ” On arriving ai 
the foot of the Tor the pilgrims, 
though necessarily no longer in such 
perfect order, commenced the steep 
and toilsome ascent. At some dis­
tance from the summit, taking advan­
tage of a stretch of level ground, the 
pilgrims were divided into three 
bodies, and addresses were delivered 
at different iioints by the Right Rev. 
T. B. Snow, O, S. B , titular Abbot 

Glastonbury ; by Prior Ford, of 
Downside; and Father Feltcher, 
(Master of the Guild to Ransom.) 
Abbot Snow said : No spot on this 
Island brings out more completely the 
continuity of the Catholic faith than 
the hallowed ground around this 
venerable abbey. You come as pil­
grims to the place where for centuries 
your fathers came as pilgrims—not 
only English and Norman pilgrims, 
but Saxons and Britons before them. 
You come for the same purpose, 
guided by the same motive, to show 
outward loyalty to the same faitb, to 
pay honor to the same Christian hero­
ism, to reverence this ground, sacred 
and dear to memory. Tradition 
takes us back to the foot of the Cross 
and the Holy Sepulchre, when Joseph 
of Arimatbea gave up his own tomb 
in exchange for a resting-place in the 
far West, in this island of Avalon, 
where his bones were laid somewhere 
near you. Legend with its indistinct 
glamor peoples the spot with the 
memories of Arthur and Guinevere, 
Merlin and Gildas. All that they 
held dear drew the Christian Britons 
to this spot, where the sacredness of 
their religion was linked with the 
glory of their chivalry, and where 
they could reverence the site of the 
old church of wattles, the blossoming 
thorn, and the miraculous spring, as 
well as the tombs of their heroes 
The 3axon smote the Briton and 
drove him to the fastness of Cornwall, 
but he touched not Glastonbury; and 
why ? Because be had the same faith, 
the same reverence for the sacred spot 
The Saxon knelt where the Briton had 
knelt, the Saxon priest said Mass at 
the same altar as the British priest, 
and Saxon pilgrims flocked where 
British pilgrims had flocked. “So 
for those centuries Glastonbury be­
came a place of Saxon pilgrimage, 
until it acquired a sacredness dear to 
Saxons Here St. Dunstan grew up 
as a boy, imbued with the spirit of the 
place ; here be became a monk, clad 
his brethern iu the Benedictine habit, 
taught them the Benedictine rule, 
and built up a noble abbey. The 
ruthless Dane spared Glastonbury and 
it almost seemed a bond of reconcilia­
tion, for here Canute knelt at the 
tomb of Edmund Ironside. Then 
came the Norman to overcome the 
Saxon, and he in turn knelt at the 
shrine, and the conqueror and the 
vanquished could meet in prayer 
within these hallowed precincts. 
When Briton and Saxon, Dane and 
Norman, became wedded into one 
English people, pilgrims from all parts 
of the land streamed into Glastonbury 
every year to reverence the memories 
sacred to each of the races, because 
each held the same faith and honored 
the same Christian heroes. And now 
after 300 ye.rs of darkness and trial 
you have come to the old spot, trod­
den by so many pilgrim feet, and 
imbued with the old spirit and the 
old faith, you have come to honor the 
latest glory of Glastonbury, the public 
recognition by the Church of the 
martyrdom of the list abbot, the 
Blessed Richard Whiting.

“ It is not difficult to reconstruct in 
imagination tb? abbey from the vener­
able ruins around us, to add roof and 
gable, altars and storied windows, to 
picture the cloisters and courtyards, 
with tbeir blocks of buildings spread 
over half the modern town, the 
chapter-room, the library,the refectory, 
the cells, the bospitium, the college 
blocks. In the midst of these 
Richard Whiting passed bis boyhood 
and youth, Here his frame gained 
strength and bis mind opened : here 
he studied and played, laughed1 in the 
corridors and sang in the choir. 
Oftentimes he has run up this Tor 
Hill, looked out at the expanse, and 
hurried back to his" lessons. The 
gallows had not forecast its shadow 
or its glory, in the joyous days of boy­
hood. In due time, prostrate before 
the altar of the magnificent church, 
he made his vows to God and his 
Holy Father, St. Benedict, and was 
received into the brotherhood with 
the kiss qf peace, Like many of the 
martyrs, we know little of bis early 
life, the training of the heart, and the 
building up of that constancy, forti­
tude, and love that ended in the 
greater act of love, fl?e giving of life 
for Friend and Master.

