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GAPITAL PUNISHMENT.

E From the Bathurst Courier.

“Theré 1s a class of goodmeaning men in
the cdifiiburiity, who would be decidedly in
Tavour of the abolition of the death punish-
meng were 1t not for the Scrip ural proo's
that'ate adduceld in support of the exisling
eystem, Now,it will be adwitied “that it
mirst'be either right or wrong to punish
with death the tinan who takes the life of 2
feltow man. I 1t be right, then he who
has the power and avthority to inflict this
punishment eannot dispense with it without
doing wrong, becduse he who docs not do
right must evidently do wrong, as wrong is
the converse of right, The first murderer
was not puiniched with death. Hence, he
who had tho power to inflict the punish-
ment must have done wrong, Butitis im-
possible that the Creator could do wrong.
‘T'herefore, the death punishment eannot be

right. It may be objected to this mode of
reasoning thet it places the gnestion n a
dilemma, " i. e., becanse the Deity allowed
the first murderer to escap+, and afterwards
enacted the law of death punishment, there
fore if the death punishment were right, He
did wrong in the first instance, and if
wrang, He did wrong in the second instance.

Lo

Laws'which are not right in the abstract
may be enacted on the grouids of expedien-
ey. 1 have already proven that the death
punishment law is wrong. If;. therefore,
it were enacted by a just lawgiver, it must
have been as a matter of expediency. And
if this be the ease, it cannot with any show
of reason be maintsined that a law which
18 Lthe converse of right should be continued
in existence when the exigencies of the
cireumstances which gave rise to it have
cpased to cxist. If it be objected that ex-
pedieney is no excise for enacting a law
which is not right, then I will lcave the di-
lemma to be solved by those who feel 1n-
clined to do sa, merely remarking that it
does not invalidate the arguments from
which it is drawn.

The- Levitical code of Laws, of which
death punishment is but a part, must have
been enacted either to apply exclusively to
the Jews under the old dispensation, or to
the whole human race. [f it applied ex-
clusively to the Jews, then the Gentles
have mothing ®o do with it, and it cannot
consequently be binding upon them. “If it
applied to the whole human race, then it
should have a piace in our Statute Book,
and the Elders of the Church should stone
every murderer to death; .and the whole
Lievitical code should be put into practical
operition, as no one part of it was repecaled
more than another. ‘T'he advocates of the
déath punishment, if they wish to be con-
sistent, must therefore cither be prepared to
do this, or else admit that there is no Serip-
tural authority binding on the Gentiles in
support of Capital panishment.

If the death punishment law were’ right
uccnrdm‘ to the nature of things, (i. e. if 1t
were a divine law possessipg the same in-
variableners of action as thé'Taw of gravita-
tion, which all divine laws do,) every mur-
derer would perish by virtue df ite iuvaria-
ble and natural action, and it would require
no huinan authority to establish it,  But it
1t weie merely a law of expediency, 1. e if
it were enacted to suit the exigencies of cir-
cumsiances and timies, it would exist in no
couintry, unless established by the laws of
that country. The fact that the first mur-
derer was permitied to escape with his life,
1s sufficient to overthow the first hypothesia.
And the facts that it has been altered,
amended, extended, and curtailed to suit cir-
cumstances and times, and that in some
countries it has been abolished altogether,
uré sufficient to establish the second: herce,
there can be no divine authority for con-
tinuing it on the Statute book any 1onger
than it may be found expedient. Thera can,
thercfore be no ground for maintaiming it
on the supposition that it is a divine lusli-
tution eq ally binding upon all men.

“ Whosoe sheddeth mun’s blood, by man
shall his blood be shed,” is a command
w hich existed prior to the institution of the
Levitical code; but it was contained iny and
male a part . and parcel of, the Levitical
code. T'here area number of goodwean
ing, conscientious men who consider that
the Levitical code was superceded and
abolished by the New Testament dispensa-
tion, and that it 18 not binling upon Chris-
tiane at the present day as a code of lawsl
Now, although it is evident that a part can-
not contain the whole; vet it is equally evi-
dent that & wholg can and mugt contain all
) its parts, 'The command above quoted was

%+ apart of the Livitical code. The whale of
that code has becn abolished. Therélore,
the abuve €)Hiinand is no authority for main-
taininy éapital punishment on the ground
that'it éxisted prior to the Mosaic dispensa-
tion. Those who consider themselves un-
dor 'the Livitieal code way be reflerred to
the fouirth paragraph of this article,

