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4 POINT GAINED.

Puablic opinion on the one hand, and
the blundering of the Tory journals on
the otner, have forced Macdonald to
agrea to some important modifications
of the Franchise bill in so far as it
relates to the ‘‘revising barristers.”

The papers '
could not back out. - The Tory journal-
ists telegraphed to Ottawa. The Grit
journalists were making them out to be
liars, and were quoting the actual words
of the bill, which they could not do and
maintain their position. Then from Grit
and Tory poured in protests from every
quarter against the despotic powers of
the revising barristers, and between the
upper millstone of Tory jouruahstic
blanderihg, and the nether stone of hon-
est publio opinion, the tricky premier
had to succumb ; and, for the first time,
in the House on Wednesday evening,
he stated that the objectionable clauses :
relating to the question of appeal would
be amended, and that an appeal would
be allowed on both questions of law and
fact.

They will now
claim that they were ** inspired " by the
premier. These Tory scribes will try to
quiet their consciences (if they have any
left) with the thought that they did
evil that good might come.

THE LAW IN RIEL'S CASE.

It appears that there are two processes
by which Riel can be tried : First, by a
militia general court-martial, and second
;y the ordinary civil tiibunals of the

orthwest. As an American citizen he
cinbe tried in the same way as if he
were still a subject of her majesty in
Canada. There is no complication,
arising from the fact of his being legally
a foreigner. As to those misguided
individuals who, being subjects of her
Majesty in Canada, levied war with Riel
a civizen of a foreign country, the law
provides that they may be tried either
by militia court-martial or by the civil
tribunal, as already mentioned, and the
punishment on conviction is death as
felons. In short the tribunal may be a
militia ¢eneral court-martial, composed
of militia officers and officers in the
regular army not on fuil pay, or it may
be a stipendiary magistrate and one
justice of the peace with a jury of six.
The trial may be anywhere in the North-
west Territories. There is an appeal to
the Court of Queen's Bench in Manitoba,

SWIFT CURRENT NOTES.

Swirr CrrreENT, Ny W, T., May 18.—
The transport service between Swift Cur-
rent and Battleford has been suspended,
as the ludians are reported to be plundem
ing on the trail. Great anxiety is felt
as to the fate of the teamsters who
escaped from Poundmaker's attack.
Dead horses have been found north on
the trail, and fears are expressed that
the teamsters have been overtaken.
Nothing has been heard of the 21 teams-
ters who are in Poundinaker’s hands.

THR BATTLEFORD SITUATION

BarrLerorp.May 17.—The party of
mounted police sent cut to recover the
body of Elliotr, who was killed at Eagle
Hills last Saturday when Poundmaker's
braves captured the Hudson Bay com-
pany’s train, have returned with the
body

When the police were returning with
their sacred charge Indians were se2n in
every airection, who attempted to pre-
vent the police returninghere.  Sergeant
Major ‘Wottan, who commanded the
suad, says the bushes are litera'ly alive
with Indians. Prints of moccasins were
discovered on every sand hill and mnear
every clump of bushes. The hostiles are
supposed to be in camp in the woods near
Red Pheasant’s reserve.

Ross and other scouts are firing the
woods and prairie in every direction, so
as to prevent the Indians getting under
cover too close to our camp. These pre-
cautions will be conducted on an extend-
ed scale as opportunities present them-
selves,

Scouts who have just arrived in camp
say the Indians are travelling in the direc-
tion of Duck Lake by the Carlton trail
but are keeping in coulees to avoid being
discovered. Last night the scouts camp-
~d where the Irdians camped the pra-
vious night, and counted the marks of
200 tepees, which indicates that the camp
containg at least 600 warriors. The In-
dians are eyidently travelling as rapidly
as possible, considering that ttey have
their women and children with them.

The prairie is strewn with empty
boxes, tubs, barrels, bags, ete., indi-
cating that the plunder is being rapidl
dovoured or. put into a more portable
condition than before. Used-up horses,
cattle, and evea dogs were found near
the cainp referred to, many of them with
the remnants of their loads attached.
The opinion prevails that these warriors
have gone to forma junction with Du-
mcent's party, or possibly to join Riel,
not knowing of his defeat.

FROM BATOCHE.

Father Fourmand, reported shot some
weeks ago by rebels, is still alive, having
overtaken the column on Friday with
another man. They passed Gabriel Du-
mont on the way to Batoche from his
hiding place. Dumont, on being advis-
ed to surrender, said he had taken up
arms and intended to fight, and would
not be taken alive. Heonly had a few
Indians with him,

THE SLAIN AT BATOCHE.

