THE NEW PARLIAMENT
BUILDINGS.

Grand Staircase Hall.—When we 
leave the rotunda, and approach the leg­
islative wing, we have a choice of passing 
on either side of the grand staircase to 
the library or restaurant. Going up the 
grand staircase, and arriving at the top 
or second floor, we face the legislative 
chamber,- with iti ornamental entrance 
and bronze doors.

The sides of the «grand staircase hall 
have ornamental columns finished with u 
moulded cornice, and above the cornice 
springs a barrel-vaulted ceiling which is 
beamed and panelled, and has an orna­
mental . glass skylight. The two long 
sides ana one end of the ceiling will have 
lunettes, which will be decorated with 
pictorial paintings. Around the grand 
staircase hall will be corridors finished on 
open sides with ornamental balustrades 
and pedestals for statuary, and on wall 
sides with decorative panels and pilasters.

The general finish of the grand staircase 
hall will be in keeping with that "of the ro­
tunda.

* * *

Legislative Chamber.—The legisla­
tive chamber is a room 56 feet square, and 
extends in height through the second and 
third storeys. In its design it follows the 
dignified lines of the Ionic order, there 
being two detached columns on each of 
the four sides, .and angle pilasters at the 
corners.

These columns are brought together 
with a moulded comice continuous around 
the four sides of the chamber. Above 
the cornice will, be a large barrel vault, 
having panelled beams and ceilings and 
ornamental glass skylight and in the north 
and south ends will be large eliptical 
lunettes, which will have grand historical 
pictures painted on them. The sides ef 
the chamber will have solid partitions 
separating the Speaker’s room, members’ 
and general retiring rooms from the 
Chamber. The speakers' and members* 
rooms will have fireplaces and all toilet 
accessories and conveniences.

Over the rooms surrounding the legisl­
ative chamber on the third floor will be 
the various galleries given over to the use 
of the public, members and Speaker’s 
friends and the Press. In addition to the 
press gallery there will be a room given 
over to the use of the members of the 
press directly connected with the press 
gallery for the purpose of making up their 
reports.

* * *

The rotunda will have two public ele­
vators, access being gained to them 
through arched openings on the basement 
and first floors and by way of the corridor 
around the rotunda on all floors above 
the first floor.

Beside'the grand staircase in the legis­
lative wing there will be service stairs 
to the basement, private stairs for the 
members of parliament, and stairs to the 
galleries for the public; one vault, and 
private lavatories.

The building will be heated and ventilat- 
ei by a modem system of steam, hot 
water and warm air, that has proven 
successful in other buildings of this char­
acter and uses that this building will be 
put to, All parts of the building will be 
cleaned by pneumatic or vacuum pro­
cess.

* * *

The plumbing will be of the very best, 
and will have fixtures for hot as well aa 
cold water.

The heating, ventilating and pneumati- 
plants will be installed in the sub-bas- c 
ment storey, but the main steam and 
electric ptiint will be in a separate power 
station, situate several hundred feet away 
from the building to avoid smoke and gas 
nuisance.

The Contrast. ,

Distribution of Immigrants.
But I want to point out to the House 
hat we not only have a definite pol- 
cy, but we have carried it out. And 
ve have been carrying it out under 
difficulties and opposition from people 
right here in this, province of O11- 
ario. But, before I come to that, I 

wish to read a circular letter addres­
sed to steamship booking agents in 
Great Britain and Ireland, advising 
in regard to the destination of immi­
grants :

It is scarcely necessary to point out 
ilo you 'the desirability as far as pos­
sible of keeping these newly arrived 
irnmigrants out of the cities and th*- 
inrmigçfliioA branch has appointed a 
nuiwber of bmpfoi menj? agent! ip th/: 
various countnès of Ontario iA order 
.hat you may send la mi laborers, copi­
ng to This province, direct" to the lo­
cality where their services are in de- 
Inand. If immigrants are sent to the 
cities, it will be readily seen that the 
ikelihood of their taking farm work 

is-considerably lessened, especially if 
there is any demand for tradesmen or 
general laborers. It is therefore in 
the interest of the booking agent to 
direct immigrants -to our employment 
agents. ^ ,
Manufacturers Urge Their Claims.

I wish to place bèfore the House 
part of a résolution of one. of (he most 
infitientlsl financial and, I ifiight sày, 
political, bodies of this country, the 
Canadian Manufacturers’ association. 
This resolution was communicated to 
us by Mr. G. M. Murray, secretary, 
mder date May 28, 1907. Mr. Mur­
ray says :

By direction of the executive souiv 
oil of this association, I have thé 
iionoj to inform you that, at their last 
■nesting, the following leso.uiimi iv 
yarding the imiûigrati in policy of the 
Dominion government wu« uiiH-ii.i-

They make tliéit request of the gov­
ernment jn order that some means 
may be provided whereby the ever- 
increasing needs of our industrial es­
tablishments in the way of skilled 
labor will be taken care of. I need 
not point out to you that the country 
is enjoying unprecedented, prosperity 
and our manufacturing establishment's 
have been greatly taxed to supply the 
demands of the home market. If they 
are to continue to retain their hold 
on this trade, they must be in a posi­
tion to take care of the orders : that 
arc turned in to them and they can­
not do this unless their supply of, lab­
or is greatly increased.' The depart­
ment which this association has es­
tablished for this purpose has itself 
engaged and shipped to Canada in 
four months over two hundred artis­
ans and has orders on file for five hun­
dred more. This, oui committee think, 
should in itself be sufficient evidence 
of their absolute b,ona tides.

On July 11th Mr. Murray was re­
plied to as follows" :

In reply to your inquiry I would 
say that the difficulty which we desire 
to guard against is a possible conges- - 
tion of indigent immigrants in towns 
and cities which would result in.caus­
ing an outery against the policy which ' 
it might be alleged produced such con­
gestion. It is in order, to keep the 
department clear from any sucli 
charge that we confine our efforts ab- 
so’utely to securing laborers for em­
ployment on the land and on railway 
construction work. This, however, 
does not apply to female domestic ser­
vants.

We had this further communication 
from tlie Manufacturers’ association, 
dated June 25, 1906: ,

I beg to inclose you herewith a reso 
lution passed by the executive coun­
cil of this association at its meeting 
held • on the 21st inst., having refer 
cnee to the importation of skilled 
workmen.

Demand for Skilled 
Workmen Renewed. -,

Resolution unanimously passed by 
the executive council of tlie Canadian 
Manufacturers’ association (incorpor­
ated), at its regular monthly meeting, 
held in Toronto, June 21, 1906:

Resolved, that the executive council 
of the Canadian Manufacturers’ as­
sociation -reaffirm the resolution pas­
sed at the annual meeting of the Can 
adian Manufacturers', association held 
in Montreal, September 20, 21 and 22, 
1904, having reference to the importa­
tion of skilled workmen, as follows:

1— That tlie Dominion department ol 
labor as such should- give equal con 
sidération to the needs of employer 
and employee, that'its exclusive sys 
tern of labor correspondents should bt 
abolished, and that it should, as fai 
as possible, be constituted in policy 
and practice, ari impartial tribunal tc 
advanCe tbe interests of all classes if. 
the. Dofnihion.

2— That provision’ should be madt 
for the lawful importation of skilled 
mechanics fropi any other . couritry. 
provided that tire help required jean 
not be obtained jn y 10 .Dominion.

3— That thé immigristion department 
of the Dominion government should 
encourage and not discourage the emi­
gration to Canada of therbeet classes- 
of skilled workmen from other noun 
tries, providéd that these workmen 
are required in Canadian industrie: 
and cannot be secured' in Canada.

And that a copy of this resolution 
be forwarded to the members oi the 
government and members of the house 
of commons. > , ,
Government’s Policy Adhered to.

I wish to point dut to the house 
that the instructions Jo booking agent: 
were not an empty form of words but 
that they were carried out ip prac 
t ice. I have, here a popyX of a letyei 
dated June 30, from Mr. D. Bruc; 
Walker, government agent in Eng 
land, which reads:

I have written again and again to 
steamship booking agents, including 
Mr. Bardwell, pointing out that they 

‘ought to use the government employ­
ment agents ih Ontario for all per­
sons experienced or inexperienced who 
desire to go upon farms, and that, 
under no circumstances should they 
be. sent to any of the large cities in 
Ontario, and that, under no Circum 
stances, should mechanics or othei 
skilled tradesmen bé sent to these 
government employment agents. 1 
have also' pointed , out again and again 
that Mr. Bardwell and others, that 
men intended for railway construc­
tion may safely be booked for the 
steamship ports of Canada, but that 
011 every occasion they Should poscss 
enough means to insure their trans­
portation to where the work is, and 
that they should consult the govern­
ment agent at that port for-such in­
formation and other general guid­
ance. This point is emphasized in 
Ivour own circular as well as in my 
‘own, and I hope by constant repeti­
tion to bring conviction to the minds 
ioi booking agents as to what they 
i should do in these circumstances.
The Proof.

I have also a letter from the. depart­
ment' to Mr. Jas. S. Waugh, Canadian 
‘government employment agent at 
(Chatham, Ontario, one of the agents 
appointed throughout the province to 
"distribute farm labor, which reads :

I beg to acknowledge the receipt of 
your letter of the 9th instant, and in 
Answer Jo your urgent request I im* 
■mediately wired as.follows: 
ij “Department does not expect you 
yto secure erSployment for immigrants 
except at farm work,”

With further reference to (his mat­
ter and to other items in your letter. 
T béé to say that I had a number of 
^complaints from employment agents 
that mechanics of all sorts were being 
sent to them with the understanding 
that the agents would secure for them 
employment at their respective trades, 
In every case where the matter has 
been brought to my attention I have 
endefcvfifèd to communicate with the 
•’rooking agent in the old country and 
notify him that he must not give 
catds of introduction to such men.

I am pleased to know that men are

f

taking to faun work and that some 
who at first refusédît have gone back 
to vou to be ptaoed on farms. Com­
mission will be allowed you on these 
immigrants providing, of course, vou 
succeed ip putting thym on farms a 
short time after their arrival, but it 
will not be possible to allow you 
commission on persons placed at other 
oceupatioûs than' farm work arid do­
mestic Services, as the matter was 
fuHy discussed and finally decided be­
fore offering any appointments.

If you are receiving numbers of men 
who will not take farm Work, the best 
thing to do is to notify me at once 
of the name ol the organization send­
ing ÿuch men out. The central (un­
employed) body for Lôndoû have sent 
Opt a good many men who have been 
aceastotoed to general laborers’ work, 
but imagine that very few of their im­
migrants will have had experience in 
.'ami work. Probably the majority 
>f inexperienced men you receive will 
be sent to you by a few societies cr, 
organizations similar to the above 1 
mentioned.
Only Responsible for 
Farm LcBoreri.

Mr. TV. D. Scott, superintendent of 
immigration, writes, to Messrs. E. 
Evans & Co., New Cross Roads, Lon­
don, England, as follows :—

Mr. John Patterson, Canadian gov­
ernment employment agent, Toronto 
function, Ontario, has sent me .your 
edyice form re. Mr. George Simmons 
and Mr. Fred Parrott, due to sail on 
lie 25th instant per steam-hip Sardin­

ian. * Ï observe these men are fitters 
and engineers and wish to obtain sim­
ilar employment in Canada, and I am 
writing this letter to draw your at- 
ention to the fact that Mr. Patterson 
s not responsible for obtaining ena- 
iloyinent at any other occupation than 
arm work and he will be obliged on 
the arrival of these two men to re­
use assistance. I supposed that our 
circular was sufficiently explicit- to 
have prevented this, and I would ask 
•ou to kindly note that in all future 
bookings of mechanics or clerks of any 
sort such immigrants must not be di- 
ected, to one of our employment 
igents^

As these men do not sail until the 
15th instant I think you will have 
ime to notify them that they must 
lot expect Mr. Patterson to secure 
or them employment at any rate.
Commission Disallowed.

Here is another letter from Mr.Scott 
m the same subject:
I am in receipt of your favor of the 

ind instant and regret that you are 
lissatisfied on account of commission 
being disallowed on a mechanic plac­
id by you. The department in env­
ying on its immigration propaganda 
n the United Kingdom advocates the 
migration of farmers, farm laborers, 
lomestics and railway laborers only 
ind lays particular stress upon the 
set that any one coming out with

encouragement of Desired Classes ; 
Discouragement of Others.

I have tried to place before il . 
louse clearly and distinctly that the 
lolicy of this government in regard to 
nimigration, while it was a policy of 
ictive encouragement of those who 
vere especially desired, was a policy 
d just as active discouragement of 
those who were not desired, and if 
here is at this time in this country 

1 congestion of . immigrants such as 
is alleged in the resolution or Mr. 
"ockshutt. the blame, if blame there 

iq, must be placed elsewliere than on 
the shoulders of the immigration do 
partment. I have already redd to the. 
House the action that is taken in the 
■vny of bringing Out immigrants by 
that powerful organization the Can- 
-dian Manufacturers’ association. On 
the otiier hand there are ih England 
powerful organizations for the purport 
of sending out those who have not 
employment in that country, organiz­
ations which are taking the suggestion 
of our.friend Mr. Hall, recommended 
by Mr. Cockshutt. that it is desirable 
‘o empty the crowded tenements of 
Europe into the cities of Canada. 
There are a number of these organiz­
ations, benevolent organizations at 
work. There are the Self-Help Em­
igration society, .the East- End Emi­
gration society, the Central Unem­
ployed body, the Central Emigration 
board, the British Women’s Emigra­
tion society, the Church Émigration 
society, the Church Army and the Sal­
vation Army. I have read from the 
circular to booking agents the policy 
of the department and I think nor 
thing can be more distinct than that, 
however well we may wish to the phil­
anthropic instincts of the men who are 
engaged in these organizations, we do 
not recognize that what they assume 
to be their obligation is in any de­
gree our obligation. That is to say, 
while we recognize their charitable 
efforts in trying to do well for the 
Iieople of whom they have takeû 
charge, we do not recognize any such 
organization on our part. We deal 
with these people simply on our mer­
its as prospective citizens oi Canada,

and if they come up to a sufficient 
physical standard and if they come 
with good intentions and if there is 
reasonable opportunity for their em­
ployment in Canada in the calling 
which we desire to have filled, we 
give those immigration societies the 
same consideration as we give any 
oilier booking agent. But, if their 
efforts do not result in the bringing 
of those whom we could, in accordance 
with out policy, admit and pay bonus 
on, then we have to do their work 
withçut any assistance from us, or, 
if they go too far, we exercise the pow­
ers given us under the Immigration 
act and either reject or deport.

