Speaker of House Ordered Constables 
to Remove Four liberals-—Speaker 
Himself a Renegade Liberal—Re­
fused to Permit Liberal Members 
to Open Their Mouths.

Vancouver, B.C., " Dec. 7—There 
were wild scenes of disorder and ex­
citement enacted on the floor of the 
State parliament of New South Wales 
at Sydney today, due to the drastic 
methods employed by Speaker Wills 
toward a number of the Liberal 
members. »

Speaker Willis, who was elected to 
the legislature as a Liberal, and at­
tained the speakershjtp by deserting 
Ills own party and crossing the floor 
of the House to the Labor side, that 
party being in power, today, under 
his orders four Liberal members were 
forcibly removed from the .chamber 
by the police.

The trouble started when Wood, an 
ex-minister, who wished to make an 
explanation, was ordered, to desist, but 
persisted until four constables twisted 
his hands behind 'bis back and rushed 
him out amid scenes of great tumult.

Fallowing this the member, for Na- 
moi eklled the member for waverly 
a “snob,” with a strong prefix attach­
ed to it. The latter protested.,

“Remove him," cried the speaker, 
and straightway the order was carried 
out. , «

On the ground of interrupting busi­
ness he had the member for Para­
matta removed because he asked the 
speaker to reprove the member for 
Nlamoi for using unparliamentary 
language. For the same reason he 
ousted the member for Middle Har­
bor.

This ended the excitement as no 
other Liberal member appeared wil­
ling to be a sacrifice, and the scene 
ended by the member for Namoi apol­
ogizing.

Rebels Are Levying Toll on Officials 
Whose Sympathies Are With the 
Revolutionary Movement—Rising 
of Manchu Soldiers is Feared.

Peking, Dec. 7—The rebels are 
levying tribute on and obtaining sub­
scriptions from Peking officials who 
draw imperial salaries, but fear to 
sympathize cipenly with the rebels. 
The rebels freely say they intend to 
dynamite and attack Peking. Some 
arrests have been made but the gov­
ernment is practically powerless ow­
ing to the timidity of the official 
class. . y i

The student class is powerful in 
China and is enforcing extreme de­
mands because of the racial timidity 
of thee elders, who would be content 
with the limitations the members of 
the court have already imposed upon 
themselves. Precautions are being, 
taken tonight against a rising of the 
Manchu troops, because of dissatisfac­
tion over the regent’s seemingly com­
pulsory retirement, and the prospect 
of all Manchus, in consequence of this 
losing their pensions.

Manclius Being Moved Out.
. Many of the -Manchu troops have 
been moved gradually outside the city, 
the gates of "which are closed every 
night. The premier’s residence is 
guarded by a Yuan Shi Kai’s own 
Chinese troops. Much interest nas 
been manifested in the mediation ac­
tivities of Sir John Gord, the British 
minister, the extent 'of Which is not 
known by the other legations. Chinese, 
who are tci be relied upon, say re­
quests have been made to the British 
legation with respect to refuge for the 
emperor in case of emergency, it is 
also reported that the American, Ger­
man and Japanese legation have been 
approached on the .same subject. 
There is no doubt that a plan has 
been arranged fcir the court to take 
refuge in the legation quarters if ne­
cessary.

The République Français refffo- 
dueed, and confirme from its... Own 
sources, a story which originally ap­
peared in a Geneva paper, according 
to ' which M. Cajllaux, in an attempt 
to re-establish Ms own threatened 
political position, tried a coup to 
settle the Franço-Spanish difference. 
According to the story, the French 
prime minister notified King Alfonso, 
through an intermediary., that he had 
resolved on decisive action, and if 
Spain resisted the Spanish dynasty 
might be seriously endangered.

King Alfonso, 06 receiving this 
communication, retorted in a heated 
manner, “Spain is riot Portugal.” 
The Spanish king then informed 
Great Britain and other interested 
Powers of M. Caitlàux’s amazing atti­
tude. Just .about this same time, 
Premier Caillàux, in talking with .Sir 
Francis L. Bertie, the British am­
bassador to France, made some as­
tonishing remarks about the entente 
cordiale between Great Britain and 
France. These remarks created 
such a painful impression in London 
that President Fallieres was obliged 
to intervene and lessen thefr, effect.

The République Français says that 
these incidents, in thé unanimous 
opinion of diplomats, have shown 
that the leadership of M. Caillaux is 
fiangerous.

NOT BEHIND SHUSTER
American Treasurer-General Has 

Been in Conflict With Ca-blnet 
Ministers and Regent Over His 
Refusal to Withdraw Soldiers 
"Çpon Order of Regent.

London, Dec. 7.—;A statement is 
printed, professedly "from an aù- 
ithoratlve diplomatic source, to the 
effect that W. Morgan Shuster, the 
American treasurer-general of Per­
sia, is supported by the leaders in 
parliament, but has been in conflict 
wiht the regent and cabinet. It is 
alleged that he did not comply with 
an order from the regent to withdraw 
the gendarmes, which he had placed 
over the property of the Shah and 
Sultanah. The brother of the ex- 
Shah, whose estate had been confis­
cated because he had riot joined his 
brother until three days had elapsed, 
and thereby brought the Russian 
troops to Enzeli This made in­
evitable the second and rnore drastic 
Russian ultimatum.

Washington, Dec. 7—Eibert II, 
Garey, chief executive of the United 
States Steel corporation, stated again 
today before thé senate committee ou 
interstate commerce his belief that the 
United States government must as­
sume control of the big corporations 
to protect the public, and at the same 
time insure the advantage of corpora­
tion economies and development. Mr. 
Garry reiterated before the commit­
tee, which is seeking a solutioff of the 
trust evil, his recctwnenààtlflp* for 
the creation of a federal corporation 
commission, the licensing of ali cor­
porations, the regulation of their 
agreements and consolidations and 
complete publicity bf their affairs.

He admitted that the steel corpora­
tion could undersell any kof its two 
hundred competitors in 52 per cent, of 
the domestic business because of 
greater economies of production, but 
he said that it aimed at maintaining 
fair prices and fair com petition, in­
stead of “çüt-throat methods’’ tnat 
ultimately drive the smaller concerns 
to bankruptcy.

in that city for $600, and in the west 
for $680, but in the States, after pay­
ing 15 per cent, duty, at only $502. It 
was no wonder, Mr. Oliver had said, 
that such firms as this heaved a sigh 
of relief at the defeat of reciprocity. 
Mr. Cockshutt stated at the outset that 
he. had no connection With the com­
pany. but inadvertently made use of 
th3 word “our” when speaking of it 
later on. The matter, he said, had 
been investigated and it was found 
that the prices quoted by Mr. Oliver 

'on this side were retail prices, while 
those quoted on the other side were 
wholesale.

G. W. bond money, in this case an 
improvident bargain had been broken, 
but none the less the money should 
have been devoted to the construction 
of a road to Fort MoMurray that 
faith might be kept with the bond 
holders. *

“Hell Bom” Ideas.
The premier had ridiculed the "Hea­

ven born" Ideas of the opposition lead­
er with regard to the raising of money 
without the incurring of corresponding 
debt. But the ideas of /the prime min­
ister on such matters were not con­
ceived in Heaven, but were hell born 
and fated to make the province of 
Alberta ridiculous in tile eyes of the 
financial World. The premier had 
formerly been chief justice o^ the 
province. In such capacity he must 
have learned that the criminal code 
made provision for the.punishment of 
those who misappropriate*1 trust 
funds. The premier by his confisca­
tion of the A. & G. tv. monies had 
broken the law and deserved its pun­
ishment. Mr. Tweedie made no refer­
ence to the premier’s proof that the 
financial standing of the province of 
Alberta in the financial markets of 
the world was today higher than that 
of the three other western provinces 
of Canada . •

The railway policy of the govern­
ment had been prepared, Mr. Tweedie 
declared, because the premier well 
knew that unless legislation was 
brought down that would satisfy the 
insurgent Liberals he could net have 
carried on the government till the 
close of the session. But if the pre­
mier desired further-legislation why 
did he not explain why the road from 
Edmonton to Fort McMurray was not 
yet completed?

