UESPÉ*ATE~AtiVENTURE 
IN A STEAMER,

An exciting incident occurred at 
Sunderland on Saturday afternoon 
when a man ahd a youth were con­
fined In a veritable death-trap on 
board the steamer Lavinia Wes toll. 
The vessel was under repair at 
Messrs. Austin's shipyard, and the 
plates were being renewed in the fore- 
peak. This is a compartment which . 
can be made watertight and airtight. 
Four men were * employed on the 
work, two on the outside of the com­
partment—one in riveting the new 
platee and the other in heating the 
rivets; while the other two, a man 
named Peter Mills and a lad named 
John Patterson, were working inside. 
It was Patterson’s duty to edteh hot 
rivets thrown down through the man­
holes and hand them to Mills, who 
put them through the rivet holes and 
then held them while the riveter out­
side hammered them tight.

About half-past two a rivet not in­
tended for the catcher, but falling ac­
cidently from another squad of work­
men, came through the manholes and 
fell into a heap of tarred oakum, 
which burst Into flame. The two 
me noutside easily escaped, but Mills 
and Patterson were trapped inside.

The only means of egress was a 
series of manholes from deck to dm*, 
and these now served as a funneiTor 
a dense volume of smoke, which rose 
high into the air and was seen by 
thousands of people. A fire alarm 
was given; and within a few minutes 
the brigade arrived. Several men at­
tempted to pass down through the 
manholes to the rescue of the prieon- 
rrs, but the dense volumes of rising 
imoke made thi elmposslble.

The compressed air tubes which 
work the pneumatic tools were then 
pushed up against the still open rivet 
holes of the plates, and the air was 
thus pumped Into the peak, The 
Ire brigade played on the outside of 
the plates to keep them cool, and the 
lolders of pneumatic nozzles—Patter- 
ion, a brother of the imprisoned boy, 
ind a plater named McDermott—were 
la a continual torrent of water, but 
stuck to their posts.

It was decided that the only way to 
release the imprisoned man and boy 
was to cut through the plates. An 
inch of solid steel had 40 be pierced. 
One man held the catting tool all 
he time while etghteeh others, armed 
with heavy sledgehammers, worked Ir 
■clays of three.

Boy’s Agonised Voice.
The two prisoners could be heard 

tapping at the plates, and the word* 
‘Hurry, hurry,” the agonised voice 01 
tie boy's, were audible. Those outside 
ihouted, “Keep your heart up, Peter,’ 
iut the noise of the hammers drown­

ed their voices.
The work of cutting the plate was 

ixtremeiy quick, yet seventy minutes 
elapsed from the outbreak of the fire 
til! a complete ape rature was made 
end the two prisoners . were hauled 
through the hole.

Mills, looked, his comrades declar­
ed, ten years older. Patterson on get­
ting into the open air had a violent fit 
jf weeping and then collapsedand was 
carried home. Mills related how ht 
tad to encourage Patterson, who 
would have been suffocated if Mills 
îad not held him by force to thf 
icles through which the air was be- 
ng pumped. What most concerned 
Mills was the fear that the fire might 
reach the wooden ceiling Of the fore­
peak, which in that case would have 
fallen in.—-Daily Mail, May 30.

Reindeer in Alaska.
From United States Government Re­

port Just Received.
The report tor 1909 shows the be- 

gining of the use of all the reindeer 
tor the benefit of the natives. There 
is scarcely one surplus reindeer in 
the hands of the Government. New 
stations have been established, native 
herders, at much cheaper rate, have 
replaced the Lapps. So that many 
more apprentices could be afforded. 
Salaries have been paid largely In 
reindeer. The enterprise has reach­
ed a new level. There Is a very largo 
Increase -in the number of natives 
altogether outside the service who 
have been buying reindeer as an In­
vestment. Sale of reindeer products 
without the value of the skins used 
for clothing or meat consumed hs 
food by herders Is $26,270, against 
$9.543; $18.212 was divided among the 
natives. This shows that the reindeer 
Industry has become one of the most 
prominent factors In the economic 
life of the natives. The benefits de­
rived from this rapidly Increasing 
Income are almost lncalcuable. Five 
new Government stations have been 
started and eleven new herds estab­
lished: There are now 18 Govern­
ment stations and 10 Mission stations. 
The Government reindeer have de­
creased more rapidly than in any 
previous year, showing that they will

all be soon private deer. It is very ; 
important to increase the number of i 
apprentices to whom to turn over the 
reindeer; in this way the natives of ! 
Alaska-now own 49 per cent, of all 
the reindeer of the country. The j 
number of private owners is now 260, 
an increase of 146 in the last two 
years. The total number of reindeer * 
is now 22,915. The total appropria­
tion of the Government to the herders ‘ 
for their own herds Is $15,000. The 
total number traiued for sledge driv­
ing is 11,273; 860 are being trained 
and there are 260 trained drivers. 
Two stations sold reindeer to over . 
$1,000 worth last year. The superin­
tendents of education are skilled rein­
deer men and superintend the ser­
vice. os are all the Government 
teachers In their districts. No ap­
prentice Is allowed to become a-herd- 
ei till he Is proficient In reading, 
writing and arithmetic. The whole 
experiment Is proving an enormous 
uplift to the natives that still seems 
Impossible In any other way.

