The problem of educating the public

then authorized to make his own ar­
rangements with the film concern, 
having the right to arrange for such 
pictures as he wished to have taken 
and reject those he does not care for.

in the United States office of pub­
lic roads, for instance, the director, 
Logan Waller Page, arranged to have 
pictures taken showing the effects of 
good and bad roads, in the case of 
the latter the films will show the 
armer trying to, carry loads of pro­

duce over a bad road; how he be­
came sick; how the doctor is unable 
to reach him, and how, because of 
mud ruts, the undertaker finds it ex­
ceedingly difficult to get him to his 
grave.

LONDON, To-day.

The news dispatches from Rome 
give account of the bombardment of 
Tripoli. At 3 o’clock on Tuesday, 
Vice-Admiral Taravelli signalled to 
the battleships, Guiseppi Garibaldi and 
Francesco Fervuceo, that the bom­
bardment was about to begin. These 
vessels with' the flagship steamed up 
to within two kilometres, i.e., about a 
mile and a third, of the town. The 
first shells were directed at the Gov­
ernor's Palace and were well placed. 
Immediately the Paleca and Amelia 
Sultona forts replied with a number 
of shots from 15 centimetre guns. 
The Turkish aim was bad. The Va- 
vez and the Ferrucio directed their 
fire against the fortifications at the 
lighthouse on the mole, which replied 
with smaller guns. * Flags were kept 
flying over all the Consulates. The 
forts showed Turkish flags. After the 
bombardment had progressed for an 
hour, the shells from the Vavez de­
stroyed the lighthouse, which col­
lapsed in ruins. The Governor’s 
Palace was riddled with shots and 
severely battered. The central forts 
ceased firing at 5 o'clock, but the out­
er forts Hamildieh and Sultania kept 
up the defence. Their shots were 
better directed. The quays were de­
serted. A number of fires broke out. 
The bombardment ceased at night. 
During the night the sky glowed with 
the reflection of the fires in the town. 
The bombardment was resumed yes­
terday, and was heavier than the day 
before. The outer forts had been re­
duced to ruins and were unable to re­
ply. The Turks removed the guns tc 
the heights beyond the town and re­
opened fire from there. They were 
however, dispersed by shrapnel from 
the fleet and fled in all directions.

SAD DAY
At Goodridge’s.
Two Vessels Lying at 

Wharf With Flags at 
Half-Mast — Seaman 
Drowned, Another 
Killed.

