Grade crossings form one reason 
why the population of America, does 
not increase more rapidly.

A grade crosing is one on which 
a railroad, a wagon road and usually 
an automobile dispute for the right, of 
way. America has about half of a 
million grade crossings and most of 
them are wacthed over and protect­
ed exclusively by Providence. Pro­
vidence is very busy attending to 
other necessary matters and as a re­
sult several times a daÿ in various 
parts of the country a buggy or au­
tomobile or pedestrian gets on a rail­
road track and tries to hold a train 
for iio gain. The result is summed up 
by the coroner in a few well-chosen 
words and the cénsus report suffers 
another setback.

In smaller and more populous 
countries railroads are required to 
burrow over or under the streets and 
roads. But most of the railroads in 
this country were built first and the 
roads followed afterward. It -would 
take about half a billion dollars to 
eradicate the Grade Crossings of this 
country and as no one has been able 
to lay hands on this sum of money 
up to date, the Grade Crossings have 
continued tft flourish like the un­
loaded revolver, the typhoid microbe 
and other enemies of the race.

In thé last fifty years Grade Cross­
ings have killed many more Ameri­
can citizens than war has.

1 ‘Neptune’ from the Gulf, with 19,000;
‘Kite’ from front has 2,200. The 
‘Diana’ Will Bring Home the Key.

The s.s. Neptune, Capt. Wilcox, ar- 
’ rived from the Gulf sealfishery at 4 
o’clock this morning, hailing for 10,- 

1 500 seals, old and young, as already 
noted. In the early part of the 
spring the ship met with a misfor­
tune. She got into the patch of young 
harps the same day the Terra Nova 
and Erik did. For two days work the 
crew killed 12,000 seals hut before 
they were taken on board and stowed 
below a storm raged, the ice broke 
up and 4,000 pelts were lost. Capt. 
Wilcox then decided to go look for old 
fat and succeeded in getting 2,500. 
The Neptune is now discharging at 
Job’s Southside premises.

The s.s. Kite, Capt. Burgess, the 
"baby" of our sealirig fleet, came back 
front the northern floe at 10.30 a.m. 
to-day. She had 2,200 seals, old and 
young hoods. The Kite left here on 
March 5th for Greenspond and Cata­
lina, at which places she got most c. 
her crew. She. steamed north on 
March 10th and several days became 
jammed. She got down oft the Funks 
on March 22nd and spoke the s.s. 
Ranger, which was the only, steamer 
seen for the whole spring. Capt: Bur­
gess reports the worst spring in his 
experience. The ice was exception­
ally heavy, storms were frequent : 
making it impossible for the Kite to ! 
get about. The Kite got no white­
coats but on March 24th she struck 
the hoods. The vessel baud only 65 
men on board all told, and this was" 
a drawback in working the seals; be­
sides some of the men were of little 
help owing to inexperience. "This 
was unfortunate," said Capt. Burgess, 
as numerous families of old seals 
were around the vessel. In the early 
phrt of April the Kite went down the 
French Shore but saw very few seals 
in that region and on Saturday last 
bore up for home. Last evening dense 
fog prevailed and the Kite was oblig­
ed to put Into Bay de Verde. Capt. 
Burgess and his crew did not know 
of the disaster until acquainted by Dr. 
Campbell, Quarantine Officer, who ex­
amined the crew and gave the ship a 
clean bill of health. Capt. Burgess is 
very indignant over the alarmist re- ] 
ports that were sent broad cast about 
him, and states that at no time was 
his vessel in any grave danger. The 
Kite is unloading her cargo at Bow- | 
ring's Southside premises.

The s.s. Diana, Capt. B. Barbour, is 
the only steamer now out and will 
close the gates for 1914 and bring 
home the .key. It is likely she will 
remain out until May 1st when the 
killing of seals ceases, as allowed by­
law.

Films at Casino.

These .pictures are freely acknow­
ledged to be the most phenomenal ol 
any* ever secured In the South Polai 
regions, and to be accurate and au­
thentic records of the strange bird and 
animal life extant in that cold climate 
Among the most striking and inter­
esting subjects may be mentioned the 
quaint little Adelle Penguins, whose 
antics -are not unlike those of little 
old men of genteel demeanor, while 
their appearance is such as to arouse 
spontaneous laughter.

This means that the dependents of the 
sacrificed explorers at least have a 
means of self-support unconsciously 
provided by their husbands and

"f*uld cost as much as the sugar.

