POLISH TROOPS GIVING TROUBLE

LONDON, July 30.
A Zurich despatch to Reuter’s say 

that a telegram from Cracow reports 
that not merely single units pot Pol 
ish Legionaries refused to take the 
military oath, but whole regiments 
including four Infantry, one Cavalry 
one Artillery and parts of other regi- 
menu aggregating a majority of all 
the forces under General Pilsudski. 
It is believed that serious consequen­
ces will ensue. The Polish party in­
tend tp bring up the question at the 
next sitting of the Reichstad. It is 
significant and indicates a certain 
amount of friction between Germapy 
and Austria, that the Austrian censor 
permitted the publication of these re- 
poru in the Cracow papers and also 
abroad. A Copenhagen despatch on 
July 26th stated that General Pilsud­
ski, organizer and former Command­
er of the Polish Legion, has been ar­
rested by the German authorities 
while attempting to leave Poland on 
false passports. General Pilsudski’s 
flight marks the culmination of dif­
ferences between the Poles, who de­
sire to form an independent Polish 
army and the German authorities who 
insist that Polish forces be under 
German control.

ROUMANIAN REPORT.
LONDON, July 30.

The Roumanian War Office re­
ports: "On the 27th between the 
Valleys of the Casin and Putna we 
advanced some kilometres and occu­
pied the villages of Sovr, Dragoslava, 
Xegrileatio, Topestia, Valeasafis and 
Calacu. We again took prisoners and 
some motor batteries and war ma­
terial.

SMALL ENCOUNTERS.
LONDON, July 30.

The text of the official statement 
issued to-day says: There was no­
thing of special importance last night 
on the British front. There were 
small encounters between our ’ own 
and the enemy’s patrols in the neigh­
borhood of Bullecourt and Acheville.

VIOLENT ARTILLERY DUELS.
PARIS, July 30.

Last night there were violent ar­
tillery duels in the Aisne and Verdun 
regions of the French front. The 
French official statement issued this 
afternoon says that German airplane 
attacks at various points along the 
front were repulsed. The text of the 
statement reads : The night was 
marked by rather fierce artillery ac­
tions, notably in the sector of Brayf 
cn-Laonnois and Epine-de-Chevreg- 
ny, in the region pf the monument at 
Hurtebise, and on both banks of the 
River Meuse. Surprise attacks by 
the enemy at various points were re­
pulsed by our fire.

The British cruiser Ariadne, eleven 
thousand tons, has been torpedoed 
and sunk. No further particulars 
are yet available.

BERLIN PRESS COMMENT.
COPENHAGEN, July 30. 

The Berlin Lokal Anzieger com­
menting on the recent proceedings in 
the British Commons, says Asquith’s 
enquiry as to whether we were ready 
to restore Belgium full freedom can 
only be meant as a rhetorical ques­
tion, for Asquith must know that 
aside from a handful of dreamers no­
body thinks of handing Belgium again 
to England and France. The Catho­
lic organ, the Cologne Volks Zeitung, 
attempts to prove that the retention 
of Belgium and the annexation of re­
gions in the east are indispensible 
to that protection of the German fron­
tiers which Chancellor Michaelis has 
specified. Some of the radical news­
papers, on the other hand, seek to 
give the impression that the Govern­
ment is so bound by the Reichstag 
that the Entente Allies have only to 
propose peace without annexations or 
indemnities to obtain it.

powers declined to enter negotiations 
on the basis of a peace of understand­
ing, as recently outlined by the Ger­
man Imperial Chancellor and the 
Reichstag, Count Ottokar Czermin

ENQUIRY OPENS AT SYDNEY.
SYDNEY, July 30.

