LONDON, Nov. 12.

A message was sent by Foreign Sec-
retary Solf to Secretary of State Lans-
ing saying, “the armistice being con-
cluded the German Government re-
quests the President of the United
States to arrange for the opening of
peace negotiations. For the purpose
of their acceleration the German gov-
ernment proposes first of all to take
in view the conclusion of a prelimin-
ary peace, and asks for a communica-
tion as to what place and at what time
the negotiations might begin. As there
is a pressing danger of famine the
German government is particularly
anxious for the negotiations to begin
immediately.”

EXCITEMENT DIED DOWN.

STILL RUNNING.

WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN

borders as though their lives depend-
ed on reaching their own land by
nightfall.

IN HOLLAND.

AMSTERDAM, Nov. 12.
The Workmen’'s and Soldiers’ Coun-
cil at Berlin announces that the for-
mer Emperor, the former Empress,
and their eldest son, Friedrich Wil-
helm, have arrived in Holland.

GONE NORTH.

MAASTRICHT, Holland, Nov. 12.
Amid execrations from two thous-
and Belgian refugees, the former Ger-
man Emperor’s special train left here
at 10 o’clock this morning, northward
bound.

ITALY’S ASPIRATIONS ACHIEVED.

ROME, Nov. 12.

King Victor Emmanuel, responding
recently to the congratulations of the
ministry on the Italian victory, said:
“In the solémn hour which marks the
achievement of all the aspirations of
the country, it is most agreeable to me
to see the strong determination for the
welfare and grandeur of Italy in the
progress now commenced toward a
new and greater destiny.” General
Diaz, addressing Premier Orlando,
conveyed the congratulations of the
army.

TAKING NO CHANCES.

WITH THE AMERICAN FORCES
IN FRANCE, Nov. 11. (By the A.P.)—
Orders announcing that the Armistice
between the Allied powers and Ger-|
many had been signed and giving di-
rections as to the future conduct of
Allied’ soldiers along the line were,
sent to every corps this morning. They
were transmitted to the units in the
front ranks. The order follows: You
will cease along the whole front at 11
o'clock on November 11, 1918, Paris
time. No Allied troops will pass the
line reached by them at that hour in’
the day until further orders. Division
commanders will immediately sketch
the location of their front line. This
sketch will be returned to headquart-
ers by the courier bearing these or-
ders. All communication with the
enemy both before and after the term-
ination of hostilities is absolutely for- :
bidden. In case of violation of this |
order severest disciplinary measuresf
will be immediately taken. Any otfi-i
cer offending will be sent to head-;
quarters under guard. Every empha- !
sis will be laid on the fact that the|
arrangement is an armistice only and
not a peace. There must not be the
slightest relaxation of vigilance.
Troops must be prepared at any mo-
ment for further operations. Special
steps will be taken by all command-
ers to insure strictest discipline and
that all troops will be held in readi-
ness, fully prepared for any eventuali-
ties. Division and brigade command-
ers will personally communicate these
orders to all organizations.

WANTS MURDERER EXTRADITED.

NEW YORK, Nov. 11.

The extradition of former: Emperor
William of Germany, from Holland,
his trial in England on the charge of
murder for which he has been indicted.
Tkis was urged here to-night by form-
er Ambassador Gerard in an im-
promptu address before a theatre au-
dience. Asking whether a man shall
be allowed to escape who had killed
so many people, that if they were
stretched on the ground they would
form a line almost around the entire
world, Mr. Gerard answered his own
question with an emphatic “I should
say not.” There is a treaty between
Holland and England, Mr. Gerard de-
clared by which they can extradite tle
Kaiser who has been indicted in Eng-
land and try him before an English
court. I guess we all know what the
verdict would be. When the hangman
drops the trap he will be doing away
with one of the world’'s greatest mur-
derers.

“CONTEMPTIBLES” AVENGED.

WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN
BELGIUM, Nov. 11. (By the AP.)—
Peace dcscended like a mantle over
the battlefront at eleven o’clock this
morning. The last big gun crashed its
challenge and a great overpowering
quiet replaced the turmoil of death
and destruction. Coincident with the
signing of the armistice by the des-
perate enemy the city of Mons capitu-
lated before the ' relentless British
pressure, Canadian troops under Gen-
eral Horne having captured the place.

Two hemispheres have united in
celebrating the Victory of the Allied
arms over those of the Central Pow-
ers, and East joined with West, hail-
ing with joy the conclusion of the
war and the supremacy of right. The
huge struggle in which were let loose
all the forces of destruction known
to man is now comparatively ended,
and the nations which have toiled
and borne the burden of a strain, al-
most too great for feeble humanity
to carry, may after a short respite
turn to the industries of peace and
settle down into the regular life of
commerce, and the manufacture of
other than guns and munitions of
war. The universe has been relieved
of the stress and welter of combat,
and ‘the FEvangel of Peace falls
gweetly on ears that have been long
waiting the sound. Hearts pour out
their thankful prayer and the incense
of praise ascends to the throne of
the God of battles by whose Almighty
hand victory was given our arms.
Well might all civilization join wita
the royal hymn singer of Israel in
the words, “If it had not been the
Lord who was on our side, now may
Israel say:-if it had not been the
Lord who was on our side, when men
rose up against us: then they had
swillowed us up quick, but blessed
be the Lord,- who hath not given us
as a prey to their teeth.”

There yet remains much to be done
however ere peace is made lasting.
The state of chaos to which the world
has been reduced by the events of the
past quadrennium may not be brought
into order in a short period, and as
there are still hostile forces to be
reckoned with ere a complete settle-
ment can be effected, the present is
no time to fold our hands and look
on. Readjustment and restoration to
pre-war conditions may only be made
and brought about by concerted ac-
tion of peoples and co-ordination of
methods and systems. All must pull
together and unity of purpose be
gpontaneous.

The conditions of the armistice
Jeave no loophole whatever through
which Germany can crawl, but Ger-
many as a constituted Government
and Germany as a disorganized war-
ring country of factions, each one
claiming the right to govern, are not
to be considered in the same terms,
As with Russia to-day so may the in-
ternal condition of Germany be to-
morrow. Already are there symptoms
of dissatisfaction developing. The
Soldiers’ Councils apparently are or-
ganizing for resistance, and just how
strong or how weak these are, we
have no means of knowing. The wire-
less message, intercepted by the
British Admiralty, from the mutineers
on the German warship Strasburg,
shows that the spirit of revolution
against the armistice is powerful, and
that efforts are being made to resist
it. With the entire German northern
fleet, and the strongly fortified naval
base of Heligoland in possession of
the Soldiers’ Councils we¢ must con-
cede that here are great possibilities
for future trouble. Should these ir-
reconcilables be sincere in their pur-
pose, they can put up a most deter-
mined resistance, for a time, and
should any of the ships which they,
have seized escape the naval cordon
of the Allies and get into the Atlantic,
taking the pirate’s risk, they have
the means of doing iremendous dam-
age to our shipping. None of these
things might come to pass but they
are possible factors in putting off the
final peace day. With the Socialistic
element now in control in Germany,
there is always & measure of doubt
l'!. the existing situation, as in the
present unsettled and unstable form
of government, principle may not en-
ter very largely, and it is not impos-
sible that the red flag of anarchy and
nihilism may be yet raised. It will
take some time to weld these dis-~
cordant masses fogether, and during
that process there will have to be
I;Hct watch and ward kept by the
Allies, Many difficulties are yet in

having gone so far the Allies are not

S. R.”, which as an exchange
points out is eminently fitting in the
case of Russia, because “you cannot
tell whether it is going or coming.”
And by the same marks and tokens,
our late enemy Germany is in a simi-
lar state.

