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The Meteorite

Q.—What is a meteorite?

A.—Meteorites might be compargd
to butterfiies which have fallen from
air (their natural medium) into wa-
ter (a denser medium) in which they
remain, unable to
that manner, - meteorites, aerolites,
etc.—which are supposed to be small
bodies travelling through interplane-
tary space and moving in different
directions around the sun—meet with,
or fall by accident, into the earth’s
atmosphere, and (unable to escape)
sink through.it, falling to the bottom
(the earth). Once within the earth’s
atmosphere they are attracted, of
course, to the earth by the power of
gravitation; but some never reach ft,
or reach it only in the form of dust,
being exploded because of the heat
generated by means of their own
passage through the air. Winston’s
Cumulative Encyclopaedia, in speak-
ing of meteors—a name “now ‘more
usually applied to the phenomena
known as . . . aerolites, meteor-
ites, meteoric stones, etc.” says: “It

Phenomena are a llof the same na-
ture, and are due to the . existence
of a great number of bodies, many
of thenf very small indeed, revolving
round the' sun,” and “which,
they happen to pass through the
earth’s atmosphere, are heated by
friction and become luminous. Under
certain circumstances péttions of
these bodies reach the earth’s sur-
face, and these are known as meteor-
ites or meteoric stones. These stones
consist of known chemical elements.
They have this peculiarity, that
whereas native iron is extremely
rare among terrestrial minerals it
usually forms a component part, and

frequently the whole, of meteorites,

and is known as meteoric iron.” The
following statement has been made
by Isabel M. Lewis, of the Unlt§
States Naval Observatory, concern-
ing the origin of meteorftes:
“Though there is some uncertainty
as to the origin of meteoric stones
or metearites, they probably are the
mihute fragments of the primitive
solar nebula that failed to be swept
up originally in the formation of the
larger members .of ‘the . system- and
which finally chanced to be trapped
by the ‘earth’s atmosphere.”

Mr. Archibald Hurd calls attention
to our “negldcted ‘fatfonsl assets” in
thé FortniBhtly Review.

“Another national asset which is be-
ing woetully neglected by the Govern-
ment is our sea power,” he says, “W&
are the most fortunate of. peoples in
that we live in an island, all the, great
centres of population haying easy ac-
cess to the c!lup\est of all means of
transport, and posséss in our coal
measures a sotfce of power which can
be utilised to enable us to render sea
transport at once cheaper and more
effieient.” Our shipping services con-
stitute a national asset, the value of
which is not adequately appreciated.
The freights which shipping earns
comistitute one of our prinéipal ‘in-
visible exports,’ enabling us, in as-
sociation with the income derived from
ovérseas investments, to balance our
national accounts.

“It is an axiom among all commer-
cial men, irrespective of their political
opinions, that the fess the Government
interteres with business the better for
industry and for the nation generally.
The otitstanding lesson of the late war
was thaf the GovePament cannot ‘con-
trol’ shipping or any other industry
without injuring othet related indus-
tries. .

required. Even to-day, with very few
exceptions, the accommodation and
facilities at our ports are inadequate
and hopelessly out of date, modern ap-
liances for the rapid handling of c¢ar-

“When thé change took placé from
sailing-ships to steamships the inade-
quacy of the docks- and appliances
generally became apparent; at the
present time a great change is taking
placé from stéamships to motorships,
and withoiit doubt the internal-com-
buston éngine has many advantages
which would make it suitable for
coastal sefvices.

“Sir Frederick Lewis, as chairman
of a committee of the Chamber of
Shipping which has inquired into the
présent facilities at our ports, con-
stituting an important-national asset,
has since stated that at least £20,-
000,000, or probably a larger sum, is
being spent on development.

