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The New Map of France.

There i8 considerable speculation
just now over. the appearance of a
new map of France, or rather three
maps, which exhibit the geographical
position of that country at three diff-

Holland is independent,
and no longer embarassed by the
Luxembourg—thanks to Bismarck.
he German confederation is destroy-
ed, but to reappear more compact un-
der Prussia. It is gratifying to fiud
that while “ Prussia has been aug-
mented, it has not been to the injury
of France ” —the latter being sur-
rounded by independent nations, and,
including Algeria, counts 40,000,000
of people, while Prussia and even
Southern Germany number but 38,-
000,000, Austria 35,0U0,000‘ and Italy
22,000,000, consequently,France ‘has
nothing to fear from nobody.’

Such is the pleasant picture Louis
Napoleon draws for his people, but
we mistake their temper very much if
it pleases them, Its object is but to
throw dust in the eyes of the nation,
which is not so foolish as to swallow
this Jutest dish served up to its van-
ity.

COMMERCIAL.

Guelph Markets

MERCURY OFFICE, GUELPH. |
November 18, 1868. §

The changes which have occurred during
the past week have not been in favour of the
producer. The market has not been exactly
steady but its movements have been within
very circumscribed limits, and the tendency
at no time strongly upwards. If the produce
market were taken as a whole there might
be said to be a sort of lock in it, and in the
large marts there is a wide difference of
opinion between buyers and sellers. The
accumulation of stocks at the seaports is
said to be unprecedentedly large, and still
increasing ; lmf in Chicago, which we may
quote by way of example, there are stored at
present about a million and a half bushels of
wheat, whereas at this time last year there
were not one hundred thousand. Heavy
Eurchues were made when the markets were

igh, buyers held on when they began to de-
cline, and at the present low ebb they are
not likely to do otherwise if they can help it.
To sgll now would entail a loss of from twenty
to thirty cents per bushel. But an impres-
8ion 18 gaining ground that the lowest point
of depression has been touched on the other
side of the Atlantic, and that as soon as navi-
gation closes on the Russian seas, through
which large supplies have been passing,
there will be an improvement in prices in
America, Present appearances are rather
against the supposition that wheat will touch
last year's pric2s, for in almost all the wheat
growing countries the yield has been large.
The Oswego market is firm, and in it matters
look pretty well for the seller; but barley is
inactive, in consequence perhaps of the ex-
tremely large quanties which have been
shipped there, and for the best samples of
that grain the highest offer is about §1.45 in
gold.  In Montreal flour is duller, and lower
Ences are accepted. Wheat also appears to

e suffering a reduction. The Toronto mar-
ket is without improvement so far as wheat
is concerned, but there is more activity in
barley, and tigures are considerably nigher
than ‘they were last week. In the Guelph
market we have to note the decline of several
of the principal articles of produce: wheat,
both spring and fall, barley and hay. We
might consider this as the ordinary, if not
inevitable, result of a small supply were it
not that & corresponding decline has taken
place in other markets. What with bad
weather and the bad roads which it entails
the recex&ns are light indeed Moreover little
of the fall wheat offered at present is a first
class sample, and on that account the quota-
tions are somewhat lower than they would
be under ordinary circumstances.  Barley
has also subsided somewhat during the week,
and hay has come down $2 per ton. This is
attributable to the roads having been frozen
up for a d&g or two, and the consequent in-
crease of the supply. There is no article so
vanable in price ; the stock at the hotels
gives out; out go the hotel keepers, and up
goes bay, and perhaps in two days it falls as
rapidly us it rose, Eggs have advanced, so
bas butter slightly, and so bave poultry.
Potatoes, apples and articles not .s]ttciu]fy
mentioned above remain unchanged.
