interest of the Dominion that such changes 
should be sought for in the trade relations 
between the United Kingdom and Can­
ada as would give to Canada advantages 
in the markets of the Mother country not 
allowed to foreign states, Canada being 
willing for such privileges to discriminate 
in her markets in favor of Great Britain 
and Ireland, due regard being had to the 
policy adopted in 1879 for the purpose of 
fostering the various interests and indus­
tries of the Dominion and to the financial 
necessities of the Dominion.” As there 
was no prospect of the motion being 
reached this session, Mr. McCarthy seized 
the first opportunity to present his views 
on the question. He believed that if the 
policy outlined in his resolution were con­
curred in it would be the means of afford­
ing our farmers a splendid market. It 
was absurd to talk of obtaining a better 
market for our farmers in the States, 
inasmuch as the States exported the very 
class of goods of which we had a surplus.
The great bulk of our trade was with the 
Motherland. It might be stated that if 
we were to adopt any such policy as this 
the United States would be more hostile 
in her tariff towards us, but he did not 
believe she could injure Canadian 
interests more than she had already done.
A higher duty would not prevent Ameri­
can brewers from buying our .barley, be­
cause they could not produce the kind of 
barley they wanted. England imported 
barley from Russia; why could she not 
import it from Canada ? The States 
taxed our horses pretty heavily already— 
could they tax them more ? He might be 
told that there was little prospect of any 
political party in England taking up this 
question, but in view of the recent mani­
festation in favor of Fair Trade at the 
Bristol convention, he believed the time 
was not far distant when a political party 
in England would be prepared to take up 
the question.

dropping off one by one. Judge Henry, 
of fthe supreme court, is the lat­
est. Any one conversant at all 
with the political history of Canada for 
the last twenty years, and who, for a few 
moments, carefully scrutinizes the his­
torical painting now hanging in the read­
ing room of the house of commons, can­
not but recognize the gaps which have 
taken place in the ranks of our public men 
since the conferences of 1864.

The Laval Corniest.
Montreal, May 15.—The Laval con­

tested election case, by which Leblanc 
was unseated, has given rise to some very 
interesting law proceedings. Judgment 
annulling the election was rendered in 
April and the costs went against Leblanc 
to the amount of $966.96. This sum not 
being paid, the petitioner, Guimond, on 
the day of the new election seized in the 
hands of Returning Officer Leonard the 
$200 deposit by Leblanc, in accordance 
with the law.

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AN OPINION.

Once he referred 
to Lord Salisbury by name instead 
of alluding to him ‘as “ the noble 
Marquis,” and immediately arose numer­
ous and suppressed calls of ‘‘order” from 
all parts of the chamber, but otherwise 
the speaker met with very little interrup­
tion. The galleries were crowded with 
ladies, among whom was the Marchioness 
of Salisbury, and the spectator paid no 
less strict attention to the speeches than 
did the noble lords on the benches. The 
general opinion is that General Wolseley 
scored a complete triumph over the pre­
mier, particularly in the fact that Lord 
Salisbury’s reply commits the government 
to the institution of reforms demanded in 
spite of the previous denial that no 
necessity for them existed.

CARNARVON REPLIES TO PARNELL^
Plan of Rule for Ireland—Basis for Irish Self- 

Government.

London, May 11.—Lord Carnarvon in 
reply to Parnell explains the points of his 
idea of a prqpev _baeis for Irish self-gov­
ernment as follows:

First—Supremacy of the crown and 
imperial parliament as the ultimate re­
sort.

Second—Control of the police and ap­
pointment of the judiciary by the crown.

Third—Limitation of local taxation 
to such an extent as to prevent injustice.

Fourth—Reasonable satisfying of the 
people of Ulster.

Fifth—The whole to be preceded by 
some land settlement.

To those, Carnarvon says, must be 
added the separation of the legislative and 
executive functions. He details very fully 
the difficulties of such a scheme, but, 
tight or wrong, he says, the scheme is 
utterly impossible now, Gladstone having 
destroyed all chance of reasonable settle­
ment on such a basis. Lord Carnarvon 
then deals with the crown colony idea in 
similar detail and gives his opinion that 
though the plan is a difficult one it is not 
impossible. He says his ideas are solely 
his own, and his late colleagues are in no 
way responsible for them.

THE LATE ABCHBISHOP LYACH.
He Died Not Worth Fifty Cents—The Body 

WU1 Lie in State Until Wednesday-High 
Mass to be Sung by Cardinal Taschereau— 
The Funeral Sermon Preached by the 
Bishop of Bnffhlo.

(Special to The Colonist.)
Toronto, May 13.—Universal regret at 

the death of Archbishop Lynch, 
de need te-day in many Protestant 
churches. Touching and eloquent trib­
utes were made to the life <of the dead 
prelate. In the Roman Catholic churches 
no references of moment were made. 
Telegrams are pouring in from all parts of 
the continent, on the loss which the 
Canadian Catholic church has sustained. 
Among the messages received are those 
from Cardinal Taschereau, the Archbishop 
of St. Boniface* the Minister of Justice, 
and many others. Archbishop Lynch died 
not worth a 60 cent piece in cash or per­
sonal property, though as trustee of the 
corporation of his church, he held millions 
in his keeping. It was said to-day by 
personal friends that during his life he 
never owned two coats at one time, and 
that the secular garments in which the 
body was dressed were the only ones his 
slender wardrobe had long boasted. The 
body will be taken without pomp or os­
tentation to St. Michael’s Cathedral at 8 
p.m. Monday where it will lay in state 
till 10:30 Wednesday, when services will 
l>e held, at which Cardinal Taschereau 
will sing pontificial high mass, and Bishop 
Ryan, of Buffalo, will preach the funeral 
sermon.

her serpent nature. Harmonia, the wife 
of Cadmus, to be- a companion in her 
husband’s misfortunes, also took upon 
herself the serpent’s shape, but being 
devoid of evil intent, never, it is said, 
shunned, but rather sought man’s pres­
ence.

