SHOT SIX TIMES.

Washington, Feb. 5.—Four thousand 
six hundred and forty bids for $558,269,- 
800 worth of bonds is the tremendous 
total of the subscriptions opened at the 
treasury department to-day in accord­
ance with the terms of the call issued a 
month ago inviting proposals for $100,- 
000,000 of U. 6. four per cent, 
bonds to run for thirty years trom Feb­
ruary 1,1896. These figures do not in­
clude about $120)000,000 of “ crank ” 
bids, regarded as bogus. The upset 
price was 110,6877, at which a syndi­
cate composed of J. P. Morgan & Co., 
Plifiy Fisk & Co., and the Deutsche 
Bank of Berlin offered to take the whole 
loan. The bide ranged from
par up to ,a single $50 bid at $150. 
Nearly all the leading New York bank­
ers and big insurance companies were, 
represented in the list of bidders, but 
with a tew exceptions they were out­
manoeuvred by the Morgan syndicate. 
As the great bulk of the offerings were 
below the Morgan figure it is believe^ 
that that syndicate will be ac­
cepted for at least $50,000,000 and 
possibly more. In any event no 
bid below ,the syndicate cate of 110.6877 
will be accepted, as that rate covers the 
entire loan. $t is understood Mr. Mor­
gan will procure a part of the gold from 
abroad.

Takes Occasion to Send Chief Justice 

Davie a Remarkable Com­

The Budget Speech this year is as in­
teresting as a financial statement can 
well be made, and it is most instructive. 
The Finance Minister is both ingenious 
and logical. He makes his statement 
this year after a long period of depres­
sion from which every civilized country 
in the world has suffered. During such 
a period the Dominion of Canada must 
have been injured to some extent. So 
close and so intimate are the relations 
between nations in these days that 
none of them can suffer com­
mercially to any great extent 
without other nations being more or 
less similarly affected. The financial 
storm, according to the most reliable ob­
servers, having spent its strength, Mr. 
Foster considered that it would be well 
to overhaul our little ship of state to see 
what damage she has sustained, and to 
consider what repairs are required to 
put her in good sailing trim again. The 
result of his examination is more satis­
factory than could be expected arid the 
prospect for the immediate future more 
cheering.

He finds that the expenditure during 
the year that ended on June 30, 1895, 
exceeded the revenue. This the 
indications last year warned him to ex­
pect, but the actual damage did not 
quite come up to his estimate of what it 
might be. The expenditure was $38,132,- 
000, and the revenue was $33,978,129. 
There was consequently a deficit of 
$4,153,878, but as $2,002,000 of this sum 
had been paid into the sinking fund the 
real deficiency was therefore only $2,- 
157,000. This was somewhere about 

• $350,000 less than the Finance Minister 
had calculated upon. The revenue was 
thus short last year some two million 
dollars. This our readers will con­
clude was not a very bad showing for a 
particularly lean year, and one, too, of a 
succession of lean years.

Then it must be kept in mind that the 
Government had during the hard times 
lowered the taxes very considerably. If 
the Finance Minister had not lessen­
ed the duty on sugar materially he 
would not have had a deficit at all. 
There would, indeed, have been a small 
surplus. The remission of the duties on 
sugar alone for the two years amounted 
to $5,477,000. This sum covers the 
deficits of last year and the year 
before and leaves a small surplus 
to the good. No reasonable person will, 
we think, find fault with the Govern­
ment for lowering the taxes during the 
hard times.

W hen the Finance Minister came to 
make a review of the business of the 
country, he found that it had advanced 
in spite of the depression. The trade of 
the Dominion was nine and a half mil­
lions greater than at the beginning of the 
hard times, and the exports exceeded 
those of 1891 by seventeen millions. 
The savings of the people had increased 
from $221,000,000 to $267,000,000—an in- 
-crease of $46,000,000, or 21 per cent. This, 
it must be admitted by the croakers 
themselves, was not so bad for a pèriod 
in which they had been lamenting the 

-decadence of trade in the most dolorous 
way, and declaring, in season and out 

-of season, that the country was going to 
the dogs. During the hard times the 
railways had increased their business.

A GROUNDLESS COMPLAINT.
A SHREWD DISTINCTION.

Our respected correspondent, “A City 
and Provincial Taxpayer,” tries to cre- 
ata the impression that the compilers 
of the twenty-fourth report of the pub­
lic schools of the province have not 
dealt as fully with the actual cost of edu­
cation as its importance at this time de­
serves.” A perusal of his letter shows 
that he grounds this reproach on the 
fact that the Superintendent of Edu­
cation does not include in his state­
ment the sums paid by the cities of the 
province for the support of education. 
A little reflection might have shown our 
correspondent that the Superintendent 
of Education being an official of the 
Government, making up his report for 
the information of the Government, had 
to do only with the money expended by 
the Government on the schools. It 
would, we submit, be out of the way of 
his duty, in fact an impertinence, to 
comment in such a document on the man­
ner in which the different municipal­
ities see fit to support education. Those 
municipalities are self-governing bodies. 
They can spend their revenues in the 
way in which they consider best. Some of 
them may be generous in the expenditure 
on their schools, others of them may be 
the reverse. The Government has no 
control over them in the matter. Why 
then should the Superintendent burden 
his report with figures and statements 
with which neither the Government nor 
the Legislature has anything whatever 
to do?

The Government spends a very large 
sum on the roads of the Province every 
year. The cities appropriate a con­
siderable proportion of their revenues to 
the opening up and maintenance of 
their streets. Is the Commissioner of 
Lands and Works expected to take 
note of every dollar spent by the city 
corporations on street improvement and 
street repairs, and render an account of 
the money to the Legislature in his re­
port? Our very intelligent, correspond­
ent no doubt sees the absurdity of, f<5r 
preaching that official or his subordin­
ates for not paying attention to a matter 
that is altogether outside the scope of 
their duties. Is it not quite as absurd to 
reflect on the Superintendent of Educa­
tion because he does not include in his 
report the expenditure on the schools of, 
the different municipalities?

