“Gen. Buller wires to-day at 10:15
a.m. that Col. Kekewich reported on
Nov. 8 that the bombardment of Kim-
berley on Nov. 7 did no damage, and
there were no casualties.

Its armament will be
thirty howitzers, fourteen 6-inch guns,
eight 5-inch guns and eight 4-inch guns,
the whole train weighing over 3,000 tons.
This will be the first employment of a mod-
ernized siege train by a European army;
and the progress of the reduction of the
forts by lyddite shell fire, preliminary to
_stormlng by infantry, will be watched with
interest and curiosity by all professional
scldiers.

Harassing
The Filipinos.

Americans Bombard and Occupy
a Stronghold But Insur-
gents Move On.

Forty Laggards Captured But
Turned Loose After One
Night’s Detention.

Bv Associated Press.

Manila, Nov. 10.—The landing of
American troops at San Fabian on
Tuesday was the most spectacular af-
fair of the kind since Gen. Shafter’s dis-
embarkation at Daiqueri. The co-oper-
,\ation of the troops and navy was com-
plete. The gunboats maintained a ter-
rific bombardment for an hour while the
troops rushed waist-deep through the
surf under a heayy but badly-aimed rifle
fire from the insurgents’ trenches, and
charged right and left, pouring volley
after volley at the fleeing rebels.

Forty Filipinos were captured, mostly
non-commissioned officers. Several in-
surgent dead and five wounded were
found in a building which had suffered
considerably by the bombardment. ;

The town was well fortified, the sand
dunes were rivetted with bamboo twenty
feet thick, which afforded a fine cover,

The troops camped in the rain during
the night, and ‘in the morning Gen.
Wheaton established his headquarters in
a churech and quartered his men in the
houses and sent the ecaptured Filipinos
beyond the outposts, with orders not to
return. The inhabitants describe all the
roads as practically impassable, and say
they believe Aguinaldo has secreted a
yacht in the river Longapo, near Subig,
for use im his flight when he finds his
capture imminent.

Wednesday was devoted to reconnoiter-

ing. Major Logan went northward to
Santo Anna and burned the Filipino
barracks. Capt. Bucks’ Thirteenth
went to San Jaueinto and disposed of
small  bands.

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Partition of the Troublesome

Group Between Germany
and the United States.

Tonga and Solomon Islands
the Compensation Received
by Great Britain.

Boundaries of Aﬁlcén Posses-
sions Adjusted at Same Time
—All Parties Satisfied.

By Associated Presd.

Berlin, Nov. 8.—It was officially stat-
od this morning that an agreement, sub-
ject to the approval of the United States,
had been reached between Great Brit-
ain and Germany, according to which the
Samoan islands, with the exception of
Tutuila and the adjacent islands, will
become German territory.

By virtue of the agreement the Samoa
Act is repealed, and the island of Upalu,
Savaii and small adjacent islands fall to
Germany as free property and the island
of Tutuila and subsidiary islands go to
the United States, Great Britain, it is
added, renounces all claims to the Samo-
an islands; and Germany, in turn, re-
nounces the claim to the Tonga islands
and to Savage island, in favor of Great
Britain, and also two easterly islands of
the Solomon group, with their insular
surroundings, to Great Britain.

The consular representatives of the
two powers in Samoa and the Tonga is-
lands are to be withdrawn for the’ pre-
sent, the German subjects are to have
the same rights as British subjects 1n
regard to the free and unimpeded enlist-
ment of mative laborers in the whole of
the Solomon group ‘in the possession of
Great Britain, including Choiseul and
San Isabel. -

At the same time an arrangement has
been arrived at between the two powers
by virtue of which the so-called neutral
zong in the hinterland of German Togo-
land and the British Gold Coast will be
divided in such a manner that the boun-
dary of the German and British terri-
tories will be formed by the Falka river
up to a point where the latter cuts the
ninth degree of latitude, thence north
by a line to be fixed by a mixed com-
mission. To this is appended a reser-
vation that the countries of Mamprusi
and Cambase shall fall to Great Britain
and the countries of Yeudi and Chakosi
to Germany, Finally, according to the
decision of the colonial council, Ger-
many has promised to renounce her ex-
tra-territorial rights in Zanzibar till the
expiration of the commercial treaty of
1902 with the proviso that the renuncia-
tion is only effective when the other ma-
tions abandon their extra-territorial
rights in Zanzibar, in favor of Great Bri-
tuin. Regarding the agreement, it is
nnderstood that the United States assent
is regarded as assured.

A further agreement concluded be-
tween Germany, Great Britain and the
United States is to the effect that the
question of compensation for claims for
damage during the late trouble is to be
submitted to an impartial court of arbi-
tration, which will decide all claims.

Waushington, Nov. 8.—Whatever plan
tireat Britain and Germany may agree
apon it was stipulated should be first
submitted to the ratification of the Unit-
ed States. This was necessary as the
chaunge proposed could be made only by
formal treaty which would require the
approval eof the senate. It is believed that
the arrangements proposed now will be
satisfactory to the state department.

The United States is not concerned
with the amount or character of com-
pensation that passes between the other
nations. Besides retaining the coaling
station of Pago-Pago, acquiring the is-

Trip of the British Columbia
Volunteers From Vic-
toria to Quebec.

Capt. Blanchard Writes of the
Reception afid Their
. Departure.

Capt. Blanchard, commanding the
British Columbia right half of Company
A, South African contingent, wrote as
follows on April, just before the pilot
left the Sardinian at the mouth of the
St. Lawrence:

“We got to Kamloops about 2 p. m.,
and as the people had been celebrating
from about 8 p.m., both band and
people were rather hoarse. We passed
Calgary at 2 a.m. Here was another
bard, and I believe about half a dozen
bottles of Scotch were sent aboard,
which were promptly taken charge of
by Sergt. Northeott for distribution, as
required.

“1 was joined by Capt. Hodgins and
six men at Medicine Hat, and found him

a first-rate fellow. At Winnipeg the
people were down in a crowd to meet
us, Captains Williams and Pearse tak-
ing us all on cars mp to the barracks,
where we were well looked after.

“ Coming through the Territories I
think there must have been at least a
dozen bands at various stations on the
line.

“ At Carberry about 5,000 cigars were
put aboard, and some whiskey.

“ At Arnprior, Ont., the ladies were
out in force and had coffee and sand-
wiches for the boys, while at Fort Wil-
liam. they sent aboard about 50 baskets
of grapes, peaches, etc. .

“When we got to Ottawa, Col. Hod-
gins, of the G. G. F. G., and a number
of other officers were there with the
mayor, who made a speech, to which I
replied much on the same lines as in
Victoria. = The ladies handed aboard a
lot of cake. Owing to the crowd and
the difficulty in getting back to the train,
we lost Capt. Hodgins and Gr. Carter,
but they caught another train an hour
later and overtook us.

“ When we arrived at Quebec at 6
a.m., there was no one to meet us. I
telephoned to the Citadel, and they told
us to come up there, and as I happened
to have one of the boys who knew the
town, he piloted us. We were met by
the band about half way. Omn arrival I
found we were not expected and no pre-
paration had been made. At least I
was told to put the men in the cells,
where they were at least out of the
wind.

“1 could get no breakfast for them for
some time, but at last, with Major Ar-
nold’s assistance, got them something out
of the canteen.

“They had a church parade at 11
o'clock, only a few fatigue men being
excused. I very mearly missed it, as it
had been cancelled and afterwards put
on again. It rained terribly and was
very muddy.

‘“We had a parade and inspection this
morning and then marched to the Es-
planade, where there was a lot of speech-
ifying, after which we marched to the
steamer and embarked.

“When we left I never saw such
crowds as occupied every point of van-
tage. We were accompanied down the
river by about six excursion steamers,
and the noise of their whistling was
deafening.

‘“The arrangements on board for the
officers are fair, but the men are very
crowded.

“ Remember me to all friends and
thank them for the kind wishes they
have expressed.

progressed very rapidly.

“STAGGERING HUMANITY.”

Reports of a treacherous use of white
flags by the Boers coming from native
sources are not received with complete
credit, but at the same time their reit-
eration is making an unfavorable im-
pression. One paper asks sarcastically
whether President Kruger’s reference
in his message to America to ‘“‘staggering
humanity” meant the Boer use of white
flags.

PIETERMARITZBURG DEFENCE.

A despatch from Durban gives details
which though rather indefinite seem to
show that the Natal volunteers are mov-
ing their guns, which are not sufficiently
mobile for field service, from Estcourt to
Pietermaritzburg to assist the defence of
the latter in thé event of an attack. At
Estcourt and Pietermaritzburg the de-
fensive works have been greatly strength-
ened within the last few days and they
are now believed capable of holding the
town against any Boer force such as
Gen. Joubert would at the present junc-
ture risk sending. Both are likely to be
strengthened before the week i§ out by
a further naval force and even by the
first detachment of Gen. Buller’s army
corps.

Advices from Naaumpoort, Cape Col-
ony, filed Monday morning, says that
on learning that the Boers were relaying
the rails at Morvalspont the railway de-
partment destroyed the culvert between
Arundel and Tweendale.

LOOKING FOR TROOPSHIPS,

None of the troopships have arrived.
The one which it was predicted might
reach Capetown on Monday is as yet un-
announced and even when it does ar-
rive there, it will have three days’ steam-
ing to reach Durban. As many as six
transports with 4,500 troops were expect-
ed to be in Capetown harbor by this time
but the war office last evening issued
a statement to the effect that the only
arrivals at Capetown were the Sumatra
from Durban with wounded, the South-
ern Cross from Gibraltar with mules,
and the collier Wenvoe.

Of course it is possible that despatch
boats have been sent to meet the troop-
ships with instructions to proceed direct
to Durban and in that event the war
office statement that not one has arrived
at Capetown would be literally accurate,
even though several should be half way
between Capetown and Durban.

COLONIAL ASSISTANCE.

London, Nov. 8.—Mr. Chas. T. Richie,
president of the board of trade, speaking
this evening in Loughton paid a warm
tribute to the “ready assistance and loy-
alty of the colonies displayed in a time
of difficulty and danger,” and to *the
friendiy attitude of the United States
which shows that the Americans are
with us in the struggle for the freedom
of our fellow subjects in South Africa.”

THE QUEEN'S SYMPATHY.

London, Nov. 8.—Her Majesty has
written a letter of condolence to the
mother of the late Commander Egerton
of the British cruiser Powerful, who was
fatally wounded by the explosion of a
shell at the bombardment of Ladysmith
on November 2, when as a gunnery lieu-
tenant he was in charge of one of the
cruiser’s big guns.

Boers Tell of

Nicholson’s Nek

British Shells Made the Hills a
Veritable Inferno of Hiss-
ing Fragments.

Boer Gunners Driven From
Their Posts=- Their Early
Practice Was Deadly.

By Associated Press.

Capetown, Nov. 5.—The following is
a Boer description of the battle of Nich-
olson’s Nek:

“Gen. Joubert was in supreme com-
mand., The Britishers advanced in the
darkness on the Republic’s force on the
right on the hill occupied by the Free
Staters commanded by Gen. Cronje. A
stampede of mules threw the whole force
into disorder.

“The British batteries were observed
in a long line on the piains in the direc-
tion of the Boers’ centre along Table
Hill, from where our artillery opened on
the English batteries coming into posi-
tion from Lombard’s kop with a Cruesot.

The second shell fell in their midst. It
was followed by shot after shot, drawing
the British concealed batteries.

“From six to twelve the hill was a
veritable inferno of hissing whistling
fragments of shells. At first the British
shells failed to reach the hill where the
Boer fire told heavily.

“Eventually the British reached the
Boers and showered shells on our gun-
ners. The Roers could only occasionally
fire their guns. While a wounded gun-
ner bandaged himself another fought,
oblivious of the fragments of shells at
his- back. Dr. Holds was Kkilled while
baudaging the wounded.

“In the meanwhile the burghers got
their howitzers further forward and into
play and the extreme end of Meyer’s bat-
tery got in deadly work.”

The remainder of the despatch has not
been received.

BANK OLBERK NOT GUILTY.

Winnipeg Jury Decline to Credit the
Story of the Chicago Detective.

Winnipeg, Nov. 8.—(Special)—The trial
of J. W. Anderson for robbing Molsons
Bank of $62,000 reached a conclusion
this afternoon at 12:55, when the jury
returned a verdict of “not guilty.”

The charge of Judge Bain was very
lengthy and favored the prisoner, as he
said he would not accept as evidence a
confession if it were made public by De-
tective Davis.. Throughout the judge's
charge Anderson gave every evidence of
the closest attention. He leaned forward
in the box and listened to every word.

The ladies were largely in evidence.
and there was a bevy of them about the
prisoner’s box, a number of whom, afte:

The cheering continued for
fully three minutes, the court officials
vainly endeavoring to restore order, and
by that time Anderson was out of the
box and half way across the court in the
hands of friends. Not only Anderson,
but his mother, brothers and friends who
have stood by him received the congratu-
lations of the crowd. :

When order had been restored, the
usual announcements for the re-assem-
bling of the court were made and the
case was over. The verdict is popular
with citizens, who placed no confidence
in the story told by Davis, the detective.

WHEN BOERS ARE VANQUISHED

Blacks May Attempt to Settle Old
Scores With Them—The Talk
of Intervention.

London, Nov. 7.—Rear-Admiral Lord
Charles Beresford, speaking at Sunder-
land last evening, confessed he regarded
with great apprehension what might be
the attitude of the blacks towards the

vanquished ‘when the British had con-
quered the Boers. “I must repeat,”
said Lord Beresford, ‘that in view of
such a contingency the government is
not even now sending out sufficient
troops. Als to the possibility of foreign
interference, I consider that the great
naval, military and financial resources
of the Empire are calculated to ward off
any undue BEuropean dictation.”

