The sense of personal loss, we cannot 

help thinking, was the least of the causes 
for yesterday’s tribute. Mr. Garfield was 
a créât and good man, hut pot in a pre­
eminent degree. He was not a distinguish, 
el soldier or lawyer, although he made 
some iepufcation as both, and until nomin­
ated for the presidency his fame as a poli­
tician or statesman had scarcely extended 
to the limits of his own country. He was 
not a Gladstone, a Disraeli, a Bright, a 
Bismarck or a Gortschakoff, though 
with years and opportunities he might have 
attained to their greatness. But he was 
worthy, able and honorable, and it is plea­
sant to reflect that his country may have a 
thousand men any one of whom might 
worthily fill his place.

To parody a sentence from his own most 
eloquent speech, “ President Garfield is 
“dead, but the government at Washington

still lives.” It lives, stronger for his life 
and more sacred for his death ; and though 
the ways of Providence are often dark and 
mysterious, we can see how this chastening 
stroke has wrought good for the world—how 
by it all peoples have been brought to feel 
the brotherhood of man. Especially and 
truly may it be said that England and 
America have been made one again.

The Cremation Hall al Gotha.
A correspondent of the Pall Mall GazetK 

writing from Gotha, Germany, desenbasthe 
Cremation hall in that place, with the ex- 
ception of Milan the only one in Europe 
it, WAq built two and a half years ago, and 
since*that time the bodies of fifty-two per- 
sons, including five women, have been in­
cinerated.

“Nine hours of preliminary preparation 
necessary ; and it must be explained, in 
order toremove any feeling of repugnance 
on the part of the reader, that the body 
is not burned in flame, hut is re­
duced to ashes by air heated to 600 degrees 
Reaumer. Two hours elapse before the 
ashes are coUeeted-six pound, being usual 
in the case of a man, four in that ot a wo­
man. As I have before said, the process is 
not visible, and is so scientific that every 
element of horror is eliminated. The cere, 
monv takes place in silent solemnity, only 
Ihe necessary officials and one or two near

be aimitteil—at least, of France and Ger- 
many—also advantageous to the dead. 
Here, as in France, the law compels such 

rompt interment that in many cases it; haa 
een known to t»ke place before the breath 

has left the body. In Algeria I have known 
personally a victim of this misapprehension, 
and my German friends all speak to me in 
warm terms of the new system as, irrespec- 
tive of other advantages, preventing p.ema- 
ture burial.”

Garfield said : I was thinning, young ladies 
and gentlemen, as I sat here this morning, 
that life is almost wholly made np of mar­
gins. The balk itself, of almost anything 
U not what tells. That exists anyway. 
That is expected.* That is not what gives 
the profit or makes the distinguishing dif­
ference. The grocer cares little for the 
great bulk of the price of his tea. It is the 
few cents between the cost and selling 
price, which he calls the margin, that par­
ticularly interests him. Is this to be great 
or small ? Is the thing of importance? 
Millions of dollars change hands in our 
great marts of trade just on the question of 
margins. This same thing is all-important 
in the subject of thought. One mind 
is not greater than another, perhaps, 
in the great bulk of its contents ; 
but its margin is greater, that’s all. I 
may know just as much as you do about .ti e 
general details of a subject, but you can go 
just a little farther than I can. You have 
a greater margin than I. You en tell me 
of some single thought just beyond where I 
have gone. I must succumb to your su­
periority. • * * I recall a good illustra­
tion of this when I was in college. A cer­
tain young man was leading the class in 
Latin. I thought I was studying hard. I 
couldn’t see how he got the start of ns all so. 
To us be seemed to have an infinite know­
ledge. He knew more than we did. Finally, 
one day I asked him when he learned his 
Latin lesson. “ At night,” he replied.
I learned mine at the same time. His 
window was not far from mine, and I 
could see him from my own. I had finished 
my lesson the next night as well 
as usual, and, feeling sleepy, was about to 
go to bed. I happened to saunter to my 
window, and there I saw my classmate still 
bending diligently over his book. “ There's 
where he gets the margin on me,” I thought. 
“ But he shall not have it for once,” I re­
solved. “ I will studv-just a little longer 
than he does to-night.” So I took down 
my books again, and, opening to the lesson, 
went to work with renewed vigor. I watch­
ed for the light to go out in my classmate’s 
room. In fifteen minutes it was all dark. 
“ There is his margin,” I thought. It 
fifteen minutes more time. It was hunting 
out fifteen minutes more of rules and root- 
derivatives. How often, when a lesson is 
well prepared, just five minutes spent in 
perfecting it will make one the best in the 
class. The margin in such a case as that is 
very small, hut it is all-important. The 
world is made up of little things.
