It had been
the practice for forty years for the national
committee to select a temporary chairman
ot the convention and the, departure could
mot now be made from the custom without
creationg bitterness of feeling.

FURTHER EVIDENCE AT THE OOR-
ONER'S INVESTIGATION.

——n

Albert Robson and Esther Hawker Tell
What They Know—Nothing Startling
Elicited,

When Coroner Johnson resumed his en-
quiry into the mystery surrounding the
death of Samuel Curr at the police court
last night, there was & large and eager
crowd present, anxious to hear the start-
ling story that Esther Hawker was to re-
late. But the girl’s evidence by no means
came up to expectations, and the audience
was visibly disappointed. Three witnesses
were examined, and a. further adjourn-
ment was made, !

On the strength of a statement made by

Esther Hawker to Detective Reburn, that
officer took into custody Saterday night a
young man whose pame was published as
Albert Edward Robiuson. He passed the
n ght in Hattie Jeffrey’s house and was
supposed to know a heap about the affair.
Robinson was brought into thesourt room
last night with the other prisoners,
. Hattie Jeffrey, Jane Cross, Georgina
| Woods, Miunie O’Brien, John Falvey
and William Neal. The police and
the newspapers have made a mis-
take in the name of Robinson. His
correct name is Robson, and he is or was a
hackdriver in this city. His father, who
at ope-time was in. the hotel business at
{ Hamilton and- Whitby, was present and
| watched the case with interest. Youny
Robson is stout and about the medium
height, with a full, beardless face.

Mr. Murphy, who appeared for Robson,
said his client was anxious ¢» make a state-
ment, The coroner and jury having ex-
pressed their willinghess to hear him, the
young man was called to the front and
sworn at his own request. §

His story was substantially as follows::
I went to Mrs. Jeffrey’s house between 2
and 2 30 a.m. May 27, and got in by the
back way, beiny admitted by Mrs. Jeffrey.
There were two girls, Esther Hawker and
Georgina Woods, and a baby in bed in &
back room. Woods got up and left the
room and I went to bed. About fifteen
minutes afterwards I went into Jeffrey's
room for a pitcher of water. She wasin
bed with a child, no one else being in the
room. Half an hour afterwarde I heard a
knock at the front door. Mrs. Jeffrey
opened the inside door and told those at
the outer door to go away. Then I went
to sleep, and it must have been about 4.30
when Jeffrey woke me up and asked me if
I was going to work. . I answered -in the
negative, that I would sleep till 10. Ske
went out of the room, but returned in a
minute or so, telling Esther to get up and
look out, that there was a pool of blood in
front of the house, and she guessed that
some one had been murdered there. Esther
then told me to get ‘up,  that
some one had been murdered, and
the police would be there. I got up and
went into the hall where Mrs, J -firey and
two other women were looking out through
a hole in' the door. I went back and
dressed, returning to a front window, from
which the women were looking. I saw
two policemen outside.” Mrs. Jeffréy told
me I had better get ontthe back way,
whereuporr] asked -what “ws the mutter
with the front door. She apswered that it
would look snspicious for anyone to go out
so early, Iacted on her advice, passin
through a lane into Chestnut street an
thence down to Edward, where I saw the
.ambulance east of Chestnut. I noticed a
tall man with a réd beard. When I asked
him if there had been a murder he seemed
exeited and muttered something which I
could not understand. During the day I
told several parties what had happened,
one of them being Mr. Quion of the Clar-
endon hotel. :
Mr. Galbraith, who watched the case
for Mrs. Jeffrey and Falvey, asked Robson
if he ever saw the latter before. The re-
ply was that the first time he saw him was
since bis arrest, He made a similar an-
swer to a question.put by Neal, The im-
pression made by Robson’s statement was
that he had fully acquitted himself of any
connection with the crime.

Sergeant Breckenreid of No. 2 police di-
vision gave evidence to the effect that he
passed along Edward street at 2.35 on the
fatal morning but saw or heard of no dis

turbance.

Esther Hawker was then called into
the room. The coroner said to her: ‘I
understand you have a statement to make
in addition to that you have already said,
Let us hear it. The girl thereupon pro:
ceeded to tell the following story : :

1n my last statement I did not say that
the man Robson was in the house. Mrs.
Jeifrey said after Robson left that I need
not say about him being in the house, as
she did not want any one to know if.
Some,man knocked at the front door after
Robson came in. Mrs. Jeffrey told him to
go away, that she would not let him in.
It seemed as if he” was quiet for about five
minutes and then he pounded on the door;
she went to the dour, and was vexed at
him for pounding, and told him to go
away, that there was no woman in the
house for him. She ordered him away
and closed the inner door, having been
there - a little more than five
minutes, Atter the door closed I heard
some ona outside moan, and heard one man
say to another to come on, don’t stop here,
when they seemed both to move away to-
gether. Iheard the voices plainly. I be-
lieved it was Curr who was at the ' door
speaking to Jeffrey as I recognized his
voice. I took particular notice of the
voice as I thought it was some one for me,
and I knew I had heard it once before... It
was not anybody for me. The other voide
was a rough voice.

