Mr. Laurfer's Remedy.

*“The only remeody for the condition of affairs
now cxisting in Canada,” said Mr. Laurier, *“is
16 ndopt the resolution introduced by Sir
Richard Cartwright. It would open, wide to
us the trade of the 60,000,000, to the south, yet
the Government refuse to do this. They offer

to a certain. extent and no further. They
siand on their dignity and will not budge an
inch. They had, however, failed in their effort
1o secure limited reciprocity; the United States |-
fafted to be coerced by Canada. The offer
made by Canada was regarded as a threat and
the threat bhad been unsuccessful.”

Sentiments had been expressed in the States,
however, in favor of Unrestricted Reciprocity.
During the recent fishery negotiations trade
proposals had been made by the American
vlenipotentiaries and though those proposals
are not made known to this House, yet it is im-
possiblo to imagine them to have been other
thun for the complete removal of -the trade
restrictions existing between the two coup-
tries. The present time was eminently well
fitted for sending a_commissioner Lo Washing-
ton to negotiale for freer trade relations, Un-
restricted Reciprocity would include recipro-
¢ity in natural products and the latter was ad-
vocated by gentlemen opposite, but they con-
tended that 3t would injure our manufacturing
fndustries.

Where the Shoe Pinches.

The World has several times called the at.
tention of its. C.U. contemporaries to a
fact which they cannot deny, but are
sufficiently disingenuous to ignore: that the
New England manufacturers, who once found
an undisputed market for their wares in the
Southern States are now enduring competition
from that quarter. The Troy press, a Demo-
cratic organ, thus incidentally confirms our
contention:

There are plants in_the South sitnated close
to iron and coal beds which embrace under
one control ceke ovens, blast furnaces, rail
mills, stove foundries and nail factories. The
concentration of productive facilities is itself a
po'&ent. factor in cheapening the cost of the out-
put.

The Press adds that wages are lower at the
South than in the North, aye, even than they
are in some lines in England. Our Troy con-
temporary also says that the Southerners are
delivering iron in New York, freight paid,
cheaper than 1t can be manufactured in Pitts-
burg, and does not regard as 1dle their boast
that they will yet undersell the English in
their own markets! We do not accept this
prediction at its face value, but there can be
no dispute as to what they are doing in the
Northern States. This is where the shoe
pinches the New Euglanders, and why so
many of them are beginning to covet Canada.
