Toronto Advancement Association, There Is Still Room for More Baofneia
Mr. James Beaty presented a memorial 

from the Toronto Advancement Association 
asking a bonus of $2 a ton on all iron 
smelted in the province during a 
term of not less than 12 years.»

J. K. Kerr, Q.C., thought that the Gov­
ernment should first be informed as to the 
extent of iron in various localities and 
whether it waa of such a character as to be 
amenable to manufacture. He doubted 
whether in the face ot the competition iron 
could be manufactured profitably here.

“How ti that?” asked Sir (Hiver.
“The best proof of this,” continued Mr. 

Kerr, “is that capitalists, even with the in­
ducement of a bonus from the Dominion, 
cannot be induced tq invest their money in 
the enterprise. There ti not a single work 
for treating iron ore in the Province.”

Joseph Bawden, Kingston, admitted that 
the duty on iron was considerable, al­
though far front that in the United 
States. In Frontenac County they 
had ascertained by experience the great 
expense of'opening' mines. The iron was 
plenty, but could not be produced so 
cheaply as in the United States. Machin­
ery and plant cost more here, the cost of 
iron per ton to extract was $6, fuel per ton 
$7, to which must be added cost of furnaoe 
and plant, bringing the total post of making 
a ton of charcoal pig-iron up to $15 or $16. 
In United States $13 was the maximum per 
ton. Mr. Conmee, M.L.A., thought that 
Government aid would induce capitalists to 
invest their money in mining industries.

Mr. Rathbun Suggest» Deseronto.

Mr. Rathbun read a lengthy statement 
showing why smelting works should be 
established at Deseronto. He showed the 
uses that timber could be applied to fni in­
dustrial uses. Charcoal could be produced 
in enormous quantities. At Deseronto 
$1,000,000 had been expended for railway 
facilities, and 12 miles yet remained to be 
completed. On timber lands $30,000 had 
been spent. The sum required to secure ah 
adequate supply of charcoal and to erect a 
suitable furnace was $125,000. The sup­
plementary manufactures of creosote oils 
and Paris green would supply the whole 
country at an immense saving compared 
with the present coat. There had been an 
expenditure of $250,000 in the charcoal in­
dustry and $300,000 more was required. In 
conclusion, Mr. Rathbun urged that re­
sponsible men were asking this aid, and 
were willing to give their bond as to its re­
payment. It was the authority of the 
Government support that was needed to 
inspire confidence.

It is evident that our new Medical Health 
Officer, and Mayor Fleming, too, have de­
cided to keep the public in the dark as to 
the transactions of the Health Department.
The other day a seizure was made of un­
sound pork juat. as it was about to go 
through the sausage mill. The animals: had 
died from pheumonia and their lungs were 
diseased. Hence the action of Dr. SheArd 
in ordering the meat to be destroyed. So far 
the Doctor’s action ia commendable. But 
it is reported he got into an angry humor 
when he learned the press had become 
aware of the seizure. He spoke insultingly 
of the press and threatened hereafter he 
would slam the door of lii» office in the 
ace of any reporter.who tried to ferret out 
the secrete of his department. There are 
two points we wish to make in 
regard to these facts. The first is 
that it is bad policy to conceal information 
concerning matters affecting the public 
health; the second, that it does not come 
within the province of tbe Medical Health 
Officer to say what information shall and 
what shall not be made public. In regard 
to thmfirst point we would like to ask Dr.
Sheard what benefit there is in concealing 
the fact that certain diseased pigs were 
confiscated; If the fact is published citizens 
are more apt to be on their guard against 
buying unfit articles of food than if the fact is 
concealed. When the information is con­
cealed the most that can be said is that, as 
far as any particular seizure is concerned, 
the tainted food involved in that seizure 
will not have a chance to injure anyone.
But the destruction of the impure food is 
not the only object that a confiscation 
should effect It is equally important that 
the public should be constantly cautioned 
and thereby educated, and tha't dealers 
should be warned what may happen 
to them if they offer for sale tainted food 
of any kind. The star chamber system 
that His Worship and Dr. Shsard are try- 

. ing to inaugurate will not be tolerated.
The public are the masters in this affair, 
and the public wish to be apprised from 
time to time of what danger they may be 
exposed to. The second point we make is 
that Dr. Sheard is put in his office to attend 
to the sanitary affairs of the city, and to 
those affairs alone. The publishing of in­
formation such as the seizure referred to 
ia not a sanitary matter at alL The public 

' are not likely to go into hysterics or con­
tract typhoid fever from being told of thé 
seizure of diseased pigs. Those who ap­
pointed Dr. Sheard to hie office ought to 
have access to the records of his office, and 
having auch access they ought to present 
the transactions of the department to the 
publie through thé medium of the press.

Democratic Simplicity,
The World haa great respect for the Leg­

islature of Ontario.. But it ia not a Parlia­
ment. The one at Ottawa barely cornea 
within the connotation of the term. While, 
therefore, some indulgence must be allowed 

“for the occasion of opening tbe new build­
ing» on the centenary of our first assembly 
gathering at old Newark we trust that the 
tendency of the institution and the 
institutes now lodged in the Queen’s 
Park will be toward maintaining their 
municipal cast rather than their claimed 
parliamentary character.

When 
he goes to Windsor we trust he will wear 
it before Her Majesty; but up in Queen’s 
Park, Toronto, it should only be seen in the 
museum cases of the University.

And while on this subject we might say 
that we trust that the report is true that 
our old friend Frank Smith ia to be knighted.
He belongs to the old school and most of 
his colleagues have been given that honor.
But it would be a source of discouragement 
to us were a man of the younger school,
