A LABOR ORGAN WANTED.

labor Men to Meet in Convention to Select 
[Municipal Candidates.

There wa«f a god meeting of the 
Trades and Labor Council last night, 
the president, R. Glôckltng, In the 
chair. •

The Municipal Comitte reported that 
Architect Lennox strongly recommend­
ed tha plans for the roof of the new 
municipal buildings be changed and 
that it be made fireproof, and stated 
that the other portions of the building 
Would be much safer If made fire­
proof, but the committee, thinking 
otherwise, Mr. Lennox’s views 
not concurre din. The committee re­
commend the carrying out of the plans 
as drawn and decided upon nine years 
ago. The report also Insinuated that 
wire-puling had been done in the bond 
«ettlemetn with Paulin, Sorley & Mar-

A special committee appointed at 
the last meeting to consider the ad­
visability of placing candidates In the 
field for municipal honors, recommend­
ed as follows: “That a circular calling 
a convention of all labor organiza­
tions, delegates to which to be upon 
the same basis as representation In 
this council, the convention to be call­
ed Friday evening, Nov. 29."

The Ligislative Comlttee’s report di­
rected the attention of the council 
a despatch of Oct. 29, announcing that 
the Federal Government had appoint­
ed A. W. Wright a comissioner to 
enquire into facts as to whether the 
sweating system exists in Canada, and 
if so, to what extent. Should the con­
clusions arrive dat by Mr. Wright
