" The gentleman to- whom is princip-
g@lly due the credit for bringing into
existence these commodious quarters is
William Gray, the president. Mr. Gray
is a commercial traveéler, representing
the firm of Gowans, Kent & Co. in
Western Ontario. He is a hustler, they
say, and he looks like one. Although
out in the country most of the week,
he still found time to atfend to the
financing and other details connected
with the new venture.

When he first took the matter in
hand he found it necessar¥ to work
up a big lot of enthusiasm. This he
proceeded to do in a business-like way.
Or.ce he had aroused his fellow-mem-
bers to the importance of the club’s
having a decent and commodious house
of i#ts own, he found little difficulty in
carrying out the rest of the project.

Organization and Capital.

It was the intention of the club to
erect a new building, but an opor-
tunity of renting the old ‘Mechanics’ In-
stitute in Dundas-street, at a low
rate, presented| itself and the club
secured it on a six years’ lease.

the club house is the fact that not a
cent is owing on any part 9f the whole
outfit. The club is in good financial
shape. Since the subscription books
were opened six weeks ago, nearly
8000 members, at a dollar each, have
been enrolled.

If the club keeps on as it has start-
ed out, it has a successful future
ahead of it.

Two years ago half the ch=ese sent to
England was consumed by the Bri-
tish people, while it supplied only one
per cent. of the butter.

For that we
were attacked, but we kept on in our
course, adopting the cold storage sys-
tem. The result is that this year we
have sent twice as much butter to
England as last year, and to-day deal-
ers in Montreal cannot. get enough
Canadian creamery butter to be sent
to England.

This is the written
opinion of Mr. Derbyshire, president
of the Creamery Asssociation. We in-
tend continuing in the same policy of
helping our farmers to extend thelr
markets.

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INSURED A7 DEATH'S DOCR

ACTION TO CANCEL THE MRS. ALGER
$7000 POLICY.

Evidence Giyen That the Woman Had Suf-
fered From Consumption for Years-
br. Francey Whoe Made the Examina-
tion Will Return From the States to
@Give Evidence—The Case Not Concluded.

. The non-jury court at Osgoode Hall
was crowded yesterday morning when
the case of the Equitable Assurance Co.
for the ecancellation of a policy for
$7000, issued in December last, upon
the ‘life of Mary Ellen Alger, late of
Pickering commenced before Mr.Justice
MacMahon. The company eclaim that
Mrs. Alger, at the time of the applica-
tion for the policy, was suffering from
consumption, and that George E.
Alger, her husband and beneficiary,
and Dr. Francey, made false declara-
tions that she was in good healih.

Mrs. Algers died in August last, and
her body was afterwards exhumed by
ithe Attorney-General’s J)epartment,
and a post-mortem examination hav-
ing been made, consumption was stat-
egl to be the cause of death. The plain-
tiff company have obtained a safe
conduct from the Ontario Government
for Dr. Francey, who will return from
the States tp give evidence. Messrs.
Wallace Nesbitt. G. T. Blackstock,
Q.C, and T. P. Galt represent the in-
surance company, and Messrs. B. B.
Osler, Q.C., and S. A. Jones the de-
fendant Alger.

Died of Consumption.

Dr. Ferguson, who, together with
Dr. Bingham, made the post mortem
examination of Mrs, Alger, was the
first witness called, and testified that
the symptoms exhibited were certainly
those of consumption, and Drs. Bing-
ham and Caven testified to the same
effect.

Dr. W. F. Eastwood of Claremont,
the Alger family physician since the
summer of 1888, had treated Mrs. Alger
for consumption. Last February Alger
wished to insure his wife in the Lon-
don & Lancashire Co. for $5000, but the
doctor reported against the risk, al-
though Algef asked him to be ‘‘as ac-
commodating as Dr. Francey.”

