Terrible Calamity in the
Annapolis Basin,

Eight Persons Drowned by the Swamp-
ing of a Row Boat on Thursday Last.

The steam-yacht Ouida, owned by
Digby parties, in charge of Capt. Her-
sy, and hav ng on board a party con-
sisting of Wm, Vidito, of Bear River,
his wife and child,  his sister-in-law,
Mrs, O'Rielly and three children of
Woonsocket, Rhode Island, and Mr.
Leach, a prominent business man  of
Masonville, R. L., grounded on a sand
beach on a point of -Bear Island. As
the yacht was 1kely to be stationery
for some hours and the party were
anxious to reach the shore where, at
Bear River station, they expected to
meet a team to convey them to Mr.
Vidito’s home at Bear River, they all
put ofi in a small tender. The only
survivor, Mr. Vidito, tells the follow-
ing story of the catastropne. He says
he protested ta Capt. Hersey against
allowing all the party to get into the
small row-boat at once, and asked him
to make two trips. The Captain
thought this unnecessary., After start-
ing out, M. Vidito saw the little craft
was in danget and tolighten the load
he jumped overboard and commenced
swimming behind the boat. He had
scarcely done so when a slight ripple
and swell on the water caused the
boat to settle still farther, and in a
minute the ¢ccupants were struggling
in the water. Mr. Vidito says e
held his wife and child in his arms as
long as it was possible. but his wife
became unconscious and finally sank
from his prasp. He says Capt. Her-
sey kept afloat about ten minutes, but
did not seem able to swim. This state-
ment surprises his friends, who claim
he was an excellent swimmer. About
hali an hour elapsed before the accident
was discovered from the shore. Boatq
then hastily put out, but succeeded in
rescuing only Mr Vidito, who was
nearly exhausted.

Soon afterwards the bodies of Mr.
Leach, Mrs. O'Reilly and her son were
drawn from the water. Dr. Archibald
of Bear River was thd first local phy-
sician to reach the off the acci-
dent, and .worked faithfully for two
hours, with the assistance of another
doctor, a tourist who happened to be
at Smith’s Cove, Tn an effort to resus-
citate the bodies, but this they were
powerless to accomplish.  On Friday
the remaining bodies were recov-
ercd.
The work of caring for the dead was
done by Jas. H. Purdy of Bear River,
and the bodies were emba'med by Mr.
Frank Dargie, of Annapolis.
Colonel O'Reilly arrived on  Satur-
day and on Monday took the bodies of
his wife and children, also those of
Mre. Vidito and child, to Woomsocket,
for burial, and Mr. Leach’s to Mason-
ville. Mr. Vidito also accompanicd the
remains. Capt. Hersey was buried at
Dighy on Saturday
OBITUARY.
CERENO PURDY.
Mr. Cereno Purdy died quite
denly of heart  failure at his home at
Deep Brook, ‘on Sunday morning, July
3lst, aged 82 years and 3 months.
Mr. Purdy was a direct descendant
of Francis Purdy, who died in Fair-
field, Conn., in 1658. His grandfather,
Gabriel Purdy, settled on the Croton
River, New York, from whence a son,
Samuel, moved (at the time of the
Amecrican Revolution) to Deep Brook,
where a family of fifteen sons and
daughters were born, of whom Cereno
wars the voungest and only survivor at
the time of his death.
Although  his  chief occupation was
farming, he held the office of surveyor
of crown lands for many years, and
was w good authority on location and
courses of public lots, ete.,
throughout the county. He was also
postmaster for 32 years, only retiring
from active life about four ycars ago.
Ho was a staunch Member of the
Church of Englind, and a Conserva-
tive in politics.
A widow and six sons all survive
him. Five sobs, John  D. (farmer),
Walter (merchant, also councillor for
Ward 8), Albert L. (carriage builder),
Augustus (farmer), R. W. W. (station
avent), all live at Deep Brook. The
other son, Wm. .G., is at present work-
ing in Bridgetown.
