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Working Lodges in the Third Degres.

The system practiced by our Ameri-
oan brethren of transacting all roun-
tine business of the lodge, while it is
open, in the third degree, has been
brought up in Grand Lodge on former
occasions for adoption in the Liodges
working under the Grand Liodge of Can-
ada, but apon & vote being taken, it
has been rejected; at the last meeting
of Grand Lodge, it was brought up
agsin but shared the sams fate; Grand
Lodge did not appear ic favor of the
proposed change, though & strong ef-
fort was made to effect it.

It may ™e on the outset ob
served that the espression * wo.king
Liodges in the third degree” is incor-
rect for the purpose in question, for
Masonically speaking, ‘“work” means
the conferring of degrees; all Lodges
sswork” in the third degree new, if
they have any candidate to raise.

The brethren who so strongly ad-
wocated the change in question ad-
vance the following aguments in favor
thereof:—

1. That it would be of great advant-

nge to the Craft wore the routine

basiness of the Liodge performed while
the Liodge is open in the third degree,
especially balloting for candidates and
for members.

2. That apprentice members can-
not yet give an intelligent vote; that
they require more experience of Lodge
matters before they should be entrust-
ed with balloting, and with voting in
general. .

8. That it appears absurd to allow
an Entered Apprentice to vote upon
an application of & Master Mason for
affilistion, because the E. A. knows
nothing about the M. M.'s degree.

4. That by excluding E. A. and F.
C. members from the full privilege of
membership, would induce them to
become more anxious to seek for ad-
vancement in the degrees.

5. That it is not right to Iet an E.
A. member be present to witness the
routine business of the Lodge, because
he might hear many unpleasant dis-
cussions. And

6. That the change which is advo-
cated is the system now practiced by
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the brothren in the United States, and
gu\ves good satisfaction there.

‘Now let &g calitly enquire mto those
atguiments.

Fzrst' «That it would be of great
advantage, otc., etc.” This is only 41t
opinion without evidence to support
it. The balloting being secret, the
fact that B. A, members did vote
against a party whom all M. M.’s de-
gired to become a member, could only
be ascertained by taking two votes,
one including E. A. and F. C. mem-
bers, the other excluding them; and
that even would not prove which of
the two votes would bring advantage
or disadvantage to the Craft. Alk
that can result from an individual’s
ballctis rejection, never admission un-
loss all individuals cast white balls;
and it should be borne in mind that
the Craft is exceedingly rarely, if ever,
injured by a rejecied candidate, but
that nearly all the injury to the
Craft is caused by Master Masons.
Look at all the complzints, charges
or unmasonic conduct, suspensions
and expulsions, and what do we find?
It is the Master Masons, almost ex-
clusively, that are charged with, and
convicted of unmasonic conduct. If
the M. M.’s were all purists, of whom
none would ever cast & blackball, ex-
cept mpon purely Masonic grounds,
and not from personal and sinister
motives, we would not, after an ad-
verse ballot has been declared, hear
8o many confidential complaints (not-
withstanding the secrecy of the ballot)
that this one or that one did cast »
black ball out of malice or personal
feeling towards the applicant; about
E. A or. F: €. such complaints aré
never heard; they are yet foo iuno-
cent and contcientiods; the ‘charged

and lessons which they received at
their initiation are ‘yet too strongly
itapressed upon ‘their minds. 'That
in some Lodges thé brethren a‘fe di-
vided into two fastions, the one being
at enmity with the other, is an unfor-
tunate fact, yet it cannot be denied;
both factions acting in violation of
their OB.; almost constant black-
balling is the general result from this
unhappy position of affairs. The pro-
posed change would not remove, or
even mitigate, that evil. E. A. mem-
bers do not bring any such evil dis-
positions into the Lodge, and if after-
wards they join such & faction it is be-
cause they have been seduced in their
morals by older members. These
statements may not be palatable to
read, but when an innocent, conscien-
tious number of brethren are charged
though indirectly, yet mnevertheless
sharply,with being the cause of creating
disadvantage to the Craft, with black-
balling unjustly, votingincorrectly and
injuring the Lodge, then justice and
fair play demands, on behalf of ths En-
tered Apprentices and Fellow Crafts in
our Liodges, the refutation of the in-
sinuation and charge.

Second. ““That Apprentice members
cannot yet give an intelligentvote, etec.,
ete.” Now the very great majority of
members are made Master Masons
about two or three months after their
initigtion; they genera.lly have not
been oftener than twice in the Todge”
before they are *raised.” Will any:
person seriously hsgert that these two
evenmgs make stuch a material chan
in & man’s*ntellect as to tmnsi"orm
brain from s voidriess of intellecttoor one
stored with that gits? That while ho_
was mcmﬂhetent to vote ﬁ'om wanﬁ of
mtallént dn tﬁe one evenmg he re~

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oeived lhi:s sevond degres, that hy.con-
ferrmg upon hirh the sublime degree
of & Master Mason, intelligence flash-
ed into his brain as by magis, and
that he thereby became an intelli-
gent voter? It is said that the E. A.
require more experisnce before they
are enfrusted with the ballot; but pray
where are they to gather that requi-
site experience? Experience is con-
sequent on age, one evening is cer-
tainly insufficient. The E. A. is
taught who is a fit and proper person
to be made a Masoh; he learns the
answer and must know it before he is
advanced; he has impressed it upon
his mind. and if no older member se-
duces or misleads him, there is every
probability that he will give an un-
‘biased, conscientious vote upon truly
Masonic principles.

