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THE COLOR OF HORSES.

A correspondent of the London Field
writes: A remark of Lord Calthorp, written
in a letter, which appearod in the Jemes, o
short while ago, deserves, I think, sume ven-
tilation. Ho mentioned * horses of a good
color ;" and the question is, what is a good
color 2 Tho 1nust prevailing color in Eng-
land is certainly bay; why this arises I am
unable to say. We must thercfore beliovo
that the best hurwes aro bays, without proof.
Somo timo after the Peninsula war it was cus-
tomary to have the troops of eavaly regimnents
in colors ; but the bay troops so far exceeded
all the other troups and ench difilelty existed
in supplying the otlier troups, that the dis-
tinctive colors of truups wore abolished
throughout the arny, and onlytwo regiments
the Queen's Bays and the Scots’ Grays wero
allowed to retau a distinetive color, ~ It was
attempted to retain the Seventh Dragoon
Guards as the ** Biack Horse,” but that utter-
ly failed. Sineo then, in the uays of the Cri-
mean war we had the chestnut and gray
troops of horse artillery. I do not allude to
the black troopers of the lousehold rczfvl-
ments as thoy are su well koown to the
world at large, and are bred chiefly in Lin-
colusbiro especiully tor that purpose. The
French aro very fond of bays, but they inust
not have a single white hair. The Clove:
land bays are well known, They supplied
the whole of tho carriage horses of the nobili-
ity and leading gentry of -the lact generation.
‘ Yﬁoy were slow, tall, but carried themselves
well. The dams were the cart homses of
Cleveland, = portion of North Yorkshire, and
were crossed with a thoroughbred. If the
produce was heavy, after the dam, it reverted
to her state in the plough ; but if it took after
the sire, it was promoted to the hunting-field,
where they were wonderful leapers. The in-
termediate stage made the carriage hiorse,—
The breed is now tutally extinet. The late
Emperor of the Irench had a great fancy
for these Clevcland bays, and finally drained
that district of the few left.

The chestnut is the favorite color of the
Arabs. It is mnuch liked by the Irish, and of
course we all remember the best horse on
record (Eclipse) was a chestnut; but it must
be allowed that chestnuts are more subject to
infirmiies of tamper and constitution, espe-
cially in regard to their eyes, than Dbays.
The grays are generully underbred.  Ces ter-
rible gris, as Napoleon called them, however,
did good service at Waterloo. 1 do.not re-
member a gray eyer winning a Derby or a
“big race;"” nor did I ever see a good English
gray in the hunting field, though, singular to
say, some of the best hunters in Ireland have
heen grays.  Grays do well in hamess and 1
consider o chestuut and a gray the prettiest
match of any. To blacks these are some ob-
jections as to chostnute—infirmity of temper
and constitution. They are more linble to
contracted feet aud navieular than other
colors, and the most vicious horse I ever saw
was a black and that wos in the army. They
are under-bred, for I never remember seeing
a black race-horse.  Pray do not confound
blacks with black-browns, of which latter
color was old Voltigeur; and there is a stal-
lion now in Tipperary, Blue Peter, getting
some of the finost hunting stock I ever saw.
Blacks are very good for agricnitural pur-

osos and on all Iarge farms now.a-days in

‘orkshire.and Lincolnshire black horses are
alone used. My favorite color is -dapple
brown—such a color as the Flying Dutchman
was, old McOrv:ile who got the best hunters

in England and Slinge, who did a like good ,

In Dresden I saw
someo beautiful dapple-browns, shert-legged,
with good action, admirably adapted for mail
phetons. They had also chestnut cart horses
with no hair about theiriegs. There is &
stud farm at Maariceberg 6 miles from Dres-
den.

Bacon's bay stalion Wi, ‘H. Allen, by
Volunteer vut of Peggy Slonder. Allen is
ten years old, has a record of 2:28}, aud is
as gamo as he is fast. Ho was entered in
the stallion purse of last year, but owing to
bad feet and legs ho did not start. Jubilee
Lambert, by Daniel Lambert, with a record
of 2:274 to his credit, has been entered by
Mr. M. Carroll, of Boston, This horso start-
cd seven times last season, and won _twice.
Great hopes are entertained of him by his
party. ‘Lho Llack Jiorse: Thomas Jefferson,
by Turonts Chief out of Gipsy Queen, whose
fuse is as feudliar as a houschold word with
lovers of the high-bred .Jhorse all over the
continent, comés boldly to the front again.

HEATS vs. DASHES FOR RUNNING
{IURSES.

TLast weck a correspondent addressed o
letter to the Mail, which, tbough we are yery,
far from concurring with all the writer .says,
contaiug so much sound conugon senso that
we dv agree with, that we re-publish it in
full. ot

As will be seen by the letter, its anthor is
strongly opposed to three in five races, and
in fact to hent ruces of any kind, for running
horses. The system has bccdmo,‘sq,;thqr-
oughly engrafted on the American turl that
it may take some time to get rid of it, though
with the best Jockey Clubs in the United
Stated it seems to bo rapidly falling iuto dis-
favor. At the recent running ‘meeting ‘ut
Monmonfh Park, out of fuurteen races thir-
tecn were dnshes, the other being at two
miloe heats. Whether a horse has run a
half & milo or threo or four iiles, the cxer-
tivn hiw makes at the finish is what calls fortl
all that is in him, and if ho swings into the
streteh with just o fair chance of winning,
the run from there to the wire is a greater
tax on his musenlar power than the whole
of the rest of the heat has been. In trotting
the case is quito different. The trotter al-
ways gues with a reserve power, which he is
apt to shosw by o break if he is called on to
put forth all his strength, and this is why he
s Mdem breah- down, tat generally remaiue
on the turf tillhe bes reached a good old age.
In tlte grand cffort with which the runaning
horse finishes a close race he strains every
nerve, and it 1s manifusly unfair to make himn
do tins again aad again at short intervals.

1f Associntions iusist on having heat races
for runners, they should always make them
two in three, never three ia five.

8in,—Nothing is less likely to advanco tho in-
terests and promote the nsefulness of the Society
for the I'revention of Cruelty to Animals than
sentimental far-fetched attacks upon what is at
the most unkindness, Thus the bearing-rein
crusadoe and tirades against tho use of the over-
check aro conceded to be mere morbid nousense.
Some horses require beariag-reins, some don't.
Some borses, as you very properly potnted out
some weeks ago, require artificial assistance to
attain their maximuin speed in an artificial gait
—tho trot; and hunadreds of horses cannot dis-
play auy trotting actiun at all, until the artifieial
buianee of the overcheck is afforded to their head
and fore-quarter.  Others raquire the use of
weights fastenod on the feet to change their knee
action and make it safer to themselves aud their
drivors. Artificial applinnces are not neoessarily
crucl. All wust gdmit that it is unking to leave
o harnessed horso standing for any length of
tune, with Ilns beanng-roin fastened to the
saddle-pnd, butoven to this exceptions occur,
as wien the nvimalis beside a pavewnent, and it
13 undesirable to leave his hiead loose to nip at
