The Late James Kilgour.

‘The citizens of Quelph and surround.
ing country, and many friecnds and ac-
quaintances, especially of the body of
Disciples of Christ, will be grieved to
leain of the sudden death, Monday
evening, of Elder James Ki'gour, in
bis 8ist year. Mr  RKilgour has
been failing this winter, but had not
been confined to his bed.  On Sunday,
March 19, he secmed as bright as of
yore, and Monday cvening sat resting
on the lounge down stairs while his
daughter read the newspaper to him,
and his comments showed that he was

just as interested as ever in the news of
the day. About 2 quarter to nine Miss

Kilgour went upstairs to sec that her
father’s soom was all rilht, but was
calted down by 2 friend, who, on going
into the sitting.room, saw that Mr, Kil.
gout's head had dropped on his breast.
He rever spoke and passed quietly
away in about five minutes. An af.
fection of the heart was the principal
cause of his death,

In the death of Elder James Kil:
gour there has passed from our midst
one of those familiar figures whose
goings in and out were a benediction to
the community in which he lived.
Lame from his youth as the result of
an accident, his distinctive walk, sturdy
stick, vigot of bedy and mind, and

patriarchal appearance in later years,
made him widely known, and more
intimate acquaintance only increased
the esteemn in which he was regarded.
He always had a ned of sympathy for
the stranger, a smile and kindly greet-

ing for the children, a cheery. word forl

an acquaintance, while neighbors'and
friends had pleasure in his deep in-
terest In their welfare,  In all that con.
cermed the morat and spiritual well.
being of the community, his presence
and volce were to be seen and heard,
and in all union evangelica! gatherings
his face and form will be greally
missed.

Mr. Kilgour was bora on Aug. 27,
1812, in Kirkecaldy, Fifeshire, Scot
land. Before he had chosen his work
in life he met with what seemed at first
an insignificant accident—the sprain-
ing of his leg in running, but the surgi.
cal treatment in those days not beirg
so far advanced as now, he had the
misfortunc to losc hisleg. Thisturned
his life towards literary poursuits, and,
after securing a liberal education, he
engaged in 1eaching 2 private seminary,
in which such higher branches as navi-
gation, etc., were taught. He deter
mincd, however, on emigrating to Can.
ada, and in the spring of 1345, along
with his wife and boys, J. W., of this
city, and J. M,, who died in Kansas
City in 1878, and three other families,
all relatives, came 1o this country, with
no definite idea as to where to settle.
From conversations with those he met,
he was directed 10 Guelph, and
the whole party finally located in Era.
mosa, Mr Kilgour 1aking up lot 11,
con, g, betwcen Lwverton and Rock-
wood, which was his home for twenty-
eight years, and where he gave a gen»
eral oversight to his farm, together with
his school and church labors, He
taught scheol in his district for one
year, in 1843 and in 1857 he was ap-
pointed by the County Council, en-
tirely unsolicited on his part, local su.
perintendent  of education,  subse:
quently public school inspector for the
southern half of Wellington, in which
work he continued for twenty-one years,
when he retired.  He was also a mem-
ber of the Board «f Examiners for

teachers. In this long and faithful
performance of his duties M. Kilgour
had to ¥'sit every school in his district
from Puslinch to Pnngeville, twice
every year, and great has been the in.
fluence of his counse! and healthful
suggestion_ 10 .the scher, dnd bis.en:
‘couraging and inspiring words' 1o the
scholars, After he gave up the inspec-
torship he was for some years an active
member of the Guelph School Board,
His last duty in this line was the in.
sptction of the Quelph schools duting
Rev. Dr. Totrance's ttip round the
worldin 1891, Heremoved to Guelph
with his family in 1873, and after giving
up the inspectorship in 1877 lived here
in quiet, his only public rasponsibility
being the charge of the Disciples
church in Guelph, which was formed
after his removal here, and the pas
torate of which he continued untl
1888, when, at the request of his
family, he laid down this work when he
was 76 years old.

His closing years were full of peace
and comfon, happy in the care of his
family, especially his daughter Annie
at home, with his sons around him, and
enjoying the companionship ofold and
valued friends. His intellectual vigor
and mental power showed no signs of
abatement to the last, and so imper-
ceptibly did his natutal strength de-
cline that it was not until last fall, at
the reunion of the family to celebrate
his eighticth barthday, and which was
an occasion of exceeding pleasure to
him, that his childien rcalized that his
stay might not be long among them.
During the winter, however, he failed
gradually, though he was not confined
10 bed, and always took the deepest in
terest in all that was going on, both in
the home and outside, listened with
close attention to the papers and
books read to him, and commented on
them with all his old judgment and
common sense.  On Monday evening,
in the momentaty absence of the
daughter who had 32 faithfully attended
him, while sitting on the lounge, the
call came,and, without a ward, he passed
quictly amay, It was verily a translation
from eatth to heaven, 30 suddenly and

#0 quietly did his spirit take its flight.

