A GREAT IRISH NUN

Mother Mary Baptiele Russell—the
sister of the Lord Chief Justice of Eng-
land—who died reeently in San Fran-
cisco, was born near Newry, in the
County Down, 70 years ago. Her
family had an honored ancestry, has-
Ing settled 500 or 600 years ago at Kil-
lough, near whers Mother Russell was
born  ‘Through the direction of their
unele, the Rev. C. W. Russell, D.D., of
Maynooth College, three of the femily
enteced the Order of Our Lady of
Mercy, and one became a Poor Clare,
Wwhile Charles Russell took up the
study of law, and Matthew prepared for
the priesthood. Father Russell became
a Jesult, and in hig sphere has been as
a beacon to Irish writers of the present
generation.  Charles went to London,
and with the characteristic energy, ab-
ility, and steadfasiness of his family,
forged his way to the top-—to the hon-
viable office of Lord Chief Justice of

ingland. .,

Mother Russeil joined the Order of
Metcy at  Kinsale, Ireiand, and six
yeans later, accompanied by alx Sis-
ters, went to San Francisco with the
Rev, Hugh Gallagher. They arrived
there on Decomber 7 th, 1854, and took
up their abode at St. Patrick’s Church,
on Market street.  Of the little band
of mercy who originally accompanied
her only one—Sister Mary—rematns.
Thelr work Began in a humble house,
and grew slowly at first, and when
the County Hospltal was oftered for
sale they bought it. Under Mother
Russell they worked falthfully, and
when cholers broke out they were
among the sick, displaying herolsm and
meroy such as endeared them to the
ploncers.

Owing to the newness of the com-
muity dlsease throve, Cholera gpread
among the inhabltants with great ra-
pidity. Mother Russell and her six mis-
stonaries fearlessly went among the

experlence in Jreland had taught them
the best methods to handle the plague,
and through thelr united assistance the
disease was soon wiped out.

The St. James' Gazette states that
Pprobate has been granted on Mr, Glad-
stone’s will. The gross value of the
personal estate 13 returned at £69,505,
and the net value at £54,732.
The venerable statesman, in tho pre.
amble says :—" Commending mysaif to
the Infilnite- mercles of God In the In-

bequeathed by the late Mr. Patrick
Mullen, of New York, for the purpose
of preserving ithe Irish languace.

Mr. T. D. Sullivan, M.P,, trustee of
the fund, presided, and there was a
large attendance.

The chairman siated that a sum of
£1,962 had come to his hands out of
the estate of the late Patrick Mullen,
of Now York. The deceased, by his
will, which was dated 1887, directed
that residue of his estate shouid be
sold, and the pioceeds directed to ad-
opting the best means possible for keep-
ing alive and perpetuating in Ireland
the Irlsh language.

To endeavor to farm,
at the present time, witbout a family
horee for driving to town or else-
where {9 to make life a drudgery, and
to separate oneself, very often, from
the outsido world. On the average
farm the horse that works In the fleld
every day cannot always be spared
when a trlp to town or elsewhere is
desired, and is usually of a type that
totally unfits Is for light driving. Where
the farm is small ani there is not so
much work for the facm horse he may
be able to do both, but otherwise every
farmer shoutd keep a good roadsten
for driving when necessary.

It a farmer lves several miles from
the post-office or store a family horse
is almost invaluable. If he Is a qulet
animal any member of the family can
hitch him up, and go for the malil or
necessarfes for the household without
disturbing the farming operations in
the least. Then he will come {n handy
on Sunday for taking the family to
church, Even i it 13 only a mile or so
to church, it Is better to drive there
after a week's hard toll in the fields
than to walk. But It is surprising how
many tarmers trudge along to church
or elsewhere on foot, when they could
Just as well have a horse and bugsy
to carry them ag not. These are the
ones who talk most of the farmer's
hard life. And Is It a wonder ?—Farm-
ng.
