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OVER LAND AND SEA.

Those interested in prison reform have, for several
years, set apart the fourth Sabbath in October for the
presentation of the different topics connected with the
need of prisoners and the methods of dealing with crime.
The Massachusetts Prison Association sends out a
request that the churches continue this practice as
widely as possible this year.

A call has been issued for a conference in Chicago
October 22nd, 23rd, for the organization of ‘‘a non-
sectarian Christian alliance, federation or brotherhood.”
The call is in the interest of Prohibition churches. It
is stated that there are several churches which have
been formed by the Prohibitionists ona prohibition basis.
They refuse to admit to membership not only those who
are conserned in the saloon business, but those who
vote for the license system. Itis said that there are
four churches of this kind, one in Newburg, N.Y., one
in Cleveland, O., one in San Francisco, and one in
Chicago.

In an admirable article in Z%e Outlook, Prof. George
P, Fisher speaks of the danger to Christian believers
in Japan, who attempt to create a composite religion
out of Christianity and Buddism or some other faith or
cult. Thearticleappears to be addressed to the Church
in Japan, and tellsit that Christianity means redemption,
and that Christ is the one deliverer, exalted above the
rank of a mere teacher or prophet. Professor Fisher
says that if his remarks should fall into the hands of
ministers and teachers in Japan who have teen his
pupils, he is sure that they at least will acquit him of
the ambition to take the role of a monitor. We see
no reason why heshould avoid thatrole. His experi-
ence and his wisdom give him the right to take it.

The Koran has been much extolled for its moral
purity; but recent investigation has been laying bare:ts
long hidden iniquities. Dr. H. M. Clark, who knows
whereof he writes, declares “‘the safety of Islam hitherto
has been that its holy book was shrouded in unapproach-
able Arabic, or in cumbrous, ambiguous translations.
Now that a literal, faithful translation of the Koran,
has appeared in the widely nsed Urdu language, there
is consternation among the Moslem. " A Moulvie, in
view of its latest disclosures, said: * 1am old and grey
haired, but I never knew the iniquity ofitas I do now.”
Let on the light.  Islamism cannot stand exposure.
Its sacred writings will not bear severe testing. Only
God’s Word can endure the strictestand fullest scrutiny.
Its holiness abides the searchings of the ages among
all peoples.

The Development of Sabbath School Work in India
during the past year is shown, says the U. P. Mission
Record, by the large number of 1775 new schools having
been started, while 66,000 new scholars have received
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teaching. A great loss to the workers in this field
has been the death of Dr. James L. Phillips, the Secre-
tary of the India Sabbtah School Union. Born in India,
the child of missionary parents, and educatedin America,
he was ordained at the early age of twenty-two, return.
ing to India, labored for seventeen years at Midna-
pore. Then he became Secretary of the Union and
travelled throughout all India, forwarding the founding
of Sabbath schools with a rare union of judgment, skill,
and enthusiasm.  He was greatly loved, and his place
it will be difficult to fill.

In the last annual report of the Basel German Evan-
gelical Mission in South India we find two illustrations
of one of the influences of the Chicago Parliament
of Religions. Onpe missionary says: *‘Scarcely had
I begun to speak when a young man, a former
pupil of our Mangalore High School, asked me if 1 had
heard of the Religious Congress in Chicago and if I
knew that Vivekaswami of India had proved the incom-
parable greatness and excellence of the Hindu religion,
and had defeated the Christian religion and won all
America over to Hinduism, that everybody had turned
to him and turned their back on Christianity, Christi-
anity was now done away with and dared not show its
face.” Another writes: “In a village a Padaga asked
whether it had not been decided in the Parliament of
Religions in Chicago that the Hindu religion was the
first in rank of all the religions in the world.”

O1¢ of the most striking features of the literature
of the present day is the apparent ignorance of the
Bible, and in the mad race for position in the literate
world this cvil is more apparent.

In the curriculum of our colleges of today every
author who is supposed to form one of the supports
of literature is studied with as much carc as though
the very cxistence of the literate world depended on
this one support, whilc the Author of the grcat book
of nature, the very Creator of this all-absorbing theme,
the only Author whosc works have stood the test of
1800 ycars of criticism, is not included in cven the
minor classics.

It is impossible to give a reason for this ncglect of
the Bible, for it is beyond dispute the masterpicce of
literature, not of a national character, but rather inter-
national. As Scott has said: “ Mercly as a treasurc
house of style, of racy expression, of apt illustration,
of piercing metaphor, of poctry that exhausts lan-
guage and lcaves it quivering, there is but one book,
the Bible,” and to borrow the advice of a famous pro-
fessor of rhetoric, " young gentlemen, if you wish tobe
clogrent, all you nced to know is your Bible and Shake-
speare. In them are the winged words of English.” and
he might have added—of every other language of the
world, for it can be said of the Bible and of no other
book, that, in it, its lines have gone out into all the
earth and its words to the end of the world,
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Honan Mission.

A NOTE of joy comes from our Mission field in

Honan because of the recent decision of the com-
mittee to send additional men. Mr. Goforth writes
« We are overjoyed to hear that Knox is responding to
the needs of China by sending out Mitchell and Menzies,"
but his opinion of the Chinese has not altered ;
the war seems to have affected little as yet in the
interior and our missionaries need mere than ever our
prayers and practical sympathy—tfor to quote again
from Mr. Goforth's recent letter ‘¢ the officials and
gentry are not one whit more angelic since the Jap's
have so severely chastised them.” There may be years
of freedom from molestation or there may not be many
days till the bitter hate of foreignerstakesshapeinorgan-
ized hostility. But there are great reasons for thankful-
ness that God has protected our missionaries and that so
many of our band are now in, or on the way to Honan,
and we cannot do better than repeat here the words of
Mr. Goforth as indicating the spirit which animates our
representatives in far away Honan, ‘1 take this oppor-
tunity to gratefully testify to God’s great goodness to
me personally since returning to China, He has brought
me into more intimate communion with Himselt, His
word and prayer have become to me grander realities,
I accept it as proof that He is going to more abundant-
ly bless, I face the future with brighter hope "—
world wide missions is the chief business of the
Church *“Go ye into all the world and preach the
gospel to every creature.”

Surely we at home should bear these brethren on
our hearts at the throne and join them in looking for
grander results than ever before realised. But we
must work as well as pray no infention to do something
in the future will satisfy God’s claim for present
service and no bequest with all its contingencies of
loss and disappointment can possibly bring the bless-
ing, that an immediate cffort to mcet the need must
sccure, Mr. Geforth remarks, that *of course some of
us inlend to make big sacrifices when we die but a
present obedience is a thousandfold more acceptable
to Him.”

In a private letter to Mr. Burns, the Treasurer of
the Goforth fund, Mr. Goforth writes, ** lintend to lcave
here about Sept. 10th,, to receive Mrs. Goforth and
family at Tientsin about Sept 2ist. By that time 1
hope to have cvery thing in order here to move into
the City when 1 bring my family from Tientsin."

He makes a request in this letter which some of our
good friends would doubtless take pleasure in gratify.
ing. *‘1 would like to putin a bid for say two jllus-
trated papers out of the reading room at Knox. One
American and one English. 1 will gladly pay the
regular auction price and postage. I find them a
decided help in teaching the natives. 1 have been

taking the I ondon Graphic, but find it too expensive.
Old ones will serve the purpose just as well."

Any inquiries would doubtless be answered by Mr.,
Burns.

Rev. Dr. Wardrope.

