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In his speech at St. Raymond a few days ago, Mr. Mercier
announced that his Government intended paying over the
Jesuits’ Estates monies on the fifth of November. The ob-
noxious Act. assented to on the Twolfth of July, will thus be
consummated on Guy Fawkes' day. Another infamy !

On the same day as the names are handed to the Roman
Catholic authorities the sum of $60,000, or thereabouts, will
be paid to the Protestant Comusittec of the Council of Public
Ir ~truction, provided the necessary conditions are comphed
with. The payment of these sums will not necessitate, the
Quebee Premier added, the negotiation of an additional loan.

The Queen having found it impussible to comply with the
desire expressed by the Chamber of Cummerce, and Royal
Dublin Society that Her Majesty should ¢isit Ireland next
spring to open the National Museum of Science and Art,
both the bodies named have invited the Prince of Wales to
discharge this important function. The Irish Cuatholic of
Dublin, while of opinion that both institutions would display
more self regpect if they refrained from running after royal
persoaages, adds that the DPrince of Wales, however, 18 a
Home Ruler, and if he visits Ircland will be received with
courtesy.

The Parnell Commission, which will resume its sittings
thns month, is practically over, so far as the Nationalists are
concerned.  Mr, George Lewis has settled up all the accounts
for Mr. Parnell.  Sir Charles Russell received one thousand
guineas with his brief, and fifty guineas a day for 110 days.
Mr. Reid and Mr. Lockwood each received five hundred
guineas with their briefs, and twenty-five guineas daily, dur-
ing the same period, and the junior counsel in proportion.
The whole outlny, including counsel, witnesses, Irish agents,
shorthand writers, and so forth, are covered by the Indemnity
Fund, which did not exceed £40,000. The 'imes expendi-
ture will be largely in excess of this amount.
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THE POSITION OF TIHE HOLY FATHER.

T'he cablegrams concerning the Holy Father’s health and
the position of affairs in Italy, which have been so frequently
published of late in the newspapers, are not remarkable for
their truthfulness.  These roports are started systematieally
by the enctiies of the Holy See. The Reuter agencies, on
which the dailies of the States and Canada chiefly depend for
therr Iuropean news, are in the hands of Jews, avowed
enemies of Christ and His Church. Catholies do not gen-
erally heed such reports but wait until their contradiction
follows. It is suflicient, hiowever, for enterptrising editors and
managers that they aro pleasing to, and urgently sought aftor,
by a certain class of their readers, who would feel agrioved if
they were not occasionally treated to sharp denunciations of
the Popo and prophecies of the speedy downfall of Rome.

Last week tho news of this kind surpagsed itself in impu-
dence. That half a column of any newspaper deeming itself
respectable should have been given up to a cabled opmion of
the infidel author of * Tie de Jesus,” Ernest Renan, on the
future of the Papacy, is what no reasonable man could have
thought possible. When this French atheist first published
his blasphemous work, he vainly thought that he hiad wrought
the destruction of all faith in Christianity. Hu is now asked
to give his opinion on the future of Papacy. To what meas-
ures will not the enemies of the Church descend in order to
‘dim. even a little, the brighiness of her glory. He therefore
prophesies that the Pope will suon have to leave Rome, that
the Church will be rent asunder and Roman Catholivism
utterly obliterated. Though no one has ever given Renan
the credit of being, even « third-rate statesman, yot when the
subject of his declamation i3 thie Pope of Rome the fantasies
of his disordered imagination become, for not & fow, a *“ most
important opinion.”

‘I'o be a prisoner, to bo driven out of Rome is nothing new
to a successor of St. Peter, whom Ierod put in chains, Many
a Roman Pontifl was martyred and others have died in exile,
but the Church with her visible head still remains. Often
have ¢ the kings of the earth stood up and the princes met
together against the Lord and s anointed.” Powerful
men and mighty armies have sought to destroy the indefec-
tible Chureh of Christ. The Lord has laughed at them.
They have melted before Iis face as wax under the sun.,
Renan could have leaened from the study of the history of
his native France how feeble is the power of the mightiest
conqueror against the word of Christ, or against the Head of
His Church. Napoleon the Great brought Pius VIL., & pris-
oner to France, yet Napoleon died a prisoner in exile, while
the Pope was restored to his throne. Leo XIII. imay be
driven from Rome any day. Ie mauy die in his prison or in
other land that may shelter him. Another shall be called to
fill his place and the Church shall continue on forever.
Christ has so promised : Behold T am with you all days even
unto the consummation of ages. He founded his Church on
the Rock of Peter and neither against the Rock nor the
Church shall the gates of Hell prevail.

The Church has met with persecution everywhere.
world has always been at enmity with her. This is what
Christ led us to expect. It isa visible note of the true Church,
« If the world hate you know ye that it hated me before you.
‘The servant is not greater than Ins master. As they have
persecuted mo so they will also persccute you.” (St. John
XV.) This enmity, amid all the changes of time, hasalways
manifested itself in the samne way, by attacking the Sovereign
Pontiff, the Head of thr Church.. In the beginning Herod
seized St. Peter and cast him into prison. The Roman
Cresars sent his successors to a martyr's death, with tho ox-
pectation of drowning the whole Chiureh in the ocean of their
blood.

CATIIOLIC MONTREAL.

Montreal is so truly a Cathiolic esty from its very founda-
tion, that it should never lose sight of its old traditions,  Its
founders were M. Olier, who also founded the order of Saint
Sulpice, M. de la Dauversicro, a pious gentleman of Nor-
mandy, and we may add Sister Marguerite Bourgcoys,
foundress of the Congregation de N. D., and Melle. Manco,
of the 1lotel Dieu. The first governor and co-founder of
Montren! was not only a Catliolie, but one who aspired to
high perfection.  The city named Ville Mavio, was conseernted
in a specinl manner to the Ioly Fanuly, and very shortly
after the first settlement was made there, the three commmun-
tices of Saint Sulpice the Congregation and the Hospital Nuns
began lihewise their life of usefulniess, being designed by M.
Olicr, to honour respectively Jesus, Mary and Juseph.

Previous to the arrival of the first colonists, we read of the
Chevalier de Montiagny, Viceroy of Now Franee, who was
likewise & devout Catholic and a Knight of Malta, going,
company with the Jesuit Superior at Quebee and others, to
examino and pronounce upon the site of the future city.

Parkman and vther historians give us a graphic deseription
of the first Mass snid at Ville Marie, in the May of 1642, by
the Jesuit, Pere Vimont. Ile at first entoned the Ve
Creator, and having said Mass, addressed a few but very im-
pressive words to tho httle band who stood about, comparing
their undertaking to the sced which was to grow wmto a
stately tree.

