has been stirred as never before, and all things
ounsidered it has been the most remarkable meot-
ing.1 bave seen for a long time. .

by permanently prosperous. Pray for us tuat the
word of tho Lord may have free course and be
Klorified.. I .will v what I can to make the church
strong enough to locate some man. The church is
.yory;desiruus. that we.move there, but I wish to go
ronab—it 4he time.over comes.whea we oan do sc.”

It is too often the case that we remember what
wo ought to forget, and forget what we ought
to remember.

The prayer meeting committee prucured topic
cards for the year, and appointed leaders for each
meeting, having auch appoiutment annnunced from
the pulpit tho Sunday previous,

The so¢ial conunitteo fulfilled its work in intro-
dusing strangers to our members and ofticers,

The Sunday school committes secured upwards
of tifteen echolars betwesn our own Sunday school
and the North End Mission Sunday school. Our
Nutth End Mission Sunday school enrolment
(which numbered abuut sixty at oar last annual re-
port) now numbers one hundred and seventy-one.
This committee visit thuse who are irregular in
their attendance. They also have frequent black
bouard leseons on temperance and missionsry work.

The sick visiting committee report having made
393 calls in the past year ; twenty-five of these
ware to the huspital. They have distributed flow-
ers, froit und delicacies ; writton letters for the
sick and have taken several convalescents for short
drives, At Christmas, cards and Christmas baskets
were distributed among sick children.

The calling committee made a special point of
calling on those who habitually attend our churck,
but are not church members. We think much govd
for the cause of Christ cau bedone in this line. In
the past year 554 oalls were made by this com-
mittee.

The music committee’s work is to lead in the
singing, and help in practising new hymns, We
intend holding a fifteen mioutes’ service of sonyg
before the opening of the meetings in the future.

The missionary committee helped buth our Home
and Fouregn Missions. They hold monthly mis-
sionary concerts the second Sunday in each month,
at which an average collection of $3, fur the sup-
port of our missionary in Japaas, is 1akenup. This
committee also distributes wlissionary literature in
our own city and to different Mission Bands in
New Bruanswick and Nova Scotia.

Since my last report from here we have seen
much cause for encoursgement, our congregations
have steadily increased both in numbers and inter-
est, Last Lord's day there were six added tn the
church, four by baptism, one reclaimed, and one
from the Free Baptist.

If the sun does not shine for awhile
how dnll it seems to get; it really has an effact
upon cur spirits. So if the Sun of Rightenusness
does not shine in our hearts, how dull and dark we
are., Have we not a little streak of sunshine some*
where—*¢ Lot your light so shine.”

The churches in this counly are planning on
holding a co-operation meetiag in West Gore on
the last Lord's day in June. This meating will
have for its objeot the consolidation of our efforts
to carry on the Masior's work in these parts.
There are encouraging fields of unocoupied territory
that we ought to be working, One man cannot
begin to do the amount of work that should be
done. 1t is to be hoped that some brethren from
Pictou will make an effort to attend this meeting,
and ways and means of on-operation will be dis-
cussed. Two new meeting houses have been built
in this county during the past thres or four years,
and another is in contemplation. What is needed
is another energetio, earnest man, who is willing
and able to do what he can for the spread of the
gospel, One who is willing to make a sacrifice and
study the interests of the work rather than the
interest of his own pocket.

Some are very much interested in the work until
their own interesta are crossed or their pockets are
threatened, and thea the true man is scen, Self-
ishneas un top. God help us all to cultivate the
apirit of the Master in thisas well as in‘all other re-
spects, We have a great work to do in this county,
and it requires & constant effort to stem the tide
and advance the work in the face of all opposition,
There are many earnest, God-fearing people who
are exercised in their minds on this subject, who
will atand by and aid every effort to do good.

In my next 1 will be able to tell you more about
our county meeting; also give a statement in detail
of the money collected for the Nine Mile River
meeting house.

Speaking about the need of earnest workers, re-
minds me of how the most of the work has been
done in this county. Who has not heard of Bro.
or ¢ Unole” Michael Wallace? Those who know
hira need not be reminded of his unselfish’self-
sacrificing dispoaition, or his son, Bro. John B.,
whom everybody loved and respected. KEternity
will reveal the good they have done. But I must
close for this month, with the hope of having &
real good interesting letter for you next mcuth.

