The storekeeper in-his turn
hag yielded up all he could scrape together to his
wholesaler, and the latter has had the alternative put
before him of either carrying his customer or closing
him out. The frequency with which the latter alter-
native has been tnken of late is evidenced in the large
number of' small failures we have weekly recorded in
these columas, and in the increased number of fires.
Yet, in spite of the most vigorous collections, payments
cannot be congidered salisfactory, and the outcome of
the coming fourth in dry goods circles is awaited with
some lack of confidencé by bankers.

The increase of $521,501 in demand deposits, nnd
of $278,639 in deposlts after notice, are encouraging
signs, unless they areattributable merely to the efficacy
of the higher rale of interest and greater freedom of
withdrawal proflered by the banks in attracting depo-
gits from the Government’s hands. The very vigorous
canvaes of the banks for deposits thronghout the West
has frequently been commented on by us of late, and
doubtless much of this unexpected increment is due
to their efforts in this direction. 'The increase of
$381,416 in the volume of balances due to English
banks and the decrease of $659,044 in the balances due
to us by England, are probably not due to any dimin-
ution in the trade movement from this side. They are
ageribable rather to the growing ease of money in Lon-
don, and the lowering of the bank rate to a point
which renders it more profitable for our banks to em-
ploy their money here instead of sending it over to
reduce their balances in London, The heavy reduc-
tion of $2,289,724 in the amount of Canadian funds
employed.inthe United States is due to the same cause.
The money can be more profitably used in this market

—indeed it is imperatively needed here—and hence
-the banks have recalled it to their home coffers.

The reduction of $299,087 in the volume of current
discounts, and of $326,412 in that of loans to commer-
cial corporations, would be avery encouraging feature
in the report, were not the total volume of these com-
mercial lonns gwollen to so unwieldy a figure. The

In large doses it proves 1mmed1-
ately fatal.  Itsintoxicating effects are ﬁfteen times
a8 great of those of ethyl alcohol and it is to its pre-
gence in new whiskey that the injurious, and even
fatal effects, of intoxication from that spirit are due.
Ttis the principal constituent in the mixture of oily
aleohols which are found in nearly évery 'distilled
liquor, and which are commercially grouped together
under the generic title of “ fusel oil.” It is a liquid
utterly unfitted for human coneumptlon Unfortunate-.
ly it can be produced aore cheaply than any other
sleohol, and consequently it is ‘employed to cover the
effects of the undue dilution of etliyl al¢ohol, and eyen’
to replace it in many of the artificial spirits and wines
now placed upon the market.
Methyl - alcohol, or wood spirit, was ongmelly
manufactured by the distillation of woods, such as
" beech and birch; but it is now usually made from the
residue remaining after the distillation of fermented
beet-root molasses. - Commercial wood spirit of the
best varieties containg 95 per cent of methyl alcohol,
the commoner varieties from 75 to 90 per cent, and
the poorest from 85 to 40 per cent only. Methyl al-
cohol is used prineipally as & solvent for gums, resins,
etc., and it also forms the basis of methylated spirits,

but although the nauseous taste of the acetone usually |

present in it prevents its being used for the adulter-
ation of wines or spirits in large quantities, it is a fre-
guent.adulterant of alcohols intended for the manu--
facture of tinctures and for the distillation of* chloro-:
form. And in both thess cases it is a deleterious
ingredient. Methylated spirit of wine is a mixtare of
90 per cent of ethyl aleohol with 10 per cent of com-'
mercial wood spirit. Its nauseous taste is due to the
acetone and other impurities it contains. »

Having thus sketched briefiy the principal charac-
teristics of the commercial alcohols we- will: next
proceed to show the character of the adulteratlone of
which they form the ‘base. .

‘'he annuai report of the Montreal Board of Trade was issued
on Friday last, Reviewing the business of the past year, the re-
port points out that there has been but little acute. commercia)
trouble, and what has occurred was owing rather to financial

than o overtrading or over-manuflacturing in Canada. Still it
must be sdmitted that the year has not been an altogether Pros-
perous one, as is evidenced by the statistics of failures in Can-
adn,. compiled by the commercial agencies, which, although
differing in certain respects, agree in-declaring an increased
number of bankrupteies during 1890.  The Inck of prosperity
was probably caused by the partial failure of the wheat crop in

- Manitoba which promised well until the time of reaping, but
-then suftered from the frost and wet, by which the quantity and
value of the grain were reduced, The crops of conrse grain were
also helow the average throughout Canada. In the Provinee of
“Quebec the agricultural interest is suffering from a second year

ports of cheese having largely increased. The catile trade shows
an-increase of over 40 per cent in the number of animals ship-

A MISSING FOUNDRYMAN.

The unexpected departure of Mr. Wm, Stevenson, foundry-
man, of Petrolea, presumably for the Unifed States, created
some stir in metal circles here as he is indebted to one large
Montrenl house to the extent of over $8,000. The general im-
préssion is that he has been harassed into skipping out. by

Jlocal creditors, It is stated that a banking house, in whose hands

he hins been for some time past, worried him cbnstantly, and
thet this was the principal reason for-his foslish act. He is not
believed to have any money with him, but nevertheless the
chauces of bis credilors in this city of receiving any dividend
aro not looked upon as bright. Stevenson’s difliculties were
due simply to the fact that he carried no insurance. As & con-
sequence when his foundry was destroyed by fire a few years ago
ha had nothing to fall back upon and was practically a ruined
man. His total liabilities are placed at $60,000.

The Canclian HMining | Review, :eporting the

phosphate trade*for 1890, says that,'perhaps,:
no other industry in Oanada is so " dependent’

upon- oceon freight as. iz phosphate -mining.
Of home market it practically has none; and
its small trade with the United States con-
siats entirely of low grade ore. All the high

production is sold across the “Atlantie, tho

chief portion to the United Kingdom, congid.:
erable to Germany, and a little to Holland
aud Sweden.  The total exports to all points
were 26,062} tons, a3 compared with 29,987
tons during the same period last year. The-
decrense i due partly to the lessened pmduc.
tion of some mines, but chleflv; ag wo have
already pointed out, to ‘the fact that owners
of phosphate lands have maintained a selling
attitude instead of adopting a working poliay.:
The year has been & most favorable one for
