The 32nd annual meeting of the Bank of Couwimeree
was held at Toronto on 20th inst, the proceedings ab
which are reported in full in this i Nm, and to which we
invite attention as heing of great interest. The net pro-
fits ol the past year were, $542,802, which exceeds 9 per
eent, on the pmd np capital, and is $55,236 more than in
1898.  As the dividends only took $42,000, there was
£122,802 to dispose of, of which $100,000 was placed to
bank premises .1commL $10,000 to the pension fund and
the balance of $12,802 was added to profit and loss. The
diversion of $100,000 to writing off from bank premises
aceount was a well advised step, as the properties now
owned by the bank for head office and hranches are now
so large that provision is needed for their mnatural de-
grease in value,

the- cireulation to have risen from $3,030,428, to $3,3G8,-
420, an inecrease of $337,998; the dcpomts not bearing in-
tevest went up from $3,<l-90,935 to $5,091,916, an increase
of $1,600,963,the deposits bearing interest from $19,748,-
152 to $22,684,44.0, an increase of $2,836,294. TIn those
three items the bank had the use of additional resourges
to the extent of $4,775,249.

The Bank of Cow-
merece in_ amount of civculation, deposits, and discounts
now stands next to the Bank of Montreal.

The address of the President, the Hon. Senator Cox,

The
veteran General Manager, little dreamt .hat he would
ever hear such ungenerous, ungrateful, end unfounded
censures in his disparagement uttered by a sharcholder
of the bank, which, when it was in the extremity of
peril, in danger of breaking up, he brought off the
rocks, put in good sailing condition, and which under
his commiand continued for some eighteéu years to make
prosperous and profitable voyages. Lo those remarks
My, Hague gave a crushing reply, which clicited the
warm applaise of the meeting. The guestions put by
Mr. Barbeau, he answered with a fullness, lucidity and
gkill in a reply, which was recognized by the meeting as
it will he by the public, and more espaetaily by bankers,
as being a masterly exposition of the principles of bauk-
ing as aficeted by those conditions which arise during a
period of transition. - The Merchants Bank is in that
state; the management is passing out «f the hands of
Mr. Hague into those of Mr. Fyshe. - sir. Hague very
aplly spole of the position of the new manager as anal-
ogous to that of “a buyer of assets,” as he was taking
over the assets of the bank. Naturally therefore Mr. Fyshe
was depreciating the value of the assats, after the man-
wer of buyers. But, having acquired them, he would
take care to raise their value as high as possible and real-
ize only when their full value was attainabic. It would
have heen Detter, perhaps, had Mr. Fy<'> examined into
the assets of the Bank before acceptiag the position
which he fills.  In reference to the <3p:ciation of the
bank’s assets which has excited so muza adverse critici-
cism, Mr. Hague said: .

‘T'his is the
reason why I have recommended you to have patience.

Acfion, however, has thus far been
deferred, doublless hecause of the fear of financial dis-
turbanees in conneetion with ihe Spanish-American war,
and because of rumors of other wms.  There has, how-
wver, been no financial disturbance, and the outlook at the

The General Manager spoke as follows:—

GENERAT, MANAGETS ADDRESS.

.-.'The . convietion of general prosperity at the moment is
so universal- that it is happily not, necessary to élaborate
the-facts in ovder to prove i, »+ilfrom Almost every-one of
our branch managers we. hear practically the same story.
The farmers hive had, as a4 whole, a good yield and good
prices, and they have in the main been following better
methods and higher ianches of fapming than herefofore.
This, following several years of cconomy, has made them
rich relatively io the pash, whatever aetual riches may
mean.  Thus the reeord of frade in the fowns and cifies
is one of rapid inerease. and business obligations of all
kinds were never hettor fulfilled.