“ Over every monk of Glastonbury 
the spirit of the place cast its spell 
its dim traditions dating to the dawn 
of Christianity, its time-honored 
memorials of the oldest saintly heroes, 
its noble church, its sacred shrines, 
its annual influx of pilgrims, thé 
solemn Office that for centuries had

re-echoed in the rafters of the roof- 
all these imparted to every monk of 
the venerable abbey a holy nobility 
and aspirations to make himself 
worthy of a saintly ancestry and 
saintly home. Those influences 
doubtless swayed the heart of Brother 
Richard Whiting. Except a brief 
sojourn at a Benedictine college at 
the ^university where he took bis 
degree, and later attendances at Par 
liament, he seems to have spent his 
whole life within the monastery pre­
cincts. He probably taught in the 
college, took part in the administra­
tion ot the monastery, gained know­
ledge and experience, and grew in 
piety and fervor. He was retired 
from the world, buried like a grain of 
corn, and his name and reputation 
became known to the wor'd only at 
the death of Abbot Bere, in 1525. 
The community placed the selection 
of a successor into the band of 
Cardinal Wolsey, a man of wide 
experience, shrewd intelligence and 
insight iuto character. After a fort­
night's inquiry his choice fell upon 
Father Richard Whiting, a minor 
official of the monastery.

“ The document annoncing it des­
cribes him as an upright, and religious 
man, a prudent and discreet man, a 
priest commendable for his life, virtues 
and learning, and watchlul and cir­
cumspect in both spirituals and 
temporals. In the great church close 
by, where probably he made his First 
Communion, where he had dedicated 
himself to God in religion, and where 
he may have been ordained, there 
was he solemnly blessed as Abbot of 
the most noted abbey in the kingdom. 
The charge was an anxious one ; the 
tuling and moulding of his monastic 
family, the supervi ion of the large 
establi.-hment, the administration ol 
the vast estates required virtue and 
capacity, Of his fourteen years’ 
administration we have only occasion­
al glimpses. Yes, we have one glori­
ous testimony, the grudging testimony 
of an enemy. One of its base mis­
creants who were sent forth to vilify 
monastic life, who were paid to slander, 
who sought to blast the reputations of 
virgins and holy men, when he came 
into the atmosphere of Glastonbury 
and was confronted with the Rule of 
Abbot Whiting, reluctantly admitted 
that the discipline was straight, and 
the conduct exemplary. Such an 
acknowledgement from a foul-mouth­
ed and foul-minded man is the highest 
encomium on the Rule of the saintly 
Abbot.

“ Those were troublesome times of 
which no one could forecast the issue. 
We can now survey tbe drama calmly 
because we know the end, but in those 
days much was confused and uncer­
tain. The hazy lines of temporal 
and spiritual authority, the feudal 
tenure of temporals from tbe king, 
the permission to elect, the opposition 
to the appointment ot foreigners to 
English benefices, the objection to 
the taxation of ecclesiastical revenues 
by the Roman Court, all tended to 
create a mist around the question of 
supremacy. Cardinal Wolsey had 
himself suppressed some monasteries, 
and when commissioners came to 
demand the surrender of others, or to 
tender tbe oath ol supremacy, who 
could te}l what the issue of supremacy 
really meant? There was tpuch 
trickery and cajolery, distortion and 
refinement of terms and saving clauses. 
Was it a passing storm? Was the 
Church and religion really in danger ? 
Was it better to yield a little when 
one could, or to resist to the utter­
most? Opinions differed and the 
responsibility was great. Most of the 
monasteries subscribed to tbe oath, 
and among them Abbot Whiting and 
his community, Whether this were 
an error of judgment or of weakness, 
tight nobly did he rectify it. In spite 
of difficulty and danger, he continued 
the even tenor of bis saintly life and 
just Rule, when the thunderbolt fell 
on the far-famed Glastonbury.

“ Cromwell’s minions found him 
peacefully sojourning at the Manor 
of Sharpham. He replied to their 
recriminations with calmness, kind­
ness, and dignity, and foiled their 
attempts to e.qtrap him. They bore 
him to the abbèy; ransacked his cell, 
formally arrested him, despatched him 
under escort to London, and at once 
comtnencjed to rifle the abbey. Those 
who are conversant with the titqes 
well know what a sojourn in the tower 
of London signified. Rough appoint, 
menti, harsh usage, promise?, threats, 
blandishments, espionage, frequent 
examinations, tortuous questions- 
every method was adopted by which 
the prisoner might become subservient 
to the purposes of the jailers. The 
upright and saintly old man was proof 
against all attempts ; be yielded 
neither to threat nor promise ; he 
would not surrender his abbey, he 
would not desert his brethern, he 
would not ipcyiminate himself nor 
any one else, his indotnltabie patience 
and firmness baffled his enemies, 
Cromwell gave up tbe struggle and 
determined upon bis death.