I have frequently Leard objections made,
on Scriptural grounds, to thiv abolition of
capftal punishment: these objections led we
to think on the rubjecty the result of which
is bricfly stated above. The reasoring is
satisfaclory to my own mind; whether it
will be 80 10 others, of course rests entircly
with themselves.  ‘Prusting that it na)

received his education at the university of
Cambridge, which he obtained distinction
for his scient/fic acquiremenVe.  His family
went Lo Treland from the surname of Cham-
pion.. T
in posscssion of bis heriditary property just
at the time when the Spanyarde rose in
Tnsdrrection against the tyranny of Ferdi-
nand VIT : and one of Steel's first ucts was
b0 fit out and fill a vessel which he brought
to Cadiz. 'He eccepted. a commission from
the Cortes, and distingnished himselt in se-
veral engagements against the Freneh, who
had come to the aid of the Bpapish Mo-
narch.  The struggle, however, proved
vain, and Steel returned to Ireland, to de-
vote hims If heart and soul to O'Connell,
then engaged in the mighty effeorts o ob-
vain Catholic Exmancipativn. In all the
plans of this great leader, Mr. Steel was an
anthusiastie coajutor, and at the celebrated
Clare Election of 1828, he secunded the
nomination of Mr+ G'Comnell. SBuhsequent-
ly, his character of llead Pacificator, he
rendered the most essential service in ‘the
c ty in tranq the distorbed
district of North Tipperary. Mr. Steel
was included with O'Connell in the famoos
indictment; and chared i the triumph of the
writ of error. Despite of lost wealth and
broken down fortunes, he persevered in agi-
tatio jth hones ardor, and wild though
powi ““eloquence, until
O'Connell when his spirits totally gave
way in his grief for his idel. He became an
undone man. A contemporary paper, the
“Standard,” thus eloquently describes his
ultimate fate :—
““ With a broken spirit, a broken heart,
and a bgoken fortune, he dies almost desert-
ed at an Ion in London—a pauvper, alas !
bot not a beggar. He wae a follower of
O’Connell in every thing but that. - When
in consequence of a late deylorable attempt,
his destitution was made known, many who
diffored from his opinions - hastened to his
relief : and in a few days contributions were
poured 1n which would soon have swelled
into a fortune. There could have been no
doubt about it. By Steel was not one of
Ireland’s ‘mendicant patriot,” His gratitugde
shed tears at the offer which his noble na
ture would not permit him toaccept. The
ecountry  which he loved and that from
which he sought to scperate, strangely
contrasted in their conduect towards hin
d took his life, Eng gave
grave. low bit'er must have been the re-
flections of that death bed! Poor fellow
what must have been his fecling when he
tound Lord Brougham, hastening to his ail,
and Colunel Perceval, chief among the Or-
angemen by his death bed! Fare thee
well' noble honest victim'zed Tom Steel !
A braver epirit, in a gentler heart, never
left_earth—let us humbly bo‘»e for that
home where thie weary find rest.”
Mr. Steel died-at ‘Peel’s Coffee House,
in Fleetstreet, from the host of which hotel
he received every care and attention du-
ring the last illness,—lllustrated London
News.

Mg. Ssnti O'Brins.—The history gene-
alogical and otherwise, of this gentleman,
cannot fail to be interesting to the public
at this moment. He was born at Dromo-
land, County Clare, on the 17th of October,
1803, being the second sen. of Sir Edward
O'Brien, fourth baronet (who died in 1837),
by the daughter and co-heiress of Williamn
Smith,” Esq., of Cahermoyle, county of
Limrick.  The latter lady was a very rich
heiress, The issue of this marriage, in ad
#iLion to the subject of our notice, consisted
of eight children. The present head of the
house of O'Brien, or O'Bryen, is the Mar-
quis of Thomond, who adopts the latter
form of orthography; end he deduces bhis
descent from the royal line of Thomond, a
race of princes which sprang from the cele-
brated Hibernian monarch, Borroime, or
Boru, who commenced his reign in 1002,
and terminated it with his life near Clon-
tarfy in 1014. Mr. O'Brien married, about
twelve years ago the daughter of Joseph
Gabbett, Esq., of Limerick, by whom he
has had either six or seven children, Mr.
O'Brien is a graduate of Trioity College,
Cambridge. When first returned for the
family borough of Eonis, in 1830, Mr.
O'Brien was a Tory, and, as such, opposed
Mr. O'Connell in the case of the nemora-
ble Clare election, He subsequemtly be-
came a Whig, then a Radical, and in 1843
he first joined the repeal ravks, Since 1845
he was represented the county of Limerick.
Oo the last occasion he succeeded in defeat-
ing Mr. Caleb Powell, the Old Ireland can-
ditate, by 24 votes. Mr. O'Brien fought a
duel with the late Mr. Thomae Steele, hav-
ing exchanged two shots with that gentle-
man. Sir Luecis O'Brien, his elder brother,
is Lord Lieutenant of the county of Clare.
The Dowager Lady O'Brien is stll living,
and posséssing a property of about £5,000
per annum, to which her second son was
always considered to. be the heir; but in no
other respect than as heir in prospect, Mr.
O'Brien ever was wealthy, He has, when