Father Fourmand estiinates the rebel
loss in killed at Batoche at 60.

A half breed
woman told him that the loss would be
at least 80 killed in the village, and 12
Indians, and that many more would die
of their wounds.

167. The number of wounded is not
known. .

THE SEARCH FOR DUMONT
has been unsuccessful to the present,
McLeod, a clever scout, tracked him to
a place twelye miles north,ar.d by means
of an Indian messenger asked himto sur-
render, promising hir a safe conduct
and a fair trial. Dumont replied that
he would consider the matter. It is
admitted that he is badly wounded. Mec-
Lsod succeeded in bringing in a lot of
half breeds.

A BRAVE TEAMSTER.
Speaking of the distinguished bravery
of some of the teamsters in the North-
west, a member of the Q. O. Rifles
writes : “‘Yesterday we sent one of the
teamsters back to meat the mail man and
exchange mails. - He had got about
eighty miles on horseback when he saw
the mail man coming towards him, being
rather peculiarly dressed in buckskin
shirt and trousers, etc., scout style. The
teamster did not meet the mail but turn-
ed his horse and galloped for life. Mail
man, not knowing who he was, put after
him. Finding the mail man gaining on
him, the fugitive cut off the mails, drop-
ping them on the prairie, then threw
away his own and the food of the horse,
which had been tied to his saddle, bu:
all this was of no avail, as the mail man
svon caught up to him. I lcaned him a
rile and fifty rounds of ammuniticn,
and when caught he had the ritle in his
left band, ramrod in his right, and was
trying to ram a breach-loading cartridge
down the muzzle! He has not been
seen since, 80 I guess the chances of
getting back my weapon are exceedingly
slim.”

RIEL INTERVIEWED,

Quarpvruy's CrossiNg, May 18, via
Clarke’'s Crossing, May 19.—Riel turns
everything to areligious subject. When
asked about the Fish Creek fight Riel
sald Dumont would go,"and went further
than he should. Then wandered off tv
say that the Almighty had directed the
fight at that place. Reil says his force
was seven hundred fighting men. When
asked why he assured his people of the
assistance of the United States, he re-
plied that no reliance could be placed on
the word of Indians who had given him
assurance of assistance. When pressed
as to the statement that the United
States government was to assist him,
Riel grew contident, and again religious
Gen. Middleton thinks he 1s a religious
monomaniac.

The prisoner expresses much anxiety
for the safety of his family, but fears of
violence to his own person subsided after
he had received a hot steak and some
soup from headquarters’ mess. He,
however, expressed a desire that if any
one should be punishedit should be him-
self alone.

When General Middleton left Riel in
the evening he said : ‘‘General, I have
been thinking had the Almighty given
me the decisive victory he has seen fit to
give you, whether I would receive success
as well as you have done.” With the
remark ‘‘T don’t think you would,”
General Middleton left him puzzling over
this conundrum.

Riel is coatless, having left his outer
garment in a bush. He has moccasins
for his feet, a black slouch hat for head
gear, a hickory shirt, a grey and dirty
vest and trousers. His hair and beard
are decidedly dirty, as is his person. He
has a most courteous manner, his voice
18 well modulated, and gesture graceful.
Although there is loud talking in the
camp about shocting and hanging, the
prisoner is in absolate safety. The
greatest danger, if any exists, is from
some of those who were his prisoners for
two months.

As soon as Riel was captured Gen.
Middleton was nonplussed as to how the
prisoner should be disposed of, and the
only solution of the confusing question,
““What shall I do with him?’ was to
telegraph to Ottawa for instructions.
This hedid, and he will remain here
until an answer is received.

Two hours after the capture of Riel,
his lieutenant, Maxime Lepine, deliver-
ed himself up. He is a big, burly man,
dressed in ordinary clothes worn by half-
breeds. He pretended to be disgusted
with the entire movement. On his ap-
pearance General Middleton asked but
two questions, ‘‘"Were you in the fight
at Batoche's "’ and ‘‘Were you one of
Riel's councillors?” To both of these
Lepine simply answered *‘ Yes.”” Your

correspondent interviewed him, but he

professed not to be able to speak English
although he could understand the
language. He denied all kuowledge of
the whereabouts of Dumont, but when

asked if he had any statement to make
shook his head and replied in French

that he did not understand what we were
saying to him. He was placed in the
guardroom, and at dusk taken on board
the steamer.

Riel remains a captive in the tent ad-

joining Gen, Middleton's.