Sohie Figures.
In regard to the total flow of immi­

gration to the country duping the year, 
I may give a few figures. The total 
arrivals numbered 273,009. From 
across, the ocean there were 217,150., of 
whom 131,337 were from Great Bri­
tain, and 85,813 from the continent. 
There were 55,859 from the United 
States. We have no means of know­
ing how many of the 131,337 from 
Great Britain reported. the work oi 
charitable organizations, but we do 
know that the charitable organizations 
claimed bonus on 5,167. They were 
paid bonuses on 3,347. That is to say 
the claims of the charitable organiza­
tions on immigrants -brought out were 
rejected to the number of nearly 2,000 
—I fancy a much larger number than 
will account for the total so-called 
congestion that there is in all this 
Dominion of Canada.

Mr. Sproulc—The minister has giv­
en us the number who came from the. 
United States. I saw somewhere—I 
think it was from government sources 
—some information as to tlie number 
of Canadians who went to the United 
Statés last year. Has he any infor­
mation on that, and if so, - would lie 
kindly give it to the House?

Mr. Macdonell—I would like to asl: 
the lion, minister, if, from his last 
remarks, we are to take it that the 
charitable organizations to which he 
has referred attempted to obtain bon­
us on 2,000 people or thereabouts on 
false or pretended claims without any 
merit in them? ’

We Want the Best.
Mr. Oliver—I do not know whether 

my lion" friend (Mr. Macdonell) thinks 
he is in the police court or not. I 
do not think his question is well put. I 
Would like to say that the man who 
wants lias , a different point of view 
from the man who gives, and the 
charitable organizations may very 
well have a different view of what, 
their rights are from that which the 
Immigration Department may have. 
But, as a matter of fact, I have given 
the hon. gentleman the figures of the 
claims made by the charitable organ­
izations and of the number of those 
.claims allowed by the Immigration 
Department. We were not able to see 
eye to eye with the charitable organ­
izations with regard to the number of 
their claims any more than we are 
able to see eye to eye with them in 
regard to the purpose of their Work. 
Thèir purpose is to do good to the an- 
fortnhate of the old country ; our pur­
pose is to get from the old country 
tlie best they have so as to improve 
and not deterioriate the population pi 

iof this country. Regarding the effect 
of the payment of bonus in securing 
a desirable class of immigrants, 1 
have already pointed out that the 
bonus is paid for the express purpose 
of giving an inducement to the book­
ing agent to send us the man upon 
which he can get a bonus rather than 
the man upon whim lie cannot get a 
bonus.

Opposition Members Endorse.
We have the endorsation of our I1011. 

friend froni Brantford (Mr. Co’ekshutt) 
in regard to -our immigration policy, 
and 1 am therefore glad to be able to 
refer the House to the endorsation 01 
the hon. leader of the Opposition (Mr. 
R. L. Borden) in regard to the princi­
ple of our bonus policy. On April 9 
last, the hon. leader of the Opposi­
tion enlightened the House as follows ;

It does not seem to me that the pay­
ment of bonuses in itself has any ten­
dency to bring in a less rather than a 
more desirable class of people into 
this country. That would depend al­
together on the way you work it.out. 
It without the payment o? bonuses 
you permit péople to come in ijidis- 
-ciiminately, if yon use every possible 
means, by advertising and otherwise in 
any particular country from which 
immigration is riot very desirable, you 
might, without a system of-bonusing 
at till, increase the tendency to Turing 
in people who arc not desirable. On 
the other hand, if you used the sys­
tem of bemusing, you might attach 
to it such conditions as would not 
tend to bring in undesirable people.

I think the House will agree with 
me that in that particular we have 
met the requirements of the leader of 
the Opposition. He says further :

Ill a word, 1 would be inclined to 
restrict our efforts in so far as the sys­
tem of bonusing 4s concerned to the 
people of the British Isles.

Mr. H- S. Clements (West Kent)—1 
would like to ask the minister what 
are the regulations, governing the 
agents in the constituencies through­
out the Dominion, and what are the 
conditions under which they are en­
titled to receive the bonus upon each 
immigrant placed ? How long has 
an immigrant to be here before the 
agent is entitled to receive the bonus 
of $2?

Mr. Oliver—The immigrant hag to 
be in farm employment before . the 
man who places him in that employ­
ment is entitled to the bonus of $2 for 
placing him.
Opposed fo Encouraging Immigration.

Mr. Clements—I want to say to the 
minister, if I may be permitted, that 
in the riding which I have the honor 
to represent, Mr. James S. Waugh— 
in regard to whom I had a question 
the other day on the Order Paper al­
though his name is there given as 
John S. Waugh—received $1,280 for 
placing immigrants whom he had 
brought to the county of Kent during 
the last year. I can say with all au­
thority to the minister that 25 per 
cent, of those immigrants for whom 
he was paid $2 apiece were not in 
the riding twenty days to-day, and I 
can also sav that 50 per cent, of the 
immigrants for whom he received $2

apiece were not in the riding twenty 
days after he received that bonus. 
They simply went across the border to 
the United States. I am opposed to 
paying a bonus of $2 a head to the 
sort of immigrants who come to this 
country. I believe the time has gone 
by when we should pay any money to 
induce immigrants to come to this 
country. I think we should get a bon­
us rather than pay one out. ,

Me* Oliver—My hon. friend -(Mr. 
Clements) has made a clear-cut state­
ment of policy on which we would be 
glad to take issue at any time and on 
any occasion which may seem con­
venient. I would like to sav, how­
ever, in regard to his position as to 
the policy of bonuses and as to the 
requirement that if a man is placed on 
a farm he therefore must always star 
oh that farm, that I do not" at ail 
agree w-ith him ; nor do I admit that 
the payment of $2 to an immigration 
agent thereby morfgagès thé body or 
soul of the immigrant so placed. The 
best vve Can do is to place a mail in 
employment such as we undertake or 
desire to fill. If the employer and 
employee cannot agree .we cannot do 
any better. We have dime very well 
when we have placed with the farm­
ers of Kent the number of men from 
tlie old country that has been stated, 
and if they have not boon able tn 
keep them that is something which is 
beyond our control.

Wants Immigrants Bound.
Mr. Clements—My contention is 

that f you pay $2 to an agent for plac­
ing an immigrant 0n a farm in Kent 
or any other county in Canada, 
that immigrant should remain up­
on the farm a certain length of time 
before the agent receives the $2. I 
can tell the minister that tlie agent 
received ÿ^a-dwfad on account of im­
migrants m West Kent who did not 
remain on a farm for twenty-four 
hours ; he simply got his certificate 
and that was the end of it.

Mr. Oliver—r would not- say that 
our representative in Kent is perhaps 
all that might be desirec. We ap­
pointed a large number of agents 
throughout Ontario and we have to 
take our chance on the man we got] 
but I assume that tlie man1 we got 
in West Kent was fairly representa­
tive of West Kent.

The Present Condition.

1 would like to plaee before the 
House some further information in 
regard to the situation as to the sup­
ply of labor at the present time, and 
as to the attitude of the department 
and its action thereon. In former 
years the rule was that the rush of 
immigration took place during the 
months of May and June; that it fell 
off greatly after June, and that there 
was practically no movement of im- " 
migrants in the fall and winter 
months. Therefore .we concentrates! 
our attention on the securing of im­
migrants such as fulfilled our require­
ments during the spring months, and 
the rest of the year took care of itself. 
Whether fortunately or unfortunate­
ly; whether because of fa volatile con­
ditions in Canada or-because of ener­
getic advertising, or béemtec of both, 6 
this year the flow of immigrants did 
not cease with the passing of the 
spring months but continued into the 
fall and apparently was likely to con­
tinue into the winter.

Immigrants Warned.
That Was a new contlition and it 

required to be met. Naturally there 
is a falling- off in the demand for la­
bor as winter set in, and there was 
some depression in financial condi­
tions which, added to tlie ordinary 
lack of w-orlc in tlie winter, and we 
found for the first time in some years 
a surplus of labor in some of the cities 
of Canada. We were not in any sense 
responsible for that congestion of la­
bor. 1 have pointed out to tlie House 
that it was practically contrary to our 
policy; I have pointed out to the 
House the direct causes which brought 
that labor there, and with which we 
were neither directly nor indirectly 
connected. But it was a fact that it 
was there to a certain degree, and it 
was for us. to consider what our at­
titude should be. We believed that in 
the presence of niore or less unem­
ployed persons in the cities, accom­
panied by the fact that thé demand 
tor labor is slack during the winter, 
it was not desirable that the ranks of 
the unemployed should be increased 
hv further arrivals of unemployed 
from the old country. Therefore 011 
the 3rd of December we wired to Mr. 
Bruce Walker in London :

Advertise in newspapers and notify 
by circular, agents, booking agents 
arid steamship companies, that the 
demand for labor of all kinds in Can­
ada is over for the season. Strongly 
advise by same means all - 'persons 
looking for employment in Canada not 
to sail eàrlièr than April next, and 
then only if .they have employment 
assured or .have sufficient cash to keep 
them until, they secure employment.

Money Necessary.
On the 6tli December we sent the 

following to steamship agents :
In view of the condition of tlie la­

bor market, immigrants landing 
should have sufficient money to keep 
them until spring; understand that a 
large number of immigrants are liable 
to land, bound cn route to Toronto.
If without sufficient funds, notify this 
office, giving particulars before land­
ing.

Then the steamship agents who 
were willing to co-operate with us 
said : -

You require .passengers to have 
money if they have not employment 
or friends in view. How much money 
shall we insist they shall have?

On December 11th we wired as fol­
lows :

Notify all steamship companies, 
booking agencies and government 
agents in British Isles and oh contin­
ent that immigrant passengers arriv­
ing in Canada until the 15th of Feb­
ruary -must have $50. and from then 
to 1st April, $25 in addition to inland 
transportation unless they can slioiv 
to the satisfaction of tlie emigration 
officers that they have assured em­
ployment or will be caved for by 
friends.

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AN UNLIKELY APOSTLE.
Mr. Coekehutt, M.P., avows adher­

ence to the opinion that the Govern­
ment’s endeavor should be limited to 
securing the immigration of agrieul 
turiets and domestic servante. His 
resolution to this effect may be re­
garded as a signal proof of sudden 
conversion, as no longer since than 
May last he was beseeching the De­
partment of the Interior to extend its 
efforts to securing British factory 
hands for Canadian manufacturing 
concerns. That the member for Brant­
ford has progressed sti far arouses 
hojpe that he may progress still furth-. 
er; that the policy lie endorses when 
practised by the Goverrnneot may be­
come the policy he will advocate be­
fore thé Canadien Manufacturers’ As­
sociation. in whose councils he ap­
pears to carry some weight.

The announced sympathies of the 
honorable gentleman should impel 
him to this course. If it is a matter 
of regret that men are without -work 
in Canadian cities, it must be regard­
ed as a matter of regret that ft Cana­
dian organization should adoj,‘ a pol­
icy of bringing men to those cities 
for whom work cannot be found. That 
the Canadian Manufacturers' Associa­
tion have done se is beyond question ; 
they maintain agents'in England fo? 
the express and av-zved purpose of 
encouraging mechanics to emigrate tc 
Canada .-those agents have been suc­
cessful in their appointed task; and 
it is not recorded that they have been 
instructed1 to suspend their labors 
even at the present time. The Manu­
facturers’ Association have therefore 
to defend themselves from the charge 
of bringing mechanics where mechan­
ics are not needed, even where there 
are already more- than needed ; and 
against the very reasonable conclusion 
that they have sought to overcrowd 
the ranks of certain classes of indus­
try for the purpose of depressing 
wages.

Perhag* the is a matter primarily 
for the manufacturers and their em­
ployees; but secondarily, it is a mat­
ter which affects the public outside 
either of these classes. If the men 
cannot find work they must be main­
tained at somebody s expense, and 
s<5 far tit* manufacturers whose agents 
encouraged them to come to Canada 
have net volunteered to-bear the ex­
pense. The soup kitchens which hâve 
been established in Toronto are not 
maintained by the Canadian Manufac­
turers’ Association; neither does this 
body bear the abnormal expense of 
civic enterprises .undertaken at the 
present time in" certain- cities; yét 
there is every reason to suppose, and 
aoc-reaaon to doubt, that those whom 
the kitchens are designed -to feed and 
those to whom the , civic enterprises 
Are designed to give emtffoyment, 
Were mainly imported by the Cana­
dian Manufacturers* Association. This 
is the point at which the .policy of 
the Association infringes or the rights 
of the public, and it is because it so 
infringes that that policy.is a legiti­
mate .subject for public consideration. 
The public have to bear the conse­
quences of that policy, - therefore the 
public have a right to discuss that 
policy and to bring to bear upon it 
whatever means of discouragement 
may be available.

Unfortunately there is little hope 
that the member for Brantford will 
urge upon the Manufacturers’ Associa­
tion the policy he now professes to 
consider so desirable. The occasion 
of his profession argues the contrary. 
He profeseed attachment to a policy 
not that he might commend the Gov­
ernment for practising that policy, 
but that lie might impute to them the 
contrary, and that he’ might shift to 

.them the censure that, belongs to, the 
manufacturers. His resolution ap­
proved the policy of encouraging only 
the immigration of agriculturists and. 
domestic servants; but that he intro­
duced, such resolution implied that1 
the government had-been encourag­
ing the immigration of other clasiM. 
HiS Speech was tiled with lamenta­
tions lor the unemployed ; but the 
purpose of his- epeeoh was to make 
the Government responsible lot the 
presence of -the unemployed. So far 
from commending the Government for 
hexing pursued tbe.palicy.k> which he 
proof aims attachment, he sought to 
ypnAqnn thp Government as having 
pursued an opposite policy. So far 
from censuring the manufacturers for 

"|7 conditions they strove but too 
iy to create, he sought 

1 them by -throwing responsi- 
: condition* upon the

Government. The position of Mr 
Cocksbutt ie simply that he work: 
for the importation of tradesmen and 
tries to attach the' consequences of hir 
labor to the Government. Oùt of Par­
liament he import-unes the Govern 
ment to encourage factory hands to 
immigrate; in Parliament he seeks tc 
condemn the (government for having 
done so, when they have not done so 
and have declined to do so even at hi: 
solicitation. Mr. Oockshntt’s objec 
lions to the immigration of mechanic: 
and tradesmen’ are not likely to hi 
pressed upon the Manufacturers’ Af 
sociation; it is doubtful if tliey'wil 
effect any material change in. th 
course of the honorable gentlemai 
himself. For the appearance of th 
honorable getlenjan is-much moretha 
of the man who separates his politic, 
from hie practices than of the mai 
who practises his politics.