Wanted More Particulars.
In regard to the railway policy Mr. 

Tweedie argued that the particulars 
furnished the house as yet were very 
meagre, that the railway bargains al­
ready entered Into by the province 
with the G.T.P. and C.N.R. had not 
been lived up to by the companies 
snd that therefore the government 
should enter into ho further bargains 
with railway companies until the pre­
vision of the earlier ones had been 
enforced

Mr. Tweedie took exception to the 
premier’s attitude on the giving out 
of information regarding government 
policy to the people through the news­
papers, holding that the newspapers 
of the, province were proper* vehicles 
for keeping tile people well posted as 
to government doings.

Mr. Tweedie, contended that money 
should Le .«nont on the telephone sys­
tem to make' ike présent equipment 
give satisfaction rather than to ex­
tend it. While on this subject he took
occasion to ....... e the government
with havi: ,*... eyed in the person
of W. J, 11 rué-» superintendent ’of 
telephone.’, il/: an expert on telephone 
service, hut a political organizer whom 
he- contended should be dismissed and 
replaced by a competent man.

Suggests Some Legislation.
It was to be regretted that the gov­

ernment fiad overlooked a number of 
important subjects in the speech from 
the throne. No mention had been 
made tit the necessity of taking steps 
to cope with the tuberculosis evil. The 
bulk sales act urged by the merchants 
of the province whereby a man who 
supplied goods to anyone throughout 
the country had a lien on those goods 
till paid for, had not been mentioned. 
Nor had mention been made of légis­
lation regarding education. The con­
trol of educational affairs, Mr. Twee­
die contended, should be placed in 
the hands of one minister alone. The 
need of providing more courts had not 
been given attention. The govern­
ment might well have considered at 
the present session the creation of a 
court of appeal tc* relieve the Supreme 
Coflrt judges of their arduous duties. 
Tbe government should appoint a 
commission to form the basis of an 
act regulating mining.

In closing, Mr, Tweedie charged the

*v. v,

government with proceeding in its 
work without the confidence of the 
people, and declared ,amid applause 
from the six opposition benches, that 
no money should be expended on roads 
pr bridges, nor any natural resources 
received from the Dominion govern­
ment, nor a railway policy put forth 
until the government had gone to 
the people and secured their sanction 
and approval of these at is.

C. M. O’Brieh’s Speech.
C. M." O’Brien, member for Rocky 

Mountain ,and the third party in the 
house (Socialist), caught the speak­
er’s eye when Mr. Tweedie had con­
cluded his speech ,anc( continued the 
debate. Mr. O’Brien held the floor for 
a full hour taking advantage of the 
opportunity to give an' exposition of 
Socialistic principles which govern 
the party to which he professes ad­
herence. Mr. O'Brien criticized the 
speech from the throne on the ground 
thàt it- was capitalistic in its scope 
and expression. Nq reference had 
been made to the lalbor troubles dur­
ing the coal strike in the Crow’s Nest 
Pass r.ir of the privation which was 
occasioned by the opl* spell- of early 
#yovem|)cr. He assured the govern­
ment that there would be no opposi­
tion from him on the good roads pol­
icy. But at thp same time he wa$ con­
vinced t}|at the roads would be built
not in the interests of the farther but 
of the capitalist.

Attomçy-Generai Mitchell.
The Hon. C. R. Mitchell rose to ad­

dress the House at 5.10, continued 
speaking'" until adjournment was 
made at six o’clock and resumed the 
debate when the house met again it 
eight in the evening.

Mr. Mitchell declared that the gov­
ernment was prepared to take cogniz­
ance of the third party in the House 
and first directed his Attention to an 
utterance of Mr. O’Brien. The state­
ment made by the member for Rocky 
Mountain that the cost of living had 
soared altogether out of proportion to 
the inepme of certain classes had 
caught his attention, There might be 
obscure economic reasons for this, 
but one thing was certain that an ef­
fort had recently been made by the 
friends of the government in the 
federal arena and by the Liberal 
members of the Alberta legislature to 
lower the cost of the necessities of 
life by reciprocity with the United 
States’ in natural products. But these 
efforts had’ 'been thwarted by the ef­
forts pirt forth by another party in 
another sphere assisted by title seven 
members of the opposition in " the Al­
berta legislature. In this effort maje 
by the Liberal members of the legis­
lature the third party was no doubt 
in accord Xyith the government.
' Mr. Mitchell congratulated the op­
position on the accession of three 
ipore members to their number, and 
expressed the hope that the Conser­
vatives might have still further addi­
tions to their ranks .for one factor of 
good government was that there 
should be a substantial opposition in 
the legislature.

A Wall of DeSpair.
It was regrettable that the pleasing 

and self-confident ménnef of the 
leader of the opposition at the start 
of the debate had so sdon given way 
to a wall of despair and an eruption 
of glittering generalities. The opposi­
tion had given absolutely no specific 
instances of how the government had 
failed to safeguard the interests of 
the people while declaring that they 
had been faithless to their trust.

It apparently the purpose of
the opposition to prejudice the minds 
of the people against the govern­
ment at any cost. At least this was 
to be gathered from the tactics they 
hkd adopted. For this reason the 
leader of the opposition had moved 
his ill-advised amendment before 
knowing what the program of the 
Government really was instead of 
waiting until the Premier lrad ampli­
fied thfe speech from the throne. The 
amendment was an empty one and 
showed the spirit of the opposition. 
They were ready to move an amend­
ment to ahy motion the government 
might bring forward.

An Extensive program.
The speech from the throne, Mr. 

Mitchell declared, outlined such a 
program as no provincial legislature 
in Canada had yet entered upon.

From the point of view of political 
expediency, Mr. Mitchell admitted, 
the Government might have done bet­
ter to haVe adopted a policy of giving 
out Its program from time to time 
through the newspapers. Then thedo-
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imgs of the Government would have 
beèn trumpeted abroad .and misinter­
preted in all kinds of ways. But the 
government was not afraid of being 
Stampeded into any such action which 
however expedient from a political 
standpoint could not be in the best 
interests of the country as a whole.

The opposition admitted the prin­
ciple that'tihe province should control 
its natural resources. Of the attitude 
of the people of the province on this 
question there could be no reasonable 
doubt. Thé premier of Canada, more­
over. was known to be committed to 
the principle of provincial 'control, 
ànd the province would secure this 
control from the Dominion govern­
ment unless the seven ‘Conservatives 
of the Alberta opposition saw fit to 
use their political influence with the 
Government at Ottawa to prevent 
Liberal administration from doing 
what they jealously Wished to do 
themselves. Cl ret and last the ntttor- 
ney-gegeral had always stood for pro­
vincial control of natural resources, 

public Accounts In Good Shape.
Mr. Mitchell spoke of the excellent 

condition of the public accounts and 
expressed his delight at the varied 
program for railway (Construction 
submitted by the Government. Coming 
from the southern portion of the pro­
vince he was prapared to’sây that the 

■ north was entitled to all that it wag 
getting in the Way of railways. The 
xforth of the north'country was now 
beyond dispute!

The leader of the opposition in 
criticizing the government for failing 
to keep t.be railway companies in 
check had quite overlooked the RaiN 
way Act of the province, applying to 
all railways given government sup­
port. This act provided that no toll 
should qe charged by any company 
until Its bylaws had been approved 
by the minister of railways. The same 
act forced fhe companies to safe­
guard all' crossings. to maintain pro­
per fences arid (fates, ensured thé 
payment of fair rates of wages and 
provided for the acquisition by the

government at any time, on a year’s 
notice being given, of any Branch 
line iq the province.