We are ourselves In Newfoundland 
tills year sending home the last three 
Lapp herders and are replacing them 
by North Newfoundland and Labra­
dor apprentices, While we are trans­
ferring a large part of our herd to 
Labrador by steamer.

Rev. C. W. Hollands Opposed certain 
parts of the report. Mr. J. A. Clift 
spoke on a question of procedure. 
The Rev. F. Smart believed with 
Canon Smith that the monetary quali­
fication for voting should be abolish­
ed. Sir William Horwood, Rev. It. 
Hill and Mr. S. Facey advocated the 
appointment of Finance Committees. 
The Synod went into Committee of the 
whole on the Bill. Rev. G. H. Bolt 
spoke in favor of the Bill. At this 
stage the Committee rose and the 
election of the Executive Committee 
was proceeded with, the following 
acting as scrutineers: Messrs. W. B. 
Payn, W. N. Gray and Geo. House.

Canon Dunfield introduced the Rev. 
Dr. Cowperthwaite and Mr. C. S. 
Pinsent as a deputation from the 
Lord’s Day Alliance. Dr. Cowperth­
waite informed the Synod that he was 
acting for a delegate who, at the last 
moment, had been unable to attend. 
He wasj4 not as conversant with the 
doings of* fEe "Alliance as was his col­
league, Mr. Pinsent, but he thought 
that an intel-dfettominattonal. platform 
was very helpful in enforcing some 
of the principles that underly the 
welfare of cur common humanity. 
The law of the Sabbath is interwoven 
in our life. .Yet those of us who re­
member fifty years ago can observe 
the loosening of the bonds that should 
bind our people to the observance Of 
the law of the Sabbath. Modern me­
thods of travel and recreation have 
brought about a condition of things 
that did not formerly exist, and the 
Sabbath was not regarded as it used 
to be. Though not a Newfoundlander 
by birth, he was one in sentiment, 
having lived- herb for over twenty 
years. Newfoundland was one of the 
best Sabbath-observing countries in 
the world, yet something needs cor­
recting, and he thought the Alliance 
could deal with the matter better 
than could Individual denominations. 
No nation can for long violate the 
law of the Sabbath and go- unpunish­
ed. He instanced the case of France 
and other Latin countries. Especi­
ally must we in this Western Conti­
nent guard the sanctity of the Sab­
bath and teach newcomers to observe 
it. He did not desire In any way to 
dictate to the Synod or "even1 to in­
struct it, but his only desire was tc 
stir up the sympathy of its members 
for the objects of the Alliance.

Mr. C. S. Pinsent, the Honorary 
.Secretary of the Executive Committee 
of the Lord’s Day Alliance, then ad­
dressed the Synod. He reviewed the 
history of the formation of the Alli­
ance in Newfoundland from its for­
mation in the Synod Hall, three years 
ago, when Rev. Canon Pilot acted as 
Chairman. Arguments had been put 
forth that, as we are such a church­
going community, we need no such 
body. He felt that these are not good 
arguments. The Alliance had been 
formed through the earnest work of 
Rev. Mr. Moore.

His Lordship the Bishop, on behalf 
of the Synod, welcomed the deputa­
tion. Personally he had already con­
nected himself with the movement, 
and on more than one occasion had 
presided at public meetings in sup­
port thereof. A great change had 
come over the people of this coun­
try during the last quarter of a cen­
tury, although we compared favor­
ably with other countries. But our 
people travel and visitors come to 
our chores, and the thin edge of the 
wedge was being introduced, leading 
to a looser observance of the Sabbath. 
What our national character owes to 
Sunday observance none can x esti­
mate. If a poll were taken' In the 
whole British Empire, he felt assured 
an enormous majority would vote In 
favor-of using Sunday as a day of 
rest, of recreation (not merely am­
usement) and above all, of worship, 
not by shouting nor by legal enact­
ment could we preserve the sanctify 
of the Lord's Day, but by living up 
to the standard. There Is nobody, but 
can exert an Influéiice to help on this 
work. He thanked the deputation, 
which retired amid acclamation.

The suspension of the Rules was 
moved by Canon Dunfield and carried.

W. W. Blackall, Esq., proposed a 
vote of thanks to Canon Temple for 
his work in editing the Diocesan 
Magazine. He spoke in terms of ap,

Canons Noel and Dunfield, Sir Wm. 
Horwood and Rev. Mr. Bolt pointed 
out the importance of the matter, and 
the lateness of the hour compelled 
the Committee to rise.

The House resumed at 10.30. As 
the result of the election the follow­
ing form the Executive Committee for 
the next biennial period: His Lord- 
ship the Bishop of Newfoundland (fix 
officio).