“Men must work and women must 
weep,

Though the harbor bar be moaning."
An atmosphere of sorrow and gloom 

hangs oveÿr A. Goodridge & Sons to­
day and one could tell by the sorrow 
depicted on the faces of all the em­
ployees in office, store and on the 
wharf that the gerat. reaper death 
had been busy amongst their men who 
"go down to the sea in ships and do 
business in deep waters." The toll of 
two brave lives have been paid to the 
sea. From the Schr. Olive, Capt. T. 
Doyle, William Brien, 45 years old. 
Pleasant St., y as washed overboard 
off Cape Spear last Tuesday night in 
the storm and never seen again alive 
or dead. The Olive, Capt. Thos. Doyle, 
left Nipper’s Harbor Saturday last 
with codfish and herring, etc., bound 
to St. John's. He put into Herring 
Neck Saturday night and remained 
there till the storm of Sunday had 
subsided. Leaving that port at 9 
Monday morning after having a hard 
time all that day and the following 
morning. Tuesday afternoon the 
wind blew a fierce gale with snow so 
thick that when the skipper reckoned 
he was off the Narrows, he could not 
risk making in as the weather was too 
thick and the land couldviot be pick­
ed up without going in so close that 
it might be impossible to" get off again 
under the small canvas the Olive was 
carrying in case a mistake was made. 
He decided to run up off/ape Spear 
and lay to all night. Capt. Doyle ran 
her out under a skirt of the foresail 
and was waiting a chance to bring 
her to when a heavy sea swept in 
over the quarter and filled up level 
with the tops of the house over the 
cabin. Poor Brien was assisting the 
others of the crew, Haggard and New- 
hook to lash five spars together that 
were on the deck, to prevent them 
from being swept away. He had giv­
en a piece of rope to them near the 
after end of the “companion” and was 
going forr'ed when the sea came on 
board. His back was turned to it, and 
one of the crew thinks that he was 
sitting on the for’ed end of the “com­
panion" when he was swept away, 
otherwise he might have seen the 
sea coming and would have time to 
rise and grasp the main riggirigi 
Newhook and Haggard were covered 
over with sea, but they lay down flat 
when they were tying the spars an<^ 
held on to the rope. This saved them 
from being swept over the rail. The; 
mate. Wm. Doyle, was on the cabin 
house and held on to a rope of the 
mainsail. The Skipper. T. Doyle, who 
was at the wheel, was thrown for­
ward on his facè against the houpe. 
The sea swept away the steering 
gear and wheel - and all but he held 
the spokes in his hand; the binnacle 
with the compass was swept out of 
place, the cabin doors burst open, 
and the glass top roof of the com­
panion carried away for'ed. The 
Skipper fell on his face with the 
spokes of the wheel gripped in his 
hands and could see nothing but 
foaming waters when he looked up. 
When the sea had passed out over 
the side he got to his feet, and seeing 
the mate on the house asked if all 
was right, Newhook and Haggard 
were seen to be all right, but then 
the mate cried out that there was nc 
sign of “Billy.1’ He ran to the fore­
castle thinking that he might have 
got there to escape the sea. Soon 
Harden, the cook, who was below 
sang out that Billy was not there. 
They knew then that the sea had 
swept him overboard. The lost gear 
was replaced and the wheel repaired 
while the vessel ran along under 
bare poles. Capt. Doyle says that in 
all his experience at sea ,he never 
was in such a storm. He hove her 
too all night and drifted 30 miles off 
to the S. E. of Cape Spear, working 
the Olive back to the Cape at 3 
o’clock this morning. Acting on the 
advice of Mr. Goodridge he procured 
a carriage and drove to the Deanerv 
and requested Rev. Fr. McDermott to 
go with him to Plfasant Street to 
break the news to the wife and fam­
ily of the deceased. The scene was a 
heartbreaking one which he says h" 
would not like to witness again. 
O'Brien was a first class seaman and 
was for some time mate in the Aure­
ola. He has two sons and two daugh­
ters. One of the former is in the Min­
nie. The Telegram extends sincere 
sympathy to them.

The second fatality out of Good­
ridge’s. occurred on the barqt. Rosi­
ns, Capt. Dillon, coming here from

Barbadoes, when Lorenzo HIscock, a 
fine, smart young seaman, 20 years 
old, fell from the royal yard and re­
ceived injuries that resulted in death 
a few hours afterwards. The Rosl- 
nla made three attempts Last month 
to get to Sydney but the captain had 
to give it up. At 2.30 a.m. last Friday 
tije Rosinia was 50 miles S.S.E. of Scat­
ter^. Capt. Dillion had given orders 
to take in the light sails and HIs­
cock was sent aloft to take in the 
royal. He was seen leaning over the 
yard stowing the slack canvas and 
sang out to the mate to square the 
yard a bit. This was done, and a 
few minutes after the mate heard a 
crash. He told the captain that 
there was something wrong, and the 
latter going forward found poor HIs­
cock leaning over the rail not a 
budge in him. He had fallen over the 
yard, a distance of 50" feet. " Hé "miisl 
have fallen on his feet as an inch 
and a half 'plank On the top gallant 
forecastle was broken right through 
He must have rebounded from this 
to the rail, and his forehead struck 
either the rail or the anchor stock 
He was taken up and tenderly borne 
to the cabin. He lingered till 1 p.m 
yesterday. Hia breathing was quite 
normal and easy but he did nol 
speak or show any signs of conscious- 

i ness. There was one wound on hlr 
temple from which blood flowed, anc 
bis brain was evidently contused 
There was also a wound on his right 
eye. Neither of these indicated that 
he had struck on his head when hr 
fell. He would have gone overboard 
in the rebound Captain Dillon thinks 
only for the jib sheet. Deceased lived 
at Adelaide Street, this city, and war 
unmarried, and his people formerl) 
lived in Catalina. The body was tak 
en ashore this morning and will b<

- interred to-morrow. Capt. Dillor 
and the crew are very much cut ui 
over the sad affair.