* '-'on t suppose there is a pound 
°r adulterated sugar in this town, 
"hich explains why grocers always 
s«em to have a secret sorrow; but the 
PUn people cling to the theory that 
they buy a certain amount of sand 
’ 'tli a pound of sugar, and there isn’t

°&ic enough in the books to convince
t*iem to the contrary,

“Another time-honored superstition 
is to the effect that the barber makes 
a determined effort to talk a customer 
to death when once the later is in his 
chair.

FBEPERIUK WOODS,
It takes good blood to make a great 

preacher and Frederick Woods was 
well born. His. father, John Woods, 
of St. John's. Newfoundland, was a 
distinguished citizen, a successful 
man in business, and a Wesleyan 
Mc-thodist of strong character and 
ability. His mother was a woman of 
refinement and deep piety. Frederick, 
the oldest of a large family, was born 
at St. John's, Newfoundland, Sept. 7, 
lS33j and died at Melrose, Janaury 
28, 1914. He was educated at Mount 
Allison Semiary, Genesse College, and 
a: Wesleyan University, where he re­
ceived his A.B. and an election to Phi 
Beta Kappa. He joined the New Eng­
land Conference in 1859 and gave his 
whole ministry to work in Massa­
chusetts. He ably filled our pest ap­
pointments and maintained his usual 
preaching ability even in the last 
years of his life, but a growing deaf­
ness emharassed him in social meet­
ings and in pastoral work so that he 
became a supernumerary in 1908 and 
three years later took the retired re­
lation. On June 21, 1880, he married 
Miss Sarah H. Shenstone, of Harbor 
Grace, Newfoundland, who died 12 
years later. On Nov. 19, 1893, he was 
married to Anna Odlin May. Boston, 
Mass., who survives him, with two 
sons and two daughters, one daughter 
having died a few years ago during 
his pastorate in Somerville.

He was a striking personality apd 
an attractive figure at all otir gather­
ings, and for years he has been re­
cognized4 as one of the greatest 
preachers this conference has known. 
One secret of his preaching ability 
was his careful preparation. He was 
a faithful student all his days so that 
he came to hiè pulpit with the best 
he cdtild command. He wrote with 
most pains-takirig care and was al­
ways thoroughly familiar with his ' 
manuscript so that his message had 
every advantage. He had the inten­
sity of the ' man of deep conviction, 
the art of the rhetorician, the entkus- 
siasm of the orator and the heart 
gl6w of the man who walked with, the 
Lord and ho piinister of my acquaint­
ance has maintained a higher average 
Of pulpit brilliancy and efficiency. 
One need not mention his g that ser­
mons, for some of us never heard him 
preach when we did hot think the ser­
mon was great, but members of his 
conference will alwa'ys delight to talk 
about his. sefnion on “The Burning 
Bush,” and the one he preached when 
he had been a member of this body for

But Dr. Woods was a reformer es­
pecially devoted to temperance and 
prohibition, but he stood for genuine 
righteousness everywhere. Some of 
his greatest and best wor.k was done 
on the temperance platform. We can 
see his eye flash and the indignation 
of his fiery soul as he sounded out his 
pbillipics against the rum traffic. He 
was not in sympathy with the injunc­
tion, “Let your moderation be known 
unto all men.” As for moderation in 
such a cause, he hated it. It had no 
place in his constitution and bye­
laws. Some frightened men held 
their breath, but this knight of the 
white plume would not retreat, apolo­
gize, or compromise. What sarcasm 
and invective! What fiery iresigna­
tion and righteous wrath! What 
thunderbolts, as from the very throne 
of God. came from his eloquent lips! 
The cheap men could not understand 
him. but his honest opponents loved 
Him. for he was no craven, and al­
ways fought in the open and fought 
like a man. He was just as ardent 
in his defense of his own faith and. 
while he kept the open mind, he nev­
er hesitated to express the absolute 
convictions of his heroic soul. His 
is a splendid record on social service 
and civic righteousness for

“On his bright sword
No spot of rust appears.”

To have reached such great reputa­
tion in the pulpit unaware of it and 
never seeking it is an unusual for­
tune. That assuredly was his, for of­
ten when liis brethren asked him to 
preach to them he would modestly 
say, “I’m not a preacher to preach­
ers. N«f one knows his own limita­
tions better than I.” but that modesty 
in his greatness was one of the at­
tractions of his personality.

But I have left the best for the last, 
for Dr. Woods was a man before he 
was a reformer or éveil a minister. 
He never forgot his primal commis­
sion. He never surrendered that glory 
to any ecclesiastical requirement. He 
knew that “Jesus Christ was more 
man than any man” and Fred Woods 
would be like Him. Of a recreant 
statesman in the highest office he once 
said. “There was not a white spot on