The inquest into the death of the 
victims of the New Waterford catas­
trophe opened in the theatre here 
this evening. Coroner Hartingtop 
presided. The balcony and auditori­
um were packed to the full seating 
capacity. The first evidence adduced 
was that of Drs. Miller, Morison and 
Mapalder. Out of 67 victims who 
camp under medical examination, all 
died from the effects of gas, accord­
ing to the evidence of the medical 
men. John Flynn, examined, testified 
that he had been an employee of the 
mine for the past ten years. He made 
his report prior to the explosion and 
found gas in some of the rooms and 
cross-cuts. He felt that the gas con­
ditions could be easily remedied by 
proper air regulations. He stated 
the air passages were sufficient, but 
direction inadequate. He made a re­
gular report on July 24th for the 
morning of the 25th, and reported the 
mine in good condition. He felt that 
the mine was at an average condition. 
There was some gas, but not a suffi­
cient amount under the conditions to 
be dangerous or unusual. A large

UNIFORMS FORBIDDEN.
DUBLIN, July 30.

Lieut. General Bryan Thomas Ma­
hout, Commander in Chief of the 
British forces In Ireland, has issued 
an order under the Defence of the 
Realm Act forbidding the wearing of 
uniforms of a military character ex­
cept by State forces, and carrying of 
weapons except for lawful employ­
ment or pastime. The order will im­
mediately affect the volunteer bodies 
formed in recent years.

PETROGAD, July 30.

There have been allotted to the 
Ministry of the Interior 7,000,000 ru­
bles to, meet the expenses of elections 
to the Constituent Assembly.

“Justice for the Trenches,” the Ger­

The Profits Tax.
SOME FIGURES.

Editor Evening Telegram. '
, Dear Sir,—So much has been al­
ready written about the iniquitous 
bpsiness tax that I hestitate to worry 
you with further comments on the 
subject, but would be much obliged if 
you would find space for one or two 
observations on this “live” matter, be­
fore any further “legislation” takes 
place.

I want to point out to the Finance 
Minister, the Hon. M. P. Cashin, that 
this contemplated 25 per cent, tax will 
not meet his ideas of augmenting the 
revenue, and with your permission, 
wfll endeavour to prove this conten­
tion.

To begin with, the business concern 
with a large capital will escape with 
a very small contribution, whilst a 
struggling concern with limited funds, 
will be severely dealt with.

We will take the case of one of our 
largest firms as a sample.

The concern I refer to is presum­
ably operating with a capital of about 
$760,000. They are allowed 6 per 
cent, on this capital which amounts 
to $45,000. Supposhing, for argument, 
this firm makes $50,000. This and 
next year they will be called upon to 
pay 25 per cent, on $5,000, the excess 
over the interest allowed on their 
capital; in other words they will con­
tribute to the revenue under this tax 
the sum of $1,250.

Now, we will take the case of a 
smaller business with a capital of say 
$76,000. This firm probably makes 
$16,000 per year and after subtracting 
thq 6 per cent allowed on the capital

The Duty of
Parliament.

We publish to-day a let­
ter of the first import­
ance from the Chairman 
of the Recruiting Com> 

mittee. It contains a resolution pass­
ed at a recent meeting of that Com­
mittee, which states that in the opin­
ion of the Committee (which we be­
lieve is unanimous) some form of 
selective conscription must be adopted 
if the Newfoundland Regiment is to 
be maintained at strength. That 
opinion has not been formed hastily. 
Apart altogether from the general 
military situation and the experience 
of other countries or colonies—mat­
ters which might or might not pro­
perly come within the scope of the 
Committee’s consideration—the gent­
lemen forming it have gathered from 
the work of nearly three years an in­
timate knowledge of local conditions, 
of the limit of possibility of the 
voluntary system, which has led them 
to this conclusion. How thorough, 
conscientious and indefatigable that 
work has been we have had occasion 
to know, and the opinion based on it 
is the most competent in the country.