The joy bells will be well rung
when the soil of Belgium and France
is cleared of the pollution of the
Huns. It will be the best riddance
of the worst infliction in hist_ory.

The Allies have now taken the helm
out of Wilhelm, but with tle Social-
ists using another helm will there be
any improvement in Germah manners
and Kultur? ¢

How * Tickers ”’
Work.

The tape machine, popularly known
as the “ticker,” which renders such
important service in transmitting
Stock Exchange quotations and news
items, is just an ordinary telegraphic
instrument elaborated in such a way
as to admit of its sending the letters
of the alphabet, together with the
numerals up to nine, in place of the

dots and dashes of the ordinary Morse,

code.

In the sending office is a piece of
mechanism not unlike a very large
typewriter in appearance. The op-
erator sits in front of the keyboard of
this instrument, and by depressing in
turn the keys corresponding to the let-
ters or figures he desires to send, he
causes a type-wheel at the distant, or
receiving office, to print the corres-
ponding letters or figures on a strip of
paper.

This strip or ribbon of paper is
made to slowly unreel itself, as the
message is printed upon it, by means
of a clockwork arrangement. This has
to be wound up at intervals, just
as does an ordinary clock, and if this
precaution -is neglected the “ticker”
stops working, just as does an ordin-
ary clock under similar circumstances.

In all other respects the receiving,
or tape machine, is entirely automa-
tic in its action, all the work being
done by the man at the other end of
the wire, who can cause his dispatch-
ing machine to: work simultaneously
any nuumber of “tickers” in different

parts of the country.

“Sparks” of.
the Army.

The Work of the Wireless Signals
Corps.

There are many regiments taking
an active part in the war who come in
to the official “limelight” but very lit-
tle, who, nevertheless, do work of a
highly important nature, and in this
category can be placed the Royal En-
gineers’ Wireless Signals, or “Sparks”
of the Army.

An essential part of any wireless
station, as everyone knows, is the
aerial; but to erect an aerial in or
near the line is a ticklish business,
for it must be so placed as not to be
seen by the enemy.

The difficulty on some parts of the
Front, where a rise in the ground oc-
curs, is easily overcome, but where
there are no natural aids of this de-
scription the work entailed calls for
great resource. A copsé of broken
trees however, is a-*‘Sparks” paradise,
for here he has the masts ready erect-
ed for his aerial wires, although the
actual placing of the wires in posi-
tion is far from being easy.

“Corporal Jones, take your station
up to report to the battalion
commsunder, and give us your position

As these few words are spoken by
the wireless officer, the men concern-
ed’ look their' instruments over, test
batteries, and gather together the
varied gear required and in a very
short time the station is on its way
to report, being taken as near as pos-
sible to the “line” in a box-car for
the weight of a wireless outfit is 1ot
so light as to be carried on one's i:-
tle finger by means of a cord

Having erected as near to battalion
headquarters as is possible, its posi-
tion is wirelessed back to the “control
station,” and then all day and night

The battalion to which the station
is attached may be subjected to a
heavy bombardment or a surprise ut-
tack, and as likely as not all lines of
communication are broken. Out
flashes the appeal to the artillery—
“S.0.8.—8.0.8.—S.0.8.” (interpreted
means-in the Army as “send over
shells”), and shortly there comes a
counter-bombardment which effective-
ly stops the enemy; and many a bat-
talion owes its-life to “Sparks” and
his S. O. S.

Thus is the®average man’s lot of a
“trench set.” Cavalry have their own
raounted wireless, Artillery have
theirs for work of aeroplane spotting,
but whatever their work is in con-
nection with, you will find these men
with many a decoration for devotion
to duty; afid when the official history
of this war is written the world will
read of the work of these men of
whose existence it knew very little.

PAINFUL CHILBLAINS.

Cold and dampness work havoc with
sensitive feet, therefore, they should
be kept from moisture and penetrating
celd. They should not be permitted
to become wet with rain or slush fcr
the latter will produce a flourishing
crop of chilblains more quickly than
any indiscretion.