The search for the Empire's Bon-
niest Baby, which the National Baby
Week Council (117 Piccadilly, Lon-
| don, England) conducted in connec-
tion with Imperial Baby Week (July
28th to 31st) at the British Empire
Exhibition, proved to be a very great
success. © Many thousands of bables
from all parts of the Empire were-en-
tered, and the Champion was discov-
ered to be an Australian. The other
first prize winners were found fin
Canada and in Newfoundland. En-
tries for the Competition were receiv-
ed from even the farthest parts of the
Empire:+-New Zealand, East Africa,
South Africa, West Africa, Australia,
Canada, India, Ceylon, Strait Settle-
ments, Singapore, Bermuda, Borneo,
Egypt, Palestine, France Gibraltar,
Malta, British West Indies, Brit'sh
Guinana, Curaoca, Newfoundland,
' Switzerland, Konya Colony, Nigeria,
British Army on the Rhine, as well
as from the British Isles, entries
came. In some parts of the Empire
—British Isles, Australia, South Af-
rica (Cape Province, Transvaal, Na-
tal), Canada " (Torounto, Edmonton),
preliminary searches were conducted
through the agency of newspapers.
The Melbourne FHerald, in conjunct-
jon with five other Australian news-
papers, prosecuted the search in Aus-
tralia; the Torornto Star, in Canada,
and the Edmonton Journal in Alberta.
In South Africa the Transvaal was
covered by the Sunday Times Syndi-
cate, the Cape Province by the Cape
Times,' and Natal by the Woman’s
Weekly; while in Great Britain the
Daily. Sketch undertook to (find the
bonniest British baby. In each of
these Sub-Competitions the judging
was conducted according to the lines
which the National Baby Week Coun-
cil adopted in making its final selec-
tions, and in this way, as far as pos-
sible, uniformity in judging was ob-
tained. Many entries from Overseas
came direct to the Council.

Entry was by means of photographs
showing the competitor unclothed.
Each photograph had to be accom-
panied by a sccrc sheet on Wwhich
were asked the questions regarding
the child’s physical condition, age,
height, weight, number of teeth, and
when the bahy first sat up, stood up,
and walked without support, method
of deeding (matural or artificial). In
addition, the judges required to know
whether the baby had had feeds dur-
ing the night and whether it had any
certain specified defects or had suf-
fered from any illnesses. Each score
sheet had to be signed by the parent
or, other responsible guardian, and by
the medical practitioner attending the
child. Thus it will be seen that the
competition was. largely a “health”
competition.

JUSTICES SPOOFED BY BOGUS Y.C.

“]Iero” Stripped Of Glory Goes To
Prison.

Shorn of his false glory, a self-
styled hero was sent to prison at Ox-
ford for an impudent imposture. Call-
ing himself “Bugler Dunne, V.C.* of
Colenso faz\ne, he applied to the mag-
istrates the other day for leave to
perform in the streets. He explain-
ed that he was known as the “Human
Ostrich,” on account of his ability to
gwallow watches, glass, coins, and
other articles. The Mayor shook
“Dunne” heartily by the hand, and
granted the permission, remarking
that the magistrates felt they must
“gtretch a point.” The supposed
heroe’s second appearance in court
was under very different gircumstan-
ces. In the name of Hardy Percy
Dunne he was charged with falsely
representing himself to be a person

entitled to wear the Victoria Cross.—

The chief consiable expla‘ned that
enquiries had been made regarding
a letter produced by Dunne which
was signed by the Governor of the
Tgwer of London, and gave him per-
migsion as “Bugler Dunne” to per-
form on the tower. The letter was
genuine, but it was ascertained that
the Governor of the Tower had not
geen applicant’s military papers. The
real Bugler Dunne was at present a
steward on a ship in the Indian Ocem;
When asked where his V.C. was, ac-
cused replied that it was on a walist-
coat which he pawned, while his pa-
pers were in. the hands of the Gover-
nor. It was on the strength of this
statement that permission was given
to him to perform in the streets of
Oxford. The constable who arrested
Dunne asked the man if he was a V.C,,
and he adm’tted he was not. On being
questioned about the silver bugle
presented by Queen Victoria to the
real Bugler Dunne, accused replied
that it was in the palace n° Hyde
Park. When told that,there was no
palace there, he stated he meant Vie-
. Dunne, it was added,
performed .in”Oxford 14 months ago,
and then showed a placard saying he
wds Bugler Dunne, V.C., of the Dub-
1in " Fusiliers..

| When the King
is at Goodwood

Whenever the King and Queen at-
tend the Goodwood races, they are
the guests of the Duke of Richmond
at Goodwood House, the Duke's pri-
vate residence.