Perhaps it is but another form of the 
classic Harmonia which has become fa­
miliar to us under the name of the fairy 
Gentilla, who, in an adder’s shape, 
sought refuge with Prince Leander from 
the vengeance of the irate gardeners, but 
at the end of several days dropped her 
acaly mantle, and, arrayed in super­
natural charms, munificently rewarded 
her protector. In some of the 
counts of Mel usina she is cited as a mem­
ber of this sisterhood. Jean D’Arras 
represents her as a serpent “enameled 
blue and white;” thus also did she pre­
sent herself to the commander of Lusig­
nan, a fortress which she erected in the 
early days of her wedded happiness. If 
there he any who wonder that this union 
of serpent and woman should have 
proved attractive to our ancestors, might 
not the sinuous grace and enigmatical 
character of our own Elsie Venner plead 
eloquently for the charms of her myth 
born sisters?—North American Review.

better gtill, some time after it has set, 
leaving the limbe and shoulders of the 
mountains in shadow, while their snowy 
crests are bathed by the retreating light, 
the enow glows with a beauty and solem­
nity hardly equaled by any other natural 
phenomenon. So, also, when first illum­
ined by toe rays of the unrisen son» the 
mountain heads, under favorable atmos­
pheric conditions, shine like rubies. And 
all this splendor is evoked by the simple 
mechanism of minute particles, them­
selves without color, suspended in the 
air. Those who referred toe extraordi­
nary succession of atmospheric glows, 
witnessed some years ago, to a vast and 
violent discharge of volcanic ashes, were 
dealing with “a true cause,” The fine 
floating residue of such «dies would 
doubtedly be able to produce the effects 
ascribed to it. Still the mechanism to 
produce the morning and evening red, 
though of variable efficiency, is always 
present in the atmosphere. I have seen 
displays, equal in magnificence to the 
finest of those above referred to, when 
when there was no special volcanic out­
burst to which they could be referred. 
It was toe long continued repetition of 
the glows which rendered the volcanic 
theory highly probable.—Professor John

but from any dictionary words the 
longest and most abusive they can 
find, anxious to throw and pelt 
perfect mud. This cannot have a healthy, 
but most exercise a eery deleterious in­
fluence on society at large. The influence 
on society at large must be very great, be­
cause, unfortunately, the great mass of 
readers read newspapers more - frequently 
than anything else and accept everything 
they see in the newspapers. I will tell 
you, Mr. Bole, a story that occurred to 
myself and one of the officers of this 
court. One day I observed in the morn­
ing paper that the mail steamer had ar­
rived—it was some time ago—but with no 
eastern or European mail. So I came to 
chambers and very shortly after my 
arrival, a man jrhom I think may be called 
on a par with the intelligence of the gen­
eral population here—I allude to Evans 
the usher of this Court, very well-known 
to you and all of us—came to my chambers 
bearing in his arms a mass of newspapers 
and letters. I said, speaking more to my­
self than to him: ‘‘Oh! there was a mail, 
after alii” “No,” he said; “there was no 
mail; 1 got them at the postoffice. ” “How 
came they there—by steamer?” “No,” 
he said; “she brought no maü; I saw it in 
the paper!” (Laughter). Really, that 
is a type of the great mass. Ninety-nine 
out of every hundred people here believe 
what they see in the papers, and in noth­
ing else. And the chances are ninety-nine 
to one against there being any accuracy 
in their statements or anything of 
the kind. Sometimes there may be a 
stratum of truth ; but not in the present 
case, and the pain it causes they do not 
understand. They consider that others 
are like themselves—rhinoceros-hided and 
accustomed to vituperation. They gloat 
in it, and read in the- morning their lucu­
brations in which they pelted their mud. 
But then they forget that there may be 
people who are more sensitive to this sort 
of thing, and who do not like be­
ing pelted with mud. A scavenger 
does not care what mud he throws; but 
when a scavenger, or some one better than 
that, is dressed up with the girl of his 
heart he does not care to have mud thrown 
at him in decent apparel, and for that pain 
is entitled to damages. I observe in the 
papers it says that the plaintiff has suf­
fered no damage, i. e. no pecuniary 
damage. Probably it would be impos­
sible for a man in the position of the de­
fendant to inflict pecuniary damage to the 
plaintiff, but for the pain and indignation 
caused to the libelled person the libeller 
is responsible for damages. However, Mr.

—Sir Lucius O'Trigger—who says that an 
affront handsomely acknowledged becomes 
an obligation. I have great pleasure, as far 
as 1 am personally concerned in seeing 
this end in so satisfactory an arrangement.
I observe that in his defence the defen­
dant says he did not invent this libel— 
that he merely copied it from another 
newspaper, but this is no excuse what­
ever. It is rather an aggravation. 
An editor might thus hunt all over 
the world, and if he finds anything in the 
Fiji Gazette which will hurt the feelings 
of any person here, he publishes it in his 
newspaper. As long as it is only in the 
Fiji Gazette probably it does no hurt; but 
if he publishes it here and sends it round 
to the man’s friends then it becomes an 
annoyance, most deleterious sometimes, 
and sometimes there is no truth in the 
whole hflair and no justification. And 
the worst of it is that men are more apt 
to believe anything which partakes 
of scandal ' than of good report. 
A good report they have no be­
lief in and it is only in this latter case 
they show themselves capable of “wisely” 
doubting.

An Improved Car Healer.
We learn from the Scientific American 

that a car heater, designed to be capable 
of sustaining great weight and not allow 
the escape of fuel should the car be over­
turned, has been patented by Mr. James 
Wardle, of Hope, B. C. It is constructed 
of two concentric cylindrical casings of 
malleable steel or iron, both cylinders be­
ing strengthened by outer attached metal 
hoops or bands, and between them a space 
for circulation of air. The centrally-apeiv 
tured base to which both cylinders are at­
tached is secured to the car floor, the in­
ner cylinder having a conical bottom pro­
jecting downward through the floor,a hori­
zontal plate beneath acting as a damper, and 
also as a means whereby ashes maybe dump­
ed through the conical bottom. The outer 
cylinder is provided with a senes of aper­
tures between the encircling bands and 
the inner cylinder is capped by 
tured plate, to prevent fuel entering the 
smoke-pipe should the car be overturned. 
The latched fuel door of the inner cylin­
der corresponds with an opening of the 
outer casing, covered by a door adapted 
to slide inways and operated by a screw 
rod which travels in a threaded aperture 
in the flange of the top. The car heater 
is illustrated.

QUARTZ ON SALT SPRING.

Discovery of a Four-Foot Gold Quartz Ledge 
on Salt Spring Island.

The International Copyright Bill.
Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, replying to­

day to a deputation from the chamber of 
commerce, who presented an address in 
reference to the American copyright bill, 
said the proposal to do justice to English 
authors would not have gone so far as it 
had if it had not been coupled with a 
protective proposal in the American labor 
interest. Since the proposal was evident- 

e of England to 
America the latter was likely to receive 
English representations against it. If 
the deputation preferred to have no copy­
right legislation rather than to submit to 
such a measure, then the proposal would 
be considered. The deputation, however, 
did not make this demand.