The account given by the Superintend­
ent of the Provincial expenditure on 
schools is tacitly admitted by our corres­
pondent to be correct. Is it, therefore, 
fair to him to insinuate that he is to 
blame because he did not include in his 
report matters that are not within his 
province, and that are altogether out­
side the jurisdiction of the Governmentv

Anyone interested in the state of edu­
cation having the Report of the Provin­
cial Superintendent at hand, and having 
access to the financial statements of the 
different cities, can easily find out what 
education costs the people of the 
province at large, and what it costs 
the citizens of each of the 
cities. The former is always a fixed 
quantity, the latter varies to a greater or 
lees extent. There is, for instance, no­
thing in the world to hinder Vancouver 
paying twice as much towards the edu­
cation of the children within its bounds 
as either Westminster or Victoria.

It is necessary, 
as you know, for these requisition papers 
to go to Washington before a requisition 
can be issued. These papers will reach 
the Secretary of State at Washing­
ton about the 5th of this month, and if 
immediate action, which is urged by 
our governor, is taken by the depart­
ment of state, the requisition will be 
issued and forwarded to the agent of this 
state selected to receive the said Albert 
Munzenmayer from the authorities of 
your government on: or before the 11th 
or 12th day of February. I presume the 
department of state of the federal gov­
ernment will communicate with the 
authorities of your government with 
reference to the matter of detaining 
Munzenmayer in custody until our agent 
reaches Victoria with a requisition, just 
as soon as the requisition is issued.

“ Taking into consideration the de­
lays necessarily incident to a proceeding 
of this character, notwithstanding that 
the matter is being pressed with all pos­
sible diligence and speed, the agent of 
this state will be unable to reach Vic­
toria before the 16th or 17th of February. 
If you believe it to be necessary for us to 
send a man to your city with the original 
warrant of arrest in this case please com­
municate that fact to us.

“ According to a telegram received 
by the sheriff of this county, Munzen­
mayer has been remanded to your cus­
tody until the 7th of February. Please 
let me know what steps it will be neces­
sary to take either by the authorities of 
British Columbia or by any act or pro­
cedure on our part to again re­
mand Munzenmayer to your custody 
until such time as the agent of this state 
may reach Victoria with a requisition.

Between Sir Mackenzie Bo well’s pro­
posed legislation and Wilfred Launer’s 
proposed commission there is just the 
difference between an enemy at the 
door and an enemy a mile away.

Ottawa, Feb. 7.—In the Senate this 
afternoon Sir Mackenzie Bowell inti­
mated that the remedial bill would be 
brought down either on Monday or 
Tuesday, and to-night Hon. Mr. Dickey, 
in his capacity of minister of justice, 
gives notice of the measure, which is to 
be intituled “ The remedial act ” (Mani­
toba.)

creach upon the cherished principle of 
provincial autonomy or contain any pro­
vision bearing the semblance of coercion. 
The measure assumes that the provin­
cial government will accept the law once 
it is passed and give the Catholics a fair 
share of pecuniary aid, consequently 
theie is nothing in the measure suggest­
ing any alternative policy by 
minion house, should unfortunately the 
province disobey the law.

The bill will recite in the preamble 
the reasons which have induced the Do­
minion parliament tp pass legislation of 
this character, and will declare it expedi­
ent to do so. The provincial authorities 
are authorized to appoint a Catholic 
board of education for the province, con­
sisting of not more than nine persons, 
who must be Roman Catholics ; three of 
them will retire annually. This board 
will be charged with many duties, chief 
among which are the control and man­
agement of the separate schools, the 
selection of text books, and the Issuing of 
teachers certificates ; but it is specific­
ally enjoined on the board that the text 
books must be equal to those used in the 
public schools of the province, while the 
teachers themselves are not to be infer­
ior to those who have passed through the 
provincial normal schools and are em­
ployed in the public schools.

In the event of the provincial author­
ities failing to appoint a Catholic board 
of education, such board will be appoint­
ed by the federal authorities. A super­
intendent oi schools is to be appointed 
by the provincial authorities who will 
have the general supervision and direc­
tion of Catholic schools. Separate 
school districts may be created on the 
petition of ten heads of families who are 
Catholics and who must pledge them­
selves to a certain amount of financial 
support to the school each year. Where 
a municipality fails to organize a Cath­
olic school district, power will develop 
on the board of education. In the 
event of the municipal council failing to 
collect taxes, power is given to the 
Catholic board to raise them. 
Roman Catholic will be taxed for the 
support of a separate school if he noti­
fies the municipal authorities that he 
desires his taxes to go to the public 
schools ; but the responsibility to pay 
Catholic school taxes will remain until 
the declaration of 
support public schools, 
where the Roman Catholics predomin­
ate in any school district and the Pro­
testant children have to attend these 
schools, provision is made for a due re­
gard to the wishes of the parents with 
respect to children abstaining from 
Catholic religious exercises. Inspectors 
of separate schools may be appointed 
and in the event of any school proving 
inefficient, the provincial grant may be 
withdrawn. It is assumed that the pro­
vincial grant will be made to the Catholic 
schools as well as to the public schools 
and consequently no machinery appears 
in the bill for supplying financial assist­
ance.

tives, directing the committee on foreign 
affairs to report on the practicability of the 
establishment of a permanent court of in­
ternational arbitration constituted for the 
decision by rules of law of all controversies 
between the peoples and governments of 
the U. S. and the British Empire except 
those involving the honor or autonomy of 
either. And also for the speedy and amic­
able adjustment of the boundary line be­
tween the United States and the posses­
sions of Great Britain. Messrs. B. 
Pearse, Ellis and the President were ap­
pointed a committee to consider the com­
munication and report.

A communication was read from the Lon­
don Chamber of Commerce in regard to 
Hon. Joseph Chamberlain’s dispatch to the 
British Colonies in November last making 
inquiries as to the trade of the colonies 
with the idea of securing as large a share 
as possible of the mutual trade of the 
United Kingdom and the Colonies for 
British producers and manufacturers, 
whether located in the colonies or the 
United Kingdom. The London Chamber 
of Commerce hoped that the Board of 
Trade would render such help as it could 
in supplying information and collecting 
samples or patterns so as to help in pro­
moting relations, both import and export, 
between Canada and the mother country. 
This was referred to the committee on 
manufactures.