Berlin, Nov. 7.—Commenting upon a
rumor from Amsterdam that Dr. Leyds,
the diplomatic representative of the
Transvaal in Europe, had declared that
the intervention of France, Russia and
Germany in the Transvaal was now as-
sured, the Kolnische Zeitung says: “We
do not know what. Dr. Leyds may have
said, but the matter of his supposed
statement is false in every respect.
Neither France nor Russia has shown
the slightest inclination, either with or
without Germany, to set the South
African question on the orders of the
day.”

London, Nov. 7.—The French press
has been cheerfully announcing the issue
of letters of marque by the Transvaal
government, and prediets the havoe
which privateers may work among Brit-
ish merchantmen, and even transports.
In this Paris journalism finds in part
explanation for the mobilization of the
British special service squadron. - Berlin
journalism treats the suggestion of
privateering with skepticism.

NO ARBITRATION SCHEME.

German Government Amnnounces That
No Representations From the
Powers Have Been Submitted.

Berlin, Nov. 7.—Regarding the alleged

scheme for -arbitrating the Transvaal
auestion, a semi-official despatch has
been issued as follows:

“ Nothing whatever is known here of
a common plan of action on the part of
Russian, France or Spain on the Trans-
vaal question. In any case it may be
nositively stated that no such plan has
been brought to the knowledge of the
German government from any quarter
whatever, and therefere it has never
been in a position to reject any such or
similar’ proposals.”

‘Washington, Nov. 7.—The Russian
Ambassador, Count Cassine, who is just
back from a long visit to Europe, was
seen at the Russian embassy to-day and
talked on international questions which
bave engaged public attention recently.
As to European sentiment concerning the
South African war, Count Cassine said:
“Of course all Europe is watching this
conflict with profound interest and con-
c¢ern, but it is the interest of observers,
and there is no suggestion or thought of
any intervention or move of any kind
from outside quarters. The loss of life
which is occurring is particularly regret-
table and it is to the interest of all that

peace should be speedily restored.”

Folly of Hiving Permitted Con-
ditions Exposing Few Troops
to Early Reverses.

British Interests Will Be Secured
for Future—The Samoans
Well Traded.

By Assoclated Press.

London, Nov. 9.—At the Guildhall
banquet to-night, the Marquis of Salis
bury, Lerd Wolseley, Mr. Ritchie, Lord
George Hamilton, Lord Halsbury, the
Lord Chief Justice, the Duke of Marl
borough and a few minor diplomats wer
present. Mr. Chamberlain was not there
Lord Salisbury and Lord Wolseley were
warmly welcomed as they passed from
the reception in the Mbrary into the ban-
quetting hall.

The Lord Mayor proposed ‘“The Minis-
ters,” in a speech in which he vigorously
Jdenounced the ignorant arrogance of the
invader, dwelling on the fact that Sir
Alfred Milner in spite of herculean ex-
ertions was unable to “prevail with the
overbearing, corrupt oligarchy, therefore
other of our champions have business on
their hands.” .

The Commander in Chief

Replying to the toast to ‘“The Army,”
proposed in warm terms by Ald. Relear,
Lord Wolseley said:

“Every day applications are received
from.volunteers in all parts of the Em-
pire, who wish to be sent to the fromt, 1
am proud of the sailors, soldiers and
volunteers who are all on guard. We
have work before us, for our foe is brave
and it is mo mimic warfare in which we
are engaged. When one reads of the
work which our local forces in Natal
bhave done in the past few weeks one
must deem them worthy of standing side
by side with the best regulars. We at

presenit have only mobilized one army
corpsg, consisting of 53,000 men, of
whom 44,000 are already on the way to
the Cape. Mo-day orders have been sent
to mobilize another division, and if call-
ed upon by the ministers to mobilize an-
other army corps we are quite prepared
to do se. e

The British Premier

Lord Salisbury, rising at a quarter
past nine, was greeted with intense en-
thusiasm, prclonged cheers, and a gen-
eral waving of handkerchiefs. The Pre-
mier said:

*“I have had to answer for many years
similar kinds of receptions in this hall,
but never before under comditions which
justified me in appealing so confidently
for your sympathy and support as in the
present grave state of public affairs.

“Before turning to the serious point,
my duty is to inform you that our situ-
ation in South Africa is the only part ot
our relations with other nations to which
any term of apprehension or doubt can
be applied. For several years our rela-
tions with and cordial feeling tewards
our kinsmen on the other side of the At-
lantic have been constantly growing, and
though neither do we interfere in the af-
fairs of their continent nor they inter-
fere in the affairs of ours, we feel now
that we can always look for sympathy
and a fair hearing among those who
share with us the vast mission for the
advancement of mankind.

THE ATTITUDE OF EUROPE.

“But perhaps you think I am sanguine
in saying that on the Continent of Eur-
ope we have no hostility to fear. There
is undoubtedly a certain acerbity of
tone among the writers for the foreign
press, but 1 do not believe that the trend
of this opinion affects the people of for-
cign mations, I am quite certain it
does  not affect the Governments;
and I ° will say that I have
noted, as one of the cheering symptoms
of the present time, the happy relations
existing between the United States and
ourselves (cheers), and the sympathy
with which we watch their approach to-
wards the same great problems we ¢ur-
selves have had to solve.

“That is not to say 1 do not feel the
greatest sympathy with their late an-
tagonist, the kingdom of Spain. We en-
tertain the highest hope that out of that
war a blessing in disguise will come in
an abundant *growth of civilization and
culture in that ancient and most interest-
ing ‘monarchy.

PARTING WITH SAMOA.

“This morning you had intelligence of
an agreement between ourselves and one
of the great Continental states with
which for many years we have enter-
tained relations of sympathy and fnen_d-
ship beyond others. Samoa is not in it-
self a very important matter; but it was
important because it constituted a sub-
jeet of difference between oursel_ves and
a nation whose good will we prize very
highly. T do not know entirely the reas-
on why the German, people and govern-
ment attach so much importance to
Upolu; but they do, and we are very
glad to find the means Whe_reby, without
the least diminishing the _nghts of Eng-
land, we are able to gratify their views
and sentiments. ¢

“ The agreement is somewhat compli-
cated, but roughly it may be said that
the (Germans had great interest in ‘this
island because they had invested large
amounts in its cultivation and because
they had censtructed a great commercial
trade of which they are proud. The
islands, therefore, are of great value to
them. To us, on the sther hand, islands
are generally only valmable when they
furnish good harbors. Upolu furnishes
a very bad harbor. You will remember
the great hurricane when a British man-
of-war escaped and when the German
and American men-of-war were de-
stroved. In these circumstances we are
«lad to accept a renuneiation of Ger-
many over another island, Tonga, where
there is an admirable, an inimitable har-
bor. We took the harbor and Germany
took the territory, in which for many
reasons the Germans are interested.

"1 believe we have arrived at a very
remarkable phenomenon—an agreement
Which g pleasant and advantageous to
hoth powers, but this is an interesting
particular, because it indicates that at

“ Re g the feeling expressed
twice or thrice that the want of,troops
is due to a want of action on the part
of the home government, I would point
out that there have been two or three
yoices. . Two or three months ago we
were told by the most authoritative voice
outside the government that there was
no need for military preparations. But
neither of those criticisms is at all rele-
vant to the events which have been tak-
ing place., It has been often said, es-
pecially abroad, that we are a strong
nation attacking a weak one; but so
long as the principal part of our forces
is separated by an interval of four or
five weeks from the field of action, it
would rather be true to say that we are
a weak nation fighting a strong nation.
Elements of distance are vital and es-
sential in this matter,

“It would have been nothing to the
purpose to issue proclamations for re-
serves some weeks earlier, For what
was the cause of war, and what was the.
cause of the ultimatum? It was not
because of any demand we had made.
It so happens that at the moment the
ultimatum was issued we had withdrawn
our demands, and there was no demand
before the Transvaal gevernment. = It
was because we had taken measures to
increase the amount of our forces in
South Africa; but if that had been done
a few months. sooner exactly the same
result would have taken place. The
moment you had shown signs of raising
your force to an equality with the force
opposed to it, that mement the ultima-
tum would have been issued and war
would have begun. (Cheers).

“ It is not, therefore, right to say that
there was not adequate military prepara-
tion. The evil dates farther back. It
dates' to those unfortunate arrange-
ments in 1881 and 1884 by which we
delibertaely permitted a community ob-
viously hostile to enjoy the unbounded
right of accumulating munitions of war
against us. Year after year accumula-
tions were made which could only be
directed against us.

EARLY REVERSES INEVITABLE.

“ Hampered by these arrangements it
was impossible that we should avoid the
interval of trial and danger necessarily
to intervene between the moment when
war was declared and the moment when
our forces could accept the contest and
appear upon the field. That interval has
nearly passed. Our troops are begin-
ning to arrive.

“ Foreign nations have complimented
us upon the calmness with which we
have received the intelligence -of occa-
_sional checks. Whatever strategy there
might ‘be, we were well aware that the
beginning of our conflict with the Boers
must be marked by a retirement of our
troops from positions they were not
strong enough to occupy.- It is neces-
sary that they should wait for sufficient
reinforcements. I do not attempt to
forecast the future; I only say that my
faith in the British soldier is unbounded,
and I am deeply gratified to feel that he
is in the vigorous and sagacious hands
of Gen. Buller.

_FRENCH, ORITIC_OHAFFED.

“ Regarding the future I will only_ de-
precate some <very strange assertions
that I see occasionally in the Continental
press. Only the other day I saw it as-
serted, not by a chance writer but by a
man who has been a member of a French
government, that this war had for its
object the gratification of the lusts of
greedy Lords who desired to partition
among themselves the gold and diamonds
of the Transvaal. Now,I beg to assure
this gentleman that Her Majesty’s gov-
ernment have not had a farthing from
the Transvaal or from any other gold
field. There is the Yukon, about which
there ‘was mno contest. If there had
been any chance of our gaining advan-
tages, the Yukon gold fields should have
yvielded something; but I appeal to my
friend Lord Hamilton to know if the
cabinet ever had a farthing from them.
(Laughter).

“1 go further. England as a whole
would have no advantage from the pos-
session of gold :mines except as her gov-
ernment conferred the blessings of good
administration mpon those engaged in
the industry. All successful industry
breeds commerce, and all commerce pro-
duced is to the advantage of England;
and all interests and commerce flourish
better under her good government than
under any other regime in thq world.
But that is the limit of our interest.
What we desire is equal rights for all
men of all races and security for our
fellow-subjects :and our Empire.

A XOTICE TO EUROPE.

“ The hour for asking by what means
this result can ‘be obtained is not yet
come; but these are the objects and
the only objects we seek. We do not
allow any .other .consideration to cross
our path. i

*“1 have seen it suggested— and it
seems to me a wild suggestion—that the
other powers will interfere with tl}ls
country and in gome form or other dic-
tate to those whe .are concerned in it as
to what its upshet should be. Don’t let
any man think it is in that fashion the
conflict will be cencluded. We shall
have to carry it through ourselves, aqd
the interference of anybody else will
have no effect upon it (cheers), in the
first place because we would not accept
that interference, and in the second
place because we are convinced that
there is no such idea in the minds of any
government in the werld.

“ Within my recollection there have
been some five or six great wars involy-
ing in their close great territorial modifi-
cations, but except as provided for by
treaties and excepting the case of treat-
ies, in none of those wmvars has a third
party ventured to interfere between the
combatants. In none of these wars has
any nation claimed a right to determine
what the issue of the contest or its terms
should be. They have not claimed that
right, because they cannot. It is not in
accordance with international law tha
they should possess it. Therefore such
dreams should be set aside,

NO MORE BOER WARS.

“ Whenever we are victorions we shal
consult the vast interests committed to
our care. Vast duties lie upon us to per-
form, and taking counsel of the uniform
interests of our colonial government and
of the moderation and equal justice to
all races of men which it is our uniform
practice to observe, I do not doubt we
shall so arrange that the issue of this

Boers Howled for Mercy From
Cavalry—Buller Takes Ef-
fective Steps.

By Associated Press.

London, Nev. 9.—The feeling of relief
inspired by recent good tiding from Natal
is tinged by a certain amount of anx'iety
less Gen. White should make some mis-
step involving a repetition of the Nichol-
son Nek disaster, Her Majesty does not
share this anxiety, howevér, and it is as-
serted that she has written #o Lady
White expressing sympathy with her hus-
band in the trials and difficulties he is
now, experiencing, and assuring Lady
White of her own undiminished confi-
dence in his generalship. ‘The purport of
this letter has been cabled to Gen. White
by the Marquis of Lansdowne.

The most interesting news to-day is a
despatch from Estcourt announcing the
departure of a strong force of mounted
corps and artillery for a destination not
given by advices.

Another message announces the arrival
at Estcourt and Pietermaritzburg with-
ing the last few days of reinforcements
from Durban, and that 3,500 troops are
assembled ready for entering Colenso
when' the opportunity arrives., The lat-
ter despatch throws light on the former
and the force which left Hstcourt Mon-
day Inst. doubtless re-occupied Colenso
and possibly is now advaacing cautiously
toward Ladysmith, Gen. White’s sortie
of Friday, almost to the banks of the
Tugela river, encouragmg its commander
in the hope of joining hands with him.