Twelve months ago I lived in the same
house with Curr and Fanny Johnston. I
knew him well.

I'did not hear Hattie Jeffrey go to her
room after she left the door; can’t say
whether she went out or not. Fifteen or
twenty minutes later she came to
my room and asked Robinson what
time he wanted to  get up,
«“Call me abont 10 o'cleck,” he said.
She went out and returned in a few min-
utes, telling him to get up that there was
a pool of blood in front of the house and
two policemen looking at it. He got up
and went to the hall, I followed; he re-
turned to dress, and then went out the
back way.

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The Pumping Engine,
A good deal has been said in the city
papers with reference to the pumping
machinery that is about to be ordered for

the water department. An attempt has
been made to secure the eontraet for one of
the bidders on the ground that the work of
building the machinery will be done in
Toronto by & Toronto firm. We, too,
would like to see the work dome in Te-
ronto, and we would like to see a Toronto
firm get the job. But the city council’s duty
is not to provide work for Toronto firma.
The only question before them now is this:
to get the best possible pumping engine at
the best possible price; and the widest
libérty must be given them in order to
carry out this paramount object. The
cheapness of the engine is governed more
by what it costs to run and maintain
it than what it costs to put it

.in in the first place. We hold
therefore that it is the duty of the council
to buy that engine which costs least to run,
gives us the greatest satisfaction and is
most reliable, irrespective of where it
comes from, or what firm builds it.

-We see by last night’s Telegram that
the Holly company of Lockport say that
they are willing to spend 850,000 in build-
ing the greater portion of their engine in
Toronto if they get the contract. So this
would practically put them on an equality
with the local firm in so far as the place
where the engine is built is concerned.
But as we have already said this is not
the question to be decided by the council,
What they have to settle concerns value
and merit alone.

Toe Much of a Goed Thing.

It is no use blinking the matter, we must
look it straight in the face, our numbers
[Trinitycoll:fe and universltyfdo notincrease
as they should do. Wrere are we to look for
thereason? * * Is it not,and with sorrow
we say it, is it not in the nmhy. which chay-
acterizes the church of England in Canada.

So says Rouge et Noir, an excellent col-
lege paper. But the apathy of the church
is not the true reason. The anglican com-
munion-is as active in all work as any
other in our midst, But the anglican
church is not calling for higher education
in literature and science. That, the mass
of people in that church, regard as a work
of supererogation. True, the church needs
an educated ministry, but that can be se-
cured by letting candidates therefor get
their secular training from the provincial
university at no cost to the church, thereby
leaving the church free to devote all
its teaching energy to theological train-
ing. Rouge et Noir and those who
sympathize with it may accept it once for
all that theére is not room in Toronto for
two firet-class universities. It will be a
struggle for one in the race with the rival
institutions' of older countries. The
-sooner Trinity realizes this fact the better.
Let her leave the arts and science course
alone. She can retain her present build-
ings, or better still sell them to advantage
and go to the park with new ones. Trinity
in the park could have a hundred students
in her residence; now she has less than
thirty. She could be a power in the
councils of the provincial university; now
she is a nonentity, She could be the
brightest of the cluster of colleges that are
centering round the provincial seat of
learning; now she is wasting her sweet-
nessin the desert air. She would not loose
her identity, but add to her influence.
Trinity at best has only one side of a
divided church to appeal to in trying to
-build up a university; with the great
majority of that side disposed to send their
sons to the provincial institution for the
simple but inexorable reason that it is the
best, she has little to hope for in the long

run. Unnecessary universities must go,

Speculating for the Rise.

Losses are made by bears as well as
bulls, but it is a pretty sure thing that the
far greater proportion of losses made by the
general public are made by speculating for
the rise, Here is an instance, which we
find in the Philadelphia Commercial List :
‘*A few weeks ago a prominent merchant

But when
afall is anticipated in inner circles the
scene changes. Then they or their
agents - work like beavers to . get
the public to buy and fyequently
with great success,  Take for nce the
case of the prominent Philadelphia mer-
chant who lost $66,000 by buying at 84}
stock which in a few weeks’ time kad to be
sold out at 513. It may be considered
among the strong probabilities that some-
body, or several somebodies, did actually
spend a great deal of labor on that unfor-
tunate individual, in order to induce him
to buy. The insiders well understood that,
the prevailing weakness with the lambs is
to buy, in order to win by the rise ; and of
this peculiarity in lamb nature they take
every advantage,