J. N. Hortup, an agent of the Onta-
rio Mutual Co., spoke of an applica-
tion in July last by: Alger to insure
his wife in the Home Life for $5000.
The woman, however, died before the
policy could be issued.

An old native of Pickering called
Holtby stated that Mrs. Alger had for
years complained of consumption, for
which she had taken medicine. Her
uncle, father and brother had died of
the disease. Edward Wilson gave con-
firmatory testimony.

Evidence of an important nature was
that of W, J. Stark of Stouffville, who
'said that Alger told him that there
was $7000 on his wife’s life in the
Equitable, but he wanted the matter
hushed up because Mrs. Alger thought
the amount was only $1000, and he
had latterly been insuring bad risks.

The case will be- resumed at 10
o’clock this morning.

VURDER IN THE FIRST DEGREE

That is the Verdlet in the Case of Theodore
Durrant, Who Murdered Blan he
Lamount in San Francisco

San Francisco, Nov. 1.—The trial of

Theodore Durrant for the murder of
Blanche Lamont, which has been one
of the sensations here for several
mcnths, is at last closed. The case
went to the jury at 3.25 p.m. to-day,
and the first ballot resulted in a ver-
in the first degree.
d‘f&ts Otlyllxﬁgre:t' heard the words
which sealed his fate, he par-
tially ross from his ~seat. The
look on hig face was one of defiance
and it was apparent that he had it
in mind to adaress the jury. The first
cry from His mother changed his mina
if he had such intention. He sat down,
turned to‘ his mother and took ner
fondly in his arws. He seemed obll-
vious to the fact that a verdict which
meant death to him had been return-
ed; oblivious to everything except the
weeping woman who had sat patiently
by his side through the long trial
cheering him with words of hope.

The verdict of the jury meets with
general approbation. Durrant takes it
coolly and saye he has hot yet lost
hope.

Durrant was born in Toronto and
the story of his crime is as follows :

On the third of April last Blanche
Lomont left her home at 8.30 a.m. and
went to the High School for the morn-
ing session, In the afternoon she at-
tended the Normal School for cooking
class, which she left about 3 o’clock.
As she walked from the school in com-
Pany with Miss Minnie Edwards, a
Young man stepped up to her, raised
his hat and escorted her to_the car at
Clay and Powell-streets.. THe two sat
on the east side of the dummy aamd
rode in that position to Market-street.
~En route to Market-street Miss Ed-
wards sat inside of the car and paid
close attention to Miss Lamont and
her escort. She saw them last at
Market and Powell, where she left the
car, and proceeded down Market to
Fourth-street.

As the car on which Miss Lamont
and Miss Edwards rode passed the
ccrner of Powell and California Misses
May Landgan and Alice Pleasant, who
attended the Normal School, and saw
Miss Lamont there that day, noticed
the young lady and her escort sitting
on the outside of the car.

Blanche Lamont was never again
seen alive by any one who knew her.
She failed to return home and her dis-
appearance was reported to the police.
They not only failed to find her, but
were unable to get a clue which would
show whether she had been murder-
ed or had eloped. The latter was the
most accepted theory.

It became known that a young man
man had escorted the missing girl
from the school, but his identity was
not established at the time

On April 13 the manglzd body of
Minnie Williams, who had becn to
church on the night of Friday, the
12th, was found in the library of Ema-
nuel Church. This discovery led to
an investigation, and the finding of
the remains of Blanche Lamont on the
top floor of the tower of the church.
She had been strangled to death, and
the marks of the murderer’s fingers
were plainly to be seen on thre neck.

When_ the murder of Minnie Wil-
liams became known suspicion was
directed towards Theodore’ Durranr,
and when detectives went to his house
they found evidence in his clothing
to warrant his arrest.

The two school girls previously iden-
tified him as the man they had seen
leave the Normal School with Miss La-
mont on the afternoon of. April 3.

BRADLEY WANTS' FIFTY DOLLARS

For Board of the Wreeck®d Crew of the
Severn and Salvage of Goods— :
Decision Reserved.