Third, <“That it is absurd to allow
our E. A. to vote upon an application
for affiliation, etc., etc.” This is
snother very singular arguwent,
and the reason advanced for its
support, if any reason at all, should
equally exclude from voting upon an
afiliastion one who is only a Master
Mason where the applicantis a Royal
Arch Mason, for be it borne in mind
that the Grand Lodge acknowledges
the Royal Arch (thongh, unfortunate-
ly, the Constitution leaves us in the
dark as to the meaning of such ac-
knowledgment.) The Entered Ap-
prantme,,by a unanimous vofts of the
Lodge, has been accepted and made a
member . of the same; and in dne
ouise of tnpe, often two months
thereafter, heis made B Mgsj}en Ma-

5,
more noteWorLthy member then some

of his seniors; he may lknow good Ma.
sonic reasons for not desixing to as-
gociate in the same Lodge with the
party proposed for affilisticn. If such
party nevertheless were elected with-
out the K. A. having & chance to
speak or vote he would, in compliancs
with the charge he received at his in-
itiation, abstain thereafterfrom enter-
ing his Lodge, and be debarred from
being passed or raised. Would it
therefore be wise and prudent to run
the risk of losing & worthy member,
and incur the risk of adding a ques-
tionable character? Moraover, is it
not & tacit admission, when asserting
that Entered Apprentices cannot give
an intelligent vote, either opea or by
ballot, that all parties elected for in.
itiation are so elected in direct oppos-
ifion to one of the strict conditions
upon which alone any brother has s
right {o recommend or ballot for an
applicant for initiation, because one
of the essential conditions for admis-
sion is that the party be possess-
ed of a “sound judgment.”

Fourth. “That by excluding B. A,
and F. C. from full membership would
induce them more anxiously to seek
advancement, ete.” :

From this argument, it must neces-
sarily be inferred that it is the rule
that Entered Apprentices axe too slowr
and indifferent in seeking to be passed
and reised; but is such supposition
borne out by the facts? The Hetual
fault is that the E. A. are but foo
anxious to be “raised;” that they oxe
often impatient if for some reasom-or
other a passing. or'zaising as the
hounced dossnot take placs;-thet it
is oonsidered 33 a.master of epursy by

whenever the time stipulated by’
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the Congtifution has elapsed; that the
examination which precedes the pass-
ing and raising is treated as a mere
matter of form, and that even if the
candidete answers cortectly all the
stipulated, or what is termed the
nsual questions, thisin itself isno evi-
dence that he is thereby rendered
fully competent to take part in the
routine business of the Lodge. On
the other hand, it is the exception
that an E. A, or I. C. does notstrive
to be “‘raised,” and if such an excep-
tion does occur, it will probably be
found upon closer examination, that
that party became disappointed at hlS
initiation, and in consequence thereof
indifferent to Masonry altogether, and
that he had better never have been pro-
posed. Tochange asystem forthesake
thatof insignificant, smallnumber who
donot seek advancement,and then even
with but slim prospects, if any at all,
of making them take anr interest in
Masonry, could surely not be con-
sidered necessary, nor wise, nor ju-
dicious.

Fifth. «“That it is not right to let
an K. A, be present to witness the
routine Dbusiness, etc., ete.” Now
what harm can there be in let-
ting an E. A. see and hear the rou-
tine business? At some time, hehasto
Lecome familiar with the mode of do-
ing Lodge Lusiness, and that know-
ledgs should also form o part of the
qusalification for advancement to the
higher degrees. The time of his ap-
prenticeship is pnquestionably the
proper time to gatherinformation and
to acquire that knowledge; it is only
unfortunate thatthat term is too short
to enable him to gather information,
*ntevenif with hisdefective knowledge
of the routine business, he does vote

upon an account or other subject, it
is of very rare occwrrence that his
vote aione will turn the scale, and if it
does, his vote is at least an unbiased
and impartial one. And as for the
hearing of unpleusant discussions, it
is better he learn at once, before he
advances any further, what he has to
expect to hear and see, that he may
make up his mind whether he will ap-
ply for further advancement or not,
and no longer grope in the dark.

Sixth. “That the system is prac-
ticed in the United States and gives
good satisfaction,” This is at least
one tangible reason for advocat.
ing the introduction of that sys-
tem into our Lodges here; and we
may at once add, as another reason,
because the Grand Lodge of Manitoba
has recommended the introduction of
the same. There is no doubt that fo
quite & rumber of our brethren in
Canada a variety of systems practiced
by our American brethren possess a
peculiar charm for them; equally cex-
tain it is that to many Masons in
Canada, the English system pogsesses
peculiar charms; and who will blame
either for the propensities and preju-
dices; they are natural, and need no
explanation. That the Manitoba
brethren desire that change is a na-
tural consequence of what preceded.
They, in at least one Lodge, if not in
more, ‘“‘worl” like, or similar to, the
Americans, and of course they alo
want to do the routine business like
the Americans. And why should
they not give espre.. ion and effest to
their American sentiments? .

Upon the whole, it is found that all
exgept, the sizth anc last axgument is

‘aimed af the. popr EnteredApprentxca

and Fellow Craft; it is they who are
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guspected of having done all the un-
masonic black-balling’ and ineotrect
vobing, but whose presencs at, and
faking partin the routine businsss, all
the disharmony in the Lodge, all in-
jury to the Craft has its origin, and,
consequently, 1. they were excluded
from being present at said business,
all'such evils could never again beall
the Craft. Now were we sure that by
stich an exclusion of privileges we
would have found & sure panaces,
would have none but pure Masonic
‘belloting and voting upon all matters
brought up in the Lodge, or even if
by the introduction of the proposed
system, only one half of floating evils
could be removed, then by all means let
‘us have that new system, that semi-pana-
eea; but if on the other hand, ho one
‘oan fairly and honestly accuse or
blame the Fellow Crafts and Entered
Apprentices any more, if as much, as
the Master Masons for such evils, then
equity and fair play imperatively de-
‘mand that those younger members be

not thus wrongly aceused, and that if

& vote is again to be talien upon that
‘subject, it be given solely upon the
reasons given in the sixth argument,

t. 8., because our American brethren .

have it.