Mr. Kilgour was always acquiring
knowledge. It is within the1ecollec.
tion of his family when he set about
the mastery of the Greek that he might
study the New Testament in the orig.
inal.  tle rcad widely, and was con.
tinually adding to a well cultivated and
well-stored mind.  So intimate was his
knowledge of the Bible that his friends
were wont to remark that there was
no need for a concordance to locate a
passage when Llder Kilgour was
around. He delighted in intelligent
conversation, and the hearer always
gained instruction from the talk,
Though not taking an active part in
politics, his sympathies were with the
Libezal party, and in carliec days he
was not slow to express his views.

But the chief labor of his life was
given to the religious communion of his
choice—the Disciples of Christ. A
Scotch Baptist in the old countty, he
found in the Disciples, among whom
he setiled, people of kindred views, and
be threw himself and his gifts into
theit work. Every year of his life in
this country he was preaching in the
Disciples’ putpits. From 1848 1o 1854
his time was lirgely occupied in evan.
gelistic tours, going as far east as Pic.
ton, west to Lobo, and from the Ni-
sgara district to Manitoulin Island,
and many were the: outpourings of

| blessings on his labors. . On one occa.

sion he was away three months from
his home. Logical and well posted,
deliberate and yet forceful, his preach.
ing was backed home by warm humnan
sympathy and a stetling life and chat.
acter. Owing to the scattered state of
his people, and their numerical weak.
ness as compared with the churches
around them, his freely given services
were highly appreciated and there was
not a place where Disciples were to be
found where his voice has not been
heard, All this work was done, often
riding on horseback on these tours,
with but little financial remuncration,
1t is linle wonder that his name will be
a fragrant memory amaong the Disciples
of Christ for years to come, and that
the death of no brother among them
will call forth more wide-spread re-
gret. He had also the pleasure of see-
ing the principles for which he con.
tended gain in power and acceptance
ot late years.

He passed through a good deat of
bereavement, which mellowed his na-
ture, but his own health, save for a
couple of illnesses, was unusually good
and he wat able to do a good deal of
wotk. By his second marriage he was
related to the Thomsons, of Erin.  He
leaves seven children, viz.: John W,
Guelph ; D. F. druggist, Asthur; W,
J., teacher, Atkell; E S., Guelph;
Dr, I, T., Cincinnati, and Misses
Annie and Mariha, of Guelph, to whom
the sympathy of many friends will be
extended. —Guelph Mercury,

The following undeniable facts have
been addnced, all of which fully sustain
the genuineness of immetsion and the
spuriousness of affusion :

(1) It is a fact, that the Catholic
church has always aflirmed, that the
baptism given by Jesus Christ wad
immersion and not sprinkling or pour.
ing.

(3a) The Catholic church frankly
admits that she has altered '\e primitive
action of baptism from imimersion to
sprinkling and pouting, and tlsocharges
Protestant churches with having done
the same.

(3) The Catholic church has never
attempted to justify the practice of
affusion by an appeal to the Seriplures,
but simply rests upon the righ! and
authority of the CAurch to change
ordinances.

(4) The first law for sprinkling and
pouring was given by the Pope of
Rome, and that about 453 A. D,

(5) The testimony of some of the
most scholarly men in the pede-Saplist
ranks, is, in proot of fmmersion, that
this was the New Testament baptism,
and that sprinkling was sntroduced at a
much later date, and is therefore a
purely human invention.

(6) That the testimony of the scholar-
ship of both the Catholic and Protestant
churches is that the primary meaning
of daptizo is “to immerse, to dip, to
plunge.”

(7) It is a fact that there is no
controversy over the gemuinemess of
smmersion, this being accepted by all
as Christian baptism.

(8) That the whole controversy &
over sprinkling and pouting, and that

these were rejected at the first ' as nd"

baptism at ali,” and are 3o rejected yet
by a large portion of the Christian
world, But the evidence is not all in
yet. There are other important facts
to be considered, in proof of immersion
as the only baptism authorized by Jesus
Christ in the commission and practiced
by the primitive church,