The Free Church Monthly, the bright pages ot which
never fail to interest, devotes space to the following
tribute to the venerable and highly esteemed Dr.
Wardrope of Guelph :—To Dr. Wardrope belongs the
interesting distinction of being the first minister who
was ordained in Canada in connection with the Free
Church. His jubilee has just been celebrated, and in
that connection some notable things were mentioned
about his life. He was born in 1819 at Ladykirk,
Berwickshire ; but in 1834 he moved with his family to
America. There he became a member of the first class
of students who attended Queen’s College, Kingston,
and he was still there when the Disruption took place.
Casting in his lot with the Evangelicals, he completed
his theological education under the superintendence of
the Free Church, and was settled immediately after
being licensed as minister of Daly Street Church,
Bytown. Twenty-four years later he accepted a call to
Chalmers’ Church, Guelph, and as its pastor he
remained till within the last two year$, when he retired
into private life. The congregation was in its infancy
when he took charge of it. Now it is one of the largest
and most influential in the city. Many friends gathered
to show their respect for Dr. Wardrope, who is happily
still abie to take his share of Christian work.

Young People's Leaflet.

The first number of the Leaflet for Young Peoples
Societies prepared by the Rev. R. P. Mackay the Secre
tary of Foreign Missions has come tohand. Asalready
announced, it is intended to put the young people of
the Church into touch with the Honan Mission, which
they are asked to support by their contributions. Mr.
Mackay proposes to issue these Leaflets regularly and
lead the young people through a course of study on
China during the first yrar, after which other fields will
be taken up, and thus in time not only overtake ali our
own fields but as well diffuse amongst the voung people
much information about the countries in which our
missionaries are laboring. Mr. Mackay adopts the
**Question and Answer” style of imparting instruction,
an” he certainly t=s suaceeded in packing an immense
amount of mostinteresting material in thislittle booklet
of sixteen pages.

The extent and resources of China are given in
outline, but we especially commend the section that
explains the nature of Ancestral worship. No where
have we seen so clear and satisfactory an exposition
ot the philosophy and ritual of that ancient system. I¢
is intended that there should be in cach Leaflet a letter
from one of the missionaries, and the first 1s from Dr.
J- Fraser Smith, who gives a short sketch of the origin
of the Honan Mission. We heartily commend this
scheme to the Young People as the best .method yet
adopted in the Presbyterian Church for an intelligent
study of missions with the additional advantage of
cheapness. On the title page are printed the words
*“supplie in quantities at one cent each.” Atthatprice
no society nced want a supply.

It Endureth Forever.

A masculine tribute is that paid to the Bible is that
contained in the following words of Dr. John Clifford.
At the present time when the Book is undergoing a
fiery ordeal of criticism these words are opportune :—
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The Bible is indestructible. It cannot be holden of
death. Buried a thousand times Leneath the accum-
ulated heaps of hostile criticism, it rises again to new-
ness of life. 1t is absolutely insuppressible.  The con-
tinuity of the Bible as a spiritual and ethical force in
the life of the world is one of the outstanding marvels
of history, Recall its story. Reckon up the number,
the strength, the malignity of the open and avowed
enemies it has encountered, and whose extinction it has
survived. Look at the character and power of the
schools of criticism, and note the way in which they
have come and gone whilst it has kept on forever.
Each had found the mystic key for its explanation.
Each knew more than its predecessor. Each had the
newest fact to supply, and each did its critical work;
some rendering real service, others none, But the
Bible abides, attracts, conquers. Add to this the
greatest wonder of all—that it has lived through the
inconceivably foolish and misguided behaviour of its
friends. Nobook was ever more unwisely loved, no
book ever suffered more from its admirers. The crude
interpretations of its message, thewildtheories preached
in its name and backed by perversions of its texts, the
absence of sense and method in the exposition of jts
statements, the preposterous schemes and movements
undertaken for its detence, convince us that if the Book
had not an absolutely indestructible centre, it would
have disappeared long ago. But He lives, and is its
life; therefore it endures, and shall endure for evermore.

Church Union.

Because the question of the Union of the Protestant
Churches has not bee~ much discussed of late in
Canada it is not to be supposed that the idea has been
abandoned or that it has become to be regarded as
utterly hopeless. It is probable that its at one time
most sanguine advocates would hope for no more than
a modified form of the United Church they have
pictured to themselves, but with many the hope is a
strong one that the time may not be far distant when a
common basis for church work shail be accepted by the
eading Churches. In England the question has
assumed a new phase since the Pope and Archbishop
Benson have spoken. The following note from the
Christian commoniwealth reveals a curious incident in
the movement and points out the course which opinion
is taking in the old land :—The idea of Christian Union
has become popular. It receives more or less attention
in nearly every religious conference. Popularityalways
brings with it danger, and there is just now an
imminent danger with respect to Christian Union.
That danger may be stated as follows:—A spurious
.union may usurp the real thing. Some are already
talking about the union of Christendom, and others the
union of the Anglican and Roman Catholic Churches.
At the recent Roman Catholic Conference the union
question was much to the front. The Pope's ency-
clical letter and the Archbishop of Canterbury's reply
ithereto were strongly in evidence with the Catholic
attendants ; but by far the most remarkable utterances
were made by the Rev. J. H. Bondier, an Anglican
from Clutton, who said he ** had for many years been
most interested and most anxious regarding this sub-
ject of reunion. The letter of the Pope touched the
hearts of everyone, whether Roman or Anglican, and
contained an invitation, in answer to which he had
asked the permission of the Bishop of Clifton to attend
the conference that day. With every single word
which had been said he, as an Anglican clergyman,
heartily agreed.” We have no heart to quote any more

of this remarkable deliverance. The whole speech was
a distinct overture to Cardinal Vaughan and his fol-
lowers without even an intimation of protest against a
single doctrine or practice of the Roman Catholic
Church. Now, when this kind of union becomes popu-
lar it is certainly time to call a halt until we clearly
understand what we mean when we are pleading for
a reunion of the churches. More and more it becomes
evident that we must place the emphasis on the first
term, when we are contending for Christian union.
Any union that is worth contending for at all must
first of all be unmistakably Christian. A union of
ecclesiasticisms or of distinctly sectarian organizations
would probably indefinithly postpone the union of God’s
elect. Hence, we have reached a stage in the discus-
sion of the question when the terms we use must be
clearly defined. The time for sentimentalism is passed,
bnt we must not substitute for it Something which will
make Christian vnion only another name for a con
glomeration of discordant elements, which may be fitly
named the confederacy of evil.

The Church Lottery,

The Church bazaar and lottery have their advocates
and apologists, but there are those, and their number is
not few, who sincerely, on principle, take a strong stand
against even a *“ Sale of Work.” In Australia there is
being waged a harrassing war on the lottery. *Behold
the origin of the church lottery ! exclaims the Austra-
lian Weekly. “‘First. Ambitious to have a church,
either too grand or superfluous. Second. Unwilling-
ness to pay forit. Third. Debt. Fourth. The Bazaar
and the raffle. And the sequel is a church weakened
in itsinner life, weakened, 100, in its testimony against
ihe evils of the world.” What has brought forth this
particular utterance—a sensible utierance indeed—is
the return which has been laid on the table of the New
Zealand House of Representatives showing the number
of lottery permits granted to religious bodies during the
year 1894. The Church of Rome is found to have
promoted 22 church sweeps; the Presbyterian Church
11; the Anglican 9; Methodists, Baptists and all the
other religious bodies havea clean record. Some of
the inconsistencics shown, says our contemporary,
are of a very glaring character. Wellington Presbytery
passed a strongly condemnatory resolution against
bank lotteries, and the Government return shows that
two Presbyterian Churches within the bounds of that
Presbytery have run lotteries within the year.