In the group around him were, the Governor, Paul de Mais-
sonneuve, Melle Mance and Madame de la Peltrie, joint
foundress with Marie de I'Incarnation of the Ursuliies of
Quebee.  The air is described as soft and balmy. Nature
had put forth all its clinrms, the young verdure was already
mantling the hoary sides of Mont Royale, when the spiritual
life of Ville Maric began.  Of course, it wouid be unpossible
to glance, even after the most cursory manner, at the varied
incidents of these prinntive days, all so ualy Christian, so
truly Catholic. Now the old Bonsecours church, not that
of course with which we are familiar, but one occupying the
same site, was built maily through the exertions of Mar-
guerite Bourgeoys and her companions. How the parish
chureh was erceted, and how devoted priests, the Jesats,
ministered until the arrival of the Sulpicians, who were do-
signed for the special pastorate of Montreal, gave noble ex-
amples of zeal and heroism, Of the nuns,.too, and their
Iabours. While the settlers were, comparatively speaking,
o handful, Sister Bourgeoys collected the cluldren of white
people and Indians alike in one of those towers, which stand
at the gate of the Grand Seminary to-day. The other was
o chapel, and under it is buried the remains of an Indian
Saiut. In the words of ths late Thowas D'Arcy McGeo:—

But nmen or angels scldom saw a sight to heaven more dear,
Than Sister Margaret and her flock upon our llsude here.

A charming incident is recorded during the governorship
of M. de Muissonnenve. Floods threatened the very exis-
tence of the fort, which not only was the chicf means of de-
fence for the straggling settlement, but also contained the
provisions and ammunition brought from France. 'This was
at Christmas time. M. de Maisonneuve made o vow that if
the fort were spared, he would plant a cross on the summit
of Mount Royal. Tho waters advanced to the very threshold,
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but then subsided.  On tho Feast of the Epiphany, the gov-
ornor, accompnnied by the principal colonists, carried the
heavy wooden cross, and planted it on tho mountain, some
others carrying the pedestal. A temporary altar was ar-
ranged, and Pere du Perron said mass.  The cross becamo o
placo of pilgrimage, till it was destroyed by the Iroquois,

One of the most glorious episodes in the history of Mon-
treal was that of Dollard and his sixteen companions going
forth to encounter the united forco of the Five Nations, who
threatened Montrenl, Threo Rivors and Quebee with destrue-
tion. These noble young soldiers, having received Commun-
jon, swero before the altar to necept no quarter, but to die
for their fellow.conutrymen. ‘They were accompanied by o
fow Indian allics. They proceeded to the Long Sault, put up
n lasty entrenchment and for eight days kept at bay the
wholo force of fiveo huudred Iroquois. Tho Iatter wero indeed
sbout retiring, when the treachery of some of their ailies re-
vealed the true stato of the garrison, and resulted in the
denth of tho heroie seventeen. Bt so terrified wero the Iro-
quois at this unexampled valour, that they withdrew, and the
I'vonch settlements of the north wore saved.

The Irish Catholics as a body first assembled in tho Bon-
secours church in 1817, under the spiritunl dircetion of
Father Richards, a Sulpician and a convert to the Church.
They next took the old Recollet church, with Father Phelan,
afterwards first Bishop of Kingston, as pastor. St. Patrick’s
wag built in 1848, Iather Connelly ofticinting. He con-
tinued 1t their head till 1860 when the present venerable
incumbent became pastor.  For fourteen years previous
Father Dowd had ministered to the people.  For the twenty-
nino that followed wo find him with Father Toupin, and the
youngor priests who gradually appeared at St. Patrick's, still
toiling on. The remarkable development that followed, the
establishment of schools and nstitutions of charity, are too
well known for mention here.

he Bazanrs, too, which under the dovoted care of many
zoalous ladies have been a source of revenue to tho orphans,
havo n history all their own. The last and greatest effort
in that line is for that old church to which so many genera-
tions have belonged. Sunday after Sunday, has le veille
Charlotte and her silver-tongued coadjutors called them to the
hely oftices as she has pealed for their births, their marriages,
and at lnst their deaths. So the traditions of the Irish Catholics
bave become inwoven with all thoge traditions, which from
the beginning have made thus ¢ Queen City of the North,”
the most Catholic on tns continent.—d.

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A JESUIT ON JESUITISM.

Lecturo by Rov. Father Drummond, $.J., in 5t. Mary's Cathedral,
Hamilton,

For two hours and more, says the Hamiltan Spectator of
the 14th inst., Rov. Iathor Drummond, S. J., addressed a
vast audience last night, in St. Mary's cathedral.  His sub-
ject was the Society of Jesus, of which he is & member.
IFather Druminond 18 one of the most pleasing and accom-
plished otators that over addressed a Hamlton audience.
I'hiroughout this long uddress he hield hisaudienco by the spell
of his eloquence. e is a master alike of invective, pathos,
humour and thrilling narrative, and clear and logieal regson-
ing. His manner 1s graceful, his language at once simplo
and scholarly, his voice 1s beautifully clear and sweet, and ho
is, moreover, u skilful elocutionist. Father Drummond 1s,
with Father Connolly, of the Society of Jesus, holding a
mission here ; but the address of last night is the first one
that has been given to the general public of Hamilton,

After announcing the special mission services for this week,
ho snid : :