REPENTANCE,

Question.—Do the Sciiptures plainly teach
us the meaning of repentance ?

Auswer.—1 have no doubt they do. A com-
mand of God so0 essential to salvation, and so
biuding on all men, we would expect to be so
plain that all could understand and obey it.
As the time of ignorance is past, God communds
o') men everywhere to repent, Jesus says,
* Exept ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish;”
und “ I 81y unto you, there is joy in the pre-
sence of the angels of God, over oue sinner that
repenteth,”  Surely he intend. all to under-
stand it,

@ —Doo>n godly sorrow express the meaning
¢f recntance?

A.—Godly sorrow refers to the past, but re-
pentar 2 lias more to do with the future,

@ —1I3 it an nmendment of lifs1

A.—Buh godly sorrow and amendment of
life are connected with 1epentance. Godly sor-
row precedes repentance, and a new life follows
ir, bae neither of the two is 16} entance.

@ --Dws a clwnge of m'nl tully express re-
pratance ?

A.—1 thitk nct.  The mind may pass
throngh d flerent changes wi hout repenting;
L.ence a claige of m'nl doss 1ot picperly define
1t,

I understand it to be a (hange of the mind’s
purjoce.  When s man is convineed «f his sins
by believing that Jusns died for his rins, and
that He is «ffeing 10 save him, and that man
determines with all his Leart to for-uke his sins
and come to the Saviour, he rgents, Ttisa
heartfe't determination lo turn_frow sin to the
service of God. It i3 not even the turning, but
the pury ose of heatt or dcteru ination to turn.
Man of Lis own accord would never so deter-
mice. 1t is tle gcodi ess of Gud that prompts
the detetminuticn, or lhads to vepentance. It
wayv not unti] Ged so Joved the world, that he
gave bis only begotten Son to sive men. that he
ccmmands all men everywhere to repent, and it
is only that good: ess 1 at will pevail with men.

Q.- D:ea repentance go before faith ?

A.—Nothing pleasing to God can go before
faith, for without faith itis impossible to please
Him, Rejentarce is towirds God or a coming
to God. He that.cometh to God must believe
that le is, and that he is a rewarder of them
that diligevtly sk H'm. It is the goodness
of God that leadeth to repentance; but that
goodne s must Lte leilieved by those who are
thus led, heace the sbsurd'y of repentance
before fuith. A man wust believe that he is
wrong, sud also that he can be right before he
will resolse to turn from the ono to the other,

@Q.—But 1¢} entance is mentioned in different
places before fuith, ss “ Ropent and believe the
gospel,” &c,

A.—So in otber places; what takes place first
is the last mentioned, as *“1f thou shait confess
with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, und shalt believe
in thine heart that God hath raised him from
the dead, thou shalt be saved.

Te Jlustrate, we wil suppose a case, and then
see how the New Testament treats repentance,

A ship in & swrm is wrecked on Cavendish
rhore, on the north side of I, E. 1., twenty-four
milos west of Charlottetown, the capital, Only
#ix wen are saved, Having been instructed by
their late captain, they start for Clerlostetown,

expedting there. to be cured for, But being
ignorant of ‘the jocality they take the wrong
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course, They meet a wan, tell their case, and
ask him how far it is to the capital. Ife tells
them, but assures them that they ave goingwiong,
that town is east while they are goirg west,
They seem protty confident, and the 10ad is
pleasant, and threo of them o not believe him
but persist in their conrse, Thay had no
| change either in theiv belief, purpose, or course,
But the other three believed the man, changed
their purpose and turned about from west to
cast. Their belief and purpose were inward,
and unseen Ly others, but their turning about
was visible to all,

We will now seo what is the New Testament
teaching of repentance. Johan preached the
baptism of repeatance for the remission of sins,
“ Repent ve for the kingdom of heaven is at
hand,” The Messiah was soon cowming to set up
hig reign, and John called on them as sinners
to repent. Those who believed understood that
John weant by repent—a determination to turn
from all their sing to the service of God, and
showed that determination by asking him what
their sins were. The publicans asked, “ What
shall we do?” and he told them. The soldiers
asked, * What shall we do?’ He told them.
Their change of mind when they believed John,
and change of purpose when they resolved to
turn to God, were invisible, but the action by
which they turned and showed their faith and
repentance, was visible to others,

Q@.—W hat was that action ?