We have had years when Tarmers paid their obligations of
a pressing nature, buk not their debis to the shopkeepers:
this vear the farmer has heen not only a good payer hut
t good buyer, and the shopkeeper has i turn not only
honored his obligations belter  than for many years,
but has shortened the terms of the eredit, he requires, in
many eases paying cash where he did no before  do so.

These arve some of {he vevy simple and homely facts
which underlic and make possible [he extraordinary fig-
ures prepared in a series of diagrams Tor the use of the
Minisier of Finanee in his recent Podpel Speech.  1F we
find that the imports and cxports, the balance of trade
in favour of the couniry, the fonange of shipping, the
miles of railvoad and the traflie eamvied, the life and fire
insurance in foree, ihe deposits and disconnts in the banks,
are all notonly much larger than In recent years, but
are all at the highest figures ever known in our history,
while business figures are at the lowest since 1884—al-
though the volume of bank discounis is abouk 50 .per eent.
greater than at that time—awe do nobt need a close analysis
of the faets to fell us that we are prospering, 1t may
he profitable, however, to compare the present with one
of 1he high-water marks of the past. vl a glance at the
dingrams in question will show that 1883 is the most suit-
able Tor sueh a comparison, the fignres of that period De-
ing in almost every ease higher thanm in previous years..
We find that although our exports are sixty-six millions
of dollars higher than.in 1883, our jmports arc only eight
millions higher, and we have furned a Dalanee of trade
aguinst us of (hirty-four milions info a halanee in our fa-
vour of nearly twenty-four millions, 11 the railvoad fizures
we' find that  the miles in operation have about dou-
bled, and that traflic bas o little more than doubled. Life
insurance in foree is nearly three times as great, and fire
insuranee has incrensed nearly sixty per cent.  Deposits
with the banks, the Government savings banks, and the
Toan companies, have more than doubled, inereasing from
147 millions to 311 millions of dollprs, while the increase
in bank discounts has been from 174 to 245 millions, or less

~than 50 per cent.

There seems 1lt{le doubt that this unusnal expansion
i an epoeh in onr commercial history.  But vecently we
seem to be, apart from owr humber interest, a people en-
tively dependent upon the vesults of agrviculture; indeed,
we talked about lamber and wheat and our financinl sal-
vation in the same breath, We sought to manufactuve for
home consumption a few of  the arlicles which. entered
moast actively into our national use.  We kuew we had

greal mineral vesourees, but felf thal we had neither the

people, the capital, nor the markels ueeessary to their de-
velopment,  “Now otir farming in the best distriers and
more or less everywhere, no longer rests upon the growth
of cereals alone, but upou & broad basis of variety in pro-

yoyear o wider range of the
objects which -enter into our national -use; and we. are
building. up a foreign trade in manufactured goeds on a
sound basis, one line of goods following another-as we are
able by geographical position, the nature of our raw ma-
terial, and the capital and skill of our people, to meet the
other manufacturers of the world, . '
We are at Jast without doubt a mining nation, and it
does not require one to be an enthusiast to realize that we
shall soon be one of -the great mining nations.

LUMBER,

Our Jumber industry, after the effects of several years
of general- depression in trade, and.of unfriendly legislds
tion ‘on the parvt of the United States, hss entively recov-
ered its tone, and apparvently nothing hangs over the mar-

ket except the threats of the United States lumber lobbyist

o engineer further adverse legislation, in order if possible
to keep the consumer in the United Statés at the mercy
of the owners of the rapidly diminishing supply of timber
now left in that eountry. This unfriendly legislation
hurt us for some years, but with the improvement in busi-
ness the demand- for Jow grades of Tumber has been such
as to clear out our yards, and make the immediate out-
look quite satisfactory. The demand for lumber of the
higher grades continues to be good,’and year by year the
proportion we are able to export in a more advanced con-
dition of manufacture than that of mere squave timber or
deals increases. o o '