“With incredible audacity and 
contempt of law he arranged a mock 
indictment, a mock trial, and a real 
murder. Apparently at liberty but 
really a prisoner, (he venerable Abbot 
went by easy Stages to return, as he 
thought, to bis monastery in tbe 
middle ol November, 1539 On the

palace,
awaiting him already empanelled 
Without stopping for rest or refresh 
ment the saintly old mao was forth­
with arraigned and charged wi;h 
what?—the robbing of Glastonbury 
Abbey. Every ignominy it disposal

was heaped upon him ; he was arraign­
ed not before his peers, but before a 
suborned jury of venal nonentities ; 
he was associated at the bar with 
common thieves ; he had no intima­
tion of the charge, some witnesses 
were produced with trumpery evi­
dence, he bad no chance of defence, 
and such was tbe indecent haste that 
to this day we do not know whether 
the verdict was ever given ; but in 
that short November afternoon the 
sentence, Cromwell’s sentence, was pro­
nounced that he should be condemn­
ed to be hung at Glastonbury. With­
out loss of time, the very next morn­
ing, November 15, he was conveyed 
in a horse litter from Wells to Glaston­
bury.

“ Arrived in front of his own abbey, 
he was ordered to dismount, and 
forthwith his weakly frame, bent with 
eighty years, was stretched upon a 
hurdle, his feeble limbs were bound 
to it with cords, and his venerable 
head, with its white hair, bung back 
upon tbe rough wood. They inflicted 
this ignominy and shame upon this 
patriarch in the midst of his family, 
upon this prince in the midst of his 
people, upon this father in the midst 
of his children, to their amazement 
and horror. With two of his monks 
he was dragged and jolted through 
the town on to this Tor Hill, along 
the route that you have just trodden. 
A gallows had been erected close by 
the tower, two uprights, and a cross­
bar, and the ropes dangling. After a 
few words of prayer: and asking for­
giveness from God and man, the 
noose was attached to his neck, and 
the venerable Abbot suffered the 
death of a felon in full view of all the 
country round.

“ They quickly took down the 
remains, cut off his head, and 
mangled his body, and his blood 
flowed on the ground where you now 
stand. You have come here to-day 
to this very spot to vindicate the 
blood of the martyrs. On the testi­
mony of the Vicar of Christ you have 
come to proclaim that this was not a 
felon’s death, that it was no mere 
political execution, but that it was a 
true martyrdom, that it was the great­
est of heroic acts by which a man 
giveth his life for his faith and his 
God. You have come to proclaim 
that his ignominy was an honor, that 
his lyfe was illustrious, that his death 
was a passage to a glorious life.

Plague of Wind and Fire.

A despatch from St. Paul, Min., dated 
the 20th Inet. says : lor the last two daye, 
in Minnesota, the Dakotas and Manitoba, 
sand and dost atorma have made the air 
blinding, and a freezing eoourge, accom­
panied as they have been by low tempera­
ture. The wind haa maintained for hour* 
a velocity of 50 miles per hour. The 
alkali depoeita of northern North Dakota 
and Manitoba, and the aandy eoil of South 
Dakota and Minnesota, are intensified by 
the blizzard. The winds fanned smoulder­
ing wood tires into fresh blaze and fury, 
and started many conflagrations. The loos 
to farmers is heavy. Seldom have such 
large areas in the northwest been swept 
by fire. Some of those conflagrations 
appeared in southwestern Minnesota and 
South Dakota, but the bnlk of the disaster 
has fallen on both sides of the Red River 
Valley in Minnesota and North Dakota, 
extending for many miles in Manitoba. 
Locomotive sparks set three fires on the 
trip from Red Lake Falls to the oroeeing 
of the Boston line at Tilden. Just east of 
thia crossing the worst fire occurred. It 
swept north, and great loss resulted. 
Another bad fire started in Kentsonville, 
eight miles eaat of Uronkston.. Nearly all 
the country between Crooketon and Maple 
lake north of Foeeton line is fire swept. 
The lose is very heavy. A child was 
burned to death near Hermann. In Mani­
toba near Elm Creek, two section men of 
the Canadian Pacific were burned to death. 
Houses, stables, live stock, grain and 
stacks of hay consumed in all directions in 
the province and a half dozen people have 
lost their lives, . Besides these a score 
have been seriously burned and perman­
ently mained. It ia estimated that a quar­
ter million bushels of grain, and nearly a 
million tons of hay have been destroyed.

The amount of thia purse ia so large, the 
entrance so email, and the payments 
easy that it should receive the patronage 
of every colt owner in the land, and be 
one ol the most remarkable puree racee 
ever trotted.

The Stock Farm ia a great advocate of 
increasing the earning capacity of the 
trotter and pacer, and it makes thia sub­
stantial offer, practically carrying out its 
advocacy. It argues that youngsters well 
entered in stakes and purees will bring 
far better prices than those not entered. 
It believes in youngsters selling on their 
prospects and it gives breeders a good op­
portunity to better the prospects of their 
ioalz of 1896 by entering in this purse.