REASSURING STATISTICS.
Bradstreet’s reports 50 business fail 

ores for all Canada during, the weel 
ending December 12th, and 26 for th< 
preceding week. The first record i 
abnormally high, the second unusual 
ly low, and the actual condition c 
trade is doubtles more nearly reflect 
ed by the average. For the fortnigh 
the total was 76, or 38 per week. Dur 
fog the weeks ending December 12V 
fo the- three preceding years the fail 
urea numbered 31. 32 and 37 reaper 
lively; an average of 33 per year fo 
Via week. The increase for tfie firs 
ha'i of the present month was there 
fore only 5 per week, or 16 per cent

Here is small encouragement fo 
gloomy views of our present condi 
lions. It must be remember that th< 
three past years have been seasons o 
such general prosperity that a busi 
ne.’s failure has been something of i 
phenomenon ; yet after six months o 
the less favorable financial condition 
the failures number only eight wher- 
formerly there were seven. Sure! 
this is a remarkable tribute to th 
solidity of our commercial institution 
generally and splendid testimony tha 
they are weathering the storm.

Again a period of business expan 
sien is always a season of more o 
loss business speculation. Men plat 
on the future rather than the present 
The merchant is tempted to buy stocl 
not accordihg to his present trade bu 
to his prospective trade a year henée 
concerns are started with only,suffi 
cicnt capital to struggle along in pror 
perous times, trusting to brisk bus1 
ness and prompt payments to kee 
the capital always available ; other 
are established where business dot 
not at preseilt warrant," hut wher • 
there are promisee of better things i 
the near future. A sudden lull, fo! 
lowing on the heels of a prosperou » 
period, is very likely therefore t< 
catch many merchants carrying to< 
large stocks, add to create a heav. 
mortality among concerns startei- 
witii too little capital or eatablkhet 
to catch future. business . It is : 
matter of «Humon knowledge, tha 
Canadian merchants have been buy 
ing heavily for years; that hundred: 
have gone into business ;with ver 
slender resources, and that hundred,, 
more have established thcmselve 
where only-rapid settlement-and de 
ralopment could create the volume o 
business they require. That ‘despite 
these conditions the percentage o 
failures has increased, so little ami' 
be taken so evidence that the storn 
is not nearly so severe as sometimef 
eonsidered.

An equally hopeful sign is that tin 
disasters have been,confined practi 
cally to the smaller concerns. Forty 
eight of the fifty which failed dur 
ing the second week of the month ha< 
capital employed of only five thous 
and dollars or less. This would bea, 
out the supposition that a large pro 
portion consisted of enterprises insuf 
fieiently capitalized. That only twr 
were concerns of the larger class i: 
rc-assurance that the more established 
institutions of the country are not 
suffering.

THE NEW DISTRICT COURTS.
The District Courts Act is one o 

the salutary measures of law reiorn 
carried through by Attorney-Genera' 
Cross. The purpose of the Act is tc 
establish a simple and expeditious 
machinery of justice as contemplated 
in the constitution Of‘the province. 
Formerly the Supreme Court of th« 
North-West Territories and the Su­
preme Court of Alberta dêalt -with al> 
marihet of actions from one dollar up 
to aÿy'&meunL Owing to'the rapid 
growth of; the. population in thg-Prov 
in ce of Alberta the mass of litigation 
hog enormously increased. As an il 
lustration, at the present silting of 
the Supreme Court jn Edmonton oyer 
80 large debt eases are on the docket 
There^s also, been an enormous in 
crease in the number of small debt 
eases making it difficult, if even pos­
sible for the judges of the Supreme" 
Court to- devote the proper share of 
their time to the consideration of judg­
ments of great importance to liti­
gant*. Under this state of affairs’, it 
Was practically impossible for person#

ri outlying districts tp obtain speedy 
ustice in small debt cases.

’ïhe object of the new Act. is to es­
tablish small courts at various place's 
nd bring the means of justice within 

easy.reaeh of the people. Judges will 
travel upon circuit as-in the case of 
the Division Court judges-of Ontario, 
These circuits will be arranged to 
take place every six weeks or two 
months. Provision is also made for 
i scale of costs in small debt cases 
iroportionatc to the amounts in- 
-olved. The jurisdiction of the D»- 
rict Court is limited to $460, which 
t is hoped .will equitably divide the 
vork between the upper and lower 
•ourts of the province. The jurtodic- 
ion of the District Court is unique in 
hat it is competent to try all classes 
d cases so long as the claim docs not: 
xceed 3400. In this it differs from 
he lower courts of Ontario, which 
■antiot try actions for libel, slander or 
ictions against a justice of the peace.

I REMINISCENCES OF LORD KELVIN

PEACE RIVER FLOUR.

-Inique Christmas Souvsnir Sent Out By 
the Winnipeg Free Press, to Adver­
tise Western Canada.

It seems incredible now that a high 
cientific authority should have declared 
s recdiitlj- as fifty years ago that wheat 
rowing could never be made a abcCeSs 
n this continent west of the state of 
hio. That declaration, made by John 

Clippart, a member of many learned so- 
ieties, in bis work on "The Wheat 
’lant,” published in 1859, is one of the 
tany interesting i,.utters referred to in 
tte little book entitled, "Wheat from 
'anada’s Far North West, with some ac- 
ount of Wheat-growing and Flour Mlll- 
ng, Ancient and Modern,’’ which the 
-’ree Press has sent out accompanied by 
t diminutive barrel—with staves, hoops 
nd all complete—filled with flotr made 
it the Hudson Bay, Company’s mills at 
?ort Vermilion, on the Peace Rivet, the 
orthermost mill on the continent, from 
heat grown in the Peace River country. 
For a number of years the Free Press 

las made it a custom to mark the 
Christmas season by sending out a sou- 
enir, and this latest one in the series 
s worthy «£ its predecessors, if indeed 
t may not be said to excel them in 
nterest. Among the preceding souvenirs 
•ve been a calumet, or peace pipe, a 
imt and steel, a pen from the quill of 
i Canadian wild goose, a gopher’s tail, 
îounted; a little sack of pemmican, and 

i little sack of No. 1 Hal’d Manitoba 
heat. Each souvenir has been accom- 
anied by an illustrated booklet, usu- 
tly containing an Indian legend, given 
n print for the first time.
The present little book has no Indian 

igend, but more than makes up for 
he absence of that feature in the mass 
,( interesting, curious and valuable 
nformatiou which it presents. The

NEW JU&8E IN RED OEER. .

Mr. Justice Noel, judge of the District 
court of the Wetaskiwin dietriet paid 
a visit to Red Deer Tliuraday and met 
the local bar with a view to arranging 
for court sittings at Bed Deer. The sug­
gestions of the local bar will be acceded 
to by -the J udge, so far as he can fit 
them in with the claims of the Other 
centres on the dietriet. This distritt 
coart will clean up a lot cf the work 
that formerly fell on the Supreme Court 
judges, and greatly facilitate the prompt 
and satisfactory course of jdètiçe. His 
Honor made quite a favorable impres­
sion on nil the ritiren* whom he met,

! The death of Lord Kelvin, and the 
peculiar error fnade by the press of 

1 this country in describing him as the 
great “Scottish” scientist, awakens 
in the mind of the writer many anec­
dotes and incidents in the life of one 
who was without a peer -in the realm 
of practical and speculative science.

William Thompson was undoubt­
edly an Irishman, if it is correct to 
nail anyone Irish who has been born in 
Belfast, a city which bears the closest 
resemblance to the great Scottish in­
dustrial metropolis, Glasgow, where 
the great inventor lived, worked and 
built an imperishable reputation in 
the rea1m of science.

Rumor has H that hie father, who, 
it is aatid, was one of the best-known 
surgeons in the Irish city, bote the 
cognomen of "Sawbones” Thompson. 
That, however, is’-fiothfog in a city 
where the head of the gteat Roman 
Catholic church is despised and re­
jected of men, and where vigorous 
and decorative language is applied to 
all and sundry. Lord Kelvin’s father 
is declared to have been a remark­
ably successful and able surgeon, yet 
great as was his fame, he will be 
most remembered in the foturf as the 
parent of one more illustrious than 
liimeelf." William Thompson for many 
years after his arrival in Glasgow oc­
cupied the chair of mathematics and 
physics in Gilmorehill university. 
Gilmorehill has a piece in the mind 
of the West of Scotland man similar 
to that occupied by Tubingen in the 
mind of the German. It is beautifully 
situated on an incline above the river 
Kelvin (from which the title of the 
scientist was derived). Below the 
splendid semi-Gothic structure of the 
university stretches a magnificent 
grove of trees, made famous by the 
Scottish song, “Will Ye Come to Kel- 
vingrove, Bonnie Lassie, Oh.”

Early in hie term as teacher at Gil­
morehill, the great wave of scientific 
knowledge resulting from the work of 
Darwin, Huxley, Tyndall, Clerk-Max­
well’ and others, took place. With 
Prof. Joule he became famous in the 
propagation of the mechanical equiva­
lent of heat, a doctrine which revolu­
tionized the world’s idées of mechan­
ics. Following this he devoted him­
self to work in the direction of perfect­
ing the instruments of navigation. 
This work led him to ally himself 
with the firm of J. A J. White, scien­
tific instrument makers, Glasgow. 
As the result of the numerous inven­
tions and improvements in the instru­
menta of navigation which fol­
lowed Lord Kelvin’s investigations 
and careful' study, a large and im­
portant industry has been built up. 
The fame of the' concern is world­
wide and fsw passengers on board the 
great ocean greyhounds realize to 
whgt an extent the safety of the ves­
sels depends on the.jskill of the afti- 
zan, and- the. painstaking work of spe­
cialists, employed,f by the firm which 
Lord Kelvin did So yiqch to üpbuild.

.Lord Kelvin’ a Conservative
in polities, and f was to be" seen on 
the platform at yie all the great'raj: 
lies of the party. His unionist ten­
dencies may have" been the tesiilt of 
his Belfast-origin, for who ever heard 
of èd Irishm«n ,of the -nofth who

would tolerate Home Rule for a sec­
ond? At a time when science and re­
ligion were involved in a great contro­
versy, Lord Kelvin took the side of 
religion. No new light or knowledge 
brought forth by science seemed to 
him sufficient to annul the great real­
ity of religion. He accepted and add­
ed to the sum of scientific knowledge, 
but at no time did he give way to 
criticism of the religious systems of 
the day. Although prominent as a 
writer and teacher of science, lie had 
none of the traits of oratory possessed 
by Tyndall and 'Huxley. In fact as a 
lecturer lie was uninteresting and dif­
ficult to follow, and iii tiiie connection 
there is a remarkably good story, told 
around the college. It is to the effect 
that wheh Lord Kelvin was plain WiL 
liam Thompson, his brilliant work in 
science had given him such promin­
ence that he was asked to London on 
Queen’s Birthday that the honor of 
knighthood might be conferred. Hie 
assistant teacher at that time was 
Prof. -Day, who taught the primary 
classes, and who Was very popular 
among the students on account of the 
lucidity of hi* style. During the ab­
sence of his chief Prof. Day taught 
all classes to the great satisfaction of 
everyone. On his return Sir 
William entered the class’-rodm, in­
tending to place upon the blackboard 
some formulas necessary for his 
first lecture. Approaching it, how­
ever, he found written in. a large 
round hand the words: “Work while 
it is Day, for the (k)night cometh 
when no man con work.”

Lord Kelvin himself was not with­
out a keen sense of humor, and a 
story goes the rounds to the effect that 
he was one time visited by Dr. Joule 
in his laboratory. At that time he 
was at w-ork on his sounding appara­
tus, at present in use by all vessels for 
testing sea-depths. In experimenting 
he had been employing some wire of 
the piano type. Dr. Joule noticed the 
wire lying on the floor of the room. 
and remarked, “What next, Thomson 
a musical instrument?” “Yes,” an­
swered Sir William, “an instrument 
for sounding the deep C (sea).”

Lord Kelvin identified himself with 
many movements of scientific and in 
ventive progress, being associat­
ed with Sir Joseph Lawrence in 
placing Merganthaler’s great inven­
tion, the Linotype, before the British 
newspapers, as a means of type pro­
duction. He assisted in the designing 
and laying out of the works of the 
Machinery Trust at Broadheath, a 
factory which is conceded by all ex­
perts to mark the highest point at­
tained in the way of sanitation and 
comfort for employees.

The passing of Lord Kelvin has re­
duced by one the ranks of those great 
pioneer^ of science of the Victorian 
era, an army which lias beein so jnuçh, 
thinned out recently that but few re­
main. His quiet, unassuming priv--, 
vate life has culminated in a funeral 
tribute from the world in Westmins, 
fer. Abbey befitting one so great in 
Science, so simple in habit—one who 
was a living evidence of the. modesty 
and unostentatidn of true greatness.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lands in Manitoba or the 
North-West Provinces, excepting 8 
and 26, not reserved, may be home­
steaded by any person the sole head 
of a family, or male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec 
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made fo person by the ap­
plicant at a Dominion Lands Agency 
or a surb-agency. Entry by proxy may 
howevpr, be made at an agency oh 
certain conditions by the father, mo­
ther, qpn, daughter, brother or aistei 
of an intending homesteader.

An application for entry or cancella­
tion made personally at any Sub- 
agent’s office may be wired to the 
Agent by the Sub-Agent, at the 
expense of the applicant, and if the 
land applied for la vacant on receipt 
of the telegram such application 
te have priority end the land will 
held until the necessary papers to 
complete the transaction are receiv­
ed by mail.

Jn case of "personation” or fraud 
the applicant will forfeit all priority 
of claim or if entry has been granted 
it will be summarily cancelled.