The question of hail insurance was 
one qeejned to be of paramount im­
portance by the attorney-general. He 
hoped that this subject would be giv­
en the earnest consideration of every 
member of the House. It Was too 
vital a subject to be made the football 
of politicians and should be ap­
proached ill a non-partisan spirit.

Great Work of Reform.
The altorüey-gëheral paid a high 

tribute to the Work' of Provincial Sec­
retary McLean in respect tty the Leth­
bridge jail. .A great work of reform 
was being ijone at this institution 
though the public were scarcely 
aware of if at all. The department 
of agriculture had done Splendid 
Work too during the last year. Leth­
bridge owed its distinction in secur­
ing the World’s Dry Farming Con­
gress of 1912 largely to the efforts 
put -forth by the provincial depart­
ment of agriculture wihich did every­
thing that property could be done to 
bring the congress to Alberta.

Special attention was given by Mr. 
Mitchell "to the recent revision of the 
program of public school studies, a 
subject as Important in a way as the 
construction of new railways.

The -Evening Session.
Continuing the debate at the even­

ing session the attorney-general set 
forth in some' detail the changes and 
improvements which the government 
proposed to make in the program of 
studies. - Having referred to the new 
course in civics the minister dwelt 
upon the necessity for fostering the 
love of agriculture and rural life and 
outlined the course of studies in this 
and other related subjects which will 
be included in the public school 
course. He declared that, in his 
opiniog, this course should be supple­
mented by more advanced work in 
special high schools, to be followed 'by 
more advanced work in schools of 
scientific agriculture. The minister of 
agriculture, he declared .was in full 
agreement with him in this matter. 
The government ,he said, hoped to be 
able, in the néar future, to formulate 
a policy -which, would meet present 
requirements and expressed the hope 
that the farmers and settlers of the 
province would recognize that the 
government had made an earnest ef­
fort to meet the needs of agriculture* 

Work for Neglected Children.
The work done b,y the départaient 

of dependent and delinquent children 
was also set forth by the minister, 
who said that, in the estimates, thé 
government would ask for increased 
support for this branch of public- 
service. He declared thht he knew of 
no" branch of the public service which 
had been more economically managed 
or was more productive of good to 
present and future* generations than 
this department. During the past year 
556 cases of neglect had been investi­
gated and dealt with. Of this.number 
322 were male and 2 34 femals, repre­
senting" sixteeh different religions "and 
25 nationalities. 212 were adopted 
into foster homes and 223 placed un­
der supervision; one had been deport­
ed; 132 . were of one year and under, 
the balance up to 14 years of age av­
eraging about 20 tor each year. Be­
tween thé ages of ’ll and 12 fifty-one 
came under care of the department. 
After this age there was a gradual 
decrease in the number of cases. Of 
the children placed in foster homes 
98 per cent, had been well placed and 
made good records. Of the cases of 
juvenile crime dealt with 381 were 
cases of theft, 87 of mischief and 29 
of vagrancy. ' 502 had given satisfac­
tory results under case and 61 had 
proved unsatisfactory; 48 had been 
lost trace of and 5 had died. It was 
hoped to make provision, eventually 
for the- establishment of an industrial 
school.

In the latter part of his speech the 
minister Showed himself to be in good 
fighting form and ridiculed most ef­
fectively the inept efforts of thb lead­
er of the opposition and his support­
ers to disparage the program of work 
set forth in the speech from the 
throne and their resuscitation of the 
time-honored but wholly unconvinc­
ing claim that whatever of good was 
to be fotind. •iff the speech was the 
product ot their own peculiar genius 
stolen from them by the government!

A reference to the inconsistency of 
Mr. Michener’s Maim of independence 

i and his position1 and utterances in the 
house Occasioned an interruption by 
the leader of the opposition. -Mr. 
Mlcherier's explanation that he was 
elected as an Independent Conserva­
tive .that he still maintained, and 
hoped that his supporters "maintained, 
ah attitude of independence, and /that 
hé was prepared to demonstrate that 
independence by supporting good 
government provoked much amuse­
ment. ."""

The Member for Mavlcod.
Robert Patterson, member for Mc­

Leod, fitting follower of an “Independ­
ent” leader, delivered hlnlrelf* of an 
attack on the policy of the govern­
ment which was heard only by those 
who were seated, near him.

When W. F. Puffer, Liberal mem­
ber for Ilàeombç, rose shortly after 
teri o’clock several of the Cpnserva- 
tive members raised a protest against 
the continuance of -the debate, but 
Mr. Puffer proceeded with his ad­

dress. The member for Lacombe 
dwelt at length upon the treatment 
accorded by the railway* companies tfc 
the farmers mentioning more "par­
ticularly the C.X.R. He declared that 
the farmers were treated with gross 
iiijuStiçe m the matter of right of way 
arid contended that if the govern­
ment guarantee^ the bonds of the 
èonipahies it should also exercise a 
greater measure of control over the 
apto ■ °f the cooperations, suggesting 
the appointment of a provincial rail­
way commission.

An Unfortunate Effort.
Harold Riley, the newly-elected 

member for Gleichen, was somewhat 
unfortunate In hie maiden effort, 
seizing the opportunity to attempt to 
make political capital out of the 
death of his predecessor in the con­
stituency of Gleichen, arraigning the 
government at length because the re­
grettable event found no mention in 
the speech from the throne.

A stinging rebuke was administered 
to the member for Gleichen by Geo. 
P. Smith, Liberal 'member for Oam- 
rose, who characterized his utterance 
as an exhibition of the worst possible 
taste. The member for Oamroee 
spoke most effectively In support of 
the Government, disposing skillfully 
of the arguments of the leader of the 
.-apposition and those of his supporters 
who had criticized the policy of the 
government.

^J. Kemmis, the newly-elected mem 
ber-for pincher Creek, moved the ad­
journment of the debate and will 
open the discussion this afternon.

OTTAWA HOUSE HAS
UO

Will Resume Its Sitting Again on 
January Tenth—Little Business 
Was Discussed—Debate on Dis­
missal of Government Officials 
Was CXm tin tied.

Ottawa, Dec. 7—Parliament ad­
journed at six o’clock Until January 
10. There was a slim attendance of 
members when the House met, many 
having left for their homes already, 
proceedings were largely confined to 
the answering of questions and a 
continuation of the debate on the 
dismissal df pUblic servants which 
commenced yesterday.

Of’the four speakers today .three 
were opposition members. Hon. Wm. 
Pugsley protested against the dis­
missal of the members of the Cana­
dian section of the waterways com­
mission. He said that If Mr. Foster’s 
idea was right and there should hap­
pen to be a change of government in 
the course of the next three or four 
years, the present members of the 
commission would feel that they 
should send in their resignations.

W. S. Middleboro said that he 
hoped" the day would soon come 
when the members would be relieved 
of patronage relating to public ap­
pointments. He thought1 it would be 
a relief to members of the House to 
have all appointments under a com­
mission.

Replying to Sir Wilfrid Lanrieri 
Hon. j. D. Hazen said that he had no 
information in regard to the state­
ment that he would proceed to Lon­
don" shortly to consult the admiralty, 
other than that which had appeared 
in the press.

Hon. W. T. White, replying to a 
question by E. M. MacDonald, (Pic- 
touj said that he was not in a posi­
tion to state definitely whether or not 
the bill to revise the Bank Act would 
be introduced this session.

The Maritime province. members 
did not want House to resume till 
January 17.'

Premier Borden was inclined to 
agree With them on the score that it 
would give the Government more 
time in*which to prepare its pro­
gram* The Western members object­
ed, however, and won out.

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NEW TRAFFIC BRIDGE 
TO SERVE LETHBRIDGE

Hon. A; J. McLean promises Board of 
Trade That He Will Recommend 
Construction of New Bridge for 
Benefit of Farmers North of City.