Our purpose in referring to this re­
solution now is not to discuss the 
pro’s and con’s of selective conscrip­
tion nor to express our own views, 
which we have already stated to be in 
accord with the Committee's, but to 
explain the position of the Committee. 
The opinion expressed in the resolu­
tion was reached some timq ago and 
the urgent need was appreciated of 
conveying it to the proper quarter, 
the Legislature. The correct chan­
nel was undoubtedly through the Pa­
triotic Association. As the Chair­
man’s letter states, the efforts made 
to convene a meeting of that body 
have failed. We do not attempt to 
apportion the blame, though It be­
longs sowewhere, but the extraordin­
ary fact remains that it has been 
found impossible to call a meeting of 
the Association to consider the most 
important question that confronts the 
country at this hour. The Committee 
have accordingly taken the only 
course left open to them and made 
public their position and their views. 
By so doing they both relieve them­
selves from responsibility for any 
failure that may mark the continu-

Iance of the present system, including 
quite possibly the extinction of the 
i Newfoundland Regiment, and place it 

' where it properly belongs in any case, 
on the Legislature and in particular 
the Minister of Militia. If these lat- 

, ter take no action, and if the Regl- 
! ment suffers losses which cannot be 
repaired—it is, we are proud to say 
still in the front line on the eve of the 
greatest battle in history—the whole 
country will know whom to hold ac­
countable.

The matter derives additional im­
portance from the coincidence with 

I this letter of another to the Governor 
i from the officer in charge of the For- 
■ estry Corps in England, which ap­
pears in the News this morning and 
of which we have not been favored 
with a copy. It is easy to read in and 
between the lines of that letter the 
disappointment of the writer in our 
Forestry contribution and in the ex-- 
tent to which fulfilment has fallen 
short of promise. When the appeal 
was first mooted there was the usual 
glib talk and an almost definite as­
surance was given the authorities on 
the other side that 500 men would be 
forthcoming by the end of June. On 
that basis Mr. Beeton made his calcu­
lations and we can understand how 
they have been thrown out. He now 
asks for 1,000 men by the autumn and 
the manly and earnest spirit with 
which he asks ought to be irresistible. 
We will not get that number by vol­
untary methods—let us make up our 
minds to it at once and in time. If 
ever there was a matter to which all 
the advantages of compulsory service 
applied and none of the objections, it 
is this one. The need is very great, it 
is in the old country which is pro­
tecting us day and night, it is for 
help which we are peculiarly fitted to 
give and which involves no hardship 
or danger but only pleasant and pro­
fitable employment. What Injustice 
can be involved in compelling any fit 
man to such a duty, which It should 
be less a duty than a pleasure to 
perform?

But, as we have stated, the merits 
or demerits of the compulsory sys­
tem are not our concern here. They 
are that of Parliament, to whom the 
issue is now plainly put. We shall 
know by the end of the week whether 
there is a single Man left in the ranks 
of those who profess to govern the 
country.

Dear Sir,—I wish to-point out the 

Injustice of the proposed profit shar­
ing Legislation now before the House.
I am not against raising all the money 
possible, and have no objection to the ! 
Mercants and Manufacturers paying 
all, the proposed Bill will call on them 1 
to pay, if all others are treated the ' 
same. In this Colony there are 50,090 j 
voters, we can therefore count on 
50,000 who are earning, why should 
49,900 go free, and 100 be the "scape 
goats", to pay the penalty of a senti-' 
ment largely raised by political tricks- ' 
ters, to make themselves appear 
large in the eyes or those to whom j 
they are catering for votes. Not1 
more than 50 concerns in St. John’s ' 
are making over $2,000.00. yearly, 
about the same number may be found 
outside the city, as Fishermen who 
make $2,000.00 do not come under the 
act. This leaves the entire contribu­
tion of one quarter of a million dol­
lars which the Government expect to 
raise by the tax to be paid by 50 City 
and 60 Outport people. This I would 
submit Is most unjust—let all feel the j 
burden of raising this money, let every 
man In the Colony pay his share. The 
Fisherman earning $500.00 has as 
much right to pay say $10.00 or $20.00 j 
as the Merchant making $2,100 has 
to pay 25 per cent, or $525.00. If 
everyone does his part and fairness 
and eqaulity is meted out to all, then | 
no one will kick, but to l'eltch the 
"pound of flesh" from a class of earn 
ere numbering about one hundred, 
and allowing 49,900 to go free is a 
crime. Outside of this, there are nu­
merous other cases of injustice in the 
proposed bill, which might be cited, 
for instance, many business men who 
risk their money and give employment 
have to go to their place of business 
at 8 a.m. and remain at it until 10 to 
11 p.m. to make $2,000.00 yearly, one 
quarter of this they must hand over 
to the Government, whilst the Banker 
getting $5,000.00 yearly working from 
10 a.m. to 3 p.m. pays nothing-iSlong 
with the latter, go Lawyers earning 
up to $20,000 yearly absolutely free. 
Doctors make $5,000.00 to $10,000.00 
yearly, Insurance Managers and 
others all earning good money pay 
absolutely nothing. Let the parties 
who have this matter in hand tear up 
such a foolish piece of Legislation and 
get down to something sensible, which 
will put an equal burden on every 
earner in the Colony then no matter 
how large the amount we are called 
to pay (if necessary) will be paid 
cheerfully, more money will be raised, 
all will pull together, no one will have 
cause to complain and the “bill" will 