Every precaution should be taken
tc keep the feet warm and dry. Inner
soles counteract the effects of damp-
ness and are available in varying
grades of thickness, and every size.
Cork soles-are excellent and appear in
varjous styles of walking boots. When
these are not worn, a shoe with a sub-
stantial sole, not of paperweight, give
the feet the necessary protection.
While cloth top shoes are fashionakble
they do not keep the dampness out
and the heat in as ledther does.

A change of hoisery and shoes
should be made the first possible mo-
ment after they have become wet
This is all essential. Rubbers are
very trying and for this reason I sug-
gest tThe wearing of sandals and cloth
gaiters instead of rubbers which eu-
velop the feet. The natural perspira-
tion of the feet has no chance of be-
ing absorbed and c&nsequently the
moisture renders the feet sensitive L0
chilblains.

Another frequent cause of chilblains
is a sluggish circulation to which per-
sons of sedentary habits are prone.

vised as a means of stimulating the
circulation and as a means of encour-
aging deep breathing.

There are special exercises to hring
the blood to the feet and limbs and
these should be -religiously ‘ollowed
night and morning. The diet like-
wise plays an important part and
should be of simple, nourishing na-
ture, calculated to enrich the biood
and provide for sufficient warmth.
Where the blood is impoverished, it is
necessary to correct this condition be-
fore any tendency toward chilblains
can be corrected.

GeorgeWash-
ington’s Seal.

It will surprise many people to
learn that the seal used by George
Washington when he signed the De-
claration of Independence in 1776 is
not in the archives at Washington.
When the epoch-making document was
signed, Washington used his own pri-
vate seal, the matrix of which is of
oryx, and on it is engraved an eagle,
After adhibiting his signature, as a
matter of course, Washington retained
the seal, probably thinking little or
nothing of its historic value. At his
death, having no children, the seal
passed, either by bequiest or in the
ordinary way of succession, to his
adopted daughter. who in turn gave
it to one of the d’Hautpoul family, in
whose hands it has remained eVer
since, or, at least, until recently, when
the Comtesse d’Hautpoul presented it
to the American Ambassador in Paris
as a national heirloom.

The British Weekly says: “More
and. more the true history of this war
is being revealed, and becomes more
and more apparent that the Prime
Minister has been the heart and soul
of the War Cabinet, and that it is his
action primarily that has led to the
present position of hope. For this we
need ‘only quote the words of Marshal
Foch to Mr. Lloyd George: ‘I do not
forget that it is in your persistent
confidence I owe the pogsition I now
occupy.’ As Mr. Garvin says, ‘That
testimony is final.” If there was to be
any unified command, Great Britain
had to set the example of subordina-
tion. Only Britain could subordinate
herself, and she could do so only to a
man of saving genius as her leader,
It is putting the case mildly to say,
reckoning the whole work of the last
four years, the Allies’ cause could
never have reached its position to-
day, without the personal effort of
Mr. Llo’yd George. The story will yet
be written of the private opposition he
had to face.

A BULL-DOG FIGHTER WHO NEVER
GIVES IN.

General Mangin, whose recent bril-
liant fighting has made him world-
famous, has been called “Foch’'s
counterpart.” And, indeed, there is a
striking similarity between the. two
men. Both give the same impression
of great mental force combined with
physical strength. Each has the same
cool, clever, calculating brain and
inflexible will; the same gift of swift
decision and indifference to what
anybody may think about him; and
each has made the science of war a
life-study. i

In appearance General Mangin is of
middle height, with a square-built,
powerful frame; keen, steely eyes, and
a square, massive face—a bull-dog
of a man who revels in fighting, and
who, when he has “got his teeth im,”
will never let go until he has shaken
the life out of his victim. He is a
man of iron, to whom fatigue seems
unknown, who rarely sleeps more
than five hours a day, and knows no
rest when he is awake.