The State apartments, which the
King and Queen always use, are on
the ground floor. The King's bedroom
is furnished threughout in old oak.
The bed is a massive “four poster”
of ancient design and execution, and
the mantelpiece is & magnificent
specimen of oak carving, the author
of which is now untnown.

The fireplace is madé of wrought
iron taken from the Sussex mines in
the days when this was one of the
principal {ron-producing counties in
England. ‘The design of the fireplace
is composed of the arms of the Dukes
of Richmond.

The great “Tapestry Room” is used
as the Queen’s private sitting-room.
The walls are covered with tapestries
of rare design and workmanship, and
will™aear comparison with the speci-
mens of this work éfthér at Windsor
Castle or at Hampton Court.

Thanks to a chance discovery,
practically all the gold and silver in
the wreck of the White Star liner
Laurentic, which was torpedoed off
Lough- Swilly, in 1917, has beén re-
coveréd, and the conclusion of the
greatest -salvage feat on record is in
sight.

Terrible Pleture of Life In Russin—
_Relgn of Terror Still In Soviefland,

“Red Russia iz to<day a great
slum. a running sore, & great beast
half stupid, half mad, on its back
and @ying.” Such is a terrible pic-
ture of Russia painted by Miss Fanny
Hurst, the distinguished American
novelist who has completed a tour
through the coutnry. Her conclusions
on the subject of Russia are all the
more startling in view of the fact
that Miss Hurst for years has been
an avowed Marxist and an enthusias-
tic defender of the Communist reveo-
lution. Two months ago she left with
her husband for a trip to Leningrad,
formerly Petrograd; Moscow, and the
smaller cities of the one-time Mus-
covite Empire.. She has sailed for
New York sadder and wiser and,
according to her own confession,
“ready to climb down from the soap-
box.” It is still a reign of terror in
Russia, stated Miss Hurst. Trotzky
seems to be a man with the white
light of inspiration.  But he is the
only one who has it. The tyranny,
of the peasant instead of the Tsar
controls the people. In everyone’s
face you see nothing but fear—over-
whelming fear. Russia is being ter-,
rified by a phantom army—the secret
service. No two people dare to talk
together against the Communist
Government. There is always the
terrible suspicion in the minds of
both that the other is a spy for the
service. You are invited to tea and |
the hostess dare not put a silver
sugar bowl on the table. The secret
service may come and ask you why
you have such a valuable Dpiece,
where it came from and what you

to get out of Russia that
I Could Kiss the Cobblestones.

I was even happy to get back to
Berlin ‘which I have always hated.
Red, once Miss Hurst’'s favourite
color, will not be the predominating
shade of her autumn wardrobe, she
declared. Not that” the Russian
Government didn't extend every
courtesy to us, the authoress hasten-
ed to explain. We were taken
through vocational training schools,
received by officials and permitted
to travel not only through Leningrad
and Moscow, but through many of
the smaller cities. The Government
put its best foot forward, as our
Government does before visitors.
But everywhere it was the same.
Poverty among the bourgeoise and
professional classes, squalor and filth
everywhere. Russia, after ten years
is still chaos. Only slow evolution
or several more reigns of terror will
change conditions, in Miss Hurst's
opinion. Order and prgsperity can-
not result while the Government is
in the hands of ignorant peasants
who refuse to give the educated
classes a place in politics, she added.
It ig as though in New York the peo-
ple from the slums had moved into
Park-avenue, the wealthy residential
quarter, to rule the old residents.
Suppose they hung clothes-lines from
their front windows and put coal in
the bath-tubs and never bothered to
repair the sreets even when great
holes had been gouged. That is what
they have done to beautiful Lening-
rad and Moscow since the war. The
great railroad cemeteries of Russia,
where miles of freight cars lie rot-
ting, indicate present industrial con-
ditions in the old Slav Empire, ac-
cording to Miss Hurst. Yet the rail.
road service itself she destribed as
not bad. The property of the royal-
ists has merely been grabbed by the
people least fitted to own it. And
when I think that thid#* Red terror
may spréad to Germany—may even
get a footing in my own United
States—well I know I should prefer

to die before that day came.