The deputation which waited upon Sir 
Michael Hicks-Beach in the interest of 
the English copyright included represen­
tatives of the London chamber of com­
merce, the stationers company, the paper 
ipakers association, the society of 
positon and the printing and publishing 
trades generally. Mr. Beach’s reply to 
the protest of the deputation against cer­
tain portions of the American copyright 
bill was that Americans would net be 
likely to pay any attention to the protests 
against part of the bill while the re­
mainder was tacitly accepted, was well 
received and regarded as soundly con­
ceived. A further presentation of the 
case by Colonel Routledge elicited the 
promise from Mr. Beach that if the depu­
tation were prepared to protest against 
the whole bill affecting the making of 
books and abandon the idea of an Ameri­
can copyright rather than submit to the 
terms of the present proposals, the gov­
ernment would consider the matter in 
that light. Col. Routledge replied that 
the interests represented by the deputa­
tion would so protest and promised to 
make amended representations at an early 
date.

notion that they have a title to the whole 
of the land is the cause of all the trouble 
that has occurred. When we tell our 
readers that the reserves for the Tsimp- 
sean tribe embrace 73,000 and odd acres, 
that every fishery, without exception, on 
the Naas, on Work’s canal, and on the 
Skeena river, as far as the tidal waters, is 
a reserve, that the reserves all over the 
province are on a comparatively equal 
scale of munificence, that almost every 
concession asked for by the Indians has 
been granted, the really serious character 
of the blood and thunder speeches at 
Westminster will readily be seen. In 
adversely criticizing the report of Messrs. 
Cornwall and Planta the speakers only 
carried out their apparent intention of 
belittiirig everything done to advance the 
future of the Indians and to set at rest 
their contentions in an amicable manner 
forever. These commissioners passed over 
the missionaries as interpreters and got into 
touch with the people themselves, and wo 
defy anyone to say that they have not carried 
out their work in an honest, unprejudiced, 
straightforward manner. Mr. Starr takes 
his cue from Messrs. Crosby and Green, 
who do not care to look through 
the spectacles of Messrs. Cornwall and 
Planta, two unprejudiced gentlemen, who 
have no interest in the matter beyond 
conscientiously performing their duty. 
We hardly imagine the proceedings at 
Westminster will set the Dominion on 
fire; sensible people 'will take the fiery 
resolution with a grain of salt, and feel 
that an overflow of zeal, very desirable in­
deed if directed in the cause of truth, has 
impelled a number of very excellent 
clergymen to make statements which can­
not be said to be strictly accurate. The 
Superintendent-General of Indian Affairs, 
Sir John Macdonald, is in possession of 
all the facts to this quarrel, and does it 
stand to reason that he would permit the 
existence of such a deplorable state of 
affairs as the missionaries recite, if 
brought to his notice ! Let the commis­
sion proposed by Mr. Starr go north by 
all means, and if it follows our advice, as 
given above, it will have put an end to an 
unseemly agitation which can only result, 
if persisted in, in inciting the Indians to 
open revolt, the consequences of which 
would be too terrible to imagine. In that 
event, nothing could prevent the blame 
being placed uponlihe proper shoulders, 
and religion would suffer.

No one who has the interest of the 
Indian population of this Province at 
heart can fail to deprecate the unwise, 
not to say incendiary, utterances of sev­
eral of the speakers at the recent Method­
ist Conference held at Westminster. The 
resolution of Rev. Mr. Starr, whose ac­
quaintance with the subject would seem 
to have been very limited, recites a series 
of assertions which have no foundation in 
fact, and which are calculated to seriously 
injure the successful management of 
Indian affairs in British Columbia by both 
the Dominion and Provincial Govern­
ments. It is much to be regretted that 
such fire-brand speeches as those of Rev. 
Messrs. Green and Crosby should go to 
the public, to whom they give a false idea 
of the condition of things in this Province, 
while to the Indians, with whom these 
self-constituted oracles have sotne influ­
ence, they are as a match to tinder. The 
imputation cast upon the Government 
officials of favoring other denominations 
at the expense of the Methodist body 
is only a fiction of most fertile brains. 
They have on all occasions been treated 
with that courtesy which their clerical 
position demanded, but' when they at­
tempted to mislead the Indians as to their 
title to land they certainly placed them­
selves in a position which, as peace-mak­
ers, was not consistent with their profes­
sions. It is a very remarkable thing that 
the Methodist missionaries are the only 
ones who are in constant trouble and who 
are seemingly never without a grievance. 
All other denominations live happily and 
contentedly in the good work of Chris­
tianizing the heathen. On the west coast 
of this Island where before Confederation 
scarcely a shipwreck occurred that either 
murderor robbery was not committed, since 
the Union not a single case has been in­
stanced. The Indians are fast being led 
out of their darkness and the
Roman Catholic missionaries are
meeting with splendid success, and
why ? Because they devote their
attention to the cure of souls, not 
to the making of money. Nobody will say 
that this is a favored body of Christians, 
nor can the same be consistently said of 
the Church of England, nor as a matter 
of fact of the any other. If the com­
mission which Mr. Starr’s resolution pur­
poses sending to Fort Simpson, the Naas, 
and Skeena rivers “to thoroughly investi­
gate and lay the matter before the proper 
authorities” would direct its energies to 
the advisability of Christian missionaries 
engaging in trade and barter we have 
every belief that it would have little 
difficulty in solving the question befoie it. 
There lies the root of the evil, and as long 
as it continues we may expect to hear 
of the unsettled condition of the wards of 
the Government. The missionaries, too, 
being skilled in the Indian language, were 
accustomed to act as interpreters to com- 

and m all cases where 
such services were required, but 
it was found that instead of 
expressing the views of the Indians 
they gave their own impressions and so 
misled those who were enquiring into the 
real truths of the matter. For this reason 
it was found necessary to substitute 
natives, who could speak English, and 
the plan adopted has worked admirably. 
This action has been construed by the 
missionaries into a slight, and doubtless 
has proved one of the forces in their oppo­
sition to the authorities. It is also well 
known that they are opposed to the for­
mation of municipal councils under the 
Indian Act. Heretofore the native coun­
cil, presided over by a missionary, has 
been all-powerful, and of course the 
Indians were as clay in his hands. 
Under such circumstances so strongly 
powerful ar antagonistic force could not 
well be
legally organized councils are, however, 
established it is believed there vrill 
be a new and better order of 
things. These councils consist of Tndianw( 
duly elected, presided over- by a 
chief, with the Indian agent 
date, the duty of the latter simply Lomg 
to explain the act and aid the council in 
any way in his power.

The Toad MsssUls Mines.
Mr. G. B. Wrights returned last night 

from an extended trip through the Toad 
Mountain district and afterwards the 
Cœur d’Alene mines. During his trip he 
visited the mines of Colville, Kootenay 
Lake and Wardner and Burke, 
speaks very highly of the new discoveries 
and predicts an extensive emigration to 

Kootenay district. Already several 
hundred people are there, and more are 
rapidly coming in. The action of the gov­
ernment in opening roads is none too 
early.

The Australians have refused 
to admit eveu Chinese who have been 
naturalized as British subjects at Hong­
kong and threaten to pass a law prohibit­
ing any person of Chinese birth from 
landing at any port in the country, 
whether Lord Salisbury likes it or not. 
On the other hand the Chinese ambassador 
is vigorously protesting against the £10 
per capita tax which is being imposed 
upon Chinamen already in the country, 
and Lord Salisbury can, under the circum­
stances, hardly avoid taking some definite 
action in the matter, with the inevitable 
result of precipitating a rupture with 
China, oT an Australian revolt against 
home government. The bill providing for 
the exclusion of Chinese of every condi­
tion in life is virtually an accomplished 
fact, since it has already been formulated 
and in the present temper of the Aus­
tralian parliament its introduction is equi­
valent to passage. Latest advices from 
Australia include emphatic assurances 
that the country, including the colonial 
government, will rebel before it will sub* 
mit to imperial orders to admit Chinamen, 
and nobody here doubts their correctness.