Another important letter was received 
from Mr. Peter F. Daly, manager of the 
Canadian Bureau of Information and Im­
migration at Chicago. Mr. Daly stated 
that there was a constant increase in the 
number of callers at his office asking for 
information regarding British Columbia. 
He had had a few of the last annual reports 
of the B. C. Board of Trade, but they were 
all gone an hour after he received them. 
“ It is astonishing,” he said “ the amount 
of interest that is takçn in the Kootenay 
and Slocan countries. I keep the Exchange 
supplied with all the literature pertaining 
to British Columbia that I have at my dis­
posal and am constantly requested to give 
information in regard to the mining and 
mineral interest of British Columbia.”

Pearse, T. S. Fntcher, and Dr. G. L. Milne. 

The report stated that :
“ The greater part of the supplies going 

into the Yukon district is taken via St. 
Michael and the lower Yukon river, which 
is a long route and is only open for a short 
time each year. We believe that it would 
be in the interest of the miners and British 
Columbia merchants to have a more direct 
and quicker route of travel to this northern 
part of British Columbia and the Northwest 
Territories, 
route beginning at the head of Lynn canal 
at Skagnawa Bay, which is accessible by 

going vessels, then following the White 
Pass to the navigable waters of the Yukon 
is a feasible one. The distance over this 
route is said to be about thirty miles. 
White Pass is the much shorter route and 
although there may be some differences of 
opinion as to the altitude of the pass, it is 
not, we believe more than 2,600 feet above 
the level of thé sea. After passing over the 
range of mountains the route is comparai 
ively easy. Dr. Dawson says of it,
‘ The White - Pass appears to offer 
better opportunity for makihg a trail 
or road which if constructed would render 
the entire region much more easy of ac­
cess.’

“ In order to make this route of service 
we believe boats could be utilized on the 
lakes and upper waters of the Yukon for 
carrying passengers and supplies to the 
miners and traders of this region. We 
therefore suggest that this board urge upon 
the Dominion and Local government the 
necessity of assisting in having a road 
made through this route by bon using or 
otherwise providing for an expenditure of 
money in making such a road, or aiding 
the building of boats necessary for opening 
np the route.”

The renort then proceeded to quote at 
length from Dr. Dawson’s reports, which 
stated that such hardy crops as barley, rye, 
turnips and flax could be cultivated in the 
Y ukon district as far north as old Fort Sel­
kirk, near .the 63rd parallel, or 1,000 miles 
north of Victoria. The importance of the 
fur trade was touched upon, 
son’s and Mr. McConnell’s reports were 
quoted at considerable length on the value 
of the mineral resources, especially of gold. 
The report proceeds :

11 We have every reason to believe that 
when the boundary award is given it will 
be found that the head of Lynn canal is in 
British Columbia, aud when such is deter­
mined it will facilitate shipping 
-greatly. In the meantime, we would 
urge upon the Dominion govern­
ment the necessity of making cus­
toms bonding arrangements with the Uni­
ted States for the passing of goods in bond 
through the territory lying between Lynn 

-canal and British Columbia and the North­
west territories. It is also necessary that 
the Dominion government should have cus­
toms officers along the coast of this district. 
At present the trade of the Yukon country 
is largely .in the hands of the Americans, 
and we believe the time has come when 
steps should be taken to secure for the 
merchants and traders of this province a 
portion of this important trade. The great 
-distance and difficulty of getting provisions 
into the mining regions necessarily makes 
■them expensive.

“ We believe in establishing a route from 
the head of Lynn canal ; the time taken in 
the transportation of goods and the allow­
ing miners to remain m the country later 
in the year would be a decided advantage 
to them. We are also of opinion that the 
Local and Dominion governments should 
assist by some scheme such as we have re­
ferred to. namely, assisting financially in 
the building of a road or by bonusing 
person or company to build such a road 
and by placing boats on the upper waters 
of the Yukon, and undertake to establish 
direct communication with the mining re­
gions. We further urge that the Dominion 
government be asked to procure at once a 
mail service through the route we have re­
ferred to. so as to give the miners and trad­
ers better mail communication. We con­
sider it advisable to have a map prepared 
of this portion of the Yukon and northern 
part of British Columbia, 
bers of the Dominion house and Local 
legislature would at a glance see the im­
portance of this district and at the same 
time be of service to those who contem­
plate settling or travelling in the northern 
regions. ”

By request, Mr. James Macaulay, who is 
well acquainted with the Yukon country 
was present, and gave as his opinion that 
the route by way of the White Pass is the 
best. The shortest routes were by either 
the Chilcoot or White Pass from the head 
off Lynn Canal. On the latter from the 
head of navigation on salt water to navig­
able water on the other side of the portage 
is only some twenty-five miles. The Chil- 
coot Pass is very steep] in some places. 
Then at White Pass there is a good harbor, 
on salt water. Some 1,200 or 1,400 men are- 
wintering in the Yukon this year. The 
route by the Taku is about 150"miles, and 
though the easiest, is too long. For a rail­
way, however, it is the only feasible route.

Mr. Leiser spoke in favor of the White 
Pass, which is the most available for get­
ting goods into the Yukon. He believed 
most of the miners used that pass last year, 
and thought that the Dominion should 
have a customs officer at the head of White 
Pass and that bonding privileges with the 
United. States might be arranged.