Gen. Joubert, the latest advices indi-
cate, drew in his horns after Friday’s
engagement and has since withdrawn
the southern Boer contingent, leaving
only outposts on the line from Ladysmith
to Colenso. The Boers who occupied
Colenso about the middle of last week
retired without damaging the Bulwer
bridge over the Tugela river or the rail-
way as far north as the village of Nel
thorpe, seven miles south of Ladysmith.
Evidently they nurse a hope of utilizing
both in their descent upon Pietermaritz-
burg. The British are able to use both,
as they have already done in running up
an armored train which may at the pres-
ent moment be covering the advance of
the HEsteourt force.

GOOD NEWS PROMISED.

London, Noy., 8.—The Daily Mail has
the following from Queenstown, Oape
Colony, dated Sunday night: * The rail-
way staff is withdrawing from all the
border stations between this and De Aar.
There is no cause for alarm, however,
with reference ~ to the border towns.
Gen. Bauller has taken effective steps to
check ' the Boer advance. Censorship
prevents particularizing, but you may
expect good news soon.”

BOERS HOWLED FOR MERCY.

Durban, Natal, -Nov. 5.—Other infor-
mation confirms the statement of native
witnesses respecting the severity of the
fighting on both Friday and Saturday at
Ladysmith. The natives assert that the
Boers were so cut up that they howled
for mercy on the field and covered their
bodies.

Ladysmith is crowded with Boer pris-
oners and wounded, the latter presenting
horrible evidence ot the swordsmanship
of the eavalry. The Gordon Highland-
ers suffered severely in the fighting.

A BRUTAL ANSWER.

Estcourt, Natal, Nov. 6.—Mr. Bernard,
proprietor of the railway hotel at Lady-
smith, has arrived here with a compan-
ion having eluded the Boer outposts by
night riding along Kaffir paths. He con-
firms the report that when Gen. White
requested that the women and children
be permitted to depart, Gen. Joubert re-
plied he would allow them to go unaer
the muzzles or fire of lus guns. Mr. Ber-
rard says that none of the British artil-
lery is able to eope with the Beer siege
guns, )

RE-OPENING THE RAILWAY.

London, Nov. 9. (4:30 a.m.)—It is as-
serted under Sunday’s date from HEst-
~ourt that Gen. White received a mess-
age from Sir Redvers Buller on Satur-
day. So far, however, no message ap-
pears to have been received in I.ondon
from Gen. White concerning Thursday’s
and Friday’s sorties.

A spacial despateh frem Pietermaritz-
burg dated Sunday says: “It is confi-
dently expected that railway communica-
tion will be restored with Ladysmith
within a few hours.” ;

SKIRMISHING AT LADYSMITH.

Official Reports Up to Monday Show
British Harassing the Attack-
ing Force.

London, Nov. 7.—The following is the
text of a despateh from Gen. Buller:

Capetown, Nov. 7.—(12:55 p. m.)—The
following despatch has been received
from the general commanding at Est-
court, dated November 6:

“ Since Friday there has been a cessa-
tion of hostilities. A note was sent that
day to Gen. Joubert by Gen. White, at
the request of the mayor, asking per-
mjssion for non-combatants, sick and
wounded to go south. = Gen. Joubert re-
fused the request, but agreed to all-ow
them to go to a special camp, four miles
from Ladysmith, The townspeqple re-
fused to accept this offer- The sick and
wounded and a few inhabitants were
moved yesterday at the outposts.

“Friday’s bombardment was heavy.
Shells fell in the hospital, and one burst
in a hotel during luncheon. No one was
injured. The only casualty in town
from shells thus far is a Kaflir killed.

“ There was a smart action on Friday
towards Dewdorp. Troops under Gen.
Brocklehurst drove the Boers back a
considerable distance and disabled a gun.
There was also fighting near Bulwana.
Our loss altogether was eight killed and
about twenty wounded.

“ Ninety-eight of the Dundee wounded
arrive here. All are doing well

“ The position here iz now believed to
be entirely safe. It has been greatly
strengthened during the last twenty-four
hours. People have deserted their
dwellings and are living in bomb-proof
places, safe from shell-firing, There are
plenty of good stores of all kinds.:

Large Crowd at the Drill Hall
Last Evening Cheer Patri-
otic Seqtlment.

Concert in Ald of the Mansion
House Fund an Immense
' Success.,

It was a truly enthusiastic crowd that
gathered in the Drill hall last evening,
the occasion of the grand concert in aid
of the Mansion House Fund for the aid
of the families of the men who fell bat-
tling for Great Britain in South Africa.
And they were given lots of opportunity
to display their patriotism not only in
cheering and applauding the patriotic
sentiments expressed in song and verse,
but also in a substantial way, a huge
sheet being spread across the stage to
receive the shower of silver which ac-
companied Mrs, Tomkinson’s recitation
of Kipling’s “Absent-Minded Beggar.”
The committee thought that probably
from $20 to $50 would be collected in
this way. Instead. something over $130
was thrown into the sheet, making the
total receipts for the evening $500. Dur-
ing  the recital of the ‘“Absent-Minded
Beggar” the enthusiasm ran high, but
it was fully equalled when Miss Lottie
Ellis sang “The Soldiers of the Queen”
and “Tommy Atkins.”

On the whole, financially and other-
wise, the concert was a great success,
despite the downpour of rain and con-
sequent muddy streets, which certainly
kept many away. There were 1,500 peo-
ple in the hall and at that it was not
crowdcgd, lots of room being left for pro-
menading. The concert was opened with
a flourish of bugles, the buglers blowing
the first blast at the door and then
marching around the hall. The Fifth
Regiment band followed with “God
Biess the Prince of Wales” and “The
Mgple Leaf Ferever,” both popular airs
being received with great c¢heering and
applause, ~Mrn, Herbert Kent was in
splendid voice and received rousing en-
cores for his two solos, “Red, White and
Blue” and “Her Majesty.” Master Me-
Kenzie gave two bagpipe selections to
liven up the Scotsmen present, his first
being “The Battle of Omdurman,” and
for an encore “Cock o the North.”
The quartette, “A Soldier’s Farewell,”
by Messrs. Goward, Worlock, Kent and
\Yol'lastou, was one of the prettiest
pieces of the evening, was well sung and
received a well deserved encore, Mr.
H. Moxton was likewise recalled for
his solo, ‘Hearts of Oak.” Tt was safe
to say that Capt. Clive Phillips-Wolley’s
poem, “The Sea Queen Wakes,” was
never better presented to the public than
it was last evening by Mrs. Tomkinson,
who rendered it with all the vim neces.
nary to bring out the enthusiasm of the
great gathering. The band followed
with “British Grenadiers,” and Mr.
Frank Leroy sang “Rule Britannia,” the
latter receiving an encore. Then came
Miss Lottie Ellis in a neat and natty
uniform of red to sing “Soldiers of the
Queen.” She soon had the audience
with her and the rafters of the big hall
rang with the echoes of the song which
Miss Ellis has made popular in Vietoria
and Vancouver at least since the omt-
break of hostilities. At the rear of the
stage were a group of ‘“Soldiers of the
Queen” in the various uniforms of -the
British army, making a very pretty set-
ting. Twice did Miss Ellis repeat parts
of the song, but even this did not satisfy
the audience, so she sang “Tommy At-
kins” and got the crowd going again.

There was another lively secene when!

Mrs. Tomkinson recited the ‘‘Absent-|

Minded Beggar.” This poem which has'

set all Britons thinking of those left at
home by the men who nave gone to fight
for Britain, was cheered at every line,
Mrs. Tomkinson scoring an even bigger
hit with this than she did in “The Sea
Queen Wakes.” As she raised her voice
to say “Pay, Pay, Pay,” silver from
nickels to dollars flew from all parts of
the hall to the stage, keeping those who
had been placed there for the purpose
busy gathering it up. “The Big Four”

followed with the quartette, ‘“Just as thel

Sun Went Down,” and Miss I. Loewen
sang very sweetly “Home, Sweet Home.”
Never has Miss Loewen’s voice been
heard to better advantage than it was
last evening, the notes ringing clearly
throughout the hall. The band closed
the concert with “Rule Britannia” and
“God Save the Queen,” but before leav-
ing the hall the audience cheered for the
Queen and the soldiers in South Africa.
The committee made a special price of
admission of 10 cents for the men of
the army, navy and militia attending in
uniform, but to a man those who attend-
ed refused to accept the reduction, pay-
ing 25 cents, as did the others present.
To those who took part in the concert
and particularly to Miss Ellis, who came
from Vancouver for the purpese, and to
the proprietors of the Savoy theatre, who
excused her from attendance at a per-
formance and paid the expenses of the
trip, the committee offer their thanks.
Likewise they desire to thank the Inver-
tavish nursery for the flowers and plants
with which the platform was decorated,
and those gentlemen who served at the
door and in other capacities. All contri-
buted to the success of an affair, which
will show to the people of the Empire
that although far away from the centre,
the people of Victoria have ever in mind
their Queen, their country and the men
who fight for her, and are ever willing
to do their share when occasion arises.

Ladysmith appears to be safe for the
present and to be able to take care of
itself until Gen. Buller either comes to
the rescue or makes such ‘a movement
-elsewhere as will counteract the opera-
tions of Gen. Joubert’s force in Natal.
Looking at it from a civilian’s point of
view, good policy seems to dictate that
Gen. Buller shall try conclusions with
the Boers in Natal, at least sufficiently
to permit Gen. White ¢o retire from
Ladysmith in safety. ™The destruction
of the railways in the Orange Free
State will render a rapid advance in
that direction impossible, and it is al-
ways possible that Gen. Joubert may be
able to defeat Gen. White’s force before
Gen. Buller can acecomplish much in the
way of invasion. If he could do so,
and then move his victorious army down
to Durban, the Boers would have access
to the sea, which is one of the things to
be prevented. Moreover, it is highly
Aimportant that we should not permit the
enemy to enter any further upon our
territory. As the despatchqsl say, Gen.
White cannot hold out indefinitely,
which does not mean that he cannot do
so fer some weeks yet, but only that the
end of his supplies, including ammuni-
tion, cannot be very far off. It seems
highly important, therefore, that he shall
be relieved without delay.

We do not attach much importance to
the rumor that Gen. White is short of
ammunition for the heavy guns brought
up from- the Powerful. Doubtless he
deems it expedient to husband his sup-
ply, especially as the Boer fire is doing
very little damage. Neither do we
place any reliance upon the Amsterdam
story of 600 of our troops being either
killed or wounded a week ago. If Lord
Salisbury knew of such a serious loss
he would hardly have refrained from
mentioning it, or at least hinting at it,
at the Mansion House dinner.

The official confirmation of the reports
ihat the Boers do not respect a flag of
truce is unpleasant reading, and there
will now be a general disposition to be-
lieve the very -numerous and serious
statements of this nature that have been
made. e

The arrival of troopships at the Cape,
which has now fairly begun, will greatly
change the face of things. The de-
spatches say that even with his reinforce-
ments Gen. Buller will find it dificult to
drive the Boers out of Natal witheut
great loss of life. As Napoleon once
said, “ One cannot make omelets with-
out breaking eggs,” but we faney that
Gen. Buller will be strategist enough to

SALISBURY'S SPEECH.

Tord Salisbury’s Mansion House speech
was a notable delivefance. The remark
abla feature about it was the frankness
and its resoluteness. No one can give
the slightest excuse for misunderstand-
ing the attitude of the British govern-
ment in regard to South Africa. Lord
Salisbury appreciates the gravity of the
task in hand and the great responsibility
which Great Britain has been forced to
assume, but there is not a hint of wav-
ering, The unpleasant duty is to be
discharged. There is to be no shirking.
When Great Britain has settled with the
South African republics there will be
no question open to cause trouble in the
future.

The references of the Premier to the
reports of foreign interference is the sort
of thing that people like to read. The
whole world is informed that Great Bri-
tain will not tolerate ‘any interference;
but the additional statement is.made
that no nation contemplates such a thing.
This talk of foreign interference eman-
ated from people whose ideas of the man-
ner in which international disputes are
conducted are extremely hazy. For the
most part they originated in the United
States whence they were cabled to Eur-
ope. The average United States mews-
paper man has very little conception of
how nations conduct their affairs. He
has in his mind the senate of his own
country, which with a view to influence
votes at an approaching election wunder-
takes to censure first one government and
thenp another. He does not stop to think
that if foreign nations interfered in such
matters as those engaging attention in
South Africa, the world would be in
constant turmoil. Well-informed people
never saw any reason to expect inter-
vention, and doubtless Lord Salisbury in
referring to the matter meant his obser-
vations as much for the ears of Presi-
dents Kruger and Steyn as for any one
else. :

The statement as to the future of
South Africa is as explicit as any one
has a right to expect. It is never wise
to jump before you have reached the
stile, and though the stile is in sight

there is some distance and considerablef

rough country to be covered before we
get there. In the ‘meanwhile we know
the general lines on which it is proposed
ultimately to deal with the South Afri-
can question, and it is clear that the two

republics will not be allowed to have an
independent existence, but that British

paramountcy will take a form that will
leave no question as to its scope.

The references to Germany are calcu-
lated to create a profound impression in

| in terms of congratulation of the rela-
| tions' between our Empire and the great

Republic.

Lord Wolseley's remarks in regard to
the preparedness of the army are highly
satisfactory, Only a month had elapsed
Since Kruger sent out his uitimatum and
yet the commander-in-chief was ablg to
say that an army of 53,000 men had been

'mobilized and that 44,000 of them were

even then on their way to the seat of
war. In point af fact at the time Lord
Wolseley was speaking the first troop-
ships had already arrived at the Cape.
He made the further statement that or-
ders had gone out for the mobilization
of another army division, and if a third
is needed it can be promptly supplied.
The value of this information is very
great. It means that without any extra-
ordinary effort and simply by trusting to
the volunteer system, we can put in the
field ready to go to any quarter of the
globe, a complete modern army of 150,000
men, and this without calling on India
and the colonies . for assistance. Not
only could we do this, but our navy could
sweep the seas and destroy the seaports
of any hostile power. This statement
give great emphasis to Lord Salisbury’s
remark about foreign interference not
being tolerated.