‘Wiarton, Ont., Nov, 1.—The adjourn-
ed hearing of the Bradley case, where-
in the accused was charged with the
unlawful detention of goods, was held

THE LOAN COMPANIES. |
One of ‘the things to'be noticed thesa
days in the local financial market is
the decline in the price o¢f shares of
our loan companies. Bome of them
have fallen as muchas twenty points
since the first of the year. Consonant
with this decline in the value of shares
there has been a reduction in divi-

eral of the companies. It is also pro-
poséd to reduce, the working expenses
of a number of the companies. We
Pelieve this latter is a wise poliey on
the part of the companies. The loan
companies must for some time here-

being placed on their shares; the
shareholders must be prepared to ac-
cept lower dividends, and the man-
agement must be prepared to conduct
the business at smaller cost. It just
may be that the last mentioned end
may be effected by consolidation of
two or more companies into one. It
cannot, however, be long before the
real estate market begins ﬁ move
upward, and when that comes the
loan companies will improve their po-
sition and the shareholders will im-
prove their dividends.

, COPPER MINING. ~
Another sign of the coming boom 1
mining is to be found in the recent
purchase of 300,000 shares in Phe Ana-
conda copper mine by English capital-
ists. These shares represent a quar-
ter of the company’s total capitaliza-
tion of thirty imillions of dol-
lars. The mnet profits of this
mine for the ‘year were almost
$3,000,000. The immense deveélopments
which have taken place in electricity,
and the stilll greater development
which seems in the immediate future,
must compel a rise in the price of* cop~
per, and as a consequence increased de-
velopment in éopper mining. We have
in Canada, and ‘especially in Ontario,
some of the very best copper ores in
the world, and there is every reason
to belleve with the increased demand
for copper there will come a develop-
ment of the Canadian e¢opper munes.

'PARLIAMENTARY NOTIGE.

Notice is hereby given that applica-
tion will be made by the Supreme
Court of the Independeat Order of
Foresters, to the Parliament of Can-
ada, at the next session thereof, for
the passage of an Act in amendment
of its Act of Incorporation, 52 Victo-
ria, chapter 104, entitled “An Act to
Incorporate the Supreme Court of the
Independent Order of Foresters,” and
that the nature and object of the pro-
posed Act, are as follows, to wit:

1. To amend Section “1(e)” ‘of the
said Act of Incorporation by striking
out the word “thrée’ and inserting In
lieu thereof the word ‘“five,”” thus
granting to the Supreme Court power
to increase the maximum Mortuary
Bentfits which may be paid to the
beneficiaries, of its deceased members
from three “thousand to five thousana
dollars.

2. To amend Section 6 of the sald
Act of Incorporation by adding pro-
visions granting power and authority
to the said Supreme Court, Independ-
ent Order of Foresters, in addition to
the powers and authority granted to
them by the said section ‘to invest
so much of the “surplus” or accumu-
lated funds of the said Supreme Court
in bonds of the United States of Am-
erica, or of any State thereof, as may
be provided for or required, from
time to time, under the laws of the
United States, or of any State there-
of, to enable the said Supreme Court
to carry on its business in the United
States, or in any State or Territory
thereof; provided that the aggregate
of such investments shall not at any
time exceed one-fourth of the total
availbale ‘“surplus” or accumulatea
funds of the said Supreme Court; also
to give power to the Supreme Court
to procure and deposit with the pro-
per authorities or departments of the
Government of Great Britain or- of
any of the countries other than the
United States of America, in which
the Supreme Court, now doing or may
hereafter lgo business, such securities
as may be required of Fraternal Bene-
fit Societies or Insurance Companies,
by the laws of such countries; provid-
ed always that the total of such secu-
rities shall not exceed in amount one-
fourth of the total avalilable ‘“sur-
plus” or accumulated funds of tne
Supreme Court.