" Having thus enquired into the sev-
-eral argnments advanced by the ad-
vocates for the change, it will be well
€o enquire into the relation which the
‘same will bear to our Constitution.
This will be the more needed since
thoss advocates mnever in all their
‘speeches in Grand Lodge made
“4ny mention about it, as if by the in-
troduction of that change the Consti.
#ufion needed no alteration, while i
"4 & fact that important charges there:
“ir ‘must be made at’the same timd

said change is introduced; if not, the
one will clash with ' the other.

1st. It is Iaid down in our Consti
tation that so soon as & person is in-
itiated in a Lodge he becomes a mem-
ber thereof; as such, however, he
possesses certain rights and privileges
guaranteed to him, svsh as voting on
By-laws, access thereto, notice by
summons, election of officers and
members, recommending parties for
membership, and ramerous other
rights and privileges; in fact, they are
almost identieal with those of & Master
Mason, and in that respect are in go-
cord with the customs that obtained
in the ancient mysteries. The Cate-
chumens of old were prepared by edu-
cation and probation for being initiat-
ed, so do we requiré that a liberal
education and a good moral life and
the acquirement of sound judgment
precede the application for initiation
in 8 Lodge. A person once initiat-
ed into the ancientr mysteries was
considered and ireate as

”~

VTeaE a fall
member; his advancement depended
golely upon merit and ability, so
it should be in Masonry, according
to the Constitution. That ancient
principle was continued by the Grand
Lodge of England at the revival in
© 1717 and transplanted over the sur-
face of the globe, wherever Lodges
were formed under that grand budy.
The only parties that changed that
principle, by adopting the system of
| transacting all the routine business of
! the Lodge while it is open in the third
degree, and thereby deprived E. A,
and F. C. members of their rights and
privileges, were our Americon breth-
ren; and recently the Grand Lodgaiof
Manitoba has followed suit. Both
i parties, no doubt, claim it as & right
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to make such clanges, and probahly
nobody will attempt to dispute the
same in the abstrcet. FEaoh Grand
Lodge is the suprems governing body
in its own country, and is not gmen-
able to any other body. Inlike man-
ner the Grand Oriens of France has
recently changed its Constitution, and
followed suit with the Grand Lodge of
Belgium.

Masonry, it is universally admitted,
and taught by all Masonic bodies, isa
PROGRESSIVE SCIENCE; then, where is
the limit to its progress? Who can
limit the progress which astronomy,
anatomy, geology, chemistry and all

other sciences have made, and are

constantly making? Nearly every
great progress in science has been as-
sailed by the theologians and their
adherents; 1aen of science have been
anethematized, persecuted and ex-
eommunicated; still science has stead-
ily progressed and triumphed, and the
earthrataineditsrotundity and motion.
Freemasonry itself has wundergone
such vital changes that the present
Order, in substance, differs so much
from its origin, that the latter is bare-
ly recognizable in our new garb; and
who will dispute the right to make
further progress in the science?

If then there still exists & strong
feeling in favor of the Americansystem
of transacting the routine business of
the Lodge while it is open in the third
degree, and there alone, then let it
again be brought before Grand Lodge,
bat let the advocates of the change in
fairness to all, bring up at the same
time & motion as to how each separ-

ate clause in the Consfitution is to be | P

amended, and how our ritual is to be
altered, so as t. make both in har-
mony with that proposedchange; and

by all means let them no longer blome,
a8 before, the poor Tintered Appron-
tices and Fellow Crafts. It might al-
g0 be well to remember that that ggg-
tem is of modern invention, that even
the practice of cenferring vhe Master’s
degree, as now done, is only about
150 years old, that prior to that
period only the Master-elect received
that degree; that formerly the Fellow
Crafts formed the body of Grand
Liodge and elected their head from
among themselves to preside over
them as Grand Master, that even at
the present day the W. M..elect takes
his OB. of office in & I'. C. Lodgs,
and likewise the M. W. the Grand
Master and all Grand Lodge officers
are, according to ancient form and
custom, obligated as Fellow Crafts,
and not as Master Masons, in Grand
Liodge itself.

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The Most Worshipful the Grand
Master, W. H. Weller, Esq., R. W,
Bro.

R. W. Bro. E. Peplow, D. D, G. M,
of Ontario Distrect, and a number of
brethren,arrived on themorningtrain
from the west, and were met by quite
n gathering of the brethren of
Brighton and neighborhood at the
station, tegether with the Cobourg

Cavalry Band, which was engaged

for the occasion.

A procession wag then formed inr
tho proper order, and marched to the
site of the new Dbuilding, which is
situated on Main Street, and but a
short distance from the business por-
tion of the flourishing little village.
While the procession was marching, a
drizzling rain began to fall, and as
soon as the Grand Officers had a8~
sembled around the stone, gnd the
brethren formed in a circle outside,
the rain increased until if fell in per-
fect torrents.”