(9) A ninth fact is that the lexicons
of the Greek language written by gedo-
dapfist scholars are almost unanimous
in givicg immersion as the primitive
meaning of daphizo. Bishop Keare,
president of the Catholic University,
Washington, D. G, says that ‘the
dest - dictionaries show the classica
meaning of the Greek word Baplirein is
primatily to plunge, to dip;” and the
eminent scholar, Moses Stuart (Congre,
gationalist) says, “'daple and Zapiite
mean to dip, to plunge, to immerge,
into anything liquid.  Alllexicographers
and critics of any nofe are agreed in
this;"” and Prof. Humphreys, M. A,
of Vanderbilt University (Methodist)
says, " There is no standard Greek-
English lexicon that gives sprinkle or
pour a3 a meamng of Japfizo.” It will
be in order, then, 1o cite a few of these,
the most learned and most competent
withesses in this case in the world.,”
1tppELt and ScorT, 7th edition :
" Baptizo, to dip in or under water.”
E. A. Soritoctrs, a Greek, and profes-
sor of Greck 38 years 1n Harvard:
“ Baphizo, to dip, 10 immerse, to sink,"”
He adds, “ There is no evidence that
Luke and Paul and the other writers of
the New Testament put upon this verb
meanings not recognized by the Greeks.”
Dr. W. Porz gives * “‘To dip in, to dip
under.” J. W. Franrnsvorr defines
daptizein and Faptitm * Vo baptize, to

was wont to be performed by immersion,
and not by perfusion, appears both by
the propriety of the word and the places
chosen for its administration (John iii.
24, Acts viii. 38), and by the many
allusions of the aposties, which cannot
be referred to sprinkling, Rom. vi. 3, 4,
Col. i, 12" BLOOMFIELD says on
Rom. vi. 4: “There is here plainly a
reference to the ancient mode of
baptism by immersion . . . There
is reason to regret it should have been
abandoned in most Christian churches.”
Sciovz says on Matt, iii. 6: " Baptism
consists in the immersion of the whole
body in water,” ZwiINGLE, on Rom. vi,
3:" Into I death, when ye were
iimmersed into the water of baptinm, ye
wcre ingisfted into the death of Christ,
that is, the immersion of your whole
body in water was a sign,” ete. Dr,
Geo. CAMPRRLL, in his notes on Mats,
iii. t1,says: “ The word Japfize, bothin
sacred avthors and in classical, signifies
to dip, to plunge, 1o immerse, and was
rendeted by Tertullian, the oldest of
the Latin f(athers, fingere, the term
used for dyeing cloth, which was by
immersion. . . . Accordingly the
baptized are said . . . /o arise or
ascend, v, 16, and Acts viii. 19, from
ot oul of the water.” DPror. J. A.
TyrreTIN (Geneva) says on Rom. vi,
3, 4 " And indeed baptism was per-
formed in that age, in those countries,
by immersion of the whole body into
water” MEVER, on Mark vil. 4 says:
“Moreover, ¢an me daptizontai is not
to be understood of washing the hands,
but of fmmersion, which the
wotd in classic Greck, and in the New

Testament, ererywhere means.” Frirz

sciie, on Maun, says: ' Dut that in
accordance with the notion of the word
baptizisthai, baptism wis then per
formed not by sprinkling upon, but by
submerging, is proved especially by
Rom, vi. 4. And Pror. T.C. SToR®
says: “When the Lord commanded
that disciples should be daprised (Mat.
axviit. 19) the apostles, through those
things which had gone before, could
have understood nothing clse than
that men should be immersed in watar;
nor did they, in truth, understand any-
thing else but immersion, as is evident
from the testimony of the sacred writ.
ings and from the usage of the ancient
church, by which immersion had been
so received.” Jonn Cawvin, on Jokn
i, says: ' From these words it is law-
ful to conclude that baptism was celes
brated by John and Christ, by the
submersion of the wholebody.” Again,
“here we see plalaly what the rite of
baptism among the ancients was, for
they immersed the whole body into
water” (Com, on Acts viil. 38). “Al
though it is certain, both that the word
itself of baptizing significs to immerse,
and the rite of immersing was observed
by the ancient church” (Institutes).
LuTiER says: ¢ And 30 baptism signifies
wwo things—death and resutreciion
« + . For in that the minister im-
merses the child into water, signifying
death, but 1n that he brings it out again,
signifying life. For so Paul sets forth,
Rom, vi. For we are buried with Christ
by baptism intodeath.” \Vestgv, Rom.
vi. 3:“ We are butied with Lim, allud.
ing to the ancient manner of baptizing
by immersion.” Avpam Cramk, on
Col. li. 122 ** Buried with him in baptism.
Alluding to the immersion practiced in
the case of adwlls, wherein the person
appeared to be buried under the water,
as Christ was buried in the heart of the
earth. His rising again on the third
day, and their emerging from the water