Kndorsoment of 1L he Sunday-school Chronicle, London,
the Y.P.5.CE. recently propounded to its readers the

questicns :  *“Does the Y.P.S.C.E. hurt the church ? "
As a result the columns of the Chronicle were filled for
four weeks with letters from pastors and Sunday-
school workers of all denominations all over England
giving an almost unanimous indorsement of the Chris-
tian Endeavor Society. Out of the several hundred
letters published, only three were averse to the move-
ment. Summing up the testimony given by its corres-
pondents, the Chronicle says: *‘With three excep-
tions the testimony has been unanimous as to the
marvellous results it has cffected in churches that,
before its advent, were sinking into apathy and life-
lessness. Wherever the magical letters have been, so
to speak, nailed to the church door, a marvellous
change has taken place. The church which formerly
could not keep the young people after they had left the
Sunday-scheol, has become the focus and centre of
eager young hearts, panting to be of service. The
prayer-meeting, formerly cold and lifeless, because of
the lack af persons able to taxe part, has received
immediate stimulus by the presence of earnest young
Christians.
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Marked Bibles.

When we buy for oursclves a Bible, we, acting
wisely, get the very best we can afford. The best in
binding, in paper, and in print. 1f it be always cheap-
est to get the best in other things, it is the same here.
There 15 a real pleasure in possessing and using a first-
class Bible. It is our sacred book and we cannot honor
it too Lighly, so long as we keep distinctly in mind what
the Bible is for. It is to tell us, instead of God's voice
ringing in our car, the mind of God concerning every-
thing that is of importance to us. It is the revelation
of His will to men. That is a sacred thing, and that
being so, we almost instinctivelv carry this sacredness
jnto the very paper and binding of the book. Now the
paper is no better than any other paper. It is there to
bear to us its message. Its ase is to hold up before our
eyes the sacred communication. But it is the com-
munication alone that is of prime moment to us. We
want to get that out of the Bible. We want to take
that off the page and get it wrought into our hearts.
We want the spiritual truth transferred from paper and
ink to thought and feeling and energy within us. And
so we must make diligent use of our Bibles to this end.
\Ve must not be afraid ta wear them out. They shall
wear out if we handle them, turn over the leaves, and
carry them about. They shall get blackened and rubbed »
with the thumbs, creased with being turned down at the
corners, and, may be, torn with the rapid motion of the
fingers, and the leaves too loosened from the binding
thread — but we are always to bear in mind that we got
them to use. Their value to us lies in their use. They
are not to be ornaments merely on a table or on a shelf,
Their ornamenting power is to be seen in transforming
our characters; in changing us into the likeness of
Christ. The Bible carries His image and as we study
it we are changed into His image and bear His likeness,
The Bible reveals God and as we meditate in it night
and day we become like God.

Now, all, or nearly all, great Bible students havs
marked their Bibles. They have spoiled them in the
right way—they have taken the sacred spoil out of them,
So have I seen the text-books of students spoiled. They
are all scored with pencil or pen to make the passages
cmphatic, and render them so conspicuous as to be
casily found. They say as they read * I want to remem-
ber that passage and so I will mark it off from the rest.™
1t is a most interesting thing to read a marked book,
and to find out traces of the action of mind and heart
on every page. It is like going along a road that
another has travelled before us, aird secing his footprints
all the way. It stirs our souls to a sense of fellowship,
It arouses us to attention and thought. It gives us food
for reflection.

Joseph Cook holds that every Bible reader should
mark his Bible so that in five years, that he shall require
a new one. And he truthfully affirms that that shall be
the best record of spiritual progress that can be offered.
Would to God that such an interest were taken in the
Bible that this was the case! In the Diary of Dr. A.
A Bonar, we have this eatry: * 1856, Tuesday, May

1oth. In Edinburgh. Sitting with my sister’s Bible
before me, find it all marked throughout. I was struck.
I thanked God for all the comfort, a'1 the light, all the
rrace, which this book hasyiclded to souls like hers;
also for all it has yiclded to me. But I sigh for far more
light and love and power to gather much from every
book, and to have my heart softened so that I may feel
more deeply. 1 once felt something ot this in sceing
the Bible of Duvid Sandeman all marked through, and
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then part of one marked by a lad here, and Mr,

McCheyne's Bible I well remember. It was as if you
could read his soul's experience at the time."

A Bible marked by a saintly mother, or by a loving,
godly father is the best heirloom they can leave to their
family. It isa witness to their own love for the unseen
Holy, and a testimony of a real relationship existing
between God and their souls. The Bible is a mine
where sparkling diamonds are hidden, where veins of
white silver and yellow gold run in every direction,
Where all store of precious stoues are treasured, and he
who will work the mine must leave the mark of his pick,
and the scar of his blasting powder upon the rock. He
must not be afraid to disfigure thatin which the precious
things are, so long as he succeeds in extracting them,
It is the precious things he is after, if he be serious, and
earnest and truly spiritual. To get at them he shall be
willing to grind the rock to powder.

Mr. Moody, who has long been a devoted Bible
student, has his Bible not only marked, but the margin

“covered with notes—the thoughts that arose in him as

he read. Speaking of the kind of Bibles men get, he
says * I am sick of these little fina types, It is a good
thing to get a good sized Bible, because you will grow
old by and by, and your sight may grow poor, and you
won't want to give up the one you have been used to
reading in after it has come to seem like a sort of life
long companion.”

Whatever we spend on other books we ought not tg
spare the cost of getting a good Bible, with good mar-
gins on which markings may be made in a free hand.
We might even put there date and thoughts and marks
together, which in after years would form a most
valuable record. We should not be afraid te undetline
statements, surround passages with lines, or fill the
margin with notes. The spiritual life is fed by the
Word of God. ¢ As newborn bebes desire the sincere
milk of the Word that ye may grow thereby,” ¢ Let the
Word of Christ dwell in you richly in 21l wisdom.” In
every revival of the spiritual life of the individual or the
Church there is a return to the Word of God with
hungry desire and great anxiety to get at God’s thought
and to rest on God's bosom. Nothing caa satisfy the
intcllect and the conscience and the heart like the Word
of God. Like milk it has all the elements of food in it
It meets every part of our nature, Its light is the
clearest, its love is the dearest, its grace and hope are
the grandest o: all we can know. So it is no marvel
that the Psalmist exclaims: ¢ Oh the blessedunesses of
the man that walketh not in the ccunsel of the ungodly,
nor standeth in the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the
seat of the scornful; but his delight is in the law of the
Lord, and his law doth he meditate day and night
And Le shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of
water, that bringeth forth his fruit in his season; his
leaf also shall not wither; and whatsoever he doeth
shall prosper.”—Ps i. 1-3. George Whitfield once said
in a sermon of his, ‘1 love to see the Word of God well
thumbed, as if it had been read till the inside is dirty .
but there are some whose Bibles, I grieve to say it, lie
in a corner so outwardly covered with dust, that ¢ dam.
nation’ may be traced on it with the finger in legible
characters.” Is not an unused Bible a terrible witness
against us?

Better used Bibles would make nobler, grander,
beautifuller lives, The Bible gives instructiorx and
inspiration and strength for all the life of God.