My dear frienls, a writer once construed Shakespeare's
lines, ¢ There is a Providence that shapes our ends, rough-
hew them how wo will,” and twisted them into “ There is a
Providence which shapes our ends rough, hew them how wo
will.” It seems to me there is a Providence which shapes
the ends of tho Equal Rights Associntion rough, hew them
as they will. It struck me as being worthy of notice that
the Equal Rights As.ociation held their meeting the other
evening on the festival of St. I'rancis Borgia, the third Gen-
eral of the Society of Jesus. When that association was
holding its meeting, Jesuits the world over were thanking
God for llis kindness in giving them one so great as St.
Francis Borgia. Perhaps these gentlemen, however, knew
nothing of any Borgia except Cresar Borgia, who lived a
hundred years before, and had not the very best of character,
St. Francis Borgia was a great statesman, greater than the
Cunadian statesman who was present at the meeting of the
Equal Rights Associntion, and who goes under the somewhat
Irish nawme of McCarthy, and who spells his name in a French
style D*Alton, probably on account of his great love for the
French language and everything French. Doctors know of
a diseaso which they call Daltonism, but which in English
we call colour blindness.  Perhaps Mr. McCarthy was named
D'Alton because he sees no colour that 1s favourable to the
Jesuits. Another thing that struck me as being strunge about
the meeting of this association was that whila the papers
spoke of it as being a great gathering and placed the atten-
dance, they added, A collection amounting to $126 was
taken up at the close of the proceedings.” The 3000 earnest
and devout followers of the Equal Rights Association con-
tributed at the vate 4 1-5 cents cach. We are not in the
great city of Toronto, nor are there 8,000 of us here, but a
collection will be taken up here for the poor of the city, and
as Father McEvoy has an objection to coppers you must give
at least five cents each.* I labour under two disadvantages
when speaking of the Jesuits. The first is that I am a
Jesuit myself and therefore might be considered to be talking
from interest. But 1 ask you to take what I shall say in
favour of the Jesuits as that which Protestant writers of the
best class have said of them. There is an advantage, too, in
being a Jesuit, for any one whe has ever read will know that
no one can write the history of a country as well as a person
who haslived in the country. 1 have the advantage of know-
ing what I am talking about. When last I delivered this
lecture in Winnipeg my audience was made up principally of
Protestants. Awmong the audience, however, was an infidel,
and after the lecture his wife asked him what he thought of
it. He replied, ** Those other chaps don’t know what they
aro talking about : this fellow does.”” The other disadvant.
age which I labour under in talking on this subject to Pro.
testants is that a great many bad things are said against us,
and the saying goes, *“ No smoke without fire.,”” Well, some-
times there is a great smoke without fire, There was a
great deal of smoko about St. Paul. He was in prison, in

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perilg, in scourgings, yet ho was not a great ocriminal. Even

ting at the truth, The wells are poisoned. "Thoy read noth-
ing but Protestant papers—they can got no others. With us
it 19 different. Wo are forced to know the Protestant side.
Only once in & while will an honest Protestant read a Catho-
lic bock, while Catholics have Protestant literature thrust
down their throats overy day and thus know both sides. Yot
we still live and do not change one jot or tittle of our doe.
trine. The mass of English literature 1s in the servico of un.
cutholicism, and whilo Catholies have to read much poisoned
literature wo atill keop on and are as intelligent as any part
of the civilized world. Wo are not one nation. We aro the
long-headed Yankee, the shrewd Iinglishman, the canmy .
Scotchman, the witty Irishman, the solid German—in fact
the pick of all the human race. 1 do not sny they are not
as good us we are, but we have a pick of the whole, and
though assailed on all sides wo stand firv.  Why ?  Beeauso
wo aro surrounded by u network of arguments that will stand.
You need not beliove it unless you wish, but you should at
least study both sides. 1 beliove this agitation aguinst the
Jeswits will lend to onlightenment of many minds. The
Lquai Rights Association will not be enlightened.  They are
political engines and will not know the truth. As a body
the Jesuits have existed as long, have exerted as great an in-
fluence, and have been as little blamed as any. 1 do not say
that they are Dbetter than other branches of the Catholio
Church. Ior a great many years seven-eighths of the clover-
est men of Frauco, Spain, Italy, the Catholic portion of Ger-
many, China, India and the Hast Indian Islands, were edu-
cated by Jesuits. The monastic orders were started on the
day of Pentecost, and then the essenceof religious life began
to show itself in Christians, In the 16th century came a
new state of things. The Reformation—-rather the revolu-
tion against authority—took place. At that time thore was
in the north of Spain a young knight numed Ignatiug.  Afcor
having both legs shattered in battle ho beeame converted,
studied a great deal and wrote & book on spivitual oxercises'
which hus converted thousands.  Among those so converted
was Xavier, the apostle of the Indians, who, as history shows,
wrought miracles such as bringing dead people back to lifo,
and who is said to have won & million and a half people buck
to the Catholic fuith. Ignatins and his companions in 1540
submitted tho draft of the constitution of the Order of Jesus
to the Pepe, who gave it his entire approval. Sinco then
nineteon Popes have approved of that constitution. The
last of the nineteen was Pope Leo XIII., the present Vicar
of Christ, who not only renewed the approval of all provious
Popes, but gave us the blessing of the Apostolic Sce. We
have no doctrines that are specifically our own. By our con-
stitution we are obliged to accept the “atholic doctrimes, and
by so doing we have always come out on the right side in
controversies within the Church. Beginning in 1540, by
1590 the Jesuits were establhished all over the world. At the
end of the sixteenth century someo Jesuits had meddled too
much in politics, but they were punished and some of them
dismissed. It may be said, however, that they did not meddle
until pohtics were thrown upon them. Owing to their great
strength and learning they then excited jenlousy. ISven some
Catholics were jealous of them. and I believe the presert
tronble about the Order arose out of jealousy. During the
next 200 years millions were converted by the labours of the
Jesuits. In America, historians say, no cape was rounded,
no island touched without a Jesuit led tho way. No more
spirit of enthusiasm can account for this. There must have
been something in the heart, and that something was the
spirit of God. Ignatius prayed that the Jesuits should be
porsecuted and that evil should be spoken of them, and his
prayor has been answered. At the end of the last century,
Voltaire, the leader of the great att -k upon Christianity,
said we must destroy the Roman Catholic ‘hurch, never mind
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the othess, and we st gweep nway those grenadiers of thoe
Popo—menning the Jeamts,  Voltaive adopted the policy of
throwing mud at us. At that time all scoundrels were
ngainst us,  The first onslaught in France was made at the
instance of tho mistress of Emperor Louis XV, beenuse the
Jesnit Fathers would not grant absolution to her, a inrlot,  In
Spain tho persceution was on almoat as villainous grounds,
and tho Jesuits were expelled,  We were never expelled from
any country for righteousness® sake. We were suppressed,
Our first chief is Christ Jesus,  He was obedient unto death ;
50 should we bo.  As Christ arose so did the Society of Jesus,
and it arose with the sanction of those who suppressed it.
Pope Clement XIV. was forced to suppress the Society, and
it i belioved he died mad because be didso.  But even though
he suppressed the Order of Jesus he made the suppression
as inoperative as possaible.  He suppressed the Society by a
briof, which no ane looks upon as infallible.  Ilven ifit were,
the bricf did not sny the Jesuits were guilty of anything, it
simply says they wero nccused.  Further, to munke the brief
operative 1t must be read, to tho Jesuits assembled, by the
Bishops,  In Prussin and in Austrin this was never done,
and 1t 18 probable tho briof was never read by the bighops of
Quobee.  When the Order was re-established it was done in
the most solemn way possible, by o papal bull and Pope Pius
VIL. m the bull snid the the Sociely was re established at
the desiro of tho bixhops of all countries. It hag been said
that wo Jesuits rale the Pope. That is not true. We are
subordimate to the bishops. No Jesuit can enter a parish
without permission of tho bishop of the parish. There is a
very important diccese not vory far from here in which the
bishop has constantly refused to allow us to work. 1 enuld
not preach in this church without permission of the parish
priest.  Out of the $100,000 given under the Jesuits® Kstates
Act we were to get only $160,000,  Does that look as if we
raled the Holy Father? At the present duy we are at work
all over the world. Let mo correct a mistaken idea of Pro-
testants. Thore are absolutely no female Jesuits.  There
nover havo been, nnd, please God, there never will be.  Phere
are no secrot Jesuits moving in the society of the world.
Thero are lay brothers, but they live in the houses of the
Socicty, and are usually men whe have useful trades at which
they work. The lay brothers are always the ecooks at the
various houses, and are almost invarinble very poor cooks.
The iden of hidden Jesuits oviginated in the days of persecu-
tion when our members bad to go about dressed as bricklayers
and mechanies, and did mveh good. At present in England
there are more Jesuits io the square mile than in any other
country in the world. Why? Glorions England bemg the
home of freedom the persecuted religions bodies from all lands
have gone there. In (anade there are nbout 280 Jesuts, all
told. Of these 80 are priests, 80 are studying to bo priests
and the remaining 70 are lay brothers.  We have homes m
almost ull parts of Kurope. Lstablishwments in Afriea, par-
ticularly in South Africa, in China, where the Jesuits are the
regulur priests and the secular priests are assistants mstead
of tho Jesuits being the nssistants, as in all other places.
We have establishments in South America and m the United
States, where the Jesuits number 1,800,  In Canada we have
an establishment near Winnipeg, o few in Ontario, but most
of them are in Quebee, at Quebee city and Montreal, whero
our Suporior—a native Canadian— resides.  Bleven-twelfths
of our members are Canadians. In all parts of the world
wo have alwrys sought to be true to God fixst, to onr country
and family next. 1 can assure you that the life is one of trial.
The greatest trial, however, 1 found to be in leaving home
and loved ones. 1 was then 19 years -old, and that was 22
years ago. The life is not pleasant.  The first two years are
spent i training for ahedience, then two in reviewing rhetoric
and classics, then three in the study of Christian philosophy.
after that four to seven years are speut in teaclung in the
colleges, and then four years to study theology. Thus 15
years or more aro consumed.  Our members are scattered the
world over aud we bave no desire for money. We get only
our food, clothing, and travelling expenses. We have the
great advantago of being well informed in what goes on in
the world, however. Thougli 1 do not intend to go into de-
toils of tho controversy on the subject of the Seciety of Jesus
I will mention one point. Dr. Littledale, who is about the