A.—1t is plain before the eyes of every read-
er—they were baptized. John faithtully warn-
ed them against being baptized on any other
account, or for any other purpose than to bring
forth good fruit. This aud this alone, is the
baptism of repentance.

Jesus tells us of the mun who said to his son,
“ Go work to-day in my vineyard.” He answer-
ed und said I will not, but afterward he rerent-
ed and went, This son at first was so determi-
ned not to go and work in the vineyard thas he
gave his father's mandate a prompt refusal.
But afterward he did two distinct things, 1st.
He repented. 2nd. He went to work. lst.
He changed his determination or purpose of
mind from wrong to right—from disobeying his
father’s just command to dutiful obedience.
20d, He went to work., (oing to work was not
repentance, bus its fruit—amendment of life.
The purpose to turn was unseen by others, but
the first step in the new life was visible.—
(Matt. xxi. 28, 29.)

In the 1uth Luke, Jesus elatorates this sub-
ject. He tells selt-righteous Pharisees how God
loves the lost sinner who turns from all his
crimes to truth and purity and love. He says,
*“There is more joy over one sinner that re-
penteth, than over ninety and nine just persons
who need no repentance,” He then speaks the
parable of the prodigal. This young wan was
so determined to live in sinful pleasures, that
he give up all the duties and endearments of
home. In a far conntry he wasted all he bad
in riotous living. About to perish with bunger,
he came to himself and thought of a father's
wealth and servants. He considered his own
sin and ruin, and on the very brink of a dis-
graced pauper’s grave he changed his determina-
tion. This is now his purpose—J will arise and
go to my father and confess my great sing against
heaven and him, and plead for a servant’s place.
Had be so wrooged a stranger he would not
dare go back; but a father’s love for a lost son
encouraged him—his goodness led ham to repent.
His new purpose was ueseen, but when he start-
ed to go, his father saw him a great way off,
snd ran and feli on his neck and kissed him,
Others saw him, and there was great rejoicing
over his return—more joy than over the elder
son who went not astray,

In these parables, Jesus describes the joy of
heaven when publicans and sinners who had left
the house and worship of God repent, as well as
the jedlously” of Scribes and Pharisees who bad
not left the ’hog?. o
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Peter’s plain wreaching at Pentecost convin-
ced the people that He whom they had lately
rejected and crucified, was now made Lord and
Christ at the right hand of God. They were
pierced in the heart, and said, * Men and
brethren, what shall we do?” The first thing
Peter toid them to do was to repent. Lf he
meant b:* repent to be sorry, they did not obay
him, for they gladly received his word. If he
meant lo reform their lives they did not gbey,
for they did not wait to reform. Bat if he
weant o resolve with all your heart to turn lo
God, and bo baptizad in the name of Jesns
Carist for the remission of sins, tley did obey
him by making that resolution and being bap-
tized the same day. Their purpose others could
not see, but they could see the turning act.—
(Act ii. 38, 41.) '

Poter again commc aded those who heard him
preach the death and resurrection of Christ to
repent, “ Repent ve, therefore, and turn again,
that your sivs may be blotted out,” etc.—(Acts
iii. 19, R. V.)

Jesus gave Peter the keys of the Kingdom of
Heaven, and he made known the secret of enter-
ing that kingdom, and admitted three thonsand
souls in one day. He continned preaching the
game blessed Saviour, and received into the
Kingdom all who obeyed Him.

On the very day Jesus rose from the dead,
after telling His Apostles that it behooved
Christ to suffer and to rise the third day, he
adds, “and that repentance aod remission of
sins should be preached in his name among
all nations, beginning at Jerusalem.—(Luke
xxiv, 46, 47.)