The trade in doors; sashes, furniture, ete., is steadily

growing, and with the exportation of saw logs practically

at an end, we may hope that-out of our remaining forests -
in Ontario o much layvger proportion of ivage-carning from
the same quantity of lumber will accrue to our people
than in the past.  As the best of our pine and haydwood
is being cut we are finding use as lumber for many woods
hitherto despised, and with the development of our water
powérs, 147 the making of cheap pulp, to be put doubtless
to many uses not now thought of, we may look forward to-
nitiohal revennes and nianufacturors” profits’ from ot for-
esis Tor all time to come, Permit me once moéie, howevel, to
urge the necessity for adequate forestry laws. 7The Govern-

ment is, Tam aware, taking more advanced views than hith-

erto, but it scems very desirable,now that we have the sharp
experience of provineinl taxes resulling from declining
Crown dues from timber, to ‘ereate a public sentiment
which will demand forestry laws as advanced as those of
any other country. In British Columbia, where, he-
cause for the moment timber seemed to have little realized
value, vast aveas have been burned, tlie future of lumber-
ing . looks more prosperous than at any time in the past,
and we'may hope that if will take its place as one of the safe
and permanent industries of that provinee.

N MINTNG.

Joth in the Atlantic and Pacific provinees we have
chormous stores of voal, and the Importance ‘of these
sources of national wealth is gradualy being appreciated.
In some of the coal-ficlds of both areas excellent coke can
be made, and we are reasonably certain to see the minerals
of Dritish Columbia and of parts of the United States
smelted with our own coke, and in our Atlantic provinces
{o see the manutacture of iron and steel for export on g
sutisfactory scale based also largely upon our ability to
make our own coke. In the West many gold, silver, and
copper mines, will, as a result, be worked, and in the Rast
iron ore will be mined, which but for ¢heap coke might lie
uscless forever. It is, of course, impossible to estimate
the future prices of iron and copper. 'The present high,
prices and scale of consumption will doubtless not -con-
tinue, but will fluctuate as they always have finctuated.
We cannot, however, regard the greutly inereased use of
steel in Burope and America for structural purposes, re-
quiring for its production certain kinds of ores which we
possess largely, and the increased use of copper in electri-
cal and other manufactures, the ore of which we also pos-
sess in such vast quantities, without the conviction.that
we are at last to add {wo great items to our sources of
wealth which have hitherto been held in reserve.

In this part of Canada, where our farming, as a rule,
is of a higher order, we have hiid another good season for
our diiry products. The quantity of cheese exported was
183,288,624 pounds, valued at $15,916,507, a falling oft of 14,-
961,024 pounds, valued at $1,983,103; but this is partly- due
to the great increase in our recently developed creameries,
the export of butter reaching 18,974,572 pounds, valued at
$3,492,000, From many places we hear of cheese facto-
ries being converted into ereameries, although as a rule,
the one industry is growing up-alongside of the other. In
any event we ave putting ovr dairy business. on a firmer
basis by manufacturing for export the fwo articles.

A large and profitable business has been done by the
farmer in cattle and hogs, although the wuyer has not
always been so fortunate as the seller. The sale in recent
vears, of lean cattle to the United States has had the ef-
fect of Jowering seriously the quantity of cattle in Onta-
rio, and both in numbers and in quality we should witness
dn’ ifniprovement during the next few years. - As to the
outlogk for the cnsuing season, the fall wheat is clearly
in a bad way, but the spring erops, about which we were
iroubled at one. time,isre now promising, a good havvest.
The farmers,  dissatisled with the price, are holding back
a good deal. of ‘wheat in many countries; . the pastheage,
from which' ‘miost of Jout ‘Wealth ‘conies, is abundant, and
there scems to be no reason .to think that the majority
of farmers will not have as large receipts this year as
usual.

TRANSPORTATION.