In the btock Farm $6,000 purse for 
foals of 1895 to be contested in 1897 it 
costa only one twentieth of one per cent, 
to enter and leas than one per cent, to 
start, and the last and largest payment 
does not have to be made until June 1,
1897, the year of the race.

There is trouble among the Penob­
scot Indians at Indian Island, Old 
town, twelve miles from Bangor, 
Maine, the home of the largest and 
most important Indian tribe in 
Maine, over an order at the Maine 
Central Railroad, just issued, that 
they must pay full fare when travel­
ling on that road. For sixty years 
the Indians have been allowed to 
ride halt fare.

The government and people of 
Spain, according to late advices, are 
greatly incensed gver the rumored 
intended recognition of Cuban belli­
gerents by tbe Brazil and American 
Governments. Castelar in a letter 
reminds the Americans how they 
complained of Europe’s sympathy 
and meddling in the War of the Se­
cession. Spain is making great ef­
forts to stamp out the rebellion before 
the next rainy season, believing that 
the possibility of the insurgents being 
recognized depends on the length of 
the struggle, A number of new war 
vessels built in England will be 
Cuba by tbe end of November.

Rev. Principal Grant, of Kingston, 
has just delivered a lecture on Cana­
dian Development. In the course of 
hisj remarks the Principal said : A 
number of people think the French- 
Oanadians are nol as good as we are 
They have, however, given us our 
most famous sculptor, our two best 
painters, our best historian; in Fre­
chette, our greatest poet ; and in 
public life I would ask, has Ontario 
given sqç suçh public men of the 
higher type as Cartier, Dorion,

son, Angers, Joly and Laurier? ] 
admire Angers for giving up his posi. 
tion when right dictated. The mass 
of the French-Canadians are, on the 
whole, s fine class of people.

Col. Bacon, Secretary of the Do­
minion Rifle association has received 
a letter from Captain Oldershaw, se­
cretary of the Federal Rifle associa 
tion of Australasia, inviting the 
Dominion Association to send their 
Bisfey team to England next year by 
way of the Antipodes, so that the 
team could take part in the different 
colonial rifle meetings and arrive in 
England in June. It is hardly likely 
the invitation will be accepted, as the 
trip would consume too much time 
and involve fpo greaj an expense. 
The men would have to leave Van­
couver In January and the cost would 
be quite $15,000 to send a team 
round the world.

The revelations regarding smug­
gling at St. John’s, Newfoundland 
show vast stocks of wine, spirits, to­
bacco, cigars, tea, sugar, etc., were 
brought horn St. Pierre without the 
payment of duty. The revenue 
board is appalled at the extent of the 
revelations, and it is believed would 
.be willing io abandon the prosecution 
now, owing to tbe class of persons 
involved. Government politicians 
are badly frightened by the threats of 
many supporters of the accused, who 
threaten’ to divulge damaging party 
secrets. The Telegram, the party 
organ, announces the postponement 
of the trial of the bank directors until 
the special term of tbe supreme 
court, vbiefi is about the end of the 
year,’

Canadien Salmon.

The eeoretary of the London Fishmon­
ger» company confirms the report of the 
stoppage of the «ale of Canadian salmon, 
a large quantity of which arrived there on 
Oct. 10th. He says he has no doubt from 
the sample seen by the company’* expert 
about 40 weight, that it is what ie called 
*( bull trout,” and it ia assumed that the 
balance of the consignment ia the same. 
He adds, however, that if it can be proved 
that it ia salmon, the Fishmongers com­
pany will not desire to hinder trade, and 
he claims they are simply upholding the 
act of parliament, which prohibits the sale 
of trout at the ' present time of the year. 
The consignees of the Canadian salmon 
have agreed to hold it over until the in­
vestigation, which is being made, because 
Sir Charles Tupper, the Canadian high 
commissioner, is an expert in such cases. 
Sir Charles Tupper anticipates no difficulty 
in arranging the question of the sale of the 
Canadian Salmon in 
exports.

Severe storms along the Italian 
coasts and in the interior have caused 
a number of #ata|ities, and h»yp done 
much damage to property. Fifteen 
deaths are recorded. It is likely 
more will be reported. Heavy losses 
were sustained by the drowning of 
cattle and tbe general damage to pro­
perty is immense. Despatches from 
places along tbe coast state that ship­
ping suffered severely, At Leghorn 
several vessels dragged their anchors 
and were carried by the heavy sea and 
wiud high up on the beach, Twelve 
fishing boat» were wrecked at Ancona 
and four at Giulianova. The water 
undermined the foundations of the 
church at Avellin, and caused the 
building to collapse. It is feared later 
reports will add greatly to tbe amount 
of the damage done.