An ■ application for cancellation must 
oe made fo person. The applicant 
must be éligible for homestead entry, 
tion will be received from an indivi’ 
Jual until that application has been 
disposed of.

Vriiere an entry is cancelled subse- 
inent to institution for cancellation 
oroceedinge, the applicant for cancel­
ation. will be entitled to prior right 
if entry.

Application for cancellation must 
date in what particulars the home- 
iteader is in default.

A homesteader whose entry is not 
the subject of cancellation proceedings, 
nay, subject to the approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favoui 
of father, mother, eon, daughter, 
brother "»r sister, if eligible, but tc 
io one else, on filing declaration of 
ibandonment.

Duties.—A settler is required to

Steamship Companies Complain.
Montreal, Dec. 26—The policy of the 

federal government to restrict British 
and continental immigration during 
the winter months, is not befog re­
ceived with open arms by the Can­
adian steamship lines.

REPORT OF THE

Findings of the Commissioners Ap­
pointed to Enquire into the Con­
duct and Conditions of Meat Trade

FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDA­
TIONS.

Sheep Industry/-
1. That the government undertake 

sheep feeding experiments in eonnec 
I’®11 with cattle feeding experiments.

2. That thi government bring in ai 
importation of pure-bred sheep aiid 
distribute them in small lots through­
out the Province.

Pork Industry. , '.
3. That the government assist, ii.

the erection ofiooe pork-packing plant 
to be located between Calgary and' 
Ldmontoit, that they take ovgj
the entire management of the con­
cern.

Bsef Industry.
4. That the -government establish 

three cattle feeding experiment sta 
lions, distributing them properl} 
throughout the province and conduc' 
such experiments as will demonstraU 
the feasibility of the cattle-feed in) 
business.

5. That we do not deem it wise tha' 
tiie government take any active step- 
in the matter of a canning plant unti 
the two plants now in the course o. 
erection are in operation and resulti 
therefrom determined.

6. That we do not find any comblm 
in restraint- of trade in the "retail but 
chers" trade.

7. That legislation be enacted whicl
will protect dumb animals from un 
necessary -cruelty in - the slaughter 
house, and that it be made compul 
sory for all animals to be shot, in tiu 
head. ,,

8. That the Railway Commission hi 
asked to compel the C.P.R. (himpan; 
to run a weekly scheduled stock, trail, 
this train to have right*of way afte 
passenger trains. That its rate o' 
speed be at least twenty miles ai 
hour, not including the time catth 
are unloaded for feeding.

9. That it be made compulsory to 
the shipper to unload his cattle onc< 
every 42 hours, and further that ii 
be made unlawful for any company t< 
carry stock longer than 42 hours with 
out seeing that it is unloaded.

10. That all complaints against the 
C.P.R. be taken up with the Rail 
way Commission, and, further, tha; 
copies of the exerpts from the evi 
dence which have been forwarded t» 
the C.P.R. offices in Winnipeg be for 
warded to the Railway Commission 
and that they be asked to remedy tin 
several grievances which are hereii 
set- forth.

11. That tire time which cattle ms; 
be held in the old country before 
slaughtering be increased * to one 
month.

12. That the government appoint f- 
livy. stock commissioner, whose chîe 
business it would be to attend to thi 
marketing of Alberta export Cattle 
and that he be paid a regular salart 
by the government, add that the gov­
ernment impose a uniform tax on al 
shippers according to the number o’ 
animals shipped by the said commis 
sioper,,

13/ That our investigation into the" 
chilled ihçat trade has not been suffi 
cient tp warrant us making any re. 
commendations and that" we respect 
fully ask your considration upon the 
advisability of further investigatior 
into tins matter/

14. That we have not found thaï 
there exists or has existed any com 
bination in restraint of or affectini 
trade in cattle, sheep, hogs or ail) 
meats or any or an of them in thi 
province or elsewhere stich as would 
infringe upon the provisions of the 
Criminal Code of Canada.

15. That stock yards are not con 
ducted in a systematic manner, and 
we would therefore recommend thaï 
all stock yards be managed by the 
railway companies.

16. That cattle should be bought and 
sold without shrink.

17. That the brand inspection ays 
tem now • in vogue is worthless^ am 
we therefore recommend - /that al 
brand inspectors be dispensed with, 
and that the shipper of stock be ask 
ed to furnish the transportation Com 
pany with an affidavit as" to the num 
her ol animals in his shipment, to 
gether or with the set and brand, am 
that the owner or his agent furnish 
an affivadit of a similar nature un 
less it can be proven that the shippe1 
had authority from the owner of tin 
animal to do so.

18. That the present hide inspection 
law be most rigidly enforced.

CONCLUSION.
We regret to have to state thaï 

there were many questions in eonnec 
tion with the meat trade which shoulc 
have ‘been investigated at points fur 
tber east and in the old country. A 
knowledge of conditions in' Montreal 
the difficulty of securing space, the 
marking and sorting of cattle, a know 
ledge of conditions on the ocean voy 
age, treatment of stock in the old 
copntry, kilting and marketing, com­
parison of our stock with that sent 
noth other countries and various other 
problems are" all matter» Which would 
have aided 11s very materially in ar­
riving at a finding.
-As -Î4- is we believe that we have 

been obliged to stop at the place 
Where investigation was the most- né- 
oesary. Had we been able to trace 
the Alberta" steëF from the range right 
to the consumer in the old country 
and at the same time investigate in 
thorough .detail the chilled meat sys­
tem aaddamiliarize ourselves with va­
rious questions, the details of which 
we are largely ignorant, we would 
have been able to arrive at a finding 
sufficiently superior to the one now 
completed, as to much more than jus­
tify the additional expenditure.

REPORT OF SEEF COMMISSION.
To Hie Honor the- Lieutenant-Gov­

ernor in Council for the Province of 
Alberta :

The commissiofiers appointed under 
the terms of the commission dated 
the ninth day of May in the year of 
owr Lord, (She thousand nine hundred 
and seven, issued under the provi­
sions of an Ordinance Respecting Con­
senting Public Matters, being Chap­
ter 12 of the Consolidated Ordinances 
of the Northwest Territories, and the 
order in council thereunto annexed, 
to investigate and report to the Lieu­
tenant-Governor in Council upon and 
with regard to all matters having to 
do with the purchase and sale, whetli 
er by wholesale or retail, of cattle, 
sheep, hogs and meats in the prov­
ince, and of and into the conditions 
prevailing in the industry or trade of 
purchasing and selling cattle, sheep, 
hogs and meats and the conditions af­
fecting or regulating the price thereof, 
whether by wholesale or retail, and 
3f and into all facts -or conditions 
lending to the ascertainment of wlieth- 
ri" there exists or has existed or is 
likely to exist any combination in 
restraint of or affecting trade in cat­
tle, sheep, hogs and meats or any or 
ill of them in the Province or else­
where, such as would infringe upon 
he provisions of the Criminal Code of 
Canada, 1892, and amendments there- 
‘-o, or is otherwise injurious or inimi­
cal to fhe people of the Province or 
my portion thereof ; have the honor 
to submit their report embodying the 
results of their' enquiry, their recom- 
nendations in connection with the 
various matters into which they were 
directed to enquire, together with the 
rvidence taken before them., 

Subsequent to the appointment ol 
/our commissioners, Alex. Middleton, 
>f Coleridge ip the province of Alber- 
a, and Alex. M. Campbell, of Argyle, 
n the Proince of Manitoba ,a prelim­
inary meeting was held at Medicine 
Hat on May 13th, 1907, lor. the pur­
pose of organization, and also for the 
considérât ion of certain problems per­
tinent to thé investigation. H. A. 
Craig, of the Department of Agricul­
ture was appointed secretary *0 the 
commission and P. J. Nolan, of Cal­
ler)' Was appointed counsel 'or the 
conduct of the enquiry.

The following towns were recom­
mended as places for sittings; Medi­
cine Hat, Lethbridge, Cardston, Mae- 
.eod. High River, Calgary, Gleichen. 
Innisiail, Red Deer, Wetaskiwin, i-a- 
combe, Erskine, Edmonton, Vegre- 
rille and Vermilion.

After due notice had been given the 
liftings commenced at Medicine Hat 
on June 10th, 1907, and continued in 
the order mentioned above until July 
22nd.

In the selection of men to appear 
is witnesses, the object was to secure 
representatives of those engaged in 
the different branches of the industry", 
namely, the producer, dealer (in cTud 
mg buyers, commission men and ex­
porters) shipper, transportation com 
pany and consumer. In all two, hun­
dred and ten -witnesses were heard.

rWe have made qn exhaustive inves­
tigation of the meat industry in Alber­
ta. and we find.that there is A univer 
sal complaint that it is riot "on"'a1 
paying basis. There is a general feel­
ing of dissatisfaction, partially dur ti 
the af*t that there has been such .1 
heavy mortality on large ranges dun 
ing the past winter, also because the 
free range is being curtailed and pri­
marily' ‘beeau'ite dho rancher and pro 
djiepr arfe rifot receiving sufficient rc- 
dvùneraÉibn for their labor and invest 
ment. The object of this commission, 
then, should be to determine exactly 
wherein the troubles lie, and to sug 
gest remedies for the same, and dis­
cover if possible how the produce 1 
can obtain a be'tter price for his pro­
duct.

The' report will deal with three 
branches of the trade, namely, beef, 
mutton and.pork,.the former occupy­
ing perhaps the most important place.

Mutton Trade.

We find that the sheep industry in 
this province is on the decline.

There has been, a great controversy 
between the sheepmen and cattlemen 
in the range country practically since 
sheep raising began. The cattle ranch 
ere maintained that their cattle will 
not pasture on ground overrun by 
sheep. Some years ago the sheep lim­
its were much larger than at present. 
About 1901 a commissioner in the per­
son of'E. W. Burley was appointed 
to- investigate the controversy -between 
-the .cattle and sheep men. Mr. Burley 
before completing his duties joined 
the Territorial government, and Mr. 
Stewart,was appointed In his place. 
We understand that Mr. Stewart made 
a very thorough investigation, and 
that he recommended that the sheep 
limits be changed. His recommenda­
tions were acted upon and the result 
is that the greater portion of the new 
sheep limits are located in the Pro­
vince of Sasaktchewan. Sheep ranch­
ers complain that there is not suffi­
cient water on their limits. This, to­
gether with the curtailing of the 
range, the heavy mortality during late 
winters and the ravages of the coyote, 
is responsible, we believe, for the de­
cline of the industry.

Those who still remain in the busi­
ness maintain that under good man­
agement it is a profitable., industry. 
In view of the fact that there is a very- 
large amount of mutton brought into 
the country from Ontario, Australis 
and the Maritime Provinces, and in 
vléW of the further fact that there it 
iro legitimate reason why a sufficient 
quantity of this product should not 
be raised "in this province to meet the 
demands of home consumption, we. 
your, commieisoners, believe that tbit 
government should take active steps 
to assist in the expansion of the in­
dustry.

We. do not believe that it would be 
wipe to have an extension of the 
sheep limits in the south, as what 
was but a few years ago a ranching 
country is now changing into a coun­
try of smaller holdings, consequently 
we believe that the range side of both 
the sheep and cattle businee will soon 
be crowded out. We are of the opin­
ion, however, that some improvement
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might be made in the range indus­
try, as it exists. Range lambs when 
placed upon the market are usually 
very thin and small. If the sheep 
men would finish their lambs by feed­
ing the would not only increase the 
total weight, but would secure an ear­
lier maturing animal and would also 
produce an improved quality of meat. 
Most of the range sheep in this pro­
vince are to be found south of Cal 
gary, and in this particular district 
the alfalfa crop is being developed 
and is now being growp in paying 
^““ntities. It is a ce'1 ceded fact that 
alfalfa is one of the best feeds for 
finishing lambs. It has been demon­
strated also that roots and rape can 
be raised in paying quantise in tbc 
southern country. These feeds, to. 
gether with a grain mixture, would 
make a very sati. 'petory .ration for 
the finishing of our range lambs. 
Therefore, we won 1 recommend the! 
the government undertake sheep feed 
ing experiments in connection with 
the feeding experiment stations men 
tioned in our treatise of the cattle 
industry.

In this connection we would quote 
from tile evidence of J. McCaig.

"Lamb and sheep feeding experi 
ments running over ninety days, in 
eluding December, January and Feb 
rusry, should be undertaken as soot 
as the balance of food necessary ir 
available. This is in line educational 
tv and economically with the needs 
of our agricultural and pastoral inter 
este. The ranchers themselves are ap 
proaching it, but too slowly. Oui 
sheep are being bought to put intc 
feeding experiments outside the pro 
vince, namely, at Moose Jaw and For 
Arthur; or they were a year ago. This 
should be counteracted."

Since the range enterprises are be. 
ing reduced the sheep business mu* 
be maintained by the introduction o 
farm flocks throughout the northerr 
part of the province. In this eonnec 
tion Mr. Hamilton, manager of tht 
Alberta Sheep Co., Limited, states : ,

"It would be profitable- to hove tin 
industry extended. Of course the mei 
in the north country are trying tc 
get more sheep. The farmers in tin 
north are coming down here and wil 
buy one hundred or two hundrec 
sheep for breeding purposes, and fo. 
selling afterwards to supply the loca 
demand up there. The difficulty nov 
is to get sheep to I>uy. There are no 
enough sheep here in the country tc 
supply the demand and that has ha< 
something to do with the increase* 
price." j jgg

The difficulty of establishing tty 
industry in the northern portioi 
arises from two causes : The ravage: 
of the wolves and coyotes, and th< 
cost of fences. The bounty systen 
lately inaugurated by the govertitnen 
will in a measure do away with thf 
former. We believe, however, if sheet 
are to he kept profitably in the nortt 
they must be held within a wovei 
fence. We are led to believe tha 
many of "the farmers in various park 
of the northern country -are anxiou: 
to enter the - sheep business. Believ 
in'g, thferi, that -there is urgent neces 
sity for encouragement we would re 
speclfuUy recommend that the .gov- 
eminent of"the'province bring in ai 
importation of sheep; and-distribué 
them in small lots throughout tin 
province. As pur climate is somewha 
severe the close wooflecT breeds-wil 
be mdre profitable to raise and o, 
these we would mention the Shrop . 
shire and Oxford particularly. Thés, 
two breeds may be secured from On 
t-ario flocks at the present time a 
very reasonable prices.