Lethbridge, Dec. 6.—A traffic bridge 
at Diafriond City to serve the country 
north of Lethbridge is now assured.' 
This morning, Secretary Manwartng, 
of the board of trade, received a let­
ter from Hon. A. J. McLean, stating 
he would recommend the construc­
tion of the bridge, and that the esti­
mates would include a sum to cover 
the ebét of construction- The exact 
location of the bridge is not yet set­
tled tout as 261 settlers living north 
of the river have asked that the 
bridge be placed at a point chosen 
by the Lethbridge board, it is likely 
that the petitioners will be given their 
choice.

The securing of the bridge is *a mat 
ter which gives the board of trade 
pleasure. They have worked without 
ceasing on the project ever since the 
early spring, and it is largely through 
théir efforts that tflip remise hae been 
given. Its construction will .pave the 
way for the building of a radial elec 
trie railway from Lethbridge, to con­
nect up with all* the coal mining camps 
across the river, thus making Leth­
bridge much more central for people 
living in the surrounding towns. It is 
understood that the construction of 
the viaduct will be such as to allow 
street railway cars to use ft. It will 
also divert to this city considerable 
farmers' trade, which goes elsewhere.

WILL FIGHT HOME 
RULE TO LAST GASP

Bonai* Law Says that His Party Are 
Determined as to Their 4ttltude— 
Asserts that Desire for Home Rule 
ikying In Ireland.

London, Dec. 7—At the opening at 
BoOtle, Lancashire today, of the 
Unionist campaign against Home 
Rule, the opposition leader Bonar 
Law said his ' pàrty had determined 
to fight the proposal to' the last gasp.
Many people favored Home Rule, be- crease, 
cause they were tired to death of the 
Irish problem and glad to see it out 
of the way. The duty of the Union­
ists was to convince them that it 
would bring Ireland no peace but the 
eWorff. Ireland wanted 'less politics 
and more industry.

SHOE machinery inquiry.

Commission Hears Evidence in Case 
in Quebec.

Montreal. Dec. 7—Although the 
greater part of the investigation oi 
the commission into the working of 
the leasing system cf machines toy the 
United Shoe Machinery company of 
Canada today was taken up with the 
filing of exhibits In the form of leases 
and other documents there; were a few 
interesting moments when E. W. 
Knowlton, general manager ol' the 
company, took the stand.

Mr. Knowlton gave further testi­
mony that an understanding existed 
between the Canadian customs and 
the United Shoe Machinery company, 
of Boston, of which the Canadian 
company is merely a subsidiary. He 
testified that machines imported by 
his concern from the Miller Machinery 
Treeing Co., of Brockton, Mass., en­
tered at a customs valuation of $68, 
whereas outside purchasers paid $110 
for the same in the States. He told 
cf a general arrangement made in 
1905 with the customs authorities 
whereby Goodyear department leased 
machines were bHled at their leased 
values, minus one-third, and metallic 
department machines at their insur­
ance values.

Mr. Knowlton also testified con­
cerning the financial standing of ’he 
United Shc*e Machinery Co. of Can­
ada, admitting that not only had that 
company paid no dividends as yet 
but that It was also $297,000 in debt 
to the Boston company. His testimony 
further showed that there were from 
225 to 250 leases cf his company’s 
machines in the Dominion.

IN-
HIGH COST Of LIVING

Veterinary Director Général Ruther­
ford Sounds Grave Note of Warn­
ing in Decline of Live Stock In­
dustry in Cauada—Meat Being 
Shipped In.

Ottawa, Dec. 7-r—Dr. J. -G. Ruther­
ford, veterinary director general and 
live stock commissioner,, in his annual 
report to parliament cf health of ani­
mals branch of department of agri­
culture, issued today, sounds a grave 
note of warning,as to the future of 
the live stock industry in the Do­
minion, which incidentally throws 
some interesting light on one of the 
causes of the high cost of living, so 
prominently before householders in 
the last few years Dr. Rutherford 
states in plain tferms that the produc­
tion of meat in this country is not 
keeping up with the demand, that the 
méat export trade Is diminishing and 
bids fair to disappear altogether and 
that imports of meat from thl United 
States, the Antipodes and Argentine 
are becoming ■’ a bigger factor every 
day. The report points out that until 
very recently, it'had appeared as if 
Canada would always have an Abund­
ant sapply cf live stock of all kinds, 
not only for her own use, but for ex­
port as well. r

In fact it seemed that the principal 
difficulty would be to find a profitable 
market for an ever-increasing and 
practically limitless surplus. Ciroum- 
stances have, liowêver, brought About 
a great and very serious change in 
the live stock outlook. Although many 
of the newcomers in Western Canada 
are on the land and therefore in a 
sense agriculturists, conditions are 
such that but few of them are devot­
ing any attention to animal husbandry 
and experience indicates that a con­
siderable time is likely to elapse be­
fore they are compelled by a gradual 
exhaustion of the soil to turn to mix­
ed farming and a systematic produc­
tion of commercial live stock. For 
some time, therefore,* a majority of 
these people will themselves be con­
sumers instead of producers of méat.

“The continued augmentation of our 
urban population,” says the report, 
“due to the extraordinary commercial 
and industrial activity, has also 
largely increased consuming compared 
with producing* public. Further, hab­
its and tastes of the people have alt­
ered with time and prosperity brought 
about a higher standard of living, re­
sulting in a greater Per capita çon- 
sumption of méat. It is certainly some­
what reitiarkable that in view of these 
conditions, general production of live 
stock throughout the country as a 
whole, instead of showing the distinct 
advance which might reasonably have 
been expected, Appears to have scarce­
ly maintained a normal rate of in-

Live Stock Export Trade Decreasing*.
“As a consequence, the Canadian ex­

port trade in live stock and in meats 
is rapidly dcerèaslug in volume and 
bids fair t? shortly altogether disap­
pear. Not only is this thé case, but" 
imports of meat are increasing from 
day tu day, from the United States, 
from Argentine and from far away 
Australia and New Zealand. For a 
number of years, mutton from the 
Antipodes has been completing with 
that from Washington and Oregon in 
British Columbia; an occasional * car 
load being shipped as far east as Al­
berta. During last winter, however, 
frozen mujton as well as frozen rab­
bits from Australia, had been landed 
at our Atlantic seaports and sold to 
Canadian consumers in Toronto and 
Montreal.

“Canned meats, principally beef, 
from Argentine, are also being im­

ported and although quantities hither­
to brought in are small, trade is said 
to toe profitable and fo show premise 
of rapid extension, shipments hav­
ing been made from Buffalo and Chi­
cago to Toronto and Hamilton.

“These somewhat remarkable trade 
features have been made the subject 
of careful study and I have deemed 
it my duty to lay the situation as 
above set'forth before you as I feel 
’hat it is of great importance to the 
general welfare of the country, and 
one in" wlflfch the public of Canada 
will very naturally expect your de­
partment to take art intelligent interest 
snd if possible devise ways and means 
likely to be effective"in bringing auout 
a satisfactory state of affairs.”

THE CHINESE GAN IflW ' 
CUT OFF THEIR QUEUES

Imperial Edict Has Been Assu red 
Giving Permission —Premier is 
Given Full Power on Condition He 
Eliminates Manchus.

Peking, Dec. 7—An imperial edict 
was issued today sanctioning the cut- 
ting off of the queues. Shih Hsu, the 
Manc.hu prince, who was offered the 
grand guardianship of the Emperor 
on the resignation of the dynasty has 
definitely accepted the post. Hsu shih 
Chang, the Chinese vice-president of 
the council, who was offered the 
office of co-grand guardian, declined 
but the throne Insists bn his accept-, 
ance of the office.

A' telegram from Wu Chang says 
that the revolutionaries there are 
hopeful that the extension of the 
arm Is tic will result In peace. The 
leaders are wilting to concede full 
power to the premier Yuan Shi Kai. 
provided that he agrees to the entire 
elimination of the Manchus from the 
central government »

Postmaster Grady Dismissed.