-, cement citizens together instead of 
pulling them apart.

A great many other points could be 
enlarged on. Merchants and Manufac­
turers must have a certain percentage 
of profit, everything which tends to 
raise prices must come out of the 
Consumer, as will "this tax, if you put 
It into effect, it will raise the price of 
every commodity sold in Newfound­
land. A great many argue that we 
should have no tax at all outside of 
our'Tariff; we are now taxed to death 
—we are not a producing country as 
Canada and United States, whose citi­
zens are not taxed as we are on all 
commodities which we import from 
these countries, our dollar is only 
worth 60c. compared’with citizens of 
Canada and United States owing to 
our taxes in Tariff.

This Tax Bill should not be rail­
roaded through, And made law by 
the present bunch of incapable vam­
pires in the Lower House, who are

RUSSIANS RALLYING AT LAST.

LONDON, To-Day.
Apparently the turn in the tide of 

the retreat of the Russians in East 
Galicia is beginning. On several sec­
tors the loyal troops have halted and 
are now facing the Austro-Germans, 
offering resistance aa best they can 
with their badly depleted forces. Al­
though the stands they have made 
have as yet been unsuccessful In hold­
ing back to any great extent the nu­
merically superior .Austro - German 
armies, they serve to show that the 
spirit of loyalty Is still alive In many 
men of General Kornlloff’s regiments, 
and that It Is not their purpose to 
surrender further terrain without a 
contest. One of the main attempts 
of the*Russlans to hold back the en­
emy has been on the heights east of 
the river Zbroez, which flows along 
the border between Galicia and Rus­
sia; but despite the resistance offer­
ed they have been compelled by over­
whelming numbers to cede ground. 
The Austro-Germans have crossed the 
stream and the Teutons also have 
crossed the Galician frontier and are 
now invading Bukowina by way of 
the Suchawa Valley, their immediate 
objective being the town of Seletyn, 
while the force that recently was a 
successful unit in the operation 
against the Russians in the region 
of Kerllbaba has reached the territory 
lying to the east of the upper Mol­
davia Valley.

There is a rumor àbout the city 
that Mr. Thos. Cornick, Assistant In 
specter and Engineer of the . Light­
house Department, hae been placed in 
charge of the Lignthouse service. The 
Inepector of Lighthouses, Mr. R. 
White, has for nearly two years been 
unable to attend to his duties, conse­
quently the main part, especially the 
mechanical work, has devolved upon 
Mr. Cornick. There can be no doubt 
that Mr. Stone, the present Minister 
of Marine and Fisheries upon assum­
ing office, at once giasped the posi­
tion of affairs, and seeing that there 
was no official head to that Depart 
ment was at once convinced that 
tilings could not be run in a proper 
manner without some responsible 
head Iff charge. Mr. Cornick Is a man 
well known in the community, and is 
a man of sterling worth and thor­
oughly capable of assuming the du-1 
ties required as head of the Light­
house Department. There is. no more 
suitable man within the colony that 
could be chosen to fill the position so 
completely; his many years as fore­
man with the Angel '’.nglneerlng Co 
together with his 30 years experience 
In Lighthouse work should eminently 
fit him to assume the duties as head 
of the Lighthouse 'Department. Mr. 
Cornick Joined the service under the 
late Mr. J. T. Nevill, and has been a 
soelated with Mr. White in the office 
for some fifteen years.