Every morning he rises at five, and
at seven is inspecting his lines. And
through the long day, until midnight,
his work is only interrupted by hur-
riedly-spatched meals. Map-reading
is his special study, and he gives sev-
eral hours daily to it.

Like most great men, he is sparing
of words; his orders are brief, gharp
and peremptory. He is a stern dis-
ciplinarian, but he is just and patient,
and his troops adore him.

In August, - 1914, General Mangin
commanded a brigade; three weeks la-~
ter, so swift was his promotion, he
was in command of & division. And
from that day to this his work has
been as brilliant as it has been suc-

cessful, .

Other Great Capitals Have Fallen.
We all hope that Berlin will fall be-

fore end of the war. If it does, it

will only be undergoing the fate it has

experienced twice already. For all its

boasts of impregnability, the Prussian
capital was taken by the, Russians
during the.Seven Years’ War, and by
Napoleon in 1806. =, .

Rome ‘has been “captured . several
times, notably in 1527, when it was
stormed and sacked by the Constable
Bourbon. Constantinople was taken
by Mahomet IL in 1453. Vienna fell a
prey }p Napoleon.in 1805, and again in
1809.” The Corsican also took Mad-
rid in 1808 and Moscow in 1812, Lis-
bon fell in 1807. ;

Even Washington, which had been
regarded as safe, was taken by the
British in 1812, and set on fire—an in-
sult which was avenged by the re-
doubtable General Andrew. Jackson
when he inflicted a terrible thrashing
on us at New Orleans.

Farther East, Pekin was seized by &
joint BEuropean expedition in 1842, and
the Summer Palace burnt as & punish-
ment for some massacres of which
the Chinese had been guilty. Delhi
has changed hands several times, and
was stormed by the British during the
repression of the Mutiny in 1587,

Paris was surrendered to our
Henry V. after Agincourt, and was
occupied by the Allies in 1814, and
again in 1815, ‘following Waterloo.
After the siege of 1870-71 it was only
formally occupied by the Germans—a
Prussian cavalry regiment rode into
it and then promptly rode out again.

The only two great capitals which
have never been occupied by enemy
armies in modern times are Ptrograd
and London. Should the Germans en-
ter the city of Peter the Great, Lon-
don will stand proudly alone—the only
big capital which has never been
captured.

The British
Army’s Glor-
ious Part.

(From the Rochester

In reviewing the glorious results of
the last three _months’ fighting, no
American should fail to appreciate
the work of the British Army. We
are accustomed to giving credit to
France, as a matter of course. We
are naturally prompt to acknowledge
the fine efforts of our own forces.
We are generally a little slower, some-
how, to give the British their due.
It should be frankly acknowledged
that the major part of the heavy~fight-
ing in this tremendous and prolong-
ed drive has been borne by General
Haig’s army.. The bulldog stubborn-
ness of Haig and his men has been
the biggest factor in smashing the
western flank of the German army and
rolling the invaders out of mnorthern
France and western Belgium. The
other allies have fought no less nobly
and heroically, but the British have
kept at it more continuously and have
had larger numbers engaged. The
casualty lists as well as the roll of
captured cities tell the tale. Up to the
end of September the British had lost
700,000 men in killed, wounded and
missing this year. In times of particu-
larly heavy fighting they have lost
more than 40,000 a week. They are
still ‘losing heavily. The American
troops have done a good deal of hard
fighting and suffered sad losses, and
yet our reported casualties so far are
only about 60,000 since we entered the
war. Those British losses, it must be
remembered, come after four years of
gruelling struggle, during which mil-
lions of men have fallen. The won-
der is that they can keep it up.