The broadened foreign market
for our surplus will benefit the far-
mer most directly, but the stimulus
will be felt also all mlong the lime.”
He referred to the depression suf-
fered by the grain trade as “a period

strewn with the wrecks of long-estab-
lished businesses,” and assailed pol-
iticlans who had capitalized discount.

i Defeat of the ‘McNary-Haughen bill,

he said, was to the credit of the grain
industry, “whose vigorous opposition
was in time. joined by other indus-
tries which recognized that if the
grain industry were to be socialized,
their lines might be next exploited.”

“Theories underlying many of these
queer measures,” Mr. Watkins con-
tinued, “are that somewhere in the
present system Is concealed tremen-
dous profits that can be captured by
the producer through some type of
co-operative efforts.

“Th’s is pure buncombe. It has
been established as such by those en-
gaged in co-operative enterprises,
such as local elevators and country
stations, and in various terminal mar-
ket organizations. But the politicians
have not had this experience, and the
professional ag'tator would not be in-
fluenced by it.”

Despite ¢the 1ossibility of a new
congress being as radical as the last
in seeking the farm vote, President
Watkins declared the farmer will not
be so prone to listen “to the siren
voice of self-named champions.

‘““‘Nature’s action in reducing the
world cereal supply has enhanced our
prices and the farmer, reasonably
prosperous again, will lose interest
In political panaceas that have only
made matters worse. Farmers know
the grain trade fonght and won a bat-
tle that benefitted the farmers.”

William Henry Smith the First,

§ | started business just after the Battle
B | of Waterloo. He owed his earliest
{ success to his energy In supplying

country. newspapers ahead of the
Pest Office mails. The mails of the
day were carried in slow, heavy-hor-
sed coaches, and Smith easily beat
them with his service of swift carts.
Later on, when railways - began to
come into promianence, he took full
advantage of them.

When William Henry Smith the
Second left schocel he joined his fath-
er’'s business. Together they would
drive down to the head office at four
o’clock in the morping; and W. H. 8.,
1., with his coat off, would rival the
best of their employees at packing and
despatching.

When he became of age he was
made a partner and the firm became,
and has ever since remained, W. H.
Smith and Son.

The business was now getting big-
ger. Soon the firm obtained the
right to maintain bookstalls on all
the great railway lines, the first
“Smith bookstall” being opened at
Buston Station in 1848. Another ten
years saw the launching of the W.

Science recognizes several kinds of
lightning, although authorities differ
as to whether some types are not
identical and merely appear different
because of the peculiarities of human
vision. 5

Forked lightning 1s the most com-
mon type. The irregular path of the
discharge is believed to be due to the
presence of solid particles and elect-
rical charges that make a jagged
course along the path of least resis-
tance. = Sheet lightning, which {llu-
minates large areas of the sky, is be-
lieved to be merely the reflection of
forked lightning from a distance,

The majority of victims of lightn-
ing are not killed instantly. They are
merely stunned, and can be revived
by the application of artificial res-
piration and the otper first-aid mea-
sures commonly employed in cases of

| drowning and asphyxiation.

Most of the exceptionally tall struc-
tures of the world have been struck
by lightning more than once, but have
escaped dzimage because .the lightn-
ing has been carried harmlessly to
the ground by lightning-rods. The
Eiffel Tower in Paris has been struck
many times without damage, despite
the belief that lightning never strikes
twice in the same place.

A single flash of lightning concen-
trates many times more energy than
could be produced at one instant by
all the power plants in the world.

Clay from Cornwall.

This is shown, even in Lancashire
itself, when the dry east winds of
spring prevail, for then spinning is
said to be “bad.” The spinner has
more - trouble in five minutes during
east wind weather than in an hour
when the wind blows from the west,

In North Staffordshire only the
coarsest pqttery clay is found, and
that undoubtedly laid the foundations
of the towns which to-day are known
as the Potteries. ' But Josiah Wedg-
wood would never have made a for-
tune from the “crocks and pots”
which this coarse clay produces.
The clay for the beautiful things
must be brought from Cornwall,
Devon and Dorset.