Be it 
also resolved, that the assertion that a 
free contract prevails with regard to the 
letting of land, with a few insignificant 
exceptions, is unfounded, and can be dis­
proved by a course of agrarian records for 
eighteen years past. The manifesto 
further recites that, the constitution 
of the adjudication and rent 
fixing courts, affords inadequate 
grounds for the statement made in the 
rescript, that they “so reduce rente as to 
fix them within the limits of equity,” 
since no provision is made in case of dis­
aster or failure of crops, as the' holy see 
supposed; also, that no provision is made 
for the reduction of arrears now declared 
by thé courts to be excessive. The mani­
festo further alludes to the baleful results 
of the “unjust, cruel and excessive” ex­
ercise of the legal powers of eviction, 
which is now armed with new facilities 
granted in 1887, and is enforced in a 
manner that is the cause of the evil pas­
sions, crime and conflict in Ireland.

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MINING ON THE HORSEFLY.
Fine Prospects Secured In the Old Channel—A 

Promising Placer Field.

Mr. P. C. Dunlevy, of Soda Creek, who 
arrived down on Wednesday night,recent­
ly visited the Horsefly mines, in which he 
is interested. Half-a-dozen conypanies 
are running in tunnels on the bench about 
eighty feet above the present river bed.

The McCullum Go. ran their tunnel 
about 160 feet, passing the rim rock at 
125 feet, and then ran along on the bed­
rock until they reached a point where it 
dipped. Out of the gravel taken from 
the tunnel $1,800 was washed. The pros­
pect would average from $10 to $25 per 
day to the man. The company havmg 
prospected their ground by drifting are 
now at work hydraulicmg over the tun­
nel, as it is considered cheaper to wash 
off the gravel than to drift.

The other companies are still working 
on their tunnels, endeavoring to reach the 
old channel bed, which there is 
reason to believe exists at the point where 
the McCullum company struck pay.

Six miles further up the river Mr. 
Thaddeus Harper has a force of about 
seventy men at work erecting sawmill, 
pumps and other machinery. A very sub­
stantial wing-dam has been built, which 
it is expected will be able to withstand all 
stages of the water. It is the intention to 
work the bed of the river, and Mr. Har­
per hopes to take out bushels of the gold­
en nuggets.

In the opinion of M[r. Dunlevy, the 
Horsefly mines are the most promising 
placer diggings which have been struck m 
many years, and he believes they will be­
come a rich camp.

on the corner of Georgia and Granville 
streets facing the Burard Inlet mountains, 
and commands in every direction a mag­
nificent panorama of grandeur and loveli­
ness. The style of achitecture is Queen 
Anne, of which there are numerous evi­
dences in the residences already erected 
in the city, prominent among the latter 
being that of Supt. Abbott and Mr. A. G. 
Ferguson. The outside appearance is of 
not particular pleasing character, the win­
dows being small, and there is an almost 
general absence of ornament.

All vessels are allowed to 
bring one Chinaman for every three hun­
dred, instead of every one hundred tons. 
It imposes restrictions in residence and 
trading upon the Chinese. Chinese with 
passports are not allowed to engage in 
mining without permission from the gov­
ernment. It does not affect Chinese who 
are British subjects.

Archbishop Seghers as his successor. In 
fact, the late archbishop mentioned his de­
sire to the priests on more than one occa­
sion. Taking this in connection with 
other circumstances, therefore, there is 
littleroom for doubt that Father Lem­
mens will be the next Roman Catholic 
bishop of this diocese, although the news 
will not be officially confirmed 
papal bull is received from Rome. John 
Nicholas Lemmens will be the fifth bishop 
of the See of Vancouver Island and 
Alaska, his predecessors being Bishop 
Demers, Bishop Seghers, Bishop Brondel, 
and Archbishop Seghers, re-appointecLup- 
on the removal of Bishop Brondel to. the 
See of Helena. The bishop-elect ^con­
sidered to be eminently qualified in every 
respect to succeed to the vacant bishopric: 
He is a learned theologian, a sound 
scholar, an accomplished musician, a good 
administrator, and is thoroughly acquaint­
ed with Indian mission work, the chief

Being only 38 years of age, he 

as in the prime of life and has, under 
Providence, a long period of usefulness 
before him. It is not yet definitely 
whether the rev. gentleman will 
the dignity offered him, but since he must 
have some valid reason*for declining the 
honor, and as we believe his fellow priests 
will do their utmost to induce him to ac­
cept, we do not see how he can very well 
refuse the proffered honor, especially as it 
would be a difficult task to find another 
gentleman so well suited for the position. 
The manner of selecting the candidate for 
the episcopate is as follows: When it be­
comes necessary to choose a successor to a 
deceased bishop, the selection is 
made by the bishop of the ecclesias­
tical province to which the deceased pre­
late belonged. There are generally three 
names selected and marked as dignissirivus, 
most worthy; dignior, more worthy, dig- 
nus, worthy. These nominations are for­
warded to Rome and 'laid before the Pope, 
and after enquiry into the fitness of the 
candidates, the Sovereign Pontiff selects 
one of the three, and if found to be pos­
sessed of the necessary qualifications, ap­
points him bishop of the vacant See. The 
appointments to the episcopate are from 
time to time proclaimed, or, as it is called, 
preconized, at Rome by the Pope in con­
sistory. An official letter, called a bull, 
from the round seal attached to it, is sent 
to the bishop elect, and he is then 
secrated. The ceremonies attending this I 
event are of a most imposing character, 
at least three bishops being re­
quired by the canons of the 
Roman Catholic church to invest the 
bishop-elect with the purple and elevate 
him to the dignity of the episcopacy. The 
See of Vancouver Island and Alaska be­
longs to the ecclesiastical province of Ore 
gon, the metropolitan, or head, of which 
is Archbishop Gross; the Sees of Helena, 
Montant; NesqualTÿ, W. T., and Idaho, 
being also under this jurisdicti