It was pointed out in the discussion that 
ensued that the boundary line as laid down 
by Mr. Ogilvie last year showed the head of 
Lynn canbl to be m British territory, and 
the hope was expressed that ihe result of 
the boundary commission would bear out 
the cdnteti'tiqri of Canadians and that Brit­
ish Columbians would then have a com­
plete route through Canadian territory.

expenditures for 1893-4 over the precedin 
year was $546,979 and was entirely covere 
by the increased charges on debt, increased 
subsidies to provinces and what might be 
called capital expenditure in the defences 
at Esquimalt, although it had been paid 
out of the consolidated fund. The expen­
diture out of consolidated fund for the last 
eight years had been remarkably steady. 
In 1887-8 the amount was $36,718,494, and 
the average for eight years was $36,908,862, 
an increase of less than $200,000. Then it 
must be remembered that the charges on 
debt, su bsidies to provinces and the amount 
laid up in sinking funds had largely 
increased, so that this 
the expenditures had been kept upon a 
pretty even basis of about $37,000,000 per 
year. The expenditure in 1894-5 was $38,- 
132,000, and the revenue $33,987,129, leaving 
a deficit of $4,153.875, of which $2,002,311 
had gone into sinking funds, so that the ac­
tual deficit was only $2,151,564. The deficit 
of $4,153,875 was less by $350,000 than Mr. 
Foster anticipated in delivering the budget 
peech last year. Adding this to the deficit 

of 1893-4, the two made up a total of $5,365,- 
207, but against this, it must be remember­
ed that the saving to the people by the re­
mission of taxation on sugar alone amount­
ed to $5,475,000, or a little more than the 
deficits of 1893-4 and 1894-5 put together. 
(Cheers.) If the government had not re­
lieved the people by that remission of tax­
ation, the expenditures would have been 
met and there would have been a surplus 
of $100,000 or $200,000.

Mr. Mills (Bothwell)—Assuming that the 
importations were not less.

Mr. Foster—Yes, assuming that the im­
portations were the same. But there is a 
margin left for considerably less importa­
tion, and the price of sugar is so low that 
the amount imported was not likely to be 
much affected.

Mr. Foster then showed that, under the 
present administration, there had been de­
ficits of $5,364,207 and surpluses of $3,746,- 
275, leaving a net deficit of $1,617,932, while, 
under the last Liberal administration, there 
were deficits of $6,426,958 and surpluses of 
$935,644, leaving a net deficit of $5,491,314. 
(Cheers.) The Liberals remitted nb taxa­
tion, but put on extra taxation, while the 
Conservatives, on sugar alone, had remitted 
upwards of $19,000,000. (Renewed cheer­
ing.) The net debt had increased, during 
1894-5, from $246,183,029 to $253,074,927. The 
increase from 1890 |to 1895 was $15,544,880, 
and during the period $16,092,301 had been 
spent on the Intercolonial and the C.P.R., 
and the canals, so that the country had got 
good value for its money. (Hear, hear.)

Mr. Foster then turned to the considera­
tion of the amount of interest carried on 
the public debt. In 1887-88 the amount 
paid was $8,801,288. The average of eight 
years, front 1888 to 1895, was $8,784,452, or 
slightly less than the amount paid in 1887- 
88. The amount paid ih 1894r-95 was $9,330,- 
247, and taking this amount in comparison 
with the population of country, it was 
found that, while the amount of interest 
paid per head in 1887-88 was $1.90, in 1894- 
95 the amount per head was $1.83, or a de­
crease of seven cents per head. (Hear, 
hear.)

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In rising to present the Budget in the 
Dominion House of Commons on Friday 
evening last the Finance Minister, Hon. 
Mr. Foster, was received with ministerial 
applause. He said : Last session the budget 
speech was delivered at a late period of the 
financial year, namely, May 3rd. That was 
only a short time before the expiry of the 
current year, so that it was possible to es­
timate the revenue for that year with con­
siderable accuracy.

To that extent the exposition that I am 
now about to give will lose somewhat in in­
terest to those who I ave followed the course 
of events described in my last budget 
speech. At that date, I estimated the re­
venue for that year would be $33,800,000. 
I reached that figure by estimating for 
a betterment in the period between 20th 
April and 30th June, for that year, over 
the corresponding period of the preceding 
year, of $419,724. My honorable friend op­
posite, Sir Richard Cartwright, took ex­
ception, and questioned the reliability of 
the estimate. But, to-day, I am able to in­
form him and the house that I was quite 
within the mark, and that the betterment, 
which was even greater than I had expect­
ed, reached the sum of$597,851. (Applause.) 
The revenue for the year was made up as 
follows : From customs we received $17,- 
040,466, or a decrease of $1,557,648, as com­
pared with the preceding year; from excise 
we received $7,805,750, or a decrease of $575,- 
356; from miscellaneous sources we receiv­
ed $8,531,930, or a decrease of $263,559, as 
compared with the preceding year. The 
whole falling off in revenue for the fiscal 
year 1894-5, as compared with the preceding 
year, was $2,396,563.

Sir Richard Cartwright—When did the 
French treaty come into force ?

Mr. Foster—About May. The imports 
for home consumption, in the year 1894-5, 
decreased $7,841,472, as compared with 
1893-4, whereas the exports decreased $3,- 
886,146 in that period. There is, however, 
this fact'to be noted, namely, that the ex­
ports exceeded the imports by $2,857,121, 
although the average excess of imports over 
exports, since Confederation, has been $18,- 
740,063. Whatever there may be in the 
theory Of the balance cl trade may, there­
fore, be placed this year to the credit 
business interests, Nç>w; a word with ref­
erence to the customs duties. Therê wêre 
considerable reductions in the total duties 
paid on numerous articles. The amount of 
the reduction of duties, as compared with 
the preceding year, was as follows :

Coming to expenditure and revenue for

It was impossible to say| with 
accuracy yet, how the business of the 

76,488 country might develop during the balance 
59^860 °f the period. He would, however, give an 
21*274 estimate as nearly as it was possible to cal- 
45 033 coltae. The revenue of the country for the 
14A79 period from July 1, 1894, to January 20, 

1895, had been $18.080,197, and the expendi­
ture had been $19,833,399. In the 
year, from January 20 to June 30, the 
revenue had been $15,937,931, and the 
penditure $18,298,605. In the present fiscal 
year, 1895-96, the revenue, up to January 
20, 1896-, had been $19,560,174,- and" the ex­
penditure $19,302,244. For the balance of 
the year he estimated that the revenue 
would be $17,439,826, and, in order that this 
should be borne out, it would be 
sary that the course of trade should 
show a progressive increase and develop­
ment as compared with that portion ot the 
year for which the returns were complete. 
Should that anticipation be realized, there 
would be a total revenue for the current 
year of about $37,000,000. As to the ex­
penditure, he found that the expenditure 
up to January 20, 1896, had been $19,302,- 
244, and he estimated that during the bal­
ance of the year, up to June 30, 1896, there 
would be expended $17,697,756, which, ad­
ded to expenditure up to January 20, would 
mean, in round numbers, $37,000,000, so 
that he estimated that, for this year, the 
revenue and expenditure would about bal­
ance.