THE MANSION HOUSE FUND.

The volunteer commitee was able yes-
terday to cable to London the sum of
£100 as a first contribution from the
citizens of Victoria to the Mansion House
fund for the widows and orphans of sol-
diers, who fall in the war now in pro-
gress in South Africa, and for such other
purposes ‘as are embraced in the trust
upon which the fund is being contribut-
ed. We think that the people of Victoria
will greatly appreciate the fact that this
city has been the first in the colonies to
send forward a contribution to this fund.
We also think ‘that there will be very
general satisfaction felt at the proposal
to have a second entertainment of a
character similar to that of Thursday
night, The great advantage of this
means of raising contributions is that it
enables every one to do a little, thereby
making the fund a popular one in the
strictest sense of the word. Several per-
sons threw $5.00 bills into the sheet in
the drill hall. Their names are not
known and the donors did mot want
them to be known. The committee have
opened an account in the Bank of Brit-
ish Columbia into which funds can be
paid by any one who so desires. The
committee took this action because some-
thing of the kind seemed necessary and
contributions have already been received.

The Mayor has given notice that he
will open funds in the several city banks
for the same object. His Worship was
invited by the Colonist to take the lead
in tl{o movement which led to Thursday
night’s concert and also by Mr. Ridge-
way Wilson; but he said he had not time
to attend to it. It is satisfactory that
His Worship has since been able to find
time to assist in giving effect to a move-
ment which the assemblage in the drill
hall showed to be an exceedingly popular
one,

VICTORIA WEST.

In his speech at the meeting held in
Victoria West on Thursday evening, the
Rev. D. MacRae said that the news-
papers were the quarter to which the
people of that portion of the city must
lcok for justice, and although he did not
say so in as many words, he clearly im-
plied that in his opinion the press had
rot done its full duty in this particular.
‘We think we shall have to plead guilty
but this has not been because of any
lack of appreciation of the right of the
people across the Arm to fair play, but
sclely because other matters have been
engrossing all the attention which the
Colonist has been able to give to city
matters. ~We shall endeavor to make
amends, "

One of the matters spoken of at the
meeting was the desirability of providing
some suitable recreation ground in that
part of the city. We do not wish to
commit the Colonist to any definite plan
of doing this; but we have no hesitation
whatever in saying that the idea ought
to receive the best consideration that can
be given it. Possibly such a recreation
place as would suit the residents of
the western section would be sufficiently
convenient for those of the northern see-
tion of the city, and it might be possible
S0 to arrange it that a water frontage on
the Arm couid be obtained, which would
make the pleasure ground of value to the
whole ecity. This matter will be the
better for a little examination. In this
connection mention may be made of the
fact that if the city is to grow, the need
for pleasure grounds will become much
greater than it now is, and there will be
no time when the land required for such
purposes can be obtained any more
cheaply than now.

The residents of Victoria West de-
serve congratulations on the excellent
spirit displayed in Thursday night’s meet-
ing, and we think we can promise them
that hereafter they will have no cause
to complain that their legitimate de-
mands do not receive attention from the
newspapers.

excellent result ought to be reached

during the week unless something un-
foreseen  happens. We look for
carly news to the effect that communica-
tion has been re-opened with Ladysmith.

Yesterday mniorning’s despatch that
there had been a skirmish near Belmont
indicates that a force is advancing for
the relief of Kimberley. Belmont is
north of the Orange river and rather
more than half way between De Aar
Junction and Kimberley. The despatch
says that the skirmish took place about
four miles east of Belmont. Judging
from the map, this would be within Free
State territory.

We do not see why the Associated
Press correspondent should fix November
28 as the earliest date at which any-
thing can be done for the relief of Gen.
White. Gen. Lord Methuen has a
very considerable force now at his dis-
posal and he will be steadily in" receipt
of rélMforcements. The bridge over the
Tuguela at Colenso was safe at last ac-
counts and there were no Boers in the
immediate vicinity., We assume that
the force reported yesterday to have gone
forward with guns is temporarily for the
protection of this point. The same cor-
respondent thinks it is about time that
the column that was advancing on Pie-
termaritzburg through Zululand was
heard from. That any such force is on
the way is largely a matter of surmise.
A report to this effect was sent out about
ten days ago, but nothing confirmatory
has been heard, and it seems unreason-
able to suppose that an army can be
marching through a thickly settled region
like Zululand and nobody hear anything

about it.

THE POLICE.

Those persens who read the long re-
port of the proceedings of the police
commission in yesterday’s Colonist—and
every voter who has not already read it
ought to do so without delay—will bear
us out in saying that the Colonist was
more than justiied in demanding an in-
vestigation. We did not take this matter
up until we were satisfied that there was
good reason for so doing. It may be re-
membered that at the outset we told the
police commissioners that if they did
not probe matters to the bottom, the Col-
onist would do it regardless of conse-
quences. We are mare than gratified to
be relieved of the disagreeable necessity
of taking the subjeet up. Persons with
experience in. municipal matters prophe-
sied that any attempt to reform ithe
police department was foredoomed ot
failure, We did not think so. We be-
lieved that the X-rays of mnewspaper
criticism would give the necessary stimu-
lus to healthy public opinion, and there
is no body, however it may arrogate to
itself exclusive powers, that can in a
free community defy public opinion.

We wish to compliment Mr. Bradburn,
the city solicitor, upon his manly stand
for a public investigation. Mr. Brad-
burn knows that nothing else will sat-
afy the public, and he knows also that
the police cemmissioners cannot in jus-
tice to themselves and to the department
over which they preside undertake to
have any other sort of an inquiry. The
Mayor was good enough to say that the
commissioners will hear enough about
hole-in-the-corner investigations. We
can tell them that the public have heard
quite too much about them, and that
the commissioners will hear of them
whenever they are held. We do mot
wish to be misunderstood in this con-
nection. Certain purely private or per-
sonal matters may properly be discussed
by the commissioners with closed doors;
but these are in a class by themselves.
Speaking for the Cotonist, and we think
we can also do for the Times, we say
that there is no disposition on the part of
the newspapers to make public matters
which in the interest of justice ought to
be kept seeret. The police commission-
ers will find the newspapers ready to co-
operate with them in that regard. But
there is another class of subjects which
call for publicity, and these the Colonist
will insist shall be made pubkec.

The Mayor at the last meeting of the
commissioners referred to something
which appeared in the Colonist, stating
that he did so as a matter of privilege.
We hear this expression used sometimes
‘in the City council also. We fake this
means of informing the various govern-
ing bodies of the city that they have no
“privilege” whatever in respect to what
the newspapers say about them. The
assention of this “privilege” is something
which we do not propose to stand. We
know and are willing to respect the
‘“privilege of parliament,” which extends
to permit parliament to prohibit any
reference to its proce-gdings; but we wish
to deny in the most emphatic way that
any municipal body, the city council, the
police commissioners or any one else,
can assert “privilege.”

One of the matters discussed at the
meeting of the commissioners was the
conduct of Constable Clayards in the
La Coste case. What transpired in this
case was certainly scandalous, Officer
Clayards and Sergeant Walker flatly
contradicted each other on material
points. The rankest kind of perjury was

‘and is’called to give evidence in the case,
it is his duty to absent himself rather
than contradict a brother policeman on
loath? We dispute the proposition
that a policeman or any one else has a
right to refuse to give evidence. If Clay-
ards displayed animus against Walker he
did wrong and deserves to be reprimand-
ed; but even if he felt this animus he
would have no right to keep off the wit-
ness stand. What the public is most
concerned with is not whether Clayards
conduct himself in the police court as
a city policeman ought to, but whether
it is to be understood that a member of
the police force is to stand by and see
another testify to what he knows to be
false and not to tell the truth when ask-
ed about it. It may be that the com-
missioners did not create the impression
which they intended to convey, but cer-
tainly the report of their proceeding ren-
ders the supposition possible that the

flat contradi¢tion  of Walker, even
though he may have been telling the
truth in contradicting him.

The Chief of Police certainly did not
appear in a very good light at the meet-
ing. In dealing with the matters re-
flecting upon him the commissioners dis-
played good judgment, for it will cer-
tainly be better to have a formal in-
quiry than it would have been to have
summoned Clayards then and there and
let him tell his story. They did not know
apparently just what they ought to do,
at which we are not surprised, for ‘the
matter was in a sense sprung upon them.
They cannot do better than act on the
Mayor's proposition that there should be
an early and thorough investigation,
with the additional proviso suggested by
' Mr. Bradburn that the investigation shall
be public. The citizens of Victoria will‘
be satisfied with nothing else.

The chirf of police in his report asked
for two more detectives and the detec-
tives also made a similar request. It is
certainly a reasonable one. We think
the present detectives do their duty well,
but there is a limit to the ground that
they or any two men can cover. In
speaking of the numerical strength of
the force, mention ¢ught again to be
made of the fact, which was brought out
anew at the meeting of the commission-
ers, that the city is insufficiently patrol-
led. We think the reference in the report
of the detectives to the advice said to
have been given them by Mr. Bradburn
should have been omitted. It is not de-
sirabie that the legal advice given city
officers by the city selicitor should be
made public,. except by the report of the
solicitor himself. If this rule were fol-
iowed there would be less chance of er-
roneous impressions being created.

The impression which the report of the
meeting leaves upon the mind of the
reader is that the whole pelice establish-
ment from the commission down recog-
nizes that things have got into a very
bad way, and that each member of it
is disposed, if he can, to shift the blame
upon someone else. The ‘Colonist sug-
gests that the only true way out of the
difficulty is a thorough public investiga-
tion. This will put the blame where it
belongs and bring about a much more
healthy condition of affairs.

Finally Commissioner McMicking sug-
gested that the letter of ex-Sergeant
Walker should be received and filed, and
that he be informed that no charges had
been formulated against him.

The Mayor and Commissioner Brydon
‘objected that this would not be strictly
correct, ‘and insisted that the better plan
would be to reply that the commissioners
declined to give any reasons for dispens-
ing with his services.

In this form the resolution was adopt-
ed without further debate.

Next came the monthly report of the
Chief of Police, to the following effect:

Victoria, November 1, 1899,

Gentlemen: I beg most respectfully to
submit my report for the past month for
the consideration of your honorable body. .

Constable Abbott was laid up for fourteen
days, suffering from bronchitis. He is now
ccnvalescent.

The men’s uniforms are getting very
shabby, and I propose issuing new ones this
week.

My detectives will put in a full repart
of what they have done during the past
few months, which I think will prove high-
ly satisfactory to you.

I should like you to appoint two more de-
tcetives, so that two could be on duty in
the day time and two at nignt. Indeed, it
is essential, in my opinion, that they should
be appointed, for the proper detection and
prevention of crime.

I have notified Constable Clayards to. re-
port in writing to your honorable body the
reason why he went against his superior
officer in the late Police court trial of
Julie Lacoste. I might state that during
the twenty-five years that I have been con-
nected with the police department of the
city of Victoria I have never seen an of-
ficer act against another.

I think from the way he gave his evidence
and otherwise that his conduct must have
been actuated by malice or some other
cause inconsistent with his duty as an of-
ficer.

I enclose a number of cases brought be-
fore the Police court.

THE DETECTIVES DUTIES.

With reference to the request contain-
ed in his report, for two additional de-
tectives, the Mayor enquired of Chief
Sheppard:

“Do the detectives do the same work
as the other regular constables?” 3

“I should say not,” replied the Chief.
“A detective has carte blanche., He can
go everywhere. How could he be ex-
pected to maintain a beat, when he’s
liable to have to go at any time to any
part of the city, detecting or preventing
a crime?”

“That's not what I mean,” pursued
the Mayor. ‘“When a detective comes
across an offender or witnesses any vio-
lation of the law, does he arrest the of-
tfender just as a constable would? Of
course I don’t imagine a detective has his
beat like a patroiman.”

“Oh, certainly,” replied the Chief.
“The detectives arrest any offenders
whom they come across, even drunks.”

The Chief continued to explain that
the chief difference between a detective
and a constable is in the fact that the
former goes anywhere—that he has carte
blanche., Besides, in the apprehension
of criminals ana working up his cases
he very often spent his own money. -He
himself when he had been in the detec-
tive profession had spent hundreds upon
hundreds of dollars in working up cases
and bringing criminals to justice—money
which should not have come out of his
own pocket, but which had to, because
there was no other place to draw it
from.

“There should be a secret service fund
here, the same as in any other city,” he
continued. “The detectives should not
be expected to spend this money them-
selves, as they have to. I had to.do
it. It's mecessary and legitimate ex-
pense, and while I paid it out of my own
pocket, no man should have to. This
secret service fund is something that
should be taken up.”"—

But here the Mayor interrupted. The
commmissioners were not at present con-
sidering the question of a secret service
fund, He would like to know, from the
Chief, whether two additional detectives
would be more in the direction of in-
creasing the efficiency of his department
—or two more constables?

“Yes,” said the Chief. ‘“They would.”

He procecded to explain that the care
of the harbor had now been thrown upon
the city police, although it had never
been before, and aithough Victoria—un-
like any other similarly situated city in
America, had no harbor police, and no
facilities for performing such duty as
devolved upon them.