3. To amend section 8 of the said
Act of Incorporation by striking out
the concluding words -thereof, viz.,
“and is not subject to Government In-
spection.” .

4 To insert sections which shall pro-
vide, (a) That the Supreme Court of
the Independent Order of . Foresters
shall make annually a statement un-
der the oath of the Supreme Chiéf
Ranger and Supreme Secretary, which
shall exhibit the assets and liabilities
of the Supreme Court, and its income
and expenditure during the previous
yéar in respect of its Mortuary Bene-
fit or Insurance Department and of its
Sick and Funeral Benefit Department
and such other information as is deem-~
ed necessary by the nister.

(b) To provide that the Superintens
dent of Insurance shall have ‘power
from time to time and at the head
office of the said Supreme Court, to
examine or cause to be examined all
books and vouchers of the said Su-
preme Court for the purpose of verify-
ing the said Annual Statement.

. To provide that within three
months after the passing of the said
Act, the Supreme Court of the Inde-
pendent Order of Foresters shall de-
pesit with, and thenceforth keep
and maintain on deposit with,
the Government of Canada a
sum not less than one quarter of a
million dollars and that the said Su-
preme Court of the Independent Order
of Foresters shall have power from
time to time in their disc¢retion to add
to and increase the sald deposit—and

6. To add the following section, to-

wit—No member who is or has been or
hereafter becomes a member of the
Order shall be liable for any assess-
ments, dues or fines to the Order, or
for any debt or liabilities of the Or-
der—but _all payments _of assessments,
dues and fines shall be voluntary on
ways, that during the time that any
the part o thr member—piovided al-
member is in default with respect to
any assessmients, dues or fines, such
member shall not nor shall his benefi-
claries be entitled to any of the pe-
cunlary benefits of the Order.

Mr. Murray and I came to an understand-
ing and that I had better change and
get another place.

Mr. Murray pald me $10 for my three
months’ work and toldd me he was very
poor, and had no more money then, but
when he could send me the other $5 on he’
would. I have not received it yet.

I wrote to Mr. McArthur and acquainted
him of the facts; he wrote me informi
me to go on to Mr. Wiliam Robertson a
Villa Nova, Norfolk county, and I immedi-
ately went, understanding that I was to re-
ceive $5 a month. I worked for Mr.Robertson
from May 29th until October 18th. I left
him for no other reason but that he would
not pay me any wages. He sald that his
nndertsanding with Mr. F. F. McArthur
was that I, Walter Greenwood, was to
work for him for six months for nothing,
then I was to work for one year at the
rate of $3 per month.

Greville Harston of this city the rank
of major, “as a special casd” Capt.

This
did not meet with the approval of
Capt. Harston and most of the officers
of the regiment, who sent to the Min-
later of Militia a statement of the case,
which sald that during the last two
years Col. Dawson commanded the
regiment, Paymaster Bruce and As-
sistant Surgeon King did their best to
“stir up strife and mischief,” with the
object of making Col. Dawson resign
and letting Major Mason get command.
The statement continued to the effect
that both these officers were to be re-
wvarded when Col. Dawson retired.
With that view,Col. Mason used his in-
fluence with Gen, Herbert and induced
him to break all rules of the militia
service by passing over all the quali-
fied officers of the Grenadiers and
bringing in Mr, Bruce as major.

Major Hughes, M.P., brought the
case upon the House and E. Coats-
worth, M.P.,, determined to have it iput 4
1ight. On the Hon. Mr. Dickey becom-
ing Minister of Militia he wrote Mr.
Coatsworth and asked whether, if he
promoted Capt. Harston to be major,
it would be satisfactory. Capt. Hars-
ton consulted with the officers of the
regiment and decided to accept the
proposition, as it was desired only to
! substantiate-their claim that certain
officers of the Grenadiers had no right
without the consent of the officers of
the regiment to bring in a gentleman
not in the competent ranks over the
heads of all the qualified officers of the
regiment. f