Before proceeding to work, the
Most Worshkipful the Grand Master
delivered the following address:—

Men and brethren here assembled,
be it known unto you, that we be
lawful Masons, true and {faithful to
c¢he laws of our country, and estab-
lished of old with peace and honor in
most countries, to do good to our
brethren and fellow men, to assist in
the erection of bulldmgs, and to fear
God the Great Architect of the Uni-
verse. We have among us concenled
from the eyes of all men, secrets,
which have never been found out; but
these secrets are honorable, and nob
repugnant to the law of God or man.
They were entrusted in peace and
honor to the Free Masons of ancient
times, and having been faithfully
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transmitted to us, it is our duty fo |

convey therm unimpaired to the lateat
posterity.  Unless our craft were
good, and our calling honorabls, we
should not have lasted for so many
centuries, ner should we have been
honored with the patronage of so
many illustrious men all ages, who
who lhave ever shown themselves
ready to premote our interests, and
defend us from all adversaries. We
are assembled here to-day in the face
you all to build & houss which we
pray God may deserve to prosper, by
becoming & place of concourse for
good men, and by promoting har-
mony and brotherly love throughout
the world, till time shall be no
saore.

After the address, the Aoﬁng Grand |,

Chaplain invoked a blessing.

The Grand Secretary then read the
following scroll:—

“In the name and by favor of the
QGlorious Architect of Heaven and
¥arth, on the 10th day of October,
1877, A.D., and of the Masonic era
6877, and in the 41st year of the reign
of our Gracious Sovereign, Vicroria,
Queen of Great Britain, Ireland, and
the Colonies, Empress of India, ete.
The Right IIonorable Sir Frederick
Temple, Earl of Dufferin, K.P., K.
C.B., etc., Governor General of the
Dominion of Canada. Hon. D. S.
Macdonald, Lieutenant Governor of
Ontario; Hon. Alex. Mackenzie being
Minister of Public Works,and Premier
of the Dominion; Hon.Oliver Mowat,
Attorney General, and Premier of
the Province of Ontario; W. H.
Weller, Grand Master G. L. of A. F.
& A. M. of Canada; Rev. Amos Camp-
bell, Pastor; A. Elliott, Axrchitect,
and Geo. Emery, Contractor. The
foundation stone of this Methodist
Episcopal Church, in the village of
Brighton, was laid with Masonic
honors by the Most Worshipful the
Grand Master, assisted by the Grand
Officers of the Grand Lodge, and a
large concourse of brethrenm, which
may the G. A. 0. T. U. ever protect
and prosper.” ‘ :

Under the stone with atove seroll
were deposited various coins of the
Dominion, and & nopy of each of the
principal daily and local papers. :

W. Bro. 1. B, Thayer, on behalf of
the officers and members of his Liodge,
prosented the Grand Master with a
beautiful silver trowel, with ivory
handle, which bore the foliowing in-
soription delicately traced on the
blade:—

“Presented to Bro. W. H. Weller,
Eisq.,Grand Master of the Graud Liodge
Canada, by United Lodge, No. 29,0n of
the oceasion of laying the cornex
stone of the M. E. Church, Brighton,
Oct. 10th, A. L. 5877. :

The stone was then lowered inte
its place with the usual ceremonies.
On returning the plans and .speci-
fications to the Rev. Bro. Campbell,
pastor of the Church, the Grand
Master, in & few appropriate terms,
expressed the gratification it gave
him to be present to perform such a
pleasing ceremony for another con-
gregation over which Dro. Campbsll
was pastor, and referring in a happy
manner to & pleasurable occasion
when but two years ago, he then
holding the office of D. G. M., per-
formed a siwmilar ceremony for Bro.
Campbell, in the town of Belleville.
As the rain had continued falling
fast and steadily, the ceremonies
were brought to as speedy a termina-
tion as possible, and the brethren
again formed in procession and
marched back to the Lodge room.
Before closing Grand Lodge, the
Grand Master expressed his gratifi-
cation to the brethren present faof
their kinduess in furning out in such
large numbers to assist him in the
performance of the pleasing ceremony
in which they had just been engaged.
It gave him pleasare also to notice
the advancement of the cause all ovar
the world. This secemed to be the
era of Freemasonry. It was extending
itgelf on every hand,and, powerful «3
it has been in the past,. more power-
ful would.it be in the fajure, in.gdis-
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sominating its inoral and enlighten-
ing influences.

Rév. Bro. Campbell, who has been
8o energetic in laboring for the welfare
of his pastoral charge, and through
whose exertions, principally, his con-
gregation are petting such a magnifi-
cent building wherein to worship,said
that it would be unbecoming in him
to let the occasion pass without ten-
-dering his thanks on his own behalf,
and on behalf of hie congregation, for
the very large attendance of his Ma-
sonic bretbren, to aid in the perform-
ance of the ceremony which had just
been so happily concluded. Heloved
the Masonic order. It could accom-
plish a great deal of good in our land,
and he trusted it would long live,
and its work rapidly advance.

It is, I think, worth while on an occasion
such as this to examine an objection which ig
often made with regard to our fraternity.
“It 13,” they say, “‘a gecret society,” ang, it
is often added, ““wherever thero is secrecy
there is iniquity.” Well, I must remind ob-
jectors that so long ago as the year 1798 one
of our English bishops defendced the frater-
nity from this very charge. A bill was pass-
ing through the House of Lords to suppress
secret societies, but Bishop Headley clearly