‘Jiwas an emblém o#-the resurrection of

the body, and, to them, of a iotal
change of life.”" And on Rom. vi. 4:
It is grodable that the apostle here
alludes to the mode of administering
baptism by smmersion, the whole body
being pus under the waler, which seemed
to say, the man is drotoned, is dead;
and when he came up out of the water,
he scemed to have a resurvection to life :
the man is risen aguin, he is alivel”
SAMURL CLARK : “ We are buried with
Christin baptism, ete.  In the primitive
times, the manner of baplizing was by
immersion, ot dipping the whole body
into the water,” etc. Donbripce, on
Acts -un 23: ¥ For though thou wast
solately washed withthe water ofbaptism,
etc.;” and on viit. 38, “Considezing how
frequently bathing was used in those
hot countries, it is not *» be wondered
that baptism was generatly administered
by immersion. . , It would be
very unnatural to suppose that they
went down to the water, merely that
Philip might take up a little water in
his hand to pour on the cunuch,” ete
On Rom. vi. 4 he says - *It seems the
part of candor to confess that here is
an allusion to the manner of baptizing
by fmmersion, as most usual in these
carly times,” etc. BarNES, on Rom.
vi. . "It is altogether probable that
the apostle in this place.had allusion to
the custon, of baptizing by immersion.”
Congvirars and Howson, Rom, vi.
4 1+ ** ‘This pastage cannot be underttood
unless it is borne in mind that the
primitive baptism was &y immersion.”
Bisuor L1GuTi007 says in Col. ii. 12:
“Ye were buticd with Christ to your
old sclves beneath the baptismal waters,
and were raised with him from the same
waters, to a new and beuter life” (Evx.
positor’s Bible, Col, pg. 206). Wzsn
MINSTER ASSEMBLY OF Divings, on
Rom, vi. 4: “DButied with Bim in
baptism. In this phrase the apostle
scemeth Lo allude to the ancient manner
of baptiting, which was to dip the

patties baplized, and, as it were, dury
them under water.”  Wntroy; "It
being so expressly declared here, Rom,
vi. 4, and Col i, 12, that we are buried
with Christ in baptism by being buricd
under water, and the argumient to
oblige us to a conformity to his death,
by dying to sin, being taken hence;
and this immesion being religiously
cbserved by all Chiristians for thitteen
centuries,” etc,  GRORGE WINTFIFLD:
It is certain that in the words of our
text, Rom. vi,, 3, 4, there is an allusion
to the mannet of baptism, which was
by immersion, which is what our
church allows”  MacKwricnr, on
Rom. vi, 4: "“Cheist . . . submitted
to be baptized, that is, to be buned
under the water by John, and to be
raised out of it again, as an emblem of
His future death and resurrection. In
like manner, the baptism of believers is
emblematical of their own death, burial,
and resutrection (see Col. iL 12).”
Rom, vi. 5 ““Having been planted,” etc.
“’The burying of Christ and of believers,
first in the water of baptism, and after-
wards in the earth, is fitly enough com.
pared to the planting of seeds in the
earth,” ete., and on Col. ii. 12 he says !
‘Christ began His ministry with re.
ceiving baptism from John, 1o show in
an emblematical manner that He was
to die, and to rise again from the
dead. And after His resurrection He
commanded His disciples to initlate
mankind into His religion by baptizing
them, as He Himself had been baptized,
To conclude, because this
spiritual circumsision is to be completed
by Christ raising our bodies fashioned
like to His glorious body, signified in
baptism by the raising of the body out
of the water,” etc. LANGE: “The
phrase Japtizein eis retains the most
direct figurative reference of baptism.
It means strictly to immerse into
Christ” (Com. on Rom. vi. 3). These
scholarly men, and niany more, that
might be quoted, bear strong testimony
to the truth, and condemn the practice
of their own churches thereby,

line picture of something relating to
the outline.

The word * antitype” denotes the
substance or the reality which is pre.
figured by the type.

When God called Abraham out of
Ur of Chaldea, he made a covenant or
proaise to him. (Gen, xii. 1-3.) These
promises were afterwards repeated;
the promise of aationality which it
contained, was made the basis of the
covenant or law as given on Sinai to
the children of Israel, under their
leader, Moses, ‘This law was given to
the Jews for the purposes of a civil
governinent, and, as such, was well
adapted to their development, disci-
pline and happiness, as individuals and
as a nation. (1 Tim. i 8-9.) These
laws were needed to convince and con-
vict men of sin, by presenting a stand-
ard of perfection,and also for the preser-
vation among them of the knowledge
and practice of a true and pure religion
during the Mosaic Dispensation, which
was but the type of the Remedial Sys-
tem, by means of symbols, rites and
ceremmonies ot setvices,

From the very beginning of our race
we find that one day of the seven was
sanctified by its Creator, and in the
Decalogue or law ¢f Mount Sinat the
same observance was enjoined by God
upon His creatures.  (Gen. ii. 1, 2, 3;
Ex, xx. 811.)