1s there any individual Christian, or any Christian
nstitution, which in spite of the teaching of our Lord,

ays claim to this divine attribute of being free from
error?  You all know very well, for it has been
brought before you lately in an unusual manner, that
such an individual Christian and such a society exist.
The Church of Rome, by far the largest body of
Christendom, teaches that in the person of the Pope
she is infallible, and cannot err in matters of faith and
morals. The Romanists have not always agreed on
this subject. Some of them have contended that the
Pope is infallible ; others that Councils are infallible;
others that infallibility belongs to Councils with the
Pope at their head ; others that infallibility is to bg
found only in the Church at large. These questions
do not greatly concern ourselves, who agree with our
own Church that no body of fallible men caa by a
mere sum of addition become infallible. But as the
matter has lately been placed before us by the esti-
mable Bishop of Rome itself, it is my duty to bring
before you the doctrines of the Church on the sutject.
The infallibility of the Bishop of Rome was for many
centuries an object of traditional opinion ; but it was
first promulgated as an article of the faith at the
Council of the Vatican held under Mastei Ferretti,
Bishop of Rome, Pope Pius 1X, in 1870.

The facts of history which cry aloud against this
extraordinary degma are numerous and nctorious.
Many Popes have fallen into heresy. Many Popes
have contradicted themselves and each other in their
public teaching. Many I'opes have exhibited all the
works of the flesh and none of the works of the Spirit.

Pope Liberius publicly assented to the Arian heresy,
denied the Divinity of our Lord, and cursed Athanasius,
the illustrious defender of the faith. Pope Honorious
was condemned as a heretic by the sixth, seventh, and
eighth General Councils, as well as by Pope Leo 1I.
His successors for taree centuries were obliged to pro-
fess assent to this condemnation, which was also
inserted in the Roman Breviary up to the end of the
sixteenth century.

Pope Vigilius, A.p., 340, first approved of certain
writings, then condemned them, afterwards defended
them, and when excommunicated by the fifth General
Council again condemned them. Pope Celestine I11.
declared that the tie of marriage was dissolved if either
party became a heretic. Pope Innocent IIl., disregard-
ing the infallibility of his predecessor, annulled this
decision ; and Pope Hadrian VI. styled the infallible
Celestine a heretic for giving it.

Listen to Pope Gregory the Great condemning such
presumpticn ina rival Bishop. Weriting to the Emperor
Maurice of such a claim made by John, Patriarch of
Constantinople, before infallibility or universal bishop-
ric was claimed for the Bishop of Rome, he calls him
the Prince of Pride, Lucifer's Successor, the Fore-
runner of Antichrist. Look at Clement VI. ordering
King Dandalus to be tied by the neck with a chain,
and to lie flat down before his table, there to gnaw
bones like a dog. Look at Pope Alexander III,
proudly and contemptuously trampling the Emperor
Frederick under his feet, applying to himself the verse
of the Psalm, *‘ Thou shalt go upon the lion and the
adder ; the young lion and the adder shalt thou tread
under thy feet.” Look at Pope Pascal II. arming and
animating the son against the father, causing him to
be taken and cruelly famished to death. Look at Pope
Boniface VIIIL., who is described as coming into his
popedom like a fox, reigning like a lion and dying like
a dog. Look at Pope Hildebrand making the
Emperor Henry, with his wife and his young child,
stand at the gates of the city in the rough winter,
barefooted and barelegged, only clothed in thin gar-
ments, eating nothing from morning till night, and
that for the space of three days. Look at Pope Julius
11. wilfully casting St. Peter’s keys into the river Tiber;
Pope Urban V. causing five Cardinals to be put into
sacks and cruelly drowned; Pope Sergius III. perse-
cuting the dcafl body of his infallible predecessor For-
mosus, when it had been buried eight years; or Pope

From a sermon preached at 5t Paul’s Cathedral,on Sunday July 7.
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John XIV,, who, having his enemy delivered into his
hands, caused him first to be stripped stark-naked, lis
beard to be shaven, and to be hanged up a whole day
by the hair, then to be set on an ass with his tace
backward toward the tail, to be carried round the city
in despite, to be miserably beaten with rods, last of all
to be thrust out of his country and to be banished for
ever. Look at Pope Leo X. striking a medal and
returning thanks in triumph at St. Peter's for the awful
massacre of St. Bartholomew, which lasted for cight
days and nightsin ‘ry town and quarter of France,
and which shed the vest and most Christian blood of
that unhappy country. Look at Pope Paul 1V. author-
izing the burning of the Archbishop of Canterbury, the
Bishops of London, Worcester, Gloucester and St.
David's and 250 of the truest and nablest Christians in
England in the days of that bigoted daughter of an
infallible Church who has so justly earned her terrible
and everlasting sobriquet.

1 do not criticise these mistakes ansd crimes of poor,
erring mortals, especially when they acted as temporal
princes in the frighttul times of the dark ages, when
the Word of God was bound. ButIlam surel am
expressing an objection, which you all feel in the
strongest possible degree, whzn 1 refuse to such
persons with all my heart and soul and mind and
strength the impious title of infallible, the impious claim
to be free from error in matters of faith and morals.

We are asked to pray for the reunion of Christendom
and we are all eager so to pray. Butit inust be for a
Christendom reformed and purified and humbled after
God’s own Word. Our arcestors, the Reformers, who
had just escaped from the long tyranny of Romish super-
stition and despotism whic’ had lasted for so many
centuries, could not help using language less soft and
gentle than that which we should now employ. Still,
as a matter of history, if we wish to realize what effect
the infallible Church of Rome had exerted upon this
country we must listento it with attention and patience.
We ueed not agree with it, but there it is, solemnly
praclaimed by those who had a vital and mortal experi-
ence of those days of escape. After enumerating some
of such instances of infallibility which 1 have already
mentioned and others also, the authorised homily of the
Church of England for Whit Sunday proceeds: *¢Such
were all the Popes and Prelates of Ro.... for the most
part, as doth well appear in the story of their lives ; and
therefore they are worthily accounted among the num-
ber of false prophets and false Christ's which deceived
the world a long while. The Lord of heaven and earth
defend us from their tyranny and pride, that they never
enter into His vineyard again, to thedisturbanceof His
poor silly flock, but that they may be utterly confounded
and put to flight in all parts of the world ; and He of His
great mercy so work in all men's hearts, by the mighty
power of the Holv Ghost, that the comfortable Gospel
of His Son Christ may ba truly preached, truly received,
and truly followed in all places, to the beating down of
sin, death, the Pope, the Devil, and all the kingdom of
Antichrist; that like scattered and dispersed sheep,
being at length gathered into one fold, we may in the
end rest all together in the bosom of Abrzham, Isaac
and Jacob, there to be partzkers of eternal and ever-
lasting life, through the merits and death of Jesus Christ
our Saviour.” *

‘We may be simple and plain men, but we can see
the difference between the teaching of our Lord and
His Apostles and the characteristic developments of
Roman Christianity. We can pray with all our hearts
that Rome may disavow her doctrine of Transubstan-
tiation, her unscriptural Sacraments, her Purgatory, her
exaltation of human tradition, her mechanical dogma of
validity through the priest’s inteation, her contradiction
of Scripture in her propitiatory sacrifice of the Mass,
her invocation of saints, her worship of images and
relics, her supremacy ot the Bishop of Rome, over the
whole of Christendom, her mezcenary indulgences, her
deification of the Virgin in the dogma of her Immaculate
Conception. And before she proceeds to the reform of
any of this melancholy catalogue let us ask that she
may, by the help of thc Holy Spirit, make the gallant
strugglc and take the preliminary step of abandoning
her own and her Pope's infallibility. For this we, who
desire reunion must ceaselessly pray.
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Prophecy Criticised.