only one we have much troublo with, in attacking our constitu-
tion, makes a quotation from a 200 word article, from the
middle of which he drops 90 words. The part he omits says
wo should obey in all things in whch no siu appears:  Dr.
Littleduale, by leaving out this most important part tries lo
prove that we are bound to obey even if the order is sinful.
‘That is liko the Kpiscopal smister who had a hatred for the
stylo of Jady’s hair dress ealled the ** top knot.”  This gentlo-
mun resolved to put tho style down, and surprised his peoplo
by announcing his text, * top knot go down,” from the book
of Matthow. The divino had quoted from the vorse, ** Let
him upon the house top not go down.” Dr. Lattledals is a
Jebator of the *¢ Top knot go down * order.

Rov. IMather Druminond closed his two liours' lecture by
stating that it would be far more eatisfuctory from personal
feoling for hun to engage m other pursuts of life; to live in
the love of a wifo and m the hearts of & family, a position
which no person honoured moro than the clergy. Ie asked
what could impel men to quench natural instincts, to put
aside all thought of conjugal love, ull hope of domestic bliss,
all worldly ambition, and yield impheis obedtence to the will
of n superior, if it were not tho Holy Spint of God?  1n re-
gard to the eharge that the Jesuit 1s, m relution to his superior,
as u staff to bo used at the will of the holder, or as n corpse,
IFather Deammond said that 20 Jesuit 1s bound to obey the
commund of his supertor if his superior command Inm to do
a sinful aet.  Obedience is a principle that runs through all
the lives of the best men. What made tho action of the
s polle sis hundred « at Balaclava so noble? -It was thewr
unquestioning obedience, though they knew ** someonc had
blundered.” The principle of obedionco is ono of the strongest
links that binds the Society of Jesus togethor.  IFather Drum.
mond concluded by advisityg lis heavers always to be patient
when they heard Protestant nusrepresentations of the Jesuits
and other Catholic mstitutious, for such misrepresentations
were only the fruits of 1gnorance—an 1gnorance so dense that
it is ofton taken for knowledge.

THE PROTESTANT MONKS.

Wo ave not surpnised that the proposal to create an order
of mounks within the pale of the Aughican Church has aroused
a tempest amongst the members of the Establishment, The
Rituahists have for years now been making a new religion—
borrowing the ceremonies and forms and vestures of the
Catholi¢ Church to the alarm and horrav of their Evangelical
brethren. As a result there have been endless quarrels and
bickerings over *¢ burning questions,” such as to what zlothes
the munster 1s to put on for service, how he is to wear them ;
what are lus movements, whether he turns north, south, east
and west : what are lus gestures, whether he raises his hands
to bless the people or lets themn fall by his side, and so on.

Now that the innovators are about to take another step in
imitation of Rome, the storm, of course, beecomes fiercer.
Indeed, as the proposal made simply amountsto a revolution,
it was not to be expected that good, honest, combative Evan-
gelicals would stand by with folded arms and allow it to be
realized. Wby, if this project succeeds, Anglicanism may
be said to be a thing of the past. Hitherto, amidst all the
fuss of the Ritualists, changing a garment here and a linea-
ment there, aping now one movement of the Cutholic priest
and now another it was possible to recognize the good old
Anghean Churely, the child of the pure and amiable Henry
and his scarcely less lovable daughter Elizabeth. She was,
it is true, & thing of shreds and patches, as she always will
remein, but her birth-marks could be clearly discerned.
Every member of her communion enjoyed the proud privilege
of bemg a law unto muself.  Obedience to spiritual authority
ho had complete liberty to scoff and despise ; an unmarried
clergy he did not dream of ! aund as for poverty, the leading
principle of his religion was to eschew it and all within its
grasp and to be respectable.” The Ritualists, following up
their process of imitation, have been bold enough to en-
deavour o sweep away at one fell blow his most cherished
doctrines—to propose that an order of monks should be es-
tablished in the Church of England, and that these n.onks
should actually take vows of poverty, chestity, and obedience.
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It is strango that the children of the listablishment who
keep beforo them as a heancon-light the conduet of Luther
should rise in rovolt and denounce the plan of the new re-
formers as an insudions attempt to overthrow the Clurceh of
England and substitute for it the Church of Rome ?