The Disciples regard Peter as the model preach-
er of the gospel, because he and he alooe had
the keys of the Kingdom. Also because Jesus
declares that preaching of repentance and remis-
sion of sins which began at Jerusalem, was to
be preached in His pame awong all pations.
On this account they are careful to preach the
same gospel, to give the same dircctions, and to
make the sume promises which began at Jeru-
salem. Because (Qod commands ull men every-
where to repent, they plead with men to obey
that most solemn commund of God, und t:hey
wish all to understand it that they might
obey it. .

Repentance troubles xany anxious souls.
They thiuk it a sorrow fcr sin, and when they
tind that they can neither get that sorrow, nor
tell how much of it is required, they are per-
plexed. What a glad relief it is to such to
learn that Uod commands us to do what we are
able to do. We cannot by volition control our
emotions or eay to our fecling come and it
cometh, or to another, go and it goeth, but we
can obey God when He commands vs to cease
to do evil, and learn and delermine to do well.
God gives every one whom he thus commands
strength to carry out his humble resolution, but
he must make the resolution for himself. Every
thoughtful person who hears God’s aolemn com-
mand, and understands it, is making one of two
resolutions—either that he will with God’s help
torn from his sins, or that he will for the pre-
sent, at least, not turn, but hold on his course.
How many are making the last resolution 1 and
how many such may be entered into God's
book of remembranoce, to be read hefore the uni-
verse on that day when the judgment is set and
the books opened ! !

Although the church at Ephesus bad many
noble qualities, yet Jesus had somewhat against
it, vecause it had left its first love, and he says:
¢ Remember, therefore, from whenoce thou art
fallen, and repent, and do the first works, ete.
Repent holds the same place hete as elsewhere,
though addressed to thuese who bad left their
first love. Let all who have left their first love,

"whether it be a church or a single individual,

attend to the loving command of Him' who
liveth and was dead, aud alion the awfal ocase:
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Blessed are they that do His commandments,
that they may have tight to the tiee of life, and
may enter in through the gates into the city,

We purpose, the Lord willing, in our next, to
consider T%e Commemorative Institutions of the
New Testament.

Originat Contritmtions,

THE ROYAL ROAD OF LIFE,

Is. xxxv., 8-10,

This chapter is by common consent Messianic,
so that when the Prophet says, ‘* And an highway
shall be there, etc.,” we are led to look at once to
the reign of the Messiah for a survey of the Way.
It is almost startling when we turn to the history
of the Apostles of Christ to find them announcing,
in the very langnage of the prophecy, the Way.
This is especially noticeable in the teaching and
history of Paul. He went to Damascus with let-
ters of authority, th. if he fuuad any that were of
‘““the way,” he mizht bring them bound unto
Jerusalem—Aotsix., 2. Paul and Silas proclaimed
‘* the way " of salvation in Philippi—Adts xvi., 15.
Apollos was instructed in ¢‘ the way ” of the Lrd ;
and Aquilla and Pricilla expoundedun to him *¢ the
way " of God more carefully—Acts xviii., 25-26:
Some of the disobedient ones at Ephesus spoke
evil of *‘ the way " before the multitude while Paul
was preaching in the synagogue—Acts xix., 9.
Shortly afterward, through the agitation of De-
metrius, * there arose no small atir concerning the
way "—Acts xix., 23  Panl declared to the Jews
when making his defence, * I persecuted this
‘way’ unto the death™—Acts xxii., 4 And
again, that he scrved the God of their fathers after
‘ the way " which they called a sect—Acts xxiv.,

14.
It is very evident from these declavations that

in the days of Paul *‘ the way " pradicted by the
Prophet was an existing fact, and that men were
walking in it toward life and happiness.

The prophetic description is a glowing picture of
what ¢ the way ” should be, and what it would
ensure to men. It was firat of all ‘‘ the way of
holiness.” This means the way of separation.
There will be many th.agsnot found thero. ¢ The
unclean shall not pass over it.” ** Nolion shall be
there, nor shall any ravenous beast go up thereon.”
Nothing corrupt nor corrupting, neither snything
hurtful or dangerous shall be there. But ic shall
be a plain way, “T_e wayfaring men, yea fools,
shall not err 1herein.” It shall be a way of free-
dom. * The Redeemer shall walk there.” It
shall be a way of ex herant joy. ¢ And the ran-
somed of the Lord shail return and come with sing-
ing unto Zion, and everlasting joy shall be upon
their heads " It shall be a way of victory. *‘ They
shall obtaiu gladness and joy, and sorrow and sigh-
ing shall flee away.”