But the board, without the slightest
consultation with me, and rather to my surprise, desired
me to continue in the service of tho Bank for five ycars
longer. 1t was hardly for me to refuse them if they
thought it desjirable. I may tell you that at the end of

“the first year, 1 intimated to the Loard that so jarge a sal-

ary as 1 had enjoyed might be a burden upon the Bank,
and 1 offered to relinquish a Jarge amount of the money
allotted to me at the end of last- year, aua that from the
end of January lust to the end of my engagement my
salavy should be considerably rveduced, in considerution of
the lesséiied amount of work and responsibility. 1 am
not a4 man to impose myself upon an unwilling bourd or.
body of stockholders, but I may tell you whuat only one
or_two of the board who were -in the Bank at the time
kudw, that when the Bank was in very difticult circums-
stunces indeed, and when the lnbor of reorganizing it was
almost more than a man could beur, I voluntarily relin-
quished a large amount of the salary that had been pro-
mised to me, for years together,und which would have heen
piid to me if I had said nothing about if, and it was not
until many years afterwards that the salary was restored
to ils ordinary figures. 1 have made u caleulation that the
stockholders avre better off by at least $75,000, for it is a
part of the funds of the Iank to-day for that voluntary
saerifice of mine. :

In reply "to what has been said about there being only
one signature to the financial statement, I have felt that ~
sinee the 1st of Januwary, when my relation to the Bank
~us not that of actual daily management, it would be
more desirable that my coadjutor, who has the supervi-
sion of the Bauk’s accounts daily and of the handling of
the funds, should append his signuture to the statement,
and not the both of us. . )

‘The report you have heard is, no doubt, disappointing.
We are all disappointed, for we are all Stockholders round
this-table. I am a heavy stockholder mysell; my interest
is your interest, and if you feel the reduction in your in-
come and reduction in value of stoek, from reduction of
dividend, so do I, espeeially sinee my proposal for a large
reduction of remuneration in consideration of lessened -
worlt and responsibility tool cffeet.

Now, if this report had been presented under-ordinary
eirenmstances you would have had good reason to be dis-
turbed. But the report has not been presented in ordin-
ary cirecumstances. During the past year things have
been in a state of transition, and it would not be reason-
able to base an estimate ol the Lank’s or@linary carning
power on the result placed before you now.

For example, in addition to the large additional amount
written off on account of former. business, and charged
to this year's profits, we have opened, as the report stntes,
i considerable number of new branches. Now, it is well
lkwown that for the first year or two mew branches of a
bank are rather a source of expense and Joss than pro-
fit; and this has been our experience so far. Instead of
yielding revenue there is & considerable amount at debit,
taking them altogether, all which has been charged agains
our earnings. But, of course, this source of loss is not
likely to continue. Soms of these new branches are al-
ready beginning to show fair results. . .

On this, and other grounds, thercfove, I would reccom-
mend you to be patient. The bank has-a good business.
It is in an extremely strong position, and able to take ad-
vantage of any openings for new business that may pre-
sent themselves. I think you may rely on its manage-

*ment being of a thoroughly conservative and eareful char-

acter, and I hope you will all have reason, as time goes on,
to be well satisfied.

I do not intend this year, as has been customary, to
make any detailed remarks on the condition of business
in the country. You all know that things are generally
prosperous. . Bub a- time of business activity is not ne-
cessarily o fime of good bDanking profits, except in- one

. respect, viz, that it is wsually acecompanied by a diminu-

tion of insolvencies. -This naturally leads to a diminu-
tion of banlk losses, and it is in this direction, as the Di-
rectors have told you, that we have reason to loolk hopetul-
ly towards the future.’

‘T had anticipated and had some renson to believe that
there would be some such sharp eriticism as we have hegrd
from My, Boas and Mr, Barbean, and therefore I prepared
a very short statement, which 1 hope will answer many of

as that in which the business of the Bank is carried o, it
can eusily be seen that a  difference of a few hundred
thousand dollars may be formed by one person and au-
other person in reviewing it. This is precisely what has
tuken place, 1 am uot sure if the contingencies of the fu-
ture have not been too liberally discounted.