Pork.

We found an absolute disastisfac 
tion amongst the producers of pork 
due to a lack of confidence in tin 
market. There have been times wliei 
the prices have been high, sufficient!) 
so to -encourage farmers engaging ex 
tensively in the industry, and wher 
a large number of hogs came on tc 
the market, the price dropped to » 
figure below the cost of production 
This condition of affairs has been re 
peated several times in the past de 
cade so that at the present time th< 
farmers, while anxious to engage ii 
thé business, will not venture because 
of the uncertainty of the market.

We can see no reason -why this 
should be the history of the industry 
Tlie small buyers of pork maintaii 
that Burns & Co. set the price. Tht 
producers unanimously claim tha 
this company is responsible for tht 
state of the industry; c We know tha; 
Bums & Co. handle a great deal û 
the pork of the province and havt 
done so for many years. We believe 
also that the fact of their doing busi 
ness so extensively in tlie provinct 
and have done so for many years 
We believe also that the fact of theii 
doing business so extensively in thi 
province has tended to keep othei 
buyers from entering. From the evi 
dence we are forced to believe that 
there is a monopoly in the industry 
and that the privilege has been abus 
ed. Instead of fostering the induatn 
at all times and looking for a foreigi 
outlet when the market was gluttec 
they have allowed the price to droj 
below the cost of production, and have 
driven a large number of farmer; 
out of the business. The result h 
that to-day people say that the pres 
ent prices are profitable but they have 
had a dear lesson, and they will not 
venture again if this company car 
dictate the price. ; - L’: y

We believe that this is a mattei 
which- should engage the immediate 
attention of the government. Thong 
ands of tons of cured meat are bein* 
imported 'rom the United States year­
ly and sold at ridiculously high 
prices. The money is going out of 
the country, whep-jt should and may 
be kept there. We wish also to state 
that the imported goods have secured 
a name far beyond their due. They 
are popular largely because they are 
imported and again because they have 
been extensively advertised. This im­
ported bacon comes from the corn 
states, where they raise nothing but 
the fat type of hog and feed it noth­
ing but corn. It does not stand tc 
reason that the meat would make as 
high a class of bacon as that of our

oat àn<t barley fed hog.
We wish to say that this govern­

ment would he justified in taking ac­
tive steps in the endeavor to place 
the hog industry on a firm basis. We 
would respectfully recommend that 
the government consider the advisa­
bility of assisting in the erection of 
at least one pork packing plant to 
be located in the district between 
Calgary and Edmonton. Jf it be 
found later that its operation is suc­
cessful, we would recommend that 
the government assist in "the erection 
and operation of a plant in the south­
ern part of tlie province. In several 
parts of the district between Calgary 
and Edmonton -we were informed that 
the farmers wgre prepared to sub), 
scribe sufficient shares to ereçt the 
plqnt, but they wanted the Gov­
ernment to assist not ‘ only finan­
cially but also to take over the entire 
management of the concern. This lat­
ter they believed the government 
only could handle successfully and. 
cope with the large corporations 
which would be too ready to injure 
any such institution. We would re­
spectfully commend the evidence of 
as. Bower of Red Deer for your con­
sideration, as that of a man who has 
given a great deal of sound thought to 
the situation and the views of whom 
are representatives of ninety percent, 
of those interested in the pork indus­
try of this province.

The fact that a large pork packing 
plant is in the course of erection near 
Edmonton under the management of 
the J. Y. Griffin Co. does not seem to 
inspire confidence in those who wish 
to engage in the industry, but rather 
the opposite. Whether the operation 
of another pork packing plant will 
help the industry we are not prepared 
to say, but we wish to impress upon 
the goverpment the necessity for im­
mediate actipn on their part in some 
such manner as recommended above.

Bagf Trade—(à) Local Trade.

In the neighborhood of 50 per cent, 
of • the yearly beet crop of Alberta is 
used within the Dominion, the other 
5Ô per cent, being export. A univer­
sal complaint is that we cannot get 
rid of our butchers' stock. The ani­
mals exported are those . that weigh 
from 1,200 pounds upwards, smooth, 
well finished cattle. The remainder, 
ir butchers’ stuff, is comprised of the 
light weights and those which are 
rough and unfinished. The objection 
to shipping the light weights to the 
>ld country is that it costs as much 
0 ship a steer of 1,000 pounds as one 
if 1,600, in other words, the ship space 
purchased at a certain amount per 
lead, ,and not according to weight, 
i’ifty per cent, of jhe yearly meat 
trop of Alberta is,,sufficient to glut 
he domestic market, j therefore to re- 
luce the supply of ‘domestic meat 
vould ameliorate this condition of ai- 
airs. _ Many of the cattle which are 
•old for butchers if kept until finish­
’d would. b|e exported 'end thus reduce 
he amount of this içlaKS. This, we 
oelieve, is ah important factor in the 
-olving of this phAse 'of 'the 'local beef 
trade of the province; *■>■'* •

Again, the country" is dpi a transi- 
ionary stage, a stage' when ranching 
a changing to mixécT.fârifting, and in 
irdér to practice tnticèd' "farming sué- 
■essfuily a proper sySteiri of winter 
eediiig must he adopted. When tlie 
anclier was asked: Why he did not 
eed his stock ip winter for spring 
lelivery- the -invariable answer- was: 
‘It won’t pay."- , - <, ■„ ? . - „ . _

We find that the a,vî r agè - s t oülc n i m i 
s very reluctant in oharfging to this

Again those who have experimented 
iave not obtained (Tie most satisfae- 
ory résulta, a matter which ,1ms tend- 

k1 to discourage the’ business very 
naterially. Many of flic tiuswccess- 
ul experiments, however, may be 
raced to the close housing of these 
ange-raised cattle. -We are strongly 
>f the opinion that such work will 
esult successfully if judiciously car- 
ied out. Wé would not advise close 
lousing of these cattle _ but rather 
iave open sheds convenient to a 
food pasture where they call be fed 
tnd get shelter and gradually be 
irought into a quiet y and docile con- 
litidn, the latter bentg-Very néces- 
afy for sriccessful shipping. 1 When 
■attle aie taken off the range and 
mmediately placed . in the . cars for 
hipping we find that they abuse 
hdmselves very badly, not'only bruis- 
ng themselves and rendering the 
neat in a very deteriorated condition, 
iut in many cases these wild animals 
will not feed or drink for several days 
titer being loaded, consequently fail 
1 great deal if they are long in readi­
ng the market.

Besides relieving the local market 
md producing a better class oi cattle 
or 'the foreign market, this- system 
vould enable us to distribute the 
ihipments throughout the year and 
vould avoid glutting -the market in 
he autumn with an inferior class of 
rnttle. Furthermore, the system 
would not cïnly increase the total 
veight of beef, but would also result 
n a greatly improved quality.

Another admirable feature which 
fill result because of the inaugura- 
ion of the system will be the lack 
>f strain on the car service- depart- 
nent in the autumn of the year, when 
A is taxed to its utmost on account 
if the season’s crop being shipped.

After listening to the evidence of 
ixpotters who strongly impressed us 
with the necessity for a better .bred 
md better fed animal for profitable 
■xporting, we are convinced that it 
would be advisable foi the government- 
,0 adopt means of encouraging the 
iniehinjj hi .these cattle.

Vie' wvold respectfully recommend 
hat the .government establish three 

1 attle feeding . experiment stations, 
distributing them properly through­
out thei province, and Conduct such 
experiniehts as will demonstrate the 
feasibility of the cattle feeding busi­
ness, ~ demonstrate that these wild 
iteefs 'eàn be finished on hay and 
grain feed. In order to have such a 
scheme as practical as possible, we 
would ’ recommend that these experi- 
nental feeding stations be conducted 
along with an energetic system of 
grain growing for feed, so that they; 
could be operated at a profit and de­
monstrate the practicability of the 
scheme in every detail.-.A 1 g re at deal 
can be done by means of institute

teaching, and we would advise that 
every opportunity be used to impress 
upon the farmers the necessity for 
feeding and also the proper method 
of doing the same.

By this scheme the government will 
be enabled to demonstrate in a prac­
tical way that the first and prime 
consideration in profitable feeding is 
to select the proper type of animal. 
We would emphase again that one of 
the reasons why the cattle business 
has not been more profitable in the 
past is due to the fact that the ma­
jority of ranchers have been breeding 
a poor class of animal.

Canning Plant.
; Almost every Cattle raiser; in the 
province has more or less stock tyhieh 
(nust be sold or used as canne rs—the 
vory rough and thin animals And 
those which have served their day in 
the dairy herd.

Great difficulty is experiençed in 
getting rid of this class. Although 
thi matter was not presented to us by 
very many witnesses, yet, in view of 
the fact that these witnesses are pro­
minent men in the districts in which 
they live, and in view of the further 
fact that the question as laid before 
us partook of such a definite charac­
ter, we feel that we cannot ignore it.

We believe that the witnesses heard 
have a grievance in that they cannot 
dispose of their poorer class of stock 
to good advantage, and we believe 
also that if their wish were carried 
out by tlie government there would 
be a great improvement in the condi­
tion ol affairs, yet, m view of the fact 
that there is now in the course of 
erection a large canning factory in 
the northern part "of the province 
located within a few miles of Edmon­
ton, and another canning factory in 
the course of erection in the southern 
part of the province, located at Medi-, 
cine Hat, institutions * which we be­
lieve .will materially change tlie con­
dition pi affairs with respect to the 
canning ' industry, we, your commis­
sioners, do not deem it wise to recom- 
mencj that the government take any 
active’steps in the matter until there 
ate further developments and until 
the plants now in the course of erec- 
tipn. are in operation tad the results 
thèrefrojn determined. If, in the 
event of unsatisfactory results eman­
ating from the operation of these two 
canning factories, the government find 
upon further investigation that mat­
ters are still in an unsatisfactory con­
dition, we believe that the govern-" 
ment would then be wise in erecting 
and operating a canning plant.

Retail Butchers’ Trade. I 
With regard to the retail meat in­

dustry, we beg to say that we exam­
ined abput 35 butchers throughout the 
province, and tlie following are re­
presentative of the accounts laid be­
fore us:

Q. “What do you get 18c. per pound 
for their?”

A. “Those cuts sold to small cus­
tomers, principally the undercut and 
sirloin steak. The prices I have quot­
ed are those at which meat is supplied 
to hotels and restaurants, where so 
much trimming is riot required. Tak­
ing ipto consideration the cost of col­
lecting accounts, these high prices 
would ■ not- average as much as the 
smaller prices, When large quantities 
of meat are- sold.” - 

Q. “What would you pay for that 
steer tilat would dress 634 pounds?”

A. “I would pay 8c. per lb. at Uie 
present time.”

(Q. “That-would be $50.70?”
A. “Yes-, about that.’-’ - 
Q.'“What have you paià for any 

steers that you have bought live 
weight?” 1

A. “One cost me $40 and the other 
$35. Tlie. last I bought was $40."
’ Q. “That $40 animal would have 
dressed how much?”

A. “About 550 lbs.”
Q. “And out of that $40 animal you

Q. “What do you get for the tongue,

Q. “We will say $1.00 altogether.; 
That would be $4.90 for tile hide and' 
offal, which we will deduct from tlie 
price of the steer, whicn leaves $35.10. 
That woujd foe .the net cost of that 
strer to’yon, Would it hot?”

“No. It would not. It would 
tâke us half a day to buy that steer 
with a man and team.”

Q. “That animal would cost you 
$35.10, and at the prices you have 
given it would '^realise $55.95, which 
would leave a gross profit of $20.85.”

Excerpt from evidence of Mr. Wm. 
Lee, manager lor P. Burns & Co., 
Macleod :

Q. “Now take a $30.00 steer, what 
would that dress on the block?”

Q. “What percentage of the gross' 
weight?"

do you consider it costs to get an ani­

Although we examined verj" carefully 

into "the retail bufeher’-s trade we 
found it almost impossible to arrive at 
a conclusion as to the average profit 
per carcase made by the retail but­
cher in Alberta. The foregoing sys­
tem was used in examining each of 
the butchers who appeared before tile 
commission. In certain cases the 
gross profit per carcase may be esti­
mated at 100 per cent; in other cases 
tlie profit drops to 10 per cent., or evef. 
less. Our efforts were futile in en­
deavoring to strike an average on the 
retail butchers’ yearly profits.

Your commissioners are convinced 
that when there is a considerable turn 
over of stock and good business me­
thods employed, the .profits are large. 
In small establishments the danger ct 
loss is much greater, and we also 
observe that the business method. 
employed here are responsible for the 
small profits in their business.

tWe are of the 'opinion that if the 
«redit system were done away with 
and sales made strictly for cash the 
butchers of the province could afford 
to sell their meat at a considerable 
lowèr price. The man who pays has 
to pay for the man who doesn’t. 
Again, butchers complain that it is 
difficult to get rid of the poorer cuts. 
The purchaser goeis to the shop, and 
because he does not have to pay for 
his meat that day he is going to have 
the best that is going, whereas, if he 
had to pay cash he would suit the 
price of his purchase to his pocket. 
Then the butcher would have no bad 
debts, and he would get rid of all his 
poorer cuts.

■ There is no doubt that poor busi­
ness methods and lack of economy, 
etc., are responsible for the small pro­
fits in the business. Furthermore, 
we may say here that there is con­
siderable waste in competition because 
of the fact that each butcher has to do 
lift own buying, slaughtering, hauling, 
etc. If it were possible to have this 
done by one firm in each town it 
would be a. considerable saying of ex­
pense.

Wé also wish to mention that'there 
is a- reason for such a great difference1 
between the price per lb. paid-for. the 
animal on foot and .the price charged 
in the shop. In -the first place, the 
ordinary range aniinal Will only dress' 
about 55 per cent. ■ of it® live weight, 
which means that tlie price paid on 
foot must be almost doubled' in the' 
shop in order t<Vrealize the Cost price. 
A large portion of the meat must be 
retailed at about the same price as 
choice cuts. Thus the high price of 
porterhouse, sirloin, etc.