Macleod, Dec, 6-—Postmaster A. F. 
Grady has ben reproved by the new 
Conservative government and J. s. 
McKay appointed to the position. The 
change goes into effect the first of the 
year. It is expected' that Assistant 
Postmaster R. J. E. Gardiner and the 
whole office staff will leave.
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SITTING OE THE HOUSE policy. Pincher Creek constituency, 
he complained had been overrun with 
railroad charters and surveys, but a 
real railway had not yet come to the 
town of Pincher Creek. The town 
owed a lasting gru-dge to the minister 
who allowed the C.P.R. Crow’s Nest 
line to pass 3 or 4 miles from Pincher 
Creek.

Mr. Kemmis extolled his constitu­
ency as one of the best in the entire 
province, but sadly neglected in the 
matter of railways.

The sp^tker admonished the gov­
ernment not to tie up with any one 
road in the building of the various 
lines of railway outlined in the pre­
mier’s "paper policy.”

Trunk Road Question.
Discussing the question oï trunk 

roads, he urged that these should be 
built so as to connect centres of set­
tlement rather than constructed in a 
straight line frctn the north to south 
or east to west. Only those sections 
of the read should be built at first 
which were most needed.

The government, Mr. Kemmis 
thought, should take some steps to 
develop the water powers in the prov­
ince for the benefit of the rural com­
munities.

He declared that he had always 
stood for provincial control of natural 
resources. He had, in fact, made it 
one plank of his platform. But he 
thought that Mr. Borden would not 
be justified in giving the natural re­
sources of Alberta to a government 
that had not shown itself capable of 
rightly handling its annual remittance,

Mr. Kemmis, in conclusion, dared 
the premier to appeal to the country 
on his present program, prophesying 
in such an event the return of a Con­
servative administration.

had finished speaking. Mr. Cornwall

On the other hand on the 
authority of the Conservative member 
for last Peterborough, -Mr. Burnham, 
the belief that the late government 
was responsible for the “ne temere’’ 
de :re<-. of the Roman Catholic church 
in regard to mixed marriages was the 
most important influence in securing 
his election, and was as well an im­
portant influence towards the. defeat 
of the late government throughout the 
protlnee cf Ontario. In other wordi, 
the Liberal party sustained defeat in 
the two largest provinces-of Eastern 
Canada because it was the Liberal 
part)—the party wjiose purpose It is 
to Anti common ground upon which all 
citizens, can unite for the welfare of 
the!.- common country and because it 
had net lent its power and authority 
to the extremist of either race or 
fallu. The curse of Canada has been 
that its .people have always been ready 
to divide on questions of race and 
creed. It was chiefly because the 
usual divisions on these questions had 
been relegated to the background dur­
ing the 15 years’ reign of Liberalism, 
that Canada was able to make the 
substantial material progress that she 
has made during that period. It was 
always an easy matter to arouse race 
hatred and religious prejudice in Can- I 
ada and to turn these to political ad­
vantage.

tional existence. It is not a question 
of whether the Liberal party is in 
Power In Canada or not, the questlofl : 
is as to the relations to be established 
and maintained by the government 
electi d on such opposing principles ' 
The late government had a well-de­
fined policy of home and imperial de-j 
fenci. If the present government has: 
a more efficient policy, then no loss, 
but rather a gain has resulted from]; 
the change of government. If, how­
ever as has been shown by the de­
bate tc be the fact, the active and of­
ficierr policy of the late government 
is supplanted by the cancellation of 
tho pi iicy, and the refusal of the new 
government to formulate any other 
Polio, the radult is damaging in the 
last degree to the interests of Canada 
as a part of the Empire, and corres­
pondingly injurious to the Empire V- 
self. If the result of the elections had .

The sitting of the legislature yester­

day afternoon was quiet and unevent­
ful. But one speech was delivered in 
the debate on the address, and that 
was the maiden effort of John Kem­
mis of the opposition and member for 
Pincher Creek. Mr. Kemmis held the 
floor from four till five o’clock when 
the adjournment of the debate was 
moved by J. K," Cornwall, member 
for Peace River, who will give his 
views on the speecn from the throne 
this afternoon.

The emergency amendment to tho 
herd act introduced by Hon. Duncan 
Marshall on Wednesday was given a 
second and third readings and finally 
passed. The Lieutenant Governor will 
be asked to give his assent this after­
noon. A variety of questions respect­
ing the demonstration farms and cer­
tain government officials were answer­
ed by members of the government.

Many Questions Answered.
Premier Sifton replied to Mr. Ruth­

erford’s questions concerning Jofin A. 
Reid, of Regina, who is acting as clerk 
of the executive council; The premier 
informed the house that Mr. , Reid 
was not in the employ of the govern­
ment. Owing to the resignation cf 
M. J. McLeod the premier had found 
it necessary to carry on nis own 
shoulders for a time the work of de­
puty provincial treasurer and clerk 
of the executive council. It would 
have been just as difficult to break 

"in a new man in the last month as "o 
perform the duties himself. Mr. Reid, 
an officiai of thé Saskatchewan gov­
ernment, having leave of absence for 
a time and being a personal friend cf 
Premier Sifton had volunteered 10 
lend a helping hand. Ho had refused 
to accept any remuneration for nis 
services and would not even allow 
his railway fare to and from Regina 
to be paid for him.

In answer to. Mr. Riley’s questions 
regarding W. J. Hafmer, Premier 
Sifton stated that Mb. Harmer was in 
the employ of the government as as­
sistant superintendent of telephones. 
He had been engaged May 1st, 1909, 
at an initial salary of $1,500 per year 
which had been increased on January 
1st, 1911, to $2,040 per year. Mr. 
Hamer’s travelling expenses in 1909 
had been $382; in 1910, $360; and in 
1911,"$581.

Demonstration Farms.
The Hon. Duncan Marshall, minis­

ter of agriculture, in reply to questions 
by Géo. Hoadley, stated that the gov­
ernment had ’purchased a farm for 
demonstration purposes at Olds. . The 
farm had an area of 320 „vres. One 
quarter'Section had •seen purchased 
from A. M. Nan ton of Winnipeg, July 
22nd, 191 l;'and the v >rcr nem Thos. 
McKercher, August 2Uih, 1911. For 
these properties, $45 an acre had been 
paid to Mr. Nanton and $36 an acre 
to Mr. McKercher. Materials used in 
the construction of all buildings and 
fences had been purchased from the 
Page Wire Fence Company and vari­
ous Olds merchants. Live stock had 
been purchased from dealers in Scott, 
Olds, Calgary and Nan ten. Farm 
machinery had been purchased from 
Olds, Winnipeg, and Brandon agencies. 
The buildings had been erected by 
day labor and materials for building 
and farm machinery had been pur­
chased without calling for tenders just 
as an ordinary farmer would drive a 
hard bargain. Lumber had been se­
cured at a dollar per thousand less 
than the regular rate with a further 
discount of ten per cent for cash. 

Where Farms Located.
Mr. Rutherford’s questions regard­

ing the demonstration farms were 
fully answered by the Hon. Duncan 
Marshall who stated that farms had 
been located at Medicine Hat, Clares- 
holm. Olds, Sedgwick, Vermilion and 
Athabasca Landing.

Details of what McManigal knows of 
the alleged conspiracy were given to 
the grand jury today- That his story 
implicates other men in the Interna­
tional Association of Bridge and 
Structural Iron Workers became 
known through various sources.

McManigal alleges that persona 
other than John J. McNamara, the 
secretary-treasurer .paid him for the 
twenty “jobs” of dynamiting which 
he says he accomplished since 1907. 
As a question had been raised a sto 
the competency of the testimony 
from convicted felons ,it was consid­
ered unlikely that the revelations of 
the McNamaras, if any, would be of 
consequence for .suoh testimony could 
not be used in court against those in­
dicted.