Artie Explorer
Heard From Direct.

Donald B. MacMillan Expects to 
Reach Home by September 15, 
After Four Years In the Polar 
Country.
Boston, July 27.—Donald S. Mac­

Millan, the Arctic explorer, who has 
been In the Polar country for the past 
four years, expects to return home by 
September 15th next, according to a 
letter to P. F. Parker, of tilts city, 
manager of his personal affairs, made 
public to-day. The letter was dated 
at Etah on November 6th last, and Is 
believed to be the first direct word 
from MacMillan this year, although 
advices have been received indirbctly.

“If our relief ship does not fail us 
a third time," the explorer writes, "I 
should reach home about September 
15, 1917. Athough I have had, or will 
have had, four years in the Arctic, yet 
I am not a bit tired of of it, and have 
planned for further work. As you 
know, we failed to find Crocker Land. 
I am sorry for Peary, who was, with­
out doubt, sincere in his belief that it 
lay some 120 miles due northwest of 
Cape Thomas Hubbard. We v/ent 151 
miles to make sure, and then were re­
warded with nothing but a clear hori­
zon.

Explored. En route six new islands 
were discovered and many miles of 
coast line mapped. Incidentally we 
picked up about fifty musk oxen and 
twenty polar bears. Am now planning 
another long trip in the spring, which, 
when completed, will net me about 
8,006 miles of dog team work. We 
have enough food for the year, such 
as it is.

The Position ot the 
Recruiting Committee

Recommends Selective Conscription.
St. John’s, July 30, '17. 

Editor Evening Telegram.
Sir,—I am directed by the Recruit­

ing Committee to place before the 
public a brief statement of their 
views upon the necessity of filling up 
the ranks of the Regiment from time 
to time.

It is generally believed that the 
crisis has arrived i.e., the time when 
an extraordinary effort will be ne­
cessary to reap the fruits of the toil 
and sacrifice of the past three years.

The Committee believing this have 
passed the following resolution:

‘‘That whereas results of recruiting 
“campaign throughout the Island 
"have in the pa'st been inadequate, it 
“is the opinion of this Committee 
"that if in future the strength of the 
"Newfoundland Regiment is to be 
“maintained, another method of se­
curing recruits must be adopted, and 
“recommend that some form of selec­
tive conscription be put in force."

With a view of submitting this re­
solution to the Patriotic Association 
a request was made for a meeting to 
be convened; but up to the present 
time this has not been done.

As the House of Assembly will 
shortly be prorogued, my Committee 
feel that after that no legislative ac­
tion can be taken; and lest they 
should hereafter be blamed for neg­
lect in the discharge of their duty I 
am directed to make this public an­
nouncement

The Committee is well aware of the 
onerous legislation at present be­
ing devised in the Colony’s interest; 
but at the same time they cannot per­
mit any impression to be allowed to 
go abroad in a matter affecting the 
honour of the Colony and what is due 
to those who have fought and bled for 
It that the Committee have failed to 
discharge the trust which has been 
confided to their care.

An Account ot the
Jensen Camp.

As the Jensen Camp has been in 
existence now for nine months and 
has done and is doing such good work, 
an account of its origin and continua­
tion may be of interest.

Mr. Phil Jensen, while on his lec­
turing tour, met a returned soldier 
suffering from incipient tuberculosis. 
He wrote to those interested in Red 
Cross work, mentioning this fact, 
which led to the records of those who 
had returned being looked into, and 
it was found that there were other 
similar cases. The medical man in 
charge of the sanatorium for civilians 
was then asked to advise as to what 
could be done. The sanatoriums were 
filled, no place was available, but the 
doctor’s proposition that a temporary 
camp be built was at once adopted; 
Captain Jensen was asked if he would 
give the proceeds of his following lec­
tures to build this sanitorium, to 
which he at once agreed, and the Gov­
ernment consented to support it in the 
same way as the other sanatoriums. 
A ward to hold ten beds was then 
erected with a sun sitting-room, and 
four patients entered on the opening 
day, October 30, 1916.