LONDON, Nov. 12.
(British Wireless Service.)—A new

loan of 700,000,000 pounds was called

for in the House of Commons to-day
by Andrew Bonar Law, Chancellor of
the Exchequer. Mr. Bonar Law, in
moving the new vote of credit, said
he believed there would be a reductién
in expenditure, owing to the change in
the military situation, but that the
Treasury had advised him against re-
duction of the amount of money de-

“sired. It might be necessary for the

Allies to make efforts to bring food
supplies to Europe, in which case
greater expenditure would be incured.
He added that the general financial
gituation at the end of the fiscal year
would be appreciably less than his
budget figured. The future prosperity
and well being of the country, he con-
tinued, deepended on the extent to
which capital and labor could har-
moniously work together. It was
vital that the close international unity,
which the war has produced, should
prevail while the ravages of war were
being repaired.

How tle_l.y,: Man” Increases His
Income.

- Many of the handymen of the
King’s Navee supplement their in-
comes in both novel and interesting
ways. On'every warship, for exam-
ple, there are a number of men who
earn a good bit of money by “dobey-
ing”—that is doing the washing of
other sailors’ clothes. Usually the
men work in couples, and charge an
average of about twopence' per gar-
ment, so that altogether dobeying is
quite a profitable sideline—for the
men who like washing!

Then there are the “Jews”—not
moneylenders, as might be supposed
by the uninitiated. The Jews are the
sailors who make clothes for other
men—sailors who, in their spare time,
are also tailors. Most members of
the general public are quite unaware
that all sailors are supposed to make
their own garments—though in real-
ity a very small proportion of them
do so.

Another way in which some handy-
men add to their incomes is by shav-
ing and haircutting. There are on
some warships twelve or eighteen am-
ateur barbers among the ship’s crew,
and this work is among the very best
paid of all ‘extras.” Some -of the
barbermen run sort of haircutting
and shaving clubs on board; charge
80 much per month per man, and
give as many haircuts and shaves as
required.

The “Snob.”

Every ship, too, has its “snob,” or
shoemaker and cobbler—the sailor
who- devotes his spare time to mak-
ing and mending the shoes and boots
of other men. When a ship is out at
sea for a long spell the snob has a
rather unprofitable time of it, but
when port is touched—and sailors
stop running about 'barefoot—the
shoemaker gets busy.

Mat-making is another sailor’s side-
line, and frequently a very well-pay-
ing game, too. The making of mats
and rugs from oddments is quite a
sailor’s accomplishment, and some
very fine specimens are often made
by them. Any Jack Tar who devotes

himself steadily to making money by

mat-making can turn out two mats
in a month’s spare time, and since
these will fetch anything from twen-
ty-five shillings to three pounds a-
piece it is no unprofitable occupation.

Other “fancy-work” — embroidery,
knitting, fretwork, and crocheting,
etc.—are also favourite occupations
with seamen and many of them turn
this work to good account, and thus
supplement their wages.

In the later Soudanese campaigns
such a weapon as the Ilatter would
have been of immense service when
the “Fuzzy-wuszles” thréw themselves
frantically on the British squares. In
fact, Colonel Fred Burnaby on one oc-.|
casion—El Teb, if I remember right-
ly—used a sporting gun with great
effect, and materially helped to keep
his angle intact.

In the present war special platoons,
armed with short shot-guns and a
supply of cariridges, each containing
nine pellets of buckshot, would have
played havoc with the Hun massed
formation, which leap-frogged . over
one another until one or more
them reached our defending lines.

A poldier with even the most ele-
mentary knowledge of the sporting
gun could not miss an antagonist
within, say, seventy yards, and the
effect of a charge of buckshot as a
man-stopping agent, is positively
paralysing. In “cleaning out pockets,”
machine-gun nests, and dug-outs, the
efficacy of such a weapon would be
speedily established. But it has been
left to our ingenious and gallant Allies
the Yanks, to resort to this method of
warfare; though, strangely .enough,
very little reference to the fact has
been made in the Allied or enemy
press.