‘Why, then, are not the Potterfes
there? It is more economical to
carry the clay from Cornwall to
Staffordshire, where the coal is, than
to carry the coal to Cornwall, where
the clay is, and thus the Potteries
are 300 miles from their gource of
supply of the raw material in which
they work.

The tribes with whom Mrs. Akeley
intends to confine herself, however,
are the Africans made famous by
fiction writers, The
Kikuyu, Wakamba,- Wajanbam and
Masi, all of whom were. superstitious
and - primitive when last seen by her in
1911, will furnish the data which she
desires to obtain for her lectures.

Although each of these tribes at
that time had its own customs and tra-
ditions, they were for the most part
Mohammendans by religion and agri-
culturists, weavers and hunters by
trade, Both Mohammedans and other
gects worshipped spirits, particularly
“Nahi,” the spirit of the mountain,
and had spirit houses at the entrance
of their gardens, where water and
food were placed. Polygamy was
practiced universally; among the
Mohammedans four wives were" the
custom, but the other natives married
as many women as they could afford.
One wealthy man of-the Kikuyu tribe
had fifty ‘wives and one hundred and
fifty-five children and was contem-
plating another adventure on the sea
of matrimony when Mrs. Akeley was
there in 1905.

It was during this first trip that

They beat upon their drums, sum-

moning men and women from miles

1 around to come and view this strange

young-old woman,

At that time, it was becoming in-
creasingly difficult to get genuine
curios, due to the fact that enter-
prising ttaders were importing imita-
tions - from England and selling
them to the 'natives, who Wwere,
as has heen mentioned, lazy to
the extreme. The consequen-
ce was that very few. native-made
articles could be secured, especially
by visitors. -Knowing that among
certain natives of this tribe there
were still many native curios, Mrs.
Akeley made it clear to them through
an interpreter that in exchange for
watching her perform the ceremony
of combipg her hair she wanted them
to bring the real curios. In this way
she secured a very. fine collection of
hand carved ornaments, spears  and
paddles, as well as valuable - strings
of pearls.

Among the Kikuyu, Masi and Wak-
amba espécially are some veéry beauti-
ful women. ‘“Their shoulders were
the most perfect I had ever seen,” she
stated as she showed me some plc-
tures of the natives, ‘“Their wriats
and ankles were slender, their skins
as soft as velvet. Many of them coat-
ed their bodies with castor oil and
red clay to protect themselves from
the cold, for the African climate is
as varied and at times penetrating as
here in America, They gshaved their
heads, leaving a funny little tuft of
hair in the centef.

«If ‘this custom is still prevalent, I
shall introduce it to American flap-
pers when I return,” she cleverly
commented‘on the times in mock ser-
ious tone.

The seriousness became very real,
and pathos was in her voice as she
told me of the custom among many of
the tribes of throwing the ill to the
hyenas. “They were terribly afraid to
let any one die in the huts. One morn-
ing an" old man and his very young
wife, about fourteen or fifteen, I
should say, brought me their puny
little baby, who had a bad case of
pneumonia and asked me to give it
some medicine. I did so willingly,
and after helping them doctor it, they
returned to the hut. Early that even-
ing we heard the hyenas yelping
frightfully in the direction of the hut,
and sensed immediately what had
happened.

“The next morning the old man
came to me with tears in his eyes, and
I could not help but pity him in his
ignorance. He told me how he had
paid a huge sum for the girl, and that
she had been utterly useless as a
“peast of burden,” as all Kikuyu
women are supposed to be. And how
their baby had tecome ill, and had to
be thrown away. ‘Oh, such a waste!’
he finished weeping profusely.”

It is such people that Mrs. Akeley
has dwelt among and will dwell
among again nnless civilization has
rdached its long arm to them during
her absence. A people harassed by
superstitution and profound , igno-
rance. But a lovable people, and a

people who are quick to pick up new:

ideas, languages and customs.

“] have longed for them more than
once in my sojourns in England and
on the Continent,” says this woman
who has wandered far from her birth-
place at Beaver Dam, Wisconsin. "For
I love them,” she finished simply,
earnestly.

And as she stood there, framed in
the wide, white stone doorway to bid
me goodby, the tall, exquisite woman
looked out on =a boisterous, near-
sighted world with the gray, sad and
seping eyes of a philosopher.