To the Editor:—On reading an article 
in the Daily Times of Friday evening 
about affairs and opinions regarding Old 
Metlakahtla, though in a free country 
there is liberty to express opinions, I am 
constrained to give some information con­
cerning New Metlakahtla, derived from 
those who have been there recently. First, 
that the number who went to new settle­
ment was much larger than the most 
sanguine expected, more than could be 
arranged for comfortably, therefore, in­
ducements were not required to draw a 
multitude; on the contrary, a principle of 
selection had to be applied—sifting out 
some who were not prepared to conform 
to the rigid rules framed as the constitu­
tion of the new settlement. Secondly, in 
consequence of this large exodus, the peo­
ple, as they have been trained to industry, 
had to go off to those fields open to them, 
as they haw always done for many years 
past, to gain at mines and fisheries, sup­
port for their families ; and until the sea­
son came for this annual dispersion, the 
people of Old and New Metlakahtla 
being relatives, have, as they will surely 
do in the future, visited each other, hav­
ing mutual interest in property 
moved and in the graves of their kindred, 
which must remain. But this intercourse 
has ceased for the present, as the Times 
says: “All Indians willing to work 
ceiving employment along the coast.” 
From other sources 1 learn there is more 
profitable work for them to do than they 

possibly attend. This being the case, 
that these Indians are perfectly able to 
support themselves, and have been used 
to do so, of what value is the statement 
at the close of the Times' article, viz. : 
“That Mr. Duncan is putting forth des­
perate exertions to secure financial assist­
ance from Americans, wherewith to keep 
the Indians in good spirits.” The history 
of these industrious natives render such 
statements incredible, and those who are 
well informed in the affairs of New Met 
lakahtla most emphatically deny them; 
the prediction in the Times, founded on 
them may fail. It would not be a* very 
wonderful thing if it should turn out that 
money may be desired at New Metla­
kahtla, as in most other places; but this I do 
know from personal experience in the 
United States, that Mr. Duncan has most 
positively refused to allow collections to be 
made on behalf of his mission. This is 
more remarkable when it is remembered 
that nearly all other missions are sup­
ported by denominational funds, while 
his is yiite independent, and therefore 
unsustained by any such financial aid; 
hence it seems to me all the more un­
gracious in those who assail his efforts, 
even if they do not agree with his move­
ment; especially so in case of such as are 
maintained by funds from missionary 
societies, to obtain which they do some­
times make desperate efforts, as can be 
seen by their published missionary re­
ports. This may be all right, but con­
sistency is a jewel, and those 
who live in glass houses should 
not throw stones too freely, and 
it certainly does not seem good taste Jx> 
mix up such attacks in the same para­
graph with a notice that the Bishop of 
Caledonia is going home to England for a 
year, as apart from all distinction and 
diversity of opinion British Columbians 
are proverbial for their hearty expressions 
of “Ron voyage and safe return” to those 
who embark from our shores, — never 
mingling their good wishes with party 
spleen.

MR. HAWKE IN JAIL.

It is now some four weeks since Mr. 
John T. Hawke, editor and proprietor of 
the Moncton Transcript, was sent to jail 
in pursuance of the sentence of the Su­
preme Court of New Brunswick for al­
leged contempt of court. Before making 
any comments upon the matter it might 
be well to give a brief history of the case :

A. GILMORE,After the general election last year, the 
Liberals of Westmoreland, N. B., pro­
tested the election; of Mr. Wood, Conser­
vative. The trial.of the protest was fixed 
for October. In that month the Liberal 
counsel learned that Jiidge Fraser pro­
posed to make the date later.

Hawke, in his paper, the Moncton Tran­
script, made a fierce attack on Judge Fra- 

affcer the case was ended. He called 
him a Pooh-bah, and hinted that he was 
a drunkard, even on the bench. Weeks 
after this Mr. Hawke was accused of con­
tempt of court, by the Supreme Court of 
New Brunswick, of which Judge Fraser 
is a member. He was arrested and in­
formed that his crime was accusing Judge 
F raser of being a boodler. This was be­
cause he called 
Mr. Hawke denied that he insinu­
ated boodling. He said he called 
J udge Fraser, a Pooh-bah, because Judge 
Fraser in his capacity as judge of the 
Supreme Court had reversed jhis own de­
cision in his capacity as judge of an elec­
tion court. The Supreme Court refused 
to accept this explanation, and they also 
refused to allow Hawke to prove his 
statement that J udge Fraser was a drunk­
ard—they said they had no business with 
that, and forced Hawke to strike out of 
his plea affidavit to the truth of his 
charges. They took the ground that they 
knew better than Hawke did what he 
meant by Pooh-bah, and having invented 
this crime for him, they tried and con­
victed him for it without the intervention 
of law or a jury, fined him <200 and sent 
him to jail for two months.

Mr. H. H. Cook, member for East 
Simcoe, entertained the House to a char­
acteristic speech, which at times convulsed 
members on both sides with uncontrolla­
ble laughter. He referred to one gentle­
man from British Columbia “ with a fine, 
nice white shirt.” Having stated that 
every hundred dollars of revenue collected 
cost the country four hundred dollars, an 
outburst of laughter at the astounding 
statement followed. “ I don’t think,” 
said Mr. Cook, “ that if a man makes a 
mistake of a few hundred dollars it is 
anything to laugh at.” “ Why, Mr. 
Speaker,” he continued, “ I have known 
gentlemen on the other side to make per­
fect asses of themselves,” a remark which 
fairly brought down the House and act­
ually stirred the risibilities of Sir Richard 
Cartwright.

The New Brunswick liquor license law, 
adopted only this year, is one of the stern­
est of license acts. Among the provisions 
which are new in the regulation of the 
traffic in that quarter is one declaring it 
illegal for a licensee to receive anything 
but money in payment for liquor, and this 
he may not receive m advance; nor shall 
he purchase wearing apparel, tools, im­
plements of husbandry or trade, fishing 
gear, household goods or furniture, the 
compensation for which is intoxicating 
liquor, under a penalty of $20 and resti­
tution of the property.

the document, their destruction by their bereavement: 
vermin and otherwise, would fill an in­
teresting volume. The delay, too, of 
men of property in making their wills 
till they become mentally incapable, or 
death prevents their doing so, as if it 
were executing a “death warrant” in­
stead of settling a simple business trans­
action, is to be regretted.

Among numerous celebrated cases may 
be mentioned that of the great real prop­
erty lawyer, the late Lord St. Leonards, 
whose will could not be found, and was 
supposed to have been buried hidden 
about his person. Other eminent law­
yers have failed to appoint executors, 
omitted the date or some important 
clause or word which has called for the 
intervention of the court and, often re­
sulted in depriving persons of what the 
testator intended them to have, to the 
enriching of others, thus in some in­
stances going to prove that the “man 
who is his own lawyer has a fool for a 
client.” A man will seldom bestow the 
same thought and care on his own affairs 
that he will on those of other people.

For a long time it was customary to 
begin the document, “In the name of 
God, amen, I, A. B., being of sound 
mind and body,” and so on, the inten­
tion evidently being to prevent questions 
rising as to the state of the testator’s 
mind, undue influence, etc., but it is ob­
vious that this mere statement, unsup­
ported by evidence, could scarcely “hold 
law.” Then, again, men formerly gave 
back tEeir souls to their Maker. I once 
came across the probate of a will of a 
seafaring man, which ran: “First, I 
humbly bequeath my soul to God, my 
Maker, beseeching his gracious acceptance 
and forgiveness of all my sins; my body 
I give to the earth or sea, as it shall 
please him to order. My worldly affairs 
I dispose of as follows.”