F.R.S., president of the Royal Geo­
graphical Society, contributed a two 
column letter to the Times this morning, 
minutely describing all the cartographic 
evidence obtainable in the society's 
map room which bears upon the 
boundaries of Guiaria from 1570 
onwards. By the treaty of 1814 the 
Dutch ceded a portion of Guiana, in­
cluding the Essequibo basin, to Great 
Britain, and Spain, then the sov­
ereign of Venezuela, was a party to the 
treaty.

“ As the inheritor from Spain of that 
sovereignty,” the letter goes on to say, 
“ the Venezuelan republic is bound to 
adhere to the treaty of 1814, wTiich 
secured to Great Britain the sovereignty 
of the whole of the Essequibo basin.”

After detailing Robert Schomburg’s 
explorations, Mr. Markham contends 
that the concession of the Yuruari 
valley, which was British territory, to 
Venezuela, shows that nothing could 
have been further from the thoughts 
of English statesmen than an infringe­
ment of the Monroe doctrine. He con­
cludes that even if the territory which 
Venezuela claims were adjudged not to 
belong to Great Britain it does not fol­
low that it belongs to Venezuela. Great 
Britain’s right, he claims, rests on 
discovery ; on a DutcH possession of 
three centuries, on effective occupation 
and on a treaty.

The Times remarks in an editorial on 
the above letter : “Mr. Markham’s 
high authority and his conclusions are 
in su bstance identical with those reached 
by ex-Chief Justice Daly of New York. 
It is not easy to see how bis arguments 
can be set aside. That we should be 
willing to submit any part of such a con­
troversy to arbitration is a signal testi­
mony to the prevailing desire among ue 
to prevent the peace being endangered 
by a preposterous quarrel.”

The total decrease in the excise revenue 

was $584,864. Looking at the per capita 
consumption, we find that, in most of these 
articles, there was a reduction in the con­
sumption of spirits of 0.666 of a gallon per 
head; beer, 3.471; wine, in which there was 
slight increase, .09 per head; tobacco, 2.163 
lbs. per head. Whether this decrease 
from reasons of economy, or from changes 
of ideas, I am not here to say. Both reasons 
may have had somewhat to do with it. In 
the miscellaneous receipts, as I have men­
tioned, there was falling off of $263,559. I 
may add that the total revenue received 
was the smallest since 1885-6. The customs 
revenue was the smallest that has accrued 
since 1879-80, ane smaller, by six and one- 
third millions, than in 1889-90, when the 
diminution in duties was commenced.

Taking up the question of customs taxa­
tion per head of population, Mr. Foster 
showed that the average under the last 
Liberal administration was $3.44 per head.

THE “ C. F. FUNK ” STORMBEATEN.

The barkentine C. F. Funk, bound 
from Departure Bay for Honolulu with a 
cargo of coal, put into San Francisco on 
Wednesday afternoon in distress. The 
Funk left Departure Bay January 27, 
and twenty-four hours later was caught 
in one of the heaviest storms that she 
ever encountered.

Ottawa, Feb. 1.—Mr. Foster’s Budget 
sneech yesterday occupied a little over 
t wo hours in delivery. There was less 
public interest manifested in it than for 
many years past. In the early eighties, 
for days previous to the delivery of the 
Budget, Ottawa would be crowded with 
manufacturers and importers from dif­
ferent parts of Canada, who were anx­
ious to know, at the earliest possible mo-

We have come through, 
sir, with our industries well maintained, 
with employment very general, and with 
an almost total lack of what might be call-

ined want and poverty in this country from 
one end to the other.

Let us take, sir, one of the most patent 
proofs that our industries have been main­
tained, namely, the importing of raw ma­
terials, which form the basis of the work of 
our industries. In 1890 wool was imported 
to the amount of 8,905,261 pounds, in 1895 a 
slight decrease, the import being 7,750,050 
pounds. Cotton was imparted to the ex­
tent of 36,635,187 pounds in 1890, and that 
had increased to 56,924,286 pounds in 1895. 
Of hides $1,712,000 worth were imported in 
1890, and $1,950,530 worth in 1895. uutta 
percha and rubber $536,386 worth in 1890, 
and $739,916 worth in 1895. Hemp, $774,- 
587 in 1890, and $622,396 in 1895. Lnmber, 
$897,903 worth in 1890, which, by the way, 
is foreign lumber used in the making of 
furniture and cabinet work, and fine work 
of all kinds, and which increased to $1,485,- 
714 worth in 1895. Raw sugar imports have 
risen from 162,500,000 pounds in 1890, to 
345,500,000 pounds in 1895. So that, as far 
as the argument from the imports from raw 
material goes, my contention is justified 
that the industries of this country have 
been well maintained. Not only have the 
industries been well maintained, but there 
is another indication of progress, namely, 
the exports of manufactured articles.

The time has gone by when people can 
point the finger of scorn at our exports of 
manufactures. It is true they are still com­
paratively small, but they are increasing. 
While in 1890 we exported $5,741,184 in 
manufactures, in 1895 we exported $7,768,-, 
875, showing an increase of 30 per cent. 
That is the second argument which goes to 
show that our industries have been well 
maintained. But we can po'int also to the 
new industrieslwhich have been establish­
ed. Look at Hamilton, with its works for 
the smelting of iron and steel, on which 
$400,000 has recently been expended, where 
they have a capacity for working 200 tons 
of ore a day, and are now using Canadian 
ore manned with Canadian labor. (Ap­
plause.) In British Columbia, too,, 
there has been a decided advance in 
mining work, and the prospects are that in 
the not far distance that province will be­
come a hive of industry, so far as the work­
ing of minerals and metals is concerned. 
The pig iron industry is progressing. Dur­
ing the period from 1891 to 1895, there were 
193,000 tons smelted, as against 137,000 tons 
during the preceding five years. The agri­
cultural interests of the country also show 
a gradual, steady and healthy advance. 
This is partly due to the fact that the home 
market has been increased. The additions 
to the urban population from 1890 to 1895 
have increased the best market the Cana­
dian farmer has for all his products, and 
especially for those of a perishable nature.