Continuing on the subject of detectives
and their value in departmental work,
the Chief emphasized the necessity of
two additional members of the force in
this department in order that there might
be two for day and two for night duty.
Since the introduction of a detective
department Victoria’s police had been sin-
gularly successful, in the recovery of
stolen property for example. While in
the city of London, with its supposedly
best police system in the world, only
23 per cent of stolen property reported
was restored to its owners, here in Vie-
toria the return last year was 80 per
cent, He thought this spoke well for
the work of the detectives, and showed
that they had not been a mistake.

PROTEST BY DETECTIVES.

The report was read, and tabled, and
the supplementary report from the city
detectives was next considered. This
document read:

Victoria, B. C., October 30, 1899.

Gentlemen: We, the undersigned, most
respectfully beg to submit the following re-
port for your consideration.

We would respectfully call the attention
of your Lonorable body to the report of the
proceedings at the meeting of the Police
Commissioners as reported in the Daily Col-

onist, Sunday, October 29, 1899, and would

In this connection we might mention a
game which has been running openly in
the “Savoy,” which we endeavored to sun-
press some months ago, and to this end
ccnsulted the city solicitor, Mr. Bradburn,
who, after giving it careful consideration,
gave it as his opinion that the game, as
piayed, was lawful, a fact which was com-
municated to His Worship the Mayor at
that time. Should your honorable body
s0 wish, we will take action against these
1-eople again. ;

Referring to a particular case mentioned
by Commissioner Brydon, we would submit
that we visited the place alluded to, and
fcund a room which was fitted up for that
purpose, but could find no instruments of
gaming therein.  We might also state that,
's2 far as we know, they were not aware
that we were coming, ;

‘We again visited the place on the 27th
inst., and found the place deserted, also we
n'ight say, as to gambling, we have always
reported the facts as found.

Referring to His Worship the Mayor's re-
marks, as to disguises, we would respect-
fully state that we never adopt them,
neither are they used by any detective de-
partment in this or any other country, and
in cases where it is not advisable in the in-
terest of justice that we should be known,
we bave substitutes for that work.

‘We would also point out to your honora-
ble body the urgent need of a contingency
or emergency fund whereby officers having

‘to leave the city on short notice can have

their expenses advanced, thus doing away
with the inconvenience of having to bor-
row money for this purpose, our salaries
not being large enough to permit of these
expenditures.

In conclusion, we would also call to the
notice of your honorable body the discour-
aging effects of the remarks expressed at
your meeting when taking into considera-
tion that we have always endeavored to
do our duty, and the fact that we have re-
covered during the past three years over
$7,000 worth of stolen property, or 80 per
cent. of all reported, which we think is
not a bad showing for a detective depart-
ment comprised of only two men, and this
besides attending to all communications,
private and public inquiries, criminals want-
ed in other cities, and various other mat-
ters, but we can always refer with pride
to the high compliments paid us by, Mr.
Justice Walkem and other judges of the Su-
preme court for our creditable work.

Inasmuch as he had been brought into
the case, as he thought a little_upfaxrly,
the city solicitor claimed the privilege of
explaining his position. It was time that
he had been asked for an opinion some
time ago, but it had been an opinion not
demanded of him in his professional rela-
tionship to the -city, and Detpctlve Per-
due had merely put before him a hypo-
thetical case, stating facts and e_xplam~
ing the game of “black jack” for him—he
had never understood its character be-
fore. From the detective’s description
and iliustration of the game he had stat-
ed it as his opinion that there was mo
evidence to bring it within the Criminal
Code. He had not, however, said that
it was lawful—what he had said was that
it did not appear unlawful as Qeﬁned
by the Code, as there was no evidence
of gain to the proprietor of the house in
which the game was played. It was on
this account that he had advised the de-
tective informally.

Speaking of the report from the de-
tectives, the Mayor observed that they
appeared to be somewhat aggrieved at
what had been said concerning them
and their work at a previous meeting of
the commisisoners. He felt sure that
the remarks of the commissioners had
not been made with the idea of finding
any fault with the detectives or their
work—for his own part he had the full-
est confidence in them, as efficient, re-
liable and trustworthy men. The course
of the commissioners had been mnot in
censure or fault-finding, but merely to
elicit information as to the working of
the department.

“BLACK JACK” DISCUSSED.

Here City Solicitor Bradburn ‘“‘took a
hand” in the debate, to explain the game
of “black jack” as it has presented it-
self to him, during a visit to the Savoy
card rooms. As it was a game in which ap-
parently all players had an equal chance,
he did not see that it could come with-
in the Code proscriptions.

“But that’s not the kind of game at
all that they play at the Savoy,” said
Commissioner McMicking emphatically.
“The ‘black jack’ that is played
there is played with a ‘banker’
working for the house, who takes his
commission right along. He doesn’t take
any part in the game.”

“You say that?’ asked the Mayor in
sunprise,

“Why, ves,” answered Commissioner
McMicking. “What did you suppose
they kept the games running for?”

The Mayor replied that he had sup-
posed it was on account of the sale of
drinks incidentally.

“Not a bit of it,” said Commissioner
MecMicking. “It’s a bank game.”

“Can you prove that?” said the Mayor.
“Will the parties that tell you this come
forward-and substantiate it? Waill they
come forward and back it up?’

‘“Why do you not prosecute?’ enquired
Mr. Bradburn.

“It’s not my duty to,” retorted Com-
missioner MecMicking. “It should be
easy enough for a police department to
prove it, though; it’s a matter that every-
body knows about.”

Commissioner Brydon agreed with his
brother member of the board. It was
not the duty of the commissioners to as-
sume the direction of prosecutions, but to
see that the police did their duty.

“It’s undoubtedly the duty of the police
to prosecute,”” said the Mayor.

Commissioner Braydon proceeded that
in his opinion the greater part of this
communication from the detectives was
altogether uncalled for. The questions
asked by the Mayor and others in the
commission had been with the intention
and object of eliciting information that
the commissioners had a perfect right to,
and this being the case, this present re-
port was wuncalled for—its entire tone
was such that the writers appeared to
feel themselves offended, and to resent
the right of the commissioners to inter-
fere in any way with their work. From
its opening paragraph to the end in
which reference was made to the opin-
ions of the judges, the report was imper-
tinent to the commissioners.

“Did you ask the detectives to send
in such a report to the commission?”’
the Mayor enquired, turning to the Chief.

“Yes, I asked them to make a report
on their work for the past few months—
and particularly on the game at the Sa-
voy,” said Chief Sheppard. “You asked
for it.”

“The detectives were quite right then

to report,” said the Mayor.
“ They were quite right to make a re-

.direct overs , for w se ai
tion from headquarters any I
was liable to drift into ruts and by-ways,
and beceme not all that it should be in
the interests of the community. This
appiied to any rtment, not the
police alone, All that was necessary t0
destroy the usefulness of any depart-
ment was to allow it to Yun itself; de-
prive it of strict oversight and it was
liable to drift from 'what it should be.
Bnquiries such as had been made by the
commissioners as to police affairs were
intended to help the department to attain
a perfection which it would not other-
wise secure. As for the success of the
city detectives in the recovery of stolen
property, he would personally have pre-
ferred the evidenee of a concrete case
in which they had discovered crime, such
as the prevalence of gaming, and
brought the offenders to punishment.
As to gaming, the Mayor pointed out
there had long been instructions on the
police books, based on a resolution of
the commissioners that gambling was to
be strictly suppressed—that is all illegal
playing, for the police could not prevent
games within the scope of the law.
POLICE DUTY STATED.

Commissioner McMicking pointed out
that such a resolution could have no
more force than the law itself, which
was plain. What swas needed in Vie-
toria was not so much resolutions or
notices in the books, as enforcement of
the common law. And if the law was
not being observed, of which there could
be no doubt, it was the duty of the police
force—not the commissioners— to ‘“‘nose
it out” and bring the offenders to jus-
tice. He for one was quite satisfied—
and he knew what he was talking about
—that day after day, and night after
night, here in Victoria the law was
being boldly broken, not in white gam-
bling dens alone, but among the Chinese
gambling and lottery houses. This was
certainly a notorious fact, and he did
not know what restraining influence was
upon the police—

Chief Sheppard had risen while the
commissioner was speaking, and here in-
terrupted.

‘“Do you mean to tell me,” he said,
‘““that these games were not running
long before you came to this town? Do
you mean—"

But here the chairman interposed.

“You must address the chair when
you are speaking,” he said to the Chief,
and that officer with apologies resumed
his seat.

Commissioner MecMicking continued
that proper surveillance and supervision
were stimulating rather than embarrass-

ing to police officers. As for this parti-

cular case to which reference had so fre-
quently been made, he would like to see
action taken. The police should not
have waited for the commissioners to
point their duty out to them in regard
teo it.

¢ All right,” said the Chief. “If you
say so we can go ahead and summon
them again. And if we lose we lose;
or if we win we win. That’s all about
that.”

“ Do you wish the police to take%etion
again?’ asked the Mayor.

“ The commissioners are not expected
to constitute themselves a detective
force,” replied Commissioner Brydon.
“The members of the force should
know their business, and go about it
without special instruections to do so.”

The Mayor also agreed that it was not
the business of the commissioners to
direct the police or to instruct the de-
tectives as to any particular prosecu-
tion.

“ And as for this present report from
the detectives,” added Commissioner
Brydon, “I do not see that there was
any oceasion to drag Mr. Bradburn into
it at all.”

“It was very unfair to me,” observed
that gentleman.

Still another point to which Commis-
sioner Brydon objected was the recom-
mendation from the detectives that
their numbers be added to. This was
a recommendation which could only
come properly from the chief of police,
and it was impertinent for any other
officers to make it.

The report was filed.

A DISORDERLY SALOON.

Incidentally Chief Sheppard was in-
formed by the Mayor that complaints
were still coming in of the disorderly
character of the night visitors to a
saloon on Government street not far
from Yates—noises were so persistent
that guests were compelled to leave the
neighboring hotel. The matter had been
referred to before, and he insisted that it
should be disposed of.

Chief Sheppard intimated that the only
method to be adopted would be for the
council to pass a law closing the saloons
at midnight. Otherwise the house
would run all night, and the only course
would be to proceed agast it as a nuis-
ance. He enquired why those who com-
plained to the Mayor had not laid an in-
formation.

The Mayor replied that they had de-
alined to do so, or to put their complaint
in writing so that it might be properly
inquired into.

“ That’s just it,” said the Chief, * they
rever will—and how are we to get at
them?” -

“The police must know of these con-
stant disturbances,” answered Commis-
sioner McMicking, “ and you could re-
port them to the licensing commissioners
when they meet.”

“I always do when there are any con-
victions of Sunday selling,” said the
Chief.

The Mayor corroborated this and added
that a report might also be made when
any complaint was entered against a
saloon. As for the saloon particularly
complained of in the present instance, it
wias one of those which the licensing
board had determined should not be
granted any further transfer of license,
on account of their dilapidated condi-

n.

“Who is the licensee now ” asked
Commissioner McMicking.

“Lawson I think his name is,” said
the Chief. .

The head of the police department was
directed to give his best attention to the
complaints, and the matter thereupon
dropped, the Mayor requesting the press
to take note that complaints in police
matters could not in any case be re-
ceived unless in writing, and the com-
plainants were prepared to support their
allegations.

A MATTER OF DISCIPLINE.

Constable W. H. Clayards’ statement
of defence, asked for by resolution of
the commissioners at their last meeting,
was next read, as follows:

Victoria, Nov. 1, 1899.

Gentlemen: In response to ‘an-eorder rte-
ceived from H. W. Sheppard, chief of po-
lice, I desire to make the following state-
ment in explanation of my attitude towards
my superior officer in the case of Sergt.
Walker vs. Julia Lacoste, tried in the City
Police court. I was placed in the witness

box by Sergt. Walker as a witness for the
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course of my examination by Mr.
I was asked certain questions, which I was

-] ¢cmapelled to answer, and did answer truth-

fully. That my evidence told heavil
agamnst the Sergeant of Police’ was not m;
fault, as I only stated facts.

I have been a member of the police force
fcur years and seven months, without a
L'O'npnl;l&lt l::lavlng been preferred against
me, claim to ha 1
ti;s fatthtully. ve discharged my du

sat in the court and heard Sergt. Walker
make statements which I knewgtto B
true, and when I was placed in the wit-
ness box to support those statements I de-
clined to do so. It can be shown by other
witnesses besides myself that the woman
Lacoste has not resided in Victoria for two
years, and has not occupied any other house
on Chatham street, as sworn by Sergt.
Walker. He was also untruthful when he
swore that he had never been inside that
particular house, when I knew for.a fact
that he had been there on several ocea-
8iong.

I was unfortunate in having been called
o No. 11 Chatham street by the woman,
who in the midst of hysterical tears and
sobs told me of the (as she alleged) attempt
by Sergt. Walker to blackmail her. and
showed me a red welt across her shoulder
aad breast, which she said’' was caused by
a blow from Sergt. Walker’s cane. In the
ccurt I repeated what the woman had told
me, in reply to a severe cross-examination
by the aecused’s counsel. I had no ill
feeling towards Sergt. Walker, and had he
not attempted to induce me to give false
testimony and denied being a frequenter of
that house (No. 11 Chatham street), when
I knew him to be guch, I should have not
shown any heat in giving my evidence. The
incbriety of Sergt. Walker, both on and
off duty, is notorious, and within the
kncwledge of the Chief of Police and other
members of the department, as I can prove.
When asked why I did not report him to
the Chief, I replied that it would do no
good. ;

As a matter of fact, the Chief has long
been aware of the Sergeant's shortcomings,
and has never suspended him, or, to the
best of my knowledge, ever reported him
to the police commissioners,

I ‘'submit to your honorable body that I
acted throughout in accordance with the
strict lines of my duty, and within the
limits of truth, my only offence being in
aliowing my temper to get the best of me,
or. being accused of giving untruthful tes-
timony and spiriting away witnesses for
the prosecution and spying on my superior
officer.