1 showed that Masonry could not he embraced

under the name of secret, and secured its ex-

emption from the Act. Masonry, it is trae,

has its secrets, but its objects and aims ara
not secret. Scerecy, we must remember,

also prevades public and private life. The
naval commander 8ails under sealed orders—
his destination is a secret—and so the enemy
is not kept informed of the plavs formed
against him. The Cabinet deliberates in
secret. Every Gouuncillor is sworn to secrecy.
I read the other day that on vhe Roy case
the Methodist Conference sat in secret. In
a business partnership there are secrety
koown only to the firm. Iu every family
there are secrets, Tho heads of housoholds
have egecrets which gre not imparted to their
childrea or servants. Everywhers, and in
every rank of life, prudence ‘enjoins secragy,.
snd why should not our Order have its.
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georety? Bnt Masonry is not, properly speak-
ing, a secret society,inzsmuch z3 its tenden-
¢ies,objectsand aims dre open for all the world
to see. Those ¢nds are brotherly love, relief
and truth, boundless charity and untiring
benevolence. For this we are uunited, to this
we are bound by'the most solemn obliga-
tions. Clergymen and physicians, lawyers
and journalists, merchants, princes, skiiful
artizzas, all are ready to give their best aid
one for all and all fo-one. For our own
turn maycome when we shall need a brother’s
hand and a brother’s sympathy. A confla-
tion such as that of St. John might re-
ace the wealthiest here to abject poverty.
Misfortunes overtake us all alike, and adver-
ity visits us in turn—no life is exempt from
suffering—no career is free from vicissitudes;
and slthongh, (to guota the eloruent words
of the Grand Master of Kansas), Masenry
cannot subdae the tempest, nor say to the
ocean, ‘‘Peace, be stall,” yet it lilts the sink-
ing mariner from the engulfing wave and
warms him into life, It cannot bush the
voice of the thunder, nor arrest the light-
ning’s fiery missile; but it takes the victim
of the storm and wraps its snow-white robe
around him. It does not stand at the door
of the sepulchre to roll away its stone and
bid its silent, solemn tevant coms forth; but
it finds the lame, the halt and the blind, that
have fallen Ly the wayside, and pours into
their hearts the oil of joy and gladness.

Depute-Master Conn, in introduc-
' ing the business of the meeting, ex-
| pressed the pleasure he felt at seeing
i so many brethren present, some of
whom were from a considerable dis-
tance—thus showing the degree of
interest they took in the prosperity of
the ancient Liodge, of which they were
members. He thought they shoald
all know what were the privileges of
the Mother Lodge; butas he believed
considerable misapprehension prevail-
ed regarding her proper position, he
had called this special meeting of the
brethren for the purpose of havieg
made more generally known some of
the inalienable rights and privileges
which belonged to this most ancient
Lodge, and which, with the suppor}
of the brethren he should on all fit-
ting occasions endeavor to wuphold.
Bro. Conn then called upon the Sep-
retary (Bro. Wglie), who, on behalf
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of the Committea, mede s most inter-
esting statement on the subjeot of the
Committee's inquiry, and gave-copious
extracts from the Liodge's records,
which showed that Mother Kilwinning
possessed privileges of which a great
portion of the brethran of Ayrshire—
and even meny of her own sons—
were in total ignorance. Among
other things, the Secretary referred
to the agreement entered into be-
fween the Grand Lodge of Scotland
ard the Mother Lodge of Scotland,
by which the high office of Provincial
Grand Master for Ayrshire was ren-
dered hereditary in the person of the
M. W. MM, of Mother Kilwinning, with
power to appoint his own Grand
Wardens, &c. From a very early
period of our country’s history, up
till 1807, Mother Lodge retained the
right of erecting danghter lodges, and
exercised the funetions of a grand
body;—bu} the existence of two grand
bodies in Scotland having led fo mis-
understandings and unseemly collis-
ions, the good of Masonry rendered
it necessary that there should be con-
cessions on botls sides.
pose committees were appointed by
the Grand Lodge of Edinburgh and
the Mother Lodge, Kilwinning, which
met ot Glasgow, 14th October, 1807,
vested with full power for the adjust-
ment of their Masonic differences,
and which, for the ¢ honor, interest,
and advantage" of both Liodges, were
happily settled. The Secrztary pro-
duced the original docnment, signed
on behalf of Mother Kilwinning, by
the then Grand BMaster— William
Blair, of Blair; Robsrt Davidson, of
Drumley, D. M.; Alesander M‘Gown,
of Smithstone, S. W.; Alexander
Hamilton, of Grange ; Robert dont-

gomesie, of Craighouse ; James Crich- !

ton, Collector of His Majesty’'s Caus-
toms, Irvine.”

attempts. Her high antiquity should
i indeed command for her the respect
and veneration of all worthy Crafts-
- men ; and Ayrshire lodges in particu-
! lar should exhibit that filial affection

A ‘“Gentleman Mason.”

1. It is not generally known that ‘‘Specu-
lative Magons’ were once called ““Gentleman
Masons.” Thefollowing catechismoccurs in
gome of the old lectures of the last century:

Q. What do you learn by being a Gentle-
man Mason?

A. Secrecy, Morality, and Good-Fellow-

ship.

5. ‘What do you learn by being an Oper-
ative Mason?

A. Hew, Square, Mould Stope, Lay a
Level, and Raise a Perpendicular?”

Every Son of Hirum is a gentleman—he is
‘a Gentleman Mason’—in the Masonic par-
lance of olden times.

2, According to the Roman Law, “gens-
men, or gentlemen, were those only who had
a family name, were born of free parents,
had no slave in their ancestral live, and had
never been degraded tc 3 lower rank.