Thus 2 rest day or Sabbath was
given 10 the Jews: on that day they
assembled that they might not forget
the law, and it was only when the
synagogue was established, and in every

. .

pounded, and God was worshipped in
the public assembly that the Sabbath
was steadily and safely kept.

The day of rest has never been
abrogated ; the laws which were made
solely for the Jewish race might be
abrogated at a fitting time, but the day
of rest was made, not for the few
alone, but for man, It was made at
man's creation; we do not owe it to
the Jew, we received it from God; it
was thundeted indecd from Sinai to
the Jew, but it was whispered to us in
Paradise when the heavens and eanth
were created, and God blessed the day,

While it on the one hand formed a
sort of general memorial of the crea.
tion, and the Creator of all things{ as It
is characterized in the (st redaction
of the commandments, it became also
a national day of a record of the bond.
age and liberavion from it, as in the
second rescension of the Decalogue ;
2.2 the rest, inteaded for everyone,
became doubly sigmificant.  (Dbut. v,
15.)

To summatize . 'I'he Jewish Sabbath
was to be spent in resting.  (Ex. xxxi,
t4-17.) It was to be a covenant be.
tween God and His people.  (Ezck.
xx. 12,) It was to be spent in zccping
the ordinances and as a day of joy and
delight, noiv to the Lord.  (Fzek,
xlv. 19, and isaiah Ivili. 13, 14.)

The benefits of this institstion for
the individual are too self-evident to
require comment. It connected the
human being with the Divine Creator
and with his fellow-creatures and testi.
fied good will to all things crested,

The providences of God follow
closely upon natural liws; we cannot
violate the law of physical rest without
suffering serious consequences ; the ne-
cessity and obligation to rest is inherent
to man’s very nature. Rest does not
consist in ulter inaction, but is rather
a change of occupation. A rest day is
to better life & necessily ; as the body
demands rest, o the soul and spirit
will be dwatfed and stunted unless
they receive a calm from the absorbing
cares and endless exactions of this ac-
tive age. Disobedience was the cause
of all the afflictions of lsrael, and the
observance of this law was insisted
upan by the voice of the prophets, and
declared to be decitive of national
prosperity or decline; for religion was
never on the throne while Sabbaths
were trodden under foot.  (Ezek. xx.
tg, 20.)

Thus in the whole of the divine
economy the day has great importance ;
it was declared by the Lotd Jesus, who
alone kept the whole law, to be made
for man.  (Martk i, 29.)

\When Jesus addressed the Jews, he
nowhere enjoined the observance of
the Sabbath, z¢ His hearers ware al.
most superstitiously scrupulous in keep-
ing it.  What His hearers nceded and
received was the lesson that the Sab-
bath, having been intended for human
benefit, the duty of observing it ought
10 give way before the hugher duty of
eflesting that purpose, where the two
werc in conflict.

If the Sabbath or seventh day had
large meaning and sacredness to the
Jews, far more has the fizst day of the
week to the Christians.  We do not
keep the seventh day, but look upon it
as a type of the holy day of which the
day of Christ’s resurrcction is the anti.
type, belicving that
“'Twas great to speak a world from

naught,
‘T'was greater to redcem.”

The antitype, ot first day, rose into
sacredncss by che innate power and pe-
culiar grandeur of the facts it cele-
brated. The old law was nailed to the
o038 and 1aken out of the way, and
with 1t went all types and ceremonies.
(Col. it.. 14, 15, 16, 17; Rom. vii,
4 ; Heb, vus, 6, 7, 8-12 and Heb. ix,,

14y 185.)
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Tt was meet tha. the Jews should
celebrate a feast on the fiftieth day
after the feast of the Passover. 'This
was called the '¢ feast of weeks,” as it
was cclebrated seven weeks after the
sixtcenth day of Nisan, or third day of
the Passover, or fifty days after the
slaying of the pascal lamb, hence its
name, ¥ Pentecost” from the Greek,
meaning “ Afty.” It was instituted by
God that His people might repair to
the temple and offer theie the first-
frts of the harvest, also that they
might call to mind, and give thanks for,
the law of Sinzi, which they received on
the fiftieth day after their departure
from Egypt.

But how much greater should be the
joy of the Christian, who sces in this
feast the antitype, the Pascal Lamb,
who was stain for the redemption of
the world, and w!.2 rose again the third
day as the *first-fruats of them that
slept.” {1 Cor. xv., 20.)