From the Daily Telegraph, London:

It is a more accident of language that wo eannot describe th
23rd April, 1008, by anticipation as one of the most memorable
dates in the history of mankind  For the truth—if st least Rev.
M:. Baxter has got hold of the truth is that sabiequent to that
date there will be no ** history ™ to commemorate it, nor, indoed,
any * mankind” in the present accoptation of tho word, to preserve
the memory of it. Tho race, if it continuca to exist ou earth at
all, will exist onlyin & now aunad glorified form; the millonnium
will tako the place of our present divisions of time, and there will
presumably be no chronicler, reader, or events to chronicle. Such,
at any raty seems ta Lo only the logitimato corollaries of the con
clusion to which Mr, Baxter has besn drawn by a concatenation of
Biblical ovidences, that the ¢ ond of this age ™ will take place on
the day named. It must be admitted that a singalar multitude of
prophetic testimonieaconvergo upon this 1nomentous 23rd of April,
It is the end of the soven year's covenant from Passion Weeks
1901, which terminates Danicl's two thousand three hundred and
forty five years from Passion Week 1.c, 445, whon Nchemiah was
commanded to rebuild Jorusalem, and which also terminates
« Daniel’s forty-five years from the Crimean War Treaty of Peace
in April, 1856, according to Daniel viii. 14, ix. 25, xii. 11, 12"
Not content with this, the irrepressible April 23rd coincides with
¢ the end of the six thousand years from the creation of man, and
tho two thousand five hundred and tweaty years from Nebaclad-
nezzar, and the three hundred and sixty years from Luther's
Refornation in Dan. iv. 16, and Revelation x. 6.” It is too much
to suppose that all these coincidences are accidental, and they
leave even the most cautious of Danielic and Apocalyptic critics
with ha:dly any alternative oxcopt to sink his savipgs in an
anuuity iostead of investiug them, and not acquiring any leasehold
property withmore than fourteen yearsof urexpired term. Daniel,
it is trae, doos not mention the Crimean War or the [reaty of
1856 in so many words; but in prophetically fixing 2,300 ycars
from n.c. 445 as the commencement of ‘‘tho cleansing of the
sanctuary,” he referred in & manuer too plain io be mistaken to
tho decree of the Sultan recorded in that treaty, by which Jews
and Christians wero placed on a political equality with Mo¥sm-
medans. For the Jows, thus enfranchised, would, of course, be
permitted to purchase land in Palestine, and if they could purchass
1and therc is no reason why they should not rebuild the Temple,
and if thoy do, that will be the beginniog of the fulfilment of pro-
phecy. With such a chain of reasoning, welded link by link with
remorsclesa blows of the logical hammer, does the trained Apoca-
lypticist bend his premises to his conclusions.

Thanks to this rigour of reasoning, Mr. Baxter has been able
to agcertain the programmeo of political events for the closing yeary
of this century and of supernatural evonts for the first years of its
successor with a minute circumstantiality thatno previous prophet,
30 far as wo aro aware, has ever approached. Next year, or the
yoar after, France will defoat and apparently annihilate Germany,
aud then form, *‘ probably not later than 1898,” the *¢ten-king-
domod confederacy of Dan. vii. 24,” in which we regfet to notice
that this country Sgures as ¢ Britain separated from Iroland and
India.” Some timo in 18939 a Napolcon may be expocted to
arise, as the “Little Horn, or King, in or near Macedonis,” and
hecome King of Syria and reatore the Jows. One hundred and
forty-four thousand living Christians will ascend to heaven without
dying ** about Thursday, March 12th, 1903 ;" and 80 forth. The
want of particularity 1 the last date is a little disappointing, but
it is only fair to admit that it is the solo instance of heaitation on
the prophet's part with reapect to any of the fixtures from 1903
onward, Every trumpet and every vial of the Apocalypso is
punctually accounted for. We are told, for instance, hawthefifth
trampet will bring countless demons from the bottomless pit during
tho wholo period botween October 27th, 1904, and August 23rd,
1903 ; aud how for & yoar and a month from December, 1905, this
host will boreinforced by ** two hundred million demon horgemen ”
—oavalry demons—f{rom the aame infernal dopot. Theso dates,
however, aro atill somo way off. It is, of courae, the nearer catas-
trophes which chiefly interest us, and thesc, as wo bave ssen, are
to begin next yoar, or the yoar after, in a gigantic European war,
which 18 to bo followed by the rise of another Napoleon—an event
prefigure?, we aro Lidden toremark, by the * curious, unexplain-
able Napoloonic fev s which is sweeping over France.”

It ia not without diflidenco that we adventure ourselves in tho
ticld of Apocalyptic iuterprotation ; bet ihe reverend gootlemen
from whom we have quoted does seem to us to have wandered
unnoosssarily far aficld in fixing on next yoar as the beginning of
the {ulfilment of prophecy and imagining European convulsiqns in
order to fulfil it. Surely we have had catastrophic occurrances of
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earlier dats and nearer home than that ; and, in ahort, it is difff.

oult to believe that the pmﬁmtin passages which Mr. Baxter has
10 eruditely and ingeniously handled refer to anything clso but the
lato general election.  Limitations of apace must, of course, pre.
cluda us from wworking out this theory systematically and 1ndetail,
but we will venture to sssure all who care to pursuo the inquiry
for themselves that they will find hittlo dithculty in establishing a
po lees complote case for regarding thc struggle between the
Untonist and the Radical parties asthe real Armageddon than Mr.
Baxtor has succceded 1n making out for his own theory. By the
exorciso of a very moderate amount of ingenuity, Jhe trumpets,
the vials, and the horns—even down to the Little Horn itself, now
no longer exalted~-can with sufficient certainty be identified ; and
as to the periods of seven years which play ao significant a part in
the predictious above discussed, their reference to the Septennial
Act 1s surely too plain to bs missed. 1¢ seems extraordinary
jndeed that an interpreter of prophecy, writing no more than
thirty-three years ago; should have entircly overlooked the aston.
1hing political upheaval of the present year, cspecially ss the
figurea of the Unionist majority, one hundred and fifty-two, would
no doubt have guided him toit, or to anything else, if manipulated
1n the proper way. The only unsolved problem that has presented
itself, so far as we have ourselves porsued the inquiry, isone which
arises from a certain diffioulty of deciding between the multitude
of candidates for identification with the number of the beast.
Were it not that we are expressly told that that number is the
* number of a man,” we should prefer asthe least invidious course
to seek an impersonal interpretation of it ; and we have no doubt
that with a little arithmaetical dexterity it would be easy enough
to prove that the figures 666 are symbolical of the Newcastle
P'rogrammo. :

The Suicidal Mania.

The Rev. F. L. H. Miilard, Diocesan Inspector of Schools,
preaching lately in St. Cathbert’s Church, Carlisle, directed the
attention of his hearers to the lamentable prevalence of suicide.
e romarked npon tho fact thas the crime of suicide had become
very common, and also that there was a great fecling of sympathy

among the public for the man who wilfully took his own life.

Day after day, as ono oponed the ncwspapers, there was the
announcement of the suicide of sc-and-so. Love, hatred, jealousy,
cnvy, loss, wero sufficiont justification for tho doed ; and they were
g0 hardencd to the crime, that they cvuld read, with indifference
if not with sympathy, the hideous news headed ¢ The Suicidal
Manin."

It was timo that au effo.. ~as made to try to change public
sentiment on 30 detestable, 80 cowardly a crime, The crime was
80 alarmingly on tho increaso that for trivial reasons even boys and
girls would cmulate the hideous example of their clders. Oue
would think that the more civilization increased, the more educa-
tion was spread abroad, tho less savagoe seli-destruction would
abound. Bat it was just the reverse. The moro advanced intel
lectual districts were just those wheroe suicides were most common.
They boasted the advantage of their culightened civilization, they
prided themselves on thewr extended cducation, and yet thero was
tho army of self-murderers in tho most increasing rapidity cvery
year. Surely thero must be somethinz very rotten about it all, if
that was onc of the outcomes of it.