The alarm felt by so many members of the Anglicar. Chureh
wish vegard to tho working of the scheme which has been
put forward may well be serious, for if the new brotherhood
should over becomoe a reality, the disputes in the Church of
England, by which the world has hitherto been so much edi-
fied, might be called the merest trifles in comparison with
those which the country will witness.  What the outeome of
the brotherhoods would bo is foreseen clearly enough by the
Auglican. Dean of Ripon, who says: ¢ Theie would be High
Church and Low Chureh brethren, Calvinistic and Arminian,
supporters of Sumday amusements, opening of museums,
smoking concerts and theatvicals, and others more distinet
and decided in gopuration from thoe world and its vanities.
Who is to keep the peace in their common rooms? 1 pity
the poor Bishops. They bave the care of all the churches,
and now they will have tho care of all the monasteries.
But episcopal jurisdiction, we know fromn oaperionce, is only
a feeble check on tho inclinations and tendencies of the
vartous sections of the Anglican communion. Ritualists and
Evangehenls, as o rule,.snap their fingers at their spiritual
fathors. Ifor imstance, in reference to this sanme project of
Protestant monks, Earl Forteseue spenks of * an unwhole-
some habit of pussive submission to a spiritual authority,”
and Lord Grimthorpe roundly declares that * vbedience is a
word of Popish and especially of Jesuitical trickery.” Such
bemg the view of obedience m the Anglican Church, the
Protestunt monks would divide themselves into seetions and
fuctions, One body would probably have the Bishop at their
head and the other would oppose them under the leadership
of the Superior of the order. On the occasion of the cpis.
copal visitation to thoe monastery the disputants would take
sides, and if cowls and scunduls would not fly, we may rest
assured the din would resemble Babel.  Then, as Lord Grim-
thorpe truly obscrves, thoro would be ¢ collisions everywhero
between the regular and secular clergy.” ¢ Curates,” says
his Lordship, ** are proverbially difficult to manage now, and
a set of curates with & monastery and & warden behind them
will mahe an mcumbent’s life intolerable, unless he is resoluteo
enough to stop them through thoe Icclesinstical Court from
preaching aud the Bishop dues not veto & persecution, as
Bishops will if thoy prefer them to the incumbent—so long as
the veto 1s allowed to last.  Lven if the clerical brothers are
50 stopped, the warden, or ¢ General of the Order,” will settle
the matter in five minutes by merely turning on the fay
brothers over whom the incumbent will have no control what
ever.”  With the prospect before us of the great battles to
which the foundation of these Protestant monks wonld lead,
we quite agree with Lord Grimthorpe that the scheme will
never got on its feet in any practical sense.

But if the project should, after all, come to be realized,
it is not difticult to foresee that its results would be of little
valne. Jealousy and friction, and above all, the absence of
a contrul authority to which implicit obedience is to be yielded,
must render the brotherhood powerless and ineffectual for
good. 1t is the impetus and direetion received from such an
authority,—the Holy Father, the Representative of Christ—
that has at all times ensured discipline and the strict obset-
vance of vows in Catholic monasteries, and has, with the
grace of God, enabled the monks to accomplish such glorious
work for the Church. The record of the laboursof the monks
no one can read without admiration. The ignorant may
ignore it and the bigoted revile 1t, but the well-informed and
the unprejudiced will readily acknowledge that the monks of
the Catholic Church have played a noble and most important
part in the history of European civilization. Only those who
work under the same conditions can bring forth similar fruit.

THE CATHOLIC PRESS AND THE RIGHT OF
CRITICISM.

Somo of our Catholic exchanges gloomily deprecate any-
thing 1 tho shape of eriticismi on the part of the Catholio
press where even tho human interests of the Churchonly are
concerned. They ave so tnmd of giving Protestants an op-
portumty of saymg unkind things about us that they would
smother all allusion to Catholic affairs unless to shower in-
discriminate praise on ovorybody and cverything connected
with them. Thore could not be a greater mistake. Catho-
hes do not pretend that absolute porfection has beem attained
m the management of the material concerns of the Chureh,
or that the ecclesinstical body is composed of infallible and
unpeceablo ndividuals, ineapable of error in the line of their
multifurious duties.

Theve are o great many cases where judicious and propor
critictsm from the right quarter acts as a wholesume correc-
tive. To withhold it because non Catholics might seo fit to
mako it an excuse for attncking the Church would bo a flag-
rant exhibition of morul cowardico unworthy of tie namo and
mission of Cutholic journalism. Freedom of speech, within
proper limitations, belongs as much to the Catholic press as
it does to individuals. The Chureh has never sought to re-
gtrict it in any way. In this country cspocially, it is not
creditablo to the spirit and courage and discretion of Catholic
journalists to underrato the importance of a judicious exor-
cso of rights which the bishops and clergy would be tho last
10 wish to seo curtailed, much less relinquished, upon such
paltry grounds as those mentioned,

Su notable an advueate of the wisest freedom of thought
and speceh in ol matters of public interest as His Eminence,
Cardinal Gibbons bas proven himself to be, has more than
onco expressed the conviction that the liberty of the Catholic
press should be as broad and wnrestricted as the limits of
truth. So far from favouring any measure that would tend
to hamper the absolute freedom of discussion upon topics
of current mterest in the columng of Catholic newspapors,
His Emmence would cheerfully peefer the oceasional mis.-
takes of imprudent or indisereet writers rather than that
judicious pens should feel the slightest pressure of restraint
fromn the power in conjunction with which they are wielded
in & comnion cause.

There is absolutely nothing to be gained by the craven
fear of unfriendly opinion mauifested by our timid oxchanges,
But there is much to be lost. The Catholic press caunot
liope to command the respect of independent minds in or
out of the Church if it 13 to close itseycs to abuses and mis-
takes withm the Church, Itis as muel a part of its mis-
sion to avert dangers arising from this source as it is to make
war upon intolerance and bigotry without.

It malkes littlo differenco how bigots rage. They will rage
anyhow, and tho candor and honesty of the Catholic press
in dealing with Catholic affairs will not give any additional
weight to their absurd fulminations against the religion of
Christ. -

Catholics have nothing to fear from the unfriendly eriti-
cism of their onomies; but if wo are to gag our own press to
prevent any animadversion upon matters within the Church
that over-timid folks imagine shonld be severely let alone, we
should like to know what weight or influence would attach
to its utterance when directed against wrongs and abuses
cutside.