Does the ** way ” preached by the Apostles cor-
respond with this description ? Let us see. Panul
writes to those who ara in this way: * Be nut un-
equally yoked with unbelicvers; for what fellow-
ship have righteonsness and iniquity ? or what
communion hath light with darkness? And what
coceord hath Christ with Belial ? or what portion
hath a believer with an unbeliever? and what
agreement hath a temple of God with idols? For
we are & temple of the living God, even as God
said, I will dwell in them and walk in them, and 1
will be their God and they shall be my people.
Wherefore, come ye out from among them, and be
ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch no unclean
thing, and I will receive you and be to yiu a
Father, and ye shall be to me sons and daughters,
saith the Lord Almighty. Having therefors these
promises, beloved, let us clesnse ourselves from all
defilement of flash and apirit, perfecting holiness

in'tho ‘foke Ul God " TE: Ok WL, 1€-185 il, 1.

Heroe is soparation. This way is ¢ the way of holi-
ness.” There is no room here for tho unclean.
Men must be washed before entering here. While
walking here they must keep themselves pure

Here also ia safety. For ‘“‘who is he that will
harn you if ye be zealous of that which is good---I,
Pet., iii., 13. The lions and ravenous beasts are
all outside of this way. As long as a man keeps in
the way he is safe, This does not mean that the
Christian will never have to suffer, It simply
means that he shall not be harmed. ** Be not
afraid of them which kill the body and after that
have no more that they can do.” That would be a
small thing to happen to the man who was in the
way of life. It would but hasten his arrival at the
heavenly gate. This is a plain way. ¢ For be-
hold your calling, brethren, how that not many
arise after the flesh, not many mighty, not many
noble are called ; but (God chose the foolish things
of the world that he might put to shame them that
are wise; aud God chuse the weak things of the
world that he might put to shame the things that
are strong ; and the base things of the world, and
the things that are despised, did God choose, yea,
and the things that are not, that he might bring to
rought the things that are, that no flesh should
glory before God"—I. Cor., i., 26-29. A man
don’t have to be six feet high and weigh one hua-
dred and eighty pounds, and be a graduate of a
university aud heir to a milliov before he can enter
this way. It is enough that he has heard God calg
and bumbly sought cleansing at the hand of Christ.
And if he keeps fast hold of the hand of Christ he
will not err in all the journey,

Hero, too, is freedom. * If, therefore, the son
shall make you free ye ahali be free indeed "—
Jdno. viii, 26, ““But thanks be to God that
whereaa ye were servants of sin ye became obedi-
ent from the heart to that form of teaching wherr
unto ye were delivered ; and being made fres from
sin ye became servants of righteous.ess ’—Rom,
vi,, 17-18. God has ““delivered us out of the
power of darkness, and trauslated us into the king-
dom of the Son of his love, in whom we have our
redemption, the forgivenesas of our sins—Col, i,
13-14, The * redeemed ” walk here. Here alsois
joy. “For the kingdom of God is not eating and
drinking, but righteousness, aud peace, and jog
in the Holy Spirit "—~Rom. xiv.,17. * Rejoice in
the Lord alway; again I say rejoice "—Phil, iv., 4.
“ Whom not baving seen ye love; on whom,
though now ye see him not, yet believing, yeo re-
joice greatly, with joy unspeakable and full of
glory"—I. Pet. i, 8.

This is also a way of victory. We are more than
cunquerors through Him that loved us—Rom. viii,
37. We can come down to the end of the way
with the victorious song on our lips: **I have
fought the good fight, I have fnished the course,
I have kept the faith ; henceforth there is laid ap
for me the crown of rightevusuess which the Lord,
the rightevus judge, shall give me at that day, ete.”
—II. Tim.iv., 7.