As to what has been said by Mr. Boas und the questions
asked Dy Mr. Barbeau, I may say that about a year ago

the country came to an end of a period of great business -

depression, in which insolvencies were constantly inereas-
ing, failures of an unexpected character occurring, wud
property of various deseriptions in loeunlities where the
Bank was doing business had fallen to a low point of de-
preciation. . During such-a time we had not escaped from
casualties, and had o deal, ycar after year, with numer-
ous accounts of customers who had failed at one or other
ol our thirty-two branches. And we had to consider the
very practical question, of how {0 make ' (as we-were
bound to malke) the very best of estates, properties and
securities that had come into our hands. With regard to
such things we have regular and elaborately prepared re-
ports every half year from the managers of branches,, and
it is their business to give us an estimate from time to
time of what they consider to be the real value of the se-
curities held and the outcome of the debts reported on.
Our managers, I think, are not deficient in intelligence
or capacity to deal with such things, as I think anyone
will allow who knows them. These xeports are all care-
fully considered by the General Manager and the Board,
and in dealing with them, we bLring to bear all our own
Imowledge both of the circuinstances of business generally
and of the particular account with which we are dealing,
and when cntries have been made, either writing - off an
amount altogether, or writing it down to a lower value, we
have done 50 honestly, Tairly, to the best of our judgment
and after full cousideration of all the eircumstances, And
I may be allowed to say that 1 have not been without ex-
perience in this kind of work. During the first four years
of my management of the Merchants Bank, I and my
colleagues had fo wade through insolvent estates that
were indebted to the Bank, to the amount of over $8,000,
000, 1low we dealt with them, and what we made of them
and of the Bank itself,- I need not say; v m part of the
Bank’s history. But this I will say, that we all pulled
together during this terrvibly trying time—directors, stoel-
holders and General Manager and officers. In the most
-urduous undertaking that ever fcll to the lot of a General
Manager in Canada, and I say this with perfeet knowledge
of what other managers had.to do in like cireumstunces.
when 1 had to work almost night and day for almost three
years, I was most heartily supported by Dboth Dircctors
und Stockholders, as the President and Vice-President and
‘Mr. Hodgson well know. -And L sy this, that if any other
course had been pursued, if there had been dissensions and
fault-findings and bickerings at our annual meetings, the
Dunlk would have been wreeked and the Stockholders have
lost millions. .
It was daring that trying time I learned the necessity
and importance of tuking a hopeful view of doubtful as-

sets, and encouraging managers to aim at. the very best:

results to be got out of themn by working hawd, and some-
times fighting hard, to realize our expectations. Caution
about current debts, hopefuiness about doubtful ones, this
1 have always found to bring out the best results. And 1
venture to say that the Bank is befter oft to-day by scores
of thousands of dollars by sueh a course being pursued.
In several cases in those gloomy times we did, I am
sorry to say, take a desponding view of several assets of
great magnitude, and sucrificed properties-at certain fig-
ures. If we had taken a more hopeful view and retained
dhem for a few years, the Bank would have been hetter
off to-day Dy at least half a million. DBut, generally, we
were able tg take o hopeful view, and with the best re-
sulls.  The Bank indeed could not have borne at that
time any ofheér course; a policy of despondency and un-
dervaluing would have forced it into liquidation.. Such,
Mr. President, has been the policy I have always. recom-
mended to the Board, and such as they have generally
Teartily acquiesced in; and the present position of .the
Banle is its justification. But now a new valuation and
.estimation _has been made bv my colleague, and I havé
not blamed him much for estimating low and taking the
benefit of doubt himself. ~ The Bank can stand this kind
of {reatment at present, though it could not have borne it
when I took charge twenty years ago, You must remem-
ber that my collengue in coming here and entering upon
an exhaustive examination, was in a posivion analogous to
that of a buyer of assets. We all know what buyers do.