It has been complained that P.. 
Burns & Co. have a monopoly of the 
retail meat trade of the province. It 
is not necessary for us to prove from 
the assertion of a number of witnesses 
that a monopoly exists. We need 
only refer to the evidence of Mr. 
Burns himself, ill which he states :

“There are a lot of people in this 
country who think «it is the right 
thing to knock the C.P.R.. Gordon & 
Ironsides, and Burns, but I want to

say that we three have made this 
country, and it is a pity there are not 
jnore Burns and Ironsides in this 
country. Why, if I were to close 
down to-morrow, in ten days the peo­
ple in this country would be starv­
ing.” /

Q. “Do you not think, Mr. Burns, 
that there would be somebody found 
to take your place if you -went out of 
the business?”

A. “Not much. They could not do 
it. This business of mine has taken 
years to build up.”

We would emphasize that’ the mono­
polistic, gtatç of the retail meat trade 
is a very undesirable condition of 
affairs for thie province. It lias been 
charged against P. Burns & - Co. that. _ 
they use doubtful irietjiods in order to ' 
establish trade in- certain towns. 
With respect to tills, we have to sav 
thgt there is 110 direct proof in. the . 
eyidence that this is, true.

: A great deal has been said against' 
P.’ Buttas & Co. in--their relation:to .. 
the retail meat trade of the province. 
Viewing tlie evidence as a whole, 
your commissioners are impressed 
with thé fact that many of the- • ac­
cusations against Mr. Burns and his 
company cannot be substantiated 
under oath.

Slaughter Houses.
Your commissioners have taken 

occasion to visit several slaughter­
houses situated in both provinces. 
We wish to say, on the whole, that 
matters are conducted in quite a 
cleanly manner. We desire to draw 
the attention of tlie government parti­
cularly to the cruel treatment to which 
the animals are subjected while being 
stunned. The animals are run into 
cages, holding one to each cage, and 
after the doors are properly secured a 
man with an instrument resembling 
an axe. except that it is pointed where 
the axe is blunt. walks on a beam 
above the animals arid administers thg 
fatal blow. In this operation the 
treatment* Which many an animal re­
ceives before losing its senses is 
simply appalling. If the animal -bi 
struck ill the proper place one light 
blow is sufficient to relieve it from 
all further pain, but we were present 
when it took as many as seven and 
eight blows on different portions of 
the head to bring the animal off its 
feet. After this a chain was attached 
to the hind feet of the animal, and 
when it had bien strung to the ceil­
ing the final blow was administered 
by a man slightly more expert at his 
business.- /Such treatment as this 
can be attributed to no other source 
than to carelessness on the part of tlie 
employers who ’have the work in 
hand. We have given a description 
of what happened in the case of one. 
animal, but hundreds of innocent 
beasts which go to our slaughter 
houses are doomed to a similar fate. 
We ask the consideration of the 
government, firstly : from a humane 
standpoint ; we believe that such 
things should not be allowed to take 
place in any civilized country; we 
would respectfully recommend . that 
legislation be passed which, will pro­
tect dumb creatures from unnecessary 
cruelty ; we would suggest that it be. : 
compulsory for’ all animals tp- be shot 
in tlie forehead ; secondly, we have 
been led to believe from conversation 
with men of experience: that tile-meat 
of animals subjected to, such • brutal 
treatment in the killing .is of a vtry 
inferior quality. ,

Export Trade.
We have heard tlie evidence of most 

of the large cattle raisers in the p'rfe-c 
vince, maiiy of whotti we have found 
to be very familiar with exporting 
conditions, and with the. exceptionnel: 
one or two who are favorably situat­
ed their evidence goeA- to- show that 
there is something seriously wrong. 
Almost without exception the small 
shipper has exported at a. loss. It 
would appear that the transportation 
companies, commission merchants and 
all corporations interested in ship­
ping endeavor to discourage the small 
shipper, or, in other words, that those 
who have shipped privately to Winni­
peg. Montreal and the old country- 
have been designedly held up 
from the point of shipment until their 
cattle were oil the hooks in the mar­
ket.

We were able to trace, the steer from 
th» Alberta range until he arrived in 
Winnipeg stock yards and acquaint 
i/iirselves thoroughly' with every de­
tail in the process upto this, point, but 
we are firmly convinced that most of 
the trouble experienced by the pri­
vate shipper is to be located beyond 
this point.

We can quite easily' understand that 
it is to tlie interest of the transporta­
tion company to have the shipments 
consolidated and have .the shipping 
done by as few men as possible. 
Again, it is to tlie. interests of the 
commission men and the exporter t6 
discourage private shipments', as it 
will increase their own business. The 
tendency of the industry is toward 
monopoly since the capital involved 
and the ability necessary in the carry­
ing on of such a business naturally 
throws it into the hands of a favored 
few. The transportation company 
should then be tlie agents to colriVat 
this influence, instead of to augment 
it.

One significant feature of the evi­
dence relative to the C.P.R. is that the 
complaints come absolutely from the 
smaller shippers. Men such as "Gor­
don & Ironsides, P. Burns & Co., the 
Knight Sugar'Co., George Lane and a 
few others have no complaint to 
lodge against tlie C.P.R., while small­
er private, shippers; are loud in their 
denunciation; claiming that the ihost 
adverse treatment'is- rrietttt "(frit to 
them and every possible favor shown 
the large, shippers.

Delays in- Transit.
In many instances we consider;that 

Hie time occupied in shipping cattle 
from Alberta to Winnipeg and Mont-', 
real, and the treatment the rancher re­
ceives at the hands of the C.P.R., 
must be expressed in 110 milder terms 
than outrageous. The delays in 
transit occasioned by neglect on the 
part of the C.P.R. officials is a mat­
ter which benefits no one, and in 
many cases brings ruin and disaster 
to the western rancher. We have 
only to refer to the evidence of such 
men as W. J. Wake, J. L. Sexniith and 
Walter Ross in order to prove tlie seri­
ousness of the situation.

Excerpt from the evidence of 
Walter Ross, Cardston :

“One experience I had four years 
ago, I was 99 hours going from Leth­
bridge to Winnipeg, and the cattle

We 
are convinced that the fault lisa, ab­
solutely With their eubordination, 
men who consider their own comfort 
above thei reputation of; the company 
by which they are employed. On 
examining such men as F. W. Peters, 
assistant general traffic manager, and 
R. R. Jamieson, superintendent of the 
western divisions, and others wc we:e 
convinced that they wire sincere in 
their endeavAr to furnish first class 
service for live stock shipments, but 
that they were not fully cognizant of 
conditions as they actually

sivaly the gttpply of cars is hot. .ade-i 
ml ate. ' This fact has been acknow­
ledged by some of the C.P.R. officials, 
who are responsible for -this line of 
work.

We find that the d.P.R. bavé very 
few stock cars which are furnished, 
wit hmangers for feeding. fThis, we 
believe, would be a valuable addition 
to the present stock car, and on runs 
where ibis not deemed,advisable to 
unload it would prevent Animals froni 
suffering, as thgy undoubtedly must, 
suffer, from hunger, and would at the 
same time lessen the heavy shrinkage.

In connection with favoritism tfhown 
by the G.P.K. to larger ahd more ex­
tensive shippers, Sir. Hugh, in-his evi­
dence. stated thill Mr. Gordon's men

Many men objected that they had 
to. ship their stock to Winnip'g in 
box cars. We are not iii k position, to 
say whether at the same time there 
were stock cars available or nbt arid 
that it was simply - a; case of negli- 
geneq-'tin-the part of the company's? 
officials, -that stock cars ;wére-tiot «up- 
pliedv-or-whether the supplysof stock 
bars is inadequate. We are eoti- 
vineed that at certain tmee of the year

very wild cattle from Calgary to Win­
nipeg without unloading.

It is a great advantage to the buyer 
in Winnipeg to have cattle weighed 
off the cars, but we wish to point out 
the injustice to the shipper and.pro-, 
queer; and further say'that it is prftc»
tioed in no place except, in Western 
Canada.

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able- The sum total of his lengthy 
argument is that the capital necessary 
would be enormous. Neverthelees, he 
states U a dreased meat trade could 
be established aucceesfuly it would 
be of great benefit to the producer.' 
It would increase the value of his 
cattle easily from 25 to 30 per cent. 
He is of the opinion that if the gov­
ernment yould undertake the enter­
prise and could see their way clear 
to bringing it to a succeseful issue it 
would mean the placing of the meat 
industry of Western Canada on a 
new basis.

Undoubtedly there is considerable 
in favor of the chilled meat system. 
In the first place there would be the 
advantage of ehippinig the carcass rto 
England in a dressed form which 
would cost considerably less than 
shipping on foot and would do awa'- 
almost entirely with risk. Our mea’t 
would not be in a bruised condition 
as a result of the abuse the animals 
are. subjêcted to incident to the long 
train haul. If the system were brought 
into operation it would do away en­
tirely with the present grievances of 
the shipper. We are told by some 
that the chilled meat sells for as high 
a price as that which is ofiered in the 
fresh form. Others tell us that it will 
sell for from 1 to 2 cents per lb. less. 
Dr. McEachem states that the Eng­
lish people would prefer it infinitely 
if all the beef we supply from this 
country would come in that chilled 
form.

We regret to state that our inves­
tigation in this matter has not been 
sufficiently complete to warrant us 
making any recommendations. We 
would respectfully ask your consider­
ation of the advisability of further in­
vestigation.

We commend it as a subject worthy 
of investigation in every detail.

Alleged Combine Amongst Buyers.
One of the duties imposed upono the 

commissioners was the ascertainment 
of whether there exists or , has ex­
isted or is likely to exist any com­
bination in restraint of or affecting 
trade in cattle, sheep, hogs or meat 
or any or all of them in the province 
or elsewhere, such as would infringe 
upon the provisions of the criminal 
code of Canada, 1892, and amend­
ments thereto.

We wish to say that we have prob­
ed this matter in every detail and al­
though the producers furnished a 
great deal of circumstantial exidence 
that there was an agreement amongst 
buyers of cattle in the allotting of 
districts for operation and that one 
would not trespass upon the terri­
tory of the other, and it was also in­
timated that buyers agreed as to pric­
es, but on no occasion have we been 
able to elicit information which would 
substantiate the chargee. Questions 
pertaining to the existence oi a com­
bine were asked thoee charged with 
implication and without exception 
these men emphatically denied the 
charge. Mr. Bums states under oath:

“I say there has never been a com­
bine in cattle in the existence of this 
country as far as 1 know.*

Excerpt from evidence of J. T. Gor­
don, Winnipeg :

“Your name is connected with Pat 
“Bums. What are your business re­
lations-'” i

A.—“We have been accused of this, 
“that we sent Çat Bums out. He is a 
“bigger man than-any of us. For us 
“doing" that, that we were sending

“absolutely untrue. There is no more 
“connection in the business of Pat 
“Burns with any one of the members 
“of- the firm of Gordon, Ironsides & 
“Fares than there is between the 
"chairman of this commission and 
“me and never has been.”

Many of the smaller buyers stated 
that P. Burns set the price for the 
animals that were used locally. Men 
who bought in greater numbers and 
shipped to Canadian and American 
points stated that they set their pric­
es by the Winnipeg, Chicago and 
Montreal markets. Those who ship­
ped to the old country stated that 
they were advised as to prices in the 
old country and bought accordingly 
Mr. Burns, who can perhaps not be 
included in any of these classes, stat­
ed:—

“Well, when the market in the old 
“country is high I fix my price by 
“that. Q.—But bow when the old 
"country market is low*? A.—Well, 
“then I fix my price- according to my 
“own best judgment.”

When the producer was asked how 
he set the price on his animal the 
invariable answer was that he had to 
take what he was offered and that he 
mostly took the first offer tor fear he 
should never get ano-uer.

In this connection we would like to 
mention that although Bums & Co. 
are very extensive buyere of all clas­
ses of cattle in this province, of late 
they have done no exporting, their ex­
port cattle being turned over princi­
pally to Gordon & Ironsides, of Win­
nipeg. We know that Mr. Gordon 
has selected Mr. Bums* cattle at the 
shipping point, taking the exports to 
Winnipeg, while Mr. Burns took the 
remainder or butcher’s stuff to Cal­
gary. Some of the producers objected 
to this method, claiming that it was 
proof that there was an agreement be­
tween the two companies. We have 
to say that we are of the opinion 
that such business is quite legitimate, 
in fact we are of the opinion that it 
is a method which has proved of di­
rect benefit to the stock raisers of 
the province in that Mr. Burns when 
purchasing does not cull the bunch 
as most of the buyers are obliged to 
do.

For some reason there is a lack of 
healthy competition in the buying 
oi cattle in this province. Almost 
without exception the producer made 
the edinpiaint that there was an ab­
solute. lack of competition.

Ou» reason why there are not more 
buy*» in tiie country is that the ex­
porting business is an extensive one 
and as we stated before can only be 
executed successfuly by men of ex­
ceptional ability and possessors of 
large capital.

Another reason why there is not 
greater competition in the buying of 
cattle is dne to the fact that buyers 
cannot handle with profit the poor 
class of «mimais which is offered for 
sale. If the stock were better bred 
and better finished we are satisfied 
that there would be a greater demand 
for it and thus there would be in­
creased competition.

........... Stock Yards.
The clock yards in the following

places were visited: Calgary, Moose 
Jaw and Winnipeg.

We heard little or no complaint 
against the Calgary yards. The Moose 
Jaw yards received a great deal oi ad- 
verse criticism from both the large 
and small shippers. Practically all 
Alberta cattle which are shipped east- 
arê fed at the Moose Jaw yards. The 
C. P. R. have them leased to "a pri­
vate individual who has the exclu­
sive right to sell hay to shippers. In 
return for which he is supposed to 
at.end to the yards. In some cases 
the shipper is charged $10 n ton and 
in others $20, and in certain cases 
even more.

Mr. McMullen, the C. P. R. live 
stock agent, states in hfs evidence as 
follows :—

“Q-—la there any limit as to the 
price he is allowed to charge for 

"hay? A.—There is a schedule of 
prices posted up at the yards. Q.— 

“What is the highest price that can 
“be charged? A.—$20 a ton. at least 
‘that is my understanding.”

In this connection we quote from 
the evidence of P. Bums, of Cal­
gary :—

“Q.—Have you any complaints as 
to your treatment at Moose Jaw. A.— 
ot particularly; I buy hay there at 
$10 a ton.”