Books Are Siezed.
Salt Lake City, Utah, Dec. 7—De­

puty United States marshalls took 
possession of the books of the Iron 
Workers’ local union this afternoon.

Able Address in Bijou Theatre, 

Stratlieomr, by the Principal of the 
Presbyterian College, Stratheona, 

I on the Character of Jesne.

(From Thursday’s Daily
The Bulletin has been asked to pub­

lish a more extended report of the 
excellent address delivered/ in the 
Bijou Theatre, Stratheona, last Sun­
day, >by Dr. Dyde, principal of the 
Presbyterian College, Stratheona. 
Following is a full synopsis of the ad­
dress as it was taken down by a 
stenographer:

“Jesus is the most marvellous per­
son the world litas ever known. This 
is taken as a matter op course, but 
we ought not to take if so. We ought 
to look straight at he character of 
Christ as we would look at that of 
Napoleon or Shakespeare. I shall 
without any prejudice or misconcep­
tion speak about Jesus as X would 
speak about Caesar or Lincoln.

The Physical Courage of Jesus.
There is no lack of physical cour­

age in Jesus that I can observe. The 
man who could stand before the 
Scribes and Pharisees and address 
them ds no weakling. The Scribes and 
Pharisees represented the leading re­
ligious thought of that day. Jesus 
was a man of no authority—simply a 
travelling peasant preacher, and it 
took no uncommon courage to attack 
the Pharisees as he did.

There is authority for it in Scrip­
ture that Jesus shrank frpm physical 
pain, I think none the less of Rim 
for this. He did not desire a violent 
death. He prayed that if it were His 
Fathers will the cup might he remov­
ed. This not being granted, He set 
His face towards Jerusalem. We 
have .in Jesus one who ' had real grit. 
He went to Jerusalem to His death, 
although one could think of a dozen 
good reasons He could have offered 
for not going. (He might have said 
He had to preach in some other part 
of the count’ry. The real grit and 
courage of Jesus I think well worth 
pointing out. To many Jesus is a 
woman in man’s clothing.

The Mental Courage of Jesus.
There are many who are physically 

brave, but cowards mentally: The
mental bravery required to launch 
new thoughts, to step out along a new 
path makes a greater demand upon 
one than .physical courage. Most 
people are afraid to face new 
thoughts or tasks; moreover, they ob­
ject to others doing so. It must be 
emphasized that Jesus struck out 
and launched new ideas with a brav­
ery unexcelled in history. “Ye have 
heard that it hath been said of old 
. . . but I say,” etc. It took tre­
mendous mental courage to utter such 
words. . The mental grandeur of it 
thrills me.

Moral Courage.
We are dealing with a man’ who 

has to make his way through the 
trials and temptations of life. I 
cannot understand-how any one could 
say that Jesus was not tempted. To
make such a statement would strip 

once of moral courage. It 
class him with a post or a stone 

wall. A post has no temptations, 
but when you enter the"realm of man 
I am inclined to think that the size 
of a man depends on his temptations. 
Jesus certainly suffered temptation. 
Volumes have been written to prove 
that He wasnt* tempted, when it is 
stated in plain language that He was. 
If He had not suffered temptation, 
the religious future of the world 
would have been given a strange and 
disastrous turn. If Tie would betray 
the highest that was in Him, the 
cities of the world would have been 
given Him. It was not the brutal 
temptations that b ©fronted Him so 
much as the subtle tegnptations, those 
before which the strongest men of the 
ages (have succumbed. Ask men 
do they want fame,’ and they will tell 
you “yes.” Jesus was offered fame. 
He could have earned a place in his­
tory—profane history. But He would 
have gope down to destruction had he 
yielded. Every man haunted Him 
and urged Him to yield. They 
wanted Him to set uip an earthly king­
dom. Had He done so the power of 
Borne would have been more than a 
match for Him. He would have 
been crushed and His followers scat­
tered or slain and the whole future of 
the religious world wrecked. It was 
a tremendous effort to resist appeals 
of the people to set up a kingdom on 
earth.

SCOUT MOVEMENT GROWING

Report Shows 18,000 Boye Enrolled In 
Domlnlo not Canada.

Ottawa, Dec. 5—Ontario leads in 
the Dominions in the number of Boy 
Scouts, accr^rdipg to the report of hte 
Dominion CAujicU which has just been 
issued. There are 15,000 boy scouts 

Canada. Ontario has 6,987 scouts, 
and of this number, Toronto, alone has 
1,814, Ottawa has 250, London 293, 
Hamilton 250 and every town and qity 
in the Province is represented.

Manitoba has 830 scouts, New Bruns­
wick has 776, Quebec has 665, and 
Prince Edward Island has over one 
hundred. Nova Scotia has 1,624 scouts 
of whom Halifax alone supplies 1,100, 
being next to Toronto in number. 
British Columbia has 1,500 scouts, Al­
berta has 460, Saskatchewan has over 
500.

In order of strength in boy scouts, 
the Canadian cities stands as follows: 
Toronto, Halifax, Montreal, Vancouver 
St. John, Winnipeg, Victoria, London, 
Ottawa Hamilton Calgary Moncton, 
Brantford, Sarnia, Kingston, Niagara

If the amendments to the city 
charter, as approved by the city ccun- 
Council Tuesday are accepted by 
provincial legislature the council will 
have obtained complete control of all 
the acts of the city commissioners, 
who will then be in the position of 
chier superintendents working under 
the direction of the council. Not only 
is the clause providing that the com­
missioners shall be dismissed only “for 
cause satisfactory to the council” de­
leted and provision made for dismis­
sal by a majority vote instead of a 
two-thirds vote, but provision is also 
made that by a twe-thirds vote the 
council may assume at any time “any 
of the powers, duties and works 'n- 
vested in the commissioners by the 
two preceding . sections,” which gave 
them supreme control of the utilities.

Application will also be made for 
an amendment conferring upon tho 
council the power to grant a fixed as­
sessment upon sites used for industrial 
purposes.

The city also asks that, in the case 
of claims arising out of alleged negli­
gence on the part of the city, pro­
vision be made that notice of such 
claim must be served on the secretary- 
treasurer within ten days of the date 
of the accident and action brought 
within three months from the service 
of such notice.
- Permission is also asked to use the 

property known as the market square 
as a public square for the erection of a 
city hall apd other civic buildings.

The abolition of the poll tax is ask­
ed for. The proposal to apply also for 
the abolition of the business lax has 
been abandoned.

Favors Georgian Bay Project.
Toronto, Dec. 7—Mayor Charles 

Hopewell, of Ottawa, Ont., spoke in 
advocacy of the Georgian Bay water­
way project in an address before the 
Empire club today. By means of a 
map of Ontario he explained that the ; 
possible benefits which will accrue to 
Ontario from the proposed waterway, 
describing the enterprise as a national 
necessity. He coyld net see why To- 
ronton should haVê any particular ob­
jection to the scheme. In view of 
the immense commercial consideration 
which the opening up of New On­
tario would entail, Mr. Hopewell was 
confident that the new canal system 
would ,be the means of diverting the 
lake traffic from the United States 
ports to Montreal and Quebec, The 
building of this waterway was there­
fore, he considered, a national und­
ertaking pregnant with great com­
mercial possibilities to both Ontario 
and Quebec.

ANY ARBITRATION

Thus Declares Chairman, of U.JS Com­
mittee on Foreign Relations—If 
United States Would Seek Relief— 
Declares That Russo-American
Treaty Should Be Abrogated.

NOT TO MOVE TRACK 
FROM NINTH STREET

Commissioners Practically Decide 
That They W ill Not Adopt Knight’s 
Recommendation to Move Street 
Railway Track From Ninth to 
Eighth Street.