The site chosen by the doctor was 
on the Blackmarsh Road, a healthy 
quiet part, near woods, not disturbed 
by the dust ot passing traffic and 
motors, and easily accessible at all 
times. This was to be their home, till 
the new sanatorium on the site of 
what is known as Bocock’s Farm was 
completed.

When the building was finished in 
February, the question of discon­
tinuing the Camp was brought before 
the Committee, the following being 
present:—Hon. P. T. McGrath, Hon. 
M. P. Cashin, Mr. R. F. Horwood, Mr. 
Templeton, Mrs. Browning, Mrs. Pat­
erson, Mrs. J. A. Clift, Mrs. C. Ayre, 
Miss Shea. The large number of civil­
ian cases throughout the country was 
discussed, and the question was raised 
as to whether it would not be wise 
to continue the Jensen Camp for sold­
iers and sailors, leaving the new Sana­
torium free to accommodate the very 
many civilian cases needing treat­

ment.
The representatives ot the Govern­

ment agreed that they would support 
the Camp to the extent per head which 
it would cost, if under one roof with 
the civilians. The Commutes of the 
Jensen Red Cross Fund then offered 
to supplement the amount necessary, 
and ft was unanimously decided to 
continue the establishment. We un­
derstand that the new Sanatorium Is 
filled to its capacity, and that there 
are numbers of cases still throughout 
the country which more than Justifies 
this decision.

Latterly it has been found necessatjy 
to enlarge the building to take 25 beds. 
This has necessitated the addition ot a 
large dressing-room and a large sun 
sitting-room.

Another question has arisen during 
the past six weeks. The camp wes 
built for incipient cases, but latterly 
cases have occurred where (he disease 
was very far advanced, one especially, 
where the returned soldier lived only 
eleven days after his return from the 
front. These circumstances show us 
that the work must be extended for ail 
must be well cared for.

Many other expenses are borne by 
the Jensen Red Cross Fund, but the 
United help and harmonius working 
of the whole Committee and Staff 
helps to make each undertaking a suc­
cess. Twenty-three patients have en­
tered the Jensen Camp in the last 
nine months; and, studying (he entries 
of our boys into hospitals in Great 
Britain, their numbers will continue 
to be added to, but fortunately the in­
cipient cases also gradually pass out 
fit, with care, to take up life's work 
again. ,j

Horrible Death.
BUT LOSES BOTH LÉtiS WHEN 

STEALING. TRAIN BIDE.
There now lies at the General 

Hospital In a critical State a 14 year 
old boy named Edward Hurley of 
Patrick Street, as the result of a 
terrible accident in which »e narrow­
ly escaped death while stealing a 
train ride at the .railway station last 
night. It happened about 6.45 o’clock 
as the shore train which had landed 
her passengers and luggage at the 
station was being shunted to one of 
the side, tracks near the Promenade 
by engine Igo. 165, driver Kelly. 
Young Hurley1, with several other 
lads, stood west of the trestle ready 
to jump on the cars as the -train 
backed out. The victim however in at­
tempting to "reach the platform miss­
ed his footing and fell beneath the 
cars. The wheels of one passed over 
both legs, cutting off the left one and 
smashing the other so badly that it 
will have to be amputated. Driver 
Kelly who always has an eye out for 
such happenings noticed his train" to 
give an unusual jump and fearing 
something had happened put on the 
emergency brake and stopped the 
train immediately. Getting out of the 
cabin he hurried along the track to 
see what had happened when to his 
horror he narrowly averted tripping 
over the lad Hurley, who then lay 
unconscious in a pool of blood be­
neath the train. Driver Kelly realis­
ing what had happened ordered a 
doctor be ’phoned for immediately; 
in the meantime, picking up the suf­
ferer, he laid him in one of the 
coaches where first aid was given, 
Dr. Anderson was quickly on the 
scene and after temporarily binding 
the wounds had him rushed to the 
hospital in the ambulance which in 
the meantime had also reached the 
scene. Shortly after reaching the in 
stitution the left leg, which was 
broken and badly mangled, was am 
putated and the sufferer under the 
circumstances spent the night as well 
as could be expected, though the 
chances of his recovery are slight 
On inquiring at the hospital this 
morning we were informed that th 
patient was then resting and that it 
was necessary to amputate his other 
leg. The unfortunate fate of the lad 
Hurley should be a lesson to others, 
who have been in the habit of joy 
riding at the railway station.