Admittedly the enterprise was ex-
perimental; but considerable quanti-
ties of gums of this description—
probably “pump guns,” firing six cart-
rdges at a filling—have been distri-
buted, and have proved most effica-
cious. If I am right in this conjecture
the barrel would be twenty inches in
length, with a “protector,” which pro-
tects the hand of the shooter from
burns, for such barrels soon  become
intensely hot.

The concentrated fire of a platoon
thus armed could sweep clear .a wide
sector of “No Man’s Land"™ 'when
“Jerry” happened to be too restless
and venturesome—even by night. It
will be interesting to see how this
American experiment pans out, gnd
whether its use will be extended to
our own and other Allied forces.—

Hanged for
Burning Coal

Hot Times in the Olden: Days!

The present-day restrictions with
regard to the use of coal would have
gseemed very mild to our ancestors.
There is no doubt that the use of what
used to be called “sea-coal” to dis-
tinguish it from charcoal has had its
drawbacks.

Many look forward to the time
when there will be no more smoky
chimneys in Britain, when the at-
mosphere of London will be as clean
as it must have been in the days of
Good Queen Bess, and when a new
building will not be begrimed with
soot almost.as soon as it is built.

In the reign of Edward I. the in-
habitants of London pétitioned the
King against the growing use of coal,
declaring that it was “a public nui-
sanice, corrupting the air with its
stink and smoke, to the great detri-
ment of their health.” Whereupon the
King prohibited its use, offenders to
be punished for a first offence by a
fine, and for a second to have their
kilns nad furnaces destroyed.

The practice of using coal was at
length made a capital offence, and a
man was tried, condemned, and hang-
ed for burning coal in London.

In those days thé population of this
counrty probably did not exceed four
or five millions, and wood was plen-
tiful and cheap from the vast forests
that covered tens of thousands of
square miles where now are great
towns.

He was
not allowed to see¢ the German camp
doctor, and one night committed sui-
cide in the cell by cutting his throat.

A private of the West Yorks was
made to work while in a very bad
state, and lost his mind a conse-
quence’ of his treatment and died.

One R. N. D. man has stated on oath
that while working in the firing line
on the German-Russian fromt near
Kelzien in February and -March 1917,
40 prisoners died of starvation. . An-
other describes the flogging of pri-
goners at Cassel between May and
August 1917. One case was that of a
bombardier in the R. G. A,, who had
been ‘a Metropilitan Police Constable.
“He told me that they struck hinmi
across the back, and he retailated.. A
number of German soldiers came to
his cell at night and gave him a severe
thrashing and laid him out. He was,
I am told by him, plack and -blue all
over.’

A naval A.B., one of a party of 18
Englishmen in Heisenhagen -Camp,
who were set upon by 11 sentries, had
his arm broken.—Daily Mail.

Insects That
Worry Soldiers.

-
A Fighting Man Tells of the Minor
Horrors of War in the East.

By this time most people are more
or lesg ‘familiar with the gruesome
sights and sounds of war. What we do
not hear so much apout are what may
be termed the minor horrors of war.
Under this heading may_be placed the
insect pests which help to make up
the sum total of the trials and tribu-
lations of campaigners in the Eastern
theatre of war.

The advent of spring brings with
it a plague of flies. They come, not
singly, or in battalions, but in whole
Army corps; and, in spite of ener-
getic strafing, they remain. For jam,
one of the chief items in the summer
dietary, they have a great liking, and
once a tin is opened it becomes the
rendezvous for all the flies in. the
vicipity. Under such circumstances
the eating of a slice of bread-and jam
is an art in itself.

There are two methods. The first,
or “rotary” method, is to keep the
slice rotating rapidly -in small circles
until it ‘approaches the mouth, and
then -viciously to bite cff a piece, in
the hope that no unusuaily acrobatic
meémber ot the fraternity has effected
a landing thereon. Sometimes this
device is successful—more often it is
not. H

How They Are Killed.

The second, or “pendulum” meth-
od, has something of the appearance
of a religious rite.