Most lawyers, while properly resenting 
interference with their province, “red 
tape,” by “amateurs,” often reap a rich 
harvest from the usual bungling of such 
meddlers. I remember a case where a 
party liad his will prepared, and a codi­
cil afterward indorsed in proper legal 
form. Requiring a second codicil, he 
thought it an easy matter to add it him­
self and thus save expense. He wrote 
it all right, taking the previous one for a 
guide, and called in two “credible” per­
sons, who affixed their names as “wit­
nesses” to its due “execution.” But the 
testator had unfortunately omitted to sign 
it, and it doubtless formed a nice point 
of law for the court to decide as to 
whether, being written by the testator 
himself, combined, of course, with the 
witnesses’ signatures and testimony, it 
constituted “execution” of the codicil.

The term “Cut off with a shilling” has 
Ijecome tho subject of a stage play, and 
it bears a well known relation to wills.

Lord Wolaeley’e spirited reply to Lord 

Salisbury as cabled to The Colonist yes­
terday was the occasion of much inter­
esting comment. Judging by the tone of 
the dispatch it would appear that the 
warrior was more than a match for the 
statesman and there is every confidence 
that as a result of his public and patriotic 
utterances the army will be placed on a 
sounder footing. Lord Wolseley was not 
the first to sound the alarm. The speech 
of the Duke of Cambridge when he re­
sponded to the toast of the army at the 
banquet held in Fishmongers’ Hall re­
cently was practically a continuation of 
the opinion to which he had already 
given expression before the select com­
mittee of the House of Commons on the 
army estimates. From his official posi­
tion and connection with the army, the 
commander-in-chief knows better than 
any other man the extent of the capacities 
of the army. As regards the personal 
and human constituents of the force they, 
as far as they go, may be and undoubtedly 
are good substantial working material, 
hut they are confessedly too small in 
numbers. The Duke has declared his 
conviction that, in view of the present 
condition of European affairs, before the 
British army can be considered on a sound 
footing the establishment ought to be in­
creased by at least seven thousand men. 
Every regiment ought to have its com­
plete number of officers, and if emer­
gency arose he was puzzled to know 
whence and hew they could be obtained. 
The distrust which he knows is felt by a 
large section of the nation, and which he 
admittedly shares, is caused by the con­
sciousness that England is not in the 
position, as regards the means of defence, 
in which she ought to be when the whole 
of Europe presents the spectacle of a 
continent armed to the teeth and panting 
for war. Experience has shown that war­
fare has on each outbreak a tendency to 
become more and more a matter of sharp 
conflict and speedy decision, in which the 
force which admits of the speediest mob­
ilisation has the distinct advantage. Now 
more than ever the state of preparedness 
is the greatest of all guarantees against 
attack. While, on the other hand, the 
gross neglect of the navy, its mon­
strous management, its preposterous in­
efficiencies, are an old song now, it 
is a song which the people are listening to 
at last with an attentive ear. It is impos­
sible for them not to see the increasing 
probabilities of an attack on Britain’s pos­
sessions abroad—on certain which are 
essential to the safety of the empire, on 
its commerce, including that upon which 
England depends for food, and even on 
the home seaboard. They note that while 
-only a few years ago the man who talked 
■of possible invasion was laughed at, now 
it is openly discussed as quite on the cards 
by the greatest naval and military au­
thorities of the day and denied by nobody. 
At the same time these outsiders, the 
people of England, observe that the sort 
of Minister, departmental and other, who 
has hitherto been always ready to “reas­
sure” the country with a farrago of state­
ments, half ignorant and half dishonest, 
is not so forward now in that very bad 
business; but, constrained by the presence 
of facts from which concealment has been 
stripped, makes admissions significant of 
more that should be admitted. And not. 
ang all this the country is fast waking up 
to its true position in these momentous 
affairs ; and we fancy 
hear already the first whisperings 
of a storm* which the Govern­
ment had better prepare for in time. 
An admiral or two have made themselves 
heaid in the plainest language of revela­
tion and warning; and Lord Wolseley’s 
speech will have left a profound impres­
sion upon all who heard it delivered and 
which will have its effect on all who read 
it in print. We know who Lord Wolse­
ley is; we know the position he holds; we 
know the authority he speaks with; and 
while every Englishman must applaud the 
courage with which—stirred by the spec­
tacle presented by army and navy intimes 
like these, he denounced government by 
party, that curse of modern England, 
which is sapping and undermining the 
foundations of the country, which is de­
priving its statesmen of the manly hon­
esty which was once their characteristic— 
while, we say, every Englishman, and son 
of Englishman, will applaud Lord Wolse- 
ley's courage in venturing on these de­
nunciations, shame must be felt that such 
men are forced to say such things.

I was intimately acquainted with a 
lady, of whose father it was said, that 
the family solicitor, with the concurrence 
of the widow, had procured “execution” 
after death, and it is said that previous to 
the “signing,” which was done by the 
lawyer holding the dead man's hand, a 
spider was placed in the deceased’s 
mouth, which is supposed to have con­
stituted “life in the body!”

Some men in making the most simple 
wills giving their all to the wife, wishing 
to be sufficiently explicit and compre­
hensive, have given her “everything I 
possess in this world.”

It frequently liappcns that persons buy 
blanks of wills and fill them up to save 
legal expense, but it is a very unwise pro­
ceeding, and it is not generally under­
stood that wills not submitted for pro­
bate within a reasonable time after the 
death of the testator renders the executors 
liable to a penalty, which is, however, 
seldom enforced.

As I am speaking of documents I may 
mention the case ci a lease exemplifying 
‘ ‘biter bit, ’ ’ where a landlord prepared 
for a tenant the lease of farm himself, 
and wishing to retain all rights of sport­
ing omitted all mention of such, the re­
sult being that those rights, mot being 
properly excepted or reserved, became 
unquestionably and exclusively the ten­
ant’s.—Detroit Free Press.

PERSONAL.Reclaimed from a Life of Sin.
A young girl named Baumont', some 

time since left her home in Oregon and 
came to Victoria where she led a rather 
questionable life. Tiring of her associates 
and surroundings in this city she went to 
Port Townsend, and appeared at the Pal­
ace Varieties and similar places of amuse­
ment there. The girl's parents, learning 
of her whereabouts, went to Port Town­
send last week to rescue her from a life of 
shame. She was found in quarters and in 
a position not calculated to improve her 
morals; but she wisely consented to ac­
company her parents home and promised 
to lead a better life.