But if the home market has developed, so 
also has the foreign market, as our exports 
prove. The exports of agricultural and 
animal products in 1890 represented $37,- 
000,030, and in 1895 they were $50,000,000, an 
increase of $13,000,000, or 35 per cent. It 
may be of interest to note the increase in 
several of the leading articles. Of cheese 
we exported in 1890 to the value of $9,377,- 
212, and in 1895 $14,253,002. Of bacon in 
1890 the exports were $607,495, and in 1895 
$3,546,107. Of hams we exported in 1890 
$23,000, and in 1895 $260,000. In the same 
period the exports of apples increased from 
$997,000 to $2,071,000. Wheat and flour 
from $910,000 to $6,250,000. Of horses 

1890 $1,936.000, and

drop in prices, this is a very good showing, 
and the fact that the decrease is not much 
greater is due to the fact that we are ship­
ping a better class of animals to Great 
Britain. During the period named our ex­
ports of sheep increased from $1,274,000 to 
$1,624,000, and our exports of cattle from 
$6,009,000 to $7,120,000. In these various 
branches of industry our foreign trade in 
1890 was $22,000,000. whereas in 1895 it was 
$36,300,000. Not only has the farmers’ mar­
ket at home and abroad been increased, but 
we have saved to him the market in this 
country, which was formerly exploited by 
the farmers of the United States.

Revenue Last Year the Smallest in 
Ten Years and Expenditure 

the Largest.

The Deficit Due to General Reduc­
tions in the Rate of 

Taxation.

(From the Montreal Gazette.)

The pubUc accounts of Canada for the 
fiscal year, ending with June last, as has 
before been stated, show the expendi­
ture to have exceeded the revenue by 
the considerable sum ot $4,153,875. 
Only once before, in the history of the 
Dominion, has the deficit been so large, 
nâmely, in 1885-6, when the cost of sup­
pressing the Saskatchewan insurrection 
had to be provided for, and the national 
income fell short of the outgo by $5,834,- 
571. In all there have been three de-

con­

tracts, can joyfully bear witness to the 
literal trhth of Mr. Balfour’s state­
ment.

AN APPEAL

By a Canadian to Canadians.

The following appeal to the peop 
Canada on behalf of the persecuted 
oppressed Armenians was written by the 
Rev. W. R. Chambers, at one time a 
minister in Whitby, Ontario. He has 
been long laboring in Asia Minor 
missionary and he therefore speaks of 
what he,has a personal knowledge of. 
He is introduced to the Canadian pub­
lic in the Montreal Witness by the 
Rev. Principal Grant, of Queen’s Uni­
versity, Kingston, who says that he is 
a man to be absolutely relied on :

May I ask your kind co-operation in 
getting an appeal before the Canadian 
public. This time it is an appeal on be­
half of one of the oldest Christian races 
on the face of the earth, which is, at this 
moment, in imminent danger of being 
wiped out of existence in fire and blood. 
I need not go over the story in its de­
tails, as you have it in the public press. 
Suffice it to say that 50,000 unresisting 
men, women and children have been 
butchered amid the most frightful bar­
barities ; whole districts have been laid 
waste by fire and sword ; the trade and 
industry of six provinces have been de­
stroyed ; mission buildings—colleges, 
schools, chapels and missionary resi­
dences—have been burned with all their 
contents ; thousands and thousands of 
people, largely widowed women and 
fatherless children, are without the shel­
ter of a roof ; five hundred thousand 
Christians are in danger of death from 
hunger and cold, hundreds of them now 
dying every day. God only knows the 
tears and heartache of this long, long 
strain, for this has been going on for 
months.

The New York Chamber of Commerce 
has endorsed the movement to raise five 
million dollars, and a national commit­
tee, with branches in all principal cities, 
has been formed in New York. The Red 
Cross Society is to have charge of the 
work of relief.

A STRIKING CONTRAST. ficit periods in the history of the 
federation. From 1875-6 till 1878-9 there 
were annual deficiencies, totalling alto­
gether eight million dollars. In 1884-5 
and 1885-6, the expenditure also ex­
ceeded the revenue by eight million dol­
lars. In 1893-4 there was a short­
ness of $1,210,332, and last year’s 
deficit makes the total deficiency 
in the twenty-four months $5,- 
364,208. In the expenditure during the 
same period, however, was included 
$4,133,672 on account of the sinking 
fund, so that, in the two years, the ac­
tual increase of the national debt, in 
connection with the consolidated fund 
expenditure, was less than one and a 
quarter millions of dollars. The whole 
increase was $6,891,897, the balance 
being made up by expenditure on rail­
ways and canals, public works, and sub­
sidies granted to railways. The deficits 
since Confederation have, in all, amount­
ed to $22,219,096, in eleven years, while 
the surpluses, in eighteen years, have 
totalled $39,873,069. The difference of 
$17,654,000, as was the case with the ex­
penditure for which the debt was in­
curred, has been used in construction of 
public works or in aid to enterprises for 
the development of the country.

The total revenue of the year was $33,- 
978,129. It was the smallest since 1886-7, 
when the figure was $35,754,993. The 
amount raised from taxation—that is 
customs and excise—was $25,446,198, 
also the smallest in nine years. The re­
ceipts from various sources, postal rev­
enue, the operation of government rail­
ways, sale of lands, etc., amounted to 
$8,531,930. As bearing upon the weight 
of Dominion taxation, the following 
table, showing the total revenue for ten 
years past, and the amounts accrued 
from taxes and from other sources, will 
be instructive :

The difference between Russian rule 

and British rule is clearly seen when 
the chief seaport of Russia on the west­
ern side of the Pacific is compared with 
the chief seaport of Great Britain on its 
eastern side. In Victoria everything is 
peaceful. There is not more than a 
handful of regular soldiers within its 
limits. The neighboring harbor of Es- 
quimalt is, it is true, a naval station, but 
there is not now more than the ordinary 
number of warships on this side of the 
Pacific. The fortifications of the harbors 
are being strengthened, but a visitor to the 
city, or, indeed, its residents, cannot re­
alize that there is anything unusual go­
ing on. Nothing can be more peaceful 
than the aspect of the city and the 
try surrounding it.