I throw myself upon the consideration of
your honorable body, and respectfully ask
for an investigation at your hands.

I beg to enclose parchment certificates
from H. M, service, showing that for a per-
iod extending over nine years I held the
highest recommendations from my superior
officers for good conduct and ability.

Commissioner McMicking could see in
Constable Clayards’ own admissions
that he had at least been guilty of a
breach of discipline. He did not imag-
ine that Constable Clayards’ character
had at any time been in danger, and he
regretted to see that if he had any com-
plaints to make or injustice to ventilate,
he had taken the course he had in the
police court, instead of bringing his
grievances to the proper tribunal for re-
dress. It seemed clear to him that Con-
stable Clayards had by his own admis-
sions been guilty of insubordination.

“ How?’ asked the Mayor. ¢ In what
respect has he shown himself guilty of
insubordination ?”

_ Commissioner McMicking replied that
it was in his attempt to thwart the pro-
cesses of justice in order to defeat his
superior officer—in attempting to run
contra to: his- superior officer in a crim-
inal prosecution before the police court.
That was neither the time nor yet the
place for the rectifying of disputes be-
tween himself and his sergeant. He had
access to the proper channels of redress,
and though he intimated that he had lost
faith in the efficiency of those channels,
it was neverthbless his duty to accept
them.

The Mayor could not quite agree with
this, although he felt that it would have
been better had Constable Clayards re-
fused to attend as a witness in ithe police
court rather than take the course he had.
But having entered the box he said that
he could not on oath consistently support
Sergeant Walker’s statements, as he
knew them to be deliberately untrue. He
did not think it could be classed as in-
subordination when an officer said he
was compelled to answer as he had
under examination, rather than perjure
bimself, as the only way not to contra-
dict the statements of his superior offi-
cer.

Chief Sheppard here announced that
he had also something to say in the
matter of Constnble Clayards’ conduct.
He stated that Corstable Clayards’ ex-
pianation was not the truth. That offi-
cer had come to the police court purpose-
ly and entirely to assist the defence. He
had been asked before the trial if he
could give evidence to support Sergeant
Walker’s case, and he had said * Yes.”
He had mo reason to answer Mr. Hig-
ging’ questions in cross-examination. and
he quite well knew that he did not have
to so answer. What he wished was to
make his evidence tell against the Ser-
geant, and this was wrong—he should
have taken his troubles with the Ser-
geant to the police commissioners. As
a matter of fact he had not been asked
to come to the court at all by the police;
and he had afterwards taken it on him-
self to go to the defendint’s house. ac-
companied by her *friend.” As for his
evidence, he could see no other course
than censure for any man who would
go into the witness box, take the oath
and try to give a good name to a place
that every man on the force could not
but know as a notorious house of prosti-
tution.

This, said Commissioner MeMicking,
was what he had meant. Constable
Clayards’ character was not assailed,
and there was no mecessity for him to
have given his evidence as he had given
it. It took its tone entirely from his dis
pute with his superior officer; and cer-
tainly the ends of justice from the police
standpoint did not call for it.

“Y should say not,” *concurred the
Chief.

‘“ It begins to look as though we would
have to make a thorough investigation
of this matter,” remarked the Mayor.

Commissioner MeMicking did not see
it in this light. It might be sufficient to
mildly reprimand Constable Clayards,
without further investigation.

Reverting to his former ground, the
Mayor pointed out that in his opinion
Constable Clayards’ report showed no
evidence of insubordination—although
the Chief’s statement put a different
complexion on the situation.

CONSTABLE vs. CHIEF.

Arnother point to which His Worship
directed attention was the new matter
introduced by Constable Clayards—which
was in reality a distinct charge against
the Chief—for it was to the effect that
he was aware of ex-Sergeant Walker’s
inebriety both on and off duty, and had
made no report thereon.

“Is such the fact?” he enquired of
Chief Sheppard.

“I never knew anything about it,” was
the reply. “I never heard of such a

The commissioners agreeing that 1t
would perhaps be well to hear from Con-
stable ' Clayards at this juneture, the
C‘l‘l‘mf was asked to summon him.

I don’t see that you want Constable
Clay_ards,” he remarked, “All that you
Tequire are the depositions in ‘the
Lacoste case.”

Commission Clerk Page explained that
these had passed from his custody  to
thﬂt of the Supreme court.

Oh,.well, they can be easily got,” said
the Chief, and the request for Constable
Cl‘s‘iyards was pressed no further,

'Well, will you reprimand Constable
Clayards, or will you go into this thor-
oughly ?” asked the Mayor.

Comm;ssxonevr Brydon held that the
charge in connection with the Chief’s
knowledge of ex-Sergeant Walker’s in-
temperance 'was one that could not be set
aside, If Clayards sustained his state-
ment with evidence it would put his case
upon a reasonable footing, although of
course he counld not agree with the con-
stable’s statement that the commissioners
were ‘unwiiling to investigate his griev-
ance. - These statements, it seemed to
hlm,_however, required thorough inves-
tigation, and either disproof or substan-
txatlon.. It was a serious charge against
the Chief to say that he had long been
aware of Sergeant Walker's inebriety,
and would not report it.

With this the Mayor was quite agreed.

The commissioners after some further
desultory conversation appeared wunde-
cided whether or not they would dispose
of the matter after hearing Constable
‘Clayards and the Chief: open a more
thorough investigation. —Xi this stage of
the proceedings City Solicitor Bradburn
volunteered his advice.

It would be foolish, he ventured to ob-
serve .to go into  such an inquiry hap-
hazard. If made at all it should be
thorough and convineing—all evidence
being taken on oath and the inquiry
being open to all. In reality, however,
‘thg present. case amounted to merely
this—that Constable Clayards had been
asked for an explanation of his very
peculiar conduet during the trial of the
Lacoste case, and in defending his oppo-
sition to a superior officer in this matter,
‘Constable Clayards made another and
more serious attack upon another su-
perior officer. Now, did the commis-
sioners propose to take notice of this
charge or not? If Constable Clayards
had been actuated by malice before, it
was quite possible that he might be
similarly inspired in the present instance.
And as for the malice in the previous
case, he was quite prepared to say that
he could see how the Chief’s conclusions
were justified. He had himself seen
Constable Clayards instructing and
assisting counsel for the defence, and
conversing .with the defendant; Magis-
trate Hall could also testify to this—
and this was in itself evidence either of
malice or some other occult motive.

Discussion at last evening’s regular
monthly meeting of the school board
hinged principally on the ventilation of
the schools and general improyements to
school premises, although nothing defin-
ite was done in this direction.

There were present the chairman, Mr.
McMicking, and Trustees Belyea, Mec-
©Oandless, Mrs. Gordon Grant, Mrs.
‘William Grant, Marchant and Hall.

Communications were read from L. A.
Campbell, accepting a position on the
teaching staff; from Chief Deasy, re fur-
nishing fire escapes for the city schools;
from A. Robinson, superintendent of
education, asking for a copy of. the
board’s annual report, togethex_- with a
statement of finances; from Oity Clerk
Dowler, acknowledging receipt of the
board’s communication dealing with the
school for deaf and dum'b mutes; from
three aspirants for positions on the city
school staff; and from the ]apitress- of
the Spring Ridge school, asking that
her salary, now $10 a month, be in-
creased .to $20 a munth,. on the ground
of having extra work since the recent
alterations have been made to the
school.

Over this latter letter there was con-
siderable discussion by members of the
board, resulting in the salary being made
$17.50 a month, beginning with Novem-
ber. A vote was taken on the motion,
Trustees Marchant, Belyea, McCandless
and Mrs. William Grant taking the af-
firmative side, while Trustees Hall and
Mrs. Gordon Grant opposed it, believing
that the regular course should be taken
and that it should first be referred to the
finance committee.

The applications for positions on the
teaching staff were received and filed for
future reference.

The letter of the chief of the fire de-
partment was as follows:

Vietoria, B. 0., October 20, 1899.
To the Board of Trustees, Victoria City:

Gentlemen: I have the honor to again
direct your attention to sections 2 and 3
of the Fire Escape Act, and to request
complianece with the provisiongs therein
contained.

In explanation, permit me to state that
the third floor of the North Ward school
building is used, during schoo! hours, as
a class room for children.: An outside stair-
way 1s required in order to avert loss of
life in case of a panic or a fire,

No provision is made in any of the school
buildings to suppress incipient fires. I un-
derstand the provincial government have a
large number of Stempel fire extinguishers
in store, and it would be a safeguard to
place one’ or two on each floor of every
school building. A

The danger from fire may not be appar-
ent to many, but a panic is often caused in
a simple way. 1 am pleased to note that
an excellent fire drill is conducted in the
schools.

Trusting these matters will receive ear-
nest consideration,

Two teachers are on duty from noon to 1
o’clock, who have experienced much com-
fort in having a room, apart from the
class rooms, to eat lunch in, ete. They are
now unable to use it on account of the 6gld,
and it will be practicall wseless till the
feturn of warml weather. Books, too, be-
longing to myself and to the High school,
will become damp and mouldy; while a
severe frost will freeze the water iu the
supply pipe of the washstand basin. These
are a few of the reasons for the advisability
of heating my office; and you, sir, in your
frequent visits to this school, must have
been struck with the convenience of that
office, and the necessity of having it made
available at all seasons.

I may add that I have made inquiries
about the probable cost of heating appa-
ratus, and 1 am informed that a “flow and
return” pipe, costing about $25, could be
put in, which would answer the purpose,
not only of heating my office, but also the
hall, where the girls’ cloaks and hats are
hung.

Party Return to the Oity Affer a Long
and Tedious’ Trip.

Messrs, J. Bennett, Douglas Potits,
Peter Callsen and C. Purnell are. a
party of young Englishmen who arrived
by the Cottage City and who have spent
the past two years in the Big Salmon
district. ~ They are en route home, well
satisfied with the country. They left
for the coast on September 20 and have
been travelling ever since. Strong head
winds were encountered down Teslin
lake, and then a tedious portage had to
be made across to the head of the Taku
river, down which they voyaged to
Juneau. The mountaing on the way
were well coated with snow, but the at-
mosphere in lower altitudes was just
beginning to get cold as they left.

PAUNCEFOTE RETURNS.

Before sailing Lord Paunce-
fote held a conference with United
States Ambassador Choate. He also at-
tended several banquets in England, at
which Ambassador Choate spoke. The
ambassador and his family will leave at
once for Washington.

A BILIOUS MILLIONAIRE.

Andrew Carnegie’s Self-Sufficient Criti-
cism of the Rulers of Two Nations.

New York, Nov. 9.—Andrew Carnegie
and Mrs. Carnegie were passengers on
the White Star liner Oceanie, which ar-
rived here to-day from Liverpool. Mr.
Carnegie appears in good health, He
said to a reporter that the stories that
he intended to become a subject of Great
Britain were without foundation, for, he
said, “ where a man’s treasure is, there
hig heart is also.”

Speaking of the war between England
and the Boers, Mr, Carnegie said Great
Britain had brought on the war by a de-
sire for gain. “The war against the
Boers is most infamous and unjust, and
it was brought about by Engl:and’s lust
for domain, and is on a par with our at-
tack on the Philippines. The two -at-
tacks are a disgrace to both branches of
our race. The people in the Transvaal
and the Orange Free State have a right
to rule themselves. Omne war is an at-
tack on an existing and the other on an
embryonic republic. It was worse for
us to attack the Filipinos than for Eng-
land to attack the Boers, for we all see
from a greater height, as we believe in a
government by the consent of the gov-
erned.” :

“What is the feeling in Europe re-
garding our Philippine war?’ Mr. Car-
negie was asked.

“There is a feeling of sorrow on the
part of our friends and rejoicing on the
part of our enemies. _The,__!Ltter feel
that at last they have got us iii a trap.
Qur friends feel that we have been false
to the principles which are the essence
of republicanism.”

It is the universal determina-
tion of all Her Majesty’s subjects to en-
force equal rights of citizenship and hon-
est even-handed justice in all those vast
‘territories and lands which are wunder
the sovereignty of Her Most Gracious
Majesty, Col. Otter and those associat-
ed with him have the honor and privilege
of being the Canadian exponents of this
great principal assigned to them. It is
no lizht matter to engage in 8o serious
a campaign as that before our company,
and I feel assured that there is no officer,
non-cominissioned officer or man who has
not deeply at heart the knowledge that
in placing his services and even his life
in the imterest of Canada and the Em-
pire, he is establishing the great prin-
ciple of duty throughout all Her Majes-
ty’s dependencies. A

“Gentlemen, a great responsibility has
rested upon my shoulders, for, in accord-
ance with the militia regulations, the
General Officer Commanding is respon-
sible for the recommendation of officers
and others for appointment to all mili-
tary positions.

If there are
any here who feel that they have been
overlooked or slighted, I would venture
to ask them to remember that if they
have disappointment and 4 manly sense
of regret, 1 share it with them most
deeply, and I have greater cause for re-
gret and deep feeling than any here,
having already served in a previous cam-
paign against the same enemy, and be-
ing mindful of the many graves of my
friends and comrades who l_eft their
bones on ‘the slope of Majuba and
Laing’s Nek.