3. The following definitions of ‘‘a gentle-
man” might well be applied to every genuire
Mason:—

‘“He that can enjoy the intimacy of the
Great, and on no occasion disgust them by
familiarity or disgrace himself by servility,

roves that he is as perfect a Gentleman by
ature as his companions are by Rank.”
{ Colton. ) ‘

‘A Christian is God Almighty’s Gentle-
man: a Gentleman, in the vulgar, superficial
way of understanding the word, is the Devil's
Gentleman. But tothrow aside these polished
and too carrent counterfeits for something
valuable and sterling, the real Gentleman
should be gentle in evorything, at least in
everything that depends on himself—in car-

riage, temper, constructiop, aims, desircy,
Hegﬁﬁgliﬁ,‘. efefort), i be &irdxealﬁ, qhiot,
even, temperate, not hasty in judgment,
not exorbitant in ambition, not overbearing,
not proud, not xapacions, not oppressive; for
these things are contrary to gentleness. Many
snch gentlemen are to be found, I trnst; and
many moro'would be were the true meaning
of the name borne in mind and duly incul-
cated.” (Hare.) °

4, But when a maun or brother in our Or-
derof ‘the Level and the Square,’ arrogates
amopg ‘the Sons of Light’ to himself the
name of ‘s gentleman,’ .he deserves to ba
designated by an epithet, wherewith Thacke
eray called George IV., who considered bim-
self “the %reatesb gentleman in Europo.”
Such a brother's conduct becomes very offens
sive, and he'may stand in need of being re-
minded of Tennyson’s words:—

*The grand old name of gentleman

+ Defamed by avery chsrletan,
And soil'd with all ignoble use.”

For “a real gentleman’ will seldom or never

\make pretensions to gentility, which is an

airy and mere borrowed thing from ¢‘dead
men’s dust and bones.” A. worthy brother,
therefore, will make his gentility by his affable
manuers, his courteous deportment, his su-
perior education, and his general zealous Ma-
sonic conduct.

5. And sometimes we may meet with (per-
haps) a gentleman in the Roman sense, but
who is what is commonly called ‘a gentleman
of the four outs,” i.e. a vulgar upstart, with-
oul manners, with-out University Education,
with-out mouey, and with-out credit.—Aus-
tralian Freemason.

And further, the Mas-
ter was required to have such reprimand,
censure, and caution entered in full upon
the records of the lodge.

This report and the suggestions were
adopted by the Board, and the Worshipful
Maaster of Sussex Lodge notified accordingly.

Reference was made to the disastrous fire
of 20th June last, whereby Grand Lodg~
lost everything belonging to it which was
in the Grand Secretary’s office, except the !

entailed thereby:

On June 20 a most destractive fire occurred
in the City of St. Jobn, completely annihi-
lating the largest and most valuable portion
of the city. The Masonic Hall in Judge
Ritchie's building and the office of the
Grand Secretary were among the places de-
stroyed, and the charters, jewels, regalia,
banners, and all other paraphernalia of the-
Masonic bodies of all grades were consumed,
except a portion of the property of Grand
Lodge, which, being kept in the Grand Sec-
retary’s office, he was epabled to save from
the general ruin.

He saved the regalia and jewels in a ma-
hogany box, the regalia and jewel of the
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Grand Master in a tin case, two seals and
thirteen books, viz. records of Grand
Lodge, records of the Board of General Pur.
poses; two registers of the membership of
the jurisdiction, two records of transactions
of Grand Secretary’s office, cash book, day
book, ledger, register of certificates and dis.
pensations issued, book containing copies of
paid accounts; register of representatives of
Eggnd Lodge, an1 attendance book of Grand
ge.

The property of Grand Lodge destroyed in
his office was, as near as he can remember,
as follows :

Two book cases, library of Grand Lodge,
containing about three hundred volumes,
uniformly and handsomely bound; blank
certificates, demits, &c.; blank returns and
other forms; letter books, files ef returns,
reports and all other papers and documents,
a large number of constitutions, funeral ser-
vices, &c.; theelectrotype seals used on official
printed documents; all the unbound printed
proceedings of Grand Lodge ; the unbound
printed proceedings of sister Grand Lodges,
&c.; the records, registers, and other books,
together with the files of papers, &ec., of the
late Provincial Grand Lodge under England;
the records of the late Brunswick Lodge of
the town of Moncton ; the records of an old
lodge which, in bygone years, was held at
Mangerville ; and many other articles (some
of them old, curious, and valuable) which it
is impossible to enumerate.

The loss of Grand Lodge property in the
Masonic Hall was the following:—

Portrait (in oil) of the late R. W. Bio.
Alexander Halloch, Past Grand Master;
portrait (autotype) of His Royal Highnees
the Prince of Wales, as Grand Master of
England; photograph of the members of the
Grand Lodge of Canada; photograph of
members of the Supreme Grand Royal Arch
Chapter of Scotland; engraving of the in-
stallation of the present Prince of Wales as
Grand Master of England; engraving of the
reception of the Prince of Wales into the
Grand Conclave of Knight Templars of Eng-
land; six Stewards’ staves.

The property in the Grand Secretary’s
office was insured in the Stadacona Insur-
ance Company of Quebec in the sum of
$2,000.

The value of the property saved he esti-
mates at 31,505, and that destroyed at $712.

‘The six lodges, viz.,, Albion No. 1, St.
John’s No. -, Hibernia No. 3, Union of Port-
land No. 10, Leinster No. 19, and New
Brunswick No. 23, lost their warrants,
Jewels, regalia, banoers, and all other para-
phernalia.” Some of them their records and
geals. The banuners of Carleton Union
Lodge No. 8, of Cacleton, which happened
to be in the hall at the time, were unfor-
tunately lost. The destruction was com-
plete, and the loss to the craft severe and
irreparable.