At what date the first day or Sun-
day began to he used generally by
Christians as z holy day, we have no
definite  historical information, but
apostolic precept or exampl~ is suffi-
cient foundation for the otigin of a
custom apparently so general as well as
early. ‘That the desuc which natur
ally actuates members of a religious
body to mcét fiequently for worship,
edification and mutual encouragement,
might lead to the appointment of a
stated day, may be readily accepted,
and that the day on which their Lotd
and Savic ur had risen trinvmphant from
the dead and thus brought life and im.
mortality to light should be selected as
fittest, is apparent.

Why should this day be memorial-
ized above alt others?

God created *light” on the first
day of the week at the cceation of the
world. Is it not meet to consider
above all others and first of the week
that'cay which saw-the Sun of Right.
eousness rise with healing in His
wings as the dawn of a new creation
for mankind? (Gen.i., 4, 5 and John
viii,, 12.)

‘Thus the word by the New Cuvenant
translated and transierred the feast of
the Sabbath to the morning light and
gave us the symbol of true rest, viz, :
the saving Lord's day, the first of the
hight,

Christ has left no command for the
day's observance, but He made that
day most illustrious of days by His res-
urrection, for on that event are sus.
pended all the hopes of happiness of
mankind for time and for eternity.
1 Cor, xv., 12-14 and 17-23; Rom.
iy 4)

The space of fifty days intervened
betwesn the destruction of the Old
Covenant and the inauguration of the

new. )
Christ’s appearance unto His dis.

ciples on the first day of the week dur-
ing that period seems to indicate that
He purposed by His example to memor-
ialize it and sanctfy it in their mnem-
oties. (Mark xvi., 9 ; John xx,, 19-26.)

His disciples were endued with per-
fect light of inspiration of the Holy
Spint according to Christ's promise,
which was fulfilled on the fint day, on
the day of Pentecost, thus enabling
them to give “the light of the knowl-
edze of the glory of God in the face of
Jesus Christ.” (11 Cor. iv., 46 ; Acts
ity 1044}

On the first day of the weekthe
Chtistian church was established and
believers were for the first ume bap.
tized by the authority of Jesus Christ
into the name of the Father, Son and
Holy Spint.  {Actsii, 38, 39-41.)

The disciples or pnmitive Chnistians
met together on the first day of the
week for the purpose of celebrating tke
Lotd's supper and engaging 1n wor-
ship, also for the collecting and con-

tributing for the mainterance of the

chutch and benefit of its members.
(Acts xx, 7; 1t Corxvi, 1, 2.}

‘Thus our obligation to sanctify the
Lord’s day is enforced by its similitude
to the primitive Sabbath ; by the laws
which govern our physical, intcllectual
and moral natures ; by the most ¢x-
alted interests of the natiuns ; by the
triumphat  resurrection of our Re-
deemer; by the apostles’ example,
who, by the Spirit, were guided into
all truth, and by God's rescrved right
10 a portion of our time solely 1o honor
and glorify Him through His Son

A purtely sanctified Lord's day would
be instrumental in promoting our own
enjoyment and increasing our knowl.
edge of Him *“in whose likeness we
are made " and * whom 10 know is life
cternel,” and by such growth would
cultivate that rmssionary spitit ot
Christ-like living and Chzist-like giving,
which would tend to hasten the glonious
day, when “ the earth shall be full of the
knowledge of the Lord as thc waters
cover the sea,” and when ffe shall be
known by all nations, who pleads to-
day as earnestly as in the days of His
flesh, “Coms unto me, all ye that
labor and are heavy laden, and 1 will
give you rest,” for *'there remaineth
therefore a rest for the people of God.”

On the first page of this paper will
be found the announcement of the
death of one of the fathersin our Israel,
together with a biographical sketch,
which we are given to understand is a
faithful outline of his outward life,

Brother James Kilgour belonged to
a class of men not well understood by
this generation.  We live at such a dis-
tance from the days of their services,
successes and sacrifices, that unless we
taks pains to inform ourselves accur
ately, we shall under-estimate their ab.
ilities and undervalue their services to
the cause of Christ. The Editor of
this paper has sought for some years,
by such means as were availaple, to
gain an insight into the history of the
pioneer days of the Disciples of Christ
in Ontario. He counts it his good for-
tune to have had the opportunity of
becoming pretty well acquainted with a
number of the pioneer preachers, and
as a result he finds himself respecting
them for their ability, admiring them
for their extensive knowledge of the
Scriptures, honoting them for their
sclf-denying labors, and loving them
for their Christtan character. It is to
be regretted that there is not in perma-
nent and accessible form a racord of
their efforts to propagate primitive
Christianity in this country. It has
been suggested that the present would
be an opportune time to carry out a
project we have been considering for a
good while, viz: to open a department
in the EvanceLisT with this heading:
#Our Proneer Preachers; their services,
successes, and sacrifices ; personal re-
miniscences.” We adopt the sugges
tion, and invite our brethren and sisters
to send us for next paper their recol
lections of striking incidents in the
career of Bro. James Kilgour in his
capacity of a pioncer preacher. We
shall be pleased to h-ar from a large
nutnber in tme for car April 15th
issue,