What did they think were the causes of this hideous thing?
Set on ono sido the poor helpless lunatic, who atterall formed but a
small portion of the whole, and sec why othera took their own lives.
There was tho low craving for notoriety ; there was weariness of
lifo ; an antipathy toliving; thero wastho influence of bad example;
there were family worries, disappointments; there was the senae
of shamo that followed on loss or the dotection of crimo; there was
poverty ; there was finangial difficulty ; thero was an undue hasts
to be rich; thorc was tho gambling fever; there was roligious
apathy and indiflerence, and low unworthy views of life that
followed 3 thero was the demon of drink ; and in somo cases those
things drove rcason away. Tho n.in was to be pitied; for doubre-
loss many suicides wero committed by persons laboring under somo
pormancat or tomporary fort of insanity, and such cascs must
cxcito their deopest sympathy. RBut wheu this was not the case;
when tho act was commatted by persons to all intents and purpoaes
perfectly sane, when that verdict so often given wasamerelic—what
then? When comnion scnso told them that the jury’s statement,
¢ Suicido whils of unsound mind,” was bat a kicdly form of des-
cribing the act of a self-murderer what then? They shrank
instinotively from the man who committed the sin of Caip, but
wero they cqually repulaed by tho ain of an Ahitop. . or a Judas?
Tho suicide was a murderer of the first degree. Ho was guilty of
an act that was not, and nover could be, justifiable. No matter
what troubles and anxfctics & man had to face, no mattor what
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shame and loss he had to bear, it could not be right of him to
deliberately throw away God's highest gift It must over bo the
most flugrant breach of tho sixth Commandment posaiblg.

Away, then, with tho cheap sentimentality that rogardod suicide
as the aot of a poor unfortunate which domanded sympathy, or at
Jeast to e condoned. Such sentimentality was creating uutold
ovil, foc the vory indifferenco to tho crimo which it betukencd was
adding to the numbor of suicides, and helping fucther to currupt
their already sufliciontly corrupt society, by moulding a public
feoling which in somo sort tolerated or justified sclf-murder. Lot
them keep their foclings of kindness aud sympathy for thoso who
bravely struggled against tho diflicultics of life, and learn to
exccrate and mako others execrate as the foulest of murderors
those hardenod wrorches who veantured upon sclf-destructiou. It
would do much to chieck the increase of saicido it the would-bo
suicide kuew his memory would be exocrated by the society in
which hie hived. But suicide was more than murder; it was the
meancat cowardice, and it they branded the suicide as the
monest coward, it might deter somo foolish would-be heroes from
so0 foul a deed. Looking at the matter froma higher point of view
aitogether, thoy weroe told in Revclation xxi. 8 that the fearful,
aud ubominablo and murdarers shall have their part in the lake
that burns with fire and brimstone. What an act of consummate
folly did self-murder become—for a murdcror could not ioheric
the kingdom of Heaven. Or travel still higher. Look at the life
of Jesusand listen to His message of pardon and ot peaco. Esti-
mate life at tho value Ho had placed upon it. One look at His
sanctified life would destroy all desire for self-cflacement.

Christian Contribution.

. Auninspired apostle of Jesus Christ laya down the followiug rule
for Christian collections: *- Let overy one lay by himself in store,
as he may prasper.” From this Scripture, with others that need
not bo repeated just here, the following rule for Christian contri-
bution may be formulated : Let every ono deposit in store, as he
may prosper, that ho may contribute in the causo of God and
humanity, according to his ability in proportion to the necessity
under consideration, The people of Isracl, under their theocratic
government, paid into the treasury of the Lord as much as one-
tenth of their annual income, and at times when tho necessity was
increased, or there was some extraordinary demand laid upon
them, they jave more than this amount. In the New Testament
thero is no specifiecd amount, as one-tenth, cte., nieationed, yot
certain Christians suppose that the whols law of benevolenco in
Christ has beon fulfilled, and all the requirements of tho gospel
have been discharged by any-oue in this particular thing, when he
has dooe as much and as we!l as the people of Israel aftor the flesh.
But Christ doocs not 30 teach men, butin this, as in all other things
hie delivers this injunction to his people : ** Your righteousness must
exceed their righteousness.” The divine rule stated above for
Christian living may be lcarncd from such Scriptures as theso:
**Givo to him that asketh of thee.” ¢ Freely give,” such as you
have. *Give not grudgingly, sparingly : for a checeful giver the
Lord loveth.” **It is more blessed to give than to receive.” Give
**as God hath prospored him,"” and *‘as every man hath neced.”
** Lot every one give according as he hath purposed in his heart,”
bat let him tako heed leat by any means this liberty of his becomo
a atumbling-block. ¢ For it is written in the law, Thou shalt not
muzzle the mouth of the ox that treadoth out the corn. Doth God
take care for oxen?” Therefore, * do ye nut know that they which
munister in holy things, live of the temple? And they which wait
at tho altar aro partakers with the altar?” **Even 30 hatn tho
Lord ogdained that they which preach tho gospel, should liveof the
gospel ;" i. ¢., those who labor in the gospel mus: be supported
from the contributions of the gospel. Then there is aomething duo
from overy one —i. ., overy ono owes somcthing to the support of
the gospel—and if ho fails to pay that sum, whatever it may be in
amount, ho owcs somebody somothing, perhaps something that
means bread and butter and clothing to somebody and his dopen-
deat oues, and ho lives daily in violation of that plain Apostolio
injaaction which is laid upon ‘wery one, sayiog : ¢ Owe noone any-
thing, but render to all their dues.” That mesus, * Pay what thou
oweat.” )

From theso Scriptures we gather : (1) That one whoso faith isin
Jesus Christ is in**duty bound” to contribute of his subatance
something for tho support of the gospel, and that he shonld make
these contributions constantly and at stated times ; e.g. ovcry Lord's
day. This obligation is surely universal, and should bo honored by
every one—the rich and tho poor, the employer and tho employe,
ete. Thero are no oxooptions or oxemptions ; for theae Scriptares
are addressed alike to all people, the Jow and the Gentilc, the bond
and the fres, the maleand tho fomale. Wherefore the Apostlc says:

* Lot every man beac his own borden.” (2) Bvery ono isenjoined
to contribute of his sebatance accordiog to his ability—"*as he has
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prosporoed.” ** According to that a man hath, notaccording to that
ho hath not."” * So that uthermen be not o. sed, and he burdened.”
Thereforo, ho that hath an abundancze, should coutribute of his
abundance much and liborally. and ho that posscases little, should
cuntributo frecly of what he has, romembering how tho Lord Jesus
said, ‘It is moro blessed to give than to recoive.” Tho proportion
according to which all contributivus should be asscssed and dis ri

Luted, or assumed by all men according to their wealth, should be
somewhat in a gevinotrical scalo of increase or decrease, as wealth

acoumulates or diminishes. (3) Every one aleo should contribute
according to tho neceasity under consideration ; i. ¢., in proportion
to what is nceded and the number of the contributors, \Vhen
much is required, much should be given, but if little is needed, less
might bo givon, provided thero are many contributors, In the
light of the foregoing discassivn we should look upon our mission
work, both ut home and abroad. In our home ficld thore is great
necessity ; much is needed to carry on this work of saving the mul

titudes of our own laud to the gospol. This is alen very truc of the
foreign work—the work of saving the whole world for Christ
through the gospel. Then let vvory one bethink himse!t and lay
this matter to hoart and bear his burden in this great work of the
Lord. Yea, lot him como up to tho holp of the Lourd ngaiuast his
mighty enemics.