The press is free, as it ought to be ; its highest function ig
to defend the real inter...s of religion from dangers of every
sort, no matter whence they arise. It is the height of non-
sense toassume that it is handicapped by fear of non-Catholic
opinion or that it should allow itself to be diverted by such
fears from pursuing a straightforward and manly course in
such digcussion of matters as comes properly within its scope,
The Church has moro to fear from the spirit of cowardice
betrayed by some of those who pretend to be her defenderg
than from the frotlung ot bigots.—Catholic Mirror, Baltimore,

Mr. J. A. Mucdonell—whose return, lately, to the ancestral
country, Glengarry, is an irreparablo loss to the large circle
of hie personal fricads in Toronto is contributing to The
(Hemgaritan & narrative history of * Old Glengarry,™ a series
of skotches of raro interest and value, llustrating the early
sentiment and history of thut country. The narrative dates
from tho omigration of the Highlanders into the vulley of
the Mohawk iu 1778, from whence, during the Revolutionary
War, they were forced to fleo to Canada, beeause of their
loyalty to the crown of Britain; and relates principally to
the part played by them and their descendants, in the Revo-
lutionary War of 1776-83, the war of 1812-14, and the Re-
beilion of 1887-8. It is, in fact, a cavefully prepared history
of one of the most] stirring and inspiriting periods in Cana-
dian history ; and is written with a'! the author's enviable
graco of expression. In recounting the services to the coun-
try and to the Crown, during these stormy times, of the Glen.
garry regiments, which were composed of, and commanded
by, Catholics, ahinost without oxception, we think we detect be-
tween tho lines, a good deal of grim irony on the part of the
author. It is the record of tho services of Her Majesty's
Catholic subjects in Uppor Canada to the Crown. Just now,
howover, it is the fushion of the hour, to asperse the loyalty
of our Catholic people, their attachment to the country, to
the Crown, and to free institutions. Therefore there 1s a fit-
ness i mobang kuown the record of their pust services,  Wa
beg leave to add that there is a fitness, too, in its havingfallen
to Mr. Macdunell to do so—the descendant, and at
present the head, of a Catholic family the most distinguished

in Canada in respect of its services to the Stato,

« Ty Cationic Vore."”

That virtuous and incorruptiblo publication, the frisk Cana-
dian, scenting with keen predutory sense, the approgeh of un
olection, makes hasto to again urge that the Cutholic vate
bo offered at auction. It is worth while to observe that it
resorts to its old plea that tho Catholics of the Provinee aro
an oppressed and a down-trodden body, and that 1t ealls upon
them to unite in a demand for Catholic Representation in both
the Parhament of tho Dominion and the Legislaiureof Ontario,
as well as in the several municipal councils, in order that, as
it says, * having fair and full representation in the places of
influgnce and power,” n few political baunditti, we presume,
may the more casily tako their pull out of the public chest
of the country. The plan upon which this delectable journal
would proceed to debauch, politically, the mind of the Catho-
hic electorate, let it toll in its own words :

“ What, then,” it asks, ‘*should be the Catholie policy of
the future?  What we have always held and declared it should
bo—an carnest resolve to have a share in thoe administration
of public affairs. We can reach this only by having seats in
tho councils of the nation—and the proper aud practical way
to get there, in proportion to our numbers, is to put eandi-
dates selected from our own body in the field. They may
not be elected ; but the party which refuses to rocognize and
aid them may learn in time tbat it also is playing a losing
game. Will those journals whieh speak for Catholics come
out in favour of union for Catholic Represontation ? If thoy
do, and the Catholic electorate reeponds, then it will be im-
possible to withhold from them, much longer, the duties of
citizenship, to which now—owing to their creed—they are
systematically debarred.”

It is many a day, says the Qanadian, since it sounded the
slogan and endeavoured to put itself at the head of a regi-
ment of politicul Hessians, but ¢ for aught of the practical
which resulted from its appeals, 1t might as well, it admats,
have held its peace. Qur Catholic people have been unwill-
ing to degrade themselves to the level of mercenary hirelings
whose support is to bo had for the shilling; and though the
demagogues of the Irish Canadian have more than once done
their warst to cajole and betray them, to their honour be it
said, they have maintained thoir independence as citizens,
they have refused as a body to take tho bribe fiom the last
bidder, or to bu dragged by the heels by the knaves who are
not above making out of politics an unsavoury penny when
need be. In a word, the Catholic public has made no attempt
to kecp step with the tune of the Irish Canadian.

That it is so, and that our Catholic peopls have not allowed
thomselves to be formed into a pack of political filibusters, is
not the worst fate, we venture to think, that could have be-
fallen us. Thero is noneed in this country of a Catholic
party. We Catholics are as free as any other class of Cana-
dians, and we enjoy the full measure-of the rights of citizen-
ship. Our civil rights are not denied ; our liberty of con-
science is not threatened. What reason can be put forward
why we should introduce our religion into the arena of poli-
tics? It is quite true that in Ireland, and some coyntrios on
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the Continent—as for cxample, in Germauy at the presont
dny — wo have seen Catholie partics in polities ; but they have
beon called into being by eauses which have no existence in
Canada.  In such countries the Church hag been the object
of hostility on the part of the State, and Catholics havo been
forced into a combativo attitude in order either to repeal, ot
prevent the passage of, persecuting statutes, or to defend or
to obtain tho samo civil rights as non Catholics. Such was
the case in the struggle for Catholic Emancipation in Great
Britain and Irveland, and such is the case in tho struggle of
the Gorman Catholics of the present day. But in this coun-
try we suffer under no disubility ; the liberty of the Church
is in no wiso restricted- And so long as a government does
let the Chiurch alone, and leaves her in her own sphere free
to follow her constitution and mission, and protects Catholics
in thelr cqual rights as men and citizens, ¢ there is and
can be,"” declared Brownson,  no justification of a Catholic
party in politics.” We shall do well to recall what the great
Catholic publicist has suid on the subject ;

Undoubtedly,” e wrote, ** there have been journals circu-
Inting chiefly amongst Catholics, and rogarded as Catholic by
outsiders, and demagogues enough, nominally Catholic per-
haps, that havo talked in a boastful way of a Catholic purty
and the great things it would do, and have erdeavoured ‘o
muko use of the influence they exerted 1o commit the Catho-
lic-body as such and to turn over the so-called Catholic vote
to one party or another. ‘Uliere has been no doubt too much
of this, and Catholics and (atholic interests are suffering not
a littlo from it.  But the Church is not responsible for it, for
she never mspired it, and they who have done it have acted
without her authority and against her wishes. Her wish is
to pursue her spirvitual mission in pence, and keep aloof from
polities, so long as they leave her the opportunity,