The highway which Isaish saw in vision, the
Apostles preached in verity. Their proclamation
of the guspel was the announcement aud the sum-
mons: * This is the way, walk ye in it.” It was
the King’s highway to which they summoned men
It was the royal rcad to life and salvation. We
will survey it more closely in succeeding papers.

Philology has always been & much controverted
scieuce. The meaning of a single word has often
given rive to heated discuseions.

Aund this is natural. The changes oonstantly

 Now faith is the substance ofb tmil.,gl'; hoped for, the

“taking place-in & living language; the great differ-

euce in the minds of men; the varied circumstances
in which words are used; the wotives prompting
the using of them; the difficalty in accurately ex-
pre sing our thoughts even in a language as rich as
our own; the manner in which they are interpreted
by others—all unit~ to make the study of words a
difficult one,

The words of the Bible, the most perfectly ex-
pressed of any book, have not been free from con-
troversy. If, huwever, the Rible is God's Word,
there cannot besuch looseneas of expression as would
appear from the construction placed on it by many.

In considering & word of the Bible, we should (1)
study che definitivus given of it, if any; (2) ex.
amine the illus'rations supplied; and (8) carefully
consider the connection in which they are used with
all the surrcunding circumstances. If we would
follow out this plan in studying God’s Word, I
think we would not often misconstrue the meaning
ofaword. This plaushould be adopted ; moro espe-
cially because certain words in our Euglish Bible
have a meaning which is contiary to the cominun
popular use of them. With the exception of bap.
tism, there is probably no ecriptural word which
has given rise to so much disquisition as that of
faith. This largely arises out of the different
meanings and shades of meaning attached to this
word in our language,

The moat common construction placed upon the
word faith, is that of ¢* belisf” in the narrow sense
in which that term is used, i. ¢ an intellectual
assent to the truth of a certain statement of facts
which although not positive knowledge, yet the
direct evidence of which is equivalent to knowledge.

Indeed, matters of belief may sometimes be
steonger than those generally included under know.
ledge. A person might say that he had knowledge
of a certain fact that occurred under his obsarvation,
aud yet he might through excitement or otherwise,
have been mistaken about it. The samne person
may believe that there is such a country as Eong-
land, and such a person as the Queen of England,
although he has never been in that country, nor
seen the Queen. Here the person could be mie-
taken about that which he claimed to have know-
ledge about, but he could not possib'y be mistaken
in his belief,

Now, true faith, to my mind, consisys in a reliance
in something which is not only beyond our know-
ledge, but beyond its equivalent, a belief in some-
thing we Fave not seen bus which appeals to our rea-
son also; and if this is so, the above illustration is
not agood example of faith; the existence of England
being not ouly established by direct evidence, buy
being such fact is as much within our comprehensivn
as the existence of our own country also,

Scriptural faith, as I understand it, is the reli-
ance we place iu the truths revealed to us by God
through His Word, which we caonot comprehend,
weigh the result of, or see the cecessity for, but
which we accept solely because found there; and a
trusting or acting upon such belief.

Without the actirfg upon such belief, faith is not
made perfect (James ii. 22). But I do not wish to
discuss that aspect of the word just now, but will
confine myself to faith, theoretically speaking.

Let us examine briefly the verse that I have
chcsen as a text for this article, *‘ Now faith is the
substance (assurance, R. V.) of things hoped for."
The assuranca here referred to is not a couclusion
drawn from certsin events that is at least as the
natural oulcome of such events, but grow. entirely
it of the express promises of Christ and His
Apocstles. The assurauce here is of something
hoped for. 'fhe Apostle Paul asks why a man
hopetb for that which he seeth. This undou!'nod~
ly refers as v uch to intellectual as to literal sight.
We are expressly told with reference to the fuitu?. )
that we qannot understand whyt the Lord has pre-
pared for ma, but we, teust him, and. {hls J§ bo |

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‘The second portion of the delinidon brings out
even wore strougly the thought which 1 wish to
emphasizo.  Faith, the Apostle continnes, *“is the
evidence (proof R V) of things not seon’'—or as
ho states it in another place, coutra distinguishing
it from sight, ** we walk by faith and not by sight.”
Tho ¢ evidenco ’ or * procf? here referred to, clearly
meuns an exterual demunstration and not a conclu-
sion ariived at as a result of sone act ov acts apart
from auy other assurance.  From the examples

‘ven in this very chapter, wo can seo that the rea-

o of man wounld have led him in an almost op-
pusite direction to that commanded by G.d. A
close study of these illustrations will give us a grand
inaight to the meaning of the word.