Again we quote from the evidence 
of C. Knight of Calgary:—

“Q-—You have shipped through 
Moose Jaw. We have heard a great 
deal of complaint about that, Give 
the commissioners an idea of your ex­
perience there. A.—My experience re­
garding my accommodation and water 
was satisfactory. The hay was not 
satisfactory. Q —What was the mat­
ter? A.—The matter ia that- the C. 
P. R. sell you hay in Moose Jaw 
stock yards at so much a rackful. 
They do not weigh the hay. Q.—You 
think you did not get just weight? 
A.—Well I want to buy my liay on 
tyie scales, but they charged $5 a 
rack for hay at Moose Jaw and you 
don’t know how much you are pay­
ing for.- Q.—Did they ever weigh 
your hay tn Moose Jaw? A.—No. Not 
for me. Q.—You think that they ov­
ercharge you? A.—Yes. Of course I 
always kick about having my hay 
weighed. Q.—Do you know what they 
charge for hay iryMoose Jaw a ton. 
A.—F was told that it was sold at $20 
a ton. Q.—I understand that it was 
higher. A.—I know for I had a ship­
ment last week. Q.—I understand 
it was $25. A.—I guess they get $30 
when they can. I gave the C. P. R. 
a cheque for $34 for 34 bales of hay. 
I figured that the bales would weigh 
about 60 lbs. each. That would be 
$34 for about 2040 lbs. I figured that 
I was paying at the rate of about $34 
a ton. I insisted upon them weigh 
ing the hay but they said if I did not 
like it I could do without tiie hay.”

We could quote from the evidence 
of others to show that the small ship­
per suffers an injustice in the buying 
of hay, but there is sufficient in the 
above excerpts to explain matters 
fully. This is indeed a great injus­
tice. Besides this the hay is of poor 
quality; the yards ate poorly kept 
and things ate in an unsatisfactory 
condition generally. We were asked 
by a C. P. R. official in Winnipeg to 
inspect the yards and report to him, 
and if in the report we condemned 
them they would be taken over again 
and managed by the C. P. R. Co. 
We may say that we have advised the 
company of the condition of affairs 
and we believe that matters will be 
remedied. We would further advise 
that all the stock yards be taken over 
by the company.

Reference to Winnipeg yards will 
biî made in a treatment of Manitoba 
Conditions.

Shrinkages
By the shrinkage system we mean 

the method the buyer has of safe­
guarding himself against loss in ship­
ping. In . the first place there ia a 
very serious shrink in our grass ted 
cattle if long in-transit. On account 
of the railway company causing long 
delays in certain shipments and the 
consequent heavy shrinkage, the buy­
er safeguards himself by making a 
5 per cent, shrink on all cattle when 
buying, thus causing the producer to 
stand the lose, which in our opinion 
should be borne by the buyer. It 
has now become a sort of custom with 
•-he buyers to shrink whether it is 
reasonable to do so or not and there­
by the shrinkage system is badly 
abused. We have instances in the 
evidence where men have driven cat- 
:le a hundred miles and have then 
had them subjected to a 6 per cent, 
shrink. In other cases where cattle 
nave been starved 12 and 15 hours 
men have been charged the same 6 
per cent, shrink. When the producer 
is asked why he stands for such treat­
ment his answer is: “We cannot dic- 
:ate in making the bargain. We must 
accept what we are offered or keep 
>ur stock.” For this reason he as­
serts that there is no competition 
amongst buyers and that there is an 
illegal combine existing. When the 
buyers were asked to give reason why 
this unreasonable shrinkage was 
charged, they maintained that it was 
a mere matter of business between 
themselves and the seller. Again 
there are occasions when the shrink­
age system is abused and is used by 
the buyer as a mere cloak to make 
the producer believe that he is receiv­
ing n higher price per pound than 
he really is. Let us consider what a 
5 per cent, shrink means in any single 
trainload of cattle. On a 1200 lb. ani­
mal it means 60 lbs. off and on 20 
animals in a car load it means 1.200 
lbs. off or one animal per car, 
thus, if we have twenty cars in a. 
rain load, it means 24,000 lbs., which 
it 6c per pound means $1,200 in one 
:rain load, indeed a very fair profit 
in the shrinkage business «done.

The shrinkage system in: our opin­
ion is simply robbery and an imposi­
tion on the producer of cattle in this 
country.

Brand Inspection*.
The system of brand inspection is 

on the poorest possible basis. Cer­
tain men designate it as a “dead,let­
ter,” others as a “nuisance,” and 
there wag scarcely one instance where 
a man was satisfied with "the system 
now in vogue. Ih many cases the 
evidence goes to show that the brand 
inspector would sit in his office and 
ask the shipper for a list of brands 
without ever seeing the cattle that 
were shipped. In the majority of 
cases the brand inspectors at present 
engaged are not competent men, not 
being able to decipher the plainest
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brand. The system is not only worth­
less trom a protective standpoint but 
it is an injustice to shippers. The 
shipper is frequently subjected to 
the annoyance of having to search for 
the inspector when something more 
important should be occupying his 
time. He also has to pay the sum 
of 5 per cent, per head for services 
which are of absolutely no value or 
protection to him. On examining 
some oi the brand inspectors we found 
that on certain occasions they had to 
pay out in the neighborhood of $2 tot 
expenses in order to inpsect a few 
cattle when the amount actually re­
ceived for their services was not a 
dollar. It is not reasonable to expect 
then that we can secure competent 
men under such a system.

As a result of such loose inspection 
Mr. Patterson, the brand inspector 
employed by the Western Stock Grow­
ers' association aed stationed at Win­
nipeg, was enabled last year to de­
tect no less than 176 stray cattle in 
the season's shipments; cattle which 
otherwise would have been a com­
plete loss to the owners. Just here 
we might state that a number of peo­
ple suggested that Mr. Patterson 
should be paid by the provincial gov-, 
ernment as he inspected all Alberta 
cattle going into Winnipeg stock 
yards, whether belonging to members 
of the association or not. When Mr. 
Patterson was informed of this in 
Winnipeg he stated emphatically that 
he would not work for any govern­
ment. We. are of the opinion, how­
ever, that the government grant to 
the association should be sufficiently 
large to pay Mr. Pattersoon’s salary.

As a remedy for tne present system 
of brand inspection, your commission­
ers beg to recommend that brand in­
spectors in this province be dispensed 
with absolutely, that the shipper be 
asked to furnish the transportation 
company with an affidavit as to the 
number of animals in his shipment, 
together with the sex and brand,and 
that the owner or his agent furnish an 
affidavit of' a similar nature, and that 
it be illegal to ship stray animals un­
less it can be proven that the shipper 
had authority from the owner of the 
animal to do so. In order to facili­
tate matters for shippers we would 
further recommend that station agents 
he made Commissioners to take affi­
davits. With Mr. Patterson in Win­
nipeg as a safeguard and indirectly 
paid by the government, the people 
of the province would be absolutely 
protected and all inconvenience and 
unnecessary expenses would be done 
away with.

Hide Inspection.
The hide inspection law as it is at 

present is not scerving any important 
purpose. However, we are unable to 
suggest anything that will meet the 
conditions. We would recommend 
that the present law be more rigidly 
enforced.

Mr. Oliver—It kpplies to those who 
have not employment or who have not 
friends to take -care of them. It does 
not apply to the families of men al­
ready in this country who are coming 
to join them ; it does not apply to men 
who know they arc going to get work. 
It does apply to the onlinary immi­
grant who without friends and with­
out employment must depend on 
somebody until work opens in the 
spring, and we think it is not unwise 
to give notice beforehand as to the 
conditions and as to the requirements

No Bonus on Excluded Immigrants.
ff the men are excluded then no 

bonus will be paid on them. This 
circular is to the booking agents to 
inform them that this is an addition­
al requirement and that if they book 
people without that requirement being 
fulfilled they must not expect that 
bonus.

Mr. Sproule—No matter what lines 
come on?

Mr. Oliver—PrecfSely. Our informa­
tion is that farm work is slack at. 
present and that possibly there arc 
men enough in the country to fill all 
requirements, and therefore we do not 
wish to encourage men to come out at 
this season. We will be glad to have 
them at the present time. It may be 
said we did not take this action soon 
enough, and that we should have fore­
seen what was about to take place. 
But I rAay point out that there are 
others who were not more far-seeing 
than we, and in fact there are some 
who do not recognize even now that 
the condition is at all serious.

Applies To All.
Mr. Henderson—Before the lion, 

gentleman leaves that point, I would 
like to ask him if the condition that 
a man must have $00 in his pocket ap­
plies only to immigrants coming from 
the Britisli.Isles. I saw a notice of 
that condition in the .public press, 
and to my mind it was to that ef-1 
feet.

Opposition Papers Misjudged the 
Demand.

— Mr. Oliver—The notice says : ’Notify 
all steamship company’s booking 
agents and government agents 
in the British Isles and on the 
continent that immigrant passengers 
arriving in Canada until the 15th of 
February,’ and so on. The Montreal 
Star, on September 28th, 1907, said:

The fact of the matter is that the 
demand for unskilled labor in Canada 
is greater than the supply.

The Toronto World on March 22nd, 
1907, in an article on its welcome bu­
reau, said:

This .year promises to being the high 
water mark of Canadian immigration, 
but let as many come as may, there 
is room and to spare for them many 
times over.

On November 23rd, 1907, the Edmon­
ton Journal, discussing an arrange­
ment made by the British Columbia 
government and the Salvation Army, 
said * . . . ■ -

The British Columbia government 
has concluded an arrangement with 
the Salvation Army, whereby the lat­
ter contracts to supply a given num­
ber of immigrant settlers and work­
ingmen, the government thus express­
ing its confidence In the army’s sys­
tem. It would be a good thing for .Al­
berta if our government would follow 
suit. We need men.

The Winnipeg Telegram, on" April 
3rd, 1907, eaid:

Never in the history of western 
Canadian development has western 
Canada so desired men, skilled and 
unskilled in railway construction, 
building enterprise, etc. Never have 
the opportunities been greater for the 
man willing to work, and never has 
it been more important than that the 
labor market of the west shall be 
supplied to eome degree proportionate 
to the crying demand at the present 
time.

Ths Manufacturers' Lament.
The annual meeting of the Toronto 

branch of the Manufacturers' associa­
tion was held on July 11th, 1907. The 
retiring chairman, Mr. John First- 
brook, gave an address, from which 
I quote:

The city was not attractive to the 
manufacturer unless there was plenty 
of skilled labor to be had, and this 
was where Toronto was sadly handi­
capped. Skilled help is even more 
difficult to obtain now than a year 
ago, and the situation was indeed an 
acute one, vitally concerning the wel­
fare of the" city as a whole. Factories 
had expanded altogether beyond the 
increase in the number of available 
mechanics. Notwithstanding the re­
peated agitations the government per­
sisted in confining ite efforts to the 
encouragement of the immigration of 
agriculturists and railway laborers, 
while the importation of skilled labor 
and factory hands was left to private 
initiative. This policy, which would 
inevitably throw the splendid markets 
of the rapidly developing Northwest 
into the hands of the United States 
manufacturer, had compelled the 
on February 1 last to open a labor 
department in London, Eng. In the 
short spade of five months since then, 
in spite of all these difficulties for or­
ganizing such a bureau, over 800 skill­
ed workers have been contracted for 
to come to Canada, of which nearly 
300 have arrived to-day. Toronto was 
getting her quota of these,, but they 
were a Acre pittance through the in­
dustrial thirst. The situation de­
mands the execution ot the same ag­
gressive government policy .to encour­
age the immigration of skilled labor 
and factory hands generally that is 
now pursued in the case of agricul­
turists. From investigations carried 
on by the branch two months ago, it 
is conservatively estimated that there 
4 employment-for 26,000 additional 
girls in Ontario alone, of whom 10,000 
could easily be absorbed in Toronto. 
The number of male mechanics want­
ed is incalculable, but the excessive 
dearth of la-bor is patent on all sides.

At the thirteenth annual meeting of 
the Maritime Board of Trade, held

at St. John, N.R., on August 21st and 
22nd, 1907, the following resolution 
was passed :

Resolved, that the Maritime Prov­
inces with their rich and varied re­
sources afford in farming, lumber, 
fishing, mining and manufacturing, 
and in -commerical life and other 
spheres of activity, exceptional oppor­
tunities for the obtaining of a com­
fortable livelihood, and the making 
of pleasant homes with all the sur­
roundings essential to the highest de­
gree of happiness, that there are here 
great opportunities for development 
and progress, and that all reasonable 
efforts should be put forth by the va­
rious provincial governments and mu­
nicipalities as well as by the federal 
administration, to induce our young 
men to remain at home, and also to 
divert to the maritime provinces a 
portion of the ever-increasing stream 
of immigration which is now flowing 
from the motherland and other Euro­
pean countries to the Canadian West.

Character of Newcomers.
Iu regard to the character of the 

immigration .of this year, while the 
evidence may not be valuable, it still 
may be interest ing. I quote from the 
Toronto Mail and Empire of June 
15th, 1907

The volume of immigration into 
the Canadian West continues to swell. 
In economic efficiency, as well as in 
numbers, the newcomers appear to be 
nearly all that is to be desired. The 
proportion coming from the United 
Kingdom shows a welcome increase.

On March 16th, 1907, the Mail and 
Empire had this to say:

Some leading employers of labor 
have sounded a note of alarm against 
the large inflow of immigration, fear­
ing that should there be any shrink­
age of demand for labor the country 
might have bn its hands a large army 
of unemployed.

It concludes:
There is little danger that the coun­

try will be burdened with an excess of 
labor, for any considerable period, be­
cause the higher east of living here 
and the cheapness of ocean steerage 
rates quickly enable any surplus tv 
adjust itself to avoid unemployment.

On November 11th, 1907, the Mail 
and Empire said

In these days of rapid growth and 
expansion there is a danger oi dwell­
ing too much on the undesirable ele­
ment in immigration, forgetful of the 
great material prosperity that tlie 
average immigrant family brings with 
him to this country

The Montreal Star, in a lucid inter­
val, had this to say on December 9th, 
1907:

Members from the west are speaking 
out in support of assisted immigra­
tion. They seem fearful that the feel 
ing against it engendered by the 
pathetic spectacle of men and women 
brought from Europe at this season 
of the year to swell the numbers of 
the unemployed in our cities, may 
lessen the activity of the Immigration 
Department in bringing in new set­
tlers for the prairie country. But 
there is really nothing in common 
between the two classes of immigra­
tion except the ocean voyage. The 
man who comes prepared to take up 
tod stock a farm in the west is a 
man- who proposes to give employ­
ment to himself and possibly others. 
He will not join the unemployed, but 
the employers.