It fs now practically certain that 
the proposal of Superintendent 
Knight, of the street railway depart­
ment, to remove the street railway 
tracks from Ninth to Eighth street, 
will not be adopted by the commls- 
siotiers. This decision was reached 
after a conference held recently by 
the city commissioners with Superin­
tendent Knight and City Engineer 
Latornell.

When the proposal was first made 
a strenuous protest against its adop­
tion was registered by the property 
owners on Nin^h street, one of whom 
declared that they were prepared to 
fight the proposal through the 
courts, if riecessary, and that they 
had $10,4)00 with wlhioh to do this. 
When the delegation waited on the 
commissioners ten days ago they 
were assured by the Mayor that the 
board did noit propose to make the 
change unless it was found that the 
operation of the railway on Ninth 
street presented insuperable engineer­
ing difficulties.

The view taken by the superinten­
dent of the street railway was that 
the Jasper avenue s.uibway, as plann­
ed at the present time, is such that, 
cars would be operated with con­
siderable difficulty at the point, 
where they would turn from Jasper 
avenue into Ninth street, e as they 
would be obliged to stop and start 
on the sloping approach to the sub­
way.

At the conference, held recently, it 
was decided, after careful investiga­
tion, that the difficulties .presented by 
operation on the existing route could 
be overcome. It is unlikely, there­
fore, that the change will be made.

POLICE CLAIM BOOB 
CASE AGAINST SUSPECT

Refuse To Disclose Any of Evidence 
That They Have Secured—Middle- 
ton Will Be Represented by P. J. 
Nolan Who Denies Any Confession.

Calgary, Dec. 6—Although the city 
police have been working quietly on 
the Middleton murder case, they re­
fuse to say anything about the affair 
this morning further than that more 
evidence had been secured ajid that 
they are confident that they will be 
able to present a strong case against 
William Middleton, brother of the 
murdered man, and John H. An­
derson, both of whom are being held, 
charged with the murder.

NEW THEORY IN THE 
M’NAMAHAS EASE

WHAT WOMEN 010 
• IN LOS ANGELES

The Results of I,est Tuesday’s Muni­
cipal Elections Show that Women 
In First Exercise of Ballot Wielded 
a Powerful Influence,

Los Angeles, Dec. 8—A study of the 
results of Tuesday’s municipal elec­
tion shows that the women, in their 
first exercise of the ballot wielded a 
powerful influence—in fact did it all. 
Following were the accomplishments 
of the women voters: Cast most half 
of the total vote; defeated Socialism; 
defeated prohibition; declared for 
municipal newspapers; voted for de­
vice to preserve pavements; voted 
more quickly than men; required less 
coaching than men; brought peace 
throughout the city; out-voted men in 
nearly all provinces; worked for 
candidates more enthusiastically than 
men; converted many former foes to 
thdtr cause.

There were three Important meas­
ures to be considered besides the ma- 
ÿorality, the most Important being the 
drastic prohibition measure, designed 
to make the city “dry as a bone.” The 
women voted. overwhelmingly against 
that, but they declared for a muni­
cipal newspaper and for the ordin­
ance requiring the East Railway com­
pany to equip its lines throughout the 
city with the Trilby rail.

CHINESE REGENT HAS 
ABDICATED AT PEKIN

Father of the Infant Emperor Abdi­
cates as Guardian of tho Throne—: 
Chinese Rebels In Hankow Are Re­
gaining Confidence.

China, Dee. 6.—Prince
egrent, and father of the

Pekin 
Chung,
child emperor, abdicated today. His 
place, as guardian of the throne is 
taken jointly by Shih Hu, Manchu 
prince and former president of Na­
tional Association, and Hsu Shi 
Chang, vice-president of the privy 
council.

Rebels Regaining Confidence.
'Pekin, Dec. 5—The Chinese rebels 

in the .vicinity of Hankow are regain­
ing confidence, according to consular 
repprts received here today, and the 
leaders of the revolution are not wil­
ling *to consider any terms from the 
government except those providing for 
a republic.

Rebel reinforcements are marching 
toward Hanko-w from Wu Chang. The 
rebels announce that at Hankow re­
presentatives of eight provinces, with 
the proxies of three 'other provinces, 
adopted a provisional constitution for 
the new republic. The president cf 
the republic, it is declared, will be 
elected by delegates appointed by the 
provincial governors. Five boards will 
be created, viz., civil, foreign, finance, 
war and ■cojjnmunications. A popular 
convention after six months have 
elapsed. The revolutionaries hope to 
make Nanking the capital. It is be­
lieved that a strong movement is on 
foot to substitute a Chinese regency 
for the present regent, who, with oth­
er- Manchu princes, will retire from 
Pekin. But it is unlikely that even 
this will satisfy the majority of the 
provinces.

ROWELL AT' ST. THOMAS

Detective Sarys That Confession Was 
Brought About by Novel Mental 
Third Degree Method Wlîlch he 
Terms the “Seance of Silence.”

Los Angeles, Dec. 6—James B. Mc­
Namara’s confession was brought 
about by puting into practice a theory 
never before advanced in criminal 
cases in America. The theories of 
"Sherlock Holmes" are equalled' by 
the methods used by Samuel Browne, 
chief of the Los Angelos service bu­
reau to "break down" the men who 
blew up1 the plant of the Times.

“Seance of silence” is the term 
that might appropriately be given to 
the latest theory in criminology. 
Three weeks ago the prosecution be­
gan to bring it into play. It was a ver­
itable mental “third degree” demon­
strated in a grim way.

Women, that J. B. McNamara- had 
made loye to, men with whom he had 
sky-larked and comrades with whom 
he ha<l- eaten .slept and caroused, 
were led into the court-room, one by 
one .only for a moment were they 
permited to remain in the court just 
long enough for the furtive eye of 
the younger of the two prisoners to 
fall on them. Then they were hufried 
away. Twenty-eight of these “wit­
nesses’’ were brought in during three 
weeks.

“The particular thing that broke 
down McNamara,” said Browne, "wqs 
the positive, personal identification 
day after day. He knew that as these 
people came and Identified him, it 
proved” that we had picked „out an­
other place where be had been.”

Liberal Leader In Ontario^ Speaks Es­
pecially Upon Educational 

Reform.
St. Thomqs, Dec. 7—Newton W. 

Rowell Spoke here tonight on behalf 
of H. McDiarmid, Liberal candidate 
in West Elgin. The opera house was 
filled. Mr. Rowell devoted particular 
attention to educational reform, and 
the bi-Iingual schools. He described 
Sir James Whitney as seeking *o 
evade this latter issue to avoid of­
fending the extreme French and 
Orange wings.

BRIDGE PLANT IN CALGARY, 
Calgary, Dec. 5.—The Dominion

Bridge Company is going to locate its 
western plant at Calgary’. The board 
of directors of the . company had 
abolit decided to triple the size of the 
Winnipeg shops, Which at present 
employ between 300 and 400 men, 
but upon considering vthe matter, they 
decided to Jook Calgary pver, as the 
greater bulk of their western busi­
ness lay west of Winnipeg. A short 
time ago, J. E, L. Ross, a director 
and a son of James Ross, the chief 
shareholder of the Dominion Bridge 
Company, qame to Calgary and look­
ed over conditions. He thought it 
would be more profitable to build the 
large plant at Calgary, • instead of 
Winnipeg, and reported to the direc­
tors to that effect.

New York, Dec. 6—“11 the United 
Stateeiwopld seek relief from Russia’s 
repeated violation of the treaty of 
1832 jjshe must do it now. There can 
be no arbitration, no delay.”

So declared Representative William 
Sulzer chairman of the House com­
mittee on foreign relations, in-an ad­
dress at Carnegie Hall tonight, in a 
mass meeting called to protest against 
Russia’s policy toward American citi­
zens of Jewish faith. Russia has act­
ed boldly and shamefully, he said, and 
he concluded with a prediction that 
legislation abrogating the treaty will 
soon be enacted.