Will Pay All Qabns.
Compensation Board Will Look After 

Dependents of Miners Killed at 
New Waterford.
Every woman and child dependent 

upon the miners who lost their lives 
in the disaster at New Waterford, on 
Wednesday, will be provided for under 
the Nova Scotia Workmen’s Compen 
sation Act, and every man who was 
injured will also be paid. It is es­
timated that the amount of money re 
quired to look after these people will 
be in the vicinity of $200,000, but of­
ficials of the Workmen’s Compensation 
Board state that the funds belonging 
to the coal mining class coming under 
the Act will be quite sufficient for this 
purpose.

The total number killed was 70, and 
the injured nine. Of the killed some 
were single. Had all been married, 
with families, the total amount re­
quired to look after them would be 
about $350,000. Under the Act the 
widow of every miner who loses his 
life at work, receives $20 per month 
for life, unless she remarries, in which 
case she gets $480. The children re 
ceive $5 per month apiece, up to four 
children. If there are more the "sum 
of $20 is divided monthly between 
them.

hi the case of single men who have 
been killed, the Act provides that their 
dependents, such as aged parents, 
young brothers or sisters, otherwise 
unprovided for, shall receive a month 
ly payment of 55 per cent, of their de­
pendency, as long as that dependency 
last. ,

Just when the Netv Waterford acci 
dent occurred the question cf holding 
a hearing of the Dominion Coal Co.’s 
application to “contract out-’ from the 
Act was being considered.

(2) 'That the Company shall reserve 
in each of its warehous.es situa­
ted outside St. John's ten per 
cent, of the 'entire cold storage 
space of such warehouse for the 
storage of bait, and in its ware­
house, if any, in St. John’s, such

The Premier, the introducer, spoke 
at some length on the Resolutions 
predicting wonderful possibilities for 
the new industry. He said that $75,- 
000 for the encouragement of such a 
vast enterprise was only a mere flea 
bite and pointed out that heretofore 
capitalists were frightened away 
from embarking their capital into cold 
storage plants because of the risks 
involved. He hoped that the new in­
dustry would prosper and felt sure 
that any large outlay in the way -of 
encouragement would be amply justi­
fied. ' I

Mr. Downey followed and said he 
was always a great believer in the 
development of cold storage. He was 
aware of the great market abroad that 
was open to receive our caplin and 
smelt from personal experience and 
showed that there was now $16,000 
worth of smelt exported annually 
from Stephenville on the West Coast. 
Incidentally he mentioned that he had 
promoted a cold storage company to 
be initiated here, but last June when 
he heard of the plant at the Reid 
premises he abandoned his projeet.

Mr. Coaker also spoke in favour of. 
the Resolutions and said that the en­
couragement offered was not too gen­
erous.

A Bill giving the Resolutions effect 
was then read a first and second 
time.

The Bills respecting Prohibition and 
Food Control were sent from the Up­
per House with amendments and were 
concurred in ; an amendment to the 
Public Service Electric .Company was 
deferred.

The Judicature Act and the Central 
and Hr. Grace District Court Bills 
passed all stages as did also the Pub­
lic Service Act.

The Revenue Act, In the absence of 
the Finance Minister, who is on the 
Southern Shore, was deferred and the 
Business Profits Tax Bill was coupled 
with the Revenue Bill.

If the Finance Minister is back from 
the wreck most of the remaining 
business will be disposed of "n the As­
sembly this afternoon.