The steamer Muriel, which has been 
subsidized by the provincial government, 
has made her initial-Jbrip between Victoria 
and the thriving settlement of Albemi, 
at the head of Barclay Sound. The ar­
rangement was entered into at the earnest 
solicitation of the settlers of Albemi, who 
had arrived at the conclusion that with­
out regular communication with the outer 
world they could not hope to thrive and 
prosper as they would otherwise do. The 
provincial authorities met them in a lib­
eral spirit and the steamer Muriel was 
subsidized to perform a bi-monthly ser­
vice between the capital and Albemi. 
Though small, the first round trip has 
demonstrated that the steamer is well 
adapted for the service. We understand 
that on her arrival at Albemi, the set­
tlers gave decided expression to the 
gratification which they felt at 
the wise action of the government in 
providing them with so important a factor 
in their progress. During the past several 
years Albemi has slowly advanced, though 
the resources of the district were of such a 
nature as could have allowed of much 
larger development. This was impossible 
on account of its isolation. However, now 
that it has secured communication with 
the trade centre of the province, an 
impetus will undoubtedly be given to the 
cultivation of roots, fruits and cereals, and 
in Victoria a profitable market will be 
found for all their products. It will be 
remembered that the east coast settle­
ments were similarly encouraged in the 
earlier days, and have for many years 
been able to afford profitable traffic for 
steamers. Albemi’s future is a bright 
one, and in a few years there can be- no 
question that it will become a prosper­
ous agricutural, lumbering and fishing 
district.

They send to 
these persons circulars offering to sell 
their counterfeit money under the cant 
names of “green goods,” “green cigars,” 
ptc. A New York firm is sending thous­
ands of these circulars into Canada. The 
circular sometimes leads to a personal in­
terview. The dupe is shown genuine bills 
and told that they are samples of the 
counterfeit money, and he naturally con­
cludes that they are excellent imitations; 
but what he receives afterwards is not 
counterfeit money, but blank paper or 
sawdust, the latter being so commonly 
used that the business is often called the 
“sawdust circular” business. Swindlers 
have started the same business in two or 
three places in Canada, 
learned, through the medium of letters 
which have gone astray, that among the 
applicants for the counterfeit money aie 
persons holding respectable positions, 
commercially and otherwise, municipal 
officers, justices of the peace and public 
functionaries.

Ottawa, May 5.—The Common* ipent

Mr. Jones.(Halifax) said: The minister 
will remember that last year there was a 
discussion on the subject of the manufac­
ture of ammunition at Quebec, and I took, 
ttie opportunity then of expressing an 
opinion which I had heard from several 
quarters as to the poor quality of the 
ammunition manufactured there, and 
issued to the force. The hon. gentleman 
then said that they were about to insti­
tute a system by which they hoped to 
obviate that difficulty, and that in future 
he hoped there would be no complaints 
made in regard to that. Would he now 
be able to inform the House as to what 
changes, if any, have been made, and 
what has been the result in regard to the 
expenses attending it ?
. Sir Adolphe .Caron, in reply, said: 
Since the time that the question was 
brought before the housç, we 
competent men, who take a great deal of 
interest in the rifle practice, who have 
made a report as to the cartridge factory. 
A great deal of the trouble, if I may so 
express myself, arose from the fact that it 
was supposed that the powder used in the 
manufacture of these cartridges, which 
was manufactured in Canada by. the 
Hamilton Powder Co., was not as good as 
the powder we imported from England. 
To obviate this difficulty,' we ceased to 
use the Hamilton powder, and get the 
powder from England. Of courte, I need 
not-explain to the hon. gentleman teat, 
like himself, when he was occupying the 
position I happen to occupy to-day, 1 am 
a layman, and my experience of rifle 
practice has not been so large as that of 
some hon. gentlemen. I should not un­
dertake to express my own opinion on 
this subject against that of prominent 
members of the militia force who occupy 
seats in this house, and about two weeks 
ago there was an article which appeared 
in a certain newspaper criticising the 
quality of the cartridges manufactured in 
Quebec. For my part, I did not even 
know that the cartridges manufactured in 
Quebec were being used in Infantry 
School “C” in British Columbia, the lat­
est addition to our infantry schools in 
Canada, but I received a letter from Col. 
Holmes who, after reading, “the article in 
the papers, thought it might be desirable 
from the standpoint of the department 
and also from the standpoint of the force, 
to give his experience during the 
period of time when it was his duty 
to put his school through the
rifle practice in British Columbia, 
writes the following letter, and as it is the 
opinion of a practical man, who has been 
one of the leading shots in Canada during 
most of the competitions that have taken 
place, I think it will satisfy public opinion 
more than anything that I could say from 
personal knowledge:

DIVORCE IN MASSACHUSETTS.

In a late issue of the Boston Herald ap­
pears the divorce docket now pending in 
the supreme court there. In the intro­
duction to the list we are told that divorce 

now brought and heard id the 
superior civil court, but the supreme 
court, before which the cases were form­
erly tried, has still a large number of 
cases pending. We are not told the num­
ber of divorce cases pending in the super­
ior civil court, but the supreme court 
docket includes 143 uncontested cases, 
and 64 contested cases entered for trial, 
besides 120 in which a decree nisi has been 
entered. Here are 251 divorce cases 
pending in a single court of Massachusetts 
for dissolution of the marriage tie in this 
month of May ! Who can picture the 
domestic crime and unhappiness that lie 
behind these 260 entries on the docket ? 
What desolation of the homes, what ruined 
reputations and, perhaps, what misery 
to the worse than orphaned children are 
involved ? We have no .pharisaical views 
on the unspotted character of Canadian 
social and domestic life, but surely we 
have not reached the depth of demoraliza­
tion which these records imply. Has not 
the republican system carried with it into 
social life principles which are fast destroy­
ing home and the sacred ties of the family!

have a considerable development on 
the Lewes, where they are associated 
with plant-bearing beds of the horizon 
(as determined by Sir W. Dawson) of the 
Laramie, or so-called miocene of the 
Mackenzie River and Alaskan coast. A 
few fossil plants, which are probably of 
cretaceous age, were also found at one 
place on the Pelly. The miocene proper 
is represented in the upper Liard valley 
by soft stratified rocks associated with 
basalts, and basaltic flows of limited ex­
tent, and probably of the same age occur 
on the Pelly, at the confluence of that 
river with the Lewes, on the latter river 
at the Canyon, and again in the Stickeen 
valley east of the coast mountains. There 
is not, however, in the entire region 
examined, any wide basaltic plateau. 
Some features of special scientific import­
ance occur in connection with the super­
ficial deposits and the evidences of glacial 
action. True bowlder-clay is frequently 
seen in the river-sections, and generally 
passes up into and is covered by important 
white or gray silty deposits, resembling 
those of the Nechacco basin in British 
Columbia, and of the Peace River region 
to the eastof the Rocky Mountains. These 
later-glacial silts are particularly wide­
spread in the Upper Yukon basin. Ter­
races are generally conspicuous features in 
the landscape, and extend even te the 
higher parts of the district, while water- 
worn and travelled stones were found to 
occur at a height of at least 4,300 feet on 
an isolated mountain near the watershed 
between the Liard and Pelly Rivers. In 
the Lewes and Pelly valleys, traces of the 
movement of heavy glacier ice in north­
ward or north-westward directions were 
observed in a number of places, the groov­
ing and furrowing being equally well 
marked at the water-level and across the 
summits of hills several hundred feet 
higher. The facts are such as to lead to 
the belief that a more or less completely 
confluent glacier-mass moved in a general 
north-westerly direction from the moun­
tainous district south of the southern 
sources of the Yukon, toward the less ele­
vated country which borders the lower 
river within the limits of % Alaska. This 
observation, taken in connection with the 
evidences of the former northward move­
ment of glacier ice in the Arctic regions 
to the east of the Mackenzie 
appears to have very important bear­
ings on theories of general glaciation. 
The discovery of small rounded bowlders 
or pebbles of jade (nephrite) on the upper 
part of the Lewes River is a matter of in­
terest. Though not actually observed in 
place, the material is evidently derived 
from the altered volcanic rocks, probably 
paleozoic age, which are abundant in the 
district. The theory that the jade used 
by the coast tribes for the manufacture of 
implements was imported by them from 
Asia, if still held by any, can scarcely any 
longer be maintained as tenable. A sec­
ond minor point of interest brought to 
light in connection with the expedition is 
the existence of a very wide-spread de­
posit of volcanic ash in the Upper Yukon 
basin. This generally occurs beneath the 
soil, but is distinctly newer than the silts 
or latest glacial deposits. It forms a layer 
which is seldom more than a few inches 
in thickness, and is doubtless to be attri­
buted to some single great volcanic erup­
tion of a date long antecedent to our his­
torical knowledge of the northwest part 
of the continent.