It is very different indeed at Vladivo- 
stock. A correspondent of the China 
Gazette, published in Shanghai, who 
visited that seaport in December, says 
that “ the warlike activity prevailing in 
that naval fortress ” is undiminished. 
Men are at work in the hills north and 
south of the town placing heavy guns in 
position and increasing the barrack ac­
commodation. The garrison is of itself 
equal in number to the population of a 
good sized city. Its strength is comput­
ed to be 28,000 men of all arms, but, 
adds the editor of the Gazette, “ our in­
formant had no means of ascertaining 
how many men are in the neighboring 
military towns of Nikolsk, Novo Kieffsb, 
Passiette, Kamirumeloff, all of which 
have in ordinary times extensive bar­
rack accommodation. ”

The fleet of which Vladivostock is the 
principal station consists of fifteen 
ships of different sizes. When that fleet 
left the harbor in October—
fully six thousand soldiers were dis- 
•fcnbuted amongst the fifteen ships, in 
proportion to' their size, and in addition 
to their ordinary crews. None of them 
have since returned. The only 
elusion therefore is that this formidable 
fighting force is still on board the shins. 
This is an event the significance of which 
it is not easy to overstate. They are obvi­
ously not intended for fighting on sea, 
where they would be worse then useless, 
and the crowded condition of the ships, 
each with double or triple its ordinary 
complement, would only add to the diffi­
culties of any naval commander taking 
his ships into action should occasion 
therefor unhappily arise. Why such a 
large force was embarked at all is inex­
plicable unless it was expected that they 
would be required to land somewhere 
in the neighborhood. Our informant 
telle us that these troops are carefully 
kept below out of sight whenever the 
ships are in the neighborhood of 
strangers, and they are only on board 
the big battleships and cruisers.

According to this description Vladivo­
stock is, besides being a great naval 
station, a big military camp, presenting 
at every point a most warlike appear­
ance. Soldiers must throng the streets 
and the sound of preparations for 
must be everywhere heard. What a 
contrast this presents to the peaceful 
aspect of Victoria and Vancouver, in 
both of which all the inhabitants, with 
a very insignificant exception as to num­
bers, are engaged in peaceful occupa­
tions. And the same condition of things 
obtains in the neighboring cities of the 
United States.

The people here, with all trade stop­
ped, and most of the working people 
thrown out of employment, with the 
stress of poverty and the added stress of 
winter upon them, are responding with 
marvellous liberality to the appeal of 
their suffering brethren. Some have 
sold flour from their scanty stores, others 
have taken clothing from their backs 
(and the very best they had), others 
have put themselves on very short allow­
ance of food, while still others, them­
selves objects of charity, have with flow­
ing tears, begged the privilege of some 
task to perform by which they might 
gain a little sum to send. I com­
menced a movement here, and have 
just sent off twenty bales of cloth­
ing and five hundred dollars in cash.

Prayer meetings are frequent and 
crowded. The distinction between the 
Protestant and Gregorian is for the mo­
ment forgotten. I am frequently invited 
to preach in neighboring Gregorian 
churches. There is great thirst for the 
comforting words of Jesus. It seems to 
me that this baptism of fire is to accom­
plish the regeneration of this most in­
teresting people. It is inexpressibly 
touching to see the whole company in a 
church, consisting of hundreds, dron 
upon their knees and join with sobs and 
tears in chanting the old prayer, “ Lord, 
have mercy, O Lord, have mercy upon 
us, and save thy people!”

A glance at these figures indicates that 
the taxation levied under the authority 
of the Canadian parliament is not being 
added to, either actually or relatively to 
the population. It is, on the contrary, 
decreasing. This is due in part only to 
the trade depression, which has for three 
years now been felt throughout the com­
mercial world, affecting the volume of 
impqrts. It is to be attributed in chief 
to the fact that the government made 
a large and general reduction in the 
customs duties, abolishing altogether 
those on some articles of wide consump­
tion. Had the duties of 1890-91 been 
maintained there would have been a 
substantial surplus on the operations of 
last year. And this is where the deficits 
of late years differ from those which 
were the rule when the Liberals were in 
power. There were no reductions in the 
rate of taxation by the Mackenzie Gov­
ernment. It is to be added, also, that 
the deficit of last year was foreseen by 
the Finance Minister, who took meas­
ures, in preparing the estimates for the 
current year, to prevent its recurrence. 
The economy in expenditure calculated, 
and the slight increase in customs duties 
provided for, promise to more than bring 
about an equilibrium in the finances, 
and 1895-6 should go on record as the 
seventeenth year in which a Conserva­
tive government has had a surplus.

The expenditure, $38,132,005, was the 
largest since 1885-6. It exceeded that of 
1883-4 by $546,980. Of this $71,000 was 
due to the increase in the amount paid 
in subsidies to the province, and the cost 
of government in the territories, and 
$351,673 to additional charges on the 
public debt, the cost of which, exclusive 
of the $2,002,311 paid on account of the 
sinking fund, was $10,745,244, or over 27 
per cent, of the total income and 40 per 
cent, of the entire revenue from taxation. 
This is a very high proportion. It 
makes it difficult, if not impossible, to 
secure any important permanent reduc­
tion in the expenditure, and constitutes 
a strong argument against undertaking 
any work that will involve heavy capital 
charges, beyond those necessary to make 
fully available the results of expenditure 
already incurred. The other important 
increases were $243,000 for legislation, 
represented by the cost of the revision 
of the election lists, which will not ap­
pear in this year’s accounts ; $290,000 on 
the militia, which not many will cavil 
at; and $102,000 on premium, discount 
and exchange, an incident of the finan­
cial situation which the government can- 
notcontrol.