“ Gentlemen, a good deal has been

This
is numerically nothing; and what Can-
ada has to look te, if she i® to fulfil her
role as a portion, and one of the greatest
portions, of the great confedreation of
the Mother Country and her colonies,
called the British Empire, is that the
time may come when not 1,000 men, but
50, or 100,000 may be required to
maintain the wunity, the integrity, nay,
the very existence of our Empire. Cap-
ada lives, moves and has her being in
maintaining the British Empire. Let
me, therefore, in conclusion, urge in the
most earnest manner possible upon the
minister, the government and the coun-
try, that the time has arrived to carry
out in its entirety the whole of the
recommendations of my annual report of
the 31st of December of last year.
Many, very many, of its recommenda-
tions have already been carried out, but
many—and those most important from
an administrative point of view, still re-
main to be embodied in the reformed
national militia system of Canada.

“ Above all, let me impress upon you
that the success of our national militia
gystem in the country must depend mpon
our national military service being
placed upon the highest possible level,
above all party political influence, above
all considerations of demomination and
religion, and above all questions of lan-
guage or mationality. (Loud and pro-
longed applause). You will forgive me
if I have wearied you, but I desire to
remind you in all seriousness of the
great historical event which the depar-
ture of our volunteers, under the com-
mand of Col. Otter, marks in the history
of this country and of the Empire.

“I-have to thank you, gentlemen, for
the hearty manner in which you have
received the toasts of the Army and
Militin.”” (Tremendous applause and
cheering).

EMPEROR'S GOOD SENSE.

Advice to German Officers Not to Enter
Service Against the British.

Berlin, Nov. 9.—As a result of in-
structions from the Emperor, a military
order has been issued to commanders of
districts, in which His Majesty expresses
the wish that no Prussian officers will
be granted leave to go to South Africa.
The order adds that everything is to be
done to prevent former Prusplaq officers
from taking part in the conflict in South
Africa, his purpose being to avoid every
appearance of violation on the part of
Germany of the striet neutrality which
the Emperor says should be observed.

FOR LOW-GRADE ORES.

New Smelter at Grand Forks Within
a Few Months—Rail Connection
‘With Republic.

Grand Forks, Nov. 8—Grand Forks
has secured a second smelter.. The deal

was closed to-day with Jay P. Graves,
general manager of the Granby smelter,
and John A. Manly, who donate a free
site of twenty acres to E. T. Bradford,
general manager of the Southern Smelt-
ing Co., of Denver, Col.,, and Harry
Gager, M. E. ' The latter will organize
a company with a capital of $500,000 for
the treatment of sulphide ore by the
Loder or pyritic system. Work on the
site, which adjoins the Granby smelter
to the north on the bank of the Kettle
river, will be started within two weeks.

The construction of the plant will be
started immediately at Denver, and it
will be delivered here within three and
a half months. Mr. Bradford is author-
ity for the statement that his company
will be in a position to treat ores on or
before the 1st of March. The plant will
have a capacity of 200 tons daily and as
he indicates will make a specialty of
low-grade ores or ores that could not be
treated at a profit by any other system.

“ The action of Mr. Graves and Mr.
Manly in donating us a frée site and
agreeing to furnish us with power at a
nominal figure,” says Mr. Bradford, “is
exceedingly generous. I expected to
make a deal with them, but was quite
unprepared for such favorable terms. I
wish it to be distinctly understood, how-
ever, that our smelter is in reality not a
competitor with a cold blast proposition
like the Granby smelter. Our purpose
is to treat ores ranging in value from $7
to $10 per ton.”

C. J. McCuaig, of Montreal, who has
been inspecting the Republic and British
Columbia mines, in which he is heavily
interested, made an important announce-
ment before leaving to-day. He stated
that unless the Great Northern gave
assurance of building a railway north
from Republic to Grand Forks he would
undertake with his associates to build
the road next year. A smelting plant
in connection with both properties, he
added, would likely be established at
Grand Forks.

Jay P. Graves also stated that the
Granby smelter and allied interests were
jointly prepared to build a railway -be-
tween Republic and Grand Forks next
summer if none of the roads undertook
the responsibility,

THE BOER ROUT AT COLENSO.

Kafir Runner Says “Men Women”
Killed One Hundred on Hill Top—
Volunteers Were Hard Pressed

London, Nov. 8.—Further reports of
the Grobiersloof affair on Friday, when
a force sent by Gen. White from Lady-
smith surprised in the rear the Boers
operating against Colenso, confirm the
statements of British success. A Kaffir

declares that fully a hundred Boers were
killed on: the hill top by the “men wo-
men,” which would indicate that the
Gordon Highlanders were there.

Cyeclist couriers have since been across
the Tugela bridge. They saw a number
of killed lying on the plain.

Apparently when the Colenso garrison
evacuated that place on Friday the Brit-
ish troops missed a grand opportunity of
carrying out an effective attack on the
rear on the disconcerted Boers. The lat-
ter appear to have believed that the Co-
ienso column evacuated the place as a
ruse and were lying in ambush to sur-
prise them if they advanced, hence the
immunity of the town from occupation
by the burghers.

Estcourt, Natal, Nov. 5.—The bullet
holes in the uniforms of the Durban
volunteers show the narrowness of their
escape from IFort Wylie, which was only
effected after the heavy fire of-the Dub-
lin Fusiliers -had inflicted severe loss on
the Boers. A member of the garrison,
who was hard pressed by the Boers, leap-
ed into the river amid a shower of bul-
lets, and, diving repeatedly, reached the
far bank unscathed.

The armored train, with a detachment
of Dublin Fusiliers and a railroad en-
gineering staff, which left here for Co-
lenso to repair the line yesterday even-
ing and also to go through to Ladysmith,
if possible, has returned here. The com-
manding officer reports that he proceeded
beyond Colenso and found the dwellings
there untouched. There has been no loot-
ing except in the single case of a store
which was looted by Kaffirs. Several
persons were arraigned before Gen. Mur-
ray this morning. It is reported that the
Boers are not within twenty miles of
here. .

Gen. French managed to leave Lady-
smith by the last train from there. Four
miles from Colenso the Boers fired on
the train, but no one was hit. The Gen-
eral iS going to Capetown in order -to
take command of cavalry.

The Border Regiment arrived here on
Iriday.

Sub-Inspector Petley, of the Natal Po-
lice, says that his men alone, forming
one of several burial parties, interred
sixty-four Boers, who were killed at the
battle of Talana Hill.

The Dublin Fusiliers are now being
served with new kits, as they left every-
thing in the retreat from Dundee. The
colonial forces are already fighting in
their shirt sleeves, and it is understood
this will spread to all the forces before
ong.

Brigadier-General Wolfe Murray has
received important despatches from
Ladysmith by a runner, but their con-
tents have not yet been divulged.

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PLANNED FOR THE BOERS.

Evuropean Generals Prescribed the Tac-
tics to Meet the British Advance.

London, Nov. 8.—The Standard’s cor-
respondent at Luxemburg gives further
details of the Boer plan of campaign,
which was drawn up, he asserts, by “a
general of European reputation.” He
says:

“Dr, Leyds obtained from several
generals in Germany and Belgium, as
well as in Holland, a series of highly
interesting plans, although there is no
reason to believe that the general whose
plan was selected ever imagined that it
would be put into execution. i

“ The Natal*portion included the seiz-
ure of the coast railway north of Dur-
ban by an attack through Zululand or by
way of Greytown or Umvoti.

“Thus throughout Natal offensive
tactics were suggested, but in the Orange
Free State the plan proposed a defensive
policy, based on the strategical advan-
tage given by the position of the Orange
Free State in the flank of the railway
north of De Aar Junction, and trusting
to the Orange river and the obstruction
of railway bridges to induce the British
to advance for celerity through Kimber-
ley to Bloemfontéin or through Mafe-
king and Pretoria.

“ The Boers are advised in the scheme
not to oppose either of these movements
in their earlier stages, but to operate on
the lines of communication, namely 150
miles from De Aar to Kimberley, and
250-miles from Kimberley to Mafeking.

“Dr. Leyds has been assured that if
the Boers can hold out twelve months
the Buropean powers will intervene., It
is perfectly clear, therefore, that the onl
way to disconcert their plans is at all
cost to obtain the right to despatch a
third army to Delagoa Bay.”

SLOCAN’S LABOR TROUBLE.

Distress Following Demagogic Legisla-
tion at the Call of Alien Agitators.

The recent appeal to Ottawa for the
exclusion of the workmen coming in te
re-open the mines of Slocan lying idle by
the walk-out of miners since the owners
decided not to continue ten hours’ pay
when as the result of ill-considered freak
legislation the working hours were fixed
at eight, was as follows, addressed to
Sir Wilfrid Laurier:

“One thousand Canadian miners of
the Slocan, with their wives and
families, are to be driven out of Canada
by the importation of foreign labor from
the United States. The mine-owners of
the “'~can are importing them to take
our places, and our wives and families
and all others dependent on our labor,
as well as we; ourselves, appeal to you
to assist ue insecuring the enforcement
of the Alien Labor act. As British sub-
jects we naturally resent this attempt to
drive us from our native land.  Will you,
as first minister of the crown, secure for
us the protection which the Alien Labor
act provides Please assure us by im-
mediate reply that we will bave your co-
operation.” ' 4

Complalat of Taxation Withost
tion---Appeal to
Citizens Generally,

Although the Craigflower difficulty was
relegated to a subordinate place on the
programme for last evening’s public
meeting at Victoria West, it nevertheless
presented #self before the proceedings
terminated as the pivotal question in the
suburb—a question upon which feeling is
still intense, and regarding which the re-
sidents consider that they have been
most unjustly treated. The other pre-
dominating topic before last night’s meet-
ing was the insult placed upon the citi-
_zeds of West Victoria by .Ald. Kinsman
at the last regular session of the board of
aldermen, in asserting it as his belief
that the chief object of the residents in
inviting the Mayor and council to at-
ternd their meeting was to secure oppor-

tunity to tar and feather them. On
both of these topics several of the
speakers waxed warm, although the
meeting can only be spoken of as or-
derly and dignified in the extreme.

Mr. Beaumont Boggs presided, and
there were present with him on the
platform Aldermen Beckwith, Brydon
and Williams, the spokesmen for the
citizens of the especially interested dis-
trict including Revs. W. D. Barber and
D. MacRae, Messrs, T. F. Gold, Capt.
Gaudin, C. W. Jenkinson, S. M. O’Kell,
R. J. Styles, R. W. Fawcett, Phil. R.
Smith, Ramsay, Boggs and one or two
others—in addition to the aldermen pres
sent,

In opening the proceedings the chair-
man pointed out that the meeting had
been called, and the Mayor and council
invited to attend, for the purpose of con-
sidering matters of great importance to
the section. Unfortunately the date first
fimed had conflicted with some other ar-
rangements of the council, and while ac-
cepting the invitation then extended, an-
other date had been asked for by the
municipal authorities., This had been ar-
ranged, and some misconception had
then arisen as to the object of the meet-
ing. There was no foundation, he re-
marked with feeling, for the fear ex-
pressed by one member of the council,
that it was desired to administer tar
and feathers to the aldermen—no matter
how much some of the people’s represen-
tatives might deserve condign punish-
ment, Victoria West citizens were or-
derly and lzw-abiding, and they felt
bound to resent the insult placed upon
them in this connection almost as
strongly as the injustice that had been
their portion in other civic matters, They
were in fact the Uitlanders of Victoria,
for while they contributed their share of
taxes to the city, the Paul Kruger at the
city hall appeared determined that they
should neither have fair play nor yet
.the opportunity of meeting the council
among them to discuss their rights and
necessities, These were in part sketched
in the notice convening the meeting, and
resolutions would no doubt be offered
touching thereon during the progress of
the evening.

As a preliminary, the secretary of the
suburban rights committee Mr. T, F.
Gold was called upon for a statement of
the receipts and expenditures in connec-
tion with the processes of law employed
in resisting the closing of Craigflower
road. This statement showed that
$731.50 -had been collected, and $732.64
expended to date, while there was about
$25 subscribed and yet to be paid in,
with some few outstanding accounts to
be disposed of.