The Grand Secretary feels confident that
tho craft thronghout :Ee jurisdiation deepl
deplore the great loss they bave sustaine
in the destruction of the Grand Lodge lib-
rary, It had been his constant aim, and he
had labored *¢in season and out of season,”
| snce the organization of Grand Lodge to
. gather together, as far as opportunity and
the funds placed at the disposal of the
Tabrary Committes would permit, all the
works within reach upon Masonic and
kindred subjects. Success had so far at-
tended these labors (to him labors of love)
that at the time of the fire quite a Jarge and
valuable collection of works—many of them
rare and venerable with age—was in posses-
sion of Grand Lodge, awaiting the erection
of the con’ umplated Masonic Hall, 2nd suit-
. ablv ¢ 40,1 ped rooms, to make them avail-
| able to the craft.

Not quite disheartened, and not at all
hopeless of future efforts, he shall make it
his aim and study, while filling his present
position in Grand Lodge, to replace, as far
as possible, the loss sustained ia this
respect.

ing the ceremony of “ passing” he is
invested with the apron of & ¥, C.

" Q. Can a brother bs granted permission
to retire after a ballot has been Eassed once,
and previous to the ballot for the same can~
didale being taken up a second time.

A, Yes. We can see nothing
wrong in thig; nor can we perceive
sny distinotion between the ballot for
the same or ancther candidate.

Q. The Constitution permits a brother
0 be a member of more than one lodge. XIf
he allows his dues in one to run behind,
and is suspended in consequevce, can he
cloim to be 3 member in good standing and
visit other sodges?

A. He can not. His suspension
by one lodge affects his Masonic
standing in all other lodges, and he
| has no right fo visit or attend any
: lodge until the suspension is. removed.
| Q. Can a brother be excused from ballot-
i ing for a candidate and be allowed to sit in

the lodge while said ballot is being taken?

t A, No. Ivery member present
‘ must ballot, or the W. M. may order
" him to retire from the lodge. Any
i other rule would destroy the secrecy
. of the ballot, as all who were favor-
I able to the candidate might refuse to
ballot, and thus disclose those who
; were against him.
i Q. 1. Can alodge ballot for acandidate
- if less than seven of its own members are
resent. 2. If there are a pumber of can-
didates to be balloted for can the W.
| Master keep the door closed against his
own members until the ballot is passed for

+ the whole.
' A. 1. Yes. 2. The W. ). should
f admit any members in waiting who
{ may be aanounced while the ballotis
being taken, at the conclusion of that
I ballot, and before the commencement
t of the next business, whether that
business be the balloting for another
candidate or not.

Q. The by-laws of alodge require a major-
ity of members to appropriate the fuuds for
any purpose but ordinary working expeuses.
Would notice of motion do away with above
coadition provided that a majority of those
present at the meeting sanctioned the ap-~
propriation.

A. If the by-law clearly states that
a majority of all the members belong-
ing to the lodge 1s required to samc-
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“tion any special appropriation, then
we answer this question in the nega-
tive. Aslong as that by-law remains
in force, a notice of motion cannot
nullify it, Nor does the fact that the
majority of those present ab the meet-
ing agree as to the appropriation i
make any difference as to the right i
or legality of the aotion. A majority
can set aside a by-law only in the |
regular way provided in the by-laws. |

Q. The W. M. is absent from the R.C. |
of his lodge, but the L. P. M, is present and
presides. A candidate is balloted for and |
rejected. The J. W, rises and eulogi~~s the
candidate, speaking very strongly in his
favor, and tinally moves that the ballot be
again passed, which is done with the same
result,  Anotber brother then rises and |
speaks favorably of the candidate, express-
ing surprise at the ballot being unfavorable.
Anotber, and another, does the same, until f
all but one brother has expressed his regret |
at the rejection of the candidate.  The re- |
maining brother was called upon for his |
opinion, and of course had to admit it was |
he who had cast the black ball, giving at
the same time very good reasons for so do-
ing? Was not this a gross violation of the !
constitution ? {

A. Yes. The secrecy of the ballot
ig one of the most important safe-
guards of our mstitution, and the
laws for its preservation should be '
strictly enforced. The responsibility, !
which mainly rests upon the Masters
of lodges in this matter is very great,
and they should be exceedingly careful !
to allow nothing to infringe upon the '
sacredness by wiich the ballot has
been surrounded. After aballot hes !
been taken. no discussion is allow- !
able, and the presiding officer should i
permit no rerarks whatever in rela- |
tion to the candidate. If the pro- !
ceedings indicated in the above ques- |
tion ever really took place, we think
that the presiding officer and all con-
cerned are ¢ liable to severe Masonic
censure, and for a second offence to
expulsion.”

Q. The W.M. of alodgeis absentfromhome
at the time of the R. C. of his lodge occur-
ring. He telcgraghs a P. M. of an adjuin-
ing town to attend and do his work for him.

The P. M. attends as requested, but the I.

DEaRr Sir aXD BroTHER,—In the issue of
the 6th inst., of the London, Eogland, Free-
mason (a paper so generally read by the
Masonic world in Capada) a statement is
made by that veryaccurate Masonic author-
ity, Bro. Hughan, of Truro, under the head
“ Multum in Parvo,” alluding to my address
before the Great Priory of Canada on the
7th of Augnst last. He says:—*“ It is not
correct, the Earl of Eglington granted, a
warrant to work the Kuight Templar degree
in lrcland by authority of the Mother
Kilwmning Lodge, Scotland,” and that R.