In anticipation of receiving for
publication estimates of Bro. Kilgour's
preaching power from those who knew
him welt and heard him frequently, we
deem it unnccessary to writeatlength of
whatwecouldonlydo so at second hand,
But we cannot refrain from mentioning
the fact conceded by all who had op-
portunity and capacity of judging, that
he posscssed 1n an unusual degree that
much to-be-coveted combination in 2
preacher, the power to enlighten the
mind by clear and forcible exposition,
and to move the heart with warm and
surning ehortation.  Many a preacher
has regretted his lack of one or the
other of these talents,

It may well be thought superfiuous
to say that Bro. Kilgour had a clear
perception of the fundamental position
of the Disaiples of Chnst, that as
Chnist 1s the Head of His own church,
no human being has a nght to meddle
with its constitation, and that it is
gross presumption for any person or
any society 10 add to or take from the
conditions of membership laid down
by the Lord and His inspired apostles.

There are many who accept this prin-
ciple as sound who greatly err in ap-
plying it, and so practically sct it aside.
Such people place themselves in oppo.
sition to cvery proposed change,
whether it be a matter affecting this
fundamental principle or not. We
have often admired the way in which
Bro. Kilgour met such questions and
assigned each to its own department,
as an essential or non.¢ssential. It is
an indication of a sound mind in a
sound body when a person growing old
w ycars continues young in fecling
and maintains his power of adapting
himself and his ideas to changing times
and circumstances, This was conspic.
uously true of Bro. Kilgour, and so he
was the warm friend and wise coun
sellor of his younger brethren in their
efforts to carry on the good work inau-
gurated by himself and his contempor-
aries.

Ttis the desire of parents te sectheir
children grown up and settled in life,
of in a fair way to become so0,
and still more to rotain the re
spect and affection of their children
to the last. It must be a painful ex-
petience, and it appears to be a not un-
common one, for a parent to find that
his own sons and daughters have ceased
to love him and even to respect him.
Bro. Kilgour was singularly happy in
this regard, for the most {riendly and
affectionate relations existed between
himself and all the members of his
family and of his sons’ families. This
of itself will show that thoughtfulness
and kindness were prominent in his
nature, for with parents as with others
the rule applies, ¢ tle that hath friends
must show himself friendly.”

Bro. Kilgour lived to 2 good old age
and yet was not tired of life. This life
was to him a precious gift from God,
and he believed in gratefully opening
his mind and heatt to its manifold
blessings. and to him the greatest
of lif’s blessings was the hope of eter-
nal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.
He has left those behind him who
loved him dearly and who would fain
have detained him longer hers, but
they hope to meet him on the other
shore and with him to be forever with
the Lord.

Dzar Sisters : HHave received your
kind letters. For which receive my
grateful thanks. It is a pleasure to
know you all take such a deep interest
in me, your missionary. 1hope I may
have strength for all that is required of
me. Now concerming the little girl I
wrote you about, and in whom you
have taken such a lhively interest, 3
little after my letter 10 you Way
posted the child was to be sold. We
took her in.  Before the letter could
have any more than reached you, Miss
Hamson had secured a scholarship for
her. 1 was just alittle disappointed,
for 1 wantcd you good women at home
1o support her and put her under my
care, but Muss ifarrison comforted me
by telling me there were hundreds of
such cases 1n Tokio.  So 1 thought af
a scholarship were secured from you,
why there would be two rnstead of one
saved.  Have been looking atound, or
rather some of the older mussionarics
are looking for me, but as yet my
search has not yet proved successful,
as I am hard to suit.

Afier looking a little on the affairs of
Japan, havecome to theconclusionthat [
not only want to rescue a soul, but would
like the ehild 10 be bught and inteth-
gent above the average as I wish to
make a good Bible woman of her.
We missionatics cannot do without
them.  As we have no schiool for train-
ing gitls for helpers excepting  Miss
Hardison’s, whose girls are all too young
as yet, we, of necessity, have to get our
belpers from the Sectarian Schools,
The churches of the said schools use
up their best helpers themselves, so if
we want good, carncst helpers, trained
in the whole of the Gospel, we must
teain them for oursclves.  Am expect.
ing any day to come across my little girl.