Pain irom indigestion is
relieved by temporarily lightening tho dict xnd giving the diges-
tive organs lcss worlkh w do. Even headache usually indicates a
call for rest.  t‘ain due to ar overtaxing of tho nervo centre, that
is, the brain, is usually the most difficult to combat, since hero the
caurc is often obscure. In this atate ncuralgia—ucrvo pain, affocts
ficat ono part of the body, then another. Naturc's restorer, sleep,
is churted with difficulty, and life’s ordinary duties become burdens
almost too heavy to be borne. It this condition nature's call for
est is best hoeded by a compleze change of surrounaings. ff tho
call is disrogarded, seridus corw.quences are likely to ensue. A
vacation offors one of tho bxi. chances of recuperation, In fact, a
regular indulgence in cuch forms of recreation is tho best means of
proventing this very condition, and should be looked upon not as
the indulgonco of a weaknoss, but asthe performanco of a daty, In
the natural coursc of avents onc adds to, rather than detracts trom,
the years which may bo given to active labors by dovoting regular
perlods to rest. Troat the body not asa mere machine, which
weara out in any caso after a cortain zumbsr of years or months ot
work, but as a vital organism having tho power of rovivifying
itsolf—capable of being hard worked, but demanding, too, times of
recuperation.

Junior band in the world. The Junior SBunshine Committec made
127 visits and sent thirty sprays of flowsrs by post. Daring the
year, fifty-sight poor children in Melbourne received papors regul-
arly from the Magazino Committee, and during the summer sixty
poor obildren of Melbourne were given a days outing 40 Geelong,
at the entire expense of the Juniors. The Temperencs Coinmities
secared forty-one new pledgee, and the boys maintain a reading
circle ip which thoy promise to read one good book every month.

THE CONYESSION OF FAITH.

In most of the English.speaking lands the subordizafe state-
ment of the Presbyterian Church’s Creod is the *Confession of
Faith.” Thisfamousdeclaration of the Christian Faith was drawn
up in Westminster Abbey in the nobleat epoch of the Pariten age
by the reprosentative ministers and leymen of the Church of
England, the Church of Scotland, and the English Congregation-
alisis. Tho late Dean Stanloy, whose ossay on this great Creed
was his 1ast writing, says it is saperior to all other statements of
the Christian Creed in two particulara, 1. The warmth and love
with T+~ it sots forth tho beauty sud human tenderness of
Christ: ‘“In whom it pleasod tho Father that all fulneas should
dwell to the cnd, that being holy, harmless, undefiled, and foll of
grace and trath, He might be thoroughly furnished to execnte the
office of a Mediator and Surety,” etc. Tho creed then goes on to
give a wondrously beautifal doscriiion of Christ's life, and dying
love, sud vicler; over sin and death, In contrast, says dean:
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Stanley, with the dry statement of the Nicone or Apostles® or
Athanasian Creed, this thrilliog earnestness of tho Westminater
Confession cf Faith gives us the very living heart of Christianity.
9, The Confeasion of Faith is the only great Creed which asserts
the freedum of the human will.”? ¢ God alone is Lord of the con.
selonce and hath left it free”—Is the trampet-noto of freedom
sounded in the Creed of Presbyterianism, It has been assorted
that “‘liberty of conscienco,” and * the freedom of the human will”
were first afirmed by soms of the later and swnalter sects. This is
& blunder due to ignorance. As the historisns Motley, and
Macaulay and others have proven, the principle of Freedom of
Conscience arises necessarily out of the Reformation principle.
1, was first formally asserted and set forth by the Presbyterian
Churoh of Holland.” William IIL, of Orange, who finally got it
recognised in England, owed it to his Presbyterian upbringing.
GOD AND MAN.

1n its relation to Man’s Salvation the Presbyterisn faith is
that of the New Testament, of St. Paul, of Augustine, of the
Reformation. In this it is identical with the Articles of the
Church of Englaund, but it discards ¢ Baptismal regeneration.” It
was Calvin and Presbyterianism that first destroyed and flung
away the awful theory that Baptiscd® is nccessary to salvation.
The Presbyterian faith, on this matter, briefly put is :—Salvation
is by Grace of God, in His fatherly love for the sinful. God, out
of His free unmerited grace, accepts and acquits the sinner who
casts himself on that grace offered to him in the atoning love and
obsdienco and saserifiee of Jesus Christ, God’s Son. In keeping
with this great-Reformation dootrine of * Justification by Faith”
the Presbyterian Church holds (as Schaff says) ¢ a mild Calvinism,”
which asserts ‘‘the Sovereignty of God's Grace in Salvation in
keeping with the freedom of man’s will,” and with the need of a
Divine atonement made for maun the sinfal, and regeneration for
man whom sinv has made spiritually blinded and disabled. As
against the cold and withering aasertion of man’s own sufficiency,
made by ** Unitarisniam,” the Presbyterian Creed, in common
with the Catholic Churoh of God, affirms the need of a redemption
and a Holy Spirit.

In the modern setting of tho Presbyterian Church Creed, it is
expressed thus :—the doctrine of Election of Salvation and of the
Sovereiguty,of God's grace *“ is held in connection with the truth
that God ia not the author of sin, and that the liberty of second
causes and of man’s will is not taken away ; and further, that God
is not willing that any ahould perish but that all shoul come to
repentance, and that He has, in His love provided a salvation
sufficient for all, adapted to all, and offered to all in the Goapel.”
1t is this union of the doctrine of Gop's sovereignty and graco,
with man’s fréedom which has given a distinot tone to Preaby-
terian charaster and manhood, and has made it, as even a hostile
historian confesses, ¢ the most valuable element in national life.”

CHRISTIAN ORDINANCES.

In common with the voice of Christendom, the Presbyterian
Church decleres that while there is *“a Church spiritnal and
invisible,” of which God alone can judge, the * visible Church”
consists of ¢¢ all believers and their children.” Preabyterians hold
 believer-baptizm,” That is, they hold that baptism is the
declaretive ¢ sign® of membership in the visible Church of God,
and a ““scal” to those who truly belisve, of membership in the
Church *‘invisible and spiritual.” TRherefore, they administer
baptism to the *children of belicvers” It is a declaration that
they are not Satan's children, but are in ‘¢ God's family” unless
by their own after wilful acia they reject that family relationship.”
The Presbyterian Church holds this view on the certain ground of
Scripturc, of proselyte baptism in God’s Old Testament Church,
of the example of Christ, who recognised children as belonging to
the Church, and of the early Apostolic age, in which children
were certainly baptised. The Presbyterian Church, also, in
Calvin’s words, regards it as immaterial whether the mode of
baptism be *‘affusion,” or ‘‘sprinkling,” or ¢ immersion.” But
they protest againat the nccessity of immersion—(1) as unscriptural;
(2) as contrary to the custom of the Apostolic Church ; (3) as con.
tradicted by the dizcoveries in ths * Catacombs,” which show us
that children were baptised, sud that it was not usually by
¢ immersion ;" and (4) as contradicted by Bible phraseology,
which piotures 40 us always the spiritual cleansing asa ‘¢ pouring **
or “ sprinkling ’' as the mode of cleansing from * conscionsnes of
sin,” and * washing of the body as with pure water.” In Palcs.
tine and the)East, washing by immersion is unknown. Moreover,
the early Baplists in Germany and England did no$ practice it.