Unhappily we cannot deny that some journals that look
upon the Cutholic body as their stock in trade, have said some
foolish things, and done what they could to make the appoint-
ing power believe that there is a ** Catholic vote ™ and that
they command it ; but these do not represent the Church,
and have not, as non-Catholi¢ politicians sometimes imagine,
the confidence of the Catholic community. They are so little
considered by us that we have not perhaps taken sufticient
puins to disavow them. But in spito of all these may say or
do, we repent it, the Church has not in this country entered
at all into the field of sccular politics, and has in no instance
instructed her children as to the party they should, or should
not, vote for. Catholic citizens are citizens as much as any
other class of citizens, and have the right to vote according
to their politica! preferences. If tliey have been more sub-
jected to the influence of some leaders than others—a fact
which we do not concede—it has not been by their clergy, nor
by appeals to their Catholicity."” :

These ideas have provailed. Two quotations which we
make at the top of this article sufficiently indicate the drift
of opinion. The {schoolmaster is abroad. 'The demagogue
has about had his day. We venture to think that the Catho-
lics of Ontario cannot bs persuaded to mako of their franchise
u football to be kicked by the Irish Canadian.

Here and there, of course, throughout Ontario there is a
httle bigotry, represented by a branch of the Lqual Rights
Association. DBut it is « local irritation. The heart of the
country is sound, and her moral fibre is still firm. Looking
back upon the action of Parliament in regard to the Jesuits’
Lstates agitation, and recalling the tolerant tone, the wisdom,
the enlightened liberality which characterized its proceedings,
we seo no cause for foreboding. So far fanaticism has not met
with much encouragoment. To put it on tho lowest ground,
the existence of a Cutholic party, formed, as the Irisk Cana-
dian would form it, for purposes solely of political rapucity
would be to concedo all that the Maul urges aganst us, andto

fushion a weapon for our own destroction. As to the prao-
tical workings of a « Catholic Party ' of that sort, wo are of
those who lean to the opinion that in its vocabulary,
“ Represontation * would becomo simply a polite torm for any
kind of political deviltry that the counterparts in Toronto of
the Clan-na-Gael Brotherhood might deem it ¢ patristic’* to
accomplish,  The ilen scans to hase ariginated with the
hish Canadian, and the frish Canadian, ke Cassius,

*Is much condemned to havo an itching palm
T'o sell and miart its oftices for gold
To undeservors.”

As will be seen by announcomont in our advertising
columns, the interesiing controversy between the Ruv. Father
Lgan, of Thornhill, and the Rev. Mr. Percival, in respect to
the tenchings of the Jesuits, is now issued in an attractive
pamphlet.  Some months ago, it will bo rentembered, Mr,
Percival, a Presbyterian clergyman, attributed to the Jesuits
the doctrine that the end justifies the means. This stato-
ment was contradicted by the Rev. Father Egan. To this
Mr. Percival unswered that it_was susceptible of proof, and
that he was prepared to aflirm that * not merely the Jesuit
Society but the Roman Catholic Church, whatever may be
their theory on the subject, have only too often, by their
actionus, given sad proof that they do believe in the doctrine
that the end does justify the ineans.” The controversy that
followed, by rencon of the importance of tho point involved
in the dispute, and the polemical skill displayed by the dis.
putants, attracted somewhat wide intorest.  Qur readers will
remember that several of Father Egan's effcetive letters ap-
peared at the tiine in these puges. The controversy is now
published in full, in pormanent form. Tho letters of each
disputant are given without comment and without addition
or omendation, but in the order, and in the manner, in which
they originally received publication. The controversy through-
out is a thoroughly brisk one, and wo can but repeat what we
once before said of Tather Egan’s share in it, that nothing
better, in their way, than his vigorous letters, will be found
in the mass of stuff that has been written anent the Jesuit
question.

In noticing Father Egan’s pamphlet « What Do the
Jesuits teach 2 ' the New York Catholic Review says that it
is ¢ brought out in a clever and taking form, which will
make it a popular and saleable work. It is a discussion be-
tween himself and a Presbyterian minister and fully illus-
trates the peculiar methods and sources from which Protes-
tants get their ideas and opinions of the Catholic Church.
Rov. Mr. Percival is not more happy in his Latin transla-
tions than Dr. Littledale. He makes the mistake of using
false propositions condemned by the Church as atatements
of Catholic doctrine. His clerical opponent has little diffi-
culty in driving him from thc controversial field, and of
securing o decided triumph. The controversy will have a
general interest for those who desiro to bo acquamnted with
the Jesuit question, and a particular interest for the student
of ministerial human nature in Canada.”

Wiule we are on the subject of Father Egan s polomic we
feel compelled—in no censorious mood, and with everything
of unwillngness—-to observe, that looking back over the
stori:y pertod of several mwuths past, we bave not noticed
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many such signg of life in the clergy who are our rightful
reuders,  \With the exception of the valuable historieal data
published by Father Jones, of Montreal, Father Drammond’s
exposure of Dr, Littledale’s mutitlation of the Jexut Consti
tutiong, aud Father Fgan's disposal of the Rev. My, Perenal,
our frivrds, the enemy, have had the field to themselves.
Perhups it was the better tacties, but they have been met by
no attackimg party.  Professor Goldwin Swith- o ucntion
but one of the anti-Catholic leaders- -finds  thine to wute
article after article for Macmillan's, the Forwm, the Mal, and
the New York Independent—ingidious articles, putting the
match o fanaticism, and poisening the wells of publie
opinion.  He dicinters the buried Bystander ; and the ghost
and skeleton of discord stalks abroad.  The pen is mightier
than the sword.  Ilave we then no sentinels of a literary turn
of mind upon the Canndmn watch-tower? We Lear fow
challenges.

ligion as the supreme law. It is the Christian prineiple.
*The ancient law givers,” says Brownson, * always sought
for their laws not only a moral, but a religious sanction, and
whera the veice of God docs not, in some form, speak to
men's conseieness, and bid them obev the higher power, gov-
ernment can subsist only as a craft or as sheer foree, which
nobody is bound to respect or obey.™