It seems to be very clear from this definition,
and the examples given of it, that faith is some
thing more than a mere belief in what we can
comprehend.

Let us now take up the great fact in which we
are required to have faith, the great truth that
Christ is the Son of the living God. Who really
disbelieves this fact ? The devils' bulieve. The
death-bed of the infidel and the skeptic very often
prove that their avowed disbelief has been a mere
farce. This is a matter of history, wore fiemly
established than any other, and cannot well be dis-
believed. But is such belief faith? Most certain-
ly not,

Some one may ask, How is it that persons who
believe the great central fact of the gospe}, will not
accept without hesitancy the sayings of our Lord?
Does not such believe imply a trusting in Him for
everything? It is hard, certainly, to give a reasun
for this anomaly, but is such not the case Pug
ting the infidel out of the question, do we nut all_
stop at times in our Christian journey, and while
still professing to have faith in God, doubt some_
thing he has said, because it appesra to bo so con.
rary to our reason. Have you not met persans who
would be highly indignant at you if you told them
that they had not perfect faith in Christ, yet who
would tell you in slmost the same breath, that they
have not vbeyed a certain commandment because
they could not see the necessity or reason for it.
Nuw it appears to me, that in cases like theze, we
have absolutely no faith. Our belief stops just
where our faith should begin.

What do we merit by trusting the Lord just su
far as we understand Him? Do we not often truat
our fellow mau as far?

But although 1 aftiem that we have not direct
evidence, nur can we cowprehend those facts on
which our faith is built, I hope that no one wiil
misunderstand ine. We have the firmost ground
possible for our faith. The Lord hus left us over-
whelming proof by the matchless life He lived—
the miracles He wrought—and through His resur-
rection that He is Divine—that His Word is Truth
—and that it is impossible for Him to lie. There
is nothing 80 well established » the inspiration of
the Scriptures; and they being inspired, we wmust
accopt them in their entitety. It is one of the
proofs of their inspiration that there is something
in them above the mind of man; and the fact that
there is, should strengthen our belief in them rather
than weaken it.

Only the other day,
professing Christian told me that he thought that
. ““hell ” would soon be taken out of the Bible, be.

cause he could not see how God would be so unmer-
ciful as to punish so severely. Lot us who profess
to take the Bible, the whole Biblo, and nothing but
the Bible, ateadily 1esist all effort to discredit-it,
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and give heed to tho words of Jude, to *‘ contend
earneatiy for the faith onco delivered to the saints.”

The village of Milton is a romantec little world
within itself. What strikes an ovangolist firat and
hardest, of enurse excepting the intensely inter-
esting trip from Bridiewater, half walking, half
sleighing, with a blinding snow.storm the last ten
miles of the way for variety and life-spico—what
strikes one hardest is Bro. Murray and his hospit-
able home. All the readers of the CHRISTIAN know
bun, and 8o they know how 1 was taken in by him.
His whole-sounled hospitality aud good humor are
in perfect keeping with his endless tuct and good
sense. One does not wonder that he should wear
twonty years with a choreh, and nevor so much as

yet threadbare.
After this, une is impres' ~d by the good-will and

harmony of the church meumbers of Milton and
thoir organizition for eflicient work. Ail hands
were ready, and spite of atress of weather, the large
auditorinm filled up, and the work goes yr~udly ou.
There’s a host of saiutly souls in the church in
Miit-n; but like other churches ia the Provinces,
they tell you that many of their choicest spirits
have moved away to the Siates, or to the larger
cities of their own lands.