It is something I think, upon which 
the government may oe congratulated, 
that it has the support of the Star in 
its immigration policy. The Winni­
peg Telegram oh November 1, 1907 
speaking of emigration from Great 
Britain, says:

Statistics dll show that the class 
which left the country last year, atid 
those who have since left, has been 
the very best the country .can fur­
nish, and to that extent the colonies 
have been the gainers.

We notice too that the Mail and 
Empire itself has joined in endorsing 
the government policy. In ah editor­
ial oil Monday, December 16th; 1907, 
it had to say.-.

The men who came to Canada 
qualified to take their places among 
our producers are, generally speaking, 
prosperous, and would not exchange 
their present position for the one they 
left to come here. Immigrants are 
doing well as farmers. Capable farm 
laborers apd willing and adaptable 
general laborers have saved enough 
money to tide themselves over the 
short period of dullness. No anxiety 
need be felt on account of the indus­
trious, fit and saving immigrant.

If tiie Immigration Department has 
to some extent been taken by surprise, 
both by the continuance of the flow 
of immigration and by the somewhat 
slackening demand for employment, I 
submit that it is only In company 
with all the leaders of thought 
throughout the country on this ques­
tion. If we have erred, so has every­
one else. So that there may -be no 
mistake about what the policy of the 
government is in regard to immigra­
tion, I quote from a pamphlet issued 
in 1907, reprinted from a former issue, 
ih which it is set out :

In this it is set out that the classes 
wanted in Canada are tenant farmers, 
farm laborers, general laborers and 
navvies. The classes not wanted are 
clerks, draftsmen, telegraphists, shop 
assistants, professional men, school­
masters and teachers, civil engineers 
and architects, surveyors.

In a more recent pamphlet the fol­
lowing appears:'

Tlie immigration efforts of the Cana­
dian government are confined to se­
curing for Canada farmers, farm la­
borers, railway construction men and 
female domestic servants. Those seek­
ing occupation other than the above 
Specified -are advised to secure abso­
lute assurances of employment before 
they leave home, as the government 
cannot assist them in securing em­
ployment. .

Here is anot her :
Important to farmers. Farmers, 

farm laborers, railway construction 
men and female domestic servants are 
the dnly people whom the Canadian 
Immigration Department advises to 
come to Canada. All other should get 
definite assurance ot employment in 
Canada before leaving home, and 
have money enough to support them

for a time in case ot disappointment.
The Policy and Its Results.

I have placed before the House, Mr. 
Speaker, at some length, the policy, 
tiie administration, and the results 
achieved by the Immigration Depart­
ment. I have done so because, in the 
first place, immigration is one of the 
most important interests under the 
direction of our government. We can­
not expect that the electorate will 
shut their eyes to the policy ot the 
government on immigration or its 
lack of policy. What we ask Is that 
we be judged on our -policy as it is 
and not as it is misrepresented. We 
ask to be judged on our policy and 
on our administration, which we be­
lieve to be effective. We ask to be 
judged by the results, which we be­
lieve to be beyond expectation, and to 
which is largely due the great advance 
this country has made in the past few 
years. A few years ago Canada was 
pretty much in the position of a farm­
er who owned a comfortable farm, but 
who had a growing family whom he 
expected to leave the farm and look 
elsewhere tor fields of activity. As a 
prudent- man he thought -it well to 
buy new land on which his boys could 
settle. It was a similar idea which 
caused the Canadian people to ac­
quire the Northwest. They acquired 
it in the hope and expectation of be­
coming, through its possession, a 
groat nation on this continent. It is 
more than half a century since that 
policy was first taken up by Canadian 
statesmen. For a long time it lay dor­
mant. It was first taken up by the 
statesmen of old Canada, but- it only 
readied an acute stage after confed­
eration. Immediately after confedera­
tion, the project was pushed to com­
pletion. The new farm was bought, 
the price waa paid for it, vast expen­
ditures were made for tlie mainten­
ance of law and order in tlie new 
territories, vast sums were spent in 
the construction of railways, in the 
payment of Indian claims and in 
many other ways, but the country 
looked with confidence to a profitable 
return on its investment.

The Former Failure.
It was expected that these new 

possessions would cause the exodus 
of Canadians to the United States, 
which had gone on so many years, to 
cease, and that our own people would 
build up a greater Canada between 
the Lakes and the Rocky Mountains. 
But for one reason or another, the ex­
pected did not take place. I think 
myself that was due to the fact that 
our hon. friends opposite, who were 
then in control, failed to appreciate 
the necessity of bringing in people to 
fill these vacant lands. They had 
the country, they knew it was a good 
country, they knew they- had- spent 
money to develop and govern it, but 
they did not realize that the prime 
factor in building up that country 
would be the influx of new people. 
Therefore instead of the new farm 
furnishing a field for the employment 
of Canadian labor and capital and fur­
nishing homes for the sons of Canada, 
it was a drag, financially and other­
wise, upon tlie old homestead. East­
ern Canada for years looked upon 
Western Canada as a load ip be car­
ri ,-d and not a profitable asset.

The Present Success.
But when tlie administration chang­

ed, the policy changed. The new gov­
ernment appreciated the fact that peo­
ple were necessary to make the coun­
try, that if there was to be wealth 
produced in the west, there must be 
people there to produce it, and they 
set. about getting the people. Their 
first attempt was to bring back from 
the States those hundreds of thous­
ands, those millions of native 'bpm 
Canadians who had up to then found 
their homes iu the great republic, Tbe 
Liberal administration entered upon 
a vigorous campaign in that connec­
tion. It was slow work at first and 
difficult. This government then di­
rected its energies to England and the 
continent and endeavored to induce 
from these countries a stream of im­
migration of the classes of people who 
would make homes on our prairies 
and make productive the lands that 
had lain fallow so long. At last suc­
cess began to smile on their efforts. 
Our Canadians began to come back, 
others came with them, people came 
from Europe and the British Isles, the 
country began to be Cultivated, pro­
duction increased and so did wealth, 
trade and prosperity. And as the 
prairies in tlie west became produc­
tive, so did the country in the east 
progress. Our friends opposite try 
to depreciate that policy, but I think 
the country will agree that whatever 
we did was done for the best, that 
what we did had good results, and 
that our policy was far better than 
the do nothing policy which charac­
terized the administration of our hon. 
friends opposite. One of the strongest 
factors in the progress Canada has 
made in the past few years has been 
the immigration policy of this govern­
ment. That policy has not been the 
same from the beginning. It has had 
to be changed according to circum­
stances to meet the different cases 
as they arose. At one time it would 
have been madness to have induced 
people to come from Europe to the 
eastern provinces of Canada.

The Difference.
Previous to 1896 it would have been 

an insane proposition to bring out 
British immigrants1 to Ontario tor 
Quebec. There was not room in these 
provinces for the people who -were 
there. Skilled labor was then leaving 
Canada so fast that our neighbors en­
acted an alien labor law to protect 
themselves. We had placed a million 
people in the United States m the 
preceding year. This government has 
followed an active and energetic im­
migration policy for the past eleven 
years. It has been phenomenally suc­
cessful. But,: in these éleven years, 
notwithstanding that success, and 
draw from all quarters of the earth, 
it has not been able to replace the 
native-born Canadians who were lost 
to this country before this policy was 
entered uponIt has not been able 
to bring into Canada a million people; 
our friends on the other side were 
able to send a million Canadians out. 
We ask the country to judge- between 
their policy and ours.

!h:s man was under the code of ,h’s 
people and in accord with all their past, 
,tn “executioner’’ and not a “murderer ’ 
In the course of m.v jonrneyings 1 met 
t.ieee Indians several times snd was 
twice through the ctld north country 
a herein they roam and in 1902. myself 
and wife were in their camp at Sandy 
i.ake and we.found them aiming th • 
.indest and most peaceable of human tv.

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Present Year’s Record Surpasses 
| lot year's as far as that Surpassed 

thè Preceding year.

■ Winnipeg, Dec. 26.—During the pro­
gress of the year 1907, especially in 
the earlier months, ft wag stated on 
it hudiber of oécasions to reporters of 
the various, daily papers, that there 
Would be a falling off in the total im­
migration for the. year as compared 
with the preeediifg year. During 1006 
the movemerft of immigration into 
Canada had been extradfllinary, and 
without precedent in -the history of 
the country. The total for the year 
had been 216,000, an advance over the 
previous year of 66,000. The facilities 
of the railway companies had been 
taxed and the steamship companies 
had difficulty in handling the busi­
ness satisfactorily. Great interest in 
Western Canada had been aroused in 
the United States, and thousands of 
people had been carried into all the 
western provinces from the western 
and central States. During the year 
1907, the interest of certain American 
land companies in western Canada 
had abated owing to the fact that 
large tracts of land were no longer 
avoidable at very low prices, and there 
was some falling off in the movement 
of American farmers into the country. 
The movement from Europe showed 
no reduction, but officials of the gov­
ernment, who were most closely inter­
ested in the immigration work, Were 
not- sure that the returns would co .. 
pare favorably with those of îli.o pry 
vious year, and it was suggested that 
the people of the west pught not to 
be disappointed if tlWé'arfpeTrcT t-> 
be some reduction in the numl.?r if 
immigrants seeking homes in the far 
West. “W’e got 216,000 otst Tear.' 
said the commissioner of imaiigr-ivob 
to the reporter, “and before we begin 
to speak of any gain, ‘vtf i .s* pet up 
again to that figure. Wc will feel that 
we have not failed If we do as well 
ns we did last year.”

When, however, the year began to 
draw near to its close, and tfie statis­
tics for. the year began to be prepared, 
it became apparent that the figures 
would .show that the immigrat ion for 
1907 would not only equal that of the 
year 1906, but that it would show as 
large an increase over 1906 as that 
yaar had shown over 1905. The com­

When he 
found that the law, written and un­
written, would not permit his fellows 
to end his sufferings, Dr. Peasden re­
signed himself to the care of the 
nurses. He heard the physicians say 
that if he lived another day there was 
hope for him. He shook his head. 
They pretended to not notice, and 
left him. in phnrgo of a nurse with 
soothing lotions to quiet his pain. 
To-morrow will prove whether the dy­
ing expert has correctly diagnosed his 
own case.

Although the year has
exact figures for the twelve mdntlis 
are not yet available, and will not be 
lot some months. Figures fbr the 
six months from" April 1st to Sept. 
30th show that immigration for that 
period was over thirty per cent, in 
advance of immigration for the cor­
responding period of the previous 
year.„ The number of people arriving 
in Canada during these, six months 
of 1907 was 193,690. The number ar­
riving during the corresponding six 
months of 1906 was 147,760. The in­
crease was thus 35,930 or 31 per cen^. 
There was n slight decrease m. the to­
tal number arriving from the United 
States, the statistics showing that this 
decrease amounted to 8 per cent., but 
the loss in this regard was more than 
counterbalanced by the remarkable 
increase in the number arriving from 
Great Britain and the continent o.: 
Europe, .the increase from these 
sources amounting to 44 per cent. Al­
though there was a reduction in the 
number of American farmers entering 
during the year, it is remarkable that 
there were so mahv, the figures show­
ing that over 50,000 entered the Do­
minion with the intention of securing 
land and cultivating it. Of these 
48,000 came in by rail and 3,000 by tlie 
public highways.

Upper House'flejects Army Estimates
and Parliament May be Dissolved.
Hague, Dec.,,26—Nine members of 

the council , of. i#juisters have resign­
ed, fallowing tlie rejection of the army 
estimates by the second chamber „of 
parliament, and the dispute will prob­
ably dissolve parliament. The mmy 
estimates were rejected by the con­
tention that thé appropriations were 
out oi proportion to the efficiency of 
the arniy. The Clerical party is ex­
pected to throw its influence against 
the goverrimtqt in the present Crisis 
in order to bring, on a general elec­
tion dp the military issue and there­
by to delay phtpirig the government’» 
universal suffrage programme before 
the people fqy final action. Queen 
Wtlhelmina is said to be greatly cast 
down by the .crisis in the affairs of 
the government following the domes­
tic trophies with which she has strag­
gled s<o long.

Hired Man Fired at Son but Struck 
Thp. Elder Men.

Brampton. Dec. 26.—A British emi­
grant known as “Jack.” is in jail here 
charged with murder. Wm. Curry, a 
ferme 80 years of age, who lived nea 
Burnamthorpe, is the victim. Last 
night the hired man an dJames Cuiry, 
son of th? dead man, had an alterca­
tion. “Jack” was threatening the 
son with a shot gun when the old man 
came in ami the charge struck him, 
entering his chest. The son recovered 
the gun from th> murderer after tlie 
second barrel had been discharged 
harmlessly in the ceiling. The accus­
ed is aged 27, name" unknown.

Mutiny at Sea Suppressed.
Mexico City, Dec. 26.—Details oi a 

thrilling adventure in which a hand­
ful of determined officers and well 
known members of a British colony 
here held in subjection and placed in 
chains a full complement of sailors of 
the steamship Lonsdale, who mutin­
ied on the high sepe, have just reach-, 
ed the capital, \yhen the ship ar­
rived at Santa Cruz she was manned 
only by the officers, the crew being 
in irohs. According to the captain 
quick action Wag taken on the develi 
opinent of the first signs of mutiny. 
There stood by him the under officers 
and a passenger, A. W. Donelly, all 
of whom were heavily armed. They 
mounteil the bridge and covered the 
disconcerted crew, forcing them into 
subjection. The officers then bound 
the men, who were delivered over to 
tlie port authorities. The Lonsdale 
is one of the Mexico-Pacific line boats 
which ply between the Canadian and 
Mexican points.

Commissioner Killam to Give G. T. P.
Time.

Ottawa, Dec. 26—Chairman Killam, 
of the railway commission, has pre- 
]>ared his decision in the application 
of the Grand Trunk for delay in tbe 
enforcing of tlie judgment of tbo Su­
preme court ordering the two cent per 
mile passenger rate between Montreal 
and Toronto. It is understood" the 
commission will give the railway time 
to make an appeal to the priVy coun­
cil, which will be in February.