Mr. Sulzer said in part: “The treaty 
with Russia says American citizens 
are entitled to the same rights in 
Russia that Russian citizens are ac­
corded here. If these rights arè not 
granted them, then the treaty is vio­
lated. Russia does not deny that she 
discriminates against certain classes 
of our citizens ,and when corn-plaint 
is made, figuratively speaking, she 
shrugs her shoulders and asks: ‘What 
are you going to do about it?’

Lived Up to Treaty. „
“We have carefully lived up to our 

treaty obligations with Russia. Every 
Russian coming to this country has 
been granted all the rights stipulated 
in the treaty, irrespective of race or 
religion. This is oar conception of the 
treaty of 1832.

"What are we going to do about it? 
Our answer is: Abrogate the treaty.

“This is not a Jewish question. It 
is an American question. It involves a 
great principle. It affects the rights 
of all American citizens. Russia not 
only refuses to recognize American 
passports held by Jews on account of 
their race, but she also refuses to re­
cognize American passports held by 
Baptist missionaries, Catholic priests, 
Presbyterian divines, and others on 
account of their religious belief.

Diplomacy Has Failed.
“Diplomatic attempts from time to 

time have failed to secure from the 
Czar’s government even a promise 
■that it would try to give us less cause 
for complaint. By her inaction, Rus­
sia has openly refused to give tihe 
matter any consideration .confident 
that America’s financial interest in 
her country would prevent us. from 
taking any radical steps.

“I am in the fight for justice to all 
to the end, and I shall make every 
effort to pass my resolution to abro­
gate the Russian treaty. I have every 
reason’ to believe that It will speedily 
be enacted into law. To that end, 
however, every true American must 
lend such aid as he can.”

CANADA THE BELLE OF 
THE BALL SAYS GREY

His Excellency Addresses London Can­
adian Club—He Denounces Criti­
cisms of Ambassador Bryce In Con­
nection With Reciprocity Agree­
ment.

USED IT AS PRETEXT 
TO RETARD C.N.R. WORK

C. N. K. Contractor Brought Into 
Court on Complaint of C. P- R- for 
Failing to Exercise Proper Care in 
Blasting Operations Along Thomp­
son Hiver, in B.C.

Vancouver,--Dec. 7—“The object of 
this injunction, your lordship, is not 
to prevent blasting, but if possible 
that the Canadian Pacific may pre­
vent the building of the Canadian 
Northern through the mountains, 
said S. S. Taylor, K.C., today, who 
represented Fred Johnson, cine of the 
contractors on the construction work 
on the Canadian Nrthern railway. The 
hearing took place in the Supreme 
court befure Judge Morrison.

T. G. Holt, executive agent, and T. 
H White, chief engineer, both of the 
Canadian Northern railway, together 
with the contractor, Fred Johnson, 
were brought into court for allegedly 
refusing to obey tile injunction issued 
by Justice Morrison against the blast­
ing operations carried on by the Can­
adian Northern railway along the 
Thompson river

J. E. McMullen, who represented 
the Canadian Pacific railway, whose 
railway runs on the opposite side of 
the Thompson river from that used 
by the Canadian Northern, stated that 
his object in 'bringing the officials 
Intel court was to impress upon them 
the duty of using every possible 
means in their power to carry out the 
injunction, but he said the offending 
person was the contractor. It was 
stated that on November 21, while a 
freight train was passing a peint 
where Canadian Northern work was 
proceeding, an explosion caused by 
the blasting operations, had occasioned 
considerable damage to the train, one 
large piece of rock making a hole in 
one of the ears.

Messrs. Hol't and White were dis­
missed, but the charge agkinst the 
contractor was adjourned.

Lower Rales From East to West.

Toronto, Dec. 7.-—The Canadian 
Manufacturers’ Association today re­
ceived information that the Supreme 
Court has unanimously upheld the 
decision of the Dominion Railway 
Commission in ordering an adjust­
ment of the rates from the east to 
Regina and points west. The rail­
ways have discriminated against Re­
gina and points in the w.est in favor 
of Winnipeg and points in, Manitoba, 
and the adjustment ordered compels 
an adjustment which will mean a 
reduction of freight rates of about 10 
per cent, from Toronto and Montreal 
to the west.

London, Dec. 6—At a Canada club 
-dinner held this evening, at which 
Earl Grey was the chief,guest and 
Lord Stratheona presided, His Excel­
lency, responding to ttje toast “The 
Dominion qf Canada,” humorously re­
marked'that for seven years he had 
balanced himself on the tight rope of 
platitudinous generalities, and the 
success which his friends were kind 
enough to say he had achieved was 
only a fraction, compared to the suc­
cess which the Duke of Connaught 
would achieve. After seven years' res­
idence, he returned to England con­
vinced that Canada, was, like her 
wheat, Number One Hard.

Speaking of the juxtaposition of the 
United States t< Canada, Earl Grey 
eulogized the Canadian clubs of the 
Dominion, declaring that the directors 
of these clubs were only too glad to 
let the clubs be the pulpit for good 
American preachers. He was vain 
enougl| to hold that the United States 
obtained equally as much advantage 
from such juxtaposition, and Canada, 
he hoped would more and more every 
year set an example of high living 
which would have good results on her 
powerful neighbor.

Are Talking ITOnsene.
“I hear," His Excellency continu­

ed, “that the British ambassador has 
been attacked for the part he played 
jn the reciprocity negotiations. People 
who criticize the ambassador don’t 
know what they are talking about. 
The British ambassador had no more 
to do with the reciprocity treaty than 
did the people of Britain. The Brit­
ish ambassador to the United States is 
the unpaid ambassador of the Can­
adian people. Have you ever reflect­
ed what a note of indignation there 
would be if he had refused to repre­
sent the views cf the Canadian people 
in his official capacity. You would 
very soon have had a demand from 
Canadians for an ambassador of their 
own. ”

Alluding to the emigration of Am­
ericans to the western provinces cf 
the Dominion, Earl Grey said, in his 
opinion, that emigration had only just 
begun. Canada was getting the pick 
of Americans who soon become Ss 
loyal citizens of Britain as they had 
been cf the United States.

His opinion had always been that 
the only complete union with the 
other side would be when Canada 
had absorbed the United States. Can­
ada must believe in herself. Had she 
done so a little earlier, she wouldn’t 
have allowed the bujring of Alaska by 
the United States, nor the Imperial 
parliament giving the mail contract 
to a line of steamers going to New 
York when she (Canada) had a port 
in a thousand, and that port tjj 
miles nearer Liverpool.

In conclusion, he expressed the 
hope that Lord Stratheona would live 
to see the accomplishment of the all- 
red route.

IRISH SINGER DRANK POISON.

Six Men Arrested in Connection With 
Mysterious Affair.

New York, Dec, 2—Six-men who ar- 
alleged to have been at the table with 
Alice Tristam Shanks, an Irish singer, 
when she drank part of the contenir 
of a bc-ttle of disinfectant in the Go]; 
house restaurant, in Van Courtiand 
park, a week ago, from the effects of 
which she dTed .were arranged to­
night on the authority of Coroner 
Shongut. Thomas J. Totten, of Tyn- 
dale, Riverdale: a real estate dealer 
in Kingsbridge, is charged withihcfili­
cide and the others were arrested as 
accessories.

The six men have been under susf 
picion ever since Coroner Shongut 
learned that Mrs. Shanks probably did 
not commit suicide, as the police re­
port stated, but drank from an old 
Vermouth bottle kept in the basement 
in which was a soluticn of lysol and 
carbolic acid used for disinfecting pur­
poses. These men among others have 
been questioned by the coroner and 
assistant district attorney on two-o-- 
casions; but all denied that they knew 
who had brought the ‘bottle up from 
the basement and put it on the table 
in the restaurant where Chas.