The carefully pre­
pared and eloquently delivered speeches 
of Messrs. Baker and Prior on the floors 
of the House of Commons haver been re­
produced from Hansard in these columns; 
they could not very well have been ex­
celled. We have every belief that, in due 
time, the rights of our sealers, which 
have been so foully abused by the Alas­
kan authorities, will be adjusted on such 
a basis as will prove satisfactory to all 
parties. In that event the Canadian

of the continent. The work of the past 
summer included a similar traverse of the 
same belt by the Stickeen, Dease, and 
Liard Rivers, at a minimum distance of 
two hundred miles north of the last, and 
extended by the last-named river com­
pletely through the Rocky Mountains, to 
the great valley of the Mackenzie. The 
latter part of the traverse was, however, 
undertaken by Mr. McConnell, and his 
observations are not yet available. To 
the north of this cross-section the explor­
ation extended in the Yukon basin to the 
mouth of the Lewes River, near the 63<L 
parallel. The actual line of travel and 
survey followed the Liard from its junc­
tion with the Dease northward to its 
sources, crossed the height of land to the 
Pelly near its head waters, followed that 
river down to the mouth of the Lewes, as­
cended the Lewes southward to its head, 
and finally, traversing the coast mountains 
by the Chilkoot Pass, reached the head of 
Lynn Channel. The entire region thus 
examined may be described as mountain­
ous in general character, though compris­
ing also Wide areas of hilly 
or rolling country, and matiy im­
portant^ flat-bottomed river valleys. 
It declines as a whole gradually to the 
north-westward from heights of 2,730 
feet at the Stickeen-Dease watershed, and 
3,160 feet at the height of land between 
the Liard and Pelly, to 1,550 feet at the 
confluence of the Lewes and Pelly. The 
close-set mountains forming the coast 
ranges on one hand, and on the other the 
serried peaks at the base of which Frances, 
Finlayson, and Pelly lakes lie, and which 
represent the western tier of the Rocky 
Mountains, are here the principal 
tain axes. A third important intermediate 
range, which it is proposed to name the 
Cassiar Range, is, however, cut through 
by the Dease River immediately to the 
east of Dease Lake. This appears to be 
continuous in a north-westward direction 
to the Pelly, after reaching which it as­
sumes a more westward course, and with 
decreasing altitude follows parallel to the 
river, which it eventually crosses, near 
the mouth of the Lewes, in the form of 
low ranges of hills. The trend of the 
subsidiary and less contiguous ranges to 
the west of the Rbcky Mountains proper, 
as well as the prevailng strike 
of the rocks, partake in a similar 
general change in direction, wheeling 
westward in the north in approximate con­
formity with the outline of the Pacific coast. 
The rocks throughout the entire region 
above outlined present close analogies to 
those already investigated in the southern 
portions of British Columbia, thus 
firming previous statements with respect 
to the great general similarity, in a north­
westerly and south-easterly direction, of 
the peculiar geological features of the Cor­
dillera belt. The coast mountains where 
crossed by the Stickeen, and again still 
farther north in the line of the Chilkoot 
Pass, consist for the most part of granitoid 
rocks, which are generally rich in horn­
blende and triclinic felspars. With 
these are occasionally included belts 
of crystalline schists, micaceous or 
hornblendic, the rocks as a whole re­
sembling those of Vancouver Island. It 
may be said, in fact, that the composition 
and structure of the coast ranges is practi­
cally identical wherever they have been 
examined, from the Fraser River to the 
head of Lynn channel, a length of nearly 
nine hundred miles. To the east of these 
ranges, the country to and including the 
Rocky Mountains proper is chiefly 
characterized by the occurrence and 
wide distribution of paleozoic rocks, 
which often closely resemble those 
provisionally named the Cache Creek 
Series in southern British Columbia 
They include limestones, quartz­
ites, argillites, slates and schists, 
yith a notable proportion of agglomerates 
and other materials of volcanic origin, and 
are all pretty thoroughly altered and 
hardened and considerablyxflexed. Near 
Dease Lake, and again on the Pelly al­
most on the same lipe of strike, import­
ant beds of serpentine occur and the as­
sociated rocks in these and many other 
places are preponderantly schistose and 
slaty, running through a number of 
varieties, but closely resembling the schis­
tose and slaty rocks of Cariboo, and other 
gold-bearing districts to the south, and 
here also yielding gold. These paleozoic 
rocks are interrupted by granitic

The adventurous took 
possession of the country and in process 
of time it became the possession of the 
crown of Great Britain.

The British leased the country, the 
land became the home of traders, chiefly 
in furs, scattered in small numbers at 
various places or posts suitable for their 
purpose. These few people held and pre­
served the country for the British.

In 1848, the Ashburton treaty defined 
which was British territory and which 
that of the United States, apparently 
settled on account of priority of discovery. 
It appears then that the British occupy 
the country in the same manner as the 
natural men—by occupation and conquest. 
The survival of the fittest.

In 1848, the British government gave 
Vancouver Island to the British without 
reservation, save that due to loyalty 
and a nominal rental.

In 1860, the mainland was made a 
crown colony and the lands thrown open 
to colonization. Subsequently the island 
and mainland were consolidated, and in 
1870 the whole became a* part of Canada 
by the act of confederation. When the 
adventurers took possession of British 
Columbia the people were natural, i. e.} 
barbarous. They were not asked whether 
they agreed to the conquest or not. They, 
however, made no physical objection— 
indeed those who lived among and super­
seded them were to them benefical.