There was, compared with 1893-94, a 
reduction of $291,000 in the public works 
expenditure chargeable to income ; of 
$48,000 on the item of arts, agriculture 
and statistics ; and of $130,000 in other 
items. It may be added, also, that the 
cost of collecting the revenue, which was, 
last year, $9,129.416, was $3,200 less than 
in 1893-4, and $323,896 less than in 1890-

BOATS ON THE YDKON.

To the Editor:—At last a comprehen­
sive scheme for the securing of speedy 
transportation to the Yukon district has 
been put on foot by our enterprising Amer­
ican neighbors They have evidently not 
been slow to recognize the fact that a lucra­
tive trade is being developed in that region. 
But, whilst giving them credit for their 
sagacity and enterprise in the matter, there 
are some difficulties in the way which they 
have apparently overlooked, and which, in 
the present nature of things, it would 
be interesting to know how they propose to 
overcome. For instance, the Yukon has 
been specifically mentioned in the treaty 
between Great Britain and the United 
States for purposes of navigation by botli 
nations in common. But this right has 
been confined to the Yukon proper and 
only one of its main tributaries, namely, 
the Porcupine, which takes its rise in Can­
adian territory and after following a cir­
cuitous course of some hundreds of miles 
debouches into the main Yukon on the 
Alaskan side of the boundary. The right 
to navigation in common does not, there­
fore, extend to the numerous navigable 
tributaries emptying into the main river, 
and lying wholly within Canadian terri­
tory. Neither does it extend to the numer­
ous branches and tributaries of the main 
river lying wholly within Alaskan terri­
tory. The difficulty thus presents itself : 
how do the promoters of the scheme pro­
pose to navigate the upper branches and 
lakes of the main river, which are wholly 
within Canadian territory, reaching into 
the northern portion of this province ? The 
only way the difficulty can be overcome is 
by special permission from the Dominion 
authorities, which is not likely to be granted 
in view of the fact that arrangements are 
now being considered for the inauguration 
of transportation facilities on this side of

BRITISH ASSOCIATION.

Preparations are already being made 
in Toronto for the visit there in 1897 of 
the British Association for the Advance­
ment of Science. A meeting of those 
having in hand the arrangements for 
organization has been held, Prof. A. B. 
Macallum, Ph.D., of Toronto University, 
presiding, and committees were appoint­
ed to provide for all the details of the 
congress. The co-operation of all scienti­
fic,literary and commercial bodies in Can­
ada will be sought. The Dominion and 
Ontario governments and the city of 
Toronto will contribute liberally to" the 
fund for expenses. Arrangements will 
be made for the delegates to visit various 
parts of Canada, and a committee will 
prepare guide books, etc.

A WISE AMERICAN.

We hear a great dèal about the tail- 
twisters of the United States, but not 
much about the Americans who look 
upon tail-twisting, no matter by whom 
it is done, as senseless, degrading and 
dangerous. There are many of these 
Americans who never for a moment for­
get that they belong to the British 
and that the people of the United States, 
of all origins, owe a deep debt of grati­
tude to Great Britain.

IN DISTRACTED CUBA.

Havana, Feb. 5.—An earthquake 
shock of an alarming nature 
perienced to-day at Santa Cruz del Sur, 
province of Puerto Principe.

The insurgents have burned the vil­
lage of Yaza, in the district of Gibara, 
and have destroyed by fire the build­
ings, machinery and plantation of Eu­
rope, in the province of Matanzas. A 
squadron of Spanish cavalry at 
the farm of Carmen, in 
the Seiba de Mocha district of 
Matanzas, has had an hour’s engage­
ment with the insurgent bands com­
manded by Carrillo and Torres.

Of the insurgents nine were 
killed, their comrades retiring with 
many wounded. The troops lost one 
officer and one soldier killed and had

A GOOD MOVE.

In yesterday’s Colonist it was noted 
that the Dominion Government, through 
the representations of Col. the Hon. E. 
G. Prior, to whom the matter had been 
suggested by Hon. J. H. Turner, had 
instructed its commercial agent in Aus­
tralasia, Mr. Larke, to make a report 
upon the land systems of those colonies 
and their practical workings. We have 
heard a great deal about these systems 
in this country, much of it contradictory. 
On one side we hear them highly ex­
tolled and on the other severely con­
demned. At this distance it is difficult 
to come to any intelligent conclusion. 
In the Australias and New Zealand 
the land question has occupied 
a good deal of attention, and has 
been the subject of considerable 
experiment. In our own opinion some 
of the experiments have been of doubt­
ful character, but nevertheless it is as 
well to know as much about the matter 
as can be ascertained through reliable 
sources. Already the land problem is 
pressing upon our attention, and the ac­
tion of the Dominion Government is 
timely and commendable. By many 
the importance of the subject was con­
sidered sufficiently great to justify the 
sending of a special commissioner to en­
quire fully into the land laws of Aus­
tralasia, and there are many who would 
have supported such a proposition. Mr. 
Larke is already on the ground, is a 
paid official of the Government, is an 
able man, and by virtue of his position 
has almost unequalled opportunities for 
obtaining the required information.

BADLY FLAVORED NEWS.

It is unfortunate that Canadians have 
not yet been able to get their own 
European news. The news by the 
Atlantic cables is primarily intended for 
American newspapers, and it is too often 
seasoned to suit the American palate. 
Much of it, like the comments of the 
correspondent of the New York Sun on 
Mr. Balfour’s speech, is intensely—we 
had almost written “ insanely,”—anti- 
British. That speech was pacific in its 
tone, and it showed that Great Britain 
is not at daggers’ points with 
all the world — that she feels 
well towards Russia and desires 
to be at peace with the United States. 
That Mr. Balfour, when he spoke in this 
conciliatory way, was not actuated by 
fear or by motives unworthy the repre­
sentative of a brave, a powerful and a 
self-respecting people, may be inferred 
from the attitude which the Govern­
ment of which he is a prominent and an 
influential member assumed when the 
Emperor of Germany the other day used 
language which the Government of 
Great Britain regarded as offensive and 
even threatening. The response 
immediately, clear, firm and deter­
mined. Action was taken with the 
utmost promptness. The Emperor