It devolved upon Rev. W. D. Barber,
cector of Holy Saviour’s, to “ open the
ball.” He emphasized strongly the ne-
cessity of steps to alter present condi-
tions in the suburb of which he had now
been a resident for ten years, and he
hoped that he might speak as one pos-
sessing a certain measure of respectabil-
ity and .the status of a law-abiding citi-
zen. When he had read in the press of
the remark made by one of the repre-
sentatives of the ward at the council
board, of tar and feathers in store for
the mayor ‘and aldermen should they
accept the invitation to attend this meet-
ing, he had been inexpressibly shocked
that so large and important a section of
the city of Vietoria should have such a
siur cast upon it—and that by one of its
own representatives. For nine years he
had watched the growth and develop-
ment. of West Viectoria, and had also
noted the small encouragement this de-
velopment received from those holding
1hp purse-strings of the eity. Many
things were needed—many that were not
£0 much as thought of by those in whose
bands the affairs of Victoria had been
placed, and whose duty was to endeavor
to carry out the wishes of a constituted
majority of the citizens. As an example
tl]cre was the matter of fire protection.
Each year witnessed a large number of
Lew and each year more imposing homes
erected—with a steadily increasing popu-
Iation—yet the district possessed neither
fire-fighting apparatus nor yet a building
in which to keep it. The shack now
b@:u.'mg the sign-board * Fire Hall ” was
a disgrace to any community, and the
rcads in such condition in all directions
from it that in the event of fire occurring
in the district. the buildings and resi-
df»ms were practically at its mercy. The
distance of West Victoria from the heart
of the city, and the very inadequate
mmeans of communication, by way of the
make-shift bridge at Point Ellice, in-
creased and emphasized the necessity for
a proper fire halt with suitable apparatus
in the suburb. As to Craigflower road—
the burning question with this section
of the city—he had not before taken any
part in the discussion, although he had
watched with keen interest and close at-
tention all that had taken place. Briefly
the facts appeared to be that at a past
date the ' public highway had been
illegally cut up into lots, although not
taken possession of. Then more recently
pressure had been brought to bear by
the parties interested in these illegally
-acquired lots, upon the city council, to
enable them to enter into possession;
and the council, taking advantage of a
technicality of law which enables them
to close any stréet within the city if it
s0 pleases them, had complied with this
request. Usually those in authority,
when 1llegal aets were performed, did
not strain their powers in an endeavor
to back up and legalize such acts in con-
travention of .the law. The city council’s
action thus became a unique exception in
this respect,. as well as in distinction
with the_efforts constantly being put
forth in the Old Country and elsewhere
to maintain the highways for the benefit
of the people—the council here aiming to
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had availed themselves. . ;
hoped that the inceming council would

look at the whole question in a just and
urbiased manner—gor all the people of
Victoria West asked for or desired was
simple justice. As for one other matter,
touching upon the questions of improve-

had said at the last meeting of the
council that Vietoria West had received
its full proportion of its contribution in
taxes back’ again in the shape of im-
provements—that indeed it was more
favorably dealt with in' this respect than
other parts of the city. Perhaps this
was quite true as to general revenue,
but he would like to ask how much of
the money raised by special debentures
on special loans, to which the people of
Victoria West contributed in the same
proportion as those of other parts of the
city, ever found its way to Victoria
West? Waterworks, fire improvement,
sewerage, all such loans, making up a
very large part of the total expenditure,
it should not be forgotten were for the
benefit of sections of the city with which
West Victoria could not be a sharer.
far away for general! use, besides which
it cost the workingman with his family
too much to get them there except at
infrequent intervals, The closing of
Craigflower road was, however, the
thing that more than any other “stuck
in the gizzard of ithe people of West
Victoria.” Tracing the steps that had
been taken on legal advice by the inter-
ested residents to carry out if possible
the wishes of the majority, he observed
that while these wishes had been set
aside by wirtue of a technicality, at the
cost of both money and the good will of
the people of the suburb, he did not
think the people of Victoria would not
have been perfectly satisfied had the
council accepted the original judgment of
Mr, Justice Drake, and pressed the mat-
ter mo further. He felt, with many
others, that the council had been unfair,
and had worked a great injustice to the
citizens in appealing—using the people’s
money to frustrate their will, and tak-
ing advantage of the fact that they could
not afford to carry the matter further
through the costs of appeal. In this
Craigflower road case the feeling of the
people of Victoria West was that they
had got plenty of law but no justice. As
for the mew sidewalks that had been
laid, he would ask who used them? Seri-
ous accidents had been narrowly averted
through these barricades, and they were
still a menace to the public safety, They
had not been asked for: the council well
knew that they were not wanted; yet
they could refuse necessary and highly
important works on the plea of “no
funds available” and spend money thus
to oppose the people’s wish and conveni-
ence.

Mr. C. W. Jenkinson also resented
strongly the course pursued by the
council in closing Craigflower road, as
well as Ald. Kinsman’s insulting re-
marks with reference to the people of
West Victoria at the last council meet-
ing. He denied the right of any coun-
cil to use the money of the ratepayers
in pushing an injustice down the throats
of the majority to oblige a few interested
private parties—even dif a technicality of
law gave them the power. He, too, urged
emphatically the claims of Victoria West
for better fire protection, better lighting,
and a recreation ground that would not
involve any great expense and would
be a service to the residents of Rock
Bay as much as of Victoria West.

The question of improved fire protec-
tion being an especially urgent one—in-
surance rates in Victoria West being
now very much higher than elsewhere
in the city—he moved, with Mr. Fawcett
as seconder:

‘“That this meeting is strongly of
opinion that steps should at once be
taken to build a suitable fire hall in this
western suburb, and equip it with at
least a chemical engine.”

Rev. D. MacRae, in common with
other residents of Victoria West, had,
he said, felt very great indignation at
the slanders against the people of the
suburb voiced by Ald. Kinsman at the
iast council meeting—slanders which
were as gratuitous as they weére unwar-
ranted. He thought that steps should
be taken to refute in the strongest pos-
sible terms the suggestion of that alder-
man that the memvers of the council
were, if they visited West Victoria, liable
to be subject to insult, much less vio-
lence. With reference to Craigflower
road, he was in hearty sympathy with
all the legal steps that had been taken
to maintain this as an open thorough-
fare. A great injury had apparently
heen worked by the legislature in giving
the council such exceptional and arbi-
trary power as had been taken advan-
tage of in this instance—more especially
when such remarkable power fell into
the hands of -such arbitrary, not to say
tyrannical men as constitute the major-
ity of the present board of aldermen.
Through the exercise of this power resi-
dents of Victoria West were now suffer-
ing both in pocket and in feeling. The
sume power might perhaps be taken ad-
vantage of to close Government or Yates
or Fort street. Of course this would
not be done, for it would appeal more
directly to the great body of citizens,
and the council would not dare to face
them. He thought that in the local in-
stance of wn-British government ‘the
difficulty lay in the fact that the bulk
of the people did not know—if the resi-
dents of Victoria ‘West could only make
clear to the people of the whole city the
gravity and the justice of their case, its
settlement would be prompt and satisfac-
tory. If the gentlemen controlling the
newspapers would only look into the case
for themselves-—exercise their intelli-
gence in examination, and then present
the case as they found it, he did not
think the West Vietorians would have
any further trouble. The press, it ap-
peared to him, was the medium of hope
for the suburb—for the press could
reach the ear of the general public, and
this publie. once it understood, could be
depended upon to do the rest. Or if the
business men, the retailers of the city,
could have brounght home to them the
giavity of the situation, it would go a
very long way. The hard-working com-
munity of Victoria West were among
the best customers of the city, and once
get them interested the residents of the
suburb would have a powerful lever to
exert upon the powers in auth-
crity — not only for the settle-
ment of their home grievances,
but to secure “proper and adequate con-
nection demanded not ‘only by the pres-
sure of ordinary traffic to and from the
city and suburb, but also in connection
“;lth_rthe neighboring naval station at
Esquimalt. It the public understood—if
the retail business men of the city un-{
derstood—Victoria West would no longer
be treated with both injustice and con-
tempt. Little could at present be done
with the city coundil, but in this connec-
tion the people had only to remember
that they had an election coming on, an
election at which every man and every

‘Mr. R. J. Styles vigorously attacked
the council’s actions in the Craigflower
road matter actions directly in contradic-
tion of the Mayor’s assertion that all
the council wanted was a friendly suit
to fix the legal position of the case get-
ting which he appealed, with knowledge
that the residents could mnot afford to
press the matter farther than in the
provincial courts. He referred inciden-
tally to the utter absence of police pro-
tection in West Victoria and closed with
a paraphrase of the oration over Caesar.
The Mayor, he said, was a most honor-
able man; Ald, Kinsman was an honor-
able man; Ald. Humphrey was an hon-
orable man—although their knives had
stabbed every citizen of West Victoria.

To place another matter on a definite
footing, Rev. D. MacRae here intro-
duced, with Rev. W. D. Barber as a
seconéer, the following resolution: “That
the report published in the local press of
the proceedings of the municipal council
of the city of Vietoria at its meeting on
Monday evening last remaining uncon-
tradicted, this meeting takes this, the
earliest, opportunity of repudiating the
charge of Ald. Kinsman to the effect
that the design of the ratepayers of Vic-
toria West in Inviting the board of ald-
ermen to a conference with respect to lo-
cal municipal questions was to subject
the said board of aldermen to insult and
violenice; and hereby calls upon Ald.
Kinsman to retract his slanderous
charge.”

Taking up again the matter of West
Victoria’s necessities, Mr. Fawcett ex-
plained that Ald. Humphrey was dis-
tinetly wrong in his assertion that no
petition had been presented by interest-
ed residents for a light on Cralgﬁo_w’er
road in the vicinity of Mr. Dunsmuir’s.
He himself had two years ago secured a
petition of 200 or more residents of.the
locality, and they had received the re-
ply from the council that the matter
would have to stand over until the
electric power was increased, when it
would receive consideration.

Rev. Mr. Barber again took the floor
to instance direct cases of necessary
street improvement, while another inter-
ested resident dwelt foreibly upon the
urgency of improving Walker street in
particular. x

Mr. Boggs pointed out the great neces-
sity of lights through the Indian reserva-
tion eiting the murder of Mrs. Bings as
one horrible illustration of the existent
danger in this connection. 'The council
were not asked, as they asserted, to im-
prove the property of the Indians, but to
protect the lives of white residents.

Mr. Phil. R. Smith urged the necessity
of street improvement and additional lights.

The next resolution was offered by{ Mr.
Okell, seconded by Mr, Redding, and read:

“In view of the absence of any recrea-
tion grounds in the northern portion of the
city, it is highly desirable that a portion of
the Indian Reserve, above Esquimalt Road,
should be rented for such purpose.”

Mr. Boggs, in speaking to this, stated
that for.a very small amount, say $50 or
$100 a year, five or ten acres of suita-
ble land could be got on the Indian Re-
serve, level and dry, where the various ath-
letic teams could practice, and families en-
Jjoy the pleasures of a park.

Rev. Mr. MacRae pointed out that pass-
ing resolutions would have little effect un-
less practically backed up. In this connec-
tion he urged early and effective organiza-
tion for the municipal elections, so as to
reach the entire city.

Mr. Ramsay hoped that the council would
£0 over the ground, especially in the in-
terest of the Craigflower Road dispute, for
themselves, and ask themselves as men
where the road should go. Eventually the
city council of Vietoria would be compelled
to put out thousands of dollars to open the
road again and straighten it.

The last resolution of the evening was
with reference to Craigflower Road, and
was presented by Mr. T. F. Gold and
Capt. Gaudin. 1t read:

‘““That in view of recent serious accidents
arising therefrom being narrowly averted,
the city council be requested to again re-
mcve the obstructions placed by them
across the Craigflower Road.”

The meeting then terminated, with votes
of thanks to the aldermen present, and
representatives of the press, as well &s the
chairman, and the appointment of the fol-
lowing committee to present the resolu-
tions of the evening, all of which were
unanimously adopted: Messrs. B. Boggs, C.
W. Jenkinson, T. Redding, T. F. Gold, Jas.
Gaudin, J. Coigdarippe, Rev. W. D. Bar-
ber, Rev. D. MacRae, J. Ramsay, S. Shore,
P. R. Brown, T. Nicholson and I. Coltart.

As soon as they
found their mistake they ceased firing
The ambulance, according to usages,
should have been three miles from the
field of battle, so the ambulance cannot
claim the English broke the usages of
civilized warfare, but I do not think the
English would have fired on them had
they known this.

DEATH OF J. K. CAMPBELL.

Found Dead in His Room at'the Dawson
Hotel—An Inquest To-day.

Mr. J. K. Campbell, secretary of the
British Pacific Gold Property Company,
was found dead in his room at the Daw-
son yesterday morning. The deceased
was around as usual on Thursday and
as late as 11 that night went to the
Central hotel to ex¢use himself for not
attending a whist party. He then seemed

in his usual health, which, however, has
not been good for some time. Yester-
day morning as he did not come down at
his regular hour, the bell boy went to
call him and found him half kneeling
by the bed with his arms crossed on his
breast as if to stay a pain, A post mortem
examination was held yesterday and
this morning a coroner’s jury will en-
qire into the facts. Mr. Campbell was
born at Castle Douglas, Scotland, 48
years ago, but when a child his family
moved to Workington, Cumberland, He
conducted a newspaper for a  time at
Whitehaven, Eng., and also at Seattle.
Ten years ago he came here to assume
the management of the British Columbia
Pottery Company. Afterwards he took
charge of a cannery on the Skeena river.
Latterly and until his appointment as
secretary of the British Pacific Gold
Property Company, he heid a position in
the education office.

The deceased was a man of fine attain-
ments and the life of any party of which
he was a member. He took a great in-
terest in the Young Men’s Liberal Club,
St. Andrew’s and Caledonian Society,
Sir William Wallace Society and Eagles,
all of which organizations will attend the
funeral to-morrow afternoon.

This justly celebrated bilious automobile
Succumbed to the rigors of the break-down
bus'ness after playing thirty-four one-night
stunds in repair shops and blacksmith shops
on the route between New York and Cleve-
land. It has since the 16th day of last
Avgust been laid to rest, full of fame and
fractures, in the silent junk shop—the
cough of its motor is still; its gaping punc-
tures no more blow pickets from the fences
ajong the rutty highway.

Mr. and Mrs. John Davis, the trained
nurses sent out to accompany the automo-
bile across the continent to San Franc'sco,
were, like their patient, in ‘a state of col-
lepse when Cleveland hove in sight on the
port dashboard. The lady had ruined three
shirtwalists pulling the moribund machine
out of the mud holes; her husband was
even worse off, as he was suffering keenly
from automobile arm and monkeywrench
heart,

On setting out for his long ride across
the continent awheel, the modern mercury,
August V. Roe, had provided himself with
two packs of cigarettes, a toothbrush, a
ccmb and a mouth organ. He discarded the
toothbrush and the comb the second day
out, in reduction of travelling weight, but
he brought the mouth organ through to
San Francisco, and he still had evidence
of the cigarettes on his fingers when he
reached here.

His automobilious rival, Mr. Davis, had,
on the other hand, armed himself originally
with a guart bottle of ammonia water, to
be used in washing the dust of Nevada's
alkali desert from his hair when the proper
moment arrived.