{ W. Bro. James H. XNeilson had fally ex-

ploded such a notion in the columns of the
Freemason (having discovered the records of
the body in question), and proved to the
satisfaction of all concerned that the war-
rant was only granted for the Craft degrees,
though the members did work without au-
thority some of the ¢ Hauts Grades,”” &ec.,
&c.  Being unwilling it should be supposed
I make any statements in my addresses to
the Great Priory of Canada, without due
consideration and authority, I would say
that my authority in this case of the Temp-
lar degree being introduced from Scotland
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bya warrant from the Earl of Eglington,
under authority of the Mother Kilwinning

Lodge, Scotland, dated 27th October, 1779, '

is from R. W. Bro. Neilson /himsels, taken
from an article in the Frecmuson of the 30th
October, 1§576.  As wany of your readers
may not be in pussession of the issue of that
date, I beg to annex extracts from the arti-
cle in yuestion, by which it will be seen, if
f am in error, how it originated.
From mnot having ready access to
documents to verify my assertions, I am
necessarily obliged to depend on the infor-
mation received, from which I can quote to
authenticate my views, and was therefore
quite satisfied that Bro. Neilson (a well-
known Dublin Solicitor and most zealous
Blasonic antiqquary) must be correct.

Freemason, 30th December, 1876.
Tuisy Hicu Kx1cirrs TEMPLARS.

“ Extract irom a circular of Em. Com.
John Fowler. dated at Dublin, 30th Janu-
ary, 1806:

““The warrant of the (irand Kilwinning
Chapter of High Kaights Templars, graoted
by and holden frem the Royal Mother Ludge
of Kilwinmag,Scotland. the true source from
which any legal autbority c¢uld be ob.
tained, as every one the least conversaunt in
the Masunic bistory of the Kwgdoms aud
Kuights Templars Masonry must know,

. . this warrant is signed by the Earl of
Eglington. the then Grand Master, and the
rest of the Grand Oflicers in the year 1779,
and was always acknowledged and acted
under.” C e e A ceocludiog
note sigoed by the Scerctary and Registrar
further states: **The Grand Clhapter of
Krights Templars was held by virtue of the
full power granted by the Royal Mothar
Kilwinging, as expressed in the body of the
warrant.”  To this R. W. Bro. Neilson
adds: ~The warrant referred to is dated
27th October, 1779. and is at present in the
custody of tha hish Grand Chancellor,
and from the original Lodge Muwate-book
it appears that the tirst tune the High
Kright Templar degree was conferred was
on the Ist of May. 1780. A copy of the
book of constitutions of the early Grand
Templar Encampment is in possession of
Bro. Churles Scott, R. N., Omwagh. The
Most Emment and Sublime Commander
Bro. John Fowler referred to was a member
of the first Volunteer Lodge of Ircland No.
620, having joined them on the 27th Febru-
ary, 1792. and cootinued a subscribing
member until bis death on 23th Jaauary,
1856. He was Deputy Grand Master of
Ireland from 1514 to 1825, and on ceasing
to be D. € )., was appointed (irand Sec-
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| retary, which office he held until a short
_ time b. fore his death.”
[Signed]  James H. Neitsoy,
5 Upper Mount Street, Dublin.

Since my address was published, I have
" been favored with a letter from DBro. Neil-
- gon (which corroborates Bro. Hughan's
statement), informing me *‘ that his Lodge,
the Mother Kilwinning, never worked any
other degrees than Craft dasonry, and only
the * Mark’ from the 20d December, 1677,
to 20th January, 1731, being 54 years from
the first day it was worked.” He had ex-
amined every page of these invaluable re-
cords from the tirst ot 11th December, 1642,
up to August, 1876, a period of 234 yenars,
for this special purpose, having “‘himself
the original Kilwioning High Knight Temp-
lars Lodge (Ireland] records, where the in-
formation of the iate Bro. Jobn Kowler was
extraced. The Irish daughter of Mother
Kilwinning, worked cvery degree up to the
18 2, on the Mother’s Craft Charter.”

I send you this information, as I think it
may be of interest to the readers of THE
Crarrsvay; I am but myself a searcher
after truth, and only too glad to tind that
my remarks are of sufiicient interest to
attract the attention of brethren more able
and better informed than myself to elucidate
the conuection between the Templar Order
and Freemasonry; and I may remark in
this coonection, that Lro. Hughan’s single
grain of criticism has borne such abundant
fruit that I have already received from van-
ous sources marked copies of the Froemosou,
Even those personally unkuown to me have
in this way called my attention to it, and
by letters, almost asking me to justifly the
error into which 1t would appear I had been
led—and I am glad it 1s s0, as 1 would have
every Templar seck to know the truth, and
bave no wish or desire that belief or disbe-
lief shonld rest merely on my ¢ ipse dliit.”

I yuite coincids with Lro. Hughan, that
werte our Templar Order to iguore the
Masonic conunection, it would lzave us with-
oat a status, at the same time, favoring the

. theory that we are the legitimate descend-

ants of the true order, I consider the Ma-
sonic designation and initiation of Masonic
observaunces asout of place, there being no
authority for them whatever, excepting that
derived from modern Masonic manufac-
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turers of degrees. I have therefore in my
annual address endeavored to clear away
the imaginary Masonio foundation, and

show its origin from the Chivalric Order of -

the Crusades. In this, thereis less ditlicnl-
ty than at first may be supposed, when we
consider that in the dark ages the Architec-
taral Societies or Free-Masonry, inculcated
the doctrines of Christianity, which was not
separated from the Craft until after the
revival of 1717, and introduction of the
present symbolic system. The Templar
Order was suppressed, not extinguished,
and we learn that at the persecution
rnany of the Knights in Eogland

were condemned to do penance in Mon- -

astic houses, and employed in menial
offices. In these establishments, the
science of Architecture or Free Masonry
was preserved and patronised amongst the
Monastic builders, and it is very pro-
bable they extended their protection and

sympathy to the Koights, induced
by & similarity of ceremonies and

religious belief, the absence of all recorde.
and the silence observed as to this connec-
tion, until long after the Reformation. is to

be accounted for, when we connider secrecy -