In the same mail as I reecived your
letters, I received a letter from a brother
in 'the Lord, in U.S  He ofieted to
support the childif you had not alteady
done so,

I have accepted his offer, telling him
my heart and home i4 large enough for
two, did you also fecl youcould afford
to support a lile girl. 1 sincerely
hope you may be able to, for it 1s
about the only wuy we can reach the
women here,  They are so entirely the
slaves of their husbands or fathers,
‘They can go no place, and do little
without the consent of bath, and it is
only by our Bible women that they can
Le approached in the slightest degree.

Now you all, I dase say, would like
to know how 1 employ mysell during
the, which scems to us, short days.
They certainly are 'so busy that time
seems to fly. By halfpast six in the
morning we are eating breakfast, from
thea till 10.30, siudy; 10.30 to 12
o'clock, recite to my teacher; after
dinner, recite another hour. Then I
take & titile rest.  ‘Three days in the
week teach English from one tc two
hours, it is as you, I suppose, know,
necessary for us to teach English in
order 10 secure passports.  Thes:
English classes last from 2 o'clock 10
4 o'clock. Then I take my constitu-
tional. Get home in time for supper,
after which I either tead or wiite lfet.
ters and look over my lesson for next
day. Un Sundays go to my Sunday
school, which by the way, is progress-
ing finely. It was started but two
months ago with about fifteen pupils,
we now have from 36to g0. What
a dirty little crew they are, to be sure;
they are a fair sample of what Dickens
calls “the yreat unwashed,” ‘Their
little black eyes are bright and intellic
gent withal  How they do screech the
hymns ; the louder the better. I re-
monstrate ; they do their best to sing
softly, which generally ends in a louder
screech than before ;1 subside. Then
after dismissal I take a Kuruma to
Mr, Stevens' meeting house for the ob-
servance of the lord's supper and
preaching. Then I hasve theafternoon
and evening to rest if I do not care to
go out and visit any of the other mis-
sionaries’ meeting places.

We have had two snow storms since

I wiote you Jast. ‘The last was at
least & foot deen. It has not all ye
disappeared. It reminded nie so much
of my own dear native land, Canada,
Now T muet close, as it is bad time.
So good-night all, and hoping to hear
from you soon, Iam,

Begin with 2 new and thotough organi-
zation, not necessanly all new oflicers,
but have them newly clected, and com-
mence jour labors on a right good
basis and 1n a practical business-like
way. 1t is just now that supenniend.
cnis ¢an usc ther influence to advan-
tage in securing the hearty co-operation
of their fellow-workers, by showing that
you consider the work of your Sunday
school a very important work and that
it cannot be done too well.

The present is an opportune time
for the visiting of the scholars in their
homes  This we have found to be one
of the veiy best means of causing reg-
ular attendance and deepening the
hotne interest in the work of the school
that are available to any teacher. These
visits should put the parent and teacher
n close touch with one another, and
with carc they will certainly do so.
Parents are pleased at any evidence
of interest shown towards their chil-
dren on the part of a Sunday school
teacher, You will find, and pethaps
have found, that some parents will seem
quite sorry that Johnny or Anniehas
been out of school and they “will
make sure that it will not occur again,”
and they keers their word, too. Be
careful not to give the impression by
your call, that you are seeking to co-
erce your scholars intdstudying their
lesson, but suy the tery dest thing you
¢an, with a clear reference to those

things 33 which f% may desire im-]

provement.

As pastoral work to a congregation,
so is personal ‘work in the Sunday
school. In every well organized schocl
there should b: some way in which
every teacher shall repont the cause of
their scholars’ absence, DBut apant
from thie, every teacher should feel his
responsihility sufficiently to satisfy him-
self as to the cause of the scholar’s ab-
sence. Ir, some cases you will find a
personal visitation to be the only
means of secuting regular attendance.
Particulatly does this apply to teachers
of boys’ classes at this time of the year,
as the nice Sundays are coming in
when the boys will quietly stay away
without saying anything about it (o
mother.

‘Thatthere is necessity for activity in
this hine is very clear.  Inthe report of
the Sunday-school committee for 1391
the average number on the toll of
cach of the 30 schools reported is 64,
while the average attendance at cach of
these 30 schools is only 44, which
means that one-thitd of ali the scholars
in our schools are absent each Sunday
Now these fizures ate bhased on the
reponts of the officers of cach school
and are certainly correct.  Here are
some of them : Total on ro'l and aver-
age attendance respectively—r, 100—
76, 2, 89—51, 3, 50—33, 4, 150—
96 ; 5, 48—a5.  Notable cxceptions
are Guclph, 85—70; St. John's, 105-—=
9t , Aylmer, 3o—24.