TNE TRRE AND 173 FTUITS.

Presbyterianizm appeals to me beoause of the noble man<
hood and womantiood it produoes. Where in all the Refor.
mation Churches can ons find such heroic Sgures as Luiher,
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Zwingli, Calvin, Buoer, Melanothon, William the Silens, John
Xunox, Coligny, * the noble and beautiful Huguonot,” Arncld
the Waldensian, the Covenanters, Richard Baxter and Calamy
and the first era of Puritanism ?—‘*of whom tho world was not
worthy.” More than all other Churches, the Presbyterian Church
has beea “ pale with martyrdoms; has testified its faith in
Christ **by a horoisr beautiful and strange.” *‘Iam proud to
belong to this heroic Churoh,”’—aaid the late heroio Emperor
Fred. 11I. of Germany,—* its martyrs are in overy land {”

1n the modern age, the same spirit marks its progress. ¢¢Tho
Proabyterian Church,”—gsid the lato Professor Dorner, of Berlin,
—*¢is the muscular systom of Ohristianity. Wherever tho call is
to dare and do for t1uth, this Church is in the van.” 'This fact is
acen oven in tho recont ¢¢ Tolalisator’ finsco. Whilo other
Oburches hung back hesitating, it was the Presbyterian Cburoh
that *.ained a snowstorm of petitions ” on tne astonished Parlia-
ment, and changed the destiny of our colony.

HOW 1T GROWS,

In the United States of America this is remarkably seen, Tho
Presbyterian Church is not, numerically, the largest in that Re-
publie, Statistics are: Methodists, &,$52.007; Baptists, 3,400,000
Presbyterians, 2,150,000 ; Protestaut Episcupal (Angl’n), 409,000,
But the astonishing thing is that, in influence, in ¢ha-acter, in
national and public weight of maunhood, the Presbyterian Church
outweigha all others. The greatest American jonrns'a- tho New
York Herald, —lately growled :~*¢these Presbyterians are still
running the United States of America.” It is Dr. Parkhurst, the
Presbyterien olergyman, of New York, who han recently beaten
the ¢ Tanimany ring,” and cleansed the municip~*tics of Now
York and Chicago. Men like Abraham Lincoln, General Harrison,
Grove* Cleveland, etc., show the stamp with which Presbyterizy
ism has impressed America. Of President Harrison’s Cabinet all
but one were Presbyterians! Of Grover Cleveland’s all but three
And these Presbytorians are Christians.

I respect the Yresbyteriar. Church because of its gene:osity,
Canon Robertson, in his *¢ Tadles,” bas proven that theyPresby-
terian Church is the most genorous of the Churches. In particular
its average of ministerial stipend is far higher than that of any
other Church. A Church’s spirit may be tested just by this! So
Dr. Martinean, the eminent Unitarian, has recently said,—¢¢ Tho
Preabyterian Church has presented to the world an examplo of
Churoh organization the most brotherly, the ost bencficent, the
most Christian.” And Dr. Maclaren of Mauchester, the eminent
Baptist preacher, says : ¢ In Church Government I am « Presby-
terian.”” The Presbyterian Charch, as it demands an educated
and decently supported ministry, has spread somewhat more
slowly, in new lands lixe America, than some other forms of
Church life. But its power is that, wherever it comes, it bujlds
up an adiding character in the people: ‘‘The ouly hope for the
Negro raco in the Southorn States,” said recently President
Biddle (the most intelligent educated Negro in the South) **is tiint
the Presbyterian Churoh should seize hold of them, and give them
something of its solidity of thought and character.”

The Presbyterian Church is pre-eminently a Afissionary Church,
Professor Lindsay, at the recent General Assembly of the Freo
Churchof Scotland, said: ¢ Alore than a fourth part of all the
missisuary labor and danger of the Protestant Chureh of God falls
to the lot of the Presbyterian Chuich.” Ho was not inoluding in
this what is done by the Lutherans.

In numbers, I need not say, that the Prosbyterian Church is
by fav the largeat Protestant Church in Christondom. Including
the Luthren Church, it embraces more than half of all Protestant.-
ism. Excluding Lutheranism, the Reformed Presbyterian Church
embraaces some 30,000,000 adherents. Bat 1 must warn readers
against the cxaggerated ‘‘statistics” usually given in Church
“ Year Books.” ¢Statistics can prove anything”—slas! The
highest authoritics, viz., Beim and Wagaer, sot down all Protes.
tants at 130,000,000. Very well. When, according to the samo
tables Presbyterians {Reformed) are given at 80,000,000, and
Lutherans (Presbyterian) at 40,000,000 it behoves other denomi-
nations to be modest in stating their statistics.

I writo all this with a sense of shame, If, as arecent Austra.
linn Handbook asscrts, of the (nominally) 400,000 ¢ Anglicans” iu
Victoria only 60,000 *¢ go to church,” and if, out of 172,000 ¢ Pres-
byterians” only 70,000 “ go to church,”and if the same stato of
things is truo, proportionately as regards ali the Churches, then it
becomes us, instead of glorying in our respective Church organ,
zations—to tako to oursclves ¢‘shame and confusion of face
becsuse of our unworthiness, our cgotism, our loyalty to our
respective * denominations,” rathor than our loyalty to Christ,
It was loyalty to Christ that mads tho self-forgetfal trucness of
8t. Paul, aud of the Reformation, and of all that has been beauti-
fal and brave in Presbytorianism.

This
board controls all the missionary operations
of the Charch and admministera about £240,000
a year. Much time has been occupied with
the discussion of the troubles in tho Ja
mission which havo agitated the Charch for
somc time past.  Thoduaflocted miss.onarics
have boen prosent and the face to face dis-
cussivn has done much good. Tho atwmos-
phere has been cleared and findings have boen
reackod which, if not perfectly satisfactory
tv all partics, will coable the work of the
misnon to procoed with some reasonable hope
of harmony and success

Tux McGill Y.M.C.A. formally opeped its
new rooms to tho members and their friends
on Thursday, the10th wust. This Association
has boen 10 existence for & number of yoars,
and hax done a good work ainong the studznts
of the University, many of whom appreciate
its advantages very highly.

I uvderstand that on the
atrepgth of a letter written with malicious
iutentions by some individual whose name
has not been given to the good poople of
these districts, they went to wotk and cut
down the Tespective grants of these brethren
by S50 more, thus depriving two of the
hiardest wrought and most juicstaking minis-
ters of onr Church of part of their well earnod
living. The writer tock pains to travel
through the varinus sections of theas congro-
gations, and to him it 13 a marvel, consides-
ing the ntmbers of farms deserted, and
tho pourness of the 0l of a pgreat
many of these occupiod, that the good
people of these congregations are paying
what they a16 payiog  If these peoplo hada
man at hoadquarters like Dr. Robertson I
venture to say that they wonld be gotting
from the funds of onr Chuorch what they arc
ontitled to, and that is more oven than they
<an now claim. I would not give one farmer
in my congregation for ten of them az far as
ability to give to thecause is cuncerned, and
yetour Church by numbcezs in hier oxpec-
tations of people 1o give to the cause of
Christ. It would open tho cyes of aome
members of the Aogmentation Commiitteo &
little as to the claims of these brethren if
they were to ondertake, for tha month of
November, the pastoral work of Winalow and
Hampdon. Ono section of Winsluw requires
a wholo day’s travdlling, poing and coming,
on the worat of roads to vinit one aick person,
and that is an oxpericnce in both congroga-
tions of frequont oocurronce. To aay they
ought to be united is fine talk for men who
koow nothing about the noeds of thess fields.