At the
uegro minsttel performances some such surprise is practised
upon one of the “cornor men * who is singing a song in a
welancholy mood, and draws from him a startled and in-
dignant protest.  This plan of never allowing the different
voices to sy the same thing at the same timoe was character-
istie of the whole Mass. When one voice was saying one
thing the rest were mvariably silent, ot say ing sumething olse,
and no two voices saying tho sanma except perhups when all
joiued, with every conceivable sign of disunion, in saying
dwene At the Crucisivns the listener hecame puzzled by the
evidently mtense griefof the singers, not that our Lord was
crucified, but that it happened ander Pontius Pilate, and
their feelings seem to have been especially lucerated by tho
fact that Pilate’s name was Pontius.  Perbaps, however, tho
composer thought the word Pentés weant crucified. and thus
led Ins singers mto a trap.  The wailing at this part of the
Credo wus very painful. . . 1 could not understand
why it should be so painful to the lady who used the tremolo
to express her bidief in the Holy Ghost, unless she was only
a half converted Greek.  Shie trembled and writhed over the
last two words, and died away 1 agonizing distress, bequeathw
ing the basiness to the tenor, who believed m something clse.
The rowdy joy of that body of singers at the prospect of < the
hife of the world to cols,” was so g that bafilles all de
seripion.  The whole Muss was a cougeries of spasis, jerhs,
wails, groans, and shouts. Oh! how I longed for a litile
intclligible melody that would express she meaning of the
words and speak to the minds and nearis of simple people.”,

“ather Young is a zealous advocate of congregational sing-
ing, who holds that *« T'e sing tho praise of God " isa definito
act of worship. 1f the people do not sing, then they do not
perform that act, The gravanmen of his complamt againsy,
modern church singing lies in this . that < it is nothing but
a musical concert for an auaience to listen to, whe, hicaring
it, will be pleased or displeased, charmed or indifferently
bored by the performance,” and that * just because it is a
concert of performers, the people are prevented from enjoy-
ing, or lose might altogether of, their privilege and duty to
unite personally with tho singing as an act of divine worship."

bince its emaucipation from its former state of editorial
serfdom to Professor Goldwin Smth, the Week has fairly cs-
tablished its right to be classed as a journal of mdepondent
opinion. 1Its eriticism of Mr. Laurier's recent speech is fair,
and even friendly. It says: ¢ Its calm, argumentative style,
1ts manly, yer conailbiatory, tone, aud its constant appeal to
lofty political and moral principles. made it worthy of the

O
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oceasion and of the man.” It gives him credit for patrioti-
cally deploring the spirit of mutnal distrust which has taken
possession of the Catholies of Quebec and the Protestants of
Ontario, and which has grown, it says, to dangerous propor-
trons within the past year. The Week does not think that
Mr. Laurier was entirely correct in laying the whole blawe of
this stato of affairs at the doors of his political opponents, as
it fears that the sources of distrust lie * much deoper than
the plane on which the machinations of any political party
can operaty U—an opinivn in wlnel wo vunture to agrec.
But of Mr. Laurier's defouco of the position tuken by Parlia-
ment with respect to disnllowance, the Week believes that it
will bo *¢ the verdict of history,” than which nothing more
could be said in its favour.

« Wo do not think many fair-minded Canadians of either
party,” says the Week, ¢« can fail to appreciate the strong and
cownprchensive grasp with which MrLaurier lnys hold of the
grand principles of Lnglish hberalism, that liberalism which
is not the shibboleth of o political sect, but the real working
creed of the nation. His retort to the Muil’s quotation and
application of Karl Blind’s declaration that ¢ true Liberalism
does not consist in furnishing the enemy of human progress
and enlightenment with weapons wherewith he may eut his
throat,” was effcetive and must waken o response in cvery
Cunadian breast. Canada wants not German liberalism, nor
French liberalism, nor any form of continental liberalism,
but English liberalism. Not-—let us agam say it—the so-
called liberalisin of a party, but the true liberalism that char
acterizes the race with which the love of freedom and fuir
play is & raling passion. This liberalism, this trao regard tor
liberty, does not authorize the Government to sit in Judgment
upon the religons faith of any chureh or class, but deals with
all upon thew merts as citizens. Lo revive, as some would
seemt m thar eacitement alinost ready to do, suine old statate,
obsoleto but unrepealed, to deprive the Jesuits of their rights
of citizenship, for nor specific act of treason, but simply be-
cause some features of their creed seem dangerous, would be
cminently un-Britisli, and, we trust, un-Cavadian. When
Jesuuts are convieted of violaung tho laws, or plotting against
the commonywealth, then, and not till then, let them be pun-
ished with all deserved rigor.  Mr. Laurier's doctrine, that
even bad and dangerous men have rights which good men are
bound to respect, may seem av first thought to go pretty far,
but further retflection willashow that 1t 3s the only principle
on which a government can act without domng violeuce tu the
sacred 1ights of conscience and mahing inguisition into mat-
ters of pravate opmion and faith.”

"The opinion of the Canadian Gazelte is even more pro-
nounced. By this speech, it says, Mr. Laurier places himself
at one bound in the front rauks of Dritish statesmen.

The official announcements of the Catholic University of
America are that on Monday, November 18, after the Solemn
Mass of the Holy Ghost, the classes of the Divinity Fuculty
will bo opened Al students are expected to be present at
the beginning of the spiritual retreat on the cvening of No-
vember 13.  Every student in the Divinity School must have
passed through the seminary course with credit, or at least
through the plilosophical course, and threo years i theology.
Students may enter for the degree or to pursue an clective
course of studics. Priests will be admitted, without examin-
ation, with the consent of their ordinary. There will be
lectures daily on Dogmatic Theology, Moral Theology, Sacred
Scnptures, and Higher Plulosophy ; tri-weekly on English
Saered Lloquence; and at least weekly on Ecclesiastical
History, Litargy, scientific subjects, and the problems of the
day. Tho snnual fee has been fixed at two hundred and
fifty dollars, payable semi-anunually. The University hopes
this year to bestow the fellowships or burses.  Every facility
will be afforded for the cultivation of ancient and modern
languages,

De, Mahafly is well known as ono of the most en-
crgette tufthuuters in Ircland, an assiduous fiequenter of the
Castle, and always ready to bow the kneo to any celebrity,
great or small, who visits Dublin.  Mr. Gladstone, prior to
his stay in Dublin, now many years ago, was informed of
this preenliarity, and on being presented to one of the pro-
fessors at Trimty College, whose mane he did not succeed in
catching, smd, with his usual courtesy, ** Tam delighted to
mahe the acguamtance of so distinguislied a cavant as Pro-
fessor Mahafly.” ¢ But Tam not Dr. Mahafly,” rephed the
amazed professor. ¢ I beg ten thousand pardons,’ was the
urbane vejoinder ; ““ but 1 was mformed that the first person
1 should see at Trimity College would be Professor Mahaffy.
Hence the nistake.”