The Liverpool river is a source of constant de-
light to me. The geography of Nova Scotia doesn't
warrant one in lovking for such a noble stream.
The American is guite too apt to imagine that his
own Jund has a monop dy on the possibility and
the reality of bigness and beauty, but for one 1 am
convinced thut Nuva Scotia rivalas America in the
bigness of her boulders, ard in the beauty, if not
the biguess of her rivers. When one expresses his
surprise at this river, and asks where it comes from,
they tell you it is the outlot of *‘ a number of great
lakes,” “ Great laken!” you exclaim. ** You can’t
have great lukes here. Why, you could put half of
Nova Scotia into Georgian Bay, the left hand
pocket of Liake RHuron, and the othuer half into
Saginaw Bay, its righ: hand pocket.” But here
comes the Liverpool river, bringing its rafs of logs,
and turning its many mills, and putting cash into
the pockets of the people, spite of all one's boasting
about his own big things.

The church in Sumniervilly, twelve miles from
Milton, has been built up within the last four yeara
by the efforts of Bro. Murray. Once a month he
drives to this point on Sunday afternoons, and
preaches, and ance a fortnight between Sundays.
An earnest band of Christians has been gathered
together thus, and they have built a tasty little
house, and paid for it. The work, all in all, is
quite comparable to the Silver Falls work near
8t Joha; a work, by the way, due like this to the
oxtra preaching and patient effort of Bro, Stewart
and bis right hand helpers.

Milton is practically a sea-port, being a suburb of
Liverpool, whero there is a good harbor., Our con-
gregation here is the leading one of the place, and
one of the atrongest in there eastern provinces.
This fortnight of work with the Milton church has
beon a great delight to me, and the Lord’s blessing
visiby attends us in it. W. J Laaxon.

DENOMINATIONAL PUBLISHIN

Much as peopls boast of their denominations
and denominational peculiarities, yet when they
come to do business, they tind it convenient to
omit the names and titles of which they boast.
The religious publishing house of vne great denom-
ination, perhaps the largest in the country, strikes
off the denominational name of their publishing
house from the title-pages of their books, subatitu-
ting for it the names of their agents, as if they
were simply private individuals.

This method is criticised by persons not familiar
with business, but it is stoutly defended by thuse
who are better informed. They are anxious that
their own denominatiou shall fully patronize their
own issues, and they inducs them to do this, But
thon they seek to make a market for their wares
outside of their own denomination. They publish
valuable books, which are used in various institu-
tions not undor their own patronage or control,
Their periudicals are ascattered among all denomiua-
tions, and they argue that the larger portien of this
trade would be lost if the proper smprint of their
publishing concern were placed upon their books.
Consequently they sacrifice the denominntional
imprint, and send their books out simply upon
their own merits, without the prestige of their
denominational publishing house.

Doubtless the reasoning is sound, and the facts
are as stated. And it is a curious comment on the
actual state of things, to say that a guod book will
be rejected if it bears the name of the denomina-
tivnal concern which actually publishes it, but will
be received and used if that name is atruck off. Ie
there not a deeper leason here? Ia it uot time to
go deeper iutu this question, and learan to drop
these sectarian names which occasion an mwuch
prejudice and division, and exalt that one name
which is above every name, and thus let Gad be
glurified, while man lies in the dust at His feet ? —
¢ Christian,” Boston.

C. W. B. M. of Ontario and Maritime Provinces :

Dear Sisters—Tho report for this month does
not differ materially from those of past months.

My meeting for women on Wednesday afternoon
is most encouraging. The women seemn to take
more interest in the atory of the cross, and come
regularly.

That may not seem to you a great number, yet we
think if we can get as many as two, we are doing
well, 8o stroug-is the feeling against foreigners and
Christianity.

My new Bible-woman has taken hold of the work
in a wonderful way. Have hopes she may be as
good as the last one. All the reat of my time is
taken up with my atudies and English classes. We
thought when the girls went we should have a little
leisure, but we seem to be busier than ever.

Am hoping that yon in America are not feeling
the financial crisis as much as we are here.” The
Boards in Ameriea find it impossible to send out
sufficient fuids for the work, and most of the
missionaries have their aalaries rediced. We are
praying that better times may some, or the work
must t o stopped. The native helpers are willingly
doiug their beat on reduced atipends, *¢ The earth
is the Lord's and.the.fulness thereof.”
